In many ways, it isa letter of indignatio and retaliation agains our national Secretar
of Education, William Bennett who asks members of congress, senators, state

legislator governors and all publi polic makers if you will, to make publi polic
judgment about the worth of independe college and the students wh attend
them based on anecdotal stories about kids vacationing in Florida, buyin stereos

and cars, and simultaneous griping about the cuts in student financial aid. This
isa rebuttal to him, and to all wh insist in the fac of facts and evidence to the con-

trary that government grant aid to students results in highe tuition and who dis-
count the value of education b comparin it to the cost of consumable good which

are savored and consumed a short time after bein purchase
Yes, colleg tuitions are increasing agai Yes, tuitions are agai rising above the

Consumer Price Index. But, what doe this reall mean?

A colleg education is not a consumable goo such as a cand bar, a stereo or a

car. It is an investment in one’s life and one’s worth, It is the most durable goo we

can purchas and, if we must compare the cost of education with the cost of any
other durable good be assured that colle is a bargai

In 1961 [bought thre things: a car, a television and year at Syracuse University’s
Maxwell School. | pai #100 for my television, #1,200 for my car and and 41,600 for

my year at Maxwell. In 198 | purchase the same three items. My car cost #15,00
(1150 more than in 1961 my television $600 (500% more than in 196 and one of

my son’s tuition at the Universit of Rochester, $10,50 (556 more than in 1961), Tui-

tion costs appear to hold their own.

A fair comparison? In Secretary Berinett’s terms, yes. In my terms, no. One very
crucial observation 1s missing, Th car purchase in 196 was junked

4

years later.
M television set did not survive the numerous moves my family and I made over

th years. In fact. have purchase seven cars and eigh television sets since 196
Th college education, however, is still with&#39 and it has enabled me to increase

my economic worth every vear since 196 and giv the gift of colleg to my children.
Mycollege experience mad it possibl for me to chang occupations whe op-

portunities arose, assess public poli intelligently, analyz the state budget enjoy
music and ballet, and understand the impact that education can have on péopl

wh are toda in the same situations as was then. Each da my college education
rewards me either monetarily through my job or esotericall throug my ability to

understand and create an enriched environment for myself and my children. So,
when I think of those three things I purchase in 196 my car, my television and

my college education, I realize only one—my education—continues to impact and
add value to my life 25 year later.

Mr. Bennett has bee very successfu in diverting all of us from looking at th critical

public polic issue of makin colleg affordable and accessible to our citizens. He

ha also successfull raised questions in many citizens’ minds as to the worth of a

colleg education. He has used anecdot to support his case, as | have today, and

he has dissuaded too many young people, parents and elected officials from view-

ing a colleg education as their most important life-time investment. More impor-
tantly, he has mad us doubt the need for government funded student financial aid

programs.

If you were unable to attend colleg would you
have gon if the opportunity had bee available? Finally, would you, asa publi polic
maker, devise state and federal programs which den your children the opportuni-

ty to attend colleg so the are equippe fo a lifetime of rewardin work?

Th point is that, the cost of colleg cannot be compared to cand bars, stereos,

televisions or cars, The latter are all consumable good A colleg educatio isa durable

goo with worth and value that increases througho one’s lifetime. College are

th lifeblood of our society and the engines powering our economy. The are the

place we learn to think about ourselves, our goal our values and our relationship
with society. College are the place we develop not just the business, cultural and

social leaders of tomorrow, but the huma resources tha will enable all citizens who

partak to reap the rewards that come from meaningf and productiv work.

Whether public or independent, college and universities and the students the
serve deserve the financial and moral support of our government.

articles. The are used to provide retirement income.

The demand for these product will increase as we get older and retire earlier. Simply
this produ is purchase b giving th life insurance company a lum sum in return for
an.assured monthl payment. The payof depend on which options you choose.

When peop retire, the no longe have stead wages. You may have a pension, social

security and savings. The house is pai for or has a manageabl mortgage. You probabl
will have a hug equit in it if you were fortunate enough to have purhase it when you
were young. Clearl at this stage in our life, we do not need life insurance, we need in-

come assurance.
2

Social security will provid a modest income, but not much more than a life o gentee
proverty. For the majority, our retirement income will come from a company pension

plan This will be supplemente b or IRAs, CDs, stocks and other investments.

Compan retirement plan usually offer two option - a lump sum payof or a set pay-
ment (annuity). The decision can be a difficult one. What yo do is a persona decision.

It depend upon your wealth, health and your spouse.
With a lump sum settlement, you can pay the taxes up front and invest the net pro-

ceeds. ‘You can also roll your payment into an IRA and defer the taxes. This’ will then

follow all the IRA rules, exactl the same as your #2000 annual payment. When the time

comes for that decision, an accountant or tax advisor is very helpful.
