Stop Throwing Away Tomorrow!·

As most residents of Nassau County arc 
aware, evcr)'0 ne is facing a crisis in solid 
waste disposal. T he nightmare of the Islip 
barge of two years ago, the closing ofland­
fills all across the Island and the rapidly 
escalating costs of garbage disposal leave no 
doubt that changes must be mndc. In an ef­
fort to educate the public about this poten­
tially catastrophic situation and to try to 
disco,•cr solutions. WLJW, Channel 21, 
Long Island's public television station, 
gathered 15c.xpcns frorngovc.rnmemal and 
environmental groups fora panel discussion 
"Throwing Away Tomorrow'.' 

A preview showing of the program was 
held in Huntington's New Community 
Cinema May 8. Channel 21 aired the show 
May 13, and will repeat it Sunday, May 18, 
lll 7p.m. 

Members of the panel from the govern­
ment sphere include Dennis De.Concini, 
United States Senator from Ariiona, Frank 
Jones, Islip Town Supervisor, Thomas Jori• 
ing, New York State Commissioner of the 
Department of Environmental Conser,'ll-
1ion (DEC) and Madeline Kunin, former 
governor of Vermont. 

Other familiar names are those of Ralph 
Nader, consumer advocate, and Barry Com­
moner, m.,-cling e>.l)Crt. A name less familiar 
nationa ll y, but known 10 man)' in the North 
Hempstead area, was Robby Donna. Mr. 
Donno is president of Oonno Company, 
Inc., a municipal hauler, and serves as 
LcgislaLivcChairman of1he New York Waste 
Industries Association. 

The program was moderated by Harvard 
LawprofcssorCharlcs Ogletree, Jr. The for­
mat is modelled after Fred Friendly'sColun­
bia University seminars, which Oglc1ree has 
moderated for public television. It involves 
role playing by the members of the panel. 

Mr. Ogletree began by imagining River­
City, a fictitious town of 40,000 people that 
is in the process of SC!ling up II solid waste 
management program. Turning to Mr.Don­
no, hcsaid: "O.K.Mr. Donno. Wchavctogct 
rid of all this garbage. Whal can yo u do for 
us?" Mr. Don no replied that his company 
cnn collect rCC)-clables, separate waste and 
deliver everything 10 a legally sanctioned 
facilit)'; a landfill. incinerator or rl-sourcc 
recovery plant. He caut ioned that his bid 
might be higher than some others, bcc:-.iusc 
he would only operate with the proper 
permits. 

Mr. Donno'scommcnts aboutpcrmits led 
10 a uiscussion wi th Supervisor Jones about 
the need for municipalities to monitor the 
ac1ivi1ies of the caners Lhcv hire 10 ensure 
that t'\'erything oper:11es wfthin the law.

Mr. Ogletree managed to bring out the 
position of cacll1 of the members of the panel. 
There "ere many areas of general agreement, 
but whcnspcci tics were discussed, there was 
freque111ly a parting of the w·.iys. Everyone 
agrel-d that 1hcwas1cstream must be reduc­
ed. Mr. Commo ner took the position that 
the consume1: is being asked 10 assume 
responsibility for a situation that emanates 
from the producer. He said that manufac­
turcrsshould be legally pl"l.'Ventcd fromovcr­
packaging andl he contended that 90 percent 
of our waste stream can be rcC)-cled. 

Ralph Nndc:r is also an advocate of what 
he calls "pre-c::ycling:· He said that while, 
yearsaso. a hamburger wasscr.'Cd on a small 
paper plate; it is now enclosed in a l'llrton 
with a lid. Mr. Nader also spoke of the.need 
to educate the public concerning the choice 
of environmentally safe products. 

Two partici.pants on the panel were in 
sharp disagreement. Jerry Schubel, pro­
fcssorm theSt.ateUniversityof Ncw York at 
Ston)' Brook, lhasd~-vclopcd a product that 
looks like a brick and is made from in­
cinerator nsh. Thi.~ could be an important 
factor in reducing thc wa.stcstream, because

Larry Shapiro, counsel 10 the New York 
Public Interest Group (N YPIRG ). Mr. 
Shapiro took the posit ion that incinerator 
ash contains so many toxic metals that it is 
uns.ifc to use in any product. NYPI RGi's 
posi1ion issimilarto Mr. Commoner's: that 
a lnrgc amount of solid waste. need not be 
generated if manufac1urcrscan bccontroll­
cd, and that a 1-cry high percent of I he was,tc 
that is generated can be rccyclc-d. 

Governor Kunin left no doubt that V<:r­
mont would strongly oppose any acceptance 
of waste generated in any o ther state, but 
Scna1or De Concini, whose state or Arizona 
has large areas of uninhabited lnnd, took a 
different position. Whereas almost all ,of 
Vermont is privately owned, the federal 
government owns more than half of the land 
in Arizona. The senator said thm his sta.te 
might look with favor o n interstate 
agn.-cments on the disposal of commercial, 
residential and C\'Cn nuclear waste. 

Scott G. Mackin. president anu CEO of 
Ogden Products. Inc .. a waste-to-ener;gy 
facility, advocated a four-part intcgr,11,cd 
method for waste management: waste rcduic-
1 ion. l\.' cyding, W3SIC·I0•Cncrgy plants and 
landfills. It is the percentage that makes IJP 
each component that divided the panel.
