| know two artists who draw
the dead. Yet, strangely enough,
thovgh they live within a mile of
each other, they have never met!

0.¢' of them, Frank Leah, has
beeb doing portraits of-dead peo-
ple, who usually stand in front of
him while he records their like-
ness-.-;. for nearly ten years.

H*“ estimates that he has drawn
many thousands of dead men.
women and children and in
nearly every case they have been
identified.

For the other artist, Marcel
Poncin, psychic portraiture is a
recent departure. This faculty
only developed in file last twelve
months.

Leah has lieen clairvoyant since
lie was a child. He was at first
scared of these forms that he
could see and others could not,
but gradually he realized that
they belonged to those the world
calls dead.

One day he decided to combine
his gifts as a clairvoyant and an
artist and give the world perman-
ent records of Survival by draw-
ing these dead people who con-
tinually presented themselves to
his vision.

Usually he does not know who
i- coming to him jur a seance,
Secretaries of  Spiritualist  so.
cieties make appointments und
merely tell him the time for e
sittings.

Generally, however, before the
sitting, often days in advance, he
awakens to see a spirit face in
front of him. Being clair-audient,
that is having the ability to hear
what these other-world visitors
say, he is able to carry on a con-
versation with them and glean in-
formation as to who they are and
why they have returned.

Bu< la-ali cannot avoid the jien-
alty of living a medium, for in-
evitably, by some magnetic link
that «a do not understand, these
returning spirits reproduce their
last earthly conditions, with the
result that la-all has died a thou-
sand deaths.

Yes, he feels tilt tortures of
every illness, sickness and dis-
gase all tile pains which they

have suffered before being finally
freed from earth.

Then they will often impress
on him, for the purpose of identi-
fication. incidents connected witli
their lives, ten. twenty, thirty and
forty years ago.

Occasionally the incidents are
Riven in astonishing detail. Once
a woman showed herself in the
stress in which she was presented
to Queen Victoria. The artist saw
the ixhole Court scene, thronged
with its eager attendants.

This psychic artist insists that
there is nothing ghostly about
these spirit visitors. They are
not phantoms.

If they an- experienced com-
municators they show themselves
rery dearly; The artist is able
0 Hee every line and every
"Tinkle, the color of the eyes and

hair, ami...even...notice indi-
vidual characteristics, like a mole

a broken tooth.

Leah listens to what these com-
municators tell him. for generally
ti>ey give the kind of information

Tlie spirit was Patsy, the con-
trol of Frank Decker, one ot
America's most famous mediums.
Mr. and Mrs. Bowers had retired,
the latter sleeping in a front room
in their Riverside Drive apartment
in New York, the former in a
rear room. The telephone near
Mrs. Bower's bed rang sharply at
230 a. m. It aroused Mrs.
Bowers and she heard the saluta-
tion "Hello, Ouise" in the familiar
voice of patsy, whose voice she
had often heard in Deckers
seances.

After a short conversation witli
her, Patsy wanted to talk with
"Doc" but his wife demurred, say-
ing that once awakened he would
find it difficult to get to sleep

But Patsy insisted it was
important and finally Mrs. Bowers
called her sleeping husband. He
conversed with Patsy, expressing
his delight in this novel experi-
ence. Then Patsy turned the in-
strument over to Joe De Wyckoff.

of view.

He explained that he was in
Decker's New York apartment
where he had decided to spend
the night after a call on the
medium, He had retired on a
studio couch about midnight while
Decker slept in his own bed in
an adjoining room. About an
hour later he was shaken by the
shoulder and awakened. A form
in white stood above him, dress-
ed in what appeared to be a tight
fitting messenger’s uniform. It
was Patsy who cautioned him not
to be afraid and deWyckoff re-
plied reassuringly.

Doyle — Pythagoras

The spirit asked deWyckoff to
close the windows and darken
Decker s room as much as pos-
sible by drawing shades to ex-
clude light from outside. DeWyck-
off's room was fairly well lighted
by a nearby light in the streets.

DeWyckoff did as requested and
noted that Decker appeared to be
in trance. DeWyckoff returned
to the other room and wrapped in
bedclothes he awaited develop-
ments.  Spirits appeared almost
immediately. Pavlowa danced as
he sang a Russian song, Sir Ar-
thur Conan Doyle, whom he had
met in London, spoke to him.
Pythagoras, Greek philosopher,
Jim Riley, Bert Wells and oth-
ers came out of Decker’s room.

Then Patsy thought up the
telephone idea. He called De-
Wyckoff's home in Rumsy, N. J.,
but was told by the butler that
Mrs. DeWyckoff was not in. He
then put in the Bowers' call, He
seemed a bit incensed when the
operator called him “ma’am.”

DeWyckoff had watched the
whole procedure from his bed, a

It was after his marriage that
his interest in Spiritualism was
revived by his wife, who, under
the name of Sumurun. was the
best-known mannequin in Paris.

The artist constructed a home-
made ouija board from a ping-
pong racket and pasted some let-
ters on a large sheet of cardboard,
(’sing this simple apparatus spirit
messages came regularly.

One day there was a surprise,
for on tlie ouija board was spelled,
“A < e

“Who is it?” the artist eager-
ly asked.

"Arthur Conan Doyle,”
the reply.

Then Conan Doyle urged Mar-
cel to write to Lady Doyle and
tell her of his spirit return.

Poncin felt he could not ap-
proach a stranger with such a
message, but because at- subse-
quent seances the famous novelist
persisted he finally wrote to Lady
Doyle. To his amazement he re-
ceived a charming reply with some
advice about ihs psychic develop-
ment. The artist sent a conven-
tional letter of thanks and thought
that was the end of the matter.

But there was a surprise in
store. Conan Doyle communicat-
ed again at the next seance with
the strange request that they
should forgive his wife for not
replying.

“There is nothing for her to
answer," said Poncin, hut Doyle,
with  typical courtesy, insisted
that there was a delay and added
that a letter was actually on the
Way to them.

About twelve months ago he
visited W. T. Parish, the spiritual
healer, who was able to render
him some service. As he knew
Parish never accepted fees for his
healing, the artist decided, as a
gesture, to copy p portrait of one
of tlie healer's guides, and pre-
sent it to Parish.

Now. I'oncin is an expert copy-
ist.  For tiiis type of work he

has had scores of successful com-
missions, he could not make a
satisfactory copy one that
pleased him as an artist. Instead,
another head presented itself to
his vision and insisted on being
painted.

The result was a picture that
was not in his usual technique.
And all the time that the inspira-
tion lasted, the artist experienced
a strange exhaustion. latter lie
discovered that the face he paint-
ed Itelonged to Ids own spirit
guide!

Then came a succession of in-
spirational paintings which were
accompanied by the same feeling
of exliaustion.

The results, although similar in
technique (hey were all paint-
ed in delicate blue and silver tones

were in an entirely different
style from Ids normal oil colors.

Poncin refuses to call himself
clairvoyant, but prefers to attrib-
ute his results to inspiration.

ture common to them all. The
eyes are vivid, liquid and limped.

And Marcel Poncin is the first
to admit that, skillful artist
though he is, his inspirational pic-
lures surpass in technique his nor-
mal work.

Another writes. have taken
advice from one that | had every
rea-on to believe to be tlie spirit
of a relative and it has worked
out very badly. This spirit can-
not possibly in an evil spirit. How-
can sucli tilings be Siili an-
other asks, “If a spirit be on pro-
gression, how can he make mis-
takes, either it: judgment, inter-
pretations, teachings or advice?'
These people are bewildered and
disappointed becans* they have en-
countered fallibility in spirit. They
have thought that a spirit espe-
cially a “good spirit” must be in-
fallible in all things must see
all. hear all, know all and never
make a mistake.

Are We Disillusioned?

If 1 come into th. house, fling
off my cloak and ascend the stairs
to the first landing, do | know
any more than | did before |
threw off my cloak and ascended
to the first landing? And if so
"by?  Surely from my vantage
point on that first landing | may
be able to see what goes on on
that part of tlie second floor that
is within range of my vision as
“ell as what goes on downstairs
but by no means does that signify
that | understand all that ! see or
that | accurately interpret it. |
May only guess at the contents of
the rooms into which | cannot
look or at what goes on therein.

What | am trying to say is
that file soul that lias recently
made the transition into Spirit
Life is in muchjhe same position
as |. on that first landing. He has
merely thrown off his overcoat of
flesh and ascended to the first
spiritual landing place. He knows
no more than Jimi before he left
his body and he is no more capable
of giving advice or teaching spirit-
ual truth than lit- was on earth.
As he applies himself seriously to
the acquiring of knowledge in
spiritual understanding, he ac-
quires the ability to advise and
teach but only along the lines
<’ his own development and prog-
mess.

Qualify to Teach!

I'tiose on tlm so-called astral or
magnetic planes th+ lower planes
of Spirit Life are prone to think
that they know if ill and many
of them insist upon relaying to
the earth plane wirit they think
they know. . . Actually they are no
more qualified to teach truths of
spirit than a first grader is quali-
fied to teach Virgil. But if they
can find a medium on a synchro-
nizing vibration rate there is
nothing to prevent them from an-
nouncing themselves as "The
Great So and So” and regaling
the ears of humanity with their
misinformation, delusions, mis-
interpretations and inaccuracies.
If the people of ear‘h would only
remember that spirit-souls are
just people - no worse and no
better, no wiser and no more fool-
ish. than we are here in mortal-
ity these unreasonable issues ot
the infallibility of spirit would
cease to be raised.

Try The Spirit ... |

It is seldom wise to take spirit-
ual advice unless you know posi-
tively its source and that the
spirit-soul advising you under-
stands all angles of your prob-
lem and is capable of giving you
advice. To accept and follow ad-
vice for no other reason than that
it comes from spirit is a most
irrational procedure. If you con-
tact the spirit of one who, when
of earth, knew your problems and
advised you soundly with regard
to them, you are probably sate in
heeding his counsel. And of
course, those spirits that have ad-
vanced to the higher phases of
Spirit Life are usually safe coun-
selors. but contact with such as
these is not of so common occur-
rence because they have pro-
gressed to the point where earth
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matters do not concern them,
Most of our contacts are with

friends and relatives who have
not been many years in Spirit
Life.

Among | he people of earth there
seems to be a universal impression
that if there really is such a thing
as spirit survival, then a spirit
just because he IS a spirit -
should and must know all about
everything. He Miould be able to
answer any question on any sub-
ject; he should be able to give
accurate information on any
topic; his knowledge as touching
any and all matters of the uni-
verse and of Cosmos, should be
infallible. And all of this wisdom
should come to him immediately
upon being liberated from the
flesh. No more absurd conception
of spirit powers could possibly

exist, and when one realizes that
an individual's identity, personal-
ity, mentality, reasoning powers
and judgment do not alter one
iota when they function in a body
devoid of flesh, the preposterous-
ness of this conception becomes
apparent.  Only- Ts a spirit-soul
gradually learns does he acquire
wisdom. | repeat -- spirit-souls
are just PEOPLE functioning out
of the physical.

Use Good Judgment!!

Therefore, perfectly well-inten-
tioned spirits, meaning only the
very best, and firmly believing in
their own capabilities, may give
advice that will prove disastrous
to follow or information that is
inaccurate and instruction of no
value.

There is one angle of this
whole matter that seems seldom
to occur to those who continually
run to spirits for material help,
and that is the fact that God gave
human beings minds, reasoning
powers and judgment for the pur-
pose of USING them. To lean
upon spirits for direction in all
matters is putting psychism to thd
wrong use and destroying one s
own initiative.  You would not
think of turning over your affairs
to friends, -«teachers or relatives

of earth—you might, even resent
their suggestions as interference.
Why then turn over the manage-
ment of your affairs or your life
to friends and relatives in the dis-
carnate? Few of them are really
capable of better judgment than
you yourself possess and the “fly'
in the ointment” is that they,
themselves, may not know it.

Now all of this is not to say
that it is wrong to ask help of
those in Spirit Life; it is rather
to say ttiat you, yourself, mustdo
(tie verV best witli your problem
first and then tie very sure that
the discarnate entity to whom you
go for advice is capable of giving
you advice. It is also to say that
to depend entirely upon spirit
help, suggestion and advice while
you permit your own capabilities
to atrophy is as wrong as it would
be for you to deliberately bind
jour right arm to your body and
then expect others to do for you
all tlie work of that right arm.

Man's Limitations

Knowing that spirit-man is only
the human personality function-
ing in a higher velocity of vibra-
tion it should be easy to under-
stand that he has his limitations
of intellect and understanding un-
til he achieves knowledge and wis-
dom through growth and develop-
ment. And having these limi-
tations he may. still refuse to
recognize them and be, himself,
perfectly convinced of his under-
standing of spiritual fundamentals
and of his capability to teach them
to those of earth. Thereupon he
finds a medium with whom he can
vibrate harmoniously, classes are
formed, and he relays his misin-
formation and misinterpretations
to humanity. Another spirit entity,
no better informed but with dif-
ferent interpretations, finds aii-
other medium whose hand he can
use in writing a hook. Still an-
other with still different views
controls a medium in trance con-
dition and gives his ideas to class
or audience. Herein lies the prob-
lem of contradictory- teachings.

Vanity and egotism still exist
on the lower planes, or rather in
tlie elementary phases, of Spirit
Life. A dominant spirit on the
astral or magnetic plane, thinking
he has gleaned certain facts,
gathers others about him of sim-
ilar persuasion and they call them-
selves the "Such and Such” Al-
liance. or Brotherhood, Then they
contact a medium or group of
psychics of earth who thereupon
establish an organization or school
of thought through which this
spirit group relays to humans its
ideas.

Contradictory Teachings

Consider the various groups of
earth—the cults, associations, fel-
lowships, brotherhoods, denom-
inations, societies—that hold all
manner of convictions about all
manner of things, and that, in all
sincerity, teach these convictions
and principles to any and all who
will accept them. There is quite
as much contradictory teaching
among instructors of earth as
there is coming from Spirit Life.
Yet to us, this is a perfectly
natural outgrowth of the different
processes of reasoning of the hu-
man mind. We do not distress or
disturb ourselves over the fac
that all of earth’s teachers do not
agree even on fundamentals in any
avenue of learning. And many of
the most famous scholars hold
diametrically ~ opposite  views
Mathematics being the only accu-
rate. unchangeable science, as we
mortals know science — all other
osophies. ologies, and isms being
subject to change - nothing in
this mundane sphere is truer than
that old saying. “The knowledge

1 have been asked why it is that
God permits those spirits not
qualified to teach truth, to con-
tactman kind and confuse him?
Well, why does God permit people
of earth to come to diametrically
opposite conclusions and spread
absurdities among all who will
listen?  Why does God permit
harm or distress of any kind to
come upon mortals? The answer
is, as | see it. that man as mortal
as well as spirit is a free agent,
having the privilege of choice in
all things and pursuing his own
course in his own way. Except
that neither mortal man nor spirit
man can alter or circumvent cer-
tain immutable laws of nature
and of being, no compulsion is
brought to bear upon,him by God.
either in this life or the life after
death. God does not interfere
with man, either spirit or mortal,
because in order that credit or dis-
credit should accrue to the evolv-
ing ego-identity, his progress or
retrogression must be spontan-
eous and self-impelled — never
forced or inhibited by higher
spirit powers.

It sometimes takes centuries,
measured in earthly time, to
eradicate from spirit mind certain

ingrained convictions, prejudices
and religious concepts. Thus an
ardent Mohammedan, contacting

the earth plane through a syn-
chronizing mediumship, may ex-
toll the beauties of Mohammedan-
ism and the virtues of its prophet.
Eventually all spirits come to the
same understanding and interpre-
tation of Universal Truth but
some take a great deal more time
about it than others.

That God is the greatest prophet
in the universe, is clear to all stu-
dents of evolution, for He who
saw in primeval slime the future
emergence of His own individual-
ised expression, saw also the
method by which His children
would recognize their relationship
to Him.

Christians who have added
knowledge to their faith, realize
why Paul in his letters to the
Corinthians, claimed that pro-
phecy was the best gift for them
to develop. Every other gift can

but try as we may, we cannot ex-
plain the mechanism or the laws
governing prophecy. We may call
it extended intuition, or say that
the soul contacts a larger field
of consciousness, or that, under
certain conditions, the divinity of
man finds fuller expression or
that the full consciousness some-
times over-rides the restrictions
of the flesh, but no matter what
theory we adopt, we are still left
guessing as to its rationale.

Prophecy — Human Faculty

It is the principal gift that in-
dicates man’s relationship to God
and therefore makes him very
humble Indeed.

For this reason | make no
apology for extracting from my
pamphlet on "Prophecy" what |
regard as the clearest and best
authenticated prophecy of all
time. | have abridged it consid-
erably, but those who wish to ex-
amine it in fuller detail, can pur-
chase it ("Prophecy Spirit’s
Voices” 35¢c from The Psychic
Observer.)

The mind of man reflects the
mind of God. If it can be proved
that prophecy is a human faculty,
it is but a reflection of the prophe-
tic insight which foreordained the
processes of evolution, developed
attraction and repulsion into in-
stinct'and ultimated as conscious-
ness in man.

On Nov. 13th, 1913, a so-called
hypnotic subject prophesied the
outbreak of the Great War.

Predict European War

| pause here to note that on the
outbreak of war the Kaiser was
on the throne and there was not
the slightest appearance of the
present socialist republic on the
horizon.

That Germany has now found
the road to fresh culminations and
progress is indisputable. The ex-
tension of the war to the Balkans
was outlined and even the location
of battles to be fought was indi-
cated and as already noted, this
Grecian subject clearly stated that
her own country would enter in
time to share in the fruits of
victory although all the responsi-
ble politicians were intriguing
either to keep her out or put her
in on the side of the Germans
who they thought were sure to
win.

In order to explain this riddle
of prophecy writers are suggest-
ing that past, present and future
are meaningless terms. That we
live in a serialism that has neither
beginning nor end. It all seems
like jargon and inclines us to
the dictum of Bergson. "Future
events do not exist in any shape
and form whatever."

It annihilates all materialistic
conceptions of mind as a function
of matter.
