PIONEER SETTLER IN ELKLAND
TOWNSHIP.

Member of Family in Which Six|

Served in the War of the
Rebellion.

George N. Houghton, a pioneer set-
tler of this section, died at the home
of his daughter, Mrs. Maynard De-
long, in this city on Friday, Dec. 15,
at the age of 75 years. .

He was born in the Township of
Shaftsbury, Bennington county, Ver-
mont, on Nov. 15, 1836. He was a
resident of the State of New York
when the War of the Rebellion broke
out and enlisted in a New York regi-

" ment of infantry. He was honora-
bly discharged ‘for disabilities con-
tracted in the service.

Mr. Houghton belonged to a fam-
ily which was very active in the an-
ti-slavery movement. His father and
four: brothers, besides himself, were
members of the Union army in the
Civil War, some of them serving all
the four years of the struggle.

In 1864 Mr. Houghton .was united
in marriage with Miss Sarah Tinney,

- a daughter of a Genessee county,
(Mich), clergyman. They came to
Elkland township about the year
1871, taking up a hpomestead in the
northeastern part of the township!
Later they moved to Novesta town-
" ship, and while there, Mr. Houghton
conducted a large saw mill for sev-
aral years. on his farm, 3 miles south
and % mile west of Cass City. Here
they have lived until a few months
ago, when Mr. Houghton’s severe ill-
ness made it advisable for them to
live with their daughter in this city.

Mr. Houghton- has been afflicted
with cancer for a period of 15 years,

 the last 10 years of which the dis-
ease has been of ‘a serious 1}a.ture.
Cancer of the stomach was the\ cause
of death.

Monday. afternoon, Rev. W. B. Wea-
ver, pastor of the M. E. church, of-
ficiating. Besides his wife, the de-
coased is survived by three sons, Ed-
ward of Lewiston, Wm. of Kllington
township, :and Chas. off Everett,
Wash., one daughter, Mrs. Maynard
Delong, and five brothers, A. G. and

IMPORTERS OF SUGAR HMHAVE VIO-
LATED THE'LAW,

Committee Report Likely to So Show -
Says: Congressman Jos,
W. Fordney.

Congressman Joseph W. Fordney
has returned to his home in Saginaw
from Washington and will remain
there until after Jan. 1. In an inter-
view he said:

“Not much that I can tell you. - I

have been very busy in Washington,

giving muech attention to the com-

mittee investigation of the alleged

sugar trast. The report will likely

go. to the house early next month.

The present indications are that the

evidence Wwill be submitted without

recommendations, I think it will like-

ly show (beyond reasonable doubt

that the refiners of imported raw su-

gar through their eastern and affili-

ated connections have violated the -
provisions of the Sherman anti-trust

law. I do mnot think the manufactur-

'eys of domestic sugar, beet sugar,

have viclated the law in any respect.

1 am sure the Michigan sugar men
have not. That the American Sugar
Refining Co. owns stock in some of
the domestic sugar companies is true,
but I do noet think the big company
Las or intends to dominate them.
They hold less than 35 per cent of
stock in Michigan companies, having
recently disposed of some of it. They
have also sold Minnesota and Califor-
nia stoek. .

“There is some talk about taking
the tariff off raw sugar. One can-
not tell what -may be attempted,
but thig is true, if the tariff on raw
‘sugar was reduceéd one half it would
drive the producers of domestic su-
gar out of business. If the people
were at the mercy of the American

| Sugar Refining Co. it is not difficult

to understand what would happen if
the supply of domestic sugar was cut
off. Then if the tariff on sugar
was reduced one half it would cut
off $26,500,000 revenue. The revenue
from sugay last year was $53,000,000.
The revenues are not too large and
if the tariff is taken off sugar, where
will it be placed? This is the ques-
tion that those who agitate for free
raw sugar or a reduction of the tar-
iff on sugar will have to meet.”

selves as individuals and all such phy-
sicians as are member of Tuscola County
Medical Society during such time as the
said physicians shall be members in good
standing of said society within the life
of this contract, as second parties;

Witnesseth; Whereas the said Board of
Supervisors has heretofore authorized its

J Chairman and Clerk respectively to enter
into this contract for and on behalf of said

Board;
Now Therefore It Is Agreed by and be-
tween the parties hereto;

That in consideration of the sum of
three thousand one hundred seventy-five
93-100 dollars to «be paid to second part
ties as hereinafter provided, said second
parties by themselves and said physicians
hereinabove mentioned and referred to,
shall and will for and during the period
and term of one year from and after
October 15th, A. D. 1911, furnish and pro-
vide all necessary ,medical treatment,
drugs and medicines (except anti-toxine),
and all hospital services and transporta-
tion, and all necessaries pertaining there-
to, for the proper treatment of all in-
digent poor persons and all cases of medi-
cal treatment of the poor of said Tuscola
County, that said county is at the date
hereof required by law to provide with
medical treatment, care and medicines.

II, :

That said treatment, drugs and medi-
cines will be supplied promptly and with
like degree of care and attention as is
bestowed upon patients by reputable and
careful physicians in cases where such
patients are financially able to pay for
the same. I

First parties acting for said Tuscola
County agree to pay second parties for
such treatment, drugs, medicines, etc.,
as aforesaid, the sum of seven hundred
ninety dollars in equal installments, the
first thereof to be paid January 15th, 1912,
and to pay like amount in like manner
during each and every year this agree-
ment may be in force under any renewal
or extension thereof.

It is further agreed by and between the

the use thereof ensue from the affliction
or disease’of an inaigent poor person or
otherwise: in words, the term, ‘treat-
ment, drugs and medicines” as herein

‘Odd ‘Coincidence of Queen Victoria's
Sorrows at Christmas Time.

One of -the most ‘extraordinary
‘Christmas days London ever had was
that of 1891. The shops 'had ‘been, as
usual, specially prepared and deécorat-
ed with the object of- attracting the
buyers when suddenly, on Dec. 22, a
thick fog came ‘on. Not wuntil the
evening of Dec. 26 did it lift. This
particular fog 'held the record for be-
ing the heaviest London had known.
Thirty lives were lost and over 200
accidents recorded.
¥ Christmas, 1860, was the coldest
England and Scotland had ever expe-
rlenced. Just three years later Christ-
mas day was marred by news that
William Makepeace Thackeray, the
great novelist, was dead.

The late Queen Victoria’s most mem-
orable Christmases were the most
pathetic. It was in less than a fort-
night from Dec. 25, 1861, thaé her hus-
band, the prince consort, passod awsy
So affected was her majesty that she
allowed fifteen years to pass before
she celebrated Christmas day in the
traditional fashion. Then on Christ
mas day in 1872 the Prince of Wales,
who became King Edward VIIL., was
so ill that his life was despaired of.

BALLET DANCERS.

bong Training and a Ceaseless Grind
of Hard Work Are Theirs.
The modern imperial ballet schools

| of St. Petersburg and Moscow are un-

der government control, forming, with
the theaters and dramatic schools, a

‘department of the ministry of the

court. Pupils, both male and female,
are entered at the early age of tem
years—seldom older. After the neces-
sary nomination has been obtained—
by no means an easy matter nowa-
days—a stringent examination regard-
ing health, strength, beauty of form
and natural gracefulness has to be
passed before the child is finally ac-
cepted. From the time it becomes an
inmate the whole of its education,
secular and artistic, is taken in hand.
and some years of training are neces-
sary before it is considered ripe to ap-
pear in public.

All, even great artists,
when at home take regular daily
lessons in addition to the daily re-
hearsals for the next performance
which are demanded. however old and
well known the ballet.
