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ST. JOSEPH 
In 1962, Blessed John XXIII added the name of St. Joseph to the Roman Canon, the 
ancient Eucharistic Prayer that has been in use since at least the third century in the 
Latin Rite of the Catholic Church. More recently, Pope Benedict received numerous 
requests from Catholics around the world that the name of St. Joseph be added to 
Eucharistic Prayer II, III and IV. Pope Benedict approved the request and Pope Francis 
confirmed the decision after his election as pope. The bishops and priests now 
commemorate St. Joseph right after the commemoration of the Blessed Virgin Mary. 
This decision has a certain gravitas because it involves not just one, but two popes.  

 

This new inclusion of St. Joseph's name leads me to reflect on the importance of attending Mass as a family. 
Our families want to live as Jesus, Mary and Joseph at Nazareth, in peace and love with one another. How 
do we become like them? When we participate at Mass as a family, we are being drawn together in a way 
that we could not do on our own. When you spend Sundays with your family kneeling side by side during 
the Eucharistic Prayer, praying the Our Father together, and especially receiving Christ in the Eucharist, a 
bond is being formed that comes from God. May St. Joseph in heaven pray for our parish, that all of 
our families can become stronger, holier and more loving. St. Joseph, pray for us!

We are visiting the children and community of Nuestros Pequeños Hermanos from June 24-July 1. I hope 
that Christ is truly at the center of this time being shared by twenty high school students from our parish and 
the hundreds of young people who live at the NPH home.
