FINANCIAL UPDATE

As we move toward the conclusion of the fiscal year, I am most grateful for the
donations we receive that support our ministries, including our school and religious education program.
In addition to the weekly collections, the gifts of stock that we receive throughout the year, plus your
strong support at Christmas and Easter, help us fulfill the mission Christ entrusted to the Church. Thank
you.

Permit me to share some news about the parish debt. As you may know, we still owe $249,120 for the
construction of the Learning Center which was opened six years ago. Thank you to all who contributed
$37,756 in capital donations in the past fiscal year toward reducing our debt. I am pleased to share with
you that after consultation with the Parish Finance Council, we have sufficient cash on reserve to pay off
our remaining debt of $211,364. So, at the end of this month, we will pay off the remainder of the debt. I
believe this will be the first time since 1997 that St. Mary's will be free of debt.

Thank you to all who so generously helped us pay down the parish debt. I thank you for your support
and am always most willing to answer any question about our parish finances. Deo gratias!
