USDA Announces
Drop In Milk Pricing

AUSTIN- The U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA) today
announced the largest single-month
' drop in milk prices in the history of
~ the federal dGairy program, effec-
tively lowering prices to the dairy
. farmer 37%. The drop in the Basic

Formula Price (BFP)-- rooted in the

_highly volatile cheese market-- is
expected to accelerate: the call for
‘state milk pricing legislation pend-
ing before the Texas Legislature.
“The problem is that 50% of the milk
in Texas is used for drinking-- the
market for which has no direct cof-
relation to cheese prices,” contended
Senator Armbrister. "However, the
correlation between the BFP and the
price paid to Texas farmers for drink-

i

ing milk is 1:1. Our dairy farmers
are on a roller coaster ride and too
many of them are falling off,"
Armbrister concluded. The BFP--
the monthly benchmark that estab-
lishes minimum prices processors

must pay dairy farmers for milk-

plummeted $6.00/hundredweight
(cwt.), or 37% in todays announce-
ment. Within the last two months the
BFP has dropped 41% to the lowest
level since the spring of 1991. "Let's
put this in perspective,” suggested
Danny Evans, a Sulphur Springs
dairy farmer and chairman of the
Texas Dairy Coalition. "An indi-
vidual earning $30,000 a year is paid
$2,500 a month, before taxes. If his
company implemented a 41% per-
cent salary reduction, his monthly
pay would drop to $1,475. That
wouldn't be tolerated in any other
industry, but the dairy farmer doesn't
have a choice.” The radical drop un-
derscores the importance of milk
pricing legislation filed in Austin by
Senator Ken Armbrister (D-Victoria)
and Representative Bob Turner (D-
Voss). The bills, SB 737 and HB
2000, would allow Texas to join
eleven other southern states, includ-
ing Oklahoma, Arkansas, and Loui-
siana, in the formation of the South-
ern Dairy Compact, allowing inter-
state cooperation to stabilize milk
prices on a regional basis. Since
January. 1,1995, Texas has lost
34.4% of its dairy farmers and 10%
of its milk production. Ironically, this.
is occurring at the same time Texas'

population is growing faster than any-

other state. With that growth has
come greater demand for-milk, but
that increased demand is not re-
flected in farm level milk prices.
"Consumers must understand there
is no free market in the dairy indus-
try, and there never will be," stated
Representative Turner. "Dairy farm-
ers-are the ultimate price takers.
Because they produce such a per-

ishable product that must be shipped

every day, they have no leverage in
the marketplace. In fact, our dairy
farmers won't know the value of the
milk they are producing today until
April 15," Turner continued. "Our
bills would allow us to partially
decouple Texas milk prices from the
volatile federal formula. Why
should our dairy farmers lose 41%
of their income because the cheese
markets. in Wisconsin have
cratered,” Turner queried. "It makes

‘no sense.” When Texas milk prices

crash, history has shown consum-
ers don't necessarily benefit. A re-
port to Congress by the General
Accounting Office (GAO) on this
subject in October 1998, tracked
milk price movements from the
farm to the consumer over a 26-
month period in 31 metropolitan
markets nationwide, including Dal-
las and Houston. The GAO found
that the correlation between farm-
level milk price movements and re-
tail milk price movements was only
3% in Houston and 17% in Dallas.
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HB 2000 and SB 737 are supported
by the Texas Dairy Coalition, a
group of farm and dairy organiza-
tions including Texas Farm Bureau
Texas Association of Dairymen,
Dairy Farmers of America, Elite
Milk Producers, Lone Star Milk
Producers, and Premiere Milk Pro-
ducers, representing almost 100%
of the milk produced in Texas. Visit
theisxe.bsite at www.txdairy.com.
