I. OFFERING OF NOTES 

I. The Sooretary of the Treasury, pursuant to the authority of the Sooond Liberty Bond Act, 

as amended, offers for snlc, to the people of the United States, through tho Federal Reserve Banks, at 

par and aeerued interest., two iuues of nontransferable notes of the United States, deal,rnated Treas· 

ury Notes of Tax Series A- 1943, and Treasury Notes of Tax Series B-1943. As hereinafter pro­

vided, the notes of both series will be acceptable at par and accrued Interest in ;>&Yment of Federal 

income taxes: Provided, kowetter, that not exceeding $1,200 principal amount of notes of Tax Series 

A-1948, and the accrued interest thereon, will be accepted from any one owner in any period of 

twelve consecutive months in payment of taxes due from such owner. If not presented in payment 

of taxes, the notes will be redeemable at the purchaS<l price as hereinafter provided. 

2. Descriptions of the notes of both series, and their terms are hereinafter fully set forth. 

The notes wUJ be placed on aale beginning Aug>Ut I, 1941, and the sale will eontinue until December 

81, 1941, unloas earlier terminated, as to either or both aeries, by the Sooretary of the Treasury. 

n. DESCRIPTION OF NOTES 

1. Gt!Ur41.-The notes of both aeries will be dated August 1, 1941, and will mature August 

I, 1943. The owner's name and addreas, and the date of wue will be entered on each note at the 

time of ita lasue by a Federal Reserve Bank. The month In which payment is received by a Federal 

Reserve Bank or Branch, or by the Treasurer of the United States, will determine the purchase 

price and Issue date of each note. The notes may not b<l transferred. No hypothceation of the 

notes on any account will be reeo,rnizcd by the Treasury Department, and they will not be accepted 

to secure deposits of public money. Except aa herein provided, the notes will be subject to the 

general rea-ulations of the Treasury Department, now or hereafter prescribed, governing bonds 

and notes of the United States. 

2. D~~ttoma'nations end intere3t.-The notes of Tax Series A-1943 will be issued in denomina· 

tions of $25, $50, and $100, and interest thereon will accrue during each month after August 1941, in 

the amount of 16 cents on each $100 principal amount, that is, 4 cents on each $25, 8 cents on each 

$50, and 16 cents on each $100 denomination of note. The notes of Tax Series B-1943 will be 

wued in denominations of $100,$500, $1,000, $10,000 and $100,000,and interest thereon will accrue 

each month after August 1941, in the amount of 4 eenta on each $100 principal amount, that is 4 

cents on each $100, 20 cents on each $500, 40 cents on each $1,000, $4 on each $10,000, and $40 

on each $100,000 denomination of note. In no eaS<l, however, shall interest accrue beyond tho 

month in which the note Ia presented in payment of taxes, or beyond ita maturity. Exehangea of 

authorized denomination• of each series from higher to lower, but not from lower to higher, may 

be arranged at the Federal Reserve Bank or issue. 

8. Purcllaoe prict, end toz-paymt>~l wlut.-Tho notes of both aeries will be aold at par during 

August 1941, and will be aold at par and accrued interest during each subsequent month while they 

remain on aale, the purchase price for a note of any denomination of either ..,ries advancing each 

month after August 1941, In the amount of one month'a Interest on that note.

Also, the total ahown for any 
denomination tor any month thereafter is the tax-payment value, or the amount ~t whlc~ the note 
will be acceptable during that month in payment of Federal Income taxes as herem provtded. 

4. Acceptabililv ;,. patpnent of uu:u.- Tbe notes of both series (but not more than $1,200 prin. 
cipal amount of nota of Tax Seriea A-1943 from any one owner in any period of twelve consecutive 
montha) will be acceptable, at par and accrued interest, in payment of Federal ~~me taxea (cur­
rent and back penonal and corporation taxes, and excess--profits taxes). The condttlona of p.resenta­
tion, surrender and acceptance of the notes in payment of such taxes are set forlh in Section IV of 
this circular. 

5. Payment or redemption for cash..-The notes of either series may not be called by the Secre­
tary of the Treasury for redemption prior to maturity. If such notes are not presented in payment 
of taxes: (1) they will be pnynblc at maturity, or (2) they will be redeemable prior to maturity, 
at tho owner's option and r«(uest, as hereinafter provided in Section V and in either case payment 
will be made only at the price paid for the notes. 

6. Ta:c<tlion.-lncome derived from the notes shall be subject to all Federal taxes, now or here­
t.fter imposed. The notes shall be subject to estate, inheritance, gift or other excise taxes, whether 
Federal or State, but shall be exempt from all taxation now or hereafter imposed on lhe principal or 
Interest thereof by any State, or any of the possessiona of the United States, or by any local taxing

10. PURCHASE OP NOTES 

1. Applications o.W. pavmmtt.-Applications will be received by the Federal Reserve Banks and 
Branches, and by the Treasurer of the United States, Washington, D. C. Banking institutions gen­
erally may submit npplicntions for account of customers, but only the Federal Reserve Banks and 
the Treasurer of the United States are authorized to act as official agencies. Every application must 
be accompanied by payment In full, at par and accrued Interest to the month in which payment Is 
received by a. Fedru:at Reserve Bank or B~nch, or lhe Treasurer of the United States. Any form 
of exchange, tncludtng penonal checks, will be accepted subject to collection and should be drawn 
to lhe order of the Federal Reserve Bank or of the Treasurer of lhe United States aa the case may 
be. Any depositary, qualified pursuant to the previaiona of Treasury Oepartmeni Circular No. 92 
(re"!aed February 23, 1932, aa supplemented) will be permitted to make payment by credit for notes 
apphed for on behalf of itself or its customers up to any amount for which it shall be qualified in 
exceaa of existing deposits.

V. CASH REDEMPTION AT OR PRIOR TO MATURITY

before maturity without advance notice, but notes of Tax Series B-1943 may be redeemed before 
maturity only alter 60 days from date of issue and on 30 days' advance notice. The timely surren· 
dcr of a note o! Tax Series B-1943, bearing a properly executed request for payment, will be ac· 
cepted as constituting the advance notice required hereunder. 

2. Eo:ecution of request for payment.-The owner in whose name the note is inscribed muat ap­
pear before one of the officers authorized by the Secretary of the TnJasury to witness and certify re­
quests for payment, establish his identity, and In the prosence of auch officer sign the requ04t for 
payment appearing on the back of the note, adding the address to which check is to be mailed. 
After the request for payment has been so signed, the witn04Sing officer should complete and aim 
the eertitlcate provided for his use. 

8. O~trl (JJI/Mrizt<f. to wimess cmd cerlifll requuu {or P<1l"'~lli.-Any officers authorized to 
witness and certify requests for payment of United States Savings Bonds, as set forth in Treaaury 
Department Circular No. 530, Fourth Revision, aa amended, are hereby authorized to witneaa and 
certily requests for cash redemption of Treasury notes issued under this circular. Such offlcers 
include United States postmasters, eertain other poat otlice officials, and the executive officers of all 
banks and trust companies incorporated in the United States or its organized territori04, includlnr 
officers at branches t,hereof who are certified to the Treasury Department as executive officers. 

4. Presentation and ~mrrender.-Notes bearinr properly executed request& for payment must 
be presented and surrendered to the Federal Reae.rve Bank of issue, at the expense and risk of the 
owner. For the owner's protection, notes should be forwarded by registered mail, if not presented 
in person. 

5. Duuwilil'll or death.-In case of the diaability or death of the owner, and the notes are not to 
be presented In payment of Federal income taxes duo from his eatate, instructions should be obtained 
from tho Federal Reserve Bank of issue before the request for payment is executed, or the notes 
presented.

So far as aircraft on British orders a re 
conoemed, this sto.tcment is quite untrue. 
All British orders for Amcn cnn a irernft 
have always been pl•ced wilh spare en· 
gines and apartS for airframes. There 
has been oo failure or ovenij:ht ol this 
kind in ordering British aircraft. 

The mistake into which my bon. Friend 
has fallen aroore from an exceptional 
event. Wben the F"'nch collapsed, an 
their contracts for aircraft in the United 
States were taken over immediately. for 
what thelp~" worth. by the Minister of 
Aircraft uction. There was not an 
hour's del>y. These aircraft had to be 
accept'Od in the condition in whicb they 
were prepared for the French, under 
French orders. This is tho cuo to which 
I am sure reCercnoe was made in this 
passage of my hon. Friend.' a speech. They 
had to be accepted In the condition in 
which the French bad 1pecified them and 
in wblclt tbey were deUvered by the 
American manufaeturers. This was .. 
•indfo.ll, but it bad its drawbacks. F or 
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[The Prime Minister.] 
instanee, the Freneb Tomahawks arrived 
without IJ"Ue engines or spares for their 
airfnmes exacdy u my bon. Friend 
pointed .;.,,, They were buill to take 
French guns. Their wireless sets did not 
tune with ours. Their instruments were 
on the metric l)"ltm. They were. not 
armoured according to our conditiOns. 
They differed in many ways from our 
methods of control and manoeuvre. In· 
stead of pushing some lever forwards, you 
had to pull it backwards, which our pilots 
found most inconvenient. 

As swiftly as possible these aircraft have 
been modified and brought into use. The 
" cannibal '" &ystem was frequently re­
sorted to of necessity, leaving lots of them 
partly gutted. but practically all of these 
French American aeroplanes are in use 
and have been m<ISt satisfaciory in opera­
tion. Now there is the whole of that 
story that has been paraded as a typical 
SCUidal and example of how we do our 
business. 

Mr. Carro Jones (Aberdeen, North): 
No one would be more delighted than I 
to feel that British aeroplane orders were 
complete with operational equipment. My 
right bon. Friend has told the Committoo 
that the types ordered for the French were 
not complete with operational equipment. 
Did I undcntnnd him correctly to say that 
the tr,pes ordered for British use were 
comp etc with their operational equip­
ment? 

The Prime Mlni>ter: Yes. I said that as 
plainly as I could. I said that the sug­
gestion that they had not been ordered 
with their operational equip~nt was un· 
true, and I adhere to it. Everything that 
bu been ordered on British acconnt bas 
been ordered complete. The aeroplanes 
ordered on French account were laclring 
in this equipment. An inquiry addressed 
to the Minister coneemed would have 
elicited an immediate explanation, but 
when allegations of this sort are given the 
ubn .. t pubflcity in Parliament by a Mem­
ber apeaking from the front Bench oppo­
site, uninformed American readers-here 
is where the serious part comes-must 
come to the conclusion that there is dis­
organisation 1111d incapacity in the conduct 
of our munitions business, and this 
opinion, so damaging to us, would be 
based entirely on misconeeption and mis­
understanding. It is not, I am glad to 

say, abared by the American aulh.xitios.

For 
those pu~, while the Civil ServiCe 
v.-as adm1r.1ble, l venture to thiok that 
there is in W3.r..t.ime something to be: de-­
sired. You cannot, l admit, alter that in 
war4timc. The change is too great, but 
there is something you can do. Wheo yow 
oome to the other side of the case, the 
personnel, it seems to me that the stan· 
dards of the Civil Service should be put 
on the basis of efficiency. You cannot do 
that unless you htsist that for the time 
being, as the wookers have been willing 
to concede their trade union regulations. 
as the employers have been willing to 
make every conceuion they can, as the 
middle-clus sbopke..pers have been called 
upon to make concessions greater prob­
ably than th- made in any other sphere, 
the civil servant sboWd play his pan. l 
sugge.t that U1e civil servant womd be 
only too anxious to do so, and woWd be 
willins to depart from some of those .Wes 
which &eem to me to make for inefficiency.

My reasons for opposing the proposal 
for a separate _Minister of "'Production are 
these. In the first place, let us be clear 
that it would not be a Minister lor long; 
there would be a Ministry. No Minister 
ever works ::tlone for more than 10 
minutes: he soon gathtr round him an 
advisory stall, ond then follows the great 
paraphernalia which is necessary to up­
bold a Ministry of nnk and importance, 
and, shortly, there is another Oepartmena 
in being. I speak with knowledge and 
confiden<:e when I say that the industries 
of this country do not want another 
Ministry at the present timo. If p~uc­
tion were regarded, ~~ an expert , St?Cf!ce 
outside the rcsponSJbahty of t~e Manisln~ 
which have to sec:ure supplies lor thear 
services the Army, the Navy and the Air 
Force, i believe that the responsibility of 
those Departments would be lessened. 
and that the new Ministry would 
tend to bccome a check or a filter 
rather than a spur to their activ1-
ties.

I wn_nt now to make one or two 
criticisms on the way in which certain 
Deportments at pre>ent discharge their 
functions. The supply side of the Wu 
Ollke, that is, the Ministry which supplies 
the Army with its main requirements, has 
in my view not developed such satisfactory 
amngem<nts with industry as have the 
Admiralty or the Ministry of Aircraft Pro­
duction. As the Prime Minister said, that 
is to some exttnt due to the fact that the 
Army's growth hu been more rapid and 
recent through a period of rapid change 
and quick exponsion . The Admiralty 
have had long and tried connections with 
industry which are now working as satis­
factorily as ther did in the last war. But 
the Ministry o Aircraft Production have 
had·to deal with. the problem of rapid and 
changing production, and to my mind 
they have been more successful than the 
Ministry of Supply In adapting themselves 
to the problem. I do not want to make 
sweeping stntements, because I know that 
the Ministry of Supply have had an 
untnense measure o·f suc<ess in their diffi­
cult task, but I maintain that there are 
points on which they could learn and take 
an example from what is done by other 
Ministrit'S. 

For. instance, to give some illustrations, 
the difficulties experieneed by manufae­
turen in the aircraft industry owing to 
chQnges ol design have been considerable, 
but they have not been so great, I believe, 
as those ol the manufacturen; working on 
tanks for the Wat Office. The changes 
in <lcsign, both in defensive armaments 
and in weapons, have caused consider· 
able, And I believe, preventible, delays in 
the out{lut of tanks. Obviously, I can­
not go 1nto details in this Debate but I 
hope tha t with the machinery whlch has 
been set up, on improvement is· already 
taking place.

On tbt 
other hand, the ~Unistry ol Supply ro1 
the War Department almost always in­
sist on the testa being carried out by tbtiJ 
own staff. and from time to time thttt 
are oon&iderable delays in bavi"& tbt 
materials tested. This is a point ol dtui 
rather than of general principle, but it is 
a DIO$t important point, which I hope ril 
be looked into.

!erred to many firms wbieb work only b 
one Ministry o r Service, but equally Ibm 
are great 6.rms and combines which 'I'Ork 
lor all Services and have experiena: Ill 
all methndl, and it is on the basis of !hit 
experienC<! that my suggestions 
offered.

war prof1ts. Necessary and desirable as 
it is to limit the profits orising. from war 
conditions. I think the operation of. the 
ccntract system and the absence of direct 
profit motive is very often inequitable and 
hampering. Over and over agam one must 
come across instances where managements 
find themselves c:aught between these dual 
loyalties. The loyalty to their ~ 
holdera requir<S them to look beyond the 
war to the ccnditions in which they will 
find themselves in ccmpetitive industry 
after the war. The Committee will see at 
once th3t there is a much more urgent 
and eompelling loyalty. but at the same 
time the !ego] obhgabon of the directors 
remains. rt seems to me that it would 
be advisable to consider when a firm is 
engaged wholly upon war production 
whether those in charge should not be re· 
licved from tho embarrassment of that 
dual position. and for the duration of the 
war. at a ny rate. be placed in a position 
where they have one loyalty and one 
loyalty only. and that is loyalty to the 
State. 

Circumstances are arising every day 
which ccmpel attention to this aspect. A 
manufacturer was telling me the other 
day that lor ceJtain reasons he bas ~ 
cently moved his factory into an area 
where there is a plentiful supply of female 
labour. He tells me be could quite COD· 

veniently employ large numbers ol women 
and save wenr and tear upon his valaa ble 
11nd irreplaceable a utomatic machinery.

The 
men are d iseharged a.nd drafted oil oc 
other work and into other localities. and 
in a week o r a fortnight a fr<Sh contnct 
is placed. The utmoot urgency is at­
tached to it, but the firm finds itself now 
denuded ol workers. its plant standing 
idle. and no one can be obtained to OJ"'· 
ate it. Tho invaluable team which b3s 
been built up lor that particular job io 
that particular way has been dissipau.l 
and lost. and very valuable time is speal 
building it all up. ap.in. in order to do • 
precisely similar job on a new ~otrad­
It would be an immense economy if some 
system could be devised whereby that 
was not this gap when the whole mechal> 
ism was brok en up and dispersed. It 
seems 10 me that it is at this stag~ ~ tht 
detailed application ol the broad pnnapies 
which the Prime ~linister has shoW!! bavo 
been so successful-it is in attention to 
those details that we can drive our pro­
ductiQn ahead to the maximum.

During the 

spooc:hes it became clear that many of the 
old.atabllshed businesses of which they 

spoke, with their practical knowledge and 

traditions, have an enonnous advantage 
over lhe newer factories put up for war 
purposes. There is no doubt that this 

affects production and cannot be overcome 

at the start or ncquired in a day. 

I asked the shOp stewards to remember 

that, eveo if everything had been per· 
lectly planned. these war incidents must 

undoubtedly u times create difficulties, 

even bollle·netks, changes of direction, 

1095 of materials , shortages here and some­
times over-supplies there; and on top of all 
this we have the evtr·increasing demand$ 
on every iodustry in the countJy connect<d 

with war work. We are aU the time work· 
ing against time and destruction. The 
Germans had seven yea!$' preparatioo and 

had aocumulat<d reserves which they are 

now dissipating much fast..r than they can 

replace them, and the same troubles must 

be coming to them while we are now over· 
coming ours. We cannot expect 100 per 

cent. production at any time much less 

uoder war conditions. It seems to me 
that to make calculations of exact theoreti­
cal percentages under these condjtions is 
to use false values, seeing that there is qo 

such thin& as 100 per cent. perfection aDd 
that n certain incalculable amount of 

shortage must be due to causes over which 
neither the workel$ nor the managements 
have any control. 

I believe it would pay the Prime

Criticism of ou~ p~ 
ducti\·e effort, from whatever &~de d 
comes, must not be interpreted as ~ 
attuk upon either the Government. Ill 
gtnernl or the Prime ~linister in partlCU· 
!ar. l am convihoed that the one man 
who ii indispensable to victory is lh:e 
Prime Minister, not only because of his 
immense influence ln our own country and 
the confidence which tho mass or the 
people hove in his peraonality, but on 
account of his great inHuence in the 
Unilcd States of America o.nd throughout 
our Dominions. There is no alternative 
!'rime Minister. He has DO rival. It was 
' '01)' different in the lut war. I was a 
))ember of Parliament for at least two 
yens in the last war. Both our wu~time 
Prime lolinistm then bad half-a-dozen 
ri''lls lor the post. When Mr. Asquith 
•-u Prime Minister I remember the lobby· 
mg and lhe canvassing of names that 
"·rnt on, and even when the right bon. 
llember lor Carnarvon Boroughs (Mr. 
Lloyd George) was Prime Minister there 
were al•-a>" in the public mind the names 
ol three or lour men who could have filled 
his place II the need arose. There w:is, 
or coun<, Mr. Asquith himself, there was 
anothtr ex.f'rirne Minister then sitting in 
lhe House, Mr. Balfour, there was hlr. 
Bonar Law and, of course, the present 
holder ol lhe office. 

The Plt'Stnt Prime Minister reigns 
'"'l~«1rne, and no one who wants to win 

to what they are doing in many parts of 
the country in this war. 1 am not refer­
ring to their work •• bus-<onductoB or 
porters but to their work in the munition 
factories. I h> ve seen wo~n doing . 
foundry work of a heavy character­
relined women wbo had never dooe ro~~&b 
work in their Uves handling heavy 
materials and doing jobs of a most danger­
ous character. 

Although I ~ with the Prime 
Minister about the ln>dvi•ibility of quoting 
percentages, I am convinced that .we 31e 
sbll a long way below our peak 1n pro­
duction. J thlnl< that is a good thing. and 
should be an cncoura.gcment, because we 
want our enemies to rea.Jise, and o~r 
friends to apprtciate, thnt we ~· ~o st!ll 
more if we strengthen our organ1.sation, an 
the light of the great experience gained 
durilig the last two yean. We started late 
in the race, and it is difficult to make up 
leeway except by a tmi6c: spurt. There 
was a tenific spurt a year ago, as the 
Prime Ministtr bas pointed out, but we 
want more of thole spurts if we are to 
reach the peak of our production. Alter 
all, the Ministry of Supply was started 
only one month before the war-two years 
too late. I remember a speech by my 
right bon Friend the Member for Car· 
narvon &roughs. I think ~~ I937• press· 
ing for the produ'cUon of Jigs and tools. 
If his advice had been followed, some, of 
the difficulties and problems which 
Ministers of Supply have had to face 
would have been largely prevented. 

There is another factor which we 
ought not to ignore. When war broke 
out we had hardly recovered frcm 10 

• 
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years of industrial depression. You ean­
not bave the luxury of 2,000,000 idle 
men and expect to rtSume all at once 
efticient industrial production. The en­
gineering and ~pbuilding ~dea were 
special sufferers m that depi'OSSiou. Many 
of the more enterprising spirits in those 
trades left them tor other occupations. 
My right bon. Friend the Minister of 
Labour bas made gallant efforts to seduce 
them back. But it is one thing for a man 
to leave an industry and quite another 
thing to get him back into bis old job; 
and we muot a.lso recollect tbat many of 
those who remained in the shipbuilding 
and engineering trades 1051 a lot of their 
mechanical and industrial skill owing t'O 
long periods or idleness. The same con­
sideration nppUes to managers. foremen 
and charge-hands. Such workers cannot 
be tmde in a minute. Anrone who knows 

• anything about industry knows that they 
have to be discovered, and tmined. Even 
under the pressure of war you cannot 
olways put your lwlds on the right men 
to 611 gaps in the ranks of managen, 
foremen and charge-hands. 

It is the &.'\me with contractors. During 
the slumps of Y<J22 and 1929 many big 
Industrial undertakings changed hands, 
and in pbee of trained directors with an 
inner knowledge of the industry-often 
nn hereditary knowledge-there came in 
as directon financiers whose concern 
primarily wos to look after the 6nancial 
interests of the shareholders. That is a 
factor which we cannot ignore, but what 
I have hcord from men in some areas ls 
rather sinister. The new directon that 
have been brought into industry for 
financial reuons, are r.1rely seen by the 
employees because their visits ara few 
and far between. Generally, their visits 
nre monthly and then only to look alter 
the financial interests of the shareholders 
or the banks. 

We have to realise all these things 
when we arc talking about increasing our 
production, but in spite of them we stiU 
have some of the finest yards, factories, 
workshops and mtchanics in the world. 
0! course, generalisation is da113erous, 
and conditions vary !rom factory to fac­
tory and from workshop to workshop. 
Where there is fault it is diflicult to ap­
ponion blame between management and 
men. I am a member or a Select Com­
mitlee to which the Prime Minister 

rtftmd, but perhaps tDf IUb-lliiiO~e~ 
is one of the more cauboua 
reluctant to rush into print and 
reports, but . it has been about the 
country studymg on the spot the Wocl 
of the fa~""' and shipyu<ls.

I urge that there 
should be a new and enlightened 
approach to these problems ol manage­
ment in order to make an effective con· 
tribution to our effort at this moment.

Everyone knows that, in the engineering 
tnade particularly, the majority of the 
men are trustworthy. But, of course, as 
in every other sec:tion, not even excepting 
the War Cabinet ill!elf, there are people 
whom you cannot trust, and without dis· 
cipline you get nothing out of them. 
Whot is so fut ile in tl>cse Debates is lor 
hon. Members above the gangway to get 
up and ta lk as if there were nobody on 
an income of less than [lo.ooo a year 
who was deficient in industry or in patrio­
tism. Th<re are just as many loafers in 
the lower nankt of industry as at tbc very 
top...-and I cannot say worse than that. 
I shall go on as I am doing if, afi<r 
mature c:onsid<ratioo, 1 oome to tbc con· 
elusion that there are Ministors of the 
Crown who are really a danger to the 
country In i" present position. In that 
ca..«>, I shall nevor scruple to get up here, 
no matter what sort of row is kk ked up 
above the Cancway. and endeavour to gel 
those Minis ters replaced by people viho 
will not wreck Industry, as the Minister 
of l .obour is doing t"'day.
