This is to b ring you up to date on the reports r eceived 
yesterday from the Currie Mi ssi on . The Swiss have t aken some 
steps , and have offered to t ake other addi t ional steps to the 
end of control l ing German assets . They must do much more, hov;­
ever, b afore we can feel that they are Gi vine; us real coopera­
tion . 

The action taken by the Swiss to date represents a fortual 
gesture to satisfy the U, s . which by itself has some value . 
However , i t carries no concrete t;uar antee t hat German assets in 
Switzer land 1'1111 in f act be f r ozen . The foll owing is a brief 
summary of s ome of the me asures which t he Swiss have taken, or 
propose t o take , with respect to t he problem , with an i ndicat i on 
of t he defici encies . 

A. Controlling German Assets . On February 16, 1945, the 
Swiss Federal Council issued a decree controlling German assets 
wi thin its jurisdic tion. The more signif i cant provis ions of 
this decree are the f ollowing : 

1 . The decree provides that Ge rmans , whether domiciled 
i n Switzerland, Germany , or German· occupied territory, can no 
longer use their a s sets in Switzerland unl ess authorized by the ' 
Swiss National Bank . Because of t he l imited group of Germans 
and their agents sub ject to the decree, Nazi c l oaks in Argentina 
could freely man i pulate funds in Switzerland. 

2 . Germans in Switzerland are permi tted by the decree to 
freely dispose of their assets f or "normal" professi onal and 
personal transactions, and no authorization is required, among 
other things , for the "normal admini stration• of German asse~s . 
Much will depend on how the Swiss interpret the term "normal 
and how conscientiously they carry out the objecti ves of the ­
decree . Unless t h e Swiss are str ict in thei r interpretation of 
11normal 11 and vi gorous in the ir i nvestigation of ostensibly i nno- · 
cent professi onal , personal and comme rci al transacti ons , agents 
i n Switzerland will be able to freely use Gei!Dan assets to f ur­
ther Nazi underground acti vities. 
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' · The decree delegates to the appropriate Swiss officials authority to request i nformation from banking insti tut i ons, with respect to the ownership of accounts within Switzerland. Much will depe nd here again, on how vigorously this authori ty 1s exer­cised to remove German assets from the Swiss protective secrecy law. 

B. Gold Policy. 'l'he Swiss have ind1 cated tho. t they are prepared to cease accepti ng gold from t he Germans but only in payment for Swiss exports . 

C, Census of Foreis n Assets. ~~e Swiss propose to take only a census of Swiss account s held in the United States . The Mi ssion reports, however, that the Swiss may yet agree to take a census of all property held in or through Switzerland for enemy nationals snd nati ons , now or fcrmerly, occupied by the enemy. 

D. Other Measures . The Swise are prepared to prohibit dealings 1D forei gn currency and to segregate f oreign and Swiss assets and to take a census of all property held in Swiss ~ accounts in the United States , 

We shall keep you advised of the further concessions which the Mission anticipates reoeivi.ng from the Swiss .

Subject: Bretton Woods legialation. 

The meeting was called at the suggestion of Secretary 
Worgenthau to discuaa aome practical aspects of the handling 
of the Bretton Woods legislation on the Hill, and iartioularlf 
what we in the Treasury Department can do to facil tate the 
prompt consideration and pasaage of the legislation. 

1. It wae agreed that hearings should start ae eoon 
ae possible in the House Banking and Currency Committee, the 
Speaker stating that in hie view the Bretton Woods legislation 
should be the fiat order of business before that Committee. 
llarch 7 was tentativel7 agreed upon aa the day on which hear­
ings will start. !bout a week' a notice of the hearings will 
be given by the Chairman of the Committee, and in the meantime 
we are to present to him and diseuse with him the line-up of 
witneaeee for our t ide, together with the order of their 
appearance. 

2. Mr. RaO.:fan believes that more attention ahould be 
ginn to indhid Congreaamen on the Democratic aide than 
is ordinaril7 done, and made the apecific auggestion that 
Secretary Korgenthau might call each of the Democratic members 
of the Banking and Curreno7 CoDidttee with a view to express­
ing hie great interest in this l egitlation. J.!ter 10111e dit­
cuaaion thie augg,ation wae agreed to. 

3. There was some discussion of the extent to which 
interested and triendlJ organizations such as the farm 
organization• and the aajor labor organisation• could be

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helpful at this time . The Speaker seemed to feel that it 
would be well for them to do little until they appeared 
before the Committee in support of the bill, but there did 
not seem to be any general feelin~ that thel should be 
actually discouraged from continu1ng to ind1oate their 
apfroval in t he interim. Such difference of opinion as 
ex1sted in the group seemed to be largely one of emphasis, 
and it is the writer's impression that the Sfeaker was more 
concerned about over-emphasis at this stage ln the game 
than he was over the general propriety of having interested 
organizations evidence their sympathy in their usual fashion. 
The Speaker also suggested the desirability of getting sufport 
from such national organizations as the National Associat1on 
of Manufacturers and the United States Chamber of Commerce . 
I t was agreed that further effo~t should be made to get the 
support of these two organizations in particular, although 
not much optimism in this regaed was evidenced at the meeting. 

4. Mr . Hannagan thought that no time should be lost 
in ascertaining, to the extent possible, any weak links in 
the Democratic side of the aisle so that shaky members can 
be bolstered up a bit in whatever fashion seems most ap­
propriate in the particular case. Both the Speaker and 
Congressman Ramspeck were initially of the view that little 
need or could be done in this regard until the bill has 
practically reached the floor, and Congressman Ramspeck 
{the Democratic whip) has made a survey of the House and 
can tell pretty accurately where the weak spots are. 
Although there was no exact meeting of the minds on this 
point, the consensus of the meeting seemed to be that as 
weak spots develop (and we are all to watch 'for them) every­
thing possible will be done to correct them, in one way or 
another . 

5. The Speaker seemed to feel, and the rest more or 
less shared his view, that the vote on the George bill, with 
only 19 Democrats "off the reservation, " augurs fairly well 
for the future of administrative legislation such as Bretton 
Woods. The general feeling seemed to be that, without attempt­
ing to make the issue a partisan one , reasonable attention to 
the Democrati c aide of the ai sle from here on in should 
minimize the possibility that when the bill reaches the floor 
we will be short of enough Democratic votes to carry it. 
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6. Congreuman Spence 1a reasonably confident that 
he can hold &11 of the Democratic members of his Committee 
in line, with the possible exception of Barrr of New York 
and Baldwin of Karrland. He is also reuonably optimistic 
thet Jesse Wolcott will support the bill, and that if he 
does we DIA1 pick up one or two other Republicans in 
Co~ttee and oert&inl7 & few on the floor.

MR. BELL: The gentleman from Chicago. That 's the 
only gentleman the Secretary hadn ' t met . 

H.M. JR: Burgess , do you want to make a speech? I 
would like a report. You can make it any way you want . 

lffi . BURGESS: ~have conferred wi th your experts, 
Mr. Secretary. 'e have followed the agenda, and have 
some suggestions t o offer. 

We haven't written this out yet . It is in the process 
of being written. ~e thought we would talk with you orally 
first and then after that write it out, because it is not 
impossible that you might change your point of view on 
certain matters . Fir at , with respect to the Drive for 
individuals . On the stepping up of that as suggested, we 
are all for that . We think covering a three-month' s period 
on the pay roll savinge , eetting a goal of four billion 
dollars on I Bonds and eeven on individuals is a large 
order, and we think that is the thing to do, becauee we 
simply must reach as many individuals as we poseibly can, 
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and we must set ourselves a larger goal. The two-months' 
period has been too short on the pay roll savings, and I 
think lYe can carry through three months to advantage, and 
wi th that added period I think the goals are not impossible 
to achieve . They make us work, but I think it could be 
done . ~ben, as to the dates , April 9th to July lOth on 
pay roll savings seems al l right . Starting the regular 
Drive on the 14th of May and carrying i t through for a 
month seems all right . I assume that would include your 
house to house canvass for E Bonds and other savings 
bonds . 

Now, as to when you open it up for corporations , 
I am not sure that our suggestions are completely in 
agreement. .'/e feel that that shouldn't be entirely after 
the individual drive, because our experience , and par ­
t icularly 1~ . Rathje's , who has been runnine a house 
to house visi tation in Chicago, showed that you get a 
l i ft in your ~ublicity, and so f orthJ out of the corpora­
tions coming 1n and buyin~, and you ought to keep on 
with your individuals dur1ng that time . 

l.!R. GA1!BLE: Yes . 

MR. BURGESS: I think there is an advantage. 

MR. GAMBLE: I think we agree with that . 

MR. BURGESS: I think we agree in substance on that . 
\%ile the bank participation 1us mentioned as a subhead, 
l ater on we would like to comment in connection with the 
campaign for individuals that we have discussed our own 
relation to this thing. ~·le are anxious to do a better 
job than we did in the Sixth, and we think we can. Our 
organization is developing, and I think we were more 
effective in the Sixth War Loan than in the Fifth, and I 
think we can be still more effective i n t he Seventh, 
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using the. same methods about buildine up the organization, 
and we had decided to have a separate committee for the 
promotion of the sales part of it . You know we did work 
through a sub- committee of this committee , but we t hink 
by selecting a separate committee to work with us, we 
get fellows who have more time to give to it , and do 
it more effectively. We have a chairman in each State , 
and a regional chairman and picking up the fellows who 
don ' t do the best job , and it will grow just as the 
\~ar Loan organization bas grown in effectiveness as you 
went on through or~anization . I think we can do a better 
job. We are labor1ng under additional handicaps of man 
power which sometimes bo~ do"IID our Oll!l work from time 
to time, and we are work1ng pretty long hours to get our 
routine bank work done. But nevertheless, we are going 
to do our best and I think we can do better than before. 

Now, with respect to the market basket, we note one 
thing, that since our last meeting and since the last 
Drive, the rate structure that we have all~working on 
\ince the war has partially broken down. ~e are regretful 
about that because we shared with you people responsibility 
for that, and I think you have helped in v.orking with the 
banks in main taining the structur e. We came out with one of 
the fi rst reports advocating bank purchases be limited to 

ten years , remember, and that the war be financed on a steady 
rate instead of a rising rate , and 1 think our campaign in 
that regard baa some~hing to do with the maintenance of it . 

Now, we are apprehensive about havi.ng the rates decline 
from this point of view, that you and Vinson ' s office and all 
of us have been working on getting people to save and not 
spend, and t he reasons for that are becoming every day more 
obvious because inflation is moving forward , We see it in 
the r eal estate market, a.nd security markets, and the farm 
market , and hidden i nflation is going on in changes of quality, 
and the instruments of inflation must be sharpened instead of 
dulled, and attract particular people to say they depend in 
part on 11hat you can offer them. So we think it would be a 
pity if this rate change went to a point where i t affected 
the rate on the bonds that you offer generally within savings . 
That means insurance companies, savings branches, and so forth. 
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Now, I start with that, and I hope we can all work 
together to maintain that rate structure a little more 
effectively to see if we can't prevent any diminution 
of the inducement that 11e offer to the savers . l~ow , 
starting from t hat point of view, we think it is very 
desirable to continue along with two and one-half percent 
bonds, and not have any chan~e in that rate, because if 
you let that slip, you imperll the offers of interest 
returns and the cost of policies for insuran ce companies 
and savings bonds, and so forth . We t hink that can be 
worked out on the market so that it doesn ' t cause any 
break in the market t hat is going to bother anybody. 

H.M.JR: What other bond will you--

tlli . BURGESS : It could be a bond similar to the one 

' 

you offered last time , only two or three years more maturity, 
or Mr. Bell raised the question of whether you could differ­
entiate this bond somewhat by giving it a ten-year call· · 
spread, and say putti.og out a '65J75, and we are inclined 
to think tha t that has some merit, because the justification 
for putting out a bond after this change in rate is it is 
a little different bond,so t hat you move into the market 
without hurting your present issues particularly. 

H.M. JR: Does anybody suggest selling at a premium? 

MR. BURGESS : No, that ' s equivalent to breaking your rate . 

H.L!. JR: If you sold a one hundred dollar bond, say? 

~ BUHGESS: That breaks your rate. That means by just 
that much you are throwing away the attraction you offer to 
t he general saver. 

MR. BELL: Even the broken bond breaks the rate some, 
which you admit baa to be done in the present market. 

UR. BURGESS: You extend your maturity a little . 

MR. BELL: Mr. Burgess, how about callin& it gift bond rather than tap . 
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MR. BURGESS: The Treasury never used the expression 
tap, but I think there is some merit. I never thought of 
calling it that. 

tffi . BELL: Call it a restricted bond . 

JAR. BURGESS : Restricted isn't a very--! think your 
department of semantics ought to--you ought to work on t hat. 
All these bonds have names and nouns, and all those things, 
and maybe you would like to call that one Morgenthau, or 
something like that. 

H.M. JR: I thi nk I would pick another one. (Laughter) 

JAR. BURGESS: How about calling it Henry the Eighth? 
(Laughter) 

MR. BELL: Henry the Seventh coming up-- the Seventh 
War Loan. 

JAR. BURGESS: Henry the Seva:nth. (Laughter) 

UR . BELL: 1:ie had the "gay nineties . " That was one . 

MR. BURGESS: Well, so much for that . 

Now, you get into the question of a new l eading bond . 
There are loads of ~eople who don't want t o buy a two and 
one- half. They don t want to go quite that far , and that 
includes the savings ba~ and to some extent certainly 
the insurance companies. Some other buying of i ndi viduals-­
we suggest t here a two and one-quarter percent bond which 
1vould run about thirteen, seventeen years, under similar 
restrictions to the two and one-half. That is not eligible 
f or bank purchases until it gets to be ten years old, or 
ten years from maturity, or you call i t later maturity--
! don't know. There is some difference, but the point is 
it should be restricted, and only for these institutions 
and individuals who are genuine savings sort of peopl e . 
I think it is 'important to have something between your 
l ong two and one-half and the shorter thing that we 
talked about . 
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Then, of course, the E, F, and G's and. the tax notes-­now when you come to the lower end, of course , seven-eighths for everybody, then we would suggest--we had quite a long discussion of whether the lor1er end of the scale should be one and three-quarters or one and one~half, and the majority of us would f avor t he one and one-half, with the idea that you would have one you could offer to the corpora­tions as well as individuals. After all, one of the reasons for your great success in your Drives thus far has been that you offered a security for each t ype of buyer, so that it meets his needs , and that is one reason you have had good response . 

Now, there are a certain number of corporations , as well as individuals , who are willing to take five-year obligations at one and Qne-half and would go for that where they might not go for anything else, and whose needs would be met by that , and whose needs would not be met without it . So, we think we will have that . 

Now, the problem of policin£ and avoiding a great churning, and so forth, comes in just at that point . We think with the one and one- half Tlritten very close to the market, five years or thereabouts--we can't tell - -~u can' t fix that maturity yet . You don 't know just what the market will be . ~e think that would not have enough gravy in it to attract a great deal of free-riding. It behaves pretty well . ~e think it will behave be tter if, at the conclusion of the Drive , you offer somethin~ directly to the banks so they won't be scrambling for it 1n the market . Not a large offering, about two or three billion dollars, and incidentally, the ba.nks would feel a lot better about it because they have been a little bit upset about not having any offerings directly fo r the banks, but they have to pay a premium every ti.me they go out and get these things . But I th1nk it would help keep that thing in order and keep your rate structure in order. 
Now, deferred subscriptions, we would continue that for insurance companies and savings banks. You had some instancea of abuse . I think with the two and one-half and two and one­quarter, you won't find that so much . It is with the two ' s , 
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I think, that you would have the most abuse . If you and the 
Federal Heaerve fellows, who have never had the problem to 
handle, feel there is danger of the abuse of deferred sub­
scriptions , we suggest th~t it be restricted in some way like 
taking the actual growth of investible money that the in­
stitution subscribing has . Take the savings bank . Suppose 
they had a five million dollar increase in deposi te in the 
two months just preceding the loan; limit the1r deferred 
subscriptions to that actual rate of growth . Now, I don 't 
think that ' s a very hard thing to do~ 

r.m. BELL : Work out some formula, in other words , for 
deferred subscriptions . 

MR. BII HOESS : So they doo't fall out . 
your trouble over the turn of the year was 
to show borrowed money. 

I think part of 
you didn't want 

MR. BELL: Before you go on to the next one , did you 
say a certificate of indebtedness in each of the baskets , 
individual and corporate? You agreed t o that. 

MR. BURGESS: Yes . 

Now, bank purchases of restricted issues for savings 
accounts . I th1nk what you did last time was just right , 
that is, ten percent of their savings deposits or fi ve 
hundred thousand dollars , whichever was less , and they liked 
that . The point about it isn ' t just that they like it . It's 
that the small banks who use it have the problem of attracting 
deposits and of paying a rate in savings depositories that 
does attract them. It's the same th.ing we talked about 
earlier about the savings bond. ABA has been preaching 
and we have had several savings conferences on it--an 
increase in the rate of interest on savings deposita . 
During the depreciation the banks had to out their interest 
rates on savings deposita . l mean , they have cut them more 
than they had to, but it was a good thing to do. It was 
necessary. We have been preaching that they should atop 
cutting those rates, and if ·possible increase them some, 
and what you have done in the way of making available some 
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of these longer bonds in modest amounts in relation to 
their savings deposits , helps us in our campaign to keep 
the s avines deposit attractive for savings .

tnt. BURGESS : Now, we discussed t his whole aeries of 
things about reducing switching, and war loan account pur­
chases , and all that . Ted went over that pretty carefully 
with !Ar. Bell. We t hink with the rnarket basket that has 
been suggested that that problem will not be so serious . 
~e do t hink it i s wise to get out and send to the banks 
a little earlier this time , a request that was made that 
banks should not pay above the market for outstanding 
issues in order to get the war loan account . That was 
done , but done a little late, and i t wasn ' t followed 
t hrough. 

MR. BELL: It was quite a way ahead of the Drive , 
wasn' t i t ? 

MH. BURGESS: lt didn ' t get through. 

1ffi. GAMBLE: I t was in New York , but not other sections . 
It was a little later in some sect ions of the country. 

MR. BELL : It came up before the Dr i ve . 

MR. GAMBLE: The buying had started. Our deals were 
made . 

MR. BELL: 'we can 't get ahead of those . 

MR. BURGESS: We discussed the reduction of war loan 
account purchases and various ways that it can be done. We 
recognized that one reason that this rate structure has 
broken down a little is due t o what happens at the time of 
a drive . That is , the banks suddenly find themaelvea with 
a billion dollars extra of excess reserves, because they 
spring out from private to Government funds , and the result 
of t hat is they go out and buy bonds , which is only natural, 
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and if they are in t hat poei ti on, and it is a smart fellow 
ru.nning t he bank, he i s going to do i t . 

Now, there are various ways that i t can be cut do~n . 
One wal, of course, would be for the Fed just to take in 
the sa e and sell off some certificates or bills . Of 
course, they do sell bills . Another way that has been 
suggest ed- -and I think Bill Kuhns VIBS the originator of 
t he suggestion--was that the colla t eral that is held against 
war loan accounts be limi ted t o securities within one 
year or six months of ms turity. 'lba t would make sure t hat 
the banks keep that much liquidity, keep them that much 
short . We are inclined to think that has same merit and 
that it ought to be explored. That could be done wi thaut 
having the Fed look aver the statements of some of the 
ban.ks and ~ ee whet they have yot actually in collateral 
on hand, and how it liOuld affect them. \'.e don 't want to 
gi ve the small banks t ha t have been working for us pret ty 
hard any shock on this t hing. \,e have gone out and sold 
them the idea of having a ~sr loan account and using it 
to get subscriptions for t heir customers . \,e aon ' t want t o 
give them e shock on it, but at the same t ime any bank 
ought to keep liquidity against the war loan account . I t 
isn't sound banking to have bonds against it because same 
day that sprin~s down, end it woula be a better practice 
if ~e kept pretty short on tha t . Also it would help you 
a little bi t, George, in supporting your security market.

YR. HA~S : The bill market . You don't get that fired

MR. BURGESS: Vie think it ought to be explored . VIe are 
not prepared to make any recommenda tion on it . That ' s a 
question of policing, and so forth.

That ' s 
another way you could do it . But I do t hink t hat that 
problem of a tremendous swellin~ up of the excess reserves 
when payments are made at the t1me of the Dri ve needs to 
be tackled; because it is that that causes a lot of this 
trouble . 

llR. BELL: Soread this drive over the dates indicated 
there and have the corporate drive from the 16th to the 20th. 
Wouldn' t you also help this situation some because you would 
spread out your drive money over a period of three months 
i.nstead of confining it largely to a month? 

MR. BURGESS: The bie money would come within thirty 
days. 

MR. BELL: But you would have spent in the meantime the 
money you would have accumulated from April 1 to June 15, 
and all you would have in the war loan account would be the 
corporate money you get in the last ten days, so you would 
never probably have as much as twenty billion dollars gain 
in the war loan account .

I t hink if you were to offer 
one and three- quarters just to individuals and not to cor­
porations and banks you would have a very hard t ime pol icing 
it.

MR. !UfiGE~~ : \',e had some come hacks I may say. 

HR. GMIBLE : And there Mre some wno realized when 
the Drive got underway that the Treasury wanted those 
cerried out and provided a plan for carrying them out . 

MR. BROWN: If you don' t off11r securities direct to 
corporations, Ted, it will mean a regular increase of the 
pr oblem. 

llR. GAJ.iRLE: Of policing? 

l!R. BRQV.], : Yes, because corporations can ask people 
t o subscribe to their !iccount . They could provide t hem with 
money. The transacti ons don ' t ~o through the banks, and 
while t he Feds are in contact u t h the ban ks end it gets 
reports weekly of changes i n their Government bond holdings, 
and almost d2ily during the Drive, t here woula be absolu tely 
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no way of policing hundreds of thousands of corporations 
throughout the country, and we think that if securities 
are offered directly to corporations as well as to 
individuals, t he problem would be much less. It would 
mean one and one-half's offered to individuals only and 
the corporations >1ould not be allowed to subscribe for 
them.

UR. BELL: llouldn • t you police the corporation sub­
scriptions? 'liouldn 1 t you see whether or not any corpora­
tion was putting in for any money they positively couldn't 
pay for? 

MR. HAAS: Last time we policed the individuals . 

MR. GAJ.IBLE : If you ever had another security eligible-­

MR. BELL: You could police the corporations to see 
whether or not they were subscribing for more than they 
had money to pay for, and maybe they are subscribing for 
doubl e their amount and they would sell to a bank after 
the Drive is over on the one and one-half's . 

llR . BURGESS: That is done in the New York bank. I 
don't think it i s--

!.!R. BELL: It hasn't been done extensively in other 
banks. 

MR. BURGESS : I may be exaggerating the control, but 
the New York Reserve Bank has always done policing and has 
kept, for exampl e, fil es of the net worth of all the regul ar 
l ists , and you get used to it. There is a regular list of 
people that try to cheat , and we had a file- -and I know they 
still have it--of every one of these people so that you just 
refer to the subscription and slash it down, and until you 
build up a file like that it is not easy to do because you 
have to make some pretty close inquiries . It is a mighty 
diffi cult job. It can be done if you are really on t he ball 
and do it . 

W~. BELL: You would be surprised at the name of an 
individual who was on that file a couple of years ago, Chris 
Devine, when he first started into business. Poor Chris. 
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JLR. BURGESS: We made Chris come in. 

l:I . Ll. JR : If there is nothing else--unless you people 
have something. George , do you want to ask something? 

llR. HAAS : I have one 9uestion. I was wondering about 
Randy ' s estimat e of what thlS Drive would produce . It seems 
to me that would go up to twenty-one or twenty- two billion 
dol lars, I mean, under t he same conditions as the Sixth. 

MR. BURGESS: ·,'/ell, we 1vould hope there would be less 
churning in this thing. I don't kno~ . I like the estimate, 
the emphasis Ted put on it of thinkin~ in terms of the 
individual ~uota and E Bond quota, and steppin~ down, 
de-emphasiz1ng the corporate end of i t . 

!JR. HAAS : The only contribution you made to t ry to 
reduce the switching--in other words that is where the 
indirect bank financing was--is that you left out the two, 
and Bell made it thinner . 

MR. BURGESS : ·Ne are also proposing to P;ive the banks 
some directly afterwards . That can have a great effect 
because it produces their eagerness to buy stuff in the 
market, if they can ~et stuff directly on their books . 

A~. ~AAS: I think it i s a real impor tant point that . 
if the amount of each Drive can be kept do:m, then the 
Drives are more f requent and the frequency of the Drive s 
brings in more i ndividual money, because the amount you get 
from individuals seems to be determined more on the Drive 
rather than the period which has elapsed betvteen Drives , 
and that was one reason in the setup A~ . Eell suggested 
t o you, of the Fed switching seven-eighths and the banks ' 
earnings position was kept from rising too rapidly, and it 
would tend to keep the switching down. I doubt if there is 
very little break on this . They can use one and one-hal f . 
That is all I have to say. 
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MR. BURGESS : I 110uld like to say that on this 
f requency of drives--! think t wice a year is the ri~ht 
spacing for your drives. I think last year there were 
three drives, and that was too close . It made i t pretty 
t ough going. 

MR. HAAS: The r ecord will look better if we have 
three. 

MR. GM~Le : Unless you develop pre-dr ive efforts . 

/,Jt . BURGESS: '1\'lo drives over three months--you 
have a pre tty good program there. '

Ted a question, if you don't feel that some of the State 
War Finance l.:hairmen could do a better job of policing 
themselves?

I t hink we had to take 
pretty much the steps we took in the last drive , Lawrence.

Northwest , and it was as much our fault as theirs . They 
were being encouraged by a Nar Finance Committee represen­
tative to make these purchases .

The Committee conferred for t wo d~s with Secretary Morgenthau, UDder 
Secretary Bell, liar Savings Director Oe.lllble, Governor Eccles, and other ol.'l.'ioials 
regarding plans for the 7th liar Lean. lie considered the agenda laid before us 
br the Treasury and the followin& co111r.1ents follow that agenda. 

l . The Committee epproves the emphasis on sales to individuals proposed br 
llr. Guble including an E bond goal of 4 billion and a goal for individuals of 
7 billion. It was belie.,..d that the e~eia should be placed on these goals 
rather than on the overall scale. These individual goals are e.pproved on the 
understanding tbat the books would be open for three =nths for aavin&s bond 
purchases including particularly a three 110nths1 effort on payroll aaVin&a e.c­
oounte. 

2 . ~· lie approve the proposal tbat the drive for payroll savings accounts 
be from April 9th t hrough July 7th and th&t the savings bonds sold for a period 
of three months be included in the drive quotes . Tie approve for the main drive 
for individual& the period llay 14th through June 16th. During t his period a house 
to house canvass would be 1118de for E bonds and intensive drives for sales of market 
bonds to individuals would tales place. While the books would be open tor corporate 
subscriptions during t he whole period, we suggest that the results of corporate 
purchases be announced only during the last ten days of the period. 

3. Ibe Basket. The Committee is concerned that the rate structure on which 
Treasury liar financing has t aken place h&e partly broken down s ince the 6th liar 
Lco.n. The Committee bas e eenae ot responsibility in this matter because troa 
the bes inning of the war we h&ve cooperated with the Treasury in its efforte to 
maintain t his general rate structure. fToa a long range point ot view we bel18't'e 
a further reduction in the r ate or interest received by individuals and corpora­
t i ona whose f unds represent true aavinga io 110at undesirable . The Treasury toge ther 
with the Director of Econoaic Stabilizati on is working on a program to encourage 
aavinsa and discourage spending. The banks of' the country are cooperating in this 
program. The maintenance or rates at leaat as attractive as have prevailed ia 
neceasarJ to the sueceaa of thie wbole program. 

In our reco..,endationa with respect to rates, therefore, our primary con­
cern is in lll8king an offering that 1a attracti ve to the savings or the people so 
th&t the greatest amount of surplus f unds III8'J be put into savings with a retarding 
e l.'feot on inflation. In aooordanoa with this policy we urp 110at atrongly th&t 
a long 2~ bond be retained in the urket beaket. This could be done with a 
aaturi t;r two or three ;ree.re longer than the last offering or t he iaaue could be 
varied by introducing a ten-year aprea4 betwe.n tbe call and maturi ty date, as for 
exaaple, a bond or 65-75 . 

lie also •~~&&est that a * bond with a 108.turity of appro:d&atel;y l3 to 17 
years be offered on a restricted baaia e1ailar to that gove.rning the 2~ bonds and 
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should be aft.ilable for bank purchase only when they get within t en years of aaturity or ce.ll date. A 2~ bond of this middle aaturity rlll be attractive 
to 1118.1ly investors who do not want to go quite aa far as the 2~ bond but whose needs would not be met ~ a very short maturity. 

We recon:mend the inclusion in the besket of F and 0 Savings Bonds and C Savings Notea and Certificates of Indebtedneaa for both corporations and in­
dhiduals and, of course, E Bonds for individuals. 

For individuals nnd corporat ions we also recommend a 1-~ Treaoury note 
or bond of approximately five-year maturity. 'lie believe that this security r.ould not be subjec t to the same dangers of free riding and <&peculation as a longer security or 1-3/41. or 21., but would fill the needs of many investors. In order 
to keep an orderly market and prevent the bonds going to an excessive premiUC>, n believe a limited offering should be made directly to the banks a t the close of the drive, to be announced before the drive begins . 

4. Deferred Payment Subscriptions . Because • • find it to be to the interest of the Treasury Department to attr~ct to Government bonds all increases in the assets or ins=ce COJ:>panies and savings banks 1 and the deferred pe)'IOent subscription 
plan helps to achieve that end at no extr a coat nor market disturbance, we recom­mend its continuance with proper safeguards to avoid abuse. 

If there appears to be danger of abuse, the preferred pey1>ent subacrip­tions llight be limited to restricted llllrket securities in an amount not in excess of the growth in reserve a of ineuranee companies and in depoai ta of savings banlul 
over the two months' period, December 20, 1944 to February 20 , 1945. 

5. !lank Purchases for Savings AccourrtQ . We r ecoaunend th~t the same progT&m of offering restricted iuues for bank savings accounts be f ollowed as in the 6th War Loan; i .e. , lOl' of savings deposita or $500,000, whichever is smaller. The American 
Bankers Association haa been carrying on an educational campei,gn 1n keeping nth the general program for planned savings to encourage banks to offer as attractive 
rates as possible to savings depositors and to promote an increase in those deposits. The Treasury arrangement for allowing l imited purchases of restricted issues for bank savinga accounts is very hel pful 1n this general prograa. 

6. Phpo to Reduce Swits;hing and Market Ab!!seo. lie suueat that the banks be requested ~ the Treasury through the Reserve banks not to buy outstanding issues above the IIW'ket and to keep switching at a minimum consistent with not'Gial port­
folio operati ons. 

The pertial break-down in the rete structure and free riding is largely 
connected with the increase in exceae reserves of banks at the t ime of war loans 
and we suggest the deairabili t y of exploring methode ~ 'llbich this increase to excess reserves can be moderated either ~Federal Reserve open market policy or 
by possible restraints on the size and character of 'llllr loan accounts. Policing of individual anbacriptiona should be continued aa 1n the 6th liar Loan. lie believe 
the proposed offerings ot securities will make policing eaaier . 

7 . Rtcoaopdrlions for Improl!Jll!pt 1n War LgM Driye Teehnioue. The bonks are 
planning to s trengthen their nati on•'l"ids sales program and their organization for the 7th War Loan drin. A separate collllldttee is being organised for pro110tion ~ 
states and re(ional groupings. Enry effort will be made to increase depositor pert.icipetion by the wider use ot banlc quotes , scor ing, reporting and staff com­
petition.

The celebration of Red Army nay this year comes under the 
hdppiest of auspices, In the past , the observance of this 
anniversary was an assertion of f aith. Tonight, it is an ex~ 
pressi on of approaching triumph. 

The greatest and fiercest battles the world has ever 
wi tnessed are now in progress . ~o can no longer be in any 
doubt as to their issue . A year ago they were waged deep with~ 
in the heartland or our Ally. But today the invader is invaded. 
The fighting presses ever deeper into enemy soi l . Whe t was once 
known as Hitler's fortress hes been transformed into his dungeon . 
Soon we shell see imprisoned t here • and a t lest , extinguished -
the evil spirit of militarism and Nazism end aggressi on which 
has brought the terrible scourge of war upon the world . 

It seems peculiarly appropria t e for Americans to salute the 
Red Army on a dey which marks the birth of the father of thte 
country , The mammoth hussien forces , like the little band which 
fought under the leadership of George Washington , had as their 
cause end goal the independence of the lend in which they live . 
The cause of American independence seemed a hopeless one in the 
dark winter of Brandywine end valley Forge . Agains t an enemy 
superior in preparati on end equipment, General Wa shington could 
oppose only indomitable faith end i nexorable de t ermination . In 
the end , these prevailed. 

It was upon courage end steadfastness or purpose tha t the 
Red Army had to rely in t he t errible winters when Moscow end 
Leningrad and Stalingrad were besJcged , Perhaps ne ver in men ' s 
hdstory has a whole people - soldiers end c i vi l i ans al ike -
endured and surmounted so fearful an ordeal . Many wondered 1n 
the early days of the Nazi invasion , whether the Red Army 
could absorb its shock end t heu gather the strengt h to 
s end the enemy r eeling beck t o hie own frontiers , Whe t i nner 
r esources d id the Russian people draw upon to do this? What 
f ountainhead of fai th made possible this military miracle? 

J • 
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To be sure, there are meny answers to this question. Some 
will explain it in terms of space and logistics and maneuver, 
Some will cite nu~bare and climate end ~upply . No doub t all 
these factors played their part . But in the lest analysis , the 
magnificent resurgence of the Red Army , like any other miracle , 
can be understood , I think, only in t erms of the spirit . There 
are behind the Soviet organization of mil itary might, as there 
we~e behind the troops of George Washington's Army, a consuming 
devotion t o an ideal and the rare qualities of leadership 
necessary to evoke, sustain and mobilize the loyalty of a whole 
people . 

There is , es there wes among the people of Britain in t he 
terrible days after Dunkirk, a sense of exaltation and conse­
cration liftins them above ordinary human endurance , 

Russian Armies have always displayed bravery and stamina , 
But in past wars they have been betrayed by poor leadership and 
inferior equipment, Now, however , the traditional courage of 
the Russian soldier is directed by l beders of superb skill, from 
Marshall Stalin himself to the great generals commending the 
various sectors of the long eastern front . Everywhere, they hove 
outwitted as well as outfought the Germans opposing them. The 
present great offensive, now nearing its culmina tion, is in 
itself a miracle·of planning, of organiza tion end of execution. 

In this conflict , the courage of Russian soldiers hss 
been supplemented also by the finest and mos.t effective of 
modern weapons , This is a war of machines . Waging it as such, 
the fled Army has equalled and, in many respects , surpassed itfl 
enemy. Soviet tanlts , for example, are commonly acknowledged to 
be ilinong the .most ."llPWl!1'1'ul in· -t.he.•world • 

We in the United States teke tremendous 9ride in having 
shared significantly i n equipping end supplying the Red Army , 
Moet of its guns end shells and tanks and planes have come , of 
course, from Soviet factories - some of them transplanted with 
prodigious effort clear across the vest country out of the 
path of the invading Germans ~ But through Lend- Lease -
America's contribution to the vast Allied system of mutual oid -
we have shipped huge quontities of needed materials to Russia . 
The British, too, have shared their weapons with their Soviet 
Ally . The one guiding principle among us h8s been to put our 
arms wherever they could be wielded most effectively , In 
particular, it is a source of pride to us th8t the Red Army has 
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rolled into combat in large port on trucks end tractors made in 
the United States . Soviet valor gave this country time to 
harness its tremendous industrial power to war needs . In turn, 
the products of our factories have been used to strengthen our 
great Ally in the struggle against our common enemy • . 

'Ne heve developed in this war a great and enduring coalition . 
The human and materiel resources of each of its members have been 
devoted without stint to the attainment of the goal we shore , 
We have been able , because of this unity, to bring our strength 
to beer upon the enemy with the fullest effectiveness . And it 
is this unity whi ch i s the real source of the success now crown­
ing our efforts on every front. ·This is the true secret weapon 
of the war - the one weapon against ' which neither Hitler .nor 
any other would- be world conqueror could hope to orevail . 
Hitler must be demented indeed if he still hopes to disrupt the 
coalition we have forged against him, 

The death knell for any such hope was tolled resoundingly 
at Yalta in the Crimea , There the leading statesmen of the 
world ' s three greatest powers demonstrated again that the unity 
created by the war is to endure e v~n beyond it and is to serve 
as the bulwark for future peace , It was only disunity among us 
that made possible Hitler' s attack upon us individually . And 
only through disunity among us con aggr ession ever aga in threaten 
our security , · 

We haye learned a great lesson in the bitter school of 
war - that peace is indivis ible . If we in America have been 
late in l earning it , nevertheless we have learned it well . We 
know now that the earth is integrated, that the welfare and 
security of any portion of 1t is tied to too welfare and security 
of the whole , 

Not only peace but prosperity as well is indivisible . ~e 
know now that the improvement of living standards which we aeek 
at home can be realized only through an improvement ot living 
standards in all portions of the world . And we can bring about 
that improvement only by continuing in peace the unity we have 
discovered 1n war , 

We have already made a hopeful start in t his direct ion . 
At the Interna t ional Monetary and Financi a l Conference held 
last summer at Br e tton noode , the representatives of 44 nations 
composed the ir differences and found a bas is for common acti on 
in meeting cert a in common economic problems . At t ha t confer ence , 
the representatl ves of the Soviet Union set a.n example for the 
r est of us in enlight ened generosity. They took the lead in 
bringing the difficult d i scussions to their successful conclusion . 
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It is noteworthy, I think, that t hi s wa s the firs t inter­
national economic conference i n which the Soviet Un ion t ook 
part . Like ourselves , the people of that great nati on have 
come to u.nder stend that their economy , however it m.ey d iffer 
from ours , cannot be isolated . It has a vital s t ake in the 
economic heal th of the world , 

Both hussi ana and Americans , I om certain, will emerge 
from the war with a new underst anding end appr eciation of one 
another . The achi evements of t he ned Army end the heroi c de­
votion of ell Sovi e t citizens ho ve comm.ended the admiration of 
the ent ire world , Misconceptions about Russian life end 
charac t er ere being cleared s way. In the same manner , I am sure , 
ther e i s growing among the Rues i sn people a new esteem for the 
great ness of America . They have seen us throw off our l ethargy , 
flex our muscles end devote ourselve s and ell that we possess 
to the defense of human freedom. They hove s een the valor of 
t heir own eol di ers matched by that of Englishmen and Americans 
who stormed the beeches of Normandy, end then swept the Nazi 
Armi es back to their own border s . 

There will come a day when the forces of the United Nations 
will mee t and clasp honda in the partnersh i p of victory . They 
will know t hat their vict ory has grown out of the ir partner ship 
in war , They will understand that their common inter ests and 
purposes transcend their differ ences . They will r ecognize that 
their power imposes upon them a high r esponsibili t y , that what 
they won must be held in j o int trusteeship for t he world . They 
will forge there a now kind of psrtnership among na tions -- a 
partnership of peace .

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THE RED ARMY' S GREAT OFFEllSIVY 

In the past year the Red Army has registered a series of new 

and brillian t victori es . 

In t he winter of 1944 the Red Army scored signal victories 

in the Ukraine, west of t he Dnieper; routed the Germans a t 

Leningrad, end ejected them from the Crimea , where the conference 

of leaders or the three Allied powerB was recently held. 

In 1944 the Soviet Army smashed t he German defenses on the 

Kerelien Isthmus, as well es between Lakes Ladoga and Onega, 

and knocked Finland out of the Hi t l eri te bloc. In the historic 

battles in Byelorussia the Red Army smashed the GermAns' central 

group consisting of three ermies , killinr and capturing 540,000 

0 of the enemy. Upward of 250, 000 Germans wer e killed or taken 

pri soner in the south , where the Red Army surrounded end completely 

annihilated tho German group consistin~r of two armies. 

0 

The Red Army defeated the Ge1~ens in hll$enia Bnd the Baltic --Regions . In the summer campa i gn in 1944 the Red Army f ought its 

way forward from Kisbinev to llelRrede , a distance of over 900 

kilometers, and from Vi tebsk to Tilsi t , a distance of 550 kilometers. 
I 

I n 1944 tbe Red Army finally cleared the Nazis from Soviet territories, 

put Finland , Rumania and Bulgaria out of tbe war, liberated part of 

the territory or Norway, Poland , Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia and 

Hungary, and carried the war into German territory. 

In the winter and summer osmpaigns of last year the Red Army 

clearly manifested its enhanced military skil l end its ability 

to smash through fortified zones and swiftly pursue, surround and 

annihilate the enemy. In off ensive actions extending over a wide 

front , Red Army commanders insured precise coordination of all arms 
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and revealed h.igh maneuvering skill . 

It should be stat ed that Red Army commanders ere constantly 

perfecting thei r military proficiency end that t he Sovi et science 

of warfare , having put the experience of this war to the bes t 

effect, bas completely triumphed over t he enemy on the gi gantic 

battlefiel ds , I t is not for nothing that Stalin' s science of 

war is now called the science or victory. 

On November 7 , 1944 , Marshal Stalin authori ta t ively declared 

that "the Red Army has grown into a formidable force end is now 

superior to the enemy in fiphting abilit y and war materiel . " 

It should be added t hat the effi cient work or the Soviet r ear 

keeps the Red Army uninterruptedly supplied with arms , emmun lt.ion 

end food . 

Such were t he condition" in which the Red Army prepared for 

its winter offensive, which is arousing the admiration of the 

whole world . 

1. The genera l situation . At the close of its summer and 

v1inter offensive the Red A:ro.y V1BS outsi de Libeu , on the borders 

of East Prussia, on the Nsrew end Vietule Rivers , west of 

Sandomierz and Sanok, and was fig hting i n Budapest . It 1¥88 

preparing " to consummate , tn con junction 'vith the Armies of our 

Allies , the complete r out of the Ger man- fascist army ••• " end 

hoist t he flag over victory over Berlin." 

The Germans manned t hei r "Eastern well " with 200 divisions . 

Their purpose was no t only defensive; they intended t o launch 

another offensive agai nst the Soviet Uni on. 
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Reinhardt and Rerpe, commanders resoectively of the German 

central and southern groupe or armies, declared in their 

January orders or the day: "Our hour has come again . Our 

comrades in the west hAve already passed to the offensive, 

and at t he proper moment the soldiers or the Eastern Front, 

too, will receive the command from their Fuehrer, ' Forward . '" 

2 . A brief descriotion or the theater. 

e) East Prussia--from whtch the Junkers for centuries 

exercised their Drsn~ nach Osten; the stronghold of Hitler 

and of his misanthropic rAce theory ; supplier of food and 

raw materiels to Berlin and industrial districts--consti tuted 

the Germans ' stratee;ical flank on the Red Army• s route to 

Berlin. 

b) Poland , Czechoslovakia and Western Hunp,ary-- sources 

of food, minerals , war goods end l abor power for Germany. 

c) Chief objectives in the depth of the theater--Berlin , 

with its four and one- half millions and numerous industrial 

plants; Silesie , Germany's second largest metal and coal region ; 

Pomerania, major supplier of Brain, potatoes and me~t , with a 

large shi p- building, steel-smelting and oil-refining industry; 

Brandenburg, highly developed i ndustrial (especially war industry) 

province . 

Fortifi cation of these regions was first undertaken in the 

First World War and continued ever since , especially after 

the Hitlerites came to power and after the seizure of Poland , 

Czechoslovakia and Hungary. Old fb l'tificati<rls 1vere perfected 
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and new up-to-date ones built , in the light or experience or 

war wi th the Red Army. 

Chief types of fortification were ferro- concr ete end steel 

pil lboxes , trenches end mes sed obs tacles . They were supplemented 

by field f ortlflcstions . Pillboxes were dis~ersed s t intervals of 50 

to 200 met ers , arranged in several zones, each five or six kilo­

meters and more in depth . Fi re-power was echeloned in depth . 

Forts were modernized . 

Fortification was facilitated by lakes, mar shes , rivers 

and forests , especially in East Prussia . The Narew, Vistula 

and Oder Rivers were fo~dable obstacles. 

The Permanent fortified zones were echeloned hundreds of 

ki lometers i n depth, stretching beyond the Oder. There were 

five to eight such zones in all , not counting intermediate ones . 

Cities , villages and road hubs were converted into powerful 

strongpoints . 

In strength the Easter n wall excelled the Siegfried 

fortifications. 
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l. Preparations for the Offensive. Coneeption and objectives. 

The course and results of the Red Army ' .a operation jus tify 

us in assuming that the Soviet Supreme Command planned to strike the 

original blovs in several places, vhich ver a then t o merge into one 

continuous blov along the entire 1,500 kilometer front. This huge front 

vas to be shattered and Bast Prussia torn from it. 

Lastly, the Qerma.ny f ront vas to be dismembered and the enemy 

annihilated piecemeal, and t he offensive aviftly pushed into the heart 

of the enemy's territory. 

For this purpose 

<:) a/ In East Prussia the Third Byelorussian Army vas to strike 

its main blov in t he direction of Tils it and Koenigsberg, and the 

Second Byelorussian Army vas to advance from the Narev River on Soldau, 

then northvard tovard the sea , and out off t~~ Germany Bast Prussian 

group. The internal flanks vera to contain the enemy at the Masurian 

lakes. 

b/ In the center the enemj vas t o be routed on the Berlin and 

Silesian sectors . The Firat Byelorussian Army, operating from t vo s mall 

bridgeheads south or Waraav, vas to perice the enemy defenses , push 

northvard, and simul taneously forcing the Vistula north of Warsav , vas 

to surround Warsav and capture. Subsequently this army vas to advance 

on Poznan and Frankfurt-on-Oder . 

The First Ukrainian Ar111y , operating from a bridgehead ves t or 

<:) Sandomierz , vas to advance on Breslau and into the Si lesian industrial 

a rea and seize both. In the course or these operations, these armies 
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vera to reduce the Lodz fortress, Torun, Cracov and other strategically 

important points. 

c/ In t he south, t he Fourth Okrain1an Army and the right ving 

of the Second Okrainian Ar my, vera to advance through the Carpathians 

and liberate C~echoslovakia. The left ving or the Second Okrainian 

Army and the right ving or the Th~rd Okrainian Army vera to complete 

the destruction of the enemy in Budapest. 

2. The avai lable forces and means vere of such character and 

in such quantity as to make it possible to smash the enemy's permane.nt 

fortifications, pierce them and develop the breach. The Soviet Armies 

() vere deeply echeloned and supplied vith tanka and motor formations 

vhich could be quickly introduced into the breaches, and vhioh could 

advance eviftl y for hundreds of kilometers into the enemy's positions. 

}. As in earlier offensives, the Red Army made thorough and 

pinstalcing preparations for so complex an operation as the simultaneous 

offensive of several army groups against the Germans• poverful 

fortifications. 

4. Consideration of t he position on the Allies' f ronts. 

The Germans bad achieved a certain amount of success in their 

Belgian counter-offensive, but our Allies, under Field Marshal (General) 

&isenhover vere a ble to stem it and devel op offens i ve action in theib 

turn. In Italy, notvithstanding the difficulties offered by the 

mountainous terrain, Anglo-American Armies vere slovly gnaving through 

Q the enemy's defenses on the road to North Italy. 
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Consequently, in Janual'y too the main ahal'e ot the teak ot 

routing the German-fascist a l'mies still fell to the Red Army. 

The offensive. 

l . The main blows. The first blow was struck in the center 

by the First Ukrainian Army on January 12 from the bridgehead west or 

Sandomierz. 

A second blow was struck t wo days, January 14. It was threefold : 

a/ in East Prussia by the Second Byelorussian Army; b/ in the centel' 

by the Fi l'st Beylorussian Army; c/ on the extl'eme lett wing in t he 

Carpathians , northwest ot Miakolc, by the right wing ot the Second 

Ukrainian Army. 

A third blow was stl'uck on January 15. It was t wofold : (a) 

in East Prussia by the Third Byelol'ussian Al'my; b) west ot Sanok by 

the Fourth Ukrainian AI'~. 

Thus the blows which Began on January 12 on the Bl'eslau 

sector, gained in momentum and in foul' days spread along the entil'e 

1,500 kilometer fl'ont. 

The effect or this method ot striking was : 1/ to merge all 

blows into one single blow; 2/ t o pin t he enemy's reser•es to the 

attacked centers and to dis perse the German command's attention among 

eevel'al eectors lying 50, 100 and 280 kilometers from one another. 

It should be stated that the Red Army was the fil'at in history 

to demonstrate ita a bility to deal blows in different places and with 

decisive alms on an immense front. I n 1918, Ludendortt and Fooh were 

<:) unable to adminiatel' such blows along an entire tront and wer e compelled 

to contiae themaelYes to one spot , with the result that the torce ot 
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the blova vas quickly spent . 

In 1941 the Germans did not advance along the whole front, but 

only in three strategical directions (on Leningrad, Moaoov and Rostove). 

The Red Army vas able to deal simultaneous blows in different 

spots and vith decisive aims because it is a mighty army possessing 

modern arms (tanks, motorized formations, self-propelled guns, infantry 

and aircraft in sufficient strength. 

2. The coarse or operations. 

The effect of the first blova vas stupendous. Everywhere the 

Red Army pierced the enemy's deeply echeloned, perman-ently fortified 

zones, a.nd penetrated his positions to the depths of 40 to 60 kilometers. 

Not only the tactical depths of the defenses (zones of divisions and 

corps) but also army defense areas vere pierced. The speed of the advance 

attained 10 to 20 kilometers per day. It vas possible everywhere to 

int roduce mobile formations into the breaches to exploit the success. 

The mobile formations vere followed by the infantry to consolidate 

poaitioa a von . 

However, breaches of 60 to 100 kilometers vera insignificant 

comparable /comparative/ vitb a front of 1,500 kilometers. Given tbe 

slightest delay on tbe Red Army's part, or the relaxation of the speed 

of ita advance, the enemy could have concentrated reserves, oloaed up 

the breaches and stemmed the Red Army's offensive. 

The Red Army vas able to prevent this, thank~ to ita possession 

of mobile troops and aircraft inl sufficient numbers. What is more, the 

aobile troops and aircraft prevented the Germans from organizing an 

effective defense on nev linea. 
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But even the possession of adequate troops is not enough. It 

required a high level of skill on the part of the Soviet Supreme 

Command, and the commanders of the fronts to group mobile troops and 

aviation in such a vay as to make it possible to shift them easily and 

introduce them promptly into the breaches. It vas also necessary to 

provide timely support for the advanced mobile troops, which meant 

having infantry formations and means of transport available, to be 

sent wherever needed . 

The gen~us of the Supreme Commander, Marshal Stalin, effectively 

planned the dispatch of the mobile troops into the break-through areas, 

the cooperation of the air force end support by the infantry. It vas 

he vho directed the operations of the front commanders in carrying out 

these measures . Eight days after the break- through out troops had torn 

the German front to shreds and were annihilating the enemy piecemeal, 

had penetrated deeply into his positions end had widened the break­

through areas to form one solid front. 

Development of Operations 

The advance vas so swift that the enemy had no time to organize 

systematic resisttance . The strong points were by-passed and left to 

be reduced by the following-up troops. Hundreds of attacks (sometimes 

as many as a half score in one dey in one area) were repulsed. 

Hund,reds of tanks, and one or t vo infantry divisions, sometimes partook 

1n the enemy counter attacks. 

The encirclement and subsequent annihilation of the enemy vas 

widely practiced . On January lk 21, one of such a surrounded group, 
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},200 Germans vera killed, 4,000 taken prisoner end several hundeed 

guns captured. On JanuarT 24, 1n another place, 6,000 killed, },000 

prisoners, 5} tanks captured. On February }, in one big pocket southeast 

or Kustrin, 8 ,000 killed, 9 ,500 prisoners, over 200 guns captured, and 

in another place, 5,000 killed, 1,500 prisoners, 180 guns captured. 

Thousands of Germans vera killed or taken prisoner , and 

hundreds of guns, tanka and aircraft vere destroyed or captured dailT. 

ParticularlT noteworthy is the capture or hundreds or aircraft on 

airdromes. 

General Conclusions. 
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General conclus ions . 

A. The following features characteri ze the Red Army' s 

offensive: Firstly, the extraordinary extent of the front: 

1 , 500 kilometer s . Secondly, the powerful enemy fortifications . 

Thirdly, the fortifications were saturated with fire weapons. 

Fourthly , the unusual stubborneos of the defense. Fifthly, pos­

session by the enemy of operational and str ategical reserves; 

large transfers of troupe from the Western and Italian f ronts . 

B. Preliminary strategical and operation.al fronts . 

B. Preliminary strategical and operational conclusions : 

Firstly, the Soviet Supreme Command set the Red Army decisive 

aim demo11sh.ing the enemy . Secondly, -the operation was undertaken 

simultaneously and a vast front by one continuous and cumulati ve 

blow to a terrific depth or hundreds of kilometers . Thirdly, right 

from the first the enemy ' s front was cut into two huge sectors:· 

East Prussia and t he rest of the front followed by the dismember-

ment, encircl~ent and annihilation of the enemy; an immensd' pocket 

in East Prussia and dozens of other pockets, large and small. 

Fourthly, the heaviest blows were struck on sectors of major 

importance (East Prussia, Berlin, Silesia) . Fifthly, the unusual 

speed or the penetration, attaining 20 to JO kilometers a day. 

Sixthly, the break through was effected chiefly by the artillery 

which operated in all weather conditions . I t was massed on the major 

sectors . The eff ect or artillery preparation devastating t he enemy 

losing 50 to 70 per cent and more or his effectiveness. Seventhly, 

4:) the success of the break- through and subsequent advance across river 

barriers wer e insured by the bri dgeheads maintained on the enemy ' s 
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bank. Eightly, the speed of the advance was facilitated by con­

centrated bloVIs in depth by large mobile formations with subsequent 

consolidation of the gains by the infantry units. Ni nthly, the con­

centra) rated employment of aviation which skilfUlly cooperated with 

t he mobile formations by plastering the enemy reserves moving up to the 

front , troops concentrations, centers of resistance and strong points, 

all ot' which faviU t ated the swiftness of the advance; in bad flying 

weather, support was given by the ar t illery instead of aircraft. Tenthly, 

the skilful outflanking movement s combined with frontal blows. 

huge enemy losses amounting on J a nuar y 24, to over )08,000 men killed 

or captured, 600 aircraft, ) ,000 tanks , self-propelled guns , 

8,000 guns, 7,)00 mortar s , 26,000 machi ne guns, )4,000 vehicles. The 

losses in men and materi al were equally heavy s ince January 24. 

Budapest alone cost the enemy 107,000 men. The loss of industrial and 

agricultural regions baa 

c. '!'his plan of operatiosn was conceivable and its execution 

made possible, thanks to the high development of modern arms ~~ the 

Red Army, and its splendid armament. Thi s i n its turn was due to t he 

high development of the Sovi et Union • s product! ve f orces a.nd the 

ardent patriotism of its citizens. The working class collective 

farm peasant and the i ntelligentsia, by their joint efforts, provided 

the Red Army with modern armaments. 

The Red Army has once more demonstrated that ita men and officers 

are gallant fighters and make splendid use of thei r weapons, and that 

the generals are skilfUlly and conf idently leading their troops t o 

0 victory . 

our enemies are forc ed to admit that, "Soviet armies are advancing 
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into t he heart of Germany , end that everything bangs on a heir." 

Tbe Crimea Conference or the three greet leaders has reaffirmed 

that no mercy will be shown to Germany, and that she will be dealt 

blows of increasing power. 

Our Allies characterize the Red Army' s offensive as "the most 

powerful in this war. " And we may add for its power end scope, it 

is without para11el in hi story. 

All this is due to the fact that the Red Army bas mastered 

Stalin's s cience or victory . It is due to tbet fact that "The Red 

Army bas grown into a formidable force and i s now superior to the 

enemy in fighting ability and war material , " as Stalin said .

Attached pursuant to the request set forth in your 
letter of February 13, and which we discussed February 15,

ar e summari es showing the date and place of birth, educational, 
professional, and business backgr ound , draft status, earnings 
over the last ten year s and present salary , including 
statutory additions, of all personnel on the Procurement 
Division, Surplus Property pay roll whose base pay is $4600 
per annum or more . 

I believe that you will find f rom a r eview of these 
summaries that the Office of Surplus Property is staffed by 
a group whose training, background, and experience well 
qualif y them for the positions whi ch they held. Those of 
the staff who a r e directly concerned with merchandising 
have almost all had years of experience in various pha.ses 
of the merchandising business and many joined our staff at 

( considerable financial sa.crifice, having formerly earned 
salaries as high as $36,000 a year. I think you will find 
that those employees holding service positions , such as 
those engaged in legal and statistical work, are qualified 
by tra.ining and experience in the fields in which they are 
engaged . This is reflected by the fact that all of these 
employees are in the classified service , having been duly 
certified to the Procurement Division by the Civil Service 
Commission as possessing experience and qualifications in 
line wi th the positions they are occupying. 

0 

The average age of this group is 47 years . The draft 
statue of the 151 employees may be summarized as follows: 
125 are men of thir ty- eight year s of age or older and thus 
not subject t o call for military service. Only two ar e men 
under thirty •. one of whoa is classified 1-! and presumably 
will enter the armed services shor tly, and the other is 
classified 4-r. There are but twenty- three men in the 30 
to 3g aae group, of which f ourteen are cfassified 2-A, one 
is .classifi'ed 1-C. one is classified 2-.1 (f). one is 
classified 2-B. one is classified 3- .1, one is classified 
3-D, and one is classified 4-F . 
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The Treasury Department ' s policy with respect to 
r equesting occupational deferments has been a str i ct one . 
The Procurement Division has not in a single instance re­
quested deferment for any employee under the age of thirty, 
unless the employee has been classified 4-F by his local 

' 

draft board. It is the pol icy of the Secretary to per sonal ly 
r eview and pass upon all of these cases . It may be mentioned 
that no one associated with the Surplus Property Activity 
falls within this category. With respect to males between 
the ages of 30 and 38 the Procurement Division has adhered 
strictly to the policies set forth by the Treasury Department, 
which are in accord with the directives of the Selective 
Service System and the 1Nar Manpower Commissi on, which provides 
that Form 42, which is a request for deferment on occupational 
grounds, shall be submitted in such cases . 

The educational qualifications of this group can be 
summarized as follows: Forty-nine are college graduates, 
a. nu.mber having two or more degrees. Twelve completed three 

( years of college. eleven completed two years of college, 
eleven completed one year of college, thirty-two are high 
school graduates who have additional technical training in 
business or technical schools, twenty-three are high school 
graduates, and thirteen did not complete their high school 
work. In the cases of those whose formal educat ion wa.s not 
completed , practical experience seems to more than offset this 
deficiency . 

Of this group of Surplus Property employees, thirty-two 
were employed in the Procurement Division prior to inauguration 
of the Surplus Property Program and have been transferred to 
this activity. The average basic entrance salary of the 151 
employees covered in this report vas $5248 per annum, and tne 
average present basic salary of this group is $5409 per annum. 
The average basic salary rate of this group just prior to 
their employment in the Office of Surplus Property vas $5520 
per annum, and the average annual income over the past ten years 
was $5057 per annua.

Representative lt.cClelland cont'lrmed a report, which reached 
us from e private source ,· of the arrival !n S~1 i t:terland of 
1,210 refugees from German-held territory . The liberation

of this group of Jewish civilian internees, who are said 
to come from the concentration camp at Theresiens tadt, 
resulted fr om the efforts of a former Swiss Federa l Coun­
cillor . Representative ~cClelland arranged w1th the Swiss 
Federal Police for entry permiss i on and preliminary reception 
and housing preparati ons for the group . 

This convoy, which arrived 1n Switzerland on February 7, is 
composed largely of adults, with approxi~tely an equa l 
number of men and women, the number of children under twelve 
years of age included being only eoou t 58. ~!cClelland 
advis ed us that according to preliminary r eports these 
refugees , only a few of whom are sl i ghtly 111, seem t o oe 
in fairly sat isfactory physical condition in contrast to 
the recently arrived exchangees from Bergen Bels en . As ide 
from a report that !rom 500 to 600 Dutch Jews are among them, 
no details were available regarding the composition of the 
group as to nationalities , documentation , etc. It is expected 
that McClelland will be able to give us further information 
as soon as the Legation has received t he l ! st of t he refugees 
which the Swiss police are to furnish. 

There are i ndications that addi t i onal convoys or Jewish 
refugees from Germany and German-held areas may follow at 
periodic int ervals , the military s ituation and transportation 
f acilities permit ting . Accordingly, the Swiss inquired as to 
whether the assurances given by thi s Government with r espect 
to the evacuation !rom Swis s t erritory or Jewish retugeea 
from Hungary to Allied regions woul4 be applicable to a sroup 
from Germany such as this one . We 1mmediatel.,y cabled JICT 

Clelland that our au urances are not limited t o reruaeea 
comi ng !rom any apeci!i c ene~ or enemy- controlled territory.

Italy fro::~ Topusko , Ambassador Kir~ cabled us t hat there 
are 107 foreign Jewi sh refugees there who should be evacuated 
as soon aa possible, although severe winter weather prevents 
their r emoval at present . They were said to be well fed and 
clellthed, although a group of ~ore than 1 , 000 Je~1s of Yugo­
slavian nationality are living there under difficult condit ions. 

SrnJATION OF §!PYAKIA!l JE\fS 

Representative McOlelland relayed t o us information furnished 
by the International Red Orose that thirteen Jews claiming 
American nationality vere trans f erred trom Marianka to the 
oamp at Bersen Btlaen 1n spite or the intervention or the 
Interorota del egate at Bratislava with the Slovakian Ministry

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of Foreign Affairs . Four of these persons had previously 
been removed tc Sered and then orought back to Marianka . 
They reported that they had not ~een violently treated 
either on the journey or at Sered and Lhat the food which 
th~y received was satisfactory, but they were not able LO 
give any information concerning the remainder of Lhe group 
or 164 claimants to North or South American nationeliLy1 
who were segregated pending their deportation. 

According to the report of Lhe Bratislava delegate of 
Intercross, about the only way Slovakian Jews can escape 
the measures taken against them ie to find a safe hiding 
olace, which is very often in a cellar or in the ruins of 
a bo~bed house . It is difficult to aeeiet those in hidi ng , 
but the delegate is making every effort to find suitaole 
intermediaries for getting needed funds and supplies Lo tnem. 

Our Legation in Bern cabled that our message protesting the 
destruction by the Germane of iden tity documents held oy 
interned Slovakian Jews has been delivered to the Swiss 
Foreign Office for communication to appropriate German 
authorities . However, since neither the Legation nor 
Representative McClelland has a liet of the document holders 
who were at Marianka, they were not able to inform the Swiss 
ae to the names of the pereone involved . Although the 
Intercross delegate at Bratislava did not arrive in Slovakia 
until after the deportation or most or the Marianka group , 
McClelland is nevertheless endeavoring tp obtain the desired 
lie t from him . · •

MH. BRAND: I saw these gen tlemen and talked to 
Mr . Makin on it, and we thought it would be a very good 
thing if we could come and see you and explain before you 
about the Italian thing, particularly with a view, if 
possible , of getting your agreement that Mr . Glasser should 
go on a short trip with our Treasury Jlllll, so if possible , 
the tT.o Treasuries should try and arrive at the same con­
cl usion about it . 

li .LI . JR: \:.'ell , if that's what it is going to be, Ur . 
White wanted some of his people in because--who would you 
like to have come in? 

MH. BRAND: Have you anythin~; to say f irst? Have you 
anything to say before they come ln? 

MR. MAKIN : · I understand, from Mr . Brand' s t alk here 
the other day, t hat there was a feeling here that the 
Allied Commission in Italy was getting a little bit out 
of balance as between the ~ngliah and American side , and I 
have had a good deal of experience -with the Commission, 
because I was in, or rather I waa in the Allied Force Head­
quarters in Italy, ever since ita inception . I waa with 
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l!clUllan , and I do know that we have always been, McL!illil.n, 
who is now bead of it has always been very much concerned 
to insure that that balance is effectively matured, and I 
think tba t if there has been any difficulty recently, it 
is perha~s because the principal American appointments in 
the Comm1ssion have not--have been vacant for a very con­
siderable period . For example , in the case of possibly 
the most important secti on of the Commission, the economic 
section, there was Mr . Grady who was originally appointed 
as t he Chief Ameri can, as the head of the whole secti on, 
but he for various reasons was only able to s~end a very 
short time in Italy, and there was a lon~ per1od during 
which t hat post was vacant . Similarly, ueoeral O'Dwyer 
was appointed and went t o I taly and spent about six or 
eight weeks t here, and he in t urn returned to t he United 
States . 

I know that has been a matter of considerable concern 
to us and to Mr . McMillan , because I think his and our desire 
was that the American side of the Commission should be strongly 
and authoritatively represented in these Commissions . 

H.M.JR: That, of course , isn' t what is wor rying me . 
I think we better- -do you mind if we have these people in? 

I listened to them when they came back and it i an' t 
who has the mos t repres~ntetives , i t is t he carrying out of 
orders. 

MR. WHITE: These three gentlemen , whom you know, all 
spent some time in Italy. 

(Lieutenant ~illis , Lieutenant Commander Tasca, and 
Mr. Glasser enter the conference . ) 

H.M . JR·: The thing that bothers me is this : The part 
the Treasury has to play, and I r ealize it is a--we are only 
a sm.all part of the thing, but we do have a certain responsibility, 
and when these men come back with these various difficulties 
and very discourgaging reports , and what is being done about 
the treatment of out and out Fascisbin Italy, the question 
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comes to my mind, "what the hell i s the use of sendinc any 
more people back there?" I can ' t see that i t v.ould help, 
and v.hat it l'.ould do is j ust re- establish the same people 
who have been i n sympathy with the German s, and partners­
in- crime with the ne rmans . We are j ust going to have 
exactly the same t hine in Italy as what I thought we went 
in ther•e to defeat , and as I say, I realize I am only on 
one segment, but Vlithin that segment--and I have done it 
without consultation with the State Department . I don ' t 
want- - ! want t hem to hear what I was saying, bet::ause I

realize that this can have broader aspects, and if the ot her- ­
Ste t tinius, I mean--1 am not &oi nb to make a cold state-
ment about th i s t hine or anythin~ like that, but I will 
be more frank . I have been look1ng for an opportunity 
to let the Br itish Government know how 1 felt, and I didn ' t 
know bolt to do it, and this came along, and this is what 
I call a natural, so I used the opportunity t o let them 
know how I f elt after li stenine to people like this and 
Gene ral o •r;,1yer who have come back. So if you wan t to

Now, do you \?ant to question these 
gentlemen? I can' t be any mor•e frank than I am to say that 
I view this as an opportunity t o eet back t o t he british 
Governmen t what t hese gentlemen reported to me . 

J.tR. MAKIN : I should like--

H.M .J R: I v.anted' Sir John Anderson to know about t his , 
and this was a good way to get it t o him. 
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!All. llAKIN : Perhaps , J.lr . Secretary, I could ask whether 
the position of these gentlemen is a general position or 
whether it is based on certain specific cases . 

LT. OOM. TASCA: What I would like to answer to that 
is this : It is general in the sense that nearly all of ,the 
American officers feel the same way we do . Our position 
is not just that of a Treasury~ it is the same for all 
the American of ficers. They don ' t feel in general linea 
that our policy, as announced by koosevelt and by other 
of ficers of the United States Government , is bein~ carried 
out in Italy . We don't f eel t hat the Al lied Comm1ssion 
represents jointly American and Br i.ti sh interests , and 
t hat it reall y represents what you people want to do in 
Italy, and we are not having our policy ca1•ried into effect . 
On the purge I think all of the Jlmer icans feel the sa.me . 

!.ffi. BRAND: Might I ask a few questions before we come 
to the purge. ls that because there are too many Brit ish 
repr·esentatives or not ~nough Americans , or what? I mean , 
clearly it is a combined understanding, and i t should be 
run equally by both sides , and t hat I am sure is what the 
British want . Why i sn't i t so? 

LT. COM. TASCA: It isn ' t so because most of the key 
officers i n the Allied Commission are British . The Finance 
Sub- Commission is , of course, joint . It's American and 
Br itish, but the American officer is not an officer that 
was approved by G-5. He is an officer we didn't want , and 
he is L~ officer when we made our own nomination, our 
nomination was f r oYmed upon by your Chief of the Finance 
Sub-Commission, Colonel Grafftey~th . He didn ' t want 
Colonel Bennett to become Joint Chief of the Finance Sub­
Commission, primarily, we believe, for the reason Colonel Bennett 
would have taken a strong independent stand in the formula tion 
of American pol icy and carrying out the American policy as 
the Americana saw it . Now, the same thing is t rue of some 
of the other sub-commissions . Of course , naturally we don ' t 
know as much about that. 

H.!l .Jrt: I would stick to what you know. I would stick 
t o Finance. 
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LT . COM. TASCA: Yea . 

MR. MAKIN : That concerns the general formulation 
to raise a fundamental question which goes to the whole 
organization of the Couunission, not merely to one section 
of it . 

H.!.I.Jlt: I don 't want to get in on that . I mean, 
these people have been loaned to us by t he Armed Services 
to heln us in the Sub-Commission on Finance , and I have 
been asked to send somebody back, and I say-- I am repeating 
myself, I just want to let you know how these men felt , 
what kind of treatment t hey got out the British Chairman , 
how much or how little they could do strictly in the finance 
field- -now, when it comes to how the Committee was set up 
and all that, that is not my concern, and I don't want to 
get in on that, but if you wan t to ask them what they could 
or couldn ' t do in the finance section , they will be glad to 
answer any questions , but I don't want to get in on the over­
all--

UR. MAKIN : I would like to say, l!.r. Secretary, that 
after all, the Commission is an administration like any 
other administration , and it is integrated in the sense 
it is an Anglo-American combined body. The executive head 
of the organization is an American officer, Commodore Stern, 
and he is the responsible head officially for all questions 
of aopointments and administration . 

H.!.!. JR: Pardon me . I am asked to send somebody back 
under--what ' s this Englishman' a name? . 

LT . COU. TASCA: Colonel Grafftey-Smith. 

H.M.JR: Yes , under Colonel Graffte~th, and 
the vernacular, they are gripilig against this man.

LT. COK. TASCA : Yea .

H.u.JR: It ' s at that level, and they feel that--can you 
give some examples? 
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LT . COU. TASCA: Yes , I can. I can take my own case . 
Thei'e was no purging done in the financial institutions up 
until the liberation of !tome, and no one was assigned to 
do it . I took the work on voluntarily, and from June 5th until 
the middle of August I put out a number of Fascists from 
financial institutions. Then it went back to the Italian 
Government, and I kept pressing the Italian Government to 
remove more Fascists, whom I couldn ' t get out- -didn't have 
time to get out-- and on two occasions the Br itish Foreign 
Office made inquiries about me. They first of all wanted 
to get all my background, and then Sir Noel Charles 
called up the Allied Commission and wanted to know \~hether 
I was a Communist 1 and it was quite clear that my efforts 
with regard to purging were not welcomEd by some people in 
the Foreign Office ; and later on after the Government crisis, 
when I took a strong stand durin~ the Government crisis with 
regard to the pur~ing of the adm~nistrative machinery of the 
Government , on wh1ch question your people took the opposite 
point of view, they said you cottldn' t purge because it would 
destroy the administrative machinery of the Government, I 
took the stand you could and could get much more competent 
people that were not Fascis ts , and shortly after the purge 
I was removed from that function by Colonel Gra1I'tey-Smi th, and 
tne job was entrusted to a British officer who was Major 
Baxter at that time . He is now ~olonel Baxter . 

t!lt l.\AKIN: Mr . Secretary, these are very important 
statements which are being made , and I think on that I 
would like to say that the Allied Commission and ita 
administration are responsible through the Supreme Allied 
Commander to the combined chiefs of staff in Washington , 
and I think that any statements of this kind really ought 
to be referred tojipthrough that channel to the Head of the 
Commission for investigation , because clearly I can' t speak 
on these matters here . They 81'e matters which should be 
investigated by the proper authority, who I would think in 
this case would be the responsible head of the Commission. 

LT . COU. TASCA: May I make one point on that? I don' t 
think personally, from the American point of view, that that 
would be entirely satisfactory because the opposition of the 
Finance Sub-Commission has been such that to me it is double 
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count in~ for Washington to refer a matter to the Finance Sub­
CommisSlon , because what it means in effect is that the 
British and Americans here take a view and then ask AC what 
their views should be, and AC takes the view of the Finance 
Sub-Co~ssion, I suppose, from the British Foreign Office. 
It is a British view. I can cite , for example on that, one 
of the cables that came through to Rome which was dated 
last fall and which told us to do certain things . That 
came from Washington . It was joint American and Bri tish, 
and said we were to do certain things with the !talians. 
We were t o encourage them to rebuild their trade with the 
neutral countries and make financial agreements with 
neutral countries . That came through and the British Chief 
of t he Finance Sub- Commiss ion didn 't like that. lie put it 
away and refused to act on it . I drafted a reply to that 
cable to Washington which wasn't satisfactory, and nothing 
ever happened to it, and no answer eve r came back. The 
State Department asked me last week what had happened t o 
this cable, and I t old them what had happened to it , and 
to me . 

MR. \~HITE : It is not clear what happened . 

LT . COM. TASCA: '1\'hat happened V1as Colonel Smith did 
put it aside . He did not agree with the policy stated in 
that cable , and just put it aside , I presume , under the 
instructions which he had gotten perhaps from Great Br itian, 
because certainly there had been no reason for not proceed i ng 
with the substance of the cable . 

The Swedes came to us just about that time and said they 
were prepared to grant Italy long- term credit, t o give machinery 
to rebuild some of t heir destroyed plants, and refund the 
debt the Italians owed , and al l of that would have fallen 
under this cable , but Colonel Smith made it clear to the 
Swedes that he was not interested in having any arrangements 
of that kind made wi th the Swedes, which was contrary to what 
had come to us from Washington . 

Lffi . 'ftHITE: You had no access, except you couldn 1 t send the cable directly. 
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LT. 001.1. TASCA : There was no way we could do anything. 
everything had to go through channels which i nvolved t.olonel 
Graff t ey- Smith . 

!.!it. Blu\i'ID : \.ere you in touch with Colonel- -Major Lawler? 

LT. U>LI. TASCA: Part of the time he Msn ' t there, he 
was in the United States , and Y1hen the mat t e!' of t he Swedes 
came up he was in Italy . 

l.lH. BIWID : lie is the Amer ican man with Colonel Grafftey­
Smith . 

lnt. MAKIN : He succeeded Colonel Foley. 

L'!' . OOM. TASCA: That 's right . 

~Lt . L:AKIN: If I may say so, it seems to me if, as 
stated hero , any section of the Commission is not carrying 
out either t he policy of the two Governments or not act ing 
in a proper .. tanner, then those statements should be referred 
to the responsible officers i n Italy for an i nvestigation . 
I mean, it is--I don ' t t hink ~e here can . 

L!k. ~.UIT E : I understood the Secretary hasn ' t asked to 
refer this to you at all . The Secretar y merely, in response 
to a request to send a man from the Treasury to Italy, and 
the request came from the british Treasury, is commenting on 
~by he doesn ' t see the utility of it . I didn ' t gather that 
he called you to register a protest to the Government . 

Mk, MAKIN : No, but I mean , rather important statements 
are being made which go to the funct ioning of the Commissi on . 

li.M.Jk: I am very f rank . I was very much disturbed when 
these people came back with their reports, and I was trying t o 
find some legitimate way in letting Sir John Anderson know what 
is going on at th• financial level , and this was a good 
opportunity to do it with Mr . brand who represents him here . 
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~fl\. BRA!'ID : I had a lon(. let ter yesterday from one of 
tne Treasury ot'fi cials v;hich ended up- -it didn ' t refer to 
this question because he didn't kno~ anything about it , but 
he ended up by saying that what they wanted particularly was 
both sides , the American side and the British side , to feel 
they were fully represented in Italy, and that they could agree 
on a common policy in Italy, and that i~ why they ,,ere so 
anxious that Mr. Glasser go out there w1th tAr . Wade, so that 
both Treasuries could have, if possible, some j oint recomm~nda­
tions as to what could be done to--

H.M. Jfc l.ould I ask you a question ? Have you sent 
some report back about this incident? 

J.!J,, BHAND: I told Mr . l!akin and I said that I bad 
seen these gentlemen. 

H.M.Jh: Did it go back to Sir John Anderson? 

Ml•. BRAND: I shouldn't think he has seen i t , but I 
will be &lad to do it. 

Ml'l. . MAK:rn : It seems to me there are hlo ~uestions . 
Une question is of the functioning of t he Commlssion, and 
then there is the question of the financ ial policy >1hich is 
appropriate to follow in Italy. 

Wl. BRAND : Then , there is a t hird question which the 
Secretary is interested in , too, the quest ion of the policy 
of the Allied Commission about put•ging, Ylhich is not simply 
the f inancial policy. It mus t be a eeneral policy aereed 
on with the Italian Government . 

t!H. \,HITE: His interest is in the financial policy because 
that is an important function of the policy, and h1s interest, 
as I gather, as Secretary of the Treasury is not ~ith respect 
to your first problem. he may be interested, but that is not 
the question he is raising , the larger question of the 
funct i oning and policy of the overall Committee , but only 
insofar as i t reflects at the financial level or the 
financial area.

BHA!ID : 'l'hat ' s one thing I l'lould like to say, because 
I v.-ill report t his to Sir .Tohn Anderson , but- as I understand 
it, purging is not the func t ion of any particular individual 
at the head of a sub- committee, or s omething like that .

He 
knows it and he cart•ies out, not the British policy , He 
has nothin -:; to doll i th the Bank of .england. He v.as a former 
employee . He is never in touch r;ith them. He carries out 
the policy of the Allied Commission which is a combi ned 
policy. 

MR . MAKIN: U' I might interpolate that, it seems to 
me that one of the points raised here is that the Commission 
as such--certain parts of it are not carrying out the combined 
policy, but are carrying out a purely British policy. 

Mh. 1 •• HITE: Not the Commission, but \;olonel Grafi'te:r­
Smith in the financial policy is not carryine out the Allied 
policy, as the men understood the American policy to be what 
they thought was part of tl-.e Allied ae reement upon policy . 

I!R. l.W<.D' : vf course, I cculdn ' t --I don 't have the 
latest informati on--! cou~ ' t accept that as the case, and 
that seems to rne t o be an e xtremely appropriate subject for 
inquiry . 

H. II. . JR: Well , what I v.oul d also like ldr . Brand to get 
over to Sir John Anderson is tl:is : I am very wot•r i ed about 
t his because they aren ' t tne only people that have come back 
and told us the t. The to1m is full of them, Llr . Brand, and 
I am looking forward not only to continued unity while we are 
at war, but after the war, on these kind of things, and 
that is why I keep sa¥ing I want to get this to Sir John 
Anderson. This town 1s full of officers cominr. back f rom 
Italy, and one happens to be a friend of my boy's. He had 
dinner with us l ast night . I am not goinG to mention what 
service he is in; it is an entirely different service, but 
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he is stationed in Italy. It is the same thing all over 
again, only more so, because he was on a level where he 
knew more , see'? It• s awfully hard to answer, and this 
is what bot hers me , and why I want to get it t o your 
chiefs. You get it every sin~le day, and v~at I am saying 
here is only in the room, or 1n m;y ovm home . God kno\·,s I 
am not soreading it, and I want an answer, and that is 
that your people- - t his is not my side , but what I get fr om 
these officers-aren ' t going t o touch these Fascists. They 
are e;oing to leave them in control of the I tali an Government , 
and 1t's the same business all over a~ain , and I don ' t know 
how the hell to answer it 1 And that 1s what is worrying 
me. I only had dinner last night for two hours with a 
very able young man, and the town is simply full of this 
thing . 

Now, maybe it ' s wrong . I have only heard one side of 
it. I have only heard the American side of it , but it 
bothers me , looking toward the present unity and toward 
the fut ure unity after VE-Day, and I think something ought 
t o be done about i t, Mr. Brand. I really do . If it ' s 
wrong, somebody responsible, not I but other ~eople around 
this town who are anti-Fascist minded, as I th1nk the 
British people are--! am convinced of that-.-

H .~.Jh: But somethin~ should be done, not a formal 
investigation--that woUldn t get us anywhere- -but something 
l hat will cut right across the line so that this could be 
s t opped . There is a constant flow back from Italy that 
there is some kind of anxiety . 

YJR. ~~ITE : In addition , Mr . Secretary, it is not onl~ 
the Fascists, but a question of the economic policy which 
apparently is being followed with respect to Italians , and 
it doesn ' t seem to Americans to be in accord with what the 
American policy determined . We think that is a broader 
aspect . A lot of our own people have told the same story. 

R. M. J.k: This young man said , as a matt er of fact, when 
Mr . Stettinius gave hi s statement about Italjt self- determination, 
that some of our own people didn ' t see fi t to carry it out , so

It is a question very 
definitely of their sensing, and they are able to cite first 
that there is a policy being pursued bvi the Allied Commission 
which they interpret is the tiri tish po icy which is very 
different at an important level from the policy which the 
Americans are supposed to fol low, which our State Department 
and Army and Pres1dent want to be followed, and they allo­
cate that divergence of policy to the fact that there happens 
to be the balance of pOTier, or whatever there is in Italy . 

MH . BRAND: Isn ' t that very important to clear up, 
because the Allied Commission is not a Brit ish Commission.

Here , in Detroit , I feel very cl ose to America in 

production -- to the America that is producing today for 

war and will produce tomorrow for peace. 

You people in this great center of the arsenal of 

democracy know with your own senses what it has meant to 

turn out 75,000 tanks f or the Allies -- tanks that are . 
moving in on Hitler from the east, west , and south, tanks 

that have rolled ashore on Iwo Jima and Luzon and the 

other islands of the Pacific . You people are close enough 

to the assembly lines to know what it means to turn out 

2-1/2 million military motor vehiclee, which are being 

used today all over the warring world. 

The industries of ths Great La.kea region have long 

served world markets, and the people of this area are 

close enough to the economic realities to know that we 

cannot have high levels of production and employment 

after the war unless we continue to have large outlets 

in world trade . 

In t he peak peacetime year of 1929, A.merican exports 

of automobiles and parts amounted to more than half a 

• billion dollars. There was also, in that year, .a high 

point in the export of agricultural implements and 
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~achinery. This was near the close of a period of relative 

stability in foreign investment, foreign currencies, and 

demand for Ame rican goods. But the depression and the 

economic aggression of the l9SO 's largely destroyed f oreign 

markets , which in some lines of business represented the 

differenc e between a margin of profit and a bitter struggle 

to meet expenses. 

It took a war to bring us full employment and full 

production, and it took a war to bring our exports up to, 

0 and beyond, tnose of the late twenties. Through direct 

cash sales we have sent to our Allies subst~ntial 

quantities of war materials, llloluding 1,600 tanks and 

270,000 trucks. 'fhrough Lend-Lease , ll1 the fis cal year 

1948·44, we more than doubled the value of motor vehicles 

shipped abroad in our best peacetime year , 1929. ' 

Certainly none of us wants to see that cycle repeated. 

We want to keep expand.ing production anO. high levels of 

emploJment, and use them to wage an active and continuoua 

peace. As President Roosevel t has said, we should treble 

our previous export trade, in order to meet the enormous 

<:) needs of the world after the war, and at the same time to 

utilize our own capacity for ever-ll1oreasing productivity. 

~ enemies have taught ua how effe_ctive economic 

aggression can be . Nazi Germ&n¥ demons trated that they 

could attain some of their power-mad end.s through currency 

• depreciation, monetary controls , exchange r eatricticna , 
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blocked balances, currencies with different values, 

outright barter, and cartel agreements among international 

business groups . They used everything in the book of 

economic strategy to restrict and depress other nations 

while building up their OV(II strength. We know no\Y that 

tl~ only way to meet such economic warf are is to engage 

t • 

in all-out economic counterattack. If the United Nations 

are to endure in peace, we must cease this kind of economic 

suicide. We must increase the whole level of world trade 

<:) so that nations will never again be tempted or compelled 

to resort to the vice of economic warfare.

We have already, while producing to defeat the Axis, 

demonstrated a productive capacity never before known to 

man. But our productivity is so new, and some of it is 

ao hidden under the bushel of military security, that some 

of us have not yet realized its profound implications for 

the future. 

It ia also a little hard to realize, because it ia 

so new, that we are living in. a period of international 

cooperation, a cooperation designed not only to win the 

war but to make certain of a positive peaca. The Crimea 

Conference was a graphic example of this cooperatlon. · 

Dumbarton Oaks demonstrated the world's determination to 

achieve peace through political means . The United Nations 

l.lonetary and Financial Conference at Bretton Woods in 

July 1944 demonstrated the will of 44 United and Associated 

!lations to achieve peace through i.nternational econOIIic 
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collaboration. 

The Bretton Woods Conference formulated concrete 

plana for an International Monetary Fund. This Fund 

would stabilize t he value of all memPer currencies in 

terms of each other; it would remove artificial barriers 

against making payments across national boundary Linea; 

and it would provide supplementary exchange to assist 

nations to maintain stable exchange relationships. 

The Fund will have assets of $8,800,000,000, of 

Q which the United States will be expected to subscribe 

$2,750,000,000. These assets would serve ae a revolving

fund designed to ~ as a powerful shock absorber against 

international monetary panics . Member countries living 

up to the epirit and purposes of the }'und would have 

assurance that in time of emergency they could count on 

help and would not have to resort to the stifling 

expediency of economic warfare.

The Bretton Woode Conference also prepared Articles 

of Agreement lo~king to the establishment of an 

International Bank for Reconstruction and Development.

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The total subscription of the United States to the Bank 

will be $3,176,000,000, 

.lfter tho war, nations which have been blighted by 

ixis occupation will be prostrate, with homes , industries, 

power plants, transportation, and other facilities 

destroyed. I t will be necessary to tho economic health 

of tho world that they be restored quickly to productivity . 

International trade will increase as t hey come back into 

prosperity. The United States will be one of the main 

4C) beneficiaries . We need not worry that we wil l lose trade 

when those devastated countries are r~stored, or that

our business will drop off when previously under-developed 

countries are put in production. Our best customers have 

always been Canada and Great Bri tain, and both are highly 

industrialized and have high standards o£ living. 

From the domestic point of view, we must sell abroad 

more than 10 percent of our manufactures if we are to have 

full employment in high-wage i.ndustriea . .lllerican businesa, 

largo and small, w rican labor. and American farmers will 

aohino their full economic potential only if we help 

others to help us achieve a prosperous peace .

"Food, medicines and clothin& mu!Jt be distributed to such de­
tll.inecs at one if their lives are t o be saved.

"Tho International Red cross is our only means of direct contact 
with the cam~s . Operations can best be conducted from Switzerland. 

"The \far Refugee Board is requested to authorize its representa­
tive to obtain t he necessary cooperation of the International Rod 
cross and of the Swiss Government. 

"The war Refugee Board is further requested to approve that the 
necessary food , medieines and transportation equipment be ~~de avail­
able to the Inter national Red Cross by the SWiss Government against 
our promise of repayment or replenishment after the war .
