€ ir Anthony Hope Hawkins, bom  
February 9, 1868 in Ziondon, was 
widely known in Amertca for hla 
romances among the moat popular 
of which were 'The Prisoner of 
Zenda,** “Rupert of Hentaau,'* 
'Tristram  of Blent,’* “Qulsante,*' 
and “Double Harness."

The author waa knighted in 1918.

ville Sheldon.

The novelist waa educated at Ox­
ford, where he was president of the 
Union Society, and later waa called 
to the bar.

Hope’s “Prisoner of Zenda" set a 
fashion for what waa called “Ruri­
tanian Romance” after the ficti­
tious locality in which the novel is 
set.

Inmates in State Institutions 
May Be Forced to Give Up 
Working.

Hartford, July 8.— (A P )— Offi­
cials and welfare workers are con­
cerned over toe effect which toe 
consequences of toe Hawes-Cooper 
bill may possibly have on toe morale 
of inmates at the Hartford county 
Jail, the state prison at Wethersfield 
and similar institutions. ’The bill 
taking effect January 19, 1934, pre­
vents toe interstate shipment of 
prison-made goods Into states which 
co-operate with toe Federal law  oy 
passing enabling acts. Many states 
including New  York, Ohio and Illi­
nois have already done so, though 
Connecticut has not.
• ’The chair factory at toe county 

Jail, and toe shirt shop in toe state 
prison, keeping prisoners actively 
employed, have b ^ n  finding markets 
outelde toe state. ’The effect of the 
law’s passage, which next yecur ‘wlli 
seriously curtail if not wipe out tola 
activity altogether In toe Jail and 
prison, has caused those Interested 
in toe prisoners’ welfare to study 
plana for providing conatructive ac­
tivity as a  substitute. ‘The men 
want to work,” State Prison Warden 
Charles S. Reed said today. ‘T o  
keep them in their cells doing noth­
ing all day la a  terrible condition.”

W ith Joebua ie inevitably aaao> 
dated Caleb, called the count- 
feoua. He ahared Joahua’a faith 
in the ab ility o l the people o f la- 
raal to conquer and poaaeaa fhe 
Promlaed Land when thdr 10 fel- 
l«iw apiea admitted the glorlea of 
the country but aasured their peo­
ple that there was no hope of con­
quering It.

In  our praaent leaaon we have 
Caleb aa an old man recalling to 
Joabua, in the preaence o f the 
people^ their common aervlce in 
daya gone by and the promlae 
that Moaea bad given to him that 
the land which be bad trodden 
would be an inheritance to him 
and to  hie children becauae oi bia 
faithfulneaa and courage. The 
aplrlt o f the old man bad by no 
maana waned, and be aasured 
Joshua and the people that be was 
as strong aa in the day when 
Moaea had sent him to spy out 
the land.

Possibly it  was something o f an 
old man’s boast, or a matter of 
illusion, but we still admire bia 
spirit and hla strength, Aa we 
grow  older we like to feel that the 
years have not ravaged ua, that 
we have aa much forcefulnesa and 
vigor o f character aa we had in 
the days o f our youth; but it is 
not always true that a man is aa 
young aa be feels. Vge leaves ita 
marks upon lu  as It probably bad 
le ft Its mark upon Caleb.

In  asking for bis heritage, and 
in settling down in the bill coun­
try, Caleb was not seeking mere 
reward and an easy way. It  was 
stin hla hope that be could drive 
out the enemy.

Perhaps that was why he chose 
the hill country. The hill coun­
try has always offered its chal­
lenge. I f  It gives invigorating at­
mospheres, It presents hardships 
and problems that are not asso­
ciated with the more fertile plain, 
but the bin country usually devel­
ops strong characters, and Caleb 
was looking to the future.

The lessons o f the life  of Caleb 
must be carried over into a dif­
ferent age and a different sphere. 
Most o f us who read and study 
the lesson w ill not be engaged in 
any task o f m ilitary conquest, nor 
even In a task of tilling or de­
fending farms in a hilly country; 
yet a promised land opens up be­
fore us every day, and every ex­
perience presents opportunities 
which energy and heroic endeavor 
can turn to blessing.

To have the spirit of Caleb, to 
feel in the presence o f gigantic 
difficulties our own strength and 
the greatness'of the spiritual re- 
Bources ■ upon which we can draw, 
to attack our difficulties and our 
problems without fear and with­
out hesitation, that is the way of 
achievement and satisfaction to­
day as it  was In the day when 
Caleb recalled his years o f service 
and turned to his Wlltop farm.

To live with the faithful and 
■the courageous so Intimately that 
the contagion o f their spirit lays 
hold o f our lives— that is the
purpose and the benefit o f these 
studies in the life  and religion 
o f the past.

Tbe calm confldenco of the*Alaska 

airmen that Jimmy Mattem, globe 
girdling aviator wbo disappeared in 
Northeast Asia more than three 
weeks ago^and has Just been heard 
from, would eventually turn up all 
right was based on something more 
than a  wish. That is a  pretty nig< 
ged part of the world where M at- 
tem  disappeared, and from which 
he 'has annotmeed his safety. But 
it Is not on ^ e  whole an unfriendly 
one, nor altogether unpopulated.

From the Kamchatkan coast of 
Asia to the Alaskan coast a  flier 
would be scarcely ever out of sight 
of land if following the natural 
route of the Aleutians; and say  
aviator or any sailor dumped on any 
of those islands or on the Asiatic 
mainland in their vidnity, if he 
caped death or serious injury in 
whatever accident landed him there, 
would stand a good deal better than 
an even chance of eventually return 
ing to civilization.

There are not a great many Aleut 
Tfidjimii pud not a  great many peo* 
pie living along the Kamchatkan 
coast, but they are widely scattered 
in tiny communities and are con­
stantly moving about in the pursuit 
of their hunth^ and fishing; and so 
a  castaway, on the lookout for res­
cuers, would not be likely to go a  
great while tmdiscovered. Nor 
would he be In any danger at the 

of the natives of either region. 
On the cemtrary t h ^  would be quite 
Bure to aid him in his desire to get 
baok to his own environment.

Meantime, despite the rigors of 
the climate, it is a  contyarmtlvely 
easy region for an able bodied and 
reaourceful white man to maintain 
life, for it teems with small game 
and llah.

TH E DEATH ROLL.

A t tbe battle of Bunker m il, New  
England's hardest fought and 
bloodiest episode in tbe military his­
tory of tU s entire area, tbe Brltlsb 
lost lOM  men killed or woimded. 
Tbe American loss, in killed and 
wotmded, was 420.

Because In those days surgery and 
medication were crude It Is probable 
that the fatalltiee among those oes- 
ualties reached a  far higher propor­
tion than in subsequent wars. To 
allow that one-half of the casual­
ties were fatal wotild, however,, be 
to go to tbe extreme of probability. 
In that case all tbe deaths resulting 
from New  England’s greatest battle 
could not have exceeded 760.

Last year more than twice that 
number of persons were killed in 
New  England by automobiles.

Last year the deaths from motor 
.accidents in Connecticut alone ap­
proached to within a  bare dozen of 
the total American casualties at 
Bunker hill and were almost twice 
tbe number of the slain eolonlets on 
that historic occasion.

There is one more comparative 
fact In connection with tbe grisly 
statistics of automobile totalities 
which must be of somber interest to 
the people of this state: Connecti­
cut’s total of motoring totalities in 
proportion to population was tbe 
largest—and by a considerable mar­
gin— among the six New  England 
states. Twenty-flve deaths per 
100,000 of population, while even 
Massachusetts showfid only 18.1 and 
Rhode Island but 15,9, is a  condition 
that should set even our thinkless 
General Assembly to thinking.

Our own opinion is that years of 
country-wide advertising of Mr. 
Stoeckel’s theory about each driver 
being his own speed law  interpreter 
have given this state a  reputation, 
among outsiders, of being a  place 
where tbe sky is tbe limit and you 
can drive any way you please. Any­
how, there is that appalling death 
rate, not otherwise e^lained.

W H A T  H A K E S  RANDIT8.
According to the Hitlerite theory 

upheld by s  German court we must 
have a  lot more communists, and 
much more dangerous ones, than 
anybody outside the super-patriotic 
sod etl^  ever realized.

Four young Germans were sen­
tenced to death at Berlin ’Thursday 
for killing a guard la  aa attempt to 
steal a  street car company’s payroll. 
"The deed of the accused,” said tbe 
court In passing sentence, "have 
grown out of the communistic mo­
rass of recant years and there is no 
doubt that the communistle views 
which they imbibed in their youth 
determined their action."

That makes it a ll perfectly clear 
how the gangsters and the stick-ups 
get that way. It’s their political 
views. Still and all, we’d sort of 
like to know whether it was Shown, 
in the Berlin case, that these four 
young bandits were stealing that 
payroll to distribute it among tbe 
poor or were Just intending to blow 
it in on their own particular selves 
and tbsir own particular molls. In 
this country, at an events, we’ve 
never beard much about hold-up 
men raiding payrolls under— or for 
— tbe red flag.

LO NDO N F A B LE Y . 
Whether the s t r a t a  of tbe 

American delegation, in aaving the 
Economic Conferenca at tbe very 
last moment from  a  long recess ad­
journment, was the best from  aU 
points of view remains to be dis- 
cloeed by events to come. It may 
be that the next two months w ill be 
better em ploy^ if the conferees set 
themselves seriously at work on the 
Conference agenda than if they went 
home and soaked in realization. On 
the other hand, there is some possi­
bility that questioos may arise in 
which the gold bloc m ay imagine it 
sees opportunities for bsrgahiing 
with the United States, thus renew­
ing tbe hopeless stabilization dis­
cussion.

A t all events it is probaMs that 
tbs London conference, now that it 
ia known that it cannot possibly be 
used to force the United States to 
abandon its policy of controlled ex­
pansion, win flgura issa oon^cous- 
ly  to the news o f the day and retire, 
very soon, to a  place to phbllc at­
tention more exactly commensurate 
with its importance.

Washington, July 8.— ‘The. smsr- 
gtnee of organlssd labor ar a  po­
tentially powerful {actor il, nation­
al affairs is one of tbe most impor­
tant changes brought about by tbe 
N a l’onal Recovery Act.

Already the contrast is startling. 
A  labor movement battered and be­
leaguered by depression to tbe low­
est ebb of its Influence suddenly 
finds its representatives sworn in 
as government oflloials, helping to 
plan industrial control and to a 
positlcm to demand and reedve ad­
vantages for which unlo. 8 have 
fought vainly for decades.

Two phases have developed to 
what appears to be a new struggle 
between labor and industry.

One is confined to the hearings 
and the conferences of tbe recov­
ery administration. ’Thu labor 
group there has )een fighting 
ever since announcement of tbe 
cotton textile industry’s proposed 
competition code for all the rights, 
rcco.rrnition and reforms it tUnks 
sho'jid be coming to labor under 
the new .'o^me.

To Bar Child Labor
It seems to have convinced Ad­

ministrator Hugh Johnson that la ­
bor’s right to organization and col­
lective bargaining should be writ­
ten Into all codes, that child labor 
should be eliminated and that new 
company unions suddenly organ­
ized by employers should be care­
fully scrutinlzeo.

TTie other phase involves the 
ability or Inability of labor to or­
ganize itself into unions on a 
large scale now that the employ­
ers are to be forbidden to bar 
union activities. ’The vast ma­
jority of wage-earners are unor­
ganized. Optimists foresee an early 
day when nearly all of them will be 
organized and labor will be wield­
ing great economic and political 
power.

Up to Labor Leaders
But that’s up to labor and Its 

leaders. ’There’s considerable doubt 
whether there will be any large 
ware of organization, although 
President' W illiam  Green of tbe 
American Federation of Labor has 
Issued a  call for it. The federation 
has organized craft unions and not 
Industrial unions, which leaves it 
without any set-up with which to 
tackle some of the great imorgan- 
ized industries such as steel and 
automobiles.

’The government Isn’t going to 
organize workers, although Sec­
retary of Labor Perkins thinks 
Johnson’s labor advisory board 
Should set up machinery to fos­
ter it. And employers wbo have 
t::en antiunion aren’t going to 
aid organization unlees th ^  can 
have company unions which they 
can dominate.

Activity Beported 
Reports of accelerated union 

labor activity have been coining 
to and it appears that the niil:- 
tant labor organizations are on the 
Job. President John L. Lewis of tbe 
United Mine Workers of America 
has become a hero to tbe labor 
group since it Was learned that he 
had been busy before tbe act went 
toto effect and had acquired 35.000 
or 40,000 new members.

On the other band, steel, automo­
bile and some coal com pares ire 
reported to have been organizing 
company unlbns whose approved 
codes they can submit to tbe recov­
ery lulmlnlstration with the asser­
tion that It represents the agree­
ment of their workers. Coercion Is 
said to have been used to -some 
eases.

Biit leave the stems on. Cook slowly 
in epough water to cover them, to 
which you have added one pound of 
granulated sugar for every 12 pears, 
and a few slices of lemon peel. 
While cooking, keep the pan cover­
ed with a wet cloth. Also keep the 
pears covered with a wet cloth after 
they are cooked to prevent them 
from tunfing dark.

CARELESS WASHING OF 
RESTAURANT DISHES MAY 

TRANSMIT GERMS

Use of Boiling Water Is Urged As 
Health Safeguard; Employes 

Should Be Checked For 
Disease

In most large cities there are 

rules establish^ by health depart­
ments relative to the proper cleans­
ing of dishes and glasses used at 
restaurants, sqda foimtains and 
other public eating places.

In the cg^e of an epidemic which 
occurred in Madison, Wis., in 1909, 
41 people developed typhoid from  
eating food served in dishes which 
were wiped and stacked by a waiter 
who had typhoid fever but who was 
not sick enough to be in bed. Invest 
tigations have been made repeated­
ly o f  waiters, dish washers, soda 
fountain clerks and others employ­
ed in the handlmg and serving of 
food. Often, careful study reveals a 
considerable number o f bases of 
tuberculosis and of venereal dis­

orders capable of transmission in­
directly through, utensils.

In many cafeterias, restaurants 
and soda foimtains glasses and 
^oons are merely rinsed, drained 
and used again, the finger bowls are 
frequently used over and over with­
out being rinsed, and seldom Indeed 
are dishes boiled or even thoroughly 
washed in chlorinated water.

In most large establishments 
dishes are now washed by mechani­
cal dishwashers which guarantee 
the use of boiling water and strong 
soap solutions which destroy the 
v u t  majority of germs. In most 
cases when dishes are washed by 
hand the water is kept merely luke­
warm.

An investigation in Montreal 
showed that the use of boiling water 
is probably the most important step 
in the washing of dishes, and that 
dishes washed in a.prope;:ly operat­
ed mechanical dishwasher smd per­
mitted to dry in the air contained 
only one-tenth o f the number of 
germs found on dishes washed and 
dried by hand.

Obviously, the types of disease 
most frequently transmitted in this 
way are the cdugh, cold and respira­
tory diseases which constitute today 
the chief type o f infections attacking 
human beings. If every person who 
sees obvious violations of good sani­
tation in the handling.of dishes will 
make co m i^ n t to local health 
authorities much of this type o f dis­
ease transmission will be avoided.

Sir Henry Morgan was a. rough, 
tough Englishman, and he harried 
the Spanish main like a destroying 
angel. He attained respectability, in 
the end, and lived to be touchy 
about his reputation; but aside from 
that he was a very-fair sample o f 
the successful seventeenth century 
pirate lead^, and bis biography,
“Sir Henry Morgan,”  by W, Adolphe 
Roberts, makes exciting rMdmg.

Morgan went out to Jamaica 
whea the colony was young and soon 
made himself a leader o f the buc­
caneers. He was a free-lance, for a 
time, but later he sailed as a recog­
nized British sea Captain—although 
bis most faipous exploit, the sack­
ing o f PananaiL took place after 
Elngland and Spain had signed a 
treaty o f peace, and Morgan seems 
to have known it at tbe time.

Sea fights had a small parti in 
his program  He was a raider, in­
stead, bringing landing pai^es 
ashore to 'storm  fortifications and 
p ill^ e  cities. He was a wild roia- 
teru , an Impetuous fighter, a bit of 
a  stn tegist at times and a cruri 
culthinat when occasion demanded.
