' Kodiak, Alaska, Jan. 6§ — UF—
Thirteen s mcluding a
mother and her six children, sped
toward Kodiak sboard a Coast
Guard cutter and Navy tug today
for hospitalization after being res-
cued from an jce-sheathed point
of the Alaska peninsula where
they had been stranded for up to
five days.

Ten of the frost-bitten survivors
were abpard the wrecked cannery

to the rocks opposite Kodiak
island New Year's eve and broke
up in the pounding swells.

All Saffer From Exposure

All are reported suffering from
frost bite and exposure but are
not believed to be in serious con-
dition,

The other three were volunteer
rescuers from the Navy tug Mat-
aco who struggled to shore after
thelr small boat overturned Satur-
day night in a daring attempt to
reach the stranded party.

The Mataco and the cutter
Clover are expected to reach here
around noon (6°p, m, e & t) to-
day.
The rescue, balked for three
days by 60-mile-an-hour winds
and gale-tossed seas, was com-
pleted yesterday during & lull in
the storm. Although only five
miles from the village of Kanatak,
the scene was unreachable by land
because of high cliffs and impassa-
ble terrain.

On sever-
al occasions, one or Lhe other of
the major partics has owed a most
important victory to a relatively
amall number of third party votes,
In the election of 1930 it was
the third party movement of Pro-
fessor Albert Levitt, informally
endoraing Dean Wilbur L. Cross
which proved the very slight
straw breaking the back of the
Roraback machine,

In the election of 1832,
it was the Levitt

movement, this time
the lista as the Independent Re-
publican party, which by taking
only 5,000 votes out of the con-
lest between the two major par-
ties, re-elected Croas and also de-
feated Senator Hiram Bingham.

In these two Instances, a re-
latively Insignificant third party
movement, which reated on
some respectable political prin-
ciple, but which was capable of
galning only 5,000 votes In all
Connecticut, conspicuously K-
tered the course of Connecticut
politics, donating to the Demo-
crata victories they couid not
have won by themscives,

In the 1838 election, there was
double third party Influence, this
time In favor of the Republicans.
And, although it was the sudden
and gigantic surge of Jasper Mc-
Levy as a gubernatorial candidate
which set the stage for the sur-
prising result, it was actually the
3,046 votes garnered by the Union
Party, such a lunatic fringe or-
ganization that some considered
its endorsement of Raymond E.
Baldwin more of a liability than
& help, which brought Governor
Baldwin into office with a plural-
ity of 2,688 over Cross. This made
Connecticut one of the first states
to head back toward the Republi-
can column even while the New
Deoal was In full flower. It gave
a cruel ending to the career of
the distinguished Cross, and it
launched the political careers of
the gentlemen who are now the
Republican Senator and the Re-
publican Governor of this state,
