Community Center taught by Jean Wydra. Of these, thrco formed the. "Valley Square Dance Club'' 
and made up their own black and white bannel'!;. Warren Bliss was President of this group. They 
finally scheduled one dance at St. Paul '• Chmch hall . 'l'he atlendam'e wa.q so \arqe they had to run 
exten!ion speakers into an adjacent church hall . The succes11 went to their head! and they started 
to recruit for le~ons to be held the next winter . No iidditional dances were held until the next 
class graduated. 

The club met !or its first meeting ~nd adopted the name "Valley Squares". New qreen 
triangular badge-s were designed by Jane & Charlie Rickel for the green valley req:ion they lived in. 
A toYfll name was not added to the badge because club membership was open to all pe.ople of area 
towns. A club costume of red check shirts or hlowes, and black panu or skirts was voted into 
exirtance. 

Nine couples graduatec;I at the first Calleo Ball on February 15, 1966 with 160 attending the 
event puttin9 lhe treasury on the plus side. Cb.irlie 011elett was the first teacher and continued as 
club caller witil his move to North Carolina . Alter his death in 1977, the club decided to set up a 
scholarship fund in his honor , 

The club membership was, and still is, primarily from Shelton and is qionaored by the 
Shelton Recreation Commi.-&on which provides~ with free 11'!1! of the Mohegan School Gym -­
the gym we still dance in lo day. 

Valley Squares no..- maintains an aggressive schedule of aU guest callers since the death of 
our last club caller/teacher Bob Johnson. Some of us have opted to add the to"'n name of Shelton 
to our badges. Our member.hip has risen from 24 to 75. Our dances have gone from one per year 
to twenty per year. Our treasury has gone from the minlll side (we owed the caller) to a bmk 
balance. A monthly "checkered Chatter" keeps members aware of all happenings in lhe Club. For 
men, the club co:;turne nas be•rn changed to include a white shin with red check vest. We're not a 
h.igh level club but we are a high fun club. It's a uniqu~ group "'h.ich helps us have fun and yet 
prollides outBtanding growth .

Since I last took to my terminal to 

write this rn lu ron I've been on the road a 
nnmber of times. March 16th Fran drove 
me to Logan Airport for my flight io Saint 
John New Brunswick where I did two 
inten~ive three hour country dance 
workshops for the recreated DeLancey's 
Brigade in that city. 

Last September I had worked with 
Spring Fever at the local DeLancey's 
Brigade's t~th anniversary dinner-dance in 
Danbury, Connecticut. A. number of Cana­
dian DeLancey's were in attendance and 
lhat was ho". I wound up teaching in New 
Brunswick seven months later. 

These men and women are very active 
in the numerous activities in Saint John and 
perform in their 18th century clothing many 
times in a year. They wan! to add peri<ld 
country dancing to their repertoire and tha! 
was my task at these workshops. 

I worked with approximately JO men 
and women, the great majority or whom 
were not dancers, and had to start from 
scratch. By the end of the afternoon I had 
gotten them through the basics and was 
finishing the first session with Heys on your 
own and opposite side. 

During the 18th centur~ there was a 
dance figure called Whole Fign .. e on your 
own side. I used this figure in a three 
coup.le pi-oper set to teach the Hey. The rop 
couple leads down the middle, out between 
2 and 3 around the bottom cou pie (3 l, Up 
the center and out between J and 2 to their 
original places. 

The 2d couple faces up, 11oei; out and 
around the top couple (1), leads down the 
center and goes out between 3 and I and 
around the bottom couple (3) and comes 
up the middle to place_ 

Couple 3 dnes the same as couple l 
except they start at 1he foot and lead up, 
out, around, down and out !o plt1ce, 

TEACHING THE HEY

The figure Whole Figure on the 
optxisite side can he used in the same 
manner to teach the Hey on the Optxisite 
Side :oequence. The nice part of it all is 
that the Whole Figure is !earned in seconds 
and the rest of the Hey leach is painless and 
uses a minimum ef talking and a maximum of 
dancing. 

After an excellent pollack sapper we 
went back at the dancing again and I intro­
duced them lo the early Right and Left. l\H 
this work: was done to mnsic on casselte 
tapes_ Them was no microphone but th.e 
groUp was small and the hall not too large 
so I bad no problems with being heard, 

We ended the evening with some 
modern, aml relaxing country dances to 
wind evervone down from tb.e intensive 
learning s~ssion. 1 was presented with a 
polished pewter Georgian style mug. I was 
then driven tu my mom at the Hilton Inter­
national where Pele Gll!ies took a number 
of publicity shots of me in my period cloth­
ing. 

All of my teaching was to give an over­
view of the country dance and help Bernie 
Cormier with his cho!iCn task of becoming a 
dance leader for the- group. I ten a tune 
collection that Fran had compiled and a 
number of articles from early Chip's Tips 
that pertain to calling and phrasing. Addi­
tional material and \llsits will supplement 
my first trip and I'm ~ure thal eventnally 
the DeLancey's of Saint John will present a 
fine dam;ing program for the public_

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STANDARDIZATION -- NOT REGIMENTATION 

About ten years ago, I atteoded ii Legacy meeling at which Dorothy Sh.:M", widow of Lloyd 
1tc ............ ~1'1 'L'::h.11•"1 ,~,~e nl"A-o.an1" c:=_s.,p llc.tii::11nPJ"I whll11:11 :::1 fi11:11rr~ f'iiV'11-..1111:inn ahniilt h$1inrlir,; •ln n:r rlnwn in 
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ocean waves went on and on and temperatures rose. At one point, she said "standan:lization -
not regimentation". I t see med to be j 1.1 ot the right comment, capturing the delicate b a I aoce needed 
to resolve the difficulties of tfle day. Since then, that comment has come 10 mind sevei-al times 
when th inking through some puzzling situations. 

A year ago this month, Va911borids went ro the National Squane DitrM;e Corrvention in 
Baltimore. We found se~eral things to wonder about that relate to Mrs. Shaw's comment. 1t seems 
appropriate to mention them now. 

One problem for us was thllt there seemed to be neither a committee nor category in the 
guidelines and standards the Baltimore Commitlee had been given by the National EKecutive 
Comm lttee to assist us in prese11ti ng our lecture - demo11strntion In dance hiflory. Our experience 
did have a happy ending, for we p~sented the demo to a slanding-room-only crowd and received 
many compllments about our program and questioris of intere!rt about our topic. 

What worries me is how ctoiil' our program was ta not being pan of the Convention only 
becauiil' we dKi not fit into a predetermined category or committee_ If 1he National ConvE.'lltion is 
s u ppoSl.'d to be o ! , by and lo r the who le ,-,mge of people and act iv i Ii es we have today, I wou Id 
Vl'fl' much Ii ke to see something add~'CI to the Guide Lines of the National Executive Comminee to 
provide for thoiil' groups or situations which may be worthwhile but unusual. 

Short demo~ by ex hi bi I ion groups are sp1 ink led llbern 11 y through out Nat ion a I Conventions. 
in all the tlanc:e locations, from the biggest hall to the various smaller halls. Because the trip to 
Nati o na I was a very speci a I oa:asio n for us, Vagabonds decided to ask to be included amongst the 
exhibit ion groups as well as present our lei;lure-demo. We requt511ld rwo slots. as compared to the 
four or more other exhibition groups had. We did not ask to be in the l~rgest hall (the Civic Center 
Arena). However, when we receiYl'd our aS!lignmenn, we were told that Convention policy staled 
that aach exhibition group shou Id dance at leaiit once in the main hall - "° we did, 

Va'}!lbonds is not a big group; we had ten dancers and a narrator/sound person at National. 
We were in the Arena becau1e we were tnld that it was Convention policy - even though we would 
have been haiJPY in a smaller hall. So imagine our dismay when wt' raad the critique of the Cunven· 
lion published in the August 19B4. issue of Notional Sq/Jares (a mag:ulne de~oted to National 
Convention top iC$ l. and fountl the Ba It imoru committee chided because there shou Id be ·•al lea$! 
three ~ts In every exhibition group as required by the Guide Lines (leu than three is not much for 
huge floo~ and crowds)'·. 

Perhaps th ere is more in the Gui de Lines than we know, oot it 1eem s that the Nation al 
Executive Committee wants no groups with fewer th an three squares dancing. I f th is guideline is as 
rigid as it sounds, I find it u p!lllttlng bec:euse I know from experience that the more daocers, the 
mane chance of !oweri ng the over a II quality of the group. It is true that 1herl' are some groups who 
can field three squares easily - but not all groups CBI'\ nor shou Id they have to, depending upon the 
nature of their demonstrations. What bolhen; me here is !hat it appe;rn that lhe fkeQitive 
Committee has opted for too muct> rtandardiiation. 

What I'd rather see is '°ml!lhing in the Guide Lines to help the local committee fit the cir­
cumstam:e to the group. Good demonnration groups know what kind of sirttlngs they do best in -
could there be some way ol incorporating that information into the local committee's choiOI' of 
whel'e 10 put thim7 Actually, we agree that smaller groups probably do better in smaller halls. 
Certainty Vagabonds wou Id rather dance in a smaller hall than not dance at all ! F unherrnon:, per­
h;ipl b iy groups do poor I y in small halls if the v iewurs can't see the forest for tt>e trees. 

We would like to su1191l$1 that one way of resolving lhis might be to rn;rteh li1e of group to

In th~ course of dis· 
cu;;slng !:he.ii! repons ilt Soard meetings, other 
non-reported instan~~ of the $ilrne r>ature have 
alao become eV'ident The obvious recent in 
ctl!ase in these c:ases is causing consider ab le con. 
cern among the EDSARDA Of1i~ and thi~ 
has led to lengthy di!!!:ussions on the subjeet

England) Caller's and Cuer's Asi;ociations.

I t was su ggersted that we try 10 high light a few 
procedunas that may help to prevent future 
bQokirig problems b!lfween clubs and Celle~ 
Cuero. The lo llowing is the attempt to do so. 

B1Jth the club and caller/~er should in· 
sin on a wrineo conu-act for any eO!llgeme.,-it 
on which !hey mutually agree. The contract 
should contain details of tile type of event, 
place !including phone number} date, time, fee, 
dance level, club contact and phone number-, 
equipment requiremen!S, direC'lions and map of 
location, and ill"IY SPl!Cial instructions that may 
be required. A stalld;rn:I coritract in tr iplicare, 
lllat co nla ins a p !ace for a II of the f n fo rrmrtion 
above ori it has be\!n oHered for sale by 
EOSARDA far a number of yean;.

Ciroumstances may arise after a contract 
has been written and a gmed to that co u Id ma k e 
it beneficial to both part1e~ ro show some fleK­

ibilrtv ,,.. its irnpiementallon. As an el<<>mpie, ii 
1or whillevcr reason, the dancers that •how up 
for a dance don'! match the cantractl'tl am1 ~d· 
vert15'!d level, some air a ngernllflt ~ho u (d I>"' 
made lietw..en th" club amJ caller /cuar to ad jun 
to this k Ind ot situation since the 1atisfactio11 
or the dancer is always of prime concern. 

If a situation arises that puts one of the 
P<irtie~ in a position that they know 1hey c;innot 
honor their contract, th"'/ should immecHately 
get in touch wit11 lhe other contracting party 
to attempt to rEl!iOlve this dilemma. The earlier 
this Is done. the greater are me chances th.st 
other arrangements can be made !iO that th ere 
will be minimum impat'I on thl! two contract· 
ing parties. 

Probably one of tfle rnost impol"!ant 
follow-up activities ls that of reminders from 
me club to !Jle callen/cuers. At the beginning 
of the season, Sl'nding a l'DPY of your club's 
dance schedule to each of the 1;Ched u I ed ca lie rs 
and c1.1e rs shou Id trigger a check on their pa rt 
tu Vl!l'•fy theit bookings, Then several weeks be· 
fore the danCll, an official written reminder 
should be serit out tCl them, Of coune, this le:ot 
reminder could be in t/\11 torm of 11 phone call. 
Also, if it wou1CI give the club's officials more 
assurance, the remlnden may be sent out for 
several 5Uc:cessive months precading the func­
tion.

This will hold 
the neckline close to lhe body. and in a scoop neck line will giw a slighl cowl effect. which is ohen 
Vll'fY satsi I acto ry. On a :;;quare- neck Ji ne it will give the impression of a sweathean !leek l; ne look , and 
that's not b<ld either. With a 51::oop n eek Ii ne 
there is another 5Dlution which you can try, 
wh iGh Gan be decorative if done carefully, and 
that is the making of small dans OUTSIDE, 
front and back, before putting on the facing. 
These i:an be stitched with con tTas"\ ing thl"l!ild, 
"°as to appear preplanned. Be sure to pin them 
first and $pa.re them carefully, startir.g on 
either side of center-front and center.bock. and 
press them away from the center{d). One last 
plan which has worked for me, even on a 
square neddine, it to run a small, strong string 
thru the lilclng, tying it undf!fnealh. center 
front. before finishing olt the facing.

Musings On Dance

PROMENADING THROUGH DANCE 

Squilre dancers can't help but be fam ii iar with the term "promenade" for it has been part of 
square dancing for generations. No matter what style or era of the !lqUara dance, ""promenade" is 
one ot the words we share. In fact, it is so well known that l'\len amongst those who do not square 
dance, it is rl!ildily associate<:! with ~quare dancing. 

However, the same word is 1J>e d in severa I other we 11-defi ned areas of dance. In E ng Ii sh ba 11-
roo m dance, oometimas called internatiom1I ballroom dance, the position which most dosely resem· 
bles round dancing's "sem I-dosed position" is cal led "promenade". The uni f'/ ing ooncept of English 
waltz, foxtrot, tango and quickstep is a "closed" position in which dancers turn their heads to thelr 
own left and have a much frontal contact as their physiques and their dance training w i II comfortably 
allow. In "Promenade" position, the woman's head is turned tu the right although her /Jody ramains 
In closed position as much as possible. Danced correctly, this makes a very strong image of two 
p e.o p le - ex prassed by two faces Io o k i ng in the same d irru:ti on - moving as one vi a the c!o sed body 
position. 

In Ballet, a dancer "promenades" when she s!owly tUms herself around while in an arabesque 
position on one foot. Her sense of balance, movement, and rotation are internal for she cannot 
switch from one foot to the other to achieve the desi1ed wrn. Occasionally a ballerina will be assist· 
ed by a partner, but any good ballet dancer, male or f~male, must learn to do this unassisted. 
Danced properly, this too makes e very strong image. 

What is the essence of promenade - in any context? How many of us raalize that that high 
school prom is really a promenade7 Most of us have some acquaintance with the 19th Century idea 
of going out for a promenade - i.e., a walk or drive in which one mowd liewrely along and hoped 
to be 513en by other similarly taking their promenade. What about the promenade deck of a 
passenger sh ip? 

These thin gs have in common a p reseriti ng o f oneself, or a ttB nd-u p-and-be counted aspect. 1 n 
a group context, such as the square dance when all four couples promenade at the same time, there 
is a statement oi group identity. This is related to the grand marches of the 19th Century and the 
pavanes of the 15 Century, both occai.ions when the individuals who belonged to the group were 
identified by their participation in a stylized proces.;ion related to a dance. 

Sometimes today we under,,..timate the promenade, even though it connects us to each other, 
to other times and styles of dancing, and o !her social situations. I hope that more awarenes> of the 
ways we have promenaded through history will give an extra dimension of enjoyment to our danc­
ing. lt is an excellent example of finding what we share in common, even if exp~ differently -
may we learn a p05itive le550n from it!

You've he.ard of everything go· 
ing black? In Indiana. a11 the slalt's 
square dancers prepare for the 351h 
National Square Dance Convention. 
everything has gone black - and 
white. 

The checkered flag, symbol of 
the Indianapolis 500 Mile Race, is a 
rallying sign for Hoosier square 
dancers, and U1eir of (1c1al drus also 
is black and white. This led some 
observers to dub the Indiana con­
vention organiters the penguins. 

JJ {CMt/nUftJ} • 
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So the ~nguin has become the 
mascot for the three-day conven· 
lion, which begins Thursday, June 
26, 1986. 

Life (or Indiana penguins has 
no\ been loo difficult. Only one 
square dance penguin was pulled in 
off the street to help a fancy restau· 
rant which 'Mas short on waiters. 
And he didn't last long - one tea· 
cup chain at a table which had 
ordered a hot beverage and he was 
back on the street 

Ntit all penguins live amid ice 
and snow, something Hoosier pen· 
guins refuse to believe in January. 
Temperatures can reach 90 degrees 
where ~nguins nest and breed, and 
it can get that hot in lndi.anapolis in 
lhe summer; lhis means lttere are 
some interesting possible nesting 
and breeding sights possible al the 
lndi1na convention. 

While making presentations be· 
lore the National Executive Com· 
millee. presenting skits, and joking 
wilh reuow dancers. lndi.ana'1 ~n­
auins were glad to know that pen· 
pins lay, al the most, two eggs. 
The Hoosien tried lo lay thein 
early. 

On the other hand, they were 
cn:stlallen ta not unusual penguin 
posili.on) to be informed lha:l, be· 
sides the king, emperor, liUle blue 
and crested penguins. there also 
exists the dreaded Cape, or Jackau 
penguin. Nature fa:nd a convention) 
is not always kind. 

Penguins may be from 16 to 48 

inches tall. making them difficult to 
spot in large square-dance halls and 
subject lo being lost in load-the-boat 
shuUles. They weigh. tops, about 75 
pounds. Although lew Hoosier pen· 
guins can boast of being that light, 
they nevertheless are cautious of 
being swung v1gorously; they fear 
rlylng, landing, .that is, in a neigh· 
boring square. Some penguins have 
embarked on every known Hoosier 
diet trying lo reach 75 pounds. 

Like nature's penguins, Hoosier 
penguins are gregarious and have 
the habit of standing in lines. Some 
of these are merely round dancers 
wailing for the music to starl. 0th· 
ers are just trying to gel near the 
colfee pot between lips. A few pen· 
gu\ns don't know where lo draw the 
line at all. 

Penguins have an alternating 
system: the male will hunt while the 
female lends to lhe nest. then they 
will switch roles. This is known as 
"save me a seal while I try to gel in 
the refreshment line." 

So if you want to see penguins 
al work. come lo lndi.anapolis for 
the :15th NaUonal Square Dance 
Conv1ntion, which begins Thursday, 
June 21, 1986. Penguins will be ev· 
erywhere. lr)'ing lo make your st.ay 
as cozy 1.1 possible. 

You can determine their sex by 
lheir bills. The f1maie'1 bill is slight· 
ly smaller lhll'I the maie's among 
nature's penguins. It may nap more 
often, but it'1 smaller, naturalists 
conlend. And remember that pen· 
guin1 will nest anywhere; don't 
leave your hotel room door open.

MUSIC FROM THE PAST 

Increasingly popular among round dancers today ii "The Lonely Goatherd", a jolly dance set 
to a song from The Sound of Music. The record IJ an English impon with four "novelties" on one 
45. My gu,,.,; is that although many people have heard ''The Lonely Goatherd", few if any know 
what follows it. 

Tile second cut is "Old Comradei'', tPitited quadrille mlJSic from a late 19th cent1.1ry ball­
room. Wtu.l is remarkable i$ that mis is square dence music. It Is well marked in !empo and phr­
tor each i:e II co inc id ed with a phrase. Com pared to today's square dancing. me I ate 1 9th century 
dance may seem slow. Actually it is not oo much the beats per minute b1Jt the beeu per m~ment 
which make the difference. For instance in the 19th century, a ladies' chain took four bean and 
four footsteps for the ladies to go acro5'S and lour bealll and footi;t11ps for the courtesy turn. The 
i.a me with a right and I eh. f hro ugh and so on with various figures. This pred ictab i1i ry of how m lJCh 
time for each fi!lure allowed the dancers a relal(ed anitude and lime to WJile at each other - a 
pntCliCI! 11!quired by 111iquen11 but enjoyed ctulte °'turally. 

Tod av. it sooms th at the "nit of measure is the but, rather than the phrase of eight beats. 
Because the unit of measure is smaller a11d the n1Jmbar of calls greeter, the daocer has to be more 
alert. Perhaps th ls contributes 10 my irnpre=-aion that sometimet modern dance~ do not look at uach 
other, that eye contact is lessened, and that some dancers actually dance with their eves lowered or 
their heads dropped - and when that happens, people seldom sm ilal 

But, back to "Old Comrades". This ii the sound or a formal ball, circa 1890, bogu"' this 
1qua111 dance was a ballroom d an c:e. Men in 1aa1 •n.d whim glows and women in ball!P#nS tarr ving 
danw cards would glide through the figures with frtquent ackllO'llfledgenwnts of each 01her. SocirtY 
with a capital "S" and 1ho5" who would raise their station dlligen1tv learned the figures from 
dancing masters or one of the many dancing manuals popular at the time. 

Today this mui;ic could be u~ for grand marches or banner •~changes. It could allO be used 
by today's caUers to provide an occasional change of pae11 if presented properly. I! i5 best to use 
!he 11h rasing ori gna Hy mil.II nt for it. Da nctl•• who have been given most! y driving renditions of 
wu n lry -we5lt!m, pop, Beellll!il, and other such music may need to 111rn dowo the ad n!fllllin slighlly 
to sui1e 1his music - bul that'$ fine - pe~nally t 1hink a "'hole nighl aT driving rendirions is 
boring and unimaginative programming. 

I hope everyone wltl take ~ few minutes to linen 10 this music. If it seems ~range or camp. 
that Is okay_ My concern I•; here is this easily accessible music - let's not mi55 the chance to tJm a 
part of our square dancing history. Mo5r of us re11diog The C11ill'r are involved only in modem 
w~ern style club danciny. and naturally we tend to see the rest of the world from our own e~· 
perience. However. moderr1 a:iuare dancing is "the baby" of the square dilntill!j family. Just as 
1od1vid1Jals grow in their owo identity by learning about their families, so may......, as dancers grow 
by learning about our dancing tieri 1aye_ 

Now if th ls SO!rendipitious allililability ol "old" music tells us obuut upper class, uroori pl!Opfe 
!iquare uancing in ballrooms, where does the idea of the square dance in a barn or saloon, with the 
whisl\ey and the hay and tho moonshine and the un511vory characters come lrorn7

C-dn he tracetl back to many 
early Europc~n influences. The 

Ca"er's ancestor was the dance master of tho 
middle ages. They organ ind dances, sang lhe 
melodies, taught the st P.ps. led the dances and 
dl\'eloped dance theories. Court Jesters oom­
bined jug!llio9 and 111110 dancing. They weni 

>killed with grace of muvement learned from 
the Orienral temple dancers. The Jewish 
cu I tu re provided dance m aners who led and 
tau_ght dances to eounteract the crowded liv­
ing conditions that then exirted which devel­
oped in to tl1 e Tanih aus 1 d1mce House) far 
pan.i es and C>!!ebratio ns. These d a nee masters 
tn en left the ghetto and traveled Eu rope 
teaching in the Courts. Nobles took them into 
their home!;, pro\I id ing room, board and sala'l' 
lor !hew !l!f'\lices. An E "Ill ish Morris Dance 
Llli!ld er wou Id occassionally prompt his six 

man team through the up c:oming neps of a 
ceremonial dance while an 1 Bth cenrury 
French man in his elegant costume and wig 
provided cues for the stately quadri lies and 
cohtradance at a royal French Court. A 
popular 15th Cen1ury dance master wa• 
Guglielmo Ebtea, known as W!11iam the Jew, 
raised on the east coaSI o I I la ly is cn!di led 
with o~anking a numbe< of basic dance skills. 
They amsirted of th~ ability to keep time 
and dance in rhythm. to reC<ill the rteps of a 
dance, a sense of space in which yoll danu, a 
.waying and upward rnovnment of the body,

adaplln~ 1he body to the 1t>ovcrrw111 of 1ho 
feui along with graceful posture and r-arriage. 
A Call~r t~mily tree lncludei rhc tr<1ditional 
fidllfl!r prompter of New E nglqr-.rJ, the pri;cise 
formal dancing masters who ttavellerl the 
cou•ll'l' m the 1800's, and many small town 
rnin isters and tllilch.ers who augmented their 
meager ,;alaries by railing squan!'i at church 
socials, barn raising, rown mlllitings and 
community functions. 

In the old days, the primary rote of a 
caller lliddler-prompter·dancing master! was 
to provide the music and to ll'!tve as a sort of 
rn aster of ceremonies at the da nee. We shou Id 
"ote 1hat a ca lier was not req u ii ed to regu­
larly provide the dancers wi1h cue5 to guide 
thtm through the steps of lhe routine whlch 
was ldt primarily to memory. These old time 
dance mllSlers had a IM! ing f'ff ec1. Ttiev 
elim Jiated much of the impulsive and spon· 
taneous movement for dance and rai.ed 
the dance to an art 5k ill of enjoyment and 
Study. Two very lmponant changes oc:cured 

in the year~ to follow that were to have a long 
lesting and far reaching effect on both the 
naturo of the dance and the nature of the 
actl~ity and on the Caller's job, We' 11 take a

They are interested in the d11nte as it was 
done around the period, and jusl after, the 
American Revolution. 

These people had no uperieoa in 
countr}' dam:in&. and I wondered, ;ifter I'd 
left, whelher I'd 1iven them too much 
material, too quickly.

The ,,.me llfrernoon, in I~ formal 
period clothing, we became "Loyalist!i" and 
(ode in a flotilla 0 r three Whale boa ts Iha t 
land.ed al the sile or the original Lonlists 
landing. 

A short march, a receiving line, 
,ipe«hu .and muskel .6re wue all pul of 
the weJcoming ceremony for the "pew" 
colonists to Canad~. Fran and. 1 ue Ameri­
can bu 1 so were the original Loyalists. 

The Or~t mayor of St. John was ilO 

officer in l>elancey's. The original unit 
Mlrvetl the Crown on Long lsl&nd and in 
W e.oitcbester (NY) and F airfie Id (CT) ccum­
J ic~. 

That evening there was a ~v ull!ry il~nce 
heh.I Dn the street in rron t of P.IHrkel 
Squere. Formal period dress Wll!i in order 
and the 1roups and 1heir ladies formed a 
longways to begin th~ dance . I ~ave a 4ulck 
!wk-lhroush nod then watclletl with greal 
pride JS my ~ludent~ d.id jhemsclves pmud 
going through n dance I'd taughl them four 
momho ugo. 

Half-w~y lhrouiih Fran ;md I <.liiJ a 
minuet tlcmf)nslratlon which neuly got 
l'ou led up hy a wan<lcrir:ig black doll who 
uinbled by. No hurm was 1lonc umi we 
lll•tde it •111 ri11h1. 
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Th~ 1 ?81 tune, Mis.• Sayer's Allemande, 
hu long been a favorite uf mine. I rewrote 
and smoothed out the title dance for period 
demonstration and named the •new· figure; 
G~neral DtL1mn1y's Allenw11dt!. I had 
decided to presto\ it Bl St. John and it was 
received with 11 rousing round of"huzuhs." 

Several other d~nces were done and we 
linisbed up with an invilation lo the public 
10 join us. Some did and they too got 
caught up in Lbe joy or the music, people 
11nd figures. 

Our hosts had eslimated about 300 
people would be watching. Over 2,000 
showed up and siayed to wl!ch to the end 
of the pro1ram. 

As the dance broke up \he Lieutenant 
Go~mor •P!JUred at my side. He was 
dressed in modern clothing and commented 
thal he wished he'd left his DeLancey's uni­
form on .so he collld ha~ diinced. He also 
mentioned lhe similarities lo Sro!lish danc­
ing which he'd done ln the pasl. 

S1.mday night's dance allayed my fears

dancing. In rlKt, Bernie Cormier and Phil 
Meades have regular Tuesday dances for 
DeLt111ccy's Brigade.

sageway, highlighted by a broad.

Frain 
the outside, the lights at night set 
the dome aglow, announcing to the 
city that a major evenl is laking 
place Inside. 

The Dome also wil1 be lhe site 
or exhibition groups, evening cere· 
monies and the Saturday rashion 
show and parade or stales. There 
also will be exhibitions in other 
halls. The Dome and halls also will 
be the site of after parties. 

The Dome is precisely four 
blocks from the very heart of In· 
dianapolis. ll is diagonally across 
the street from the Indianapolis 
Hyatt Regency, one of the city's 
largest ho~els and is connected by 
a pedestrian walkway to Union 
S&.ation, the city's newest motel 
food and shopping comp~ell, sched· 
uled to open Lwo months before the 
square dance convention. 
~ facilities can very comf or1· 

ably hold the 40,000 dancers ex· 
peeled lo attend the convention 
back home again in Indiana.

The VideOJ Tape Commitree 1wiewed tapes of d;tterent "'""'bin and made plans to develop 
a library of all Six ROUNDALAB Ph:i.sas of Round Dancing. Two new recagnltions, the "Silver 
Ha!o" and a "Founders Award". -re esi:a:blished.

On Sunday evoning all attendees participated in a teacher training cl ink. Monday evening's 
ecrucm.ion session was devoted to "You Asked For It" figuret. Attendees also had the opponunity 
ID sharii their expertise and gain new knowledge In three Swap and Exciian9e sessions.

3.241 surveys were rerurned from rourid dancer~ a 11 aver the world including over JOO from 
Canadian dancers and 190 from Austrn!ia, NEw Zealand, Saudi Arabia and Wen Germany. 

TI1e majority of round dancers are in lhe 60-65 age group with over 92'11:. ha11ing square 
danced. The average round dancer answering the survey hod square danced over ten years and had 
been round dancing tor almosi eight years. 80% belo~d tn a round dance dub with 79% daocing 
at the Easy Intermediates. 57% at lhe I ntermedia\C levels anrJ almost 26% at the High I ntarmediate 
or higher levels. 

Whlle over 2!!% learned their ba11cs of round dancioq at a squara dance dub, 74% had also 
attended a basic cla1o1 of round dance instruction. Over half had attended an intermediate class. 
Slighil v over 36')!, had also taken some form or ballroom im1truction, either privately or with YMCA 
and ad u It education gro uo ~. Mo re than h.tl f attend Square Dance F esr iv a ls. 

The dancers sliowed a strong dislike to round dancing to tapes and cued r..cords and a mild 
dislike for l"l!COfds With vocals as well as mamoriz mg sequ~nces. Many commented vocals are too 
loud and they find it difficult to liste11 to two or more YOicH ~imulianeous!y.

It wai lhe feeling of most dancers thilt there are coo many new 
dances .Vld tha' mo~ ol the ,_ dances don·1 sta-, ar01Jnd very long. Some of the comments 
suggested that C lanics shou Id be laugh t, brne r ~ u a I ity o I dances at lower I eve Is are needed, a rid that 
more d ifferent rhythms be uwd. Com men ts a I IO poi n led out th at the I eve I is too h I gh far the I ength 
of time a d a nee stJl Yii around. 

The next l~rgest amount of comment~ dealr with <tandards. Mon of tno~e wanted cues 
standardized and dances cued the same way. S1;1rne comments dealt with teaching uu:hn lciues. Quite 
11 fow e:o;pr.....ed appreciaition lor their leacheri;. Some hiM.' to tr-I long distance to Round Da""" 
and wi!hed there were more round dance teachers. 

Some da11wrs e:o;pressed views that are fo;md for thought. A number of people exp1ened a 
rieed for 11 national ROM/ROG. Dthef wanted Manuals lining, e)(pluining and diagraming movements 
for the ROUN DA LAB Phasas and a Te~ching Progression or Schedule tor new Round Dance Leader"

Yot1've heard me say many times that bad r.alllng give~ the dancr.rs trouble and that's not 
what I mean when I talk about .. ha•d Cl'loreography"_ ! think that most experienced (even a couple 
ot years) dancen I.now lhal most ot the time they hea1 call& used in very similar wa~s- After a 
Swing Tl!.ru and Spin the Top the next call will probably baa Flight & Lett Thru and when you 
Flip !he 0 lamond rhe girls are urual ly the "flippers". When caf!ers vary Imm thi• "e-pected" way 
of using call5 the dancers have to think a bit before they can mcecute lhe llC'lion. 11 lhe ~aller allows 
for the tJi i11king time. Iha! often produ""" a "JIOP & go" faellng to the dance. Do you prefer the 
ll'Tlooth flow or arEo yot1 wiJling to put up with rhe "sto" & 90" to get more of !he uneJq1e1:ted 
dance p;irterns? 

Another wav dandng get~ "hard" is when the caller asks you to apply a rule you have le~rned 
in a way you have never seen it berore. At examples try to im"lline wh.Bt you WOl.lld do ii. while 
'r'Oll were fn iwn fM.ing liner;. 1he ealle1 said ALL Eighl Circulate. By tne definition that ls a legi· 
timate call bu1 it would certainly re!tllt in major frustration on rha floor a! most dances. As 
another example, consider the call sequence from a basic 5CfU9re formal!on, Heeds Pm Thru. 
Trade By (we know what tha Heads do but how abol.lt tile Sides?) Again, the definition allows this 
as a leqilimate call_ These are extreme examples but there ore hlmdres of less extreme e~amples 
which can result ln a feeling ol frustration for mariy dancers even when called wi1h perfect riming, 
diction and emphasis. Do you like th is kind of dancing~

4. Do nol take oUel'lce when an angel {helper) 1T1aneuvers you into proper nosltlon if 
you are out of place. This is what angels are there Inf- to poin1 10 where you 
belong and tell you in low tones which d1rect1un lo lace, as this 1s tiow they aro i11-
structed lo handle "los1" class ml'rnbers. 

5. Be palienl with !he angels ii they get ahead of the lnstruclions. Thl'1r 
knowletlge and experience causes 1hem to automatically reacl to t hF. call_ In a lew 
months. you too w1U automahcally react. Usually lhe ms.truclw sees lh1s when It 
happens and will take correch~e measures. 

8. Do not allow yoursell to become overly lrustraled. A certain amount al lrus\ra­
l 1on shC'luld be expected. but don't le\ ii get the bes! of you. If vou find you have 
reached a poml where the lruslralion and conlus1on are overwhelming, sit out the 
next tip and relax. 
7. Do not be airs id lo ask for Individual help. Your instruc1or and a square ol angels 
w1!1 be more than glad to give vou addihonal hr.Ip before or alter class. and during 
breaks. 
8. lal'ft record all class sessions, If possible. Try to get a group toge1her during the 
week bP.tween classes to practice 10 llle tape Practice doesn't necessari!)' rnake 
perfect, bu! it sure helps. lnc:lude an experiencerl couple in )'Our practice group. If 
you can'1 gel a qroup, l1o;ten lo the tarm ntlen and "walk !hrougli" the moves in your 
mmtl. 
9. II one hall of your couple cannot attend class but the ot'1er con. bv all means do 
ao. Someone, perhaps an angel will dance wl1h you and onJy one member wifl fafl 
oehind The lower number of people who require> catch-up worl\, the mme smoothly 
the class will progress. II bolh members have to miss, If'/ to borrow a tape or s11 1n 
with a practice group lllal week. 

10. Develop good dancing nabils and smooth styling during classes. What you 
develop here wi II remain wtlh you throughout your square dancing r.areer. Lislen 
closely to the instructor when he explains smnolh execution and styling. He wl I\ 
repeat lhts freQuenlly 

11. Follow Iha Ten Commandments ol Square Dancing. When you do, you won't go 
wrong,

BUYING FAii.RiC 

All of us have been known to buy a piece of fabric just because we "love" It 
and it "appeals" to u~. These are not good reasons for spending our money on it. ~t's 
like eating food we crave ..,_ very of1eo they are 11\Q cme.v. to which we finally become 
alerglc;/ and so with some pretty fabrics - we love lhem, but shoulun't wear them 
for maybe the color mall.es our skin look like gray p11tty, or our body like a large. tent. 
What to do? First, see Jf you can en-courage the people 111 your favorite fabric ste>re 
to put up .a full length mirror {if they don't already have one), then you can hold fabrle1 
<igairn;t you and make a eold, clean decision as to what they do and do n<J1 do for you. 
It is Important that you be 11ery hone1t wlth yoursalf and not let emotions deceive 
you. If you ate not confident about your abillty to dloQSe, please take a friend 111hom 
you can r11tly on, 

There are rnany things lo think about when buying square dan-ce dress fabric. 
It's washabllity, wrlnktlng, fildlng, comfort (loo heavy?), breathabllity, durability. 
Some fabric11how1he least bit of moisture; others llardly at all. 

TO TEST FOR WASHABILITY - When yoll ha11e found a piece of fabric that 
yo1.1 are sure is Mgl'll fQr you. be sun~ the store can ghte yol.I wa1hlng instructions. 
If it i5 a sale piece and has llQ iMtrucliOfl!I. you can buy a quart.,.. yard and 
pretest , Cut the I ong atrip In ha If, so tha I you nave hro Iden t !ca I quarter 
yard plecei. Wash end dry one by 'fOUr preferred method , then compare the 
two pieces and you will k110w. If the .size, (~ure, and color compare 
favol'Clbll I ty, you can fet! I good about buying the fi'lle or six '(ards you wi II 
need. 

WRINKLE TESf- while shopping, take a comer of lhe fabl-ic and wdnkle 
It up tight in your hot little fi-st. Hold It for a few seconds then release It. tt If shows 
signs of stralghteni ng lt11elf out, II Is probably reasonably wrinkle-free. Hint - fabric 
softener helps prellent wrinkles. 

FADING - Time alone will tell, Sometimes you can !ell by the fook .:>f the 
color$ in t!'ie fabdc. Some do not look bright or ''true". If lt'*'Y ltiok a rittle faded 
alrei'ldy, whlte new, you can be sure they will oot s1and the test of time. The dye' 
used !oday are nowhe~ near as good aio they used lo be. Sad but true. Black is the 
color to be the most Wl!ry of. I have had black and white prints become gray and white 
afler the first YJ!tlr, bi.It these have been on 1 00~ cotton: I believe Jhe colors hold 
be11 .. r on the po/yest<11r blend!>. Wa$hing In cold waler helps keep the colar for a longer 
period of time. While ~aking of fec!lng let me advise you never to lea~ a good culored 
pettic;c1at In the sun. The culor fades very quickly! 

COMFORT, BREATI-IABIUTY and DURABILITY - Thim• are tin• thing! you 
can only learn from eicperlence~ They have to do with the quality or the produet 
and Ille weave and you Jear.1 by the feel of 11~ Handling the different materials is 
the only 11111ey you will beqin to know the good from the sleazy. I urge you not to waste 
yooJT lime and effort on 11 poor piece of fabric. 
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JVee<lle Note&' (Co11rinutd) 

Bed sheeh have worked out 
nry well as fabric for square dance 
drenes. They make very suitable 
circle 'lkirts as the weave is usually 
very light. However. If yov are inclined 
to become ov~aled whlle dancing, 
you would be wise to make 1he bodice 
of a little more open weave type 
material with a hlgh11r percentage 
of cotton. Pick a solid color that 
coordinates with the prlnl in the 
'heeling:. I thlnll you will like the 
re11Ult1 [see sketch). A round tablecloth 
offers great opportunllies. also. (see 
Page 28 or NEEDLE NOTES. VOL. 
JI).

When shopping ror fabric, always keep your eyes open for good border prints. 
In your kind of colors. Thete make very good-IC>Oking dance dresses without the need 
of extra trim. You wlll need 6 yards of fabric, especially If you want the border In 
the skirt (see Page 711 of NEEDLE NOTES, VOL !l. Another nice way of us{ng the 
border ls explained In Vol. II, F'ltge 11. See sketch. 

A word of warning: You will haw such a great lime looking at all the 
Interesting fabrics thet you will become ower-enthusi•1llc and want to buy several 
pieces at once. Don't. Buy jusl one end make it up before. you get another, for 
sometimes when you leave an unused piece around too long, you bel;O!Tle tired of 
ii and then lose interest In making it up. Many of us have made th11t mistake ~ jl.ls-t 
ask around!

The puu I ing thl ng for me was I he propor1 ion of the dancers who were "not making 
it." In every hall with most of the callers, at least half the squares were broken down 
trying to get started again several times in every lip. I don't much like to break down 
•hen I'm dancing. I'm willing now and again but I would much rather be dancing than 
standing around waiting for a chilnce lo get going ag.airi. 

Why is ii that !he dancers ill this festival seem to be having such a great tima 
when they are so llkely lo be In a square they can't handle the material that is being 
called? My friends tell me that most dancers al festivals try lo ditnCe !lqlJare dance 
programs tney haven't realty learned yet - MS dancers go to PLUS ti.alls and A-2 dancers 
try the Challenge halls. Others say th.at ditncers go home from such an event !Mlying 
to themselvt>s "He got me this year but next year I'll get through everything he calls!" 

Perhaps the dancers don't understand thill in that i;ompelitioo the caller holds 
ii stacked deck. As I have said before in this column. "Jf the choreography doesn't 
get you, bad calling will!~ My problem is that when dan<:en dot!'I hold i;i11lers responsible 
for keeping the floor dancing there ii no incentlv1< for callers to improve lhilt skill. 
In part, I think that's how we got where we are.

In 
the<itre d<1nce. a fe.., people dance and many walcti. In eHecl. the dancet"s are dancing 
for those who \lltatch (i.e., i" ptace of those 111ho watch) and to do 5Q, they must ha\re 
special training and/or ability iri movemcrnt 'kll !s beyond Hie ranqe of everyday 
IT!Dvement. In social dance. many people dance and fe¥< - if any - watch. The dancers 
dance for themselves using movements developed from everycl;iy s~ills.

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Musings On Dance (conriJrwd) 

In today's social dance forms, square dancihg is especially 1.1nlque in providing 
a warm, supportive environment (your club does do that, doesn't it 7) In which to take 
!he most ordinary and everyday movement of all - walking - and transform it into 
dancing. Now this is special! This is something to brag about, to be proud of. 

How many limes have we said. "If you can •alk, you can square dance"? Do we 
t4!ally undentand that that means, "If you can walk, you can dance"r That's wond4!'ful! 

Why are we hiding it? 

Someone will think of the non-dancer who really perceives of himself as a 
non-dancer. To encourage such a person to come to a nrst-night and then to a class, 
it seems IQgical to emphasile •hatever aspect of squue dancing thet might get his 
allention in a positive way. rnen, when he is thue, In his first square, give him a 
pMitive .filuK.e experience. Believe me, a non-dancer who has a positi- dance 
e11perience and ~ains faith in himself as a dancer is ttM! most enthusiastic square dance 
convert possible. 

For us who are already square dancing, if we do not believe that we arc dancing, 
Wt! are in dan913r of being hypocritical or - yes, these are very strong words - living 
a Ile. That is not an attractive state of affairs. It wlll hinder us in 9alning and keeping 
dancers. 

There ~ems to be only two choices. Either we openly give up the dancing and 
go for a rhythmical close-order drill !which is what some square dancing seems to 
be CJlready} or we begin a whole now phase of emphasis to re-discover for ourselves 
and for future~ what makes the square dance~. 

The means to the rediscovery are available. TtM! technical how·to•s are best ltandled 
in a separate discussion. Firsl has lo come the commitment to the redi$OOVery. With 
that, the how-Io's will work much belier - otherwise, il's just like taking one's medicine 
because it is suppo$ed to be good for you.

Positive type of competition can be hefpful to 
all E¥ery ones goal stlould be to keep thr 
activity on a friendly has1s, but if you have to 
be competitive keep it positive.

There 
is nothing wrong with rela~ing and enjoying dancing 
as long as it is done in such a way to incorporate 
propc r body niechan i cs. Fun and Enjoyment a re often 
wrongly translated to mean a di :splay of extraneous 
body motion ... BOUNCING beiog the most CO!mlOn. 

The first place you'l1 probably notice BOUNCING 
(dancers. in yo~r o~n dancing - 1e~ders in your dan­
cers' dancing) is in the GRAPEV1N£ dance figure. 
This vrNE figure. whether it be a regular 11ine with 
both partners crossing in back, or a twisty vine 
with the Man & Woman crossing in back or in front at 
opposite times ·-- svffers most in execution and ap­
pearance when dancers BOUNCE their way through it. 

'lou'11 notice that the crossing steps will take 
on th~ dance-style of a LlMP with an exaggeraterl 
downward motion. You'll also notice that the side­
ward steps wil1 be danced with an exaggerated upward 
motion. causing the dil ncers to rise on their toes. 
Put the~e two exaggerated motions together and the 
dancers ,...;n "bob like> carks in the ocean." 

Sure, it's fun ... but "fun" at the expense of 
proper body mechanics, and rather comical to watch. 

A responsible te<Kher should e>;pla~n to their 
dancers that the legs should act as shock absorbers 
while dancing. KneC''i. fle~ed (bent sTight1y, not a 
crouch) a 11 the while a dancer is d~ncing wi 11 el i n1-
i nate Bobbing or BDUHCING. 

Wh1 le ddnci"g· you progress around the floor in 
various direc:fons and often turn righl or left even 
~hile 1n one >pot ... both these lctions, progres­
~1ng and tLirning (~l~o pivoting), are more difficult 
to ex.~C1Jte if your body "'eight is di rectetl either 
straight down or str~ight Lip. So for more comfort­
abte, plecsaol to ..,,Heh dancin91 leep those knees 
flexE'd and DON'T BOUNCE!

A pelloo Uflder-tlitirt is a very usef11I item in my wardr-cibe for sevwal renons: 
it Ml'vell as a booster for a timp petilCCMt, It make$ 11 FQd liner for a sheer 5"irt 
tllat is "°' enhanced ~ Ute color of the peltlCOiilt showlf19 through. and it gives ~ 
to an otherwi!>e limp drns. I make it of medium weight pellon, which unfortunately 
only comes in ii 27" wldih. but piecing It Is a simple mattll!T'. I make it as ii circ;le 
&lip with ii placket that ha~ 110 fusto:tnlng b11t the waMbend fattening, A strip of broad­
cloth or cotton webbing makes a !limple waistband which can be fastened with a flitt 
pant& hook or my faVQrite fasterner, the good old safety pin, which I favDr for its 
venatlllty. 

I buy IJ yanO. of 2211 pe!loo to make a circle- slip tti.JI 'OVill be 21 11 to l:!" In length. 
The sllp will ht:< nude in 4 panel~. having seams, in front and back and on the two 
sides, one of which will be left open 7)(" at the top as a pla~ket. Diagram A shows 
you how the foUI' p1nels wilt bf! l;;oid out on the pellon. Keep Jn mind that your pattern 
skould be of the clrcle 1kirt that fits you uac.tly at the waistfine as gathers ;and puclr.eJ"S 
.are not be lpful for lhb !ii Ip.

Wt.et> cutliJ>g, be sure you have al1owed for seams, as pellon does nol stretch, 
The seams win ool be stitched "f>ight sides togelhur", but iris;teacf will be stilctwd 
flat, one on top of the other so !!lat Uiere 11till be no bulkiness. I prefer lo do this 
wrth a h1rge zig-zag 'tltch, but if you are unable to use this Jtitdi, a lill"git straight 
stitch will d<>, but do two rows on each :seam, spacing them about 3/11 of an inch apart,

TO GET Tl-IE

As you will notice at this point there is no right or wrong stde to the sUp, but 
as you put the waistband on, yoll will have to make a determination so that your plackl!I 
will be oo the side you prefer. Th Is Is also a good t I me to check for fit, if you have 
not already done so. Tucks can be takeo if need be, and can be stitched flat, 1f by 
some chance the waistline has turned out to be loo tight, cut down the waistline and 
see if that will .,ork. for the •lip can be at lea~! an inch shorler than the d-ess and 
still do the job. 

Keep your waistband minimal so that it w Ill not add bulk to your waist tine. Pre­
shrunk grosgrain ribbon (3/4", not folded) works fine, or cotton webbing, or cotton 
fabric folded in the usual waistband manner. Thi! general idea is to avoid lumpiness 
so tnat this slip will not detract from your appearance bul will add some smoothness 
and finish. 

This slip is lo be worn betwel!n your dress and your petticoat and is intended 
to enhaoce a sk lrt or petticoat that needs sprucing up. 1t is not needed by ev.,ryone, 
only th<>'le who feel their skirts are not !ook ing as crisp as they would like. It is very 
useful under a w h!t e dress when you wish to use a colored pell icoaf, and it protects 
a pas1el from a darker colored petticoat. lf you feel the full circle is too much, you 
can cul it down by laking some of the fullness out of the hemlin ... You must do it 
bv taking equal 11mounts from ea<:h sid.. of ea<:h P"'nel without interfering .. ilh the 
waistline. Do this by measuring al the hemlioe and using a yardstick to dra111 straight 
seams from waist to hemline. Keep in mind that if you do this, your new slip will 
keep your petti<:oat from flying out with your dress as you dance and twirl. 

Pellon w i II wash, but if you do it by machine, I ts tex lure w i 11 break down after 
a while aod you will need to replace lt. lf you are not looking for stiffness, you migh! 
want lo take the time to make one of cotton/poly broadcloth, proceeding as you would 
for any circle skirt. This •OUld, of course, last you for many years aod could gerve 
as a lining for the skirts of many dresses. 

Some of you who are new dancers may have read all ihls and decided lnls is 
not for you because you have no Idea how to make a circle skirt. If you were lucky 
and received directions white you were in clan, you are all set. If you did not, you 
can order Needle Nole!> for Square D....:en, Vol. I from this magazine (Look under 
S.hoppers' Guide) in which you will find 88 pages of helpful hints fur sewing for square 
dancing, including complete Instructions for G different kinds of skirts.

dancing in the Monadnock Region of 
New Hampshire where he became a 
legend in his own time. His wry Yankee 
humor was prevalent in his Northern 
Junket publication. One of my favorites 
was that, "We do\lb\ II there's any olher 
rnuotry in the wOf'ld where people spend 
so much money to bus children to shc.ool 
and so much more 10 build gymnasiums 
where they can get some exercise." 
Then there's this gracious and charming 
I ally, Flo Hart of Rye, NH, who added 
a touch of class and distinction to the 
New England round dance scene. Those 
who were fe>rtuna1c enough to know 
her were better off because of it. Sh.i 
is considered as the first lady of round 
dancing In the area; and there are those 
who were just dancers like Al Rene., 
.,f Manchester, NH, who was the kind 
of gentle person who had a kind word 
for everyone. He had o ready smile 
and enthusiasm al every level of lhe 
ac I ivil y. Starling in the l 95 O's with 
the Allemande Eights you could f111d 
h<' and his wire da11cin9 in every corner 
l)f New Engli!nd. \Ve hi!lfe lost one ot 
our fi n1>.st ambassadors of good w i ! I, 
When we flrst st.;ircd wri ling this column 
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Al & Rose both aproachl'!d us with words 
of praise ilnd 011ncouragement. 

And so the clock moves on ~ these ar" 
some recent typical examples and there 
are many more too numerous to mention. 
They have ;ill ildded something lo our 
lives through <lilnce for having passed 
our way. Throughout all of this weaves 
one common thread in their love of 
our dance and the fun loving nature 
of 1hese people.

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ANALYZING THE DANCE 

One of the ways a dance historian works is to analyze a dance in terms of the 
many different components that contribute to the whole. Further, observation of 
the changes in the course of d<1nce history may be made by comp<1r[ng these components 
in two or more examples of dance. 

Here's a starting point: I notice that there seems to be far more eye contact 
in squares danced In the J 9th century (or the 19th century style) than in modern western 
square dancing (the kind of square dancing most readers of the Caller do). I wonder 
about this difference. Why does this happon? Whi.it does it mei.ln? Is it important? Does 
thinking about it produce an acknowledgement of the difference or does it make me 
want to do something about it1 

To answer these questions, one may start by observing the dance and describing 
what one sees as speci flc items. Here are observal ions about 19th century and modern 
western styles of square dancing. 

19th Century. hpeciidly 1865 - 1900 

The square dance of the time was part of the usual expectation of "dance" at 
a social event, whether it be a charity ball, wedding reception, anniversary party, 
fraterm1 I organization dance, or a pr iv ate gathering. 

The clothing was whatever one would wear to such an event. rather than special 
clothes to dance in. Typically, these were fancy dress events al which women wore 
evening gowns with complicated skirts, corset>, and low necklines, while the men 
wore t ai Is, starched co! lars, and white gloves. 

The etiquette and deportment of the day encouraged hand contact, with the 
shoulders held down and the arm only moving away from the body. [Women, note 
the gap in a low cut neck!ine when the shoulders and head sag forward: men, 11ote 
that jackets Vjjth fitted armholes discouraged movement al the lop of the shoulders 
and starched collars discouraged letting the head drop.} 

The preferred pub I ic behavior ls to keep one's distance phys lea l!y while engaging 
one's companions by conversation and eye contact. (Note that keeping one's di!;tance 
facilitates eye contact, When too close, it is hard to focus - Ii ke kissing with one's 
eyes open.) 

The d<1nce was carefully set to the music, everyorm grew up taking this as the 
norm, and unusual or hurried timing of figures was not done. The music's regularity 
and the consistent liming of figures held the group together. 

Figures which turn usually occur in half or full turns rather than quarter turns. 
Joi n1 ng hands at arm's length encourages a sem 1-clrcu lar motion Vjhen passing 

by another person, and that also faci I itates eye contact. 

Eye contact is frequently augmented with smiles and nods during the dance 
al though conversaton is discouraged so as not to interfere with hearing the music 
or the pramts r19th century Vjord far calls). 

Modern Western Style Square a .. nce (es~ially 1 HS to present) 

All farms of square danci119 are out of the ordinary, i.e., one does not expect 
lo find any square dancing except at dances specifically labelled "square dancing". 

The clothing for modern western square dancing is specialized and seldom worn 
for any other occasion with the possible exception of men's shirts and pants. 

The clothing is not particularly restrictive. Men do not wear jackets or Sti.lrChed 
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Musings On Dance ( ctJRtl11111d) 

collars, and women's necklines are generally modest. In turn, dancers are not discour­
aged by their i;l11thes from dropping the heed or caving in the ar .. a around the collar 
bones. This posttre reduces eye contact. 

The typic:al public behavior or $Qllitl'e dancers ls friendly and informal. with 
familiarity of touch (bare hands, pats on back, arm!!> around waists), 

Dancer9 5land and move in a rnuch closer formation. The "pull by" action of 
moving straight forward and past the other dancer predominants, and is facilitated 
by ann ca11lact, whether "nands down" as in New El'lgland or "handi; upfl as in m~t 
other regions. 

Typically heads are lowered. There is little eye contact, and the dancer often 
as an expres&lon of inward concentration probably due to singe-focus attention to 
the many words of the caller representing many figures and instructions. 

Music and calling are amplified and are often very loud. The timing of figures 
is nol as predic1able, the number of rlgures has increai;ed tremendously, and the base 
uolt of turn seems to be smaller, I.e., a quarter turn rather than a half turn or full 
around. 

Let's look of these specifics again and .ee if some preferences ~eem to emerge. 

19th Cenlwy: Using large spatial petterns {d\aitis, stars, grand squares, grand 
right and left}, dancers at arm's leng\h with handholds, predictable timing of figures 
so !hat no one need hurry, frequent eye cont<ict, smiles and nods between dancer> 
facilitated by clothing, etiquette, and the semi-circular motion of passing by all contri­
bute to a very social acliYity in the ~urse of ttw da11cing itself, by which individuals 
recoqT1ize each other repeatedly, throughout the dance. 

Modern Westen>: Smaller spatial 1><1tterns (hinge a quarter, pass the ocean, 
explode, quarter in or out), dancers closer together with armholds, less predictability 
of timing of figures, many more figures, less eye contact, lowered heads, expressions 
turned inward for concentration, the pull by method of passing another dancer, special~ 
ned clothing, and inform111I ellquelle suggest thill the most important element of 
the dance is tne move men I from one 5pot in the square to the next, .and that I he num­
ber, frequency, and unprediclabilit)' of the movements is judged as "more~bett .. r" dan­
cing. 

The next step is to 'Hander if the differences In these types of square dancing 
arl! important to ~ now. Glven that so many people are conrnrned about the decline 
1hey .see in the square dan~e poFJUlatron doe to difficulty in iltlracting new dilncers, 
In the tra,...itio11 from class lo club, and In bur,_,t among club dancers, perha~ ii 
is verv appropriate to consider the priorities which ~m to have surfaced 1n lhese 
descriptive analyses. 

Penonally, I don't think yWe can or should i;eek an entirely 19th century style. 
However, I think it is valuable to us to explore the 19th century style. The frequently 
touted fello•ship of squ11re dancing does not have lo be reserved for refreshrnent 
time, greetings at the door, th;mks afler tips or adjunct activities of the club such 
as pool partle5, barbeques or 4th of July parades, It is possible to have the fellowship 
e)(pressed in the act of dancing. A further benefit is that the condltllln> which promote 
focus on people also promote better dancing. This Is especially true in the prodlctable 
timing or the figures ~ that no ane needs to hurry and, with heads up, the danceri' 
general poslure and body flow are improved without returning to cor!els and starched 
collars. Wow. what a bonus! - espedally to me who cares strongly about the dance 
In square dancing. 

As ii bit of background, let me explain that I have my information 011 I ~th c.entury 
dance frOftl books written in the 19th century, from persons who speciatl?I" In 19th 
centiry dance, and from personal experience dancing 19th century d<inces. Not "vuryone 
will have had this experience. It is my hope that by sharing my experience, the modern 
western square dance community wi!I have some food for thoughl. As alw,,yi, comments 
ar" welcome.

ID he "music of the shoes" was heard thro(•ghout the countryside when New 
England cloggers, plus dancers from Canada, New York, New Jersey, 
Pennsylvania and Florida got together for a very special weekend in 

October. 

Jo Ann G ihbs an<I T ;indy Barrett, of the Possum Trot Teacning Staff from Georgia, 
conducted a two-day fe>tival sponsored by the Bearfoot Cloggers. Constantly in de­
mand, they bave traveled coast to coast, but it was their first visit to New England, 
Jo Ann Gibbs is president of the national Clogging Leaders Organization a11d publlsher 
of the Flop Eared Mule dogging mag;izine. She also pioneered and directed the first 
naHonal clogging convention held fast year in Mobile, Al; and ls also directing our 
second one to be held in Louisville, Kentucky. Tandy Barrett, a dynamo on taps, is 
the choreographer of many of our favorite clogging classics and also a superb instructor. 

Most of the dances they taught at the workshop were to current rock music 
because lhere is a preponderance of children and young people who dog in their area. 
Folk dancing is "whatever the folks are dancing" and lt certainty seems to be rock. 
I, personally prefer the more traditional music which attracted me to clogging in 
the first place - thal Is Lhe music where clogging has its roots. Overall, the dances 
being written now are about half (traditional and rock music) so there really is some­
thing for everyone. 

After learning dances all day and being treated to a lunch provided by our host 
club, we enjoyed an evening of dancing and exhibitions. There were some wonderful 
exhibitions, but ~ standout was a tribute to Jo Ann and Tandy by the Beatfoot Cloggers. 
They presented a montage of some of the outstanding works ~horeographed by our 
two guest stars edited on lo one tape. 

It is "I ways fu11 when we get together to watch ol her dancers and pi ck up some 
of their styling ;md interesting steµs. It is also great meeting other instructors and 
cloggers from other states, We are st!ll few and far between so we share many of 
the same problems of being fairly isolated and striving to make "clogging" a househol;! 
word. We have a long way to go! 

The next big event in store will be when my third annU<il Shamrock Shuffle Spring 
Festival wll! be he!d in March at tbe Topsfield Fairgrounds. This year we will be bring­
ing up Char lie Burns of Kentucky. another nationally prominent instructor. 

Ne~t month I will give a report on Lhe first-ever teachers' seminar sponsored 
by C.L.O.G. broughl to an outside state - and we were the first recipients. Conducted 
by Jo Ann and Tandy the afternoon after the festival and open to instructors and 
dancers <ilike. il was four hours of jam-packed information.

A cc re di t - to give credit or atJt hori ty; to bring into credit or favor; to alithori ze; 
give credrmtrals to {Second College Edition New World Dictionary). 

Members of ii number of different professions are accredited so that those who 
seek their services will have an indication of their competence. The C ALLERLAB 
caller accreditation program operates in this vein. Any qualified caller may seek 
and ob!ain CALLERLAB accreditation reg;:irdless of whether he or she is a member 
of CALLERLAB. CALLERLAB members and subscribers are required to become accred­
ited within two years after their affiliation with CALLE RLAB and re· accreditation 
is required every six years. 

A caller must be accredited as a general caller and may also opt to become 
accredited in any or all of four (4) specialty areas: one night stands, rounds, contras, 
and advanced dancing. Accreditations accomplished by obtaining the certification 
(signature) of three CALLERLAB members in good standing U:LQISubscribers Associate 
Members or Apprentices) and is based upon a point system, with 20 points required 
for accreditation. The areas in which ii caller can acquire points are: Primary Calling 
Skills (maximum of 5 points), Specialty Calling Skills (maximum of 1 point in each 
of 4 skills or a total of 4 points maximum}, and experience (maximum of 15 points). 
A cal!er who qualifies in the Primary Calling Skills area may earn an additional point 
for training by having a CALLERLAB accredited Caller-Coach certify that he or 
she has completed a program of caller training based upon the curriculum recommended 
by CALLERLAB. This field of caller training is the single exception to the three 
accreditot rule. 

In the Experience category discussed above, the accreditot who signs the form 
certifies that he or she has personal knowledge that the applicant has been an active 
caller (an average of at least 50 dances a year) for the number of years indicated. 
The lowest number of years common to all three accreditors is used to compute tbe 
points. Thus, if one signed for 4 ye;irs, another for 5 years, and the third for 6 years, 
the lowest common point of agreement would be 4 years, and the applicant would 
receive 4 x 3 or 12 points. The fact often is misunderstood and, in the example cited 
above, some believe that the points awarded would be II + 5 + 6 or 15. 

Re-accreditation Is a simple process, requiring the signature of only one accredit­
ct to verify that the applicant ha> continued his standing as an actlve caller during 
the six {6) yea1·s since his or her last accreditation. 

Accreditors cannot exchange signatures. That is, a caller cannot sign the applica­
tion of another caller if that ca!ler has been one of his accrnditors. The accreditation 
process is meant to be taken seriously and without any "you scratch my back, I'll 
scratch yours" implications. Callers are encourage to seek C ALLERLAB accreditation, 
and those who sign accreditation applications are reminded that their signatures should 
be valuable and carefully controlled commodities, not given lightly. 

All fees received from accreditation are used to administer the progrilm and 
any excess funds are earmarked for educational purposes.

Members of the Starlight Twirlers 
know for certain that some people who 
have attended our Fu11 Nites have 
dismissed square dancing as a direct 
consequence of either the cost [about 
$1 on for a woman's first outfit!l or 
the appearance ("I wouldn't be caught 
dead in those ridiculous outfits!"] of 
the square dance costume which is 
e:ii:pected, and sometimes required to 
be worn. lt takes a brave new-comer 
to buck tradition and Ignore criticism. 
September's guidelines for angels always 
say to wear square dance attire, not 
slacks or street clothes. 

Why? Do we really want to limit 
the pleasures of square dancing to only 
those who are willing to dress in costume? 
{If men had to dress in nylons, pettipants, 
petticoats, and then try to fit a win! er 
coat over all the bulk. would square 
dancing be where it is today?) Am I 
the only person who has stayed home 
some nights because I just couldn't 
get up the ambition to haul on all those 
clothes that other times I enjoy wearing? 
I doubt it! 

I just can't keep wondering, when 
1 see and hear all the concerns about 
why we can't attnct more people to 
square dancing, whether we're selecting 
out by definition a significant number 
of people; and whether it is more 
important to maintain the dress code 
or to encourage larger numbers of people 
to dance.
