The East End Hangars
are nearing completion, we
expect that in the next 30-45 |
days the airport will start
experiencing aircraft activity
In the New East End
Hangars.

We
expect to have only a few more short closures
or disruptions of taxiway Alpha. We will do are
best to minimize the impact to the taxiway
traffic.

If you happen to notice the lights on for 2
days on June 1st that will be the burn in of the
light fixtures and is part of the project. The
project is expected to have final clean up and
be officially opened on June 12, 2023! [ am
happy to report that the open-door policy is
working well, it has even created a new
section of this article.

RUNUPS, WARMING UP, AND TAXIING OUT

Several airport regulars have brought up
the issue of propwash and the damage it may
cause. This is an ongoing issue on the field.
FAR 91.3(a) makes a very open statement
regarding a pilot's responsibility for the
operation of the aircraft. Most of us feel this
iIncludes propwash or damage it may cause.
Please be cautious of your propwash and
what is behind you. Selecting the proper
location and even direction of the propwash
blast can be the difference between a good

The
officers had an approximate position of the laser when
they came into Auburn. Sure enough as they
approached the airport they got hit by the laser and
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with the equipment they had on board they were able
to pinpoint the location and catch the culprit. | found

out later on that he was arrested and had all of his guns
impounded. If you ever see a laser please report it to
ATC and if able go over to the CHP office and knock on
the door on the north side of the building and let them
know. They want to catch them as much as you do.
