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THE TEXAS CHAIN-
STORE VASSACRE
Dear Sir,
With reference to Thomas
Muluemes letter in the July
edition of C&VG, his
suggestions are laudable,
but unfortunately
impractical and naive.

The Texas Extended
Basic cartridge was
originally sold in this
country at a price of
around 190.00. Yes, it was
expensive, but it was
available. Whether or not
it was worth that much is
difficult to say. Certainly,
dealers were given little
option in what they
charged for the cartridge.
Even at that price profits
were small.

Since then, Extended
Basic has been reduced in
price several times until •
finally the TI-99/4A was
discontinued. At that
point, dealers who merely
regarded the TI as a
vehicle for making money
simply decided to cut
their losses and get rid of
all the cartridges at
whatever price they could
get for them. This meant
that ExBas was now
available for around the
£40.00 mark. But to
pretend that this is what
the module should have
cost and to state that this is
what it should cost now is
naive.

As one of the two
dealers left in this country
able to supply Extended
Basic from stock, I have no
intention of going
bankrupt simply to be a
nice guy in supplying
products at the prices they
were being dumped at.
Extended Basic may not
be cheap from me (or my
competitor and friend) but
it is available. And as long
as it remains available, it
will be at its current price,
if for no other reason than
to allow me to provide
back-up service (have you

tried getting after-sales
service from any of the
supermarket chains who
sold the TI as though it
were a can of beans? Or
even asked them for
advice?).

As to his suggestion that
an independent producer
should make Extended
Basic — why should they?
The likes of Quicksilva.
Psion, Ocean etc. never
acknowledged the Texas
when it was in production.
Its hardly likely that they
are going to now. But in
any event, Texas
Instruments still hold the
rights to produce
Extended Basic (and all
the other cartridges for
that matter), so any
attempts to produce an
independently made
Extended Basic will be in
breach of TI's copyright.

So to answer Mr.
Muluemes plea — the only
sensible solution to the
lack of Extended Basics
has already been found,
le they are being imported
from the USA.

This g a m e  i s  t h e  fi r s t
computer g a m e  f r o m  t h e
American manufacturers who
began b y  making cartridges
for dedicated v id e o  g a me s
machines.

It wa s  a  sh a me  tha t the
game did not use any of the
new h igh  speed  load  tech -
niques developed fo r the 64

taking a  good five o r six
minutes to load.

I fi rst  played Pitfa ll on the
Atari V CS  a n d  en joyed  i t
immensely so  I  wa s  looking
forward to a deluxe version on
the 64 with  greatly improved
graphics a n d  so u n d .  T h i s
wasn't t h e  ca se .  Act ivision
appear t o  h a v e  t r i e d  t o
convert the game exactly —
without adding any frills — not
using the 64's extra capacity.

But t h e re  i s  o n e  u se fu l
improvement over the original
game. When you lose all your
lives yo u  don ' t  have  t o  g o
back to the very beginning of
the game.

For the uninitiated, Pitfall is
a simp le  t o  understand a rc-
ade-style Adven tu re  g a me .
You play Pitfall Harry, a jungle
explorer who is racing against
the clock to dash through the
jungle co llect ing  t reasu res
Obstacles like rolling barrels,
crocodiles, fl ash fl oods a n d
scorpions have to be jumped

over. But if it 's easy to under
stand the objective, the game
certainly isn 't  easy t o  beat!
Pitfall is fun and challenging.

Cuthbert in the Jungle is not
a patch on Pitfall, though. It 's
just n o t  a s  smooth  a s  t h e
original Wh e n  you attempt to
use the ladders to the under-
ground passages, you tend to
get stuck on the ladder on the
way back up.

The graph ics a re  n o t  a s
pretty either — the crocodiles
and scorpions are  much  too
small. One other annoying frill
is that every time you want to
start a new game, you have to
listen to a silly jingle.

C&VG's advice  i f  you
want to have fun in the jungle,
get Act ivision 's P i t f a l l  a n d
beware of imitators!

On o n e  o f  t h e  f e w  d a y s
recently when the sun blazed
down, the C&VGArcade Spy
decided t o  h i t  a  se a sid e
resort on the south coast.

Brighton! —  t h e  seaside
resort w i t h  mile s o f  pebble
strewn beaches, co u n t le ss
shops s e l l i n g  d i f f e r e n t
fl a v o u re d  r o c k  a n d  a
magnificent shopping centre
was t h e  destination i n  th e
Spy's q u e s t  f o r  t h e  b e s t
arcade around!

Brighton w a s  ce rta in ly a
surprise after the hustle and
bustle o f  the  We st  End. I t s
arcades on ly ever burst in to
life i n  t h e  su mme r mo n th s
and i t  i s  e v e r y  a rc a d e
owner's hope that the money
spent in them by punters will
see h i m th rough  t h e  long ,
lean win te r months until the
following summer.

As I  dived in to  my  pocket
to h a v e  a  q u i c k  z a p  a t
Defender, I  rea lised t h a t  I
was in a gamer's paradise —
the p rice  o f  g a me s a s  a
whole is approximately 50%
cheaper in  Brighton than in
the We s t  End .  Whe reas a
game w i l l  c o s t  5 0 p  i n
London, i t ' l l  c o s t  .3 0 p  i n
Brighton. 3 0 p  g a me s  a r e
down to 20p and 20p games
are down to  l o p  and, as far
as I  could see, you  st ill ge t
the same number of lives.

Arcades in  Brighton ere a
different s t o r y  a l t o g e th e r
from their cousins in London.
They t e n d  t o  b e  ro o mie r,
lighter and airier, the sounds
of games aren't as loud and a
more relaxed atmosphere is
prevalent. O n e  o f  t h e  fi rs t
things that struck me  is the
extreme cleanliness o f  t h e
arcades — you could actually
catch a wh if f  o f  polish lu rk-
ing in  the air! In fact, i t  was
quite a common sight to see
cleaners wande ring  a round
with  a duster and a bottle o f
Windolene ru b b in g  a w a y
sticky fingerprints!

If you wa lk down from the
station t o wa rd s  t h e  s e a ,
you'll come into West Street
which h a s  t h e  astound ing
number o f  fi ve  arcades a l l
with in th ree  hundred ya rds
— three of wh ich  are owned
by Jimmy Heal Enterprises!

The fi rs t  arcade in  We s t
Street is Regency Leisure —
a prime position as i t  is the
first arcade you come across
on the  wa y  d o wn  f ro m the

station. Regency Leisure was
one of the few arcades at the
time o f  wri t in g  wh ich  h a d
Atari's TX -1  — t h e  th ree-
screen Grand Prix game -
and Nintendo's V.S.  Tenn is

a two-player tennis game
with  d u a l  s c re e n  a c t i o n
where yo u  ca n ' t  see  wh a t
your o p p o n e n t 's  p l a n  o f
action is until he's played his

shot. Other games that were
new o n  t h e  sce n e  w e r e
Gap/us — a  hybrid of Galaga
and G a la x / a n  —  S t e r n ' s
Bagman, Exciting Soccer — a
brilliant football game — Sp y
Hunter, S ta r Wars and Pole
Position, L in in g  t h e  w a l l s
were some real gems, some
dating b a ck t o  the  a rk!  —
Baby Pac-Man, Zaxxon, Pop.
Eye, Jo u s t ,  M a d  Planets,
Centipede and Frogger.

A lmo st  n e x t  d o o r  t o
Regency Leisure is the  fi rst
of t h e  Hea l f a mily ' s  seven
arcades, Galaxy is an arcade
which wi l l  appeal especially
to t h e  younger aeneration,
You cou ld  b e  mistaken f o r
t h in k in g  t h a t  y o u  h a d
wandered in to a new type of
daytime disco. The walls are
glittery, pop music floats out
from hidden speakers and, to
complete the  illusion, the re
are mirro red  g lobes o n  th e
ceiling which reflect different
coloured lights.

Mo s t  o f  t h e  g a m e ' s
cabinets a r e  fi t t e d  w i t h
ashtrays! — a brilliant idea as
they r e a l l y  s t o p  p e o p le
grind ing s t u b s  i n t o  t h e
c a r p e t s .  G a m e s  t h a t

particularly caught my eye in
Galaxy w e r e  B o m b  Ja ck ,
Exciting So cce r,  T r a c k  &

Family Fun
you'll h it  Family Fun I .  Th is
was t h e  fi rst  o f  the  Heat's
arcades and has been around
for a b o u t  seven  years.  I t s
decor is  aimed a t the family
— a  place where the who le
family can go to  play games
together. It  has lots of space
and is  ve ry ligh t  wi t h  we ll-
tended plants growing in wall
brackets. I t ' s  on  t wo  levels
with  a  wid e  shop  f ro n t  t o
attract c u s t o m,  B e ca u se

Brighton is a  holiday resort,
there i s  n o  ban on  children
under the age o f 1 8  playing
games unaccompanied by an
adult as there is in  London.
So lo n g  a s  t h e re  a re  n o
rowdy groups disturbing the
peace, a ll ages are welcome
in the arcades.

There a r e  ma n a g e rs  i n
every arcade to  keep an eye
on the place and one or other
of the Heal brothers or their
cousins are always around to
make sure that everything is
running smoothly. Their main
headquarters a r e  a t  t h i s
arcade. Th is wa s one o f the
few a rc a d e s  t o  c o n t a i n
Punch O u t  —  t h e  n e w
boxing game wh ich  was very
popular amongst the Vidkids.

Next in  West  Street's line
of a rcades i s  t h e  Crys t a l
Room —  a n  amazing p lace
diffused w i t h  a  b lu e  lig h t .
The arcade is incredibly large
-  about 4 0  metres long —
with lattice wo rk suspended
from t h e  ce il in g  e n twin e d
with  green plants. The effect
is great. The arcade is a nice
mix between Galaxy with  its
disco-type a tmosphere  a n d
Family Fu n  w i t h  i t s  f a mily
atmosphere. I t 's modern and
spacious — abou t 4 5  video
machines in all — and has a
good se lection o f  f ru it  and
pinball machines.

The fi f t h  arcade and  th e
one nearest  t o  t h e  se a  i s
Amusements, p a r t  o f  t h e
Wilson Group .  Th is  h a s  a
relatively small frontage and
could be quite easy to  miss.
It's long, narrow and, though
large by London's standards,
quite s ma l l  b y  B rig h to n 's
standards. De vo te d  ma in ly



to fru it machines, the arcade
has approximately 1 8  video
games such as Sega's Turbo,
Mr D o ' s  W i l d  Rid e ,  S t a r
Wars, Grand Champion, Spy
Hunter, Tro n  and Gorf. Th e
Wilson G ro u p  d o e s  o w n
another a rcade  in  t h e  area

which is devoted entire ly to
fruit machines.

Family Fun  I I  i s  th e  fi rs t
arcade on  the seafront tha t
was visited. Similar to all the
other arcades that lined the
beach, i t  is quite sparse and
devoid of the flashing lights,
carpets a n d  fl o we rs  t h a t
characterised the arcades in
West Street. The  floors are
concrete —  sensib le  wh e n
people are coming in straight

0
off t h e  beach  a n d  t h e
games are mostly shoot-'em-
ups.

It appears that shoot-'em-
ups and fast  moving games
are mo re  p o p u la r o n  t h e
beach than, say,  something

so o f t e n  fo u n d  i n  seaside
arcades.

The next two  arcades you
come a cro ss a s  y o u  wa l k
towards Palace Pier a re  o n
the promenade itse lf  under.
neath th e  arches. Russe ll's
Leisure Ce n t re  i s  a  la rg e
arcade wi t h  th ree  areas —
each a re a  t a k in g  u p  t h e
space o f  o n e  a r c h  a n d
resembling h u g e  co n cre te
caves. Th e  fl o o rs a re  t i le d
and t h e  p la ce  lo o ks  q u ite
sparse. Games include Track

like Dra g o n 's  La ir.  Ha v in g
said that, Family Fun II had a
Dragon's Lair, M.A.C.1-1, 3 ,
and Galaxy Ranger which are
amongst t h e  n e we r games
around. Older games include
Sea Wo l f  II, Rip •Off ,  Ju n o
First, Cra zy Kong, Galaxian,
E ta t t lezone  a n d  S p a c e
Phantom. I t  a l s o  b o a s t s
several Penny Waterfa lls —
those f rust ra t ing  mach ines

& Field, Ro c ' n '  Rope, S ta r
Wars, T e m p e s t ,  G a l a x y
Ranger, S c ra mb le ,  Z e r o ,
Cosmic Guerilla and Turbo.

Further on down  the prom
and st ill under the arches is
Fearstel Amusements wh ich
has, apart from video games,
fruit ma ch in e s a n d  P e n n y
Waterfalls, a  kidd ie 's p la y-
ground area wh ich  caters for
really young children. in front
of th e  arcade is  a  Tea and
Fish and Ch ip  shop. Behind
this a n d  u n d e r t h e  a rches
you'll find the games. I t 's  a
huge p lace ,  u s in g  perhaps
four to five arches, and there
are about 3 5  games in  a l l
with  one real gem. TX- I was
sitting p ro u d ly  i n  a  h u g e
space b y itse lf  wi t h  no-one
playing i t  a  f a c t  wh ich
surprised me.

A c ouple of  hundred yards
up t h e  road  i s  Palace Pie r
which p roud ly b o a sts t w o
amusement arcades owned
by t h e  Nob le  Group. Fu lly
carpeted w i t h  h ig h  ro o f s ,
these t w o  arcades conta in
well over 150 games ranging
f ro m t h e  P a c - M a n  e r a
th rough  t o  t h i s  y e a r ' s
re leases. N e w e r  g a m e s

included  X e v i o u s ,  P o l e
Position, Circu s Charlie, M r
Do's Wi ld  Ride, TX -1 ,  S p y
Hunter,  G a l a x y  Ra n g e r ,
Crystal Ca st le ,  C ro s s b o w
and Discs o f  Tron.

The last  three arcades t o
be visited  we re  a ll beyond
the p ie r o n  Made ira  Drive .
These three arcades belong
to the Heal family and again
cater a lmo st  so le ly f o r  t h e
beach t r a d e .  A q u a r i u m
Amusements i s  s i t u a t e d
above t h e  Do lp h in a r iu m
while C lo wn s  a n d  Fa mi ly
Wonderland a r e  s i t u a t e d
further u p  Ma d e ira  Drive ,
They a r e  a l l  re a so n a b ly
similar t o  Fa mily Fu n  I I  i n
layout, games and design but
differ slightly in  size and the
number o f  v id e o  games in
each. All three have their fair
share o f  f ru i t  mach ines a s
well as the  Penny Waterfa ll
type games but in  each one
you can guarantee to  find at
least three of the latest video
games.

In conclusion, the  Arcade
Spy wo u ld  d e fi n ite ly g i v e
Brighton t h e  " t h u mb s  u p "
on t h e  a rcade  f ro n t .  T h e
arcades are a ll so clean and
well looked after. There is a
great v a r i e t y  o f  v id e o s ,
pinballs a n d  f ru i t  machines
and a n yo n e  c a n  p la y  t h e
games regardless o f  age —
this o n ly makes sense in  a
holiday re s o r t  wh e re  t h e
arcade o w n e r s  h o p e  t o
attract as mu ch  custom a s
possible. Th e ir on ly st ipu la-
tion is  tha t  people are  we l l
behaved and not too rowdy!

And finally, I  believe tha t
Brighton's arcades k i l ls  th e
old image of arcades as being
seedy d ive s a n d  p laces o f
iniquity.

— mo re  a n d  mo re  ju n g le
beasts appear t o  ma ke  life
more dangerous.

If at any stage a hippo or a
rhino is sleeping in your path,
you can deal wi t h  i t  in  th is
fashion.

If the hippo/rhino is in  the
left corner and the path you
want t o  f o l lo w goes righ t ,
get be low the  hippo /  rh ino
and t h e n  s imu lt a n e o u s ly
push your sword  up  and t o
the right. Th is wi l l  sh if t  the
reluctant animal.

Sometimes the gap is too

small f o r poor Sabre Man to
get through — so  he 'll have
to find an orchid wh ich  wi l l
give h im the power o f  invul-
nerability i n  o rd e r t o  g e t
around the animal.

I t  was fi ght or
die — and fi ght they would
even though their whole
civilisation would never be the
same after the battle — whatever
the outcome. The best the Kalons
could hope for was to defeat the Fire
Demon and hope that they would live
to serve the higher principles of peace
and justice in the future.

Whether Kalos wil l  remain the bastion of
peace in the Third Sector, no one can say. But
already in the Pleasure Domes and Relaxation
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(*.3 Wa r r i o r  as the next Kalon general.

There I  was , s mugly  think ing I ' d
wrapped up this month's Adventure
pages, when I  looked with honor  at
my disc  direc tory  and found I  was
three granules short! Having spent the
day checking through the games I'd
reviewed by playing them again, tidy-
ing copy up, adding bits, answering
helping letters  and fi ling things , I
though OH NO! Not another, at this
late hour!

A BBC game, I  thougnt -  shorter
loading t ime than the Commodore
and eas ier  on the fi ngers than the
Spectrum. I  perus ed t he  software
shelf and  s aw  noth ing spec ial. I
pulled out Haunted Abbey From M X
and, after an hour, wished I hadn't!

There was something very nasty in
that abbey and it kept taking me back
to BASIC READY with a c lick  and a
beep halfway  through t he  load.  I
repeatedly changed volume and tone
and then tr ied the reverse side — no
duplicate. Asking for copying were I
ever able to load it ,  wasn't it? So I
looked c losely at the conditions on
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the inlay — piracy being a hot subject.
The game is sold subject to A&F's un-
mentioned c ondit ions . T h in k  I ' m
clairvoyant, do they? I'd be a mug to
waste money wr iting to them just to
find Out what they didn't want me to
do, wouldn't I?

However, t he  in lay  d id  say they
didn't warn me to copy -  just as well I
couldn't load it, I suppose. And what's
this bit about not lending? Personally.
I think  that's downr ight cheeky. I f  I
want to lend my  own property  to a
friend I will -  and nobody will stop
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me! Piracy is  one thing -  back-up
copying and lending is another.

A&F undertake to replace copies
that do not load. but I needed to meet
a deadline and c ould not wait  that
long. Piracy, eh? So I picked up Flint's
Gold -  it  had a copy on both sides.

A&F's loss was Micrograf s gain, for
here, under an innocuous inlay, was a
gem. Here, i n  glor ious  technicolor
and four  track sound, was  a  light,
bubbly  Adventure. I  c ould see the
green palm trees and the galleon in
the bay under a blue sky. I could hear
the rush of foam on a tropical beach
and the screech of seagull's c irc ling
overhead. The sailor's hornpipe got a
hold of me and I drifted. . _a welcome
change f r om heav y  puz z ling a n d
synonym bashing.

All this was not in the mind — there it
was coming from the speaker and
screen of my Beet). Eventually, I came
face to face with a black  and white
tex t A d v e n t u r e  w i t h  p i c t o r i a l
interludes, b u t  t h e  s ound effec ts
continued, br inging the colour back
to mind.

The language was  heav ily  over-
done. "Ay e Aye, Matey ," and "OK,
Jim Lad" are among the phrases, but
even when Long John Silver smashed
me with his crutch and I was told "You
are dead, matey !" I  d idn' t  mind! I
cursed, but I had a smile on my face. I
had been thoroughly enjoying myself
getting drunk  on grog, lis tening to
whispered messages from a seaman
lurk ing in a dark alley  and try ing to
milk a goat!

Despite what I  said about a relief
from puzzling, this  Adventure is  not
without problems — but it is wonder-
fully entertaining with it!

In Mystery of Munroe Manor, I found a
most unus ua l Adv entur e .  M u s ic
accompanies t h e  t i t l e  p a g e  a n d
continues w h i ls t  t h e  bac k ground
story is  unfolded. This  tells  o f  Lord
Munroe, the famous Adventurer who,
on r e t u r n in g  f r o m  E g y p t ,  h a s
strangely bec ome a  rec luse in  his
West Country  manor, T he s tory  is
authenticated b y  graphic ally  d is -
played front pages from The Times
and Guardian o f  1903. Perhaps this
gives away the age of the author for,
when I  s tar ted r eading i t ,  i t  was
known as the Manchester Guardian.

Just a s  w e l l ,  t hen ,  t ha t  I  w as
assigned the role of a Times reporter
following up the story.

I was transported to  the dr ive o f
Munroe Manor after dark. The eerie
music continued as, across one of the
lit windows, the figure of a man could
be seen moving. The door  opened

and a shaft of light crept out. I went in
and t h e  doo r  c los ed beh ind  me,
creaking forebodingly.

Unfortunately, the tension that had
built up collapsed as this  point, for
there was a 1 2-minute wait whilst the
main program loaded.

I found myself in a dimly lit hallway,
stairs just v is ible disappearing up to
the left and a door on the right. There
was a mirror  on the wall opposite. I
looked a t  i t  and  r ead a  message
written i n  b lood.  Dramatic  mus ic
accompanied the image of the writing
on the mirror.

As you may have gathered, Munroe
Manor  i s  a  g r aph ic s  a n d  t e x t
Adventure, w ith  a  pic ture at every
location, These are drawn with such
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rapidity that the  response compares
well w i t h  m a n y  a  non-graphical
Adventure. The pictures are detailed
and colourful, too.

What lets the game down is the text.
A short lis t o f  common words  and
abbreviations is provided in the inlay,
and discovery of other words is left to
your logic .  T he standard response
"UNABLE T O  TRANSLATE T R Y
AGAIN" does  nothing to  he lp  the
player find the right ones.

I eventually  got stuck halfway up
the stairs, where a section had rotted
away becoming apparently  unpass-
able. A lengthy session spent trying to
cross it led nowhere. Neither jumping
nor mending was possible and I got
caught up in a sequence of "CAN'T
GO T H ER E"  a n d  " U N ABLE T O
TRANSLATE." Unfor tunately ,  t h e
latter was also the response to my plea
for help and I dec ided that either my
powers of logic or the vocabulary was
extremely limited.

Perhaps I  was just not in tune with
the vocab., which is a pity, for a game
that had  ex c ited a t  t he  start, .dis-
appointed before I got very far.

64. priced E8.50.

THREE EPICS
Castle Frankenstein, T he Quest for
the Holy  Grail and The Kingdom o f
Klein are three text adventures from
Epic Software for the BBC micro.

The games  a l l  f o l low  t he  s ame
format. They start with Epic 's " logo
--  a  catchy  tune play ed t o  s ome
clever graphics of  the word "EPIC"
shifting around the  screen. This  I
found to be the most interesting and
enjoyable feature of each cassette.

The instructions load after the logo
and are well presented and compre-
hensive. I n  eac h c as e s ome k e y
commands ar e le f t  o n  the  sc reen
whilst the main program loads.

All games  have a  v ery  fas t res-
ponse, w ith coloured scrolling text.
Too many  b lank  lines  hav e b e e n
inserted for comfort, for  all too soon
previous parts  o f  the conversation
disappear.

The vocabulary  is  different f r om
most Adventures, in  that to enter a
building the command is "go in" .  I t
took me quite a while to suss this one,
which is  quite extraordinary really ,
for it  makes perfect sense. It 's  jus t
that I have never come across the use
of it in an Adventure before!

What detracts from the games is
the lack of any "obvious ex it" routes
— the North, South, East and Wes t
type. Without  these, one  tends  t o
blunder wildly  along paths and round
courtyards, bumpting into all manner
of obs tac les  i n  one ' s  w a y .  F o r
example, a road is  likely  to change
direction suddenly without any warn-
ing, when the player will come to a

"you can't go there" obstruction and
has t o  ty pe away  unt i l a  route is
found.

What o f  eac h game? Pr obably
Kingdom o f  Klein is  the best of  the
bunch, a lthough t ha t  is n ' t  r ea l ly
saying too much. A palace courtyard
seems illogical i f  you are try ing to
map it — although it seems all right as
you play. From east end, type S and
you get to the south end, type W and
you get to the west end. or N and you
get to the north-end.

In Klein, you must get the magic
Klein bottle by  defy ing the witch's
curse, s olv e s ome mys ter ies  a n d
return the bottle. There seemed to be
a minimum number of problems and
a lot o f  bumping into things dur ing
the journey  to the mountain. Not  a
mind-bender by  any  means and, I
decided, it  held no real interest for
me, lack ing in any charm or humour
as compensation.

Castle Frankenstein starts off at an
inn — yet another where I was unable
to get a pint! The monster Franken-
stein is  thought to be on the loose
again, committing murders, and you
must fi nd and k ill him. "Explore the
graveyard and Castle ruins, with its
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secret passages, sulphur  pits  etc ."
says the  ins truction. Reads l ik e  a
tourist guide, doesn't it? Trouble was,
have paraffin lamp — no paraffin.

This i s  a  par ticular ly  infur iat ing
game, as I can only assume the lamp
was empty .

Quest for the Holy Grail follows the
same tiresome format — find the Holy
Grail and return it to Camelot. I won't
bore you with the details. A l l  in all,
this trio did not inspire me one bit — I
found the lot  irrepressibly dull ar id
awful.

Ghostly
comings and goings occur at differ-
ent times as the game progresses —
that's i f  y o u  h a n g  a r ound  l o n g
enough to see.

Other places o f  interest are a jail
you have to break IN to and a visit to
"Boot Hill" . Beware though, that you
don't become one of its more recent
occupants.

The s tables  a r e  another  p lac e
worthy of note, with lots to offer the
prospec tive t r eas ur e  h u n t e r  i n
pursuit of his riches. O f course, you
can e n d  u p  i n  a  s melly  p i l e  o f
manure, should you be on the wrong
end o f  an argument w ith  a  horse.
Such humiliat ion i s  no t ,  however ,
without its  own rewards. As  for  the
horse, get him moving and you'll ride
to pastures new.

What else is needed? Some know-
ledge of basic chemistry, a touch of
morse c ode,  a n d  hope  that  y our
hands don ' t  b lis ter  t o o  eas ily  —
there's lots  o f  digging to be done!
Also, mak e s ure y ou'r e i n  pr ime
physical c ondit ion, ( y ou  n e e d  t o
jump around a lot!) and use all fi ve
senses.

Probably t h e  mo s t  int r ic ate o f
Scott's original 12 Adventures. Ghost
Town, just sits there and challenges
you to solve it. You'll end up dead in
a number  o f  ingenious  ways, b u t
don't lose heart — all the information
needed is there for you to come out a
winner.

Being the owner of an Atari with disc
drive, I  have tended to concentrate
my Adventure play ing on disc-based
games .  B u t  t h e  t a p e - b a s e d
Adventures from Level 9 have been
hitting the headlines  recently , s o I
thought it time to try one myself.

In this Adventure, the player has to
overthrow the demon k ing, who is
tucked away far behind many elabo-
rate defences. Using either cunning
and sk ill, o r  brute force, y ou must
find a way through these to reach the
Dark Tower. This you must destroy,
for it contains his source of power.

Once at  the tower , gaining entry
could be a  b ig  problem for, i f  you
have missed one of the four keys on
the way there, you may never get in.
Once ins ide ,  s tay ing a l iv e  l o n g
enough to k il l  the demon k ing w il l
involve you in a dangerous game of
hide a n d  s eek  w i t h  demons  a n d
some very nasty guards. Being in the
right p lac e a t  t h e  r igh t  t ime  w i l l
eventually let good (you, the player)
tr iumph over evil.

To say that this is a big Adventure
would b e  a n  understatement, f o r
there a r e  ov e r  200 locations  a n d
some of the most elaborate problems

that I  h a v e  e v e rto ov e r c ome
encountered.

Adventure Quest more than lived
up t o  m y  expectations f o r  a  tape
game. T h e  tex t  descr iptions wer e
long and made both compelling and
exciting reading — the like of which I
had o n l y  b e f o r e  s e e n  o n  d i s c
Adventures. The response time was
good and the vocabulary understood
by t h e  pr ogr am le f t  l i t t le  t o  b e
desired.

Level 9  Adventures  are suppLed
with an envelope and card entitling
the player to one free clue. But Level
9 have n o w  gone one better  and
supply v e r y  c omprehens iv e h i n t
sheets for all their Adventures free, if
you s e n d  a  s tamped addres s ed
envelope.

Although available for a wide range
of micros (see below), Atar i fans in
particular should be overjoyed at the
price - E9,90 compared with the usual
E30 price tag on most Atari software.

He therefore commiss ioned t e n
similar figures to be made, worthless
until all brought together, when they
would div ulge the whereabouts o f
the golden fi gure. These were well
hidden b y  t h e  Ma jo r  befor e h i s
death, using military knowledge and
tactics. I t  is  reported that, o f  those
who have sought the figures, only  a
handful have returned.

So it is that you find yourself joining
in the search in  Ten Lit t le Indians,
one of  the Mysterious Adventures. I
found i t  to have an interesting p lot
and, although not too diffi cult, it has
many a concealed snare to decoy the
unwary Adventurer. I n  one o r  two
locations, just pausing to consider my
next move turned out to  be a  fatal
mistake. This gave the game that little
extra urgenc y , s t imulating ex c ite-
ment and interest to the extent that,
once s tar ted, I  jus t  h a d  t o  fi gh t
through to a successful end.

That is  not to say the game is  too
easy — judging by the latest batch of
Helpline letters , many  readers are
having problems! The main diffi culty
seems to  b e  — ah, that would b e
telling! My  advice is  to keep things
simple and not try to be so tidy if you
are to be successful!

THE QUEST
The Q ues t is  a n  Adv enture f r om
Commodore for the 64 and is supplied
on a disc along with five other games
plus a back-up utility program, under
the collective title of The Six Variety
Games Programs. T he package i s
often supplied free when a disc drive
is purchased.

The back-up utility , I  discovered,
was just about the slowest back-up on
earth, r equir ing about  4 5  minutes
(with operator intervention through-
out) to copy a complete disc. I tried it
out on the Commodore disc itself and
found none of the games would run
from the back-up copy!

So mu c h  f o r  tak ing precautions
against Commodore dis c  failures! I
loaded The Quest from the main disc
with a feeling of foreboding!

The leaflet that comes with the disc
includes a  reas onable g u id e  t o
playing The Quest and explains that it
has a  vocabulary o f  51 words , bu t
accepts others in certain situations, In
fact, this is  an understatement, s ince
there is a GLOSSARY command which
lists 51 words, all of which are verbs
and directions. As there are plenty of
objects and scenery in the game, the
overall vocabulary is much bigger.

When played, the game gives  a
similar feeling to the Colossal Cave,
although the plot is entirely different.
The setting is, nevertheless, in a net-
work of underground caves and the
objective is  to  fi nd the Maker  and
return him to his source of power.

Although it is supplied on disc, that
is n o t  s t r ic t ly  necessary , f o r
discovered that it does not access the
disc dur ing play.

In explor ing the caves, one must
traverse a  var iety  o f  passages and
crystal chambers etc. — all the usual
trappings. Stone and iron staircases
abound and from the centre of it all
spreads out an orange glow.

Var ious  m y s t e r y  o b je c t s  a r e
encountered that appear  to require
magic to move and there are some
nice puzzles for the mind to grapple
with. A lot of exploration will have to
be d o n e  t o  dis c ov er  t h e  var ious
facilities av ailable f o r  s olv ing t h e
puzzles.

This is a text-only Adventure, with a
fast response and, according to the
instructions, it  has 120 rooms and 53
objects. I  never  l ik e to  k now how
many there are — it adds a dimension
of surprise to find out for yourself!

Quite a  good Adventure fo r  the
beginner and one that w ill probably
be p lay ed b y  mor e  ex per ienc ed
players too. To explore and map the
game w i l l  tak e qu i t e  s ome t ime.
Although it is supplied on disc, that is
not strictly necessary, for  it  does not
access the disc during play.

TITANIC

The Adventure begins. Or so says the
cassette inlay. In fact, Titanic  for the
48k Spec t r um i s  n o t  r e a l l y  a n
Adventure, bu t  a  strategy game. I
always thought that a strategy game
contained an algor ithm that allowed
the play er  w h o  had  dev eloped a
sound strategy to win, give or take a
bit of luck.

Titanic thrives on  a  very  h it  and
miss approach. T o begin with, y ou
must raise enough cash to finance an
expedition to fi nd the sunken wreck
and find and recover gold that was on
board.

This is quite fun, for there is a selec-
tion menu o f  15 lik ely  sources on
finance and you must gamble, to a
certain ex tent, o n  whic h w i l l  offer
you the most. I  found a publishing
company t h a t  w a s  b e i n g  q u i t e
generous ( c o u ld  i t  h a v e  b e e n
EMAP??!) so I took advantage of their
offer of £240,000.

I t hen  went  s hopping f o r  same
NASA photos of large objects in the
search area, ex per t  d iv ing  teams,
repair kits for the ship and supplies.

The next part of the game involves
shifting your ship around the sea by
using direc t ion keys  and i t  jumps
about 0.5 centimetres per time. If you
have been wise enough to purchase
a photo, about 17 pink spots mark the
sea at the positions of large objects.
On ar r iv al a t  o n e  o f  these, t h e
chances are that you w i l l  have run
straight into an iceberg. Even though
you knew there was something there,
there w as  n o  means  o f  detec ting
whether to plough on regardless, or
approach with caution.

Should y ou b e  luc k y  enough t o
detect a wreck below you, you may
then ignore it or send down a div ing
team. Of course, it is quite likely  to be
an o ld  war time s hip that explodes
and takes your div ing team with it.

If and when you eventually find the
Titanic, t hen  i t  mus t  b e  ex plored
(limited air  supply) to fi nd the gold.
The Titanic  has four floors which for
some peculiar reason are arranged as
a maze. Al l  is  not lost, though, for  a
map is  available to v iew in some of
the rooms. There are more hazards
down there to avoid — well, you can't
actually avoid them so much as just
come upon them and hope that the
random f a t e  t h a t  awaits  y o u  i s
favourable.

To me, this  made a change from
Adventure. I t  c ould hav e made a
good strategy game too,  h a d  t he
whole business not been so depen-
dent on luck! As  there is  very litt le
scope f o r  planning y our  strategy.
neither the description of strategy or
Adventure would seem to apply.

This i s  t h e  s ec ond game i n  t h e
Mountains of Ket trilogy and starts off
on the far s ide o f  the mountain. To
reach that point was (had you played
it) your objective in Ket. However, it is
not nec es s ar y  t o  h a v e  p l a y e d
Mountains of  Ket to be able to enjoy
Vran.

Your aim here is to reach and enter
the temple and put an end to its ev il
occupants. You start off endowed with
the three items you were carrying as
you reac hed t h e  f a r  s ide  o f  t he
mountain in the previous game.

One o f  t h e  h a z a r d s  t o  b e
encountered is  a r ight nest o f  nasty
warts — creatures who are in the habit
of thr owing a c id  a t  y o u  w ithout
warning. As in Mountains of Ket, there
is a combat mode, though this time the
rules have been slightly altered.

Some of  the things you may come
across are an elephant, a huge pile of
washing up, a k itten and a mouse.

KURTZ AND THE DARK FORCES
Wow! What a title! The object of this
game is to destroy the evik Klartz who
travels t h r ough  t i m e  a n d  s pac e
corrupting t h e  v er y  fabr ic  o f  the
universe. T o  achieve this, you must
assemble t he  relic s  o f  his  v ic tims
under the power  of light. In  theory,
this should radiate enough power to
destroy Klartz.

To fi nd the relics, you must travel
through fi ve different t ime zones in
your time capsule. The zones are early
solar, mid-solar, late solar, far space
and outer galaxy.

Each zone has a topical problem.
For example, in the Roman time you
must get past a  Roman guard. The
problems that confront you get harder
as the game progresses.

Unfortunately, the game is  not as
inspiring as its title or the description
might suggest. I t  would have been a
lot easier if  it had been written with
the user in mind. After all, who knows
what they have done wrong i f  the
computer replies  ILLEGAL INPUT.
PLEASE RECOMPUTE?

The HELP command is  of  no help
either. The only message I could get
was MESSAGE DELETED BY  T HE
ORDER O F  KLARTZ. Well ,  I  don ' t
know about you, bu t  I  feel that in
Adventures you are meant to battle
against t h e  puzz les  a n d  n o t  t h e
author's apathy towards the player.
For me, the game was ruined by  its
unfriendliness.

The lack of help when you make a
mistake is  very annoying and, in my
opinion, Mik e Meineck , the author,
should have replaced the PLEASE RE-
COMPUTE message with I  DO NOT
UNDERSTAND (VERB/NOUN). In the
absence of this, my only option was to
try different verbs and nouns until the
computer k new what I  was  talk ing
about.

Klartz is quite large, but I could not
travel through all its  realms for  the
reason that either the game was too
difficult f o r  m e ,  o r  i t s  lo g ic  t o o
strange. I  favour the latter but then
I'm biased. T o  b e  fair ,  t he  game
would have been worth buy ing if  it
wasn't for all these minor things.

There a r e  thr ee versions: a  c u t
down Dragon 32/64 version, a  48k
Spectrum v er s ion a n d  o n e  w i t h
expanded graphics for  the Commo-
dore 64 whic h runs in  120k in  two
parts!

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A HANDFUL OF
BOOKS
As a change from slaving away over a
hot keyboard, I sat down and relaxed
for a while with a batch of  recently
released books on Adventure.

Graphics  Adv en t u r es  f o r  t h e
Spectrum 48k is by Richard G. Hurley
and c onta ins  l is t ings  f o r  s ev en
graphics Adv entur es .  T h e y  a r e
r epr oduc ed ( p r e s u m a b ly  f r o m
printer output) in greater clarity than I
have seen before in print.

Having said that, there is no point in
buying the book unless you intend to
sit down and type — or should I say
"rubber pad"? — at least one of the
listings in to your Spectrum. Looking
through them, it  is not a job I would
fancy, s inc e s ome hav e ov er  tw o
pages of numeric data. Make an error
and ,  .

Each game is preceded by hints on
typing in the listing, saving the game
— some non-routine saving methods
are used — plus tips and instructions
on how to play.

The b lu r b  says that t o  he lp  y ou
write your own Adventures, the tech-
niques used in wr iting the programs
are explained. This is  true, but only
as brief preambles, so you should not
expect to  learn how to  wr ite such
programs from scratch.

If G raphic  Adventures  ar e  y our
thing, and you are adept at entering
listings, then this book  could repre-
sent v er y  good  v alue f o r  money ,
although I can't vouch for the quality
of the games, as  I  have not keyed
them in myself.

Graphics  Adv en t u r es  f o r  t h e

Beyond the Arcade must be a title
to appeal to Adventure fans, who can
usually b e  r e l ied  o n  t o  hav e a n
interest i n  mos t  games  r equir ing
thought and strategy, as opposed to
fast reactions and manual dexterity.

By Nicholas Palmer, the book starts
off with a  useful discussion o f  the
characteris tics  o f  m o s t  c u r r e n t
popular mic ros  f r om t h e  garner 's
point of view. This takes into account
the software available, graphics cap-
ability  and so on. I f  you are about to
buy a computer, and unashamedly
admit that it's mainly for gaming, then
here's a useful comparison.

The book  then takes the reader
through the whole range of  strategy
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games, f r om Adventures , thr ough
war and resource games, to play by
mail games. In  fact, almost half the
book is devoted to the latter and it's
the most complete rundown on the
subject I have come across.

Pure Adventurers, though, should
peruse i t  before buy ing, as  not an
awful lo t  o f  i t  is  about Adventure
games.

Beyond the Arcade, b y  Nicholas
Palmer, is  from Mosaic  Publishing,
priced £6.95.

Finally, I came to The Adventurer's
Notebook by Mik e Gerrard. This  is
presented w ith  a  metal r ing  s pine
and is intended to be a working note-
book for the Adventurer,

The main  bu lk  o f  i t  consists o f
sheets o f  dummy  maps  and blank
tables for writing in objects, locations
and ac tions , f o r  us e as  a n  aide-
memoire dur ing play. It 's  an excel-
lent idea, but what happens when the
pages run out? The idea might have
been better  presented as a proper
loose-leaf folder, w ith  replacement
forms readily available, rather than as
a book.

Some 38 pages of text precede the
notebook section and comprise the
history of Adventure, hints on playing
and a lis t of currently available soft-
ware. T h e r e  i s  e v e n  a  s o r t  o f
abridged thesaurus inc luded and a
c h a p t e r  o n  R e c o m m e n d e d
Adventures,

Interestingly , A r t i c ' s  s er ies  i s

inc luded in this list, contrasting with l
the v iews  o f  Nicholas Palmer  (see
Beyond the Arcade above) who finds
Planet o f  Death "amazingly  dense"
and the others little better. Yes.

The text part of the book continues
with recommended books and I was
pleased t o  s ee T h e  Computer  &
Video Games Book  o f  Adventure
being the only  one named as non-
machine-specifi c.

Obviously C&VG is not thought by
the author  t o  b e  wor thy  o f  t r ue
Adventurers. whils t PCN (?) is! And
who's this  Br idge fe l low  h e  men-
tions?
