The bulk of tne powers conferred it. it are 
conferred upon the Lhniste1.· of L b1>r, but sec m cn 6 
au tnor t ses t'.e eppo ntmen t by the council of any mun1- 
oipali ty (whic.h includes a city) of a fuir price com­ 
mittee which is au chor Lz.ed uo inves1;ige.te number of 
-c;hings, including the cost witbine; the zr.unicip lity 
of y necesai ty of life, the price a.t \Vhioh 1 t is sol:l, 
and the i,.iriee which, in n.ie opinion of t ie committee 
~ould be a just nd reasonaole one wi-c;~in the munioi- 
P lit~. This aD..Inmi ttee is Inve aue d with the pcrrer s 
of a commissioner under nThe Enquiries Act" hich ould 
give it the porers necessary to Lake a full i vesti­ 
gation. If in the opinion of the committee there is 
evidence disclosing an offence against the gegulations 
the comnii ttee or the council may take ouch proceedings 
under the reRUlation as they de en proper., or may remit 
the evidence to the Attorney General to t·-ks such so ta on 
as he is pleased to institute. The expenses incurred by 
the comm t te e are made a charge upon the n:ttnicipality.

First., the judgn en c of the comm; ttee as to a 
fair price is not made even pri~a facie evidence of its 
onn accur acy, an couae uently upon any proceedings 
instituted it vrout d be necessary to prove that the 
p:r1ce at vvhich 'tihe article was sold ~1as .. ot a fair 
and reo.sonable one. This ;., ould certainly be an ext ... ' e­ 
maly difficult ta.sk for a municipality., as nearly 
all tae evide~ce required would be under the control 
of perso a accused of selli 10 unf .. irly. Some idea 
of t 1e di:f:f icul ty can be gc.. tt e ed frou. the ~xtr;;;..c t:;s 
contained in tte latter of Mr. I.a.Stewart. 

In the second lace, uhe c omm; ,:;tee could only 
be appointed by tne City Co'l,.liloil ~nd a committee 
appointed only by the Boar of Oo, .. trol would find 
11iself hamper ed in ar mo sb very direction for want 
of the pm er s exercisable only by a regul ,rly 
appointed oon:ruittee. 

There are probably mar y otl1er po m ta on whic'r1 
the Bo.il'd ould like information; but they could 
be discussed muc ffiOre sat~sfactorily at a meet·ng 
of the Board than in a written report.

'This man was ad.mi tted to Rockhead :Military 
Hospital on the 28th of April, 1918. euf i'er mg fron1 
gonorrhoea. On the 4th df May he went absent, without 
leave, and was apprehended on the 11th o~ June, and 
handed over to the civic autLoritiee. When about to 
be sentences he complained to Stipendiary Ua.gistre.te 
Fielding that he was st111 suffering from gonorrhoea, 
he was examined by the Roohkead Milita.l'y Hospital 
and it was found that he had been cured of this dis .... 
ease. There were no aigns at that t1me of any syphilis 
being preeen t. 

A report to this effect was sent to the Magistrate 
who, on the 22nd of Jun.e,. 191g, sen tenoed. Driver 
Newell to n1ne months imprisonment 1n the C1tj Prison. 

On August 9th the City medical officer discovered 
traoes of syphilis in this man. Some time after this 
Driver Newell escaped e.nd was apprehended by the 
civil pllice., a.nd ha.v1ng been charged with escaping 
~s oonvioted and sentenced to one month imprisonment 

oommencing a.t the expiration of the, previous sentence., 
and on the 17th of, Sej-tember the Governor of the 
City Prison telephoned the Officer Comwa..nding the 
Rook.head Military Prison saying that he was going to 
send Newell to the ~446.~ Hospital. On this Officer 
requesting the authority by which the Governor of the 
Prison as taking this step he was informed that 1 t 
was on the authority of Mayor Hawkins of Halifax. The 
Officer Commanding the Hospital who is in possession 
of all the facts, then informed the Governor of the 
prison that he would not receive Ne ell as a patient 
and instructions were given to refuse him admission 
to the Hospital. 

On the ea.me day, however, Newell was brought 
to the Hospital under guard from the City Prison; 
the guard on being told that he could not be taken 
in ithout authority from the Medical Officer the 
guard said "well my orders a.re to leave him here" 

The guard when went out to the driveway of 
the Hospital, followed by Newell, where Kewell was 
allowed to go free.

The 
extension was made on a oond g1ven by that corporation 
for the pa.ymen.t of $170.55, the estimated interest at 
5% on the ou-c1,e.y, and the pipe wa.a 11a.d.. The appl1- 
oan ta were assured that if any other water takers 
benef1 tad by the ee tens rcn or the we.tier pipe. through 
Connaught Avenu,e, they would get a. corresponding 
reduction in the ,a.nnue.l charge. 

Since the p ipe wa.e le.id, water takers who have 
ereo ted houses on Ju'b1lee Road, subaequen t to the 
extension er the p1pe through Connaug£1t Avenue, have 
con"Gribu ted an annual assessment of $93• 69. Mr. 
Piere oontr1but1ng $25, }!'r. F\lrne:ss $25, Ur. Wilson 
$25, and Mrs. Regan 18.69 reduo1ng the 11e.bllity 
of tba Hal1fa.:x Realty Corporation to $7b.8b 

When the pipe was exteaded to Mr, Pier's property, 
he was req_uired to pay $25,to help out the Ha11rax 
Realty Corporat1on because at that t1me there was 
only ohe house getti~§ the benefit of the wxtension 
for which they were pay1ng, and he could not get 
the water service exoept through the extension on 
hioh they ere paying interest. When the extension 

was made down Juo1lea Road to Mr. Furneas1s property, 
he also contributed $2·5.00 a yea.r. 

· When the matter was be mg considered oy the 
Board of Control, in the absenoe of accurate e•t1mates 
they made a guess at the reduction which should be 
made to Mr. Piers in ooneequenoa or a portton or the 
extension being common to the service or both houses, 
namely that of M:r. Piers a.nd Mr. Furness. As a matter 
of fa.ct, in consec:iuenoe of their decision Yr.mPiers 
ha.s been charged. somewhat less than he should be 
required to pJY; consequently, I do not oonsider 
that he has any legitimate complaint. 

Recently, however, an extension of the se,vice 
has been ma.de on Jub1lee Road fron: Oxford Street west. 
The police or the City has been to charge property 
owners in the suburos only sufr101ent to meet the 
expenditure, which was estimated untll quite recently 
a. t 51c per annU?Jl. 
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The bond of the Ha+1rax Realty Corporation will 
expire on Oct. 2nd11921, and the liab111ty or Mr.Piers 
and Mr. Furnes,s fol' $25, on that account will expire 
a.t that time. The bond of Mr. Piers and Mr. Fu:rness 
111 expire in 1923. The rate paid by four property 

owners on Jubilee Road is $214-, l 7 »er annum. The 
revenue fro,m the extension of the pipe on Jub1lee 
Road pays more than the interest on the outlay at 
5i and I would recommend that the annual charge 
for water service to Mr. Piers and Mr. Burness be re­ 
duced to $24.17 per annum until the bond is cancelled 
or a further re-adjustment made. 

There is one other point wh1h I have not deal th 
1th in this report, namely the claim that Mr. Piers 

makes that the extension to Rosebank Avenue was ma.de 
more eoonom1oally in consequence of the extens1on 
that supplies Mr. Piers.

Sir, 

I received a report this m~rnign that wo~kmen were 
,excavating across Kempt Road. With Controller Murphy 
I want out to investigate, and found that a force of 
workmen were making an excavation across the road •everaJ. 
feet below the surface, with a. trolley track laid 
through 1 t. 

The excavation ia immediately north of the bridge 
of the Halifax & South Western Railway. I enquired from 
the Foreman on the work ~ha.tit meant. He stated that 
he was a.oting under instructions from the engineers 
of tbe Canadian Government Railways, and that it 
was propo!~d to put in a "Y" connecting the old main 
line~ lhe ierminals. 

Appe.rently it is proposed to alter the grade of the 
road, but I o an only guess at what tb.e plan involves. The 
work has not been mentioned to me or to Mr. Johnston 
by any person previous ~oday .. The City has been ignored 
entirely by the engineers and other ~uthorities of the 
Canadian Government Railways. Coming, as it does, after 
the action of the engineers earlier in the season in 
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doing work exactly contrary to my direction, contrary 
to th~. request. of the e; ty and contrary to what 
the City Officials understood had already been 
approved, a dn on other occasions doing work on the 
streets, relaying sewers and making other alterations 
to the disapproval of the City Engineer, I feel 
that I, asCity Engineer, am absolutely ignored 
by tl:e authorities of ti~e Canadian Government 
Railways, and I make this report toyou for your 
informationru so that if you desire, some action 
may be taken that will protea t the Ci uy' s interests.
