Improvement o f pasture land In 
Tolland County ta progressing at 

rapid rate accorftng to Ralph 
Bradway, Bupervleor for the Tol­
land County Sol' Conservation Dis­
trict and Coirmltteeman for the 
local Agriooltural Coosarvatlon 
Program. Taking advantage of 
8 ^  Conservation District and priv­
ate buUdoMV unite located In and 
adjacent to Tolturd County, several 
hundrad acres o f unimproved pes- 
tu n  has been cleared o f such ob­
structions ae boulders, stumps, 
trees and brush, Mr. Bradwsy 
said. Good permansnt pastors is 
being developed at cost ranging 
from $50 to $100 per sera. Follow­
ing the remoual o f obetructiona, 
land la usuall.^ plowed or bog 
disced, a good aeed bed prepared, 
lime fertUlsera and manure gen­
erally applied and the area aeeded. 
Good raeulte are being obtained 
using a simple mixture of 4 to 5 
Iba. o f orchard grass and 2 lbs. of 
ladtno clover. Comparison crept of 
rj’e and oate are used where cox’cr 
for soil protection and early pas­
ture is desired.

Soil Conservation Service Tech­
nicians ̂ working with ths District, 
advise against clearing steep land 
because o f tha erosion hasai^  and 
vary a ^ y  land because o f high 
coat DetaUsd soil surveys, made 
by the Service, o f areas to be im­
proved provide x-aluabla informa­
tion in planning pasture improve­
ment. Mr. Bradway aald the Tol­
land County Soil Conservation Dis­
trict bulldoxer. loaned the District 
by tha Soli Caacervation Serx’lea, 
has Improvad pastures on 35 Tol­
land County farms this summer. 
Private bulldozorii have worked on 
an even greater number of farma. 
Numerous other farmers have 
stated their intentions o f Improv­
ing pasture, during the coming 
jrear.

a memorial to thoae from Man- 
dieoter who had eerved In the 
conflict that waa auppoaed to end 
all ware. But the fact that It waa 
erected primarily aa a memorial 
to World War 1 veterana doea not 
mean that It cannot be aa well a 
memorial to cltlxena of the town 
who through fact of ago or clr- 
cumatance were not privileged to 
be claaaed aa war veterans.

There are a number of rooma, 
cooolderable equipment a»d fur- 
niohlngs In the hospital provided 
as memorials to Manchester resi­
dents who were not | veterana of 
the war. EIngraved bronce panels 
placed,In the rooms or on the 
equipment signify the person who 
la memoriallaed.

The designation of a sum of 
money for hospital needa. whether 
It be oa a  cash principal, equip- 
aeent or fumloblngs Is as fine a 
■aamprial aa one could wloh tor. 

only does such a memorial 
re flect and dignity—it u  

lasting reminder of the thought 
devotion o f some one person 

or group o f persona for another.
AH too frequently this type of 

mamorlal la forgotten. Too often 
ftada ore bequeathed In a manner 
not at all comparable to a gift to 
the boopltaL Consideration o f thla 
kind o f memorial la reapectfuRy

ter, Fiorello H. LaOuardla rose to 
one of the Important poeltlona of 
the world. Aa mayor of New York 
City he held a truat more Impor­
tant than that of sovereign In 
many a small nation. i

He did hie Job well.
Highly colorful, forthright, no ' 

small part of hla political etature j 
waa due to his honesty. The streak 
of vanity that occasionally showed I 
itself, the stubbornness, the typi-1 
rally New York blah-ahowmanship | 
that amused us at times—all were 
overshadowed by a genuine con­
cern for humanity, a real ability, | 
the attributes of greatness. |

Taking over his city's' govern-' 
ment from careless and Inept j 
hands, LaGuardia built up h is ; 
town. Fearless, he struck out at | 
dishonesty aa It arose, and he { 
largely conquered the curse of | 
graft that had weakened public' 
confidence. He never succeeded 
In beating down the political 
gangs that New York nurtures, 
but he did confine them, and churn 
them, and draw off fur the public 
service only those elements that 
came nearest to his need.

For his hour, he rang the bell.

Last time, we used hard adjec­
tives like ruthless In an effort to 
convey the surprise of those who, 
coming up against Governor James 
L. McOonaughy with a precon­
ceived notion that he Is a tender 
scholar, or merely a glad-hand 
luncheon club greeter, find them­
selves meeting something ac|ually 
rough and tough.

Tbe same qualltlce, bouever, 
oaa also be translated pleas- 
swtly. The pleasant word to 
oae for this aspect of the Gov­
ernor Is courage. He has 
“ guts."
Such an analysis may come os 

something of a surprise to those 
who have noted his capacity for 
taking both sides of the same ques­
tion. Bo far as we are concerned, 
however. It Is that very capacity 
which is an Important part o f our 
conclusion that the man does have 
courage. There Is a difference be­
tween a straddle and an honest 
shift o f opinion. Particularly there 
la a difference when the shift of 
opinion or position carries an ad­
mission pf past error.

In our opinion. It takes more 
courage for a man in public life to 
admit an error than It does for him 
to follow the normal course of poli­
ticians, which Is to bluff things 
through. Thus we assign more 
courage to Governor McOonaughy 
for his admiaolon that be had been 
badly mistaken In his first approv­
al of the Plimpton lease than we do 
to Comptroller Fred Zeller for his 
bold attempt to braaen through the 
theory that the deal was really a 
wonderful thing for the state.
'' As this Instance would Illustrate, 
Governor McOonaughy does not al­
ways hit the right policy the first 
time, and there are also Instances 
In which It might be Judged that 
he never hits the right policy. We 
shall alao, later In this analysis, 
question his possession of any .de­
sign or conscious plan In his ad­
ministration of the office o f gov­
ernor, and question whether he Is 
not too prone to a purely day-by­
day donslderation of policies.

But the point we to make 
IS that, given his policy and his de­
cision, he Is a man who carries It 
out with a lot of tough manhood 
and courage, even In those Instanc­
es where he changes his mind. He 
is quite fearless, once he thinks he 
knows his own mind and his own 
course. He has a very good capS' 
city for the absorption of criticism 
and abuse, although we doubt that 
be likes It any more than most of 
us do.

He Is a flgbter. who la never 
going to be ridden down, and 
who Is never going to take any 
low point In hla political for­
tunes without giving a reso­
lute account of hlmaelf.

El Paso, HI.—This Is the Itory 
of the love life of 37,000,000 stalks 
of corn.

Two hundred and forty teen­
age girls from northern Illinois 
are playing an important part In 
producing hybrid seed from those 
stalks.

Right now the Kiris are part o f 
a force of nearly 500 persons rid­
ing through the corn fields near 
El Paso, m., on 40 strange rigs, 
yanking the tassels off 4523 acres 
o f corn. They must finish the Job 
In less than three weeks or there's 
no hybrid seed from those acres.

It has taken the pflster family, 
presently represented by Lester 
Pflster of El Paso. 27 years to 
produce his strain of seed which 
Is proving successful on Illinois 
farms.

Pflster has Invented an Ingen­
ious four-row picker, special

r r

rseeders, mammouth sprayers and 
' a most Important de-tassellng ma­
chine.

He’s operating 40 of these ma­
chines now. Each carries 12 per­
sons In standing position. As It 
moves slowly along the rows 
workers snatch heads off the corn 
stalks.

The first year the stalks of corn 
are hand pollinated. This In- 
breeding process stresses the best 
qualities of the selected corn. For 
the next five.years it must be 
permitted to cross-pollinate.

And here's where the girls come 
In.

When the pollen-carrying tas­
sel la removed the stalk becomes 
a "female." The tassels must be 
removed during a three-week per- 
lod each year. In time to prevent 
the pollen from dropping onto the 
silk and the stalk from pollinating 
Itself.

12 GIria, 12 Rowa
A doten giris on a Pflster rig 

can work 12 rows at a time. The 
tractor pulling It moves one-half 
miles an hour while the girls re­
move each tassel in a row. Tha 
seed from these rows Is re-plant­
ed  for five years until the de­
sired product Is achieved.

Tha next four rows are allowed 
to remain as "males,”  ao that they 
can pollinate the silks In the de- 
tasselqd rows. Corn from these 
rows la used as feed.

Pflster uses small paper bags 
which are placed over ear and 
tassel In the first year hand pol­

lination. Part o f the silk Is cut 
off the top o f an ear and a bag 
placed over the ear to prevent 
any pollen from being blown 
on It from another stalk. The bags 
are left on 24 hours. When the 
hags are rftqoved the silk has 
grown about l i j  Inches. A second 
tassel bag on the same stalk cap­
tures pollen, which Is poured 
onto the silk. The ear Is bagged 
axain. to fend off other pollen. 
T^ls bag covers the ear until It 
Is picked In the fall. For five 
years It Is replanted and cross- 
pnlllnsted •■ntil the proper strain 
has developed.

Pflater's artIvRIea provide an 
annual payroll o f something more 
than $400,000 a year for this town 
o f about IfiOO persons. But It real, 
ly Is a community project, requir­
ing the cooperation o f farmers 
and farmhands and women and 
girls from the surrounding coun­
tryside.

Farmera within a radius of five 
miles supply the land and tend 
the crops, but when It comes time 
to plant, de-tassel, spray or pick, 
Pflster's own forces go Into action. 
With a trained crew of super­
visors, help from farmers and

Dr. George Baehr, attending phy­
sician, said. Dr. Baehr bad been 
at the LaGuardia home since 7:30 
last nlghL Dr. Meyer Karah, an­
other phyatclan, also was there.

When LaGuardia died at 7:22 
a. m., hla wife, their two ch lld r^  
Erik, 15, and Jean, IS, and Mra. 
LaQuardia's slater, Mias Elate 
Fisher, were at the bedside.

The diminutive LaGuardia—ho 
was five feet, three Inchea—was a 
rough and ready exponent o f the 
"get tough" school of pollUca. Hie 
cauatic tongue was noted for Its 
whiplaah agility in exchangea 
with political enemiea aa well as 
for lU fluency in foreign Isn- 
gusgea

In Ills campaigns and during 
his years ip office he addressed 
naUonal groups in New York in 
their native language-Italian, 
German, French, Yiddish or Yu­
goslav.

Known to New Yorkers ss "the 
Little Flower" "Butch" or "the 
Hat"—the latter deriving from the 
disUncUve type of headgear he 
preferred—LsOiarths was the 
first reform mayor this city ever 
re-elected.

In 1$38, LaGusrdls, as a sue- 
caaful fusion candidate, took of­
fice to find that the city had been 
denied further financing by banks. 
Determinedly, ha went to work on 
the problem and before long waa 
obtaining money from the same 
bankers who had refused to accept 
city bonds.

Boon ha became known aa "ths 
little man who la avarywhero," 
and more than once proudly told 
friends that he was mayor of New 
York for 24 hours of every day. 
He attended fires wearing a fire­
man's hat, declared war on 
the sale of salacious magazines.

On Jan. 1. 1948, "the Little
Flower" turned over the adminis­
tration o f the city, often called 
the natlon'r second most import­
ant office, to WUliam O'Dwyer. 
LaGuardia had declined to run for 
re-elacUon In 1948 but had said 
during tha campaign that fall that 
he could win tha election even If 
he ran on a "laundry ticket."

Never Spared Himself 
An indefatigable worker, he 

never spared himself. He ate spar­
ingly, bemoaning tha fact that 
"the doctor won't 1st me eat what 
I want to" and he limited himself 
In the uae of hti cigars and hia 
pipe.

He entered Mount Sinai hospital 
for a checkup last April and the 
following month was re-admitted 
as a patleiit. On June 18 he under­
went an operation for chronic pan­
creatitis, a chronic Inflammation 
of tha pancreas. Hla physician 
said tha chronic condition had 
bean raaponalbla for his develop­
ment o f diabetes.

LaGuardia became director gen­
eral of the United Nations Relief 
and Rehabilitation administration 
toward the end o f hie mayoral 
tenure. For his #ork  with tbe 
UNRRA he was awarded the na­
tion's highest civil decoration, the 
Medal of Merit, and Prasidant 
Truman said then that ha hs4 
earned the "gratitude of millions 
In the world who wars threatened 
wMh Btaryatlon."

LaGuaidla was a product of 
Manhattph'i lower East Side. Hla 
colorful career Included oxpar- 
lencca aa a frontier boy tn Ari­
sons, a consular attaebs, filer in 
World War lawyer, praaldent of 
the New York Board o f Alderman 
and congressman.

Aa a member of Oongrass, La- 
Cuardla brewed "beeri' In hia o f­
fice oa a protast against prohibi­
tion. And to amphaslsa aptrallzlng 
food pricas that followed the First 
World war he took a 25-cant lamb 
chop and a $3 roast to the Boor of 
tha Houao and waved them before 
fellow congressmen.

Friendly to labor. LaGuardla‘a 
tenure in Congress was high­
lighted by hla co-authorahlp with 
tha lata Banator George Norris of 
tha Norrts-LaCtardia act prohibit­
ing the Indlacrtmlnata use o f court 
Injiinctlona in labor dlsputea.

winning. In 20,000 local opUon 
elacUons alnca repasl, tha Drya 
have won 12,000.

Already a third o f the nation 
has been dried up. Today more 
thsn 25,000,(NX) Americans can’t 
legally buy a drink o f liquor; 10,- 
000,000 can't buy legal beer; all 
this according to Frederick O.
Brownell, who assayed the grow­
ing prohibition movement for 
American Magazine.

Three etatee—Kansas Mlaelsalp- 
pi and Oklahoma—never repealed 
their constitutional bans on drink­
ing. Evan in traditionally Wet 
cities like Chicago. 128 precincts 
have voted thcmeelvea Dry.

The biggest battle between 
W ell and Drya at tbe moment Is 
being fought In Kentucky.

Perkins Talks 
About England

Conditions There De> 
scribed Before the 
Britifth'American Club
The Britlah American club on 

Maple street held open Ita doors 
lest night to e large crowd that 
came to hear Major C. C. Perklna, 
M.C. speak on the present condi­
tions In England. Regardless of 
their rcaaoiu for gulng, whether 
to feel, through Major Perklna, a 
little closer to tnelr own folk or 
becauae of an ouUlde Interest In 
tha present crisis thrtS. aU mam- 
bera o f the audience came away 
with the thought clearly Impressed 
u)>on them that something should 
be dona to eld the people of Greet 
Britain.

Major Perklna apoke at aome 
length on hia own experiences In 
tha service o f the King; how he 
had Joined tha army in 1899 and 
with only three months service 
went to South Africa where he 
received hie first wound. He rt- 
tirsd from tho service In 1912 aad 
la 1914 was eaUad back to aorvo 
In tho first World Wsr. It wss bo- 
twooa tho two world ware thet 
Major Perklna came to America 
where he eventuallv became the 
golf pro at Wampanoag country 
club In Waot Hartford. He return­
ed to England In 1985 and ob­
served the chain o f events that 
led to the second World War. He 
waa called up again In November 
1939 and within two weeks he 
landed tn France. He epoke of the 
raids on Britain and of the plight 
o f tho British trtx>ps at Dunkirk, 
allowing hew these heppeninge 
were the forerunners o f the pree- 
ent conditlone In England.

Major Perklna then carried the 
diecusslon to the eyetem of ra­
tioning ef food and clothing. He 
told how there has been a total 
disaimarance of white broad from 
tho British table for over seven 
years: o f tha meet ration which 
conslsta, ea an example, o f two 
mutton chops a week par person; 
o f the butter ration, which allows 
each person a quarter pound of 
m eiM rino a week.

When speaking on tho su 
of the clothing ration, Major 
kins stated that each perse 
Issued a book of 32 cqppons which 
muat last through the next fifteen 
montha. As examples o f what 
these coupons can buy he gave tha 
following figures: To buy a shirt 
one muat hand over five coupons; 
a pair of shoes take another nine 
coupons; It takes twenty-six coU' 
pons to buy a utility auit; a p i^ . 
of socks requires two; and an onU- 
nary face towel, o f which possibly 
one a year may be bought, uses up 
one more o f thla precious allot­
ment

When speaking on the subject of 
housing, and there the problem ta 
even greater than it la In this 
country. Major Perkins deacribed 
the British version of tho pre- 
fabrlcatad bouse Made o f aobestoe 
and containing three small rooms, 
theeo homes ere aup)>used to last 
ten years, but soma doubt was ex­
pressed by Major Parkins aa to 
thair lasting quallUoa. But even 
these not too aatlatactory dwell­
ings are In demand and the wait­
ing Hats arc even more anormoua 
than those of tho "Vet-Havona”  of 
the United Btataa Houses In Eng­
land can be built for rent only; 
none for eventual sale.

Electric power la at a premium 
due to the aerioua coal shortage 
and government nillnga state that 
no more than three lights may be 
lighted at any one time. There Is 
a dally power ehut-off ef one or 
two hours In an effort to conserve 
the dwindling supply.
