In fact it is still a hotel 
for some NPS students 
and others and might 
even be where you 
spend your first night in 
Monterey. 
The NPS Bachelor Of­

ficer Quarters (BOQ) are 
divided into temporary 
and permanent resident 
rooms in Herrmann Hall. 
Permanent rooms are 
available to single 
military officers on per­
manent change of sta­
tion (PCS) orders. Re­
quests to be placed on 
the PCS waiting list 
should be submitted to 
the NPS BQ officer at 
least six months prior to 
arrival.

La Mesa Village

More than half of the 
Naval Postgraduate School 
student families live in this 
government housing com­
plex, located about 11/2 

miles from the school cam­
pus. Additionally, La Mesa 
also houses military faculty 
members and other military 
families stationed around the 
peninsula. 
La Mesa is a self-contained 

village that offers its resi­
dents a convenience store, 
beauty salon, six tennis 
courts, little league fields 
and numerous tot-lot play­
grounds. One of the Mon­
terey public elementary 
schools, aptly named La 
Mesa Grade School, is also 
located in the housing area. 
It runs on a school year that 
is designed to conform to 
the NPS schedule. 
Residents entering La Mesa 

may end up with one of 34 
floor plans. Housing designs 
range from two-story town­
houses to single homes with 
fireplaces, to quadraplexes 
and duplexes. Yards range 
from quite large to postage 
stamp size. 

Rank and number of chil­
dren will be the determining 
factors regarding which 
houses are available to you. 
If sufficient choices are 

available, the housing office 
may offer you two alter­
native floor plans. Open 
choices of specific floor 
plans cannot be accommo­
dated. If you don't like the 
first housing unit offered, 
you can pass it up. But the 
second plan offered must be 
accepted or your name will 
be removed from the hous­
ing waiting list. You may re­
apply 1 year after being 
dropped from the list, but a 

new control date will be as­
signed- the date you re­
apply. 

There are four housing 
areas inside La Mesa Village; 
(1) Wherry Housing consists 
of 449 units which range in 
size from 811 to 1,622 
square feet . With its com­
bination of Field Grade 
(04-05) and Junior Grade 
(01-03) quarters, it is the 
oldest and largest area of La 
Mesa Village. All Wherry 
kitchens have been remod­
eled and dishwashers have 
been installed. 

The Wherry Housing area 
has a mix of one- and two­
story units, ranging from 
two to four bedrooms (some 
with studies), one to two 
baths and 117 have carports. 

(2) Capehart Housing con­
sists of 150 Field Grade 
Quarters (04-05) built in 
1963. Living area in Cape­
hart ranges from 932 to 
1,393 square feet with two 
to four bedrooms and one to 
two baths. All homes in 
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Capehart have attached car­
ports. 
If you move into either the 

Wherry or Capehart areas, 
be prepared to do some yard 
work. All the homes have 
medium to large lawns and 
are surrounded by lots of 
green, open areas. 

(3) Funded Townhouses, 
Junior Grade Quarters 
(01-03) were built in 1965 
and have from three to eight 
units per building. Most of 
the 160 units are two-story; 
all have three bedrooms and 
none of them have fireplaces 
or carports. Most of the 
units have small yards but 
all have enclosed terraces. 
Living areas in these units 
range from 1,171to1,228 
square feet. 

(4) Funded Townhouses, 
two- bedroom Junior Grade 
(01-03); three- and four-bed­
room Field Grade (04-05) 
are the newest in La Mesa 
Village. These multiple 
dwellings, built in 1969, con­
sist of four to eight units per 
building. All are two story. 
Living space ranges from 
1,031 square feet with two 
bedrooms and 1 Yz baths to 
1,406 square feet with four 
bedrooms and 21/2 baths. As 
with the other Funded Town­
houses, there are no car­
ports, fireplaces or built-in 
dishwashers. Only a few of 
them have large yards. 
All of the quarters in La 

Mesa Village are wired for 
110-volt washing machines 
and 220-volt dryers. Com­
mercial cable television is 
available, but outdoor TV 
antennas are prohibited. 
Application for Navy 

housing must be accompa­
nied by a copy of orders. 
Control date for placement 
on the waiting list is based 
upon the date of detachment 
from the previous duty sta­
tion, provided advance ap­
plication is made prior to 
detachment date and the 
date of detachment is con­
firmed within 10 days of ar­
rival in the area, or the date 
that you clear government 
quarters, whichever is later.

Separate waiting lists are

Since 1965, the Navy has 
funded construction of 130 
housing units at Fort Ord, 
the quota of enlisted 
quarters designated for 
Naval Postgraduate School 
personnel in the area. 

All enlisted personnel will 
be referred to the Fort Ord 
Housing Office after the 
Naval Postgraduate School 
Housing Office prepares a 
Notice of Eligibility. The 
Fort Ord Housing Office 
will make the quarters 
assignment in accordance 

with the agreement between 
the Anny installation and 
the Postgraduate School. 
If a waiting list exists and 

you decline offered quarters 
that are suitable for your 
grade and family composi­
tion, your name will drop to 
the bottom of the waiting 
list.

If you opt for living in pri­
vate housing, here are some 
tips: 
While housing prices on the 

Monterey Peninsula are 
high, some areas are higher 
than others. Shop around. It 
may be a good idea to take 
out a mail subscription of an 
area newspaper for several 
weeks. The classified adver­
tisements can tell you a lot 
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about the area and its hous­
ing prices. There are two 
daily papers in the area to 
serve you . 
The Fort Ord Housing Re­

ferral Office conducts fre­
quent surveys of rentals in 
the civilian communities. It 
has found that the commu­
nities of Seaside, Marina and 
Salinas are, relatively, on 
the low side while Monter­
ey, Pacific Grove and Car­
mel are the most expensive. 

But before you begin to 
negotiate for private hous­
ing, you will be required to 

report to the Housing Refer­
ral Office located in Mar­
tinez Hall at Ft. Ord. 
Telephone (408)242-2668 or 
242-6344; autovon 929-6344. 
That office has a current list­
ing of rental and sales 
opportunities that may be 
reviewed personally. That 
information is not normally 
given out over the telephone 
or by correspondence. 
One additional hint­

before finalizing a lease 
agreement for housing in the 
local community, pass the 
lease document through the 
Postgraduate School legal 
office before you sign it. 
The lease should contain a 

so-called "military clause" 
or similar statement that 
provides for early termina­
tion under the Soldiers' and 
Sailors' Gvil Relief Act. Un­
less the lease has that state­
ment, you are not protected 
against liability to a landlord 
for damages incurred if you 
have to break it.

The Personal Property Of­
fice at the Naval Postgradu-

ate School handles house­
hold goods shipments to and 
from the Monterey area for 
all Defense Department per­
sonnel assigned to the Naval 
Postgraduate School or its 
tenant commands. 
When autovon (878-2151) 

is not available and urgent 
communication concerning a 
shipment is necessary, the 
Household Goods Office 
will accept collect calls from 
a service member or spouse 
at (408) 646-2151. 

It is suggested that you call 
the office as soon as you ar­
rive on the Monterey Penin­
sula . Don't wait until you 
have found permanent hous­
ing or until you have report­
ed for duty. Your early call 
may help avoid unnecessary 
storage expenses. Avoiding 
temporary storage also re­
duces extra handling which, 
in tum, decreases the chance 
of damage to your goods. 

Delivery and unpacking 
services are generally 
available Monday through 
Friday. You are responsible 
for making delivery ar­
rangements with the House­
hold Goods Office, Building 
221, East Wing, Herrmann 
Hall, Room E-107 A. Hours 
are 0800-1500 weekdays. 

Please make certain that 
your delivery address is cor­
rect and keep your appoint­
ment with the carrier. If the 
carrier tries to deliver on the 
date you select and you or 
your authorized representa­
tive are not present, you will 
be billed for the waiting time 
and redelivery costs. 
Inspect your goods im­

mediately upon delivery and 
report any damages to the 
Household Goods Office as 
soon as possible. Unless 
notification is made in 
writing within 70 days, the 
carrier will be liable only for 
damages to goods unpacked 
by the carrier. Delays in 
reporting damaged or miss­
ing goods may result in 
reductions in the amount of 
your claim honored by the 
government.

There are many advan­
tages to career military ser­
vice, including training, 
advancement, travel and 
retirement benefits private 
industry is hard-pressed to 
match, but there are also 
drawbacks as every service 
family can quickly point 
out. 

Compared to civilians, 
military families rarely 
have a chance to put down 
roots. Relatively frequent 
moves disrupt the family, 
rarely go smoothly, and 
often cause real hardship. 
Packing and storing 

household goods, finding 
quarters, getting children 
enrolled in schools, finding 

employment for the service 
member's spouse .. . all these 
matters and more increase 
pressures on the career of­
ficer or enlisted member to 
give it up, to settle in some 
place and become a "reg­
ular" person. 
Well, now there's help. 
Family Service Centers 

have come into being 
essentially as one-stop 
sources of information 
about the new duty station 
and the surrounding com­
munities. They specialize 
in providing the answers 
to anything and everything 
the military family, single 
parents and individual ser­
vice members need to 
know. 

''The core of the Family 
Service Center is an infor­
mation, referral and 
follow-up program that of­
fers accurate information 
and empathetic assistance 
to those who seek it." 
Located in Room 039 (the 

basement), Herrmann Hall, 
the NPS Family Service 
Center seeks to fulfill that 
mission statement in every 
way it can, including help 
with relocating to and 
from the Monterey area, 
problem counseling, family 
counseling and financial 
counseling. 

For those coming in, the 
center has compiled lists of 
short- and long-term hous­
ing available and informa­
tion on schools, shopping, 
medical services, childcare 
services, telephone and 
utility hook-ups. 
Spouses seeking employ­

ment will find lists of jobs 
available, as well as help 
in developing job contacts 
through local business or­
ganizations and counseling 
on interviewing techniques.

Results from faculty and 

student research at NPS are 
often used in a meaningful 
way to increase the efficien­
cy and operational effec­
tiveness of the armed forces. 
Many NPS research initia­
tives are also in the forefront 
of science and technology. 
For example, a team of 20 

officer students recently 
developed a new solid-state 
digital recorder which will 
employ a four-megabit 
magnetic bubble memory. 
The recorder will be linked 
to a matched filter and use a 
decision-making algorithm, 
also developed by the stu­
dents, to acquire valuable 
acoustic data within the 
cargo bay environment of 
the space shuttle. The 
system (recorder, matched 
filter and software) over­
comes a problem in which 
solutions had eluded NASA 
scientists and engineers for 
years. 
The Superintendent of the 

Naval Postgraduate School 
is a flag rank officer of the 
line in the U.S. Navy. He is 
assisted by a Provost, who 
is the senior member of the 
civilian faculty, and two 
Navy captains who serve as 
directors, one of military 
operations, the other of pro­
grams. The academic pro­
grams and direct supporting 
functions are administered 
through the Programs Of­
fice, a unique organization 
of the 11 academic depart­
ments, four interdisciplinary 
groups and 11 curricular of­
fices. 
The Curricular Offices are 

staffed by senior naval of­
ficers who are responsible 
for establishment and super­
vision of the various cur­
ricula to meet the objectives 
of the sponsors and the 
Navy for academic counsel­
ing and military supervision 
of officer students. Curric­
ular Officers provide direct 
liaison between students and 
program sponsors in the 
systems commands and 
other offices in the Navy 

Department. Working close­
ly with the Curricular Of­
ficers are Academic Asso­
ciates, civilian faculty 
members appointed by the 
Provost to provide academic 
counsel in developing and 
monitoring curricular pro­
grams. 
The educational programs 

offered at NPS fall into 
several general categories: 

a. Engineering and scien­
tific educations leading to 
designated advanced or pro­
fessional degrees through 
PhD. 
b. Management education 

to the masters level. 
c. Graduate education in 

the field of naval intelligence 
leading to a master of arts 
degree. 

cl . Professional education 
designed to build upon and 
broaden the base of an in­
dividual's professional naval 
experience. 

The academic departments 
are chaired by civilian 
members of the faculty. 
Their primary functions are 
to provide quality classroom 
and laboratory instruction, 
supervise thesis work and 
foster research programs.

NPS operates year-round 
on a quarter system, with a 
two-week recess during the 
Christmas holidays and an­
other two-week recess fol­
lowing the Spring quarter 
(the end of June). Other 
than applying themselves to 
their studies, students have 
no major duties while in 
residence. Program sched­
ules are such that students 
should anticipate spending 

several hours an evening to 
supplement the study time 
available between classes. 
Most NPS military grad­

uates go on to assignments 
at the operational, staff 
or command level. Many

14 mission. 
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Fleet Numerical 
Oceanography 
Center

The Fleet Numerical 
Oceanography Center 
(FNOC) is the master com­
puter center and controller 
of the Navy's worldwide En­
vironmental Data Network. 
FNOC provides oceanog­
raphic and meteorological 
products to both U.S. and 
Allied operating forces. 
FNOC reports to 
Commander Naval Ocean­
ography Command (CNOC) 
at Bay St. Louis, Mississippi. 
CNOC reports to the Direc­
tor of Naval Oceanography 
(ONO). 
Oceanographic and mete­

orological observations from 
satellites and from ground, 
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shipboard, and aircraft 
observers around the world 
are transmitted to FNOC, 
where they are quality 
checked, sorted and edited 
by computer programs. 
These analysis programs 
transform the observations 
into a "picture" of the at­
mospheric and oceanic 
conditions at a given time. 
This picture is used to spec­
ify initial conditions for 
prediction models which 
produce numerical forecasts. 
These forecasts of such 
environmental variables as 
wind, temperature, pressure, 
moisture and sea conditions 
provide fleet units with a 
four-dimensional (space and 
time) measure of the atmos­
phere-ocean environment. 

Approximately 2,500 
regional oceanographic and 

meteorological products are 
transmitted daily on high­
speed, computer-to-com­
puter links to Naval Ocean­
ography Command Centers 
(Guam; Pearl Harbor, 
Hawaii; Norfolk, Virginia; 
Rota, Spain; and Suitland, 
Maryland), to the National 
Military Command Center 
in the Pentagon, and to 
other major command cen­
ters around the world. At 
these sites, the various pro­
ducts are used to prepare en­
vironmental forecasts and 
command briefings to satisfy 
specific user requirements. 
The forecasts are then trans­
mitted to the operating for­
ces via radioteletype and 
facsimile broadcasts. 

For certain fleet applica­
tions, FNOC provides en­
vironmental support direct 
to Navy units. For example, 
the Optimum Track Ship 
Routing programs at FNOC 
provide computer-generated 
least-time/ least-damage 
routes and other decision 
aids to the ship routers at 
the Naval Oceanography 
Command Centers at Nor­
folk and Pearl Harbor. Tech­
nicians at FNOC keep these 
routes up-to-date twice daily 
by extrapolating the latest 
ship position and course in­
formation. Similarly, the 
Optimum Path Aircraft 
Routing System provides an 

automated flight planning 
service for Navy, Marine 
and Coast Guard air crews 
worldwide. Utilizing fore­
casted winds and weather, 
the crews are provided the 
most economical route and 
altitude with the appropriate 
fuel management informa­
tion. In addition, many 
ocean acoustic products are 
prepared and tailored for di­
rect transmission to U.S. 
and Allied antisubmarine 
warfare units throughout the 
world. 

FNOC also has the respon­
sibility to support Naval En­
vironmental Display Sta­
tions (NEDS) installed in the 
various Oceanography Cen­
ters, the Pentagon, and 
other major command cen­
ters. The NEDS is a mini­
computer system which 
allows high-speed interactive 
receipt, transmission, and 
display of messages and 
graphics. NEDS can also be 
used at the outlying sites to 
enter jobs on the FNOC 
large-scale computers. 

FNOC coordinates the na­
tion's ships-of-opportunity 
global XBT program with 
NOAA. FNOC and NOAA 
also distribute products to 
the civil sector through the 
Navy /NOAA Oceano­
graphic Date Distribution 
System (NODDS). NODDS 
is a terminal dial-up system. 



FNOC occupies the Edwin 
T. Harding Building, named 
for the first Commander of 
the Naval Weather Service 
Command, at the Naval 
Postgraduate School Annex. 

Naval Environmental 
Prediction Research 
Facility

The Naval Environmental 
Prediction Research Facility 
(NEPRF), a field activity of 
the Chief of Naval Research, 
is the Navy's leading center 
for applied research and de­
velopment in the fields of 
weather analysis and predic­
tion. Stressing both scientific 
approach and tactical appli­
cation, the facility's goals are 
to increase the fleet's know­
ledge of its operating envi­
ronment, to improve the 
quality of weather predic-

tion techniques and products 
used by operational units, 
and to develop means for 
assessing the effects of 
atmospheric phenomena on 
the functioning of naval 
communications, detec-
tion I tracking and weapon 
systems. 
The facility was established 

at Monterey in 1971 to 
facilitate an active inter­
change of ideas and exper­
tise with the Naval Post­
graduate School and nearby 
Fleet Numerical Ocean­
ography Center - co-loca­
tion that effectively unites 
their research, academic and 
operational aspects, and of­
fers unique opportunities for 
cooperation and projects of 
mutual concern . 

NEPRF researchers address 
a large portion of the naval 
environment in their diverse 
investigations: from the air­
sea interlace through the 

troposphere to the lower 
reaches of the stratosphere. 
Their interests range from 
small-scale local weather 
phenomena through the 
complexities of regional 
forecasting to the problems 

of atmospheric analysis and 
prediction on a global scale. 

Of increasing importance is 
the development of meteo­
rological support to the high 
technology weapons systems 
arriving in the fleet today.

Determining weather sen­
sitivities for the strategic 
SLBM Trident submarine 
missile systems, LAMPS 
MK-ill ASW platforms, 
cruise missiles and high 
energy laser weapons are 
some examples of the re­
search underway at NEPRF 
to support modem fleet ap­
plications . 

The products of this 
research are equally varied. 
Many of them, published as 
handbooks or packaged as 
innovative computer pro­
grams, support fleet oper­
ations directly by extending 
the skills and products in­
ventories used by operation­
al forecasters, tactical plan­
ners and naval commanders. 
Other products, presented as 
scientific papers and journal 
articles, help to expand the 
total body of knowledge in 
meterology and related en­
vironmental sciences. 
Among NEPRF's current 
areas of research interest are 
satellite data processing and 
interpretation, computer 
forecast model development, 
design and documentation 
of techniques for tropical 
storms analysis and predic­
tion, and studies of envi­
ronmental factors impacting 
on electro-optical system 
performance. 

NEPRF is located at the 
NPS Annex, adjacent to the 
Monterey Peninsula Air­
port.

The Personnel Support Ac­
tivity Detachment (PERSUP­
PDET), Monterey is located 
on the first floor, East Wing 
of Herrmann Hall.

Officer in Charge, PERSUP­
PDET, is under the sub-area 
coordination of the Super­
intendent, Naval Post­
graduate School.

Education Center

The Defense Resources 
Management Education 
Center (DRMEC) was estab­
lished in February 1966 as a 
jointly staffed DOD-

sponsored activity. The 
center conducts both resi­
dent and on -site defense 
resources management 
courses for U.S. and foreign 
military personnel of all ser­
vices in grades 0-4 and 
above and military-related 
civilians of equal grades. 
The Superintendent of the 



Naval Postgraduate School 
is the Director of the De­
fense Resources Manage­
ment Education Center and 
the Center's faculty are fac­
ulty of the Naval Postgradu­
ate School. 
The focus of the programs 

conducted by the Center is 
the development of know­
ledge and understanding of 
the concepts, techniques and 
applications of modern de­
fense management systems, 
with specific emphasis on ef­
fective resource manage­
ment. 
The Center offers two 

types of resident courses. 
The four-week Defense Re­
sources Management Course 
is attended by military I 
civilian participants, 
04-06 / GSU-15, who work 
in planning, programming, 

budgeting, systems analysis 
or resource-related activities 
of DOD components in the 
Office of the Secretary of 
Defense, departmental or 
agency headquarters and 
selected major commands. 
The second program offered 
by the Center is interna­
tional management educa­
tion. Resident courses are 
the four-week Senior Inter­
national Defense Manage­
ment Course and the 
TI-week International De­
fense Management Course. 
These courses are attended 
by military I civilian partici­
pants from all services and 
countries. 

In addition to resident pro­
grams, mobile training 
teams are available on re­
quest and give assistance to 
cooperating foreign coun-

tries in the general area of 
defense management. 
Since 1966, more than 

10,000 U.S. personnel and 
over 5, 100 foreign officials 
have participated in the resi­
dent and on-site 
programs. DRMEC is 
located in the West Wing of 
Herrmann Hall on the NPS 
campus.

The Aviation Safety Pro­
grams of the Naval Post­
graduate School provide for 
the education of Navy 
squadron safety officers and 
aviation safety officers. 
The five-week Aviation 

Safety Officer (ASO) course 

is designed to prepare 
squadron safety officers and 
aviation safety officers to 
assist commanding officers 
in conducting aggressive 
mishap prevention pro­
grams. When completed, the 
officer will be able to orga­
nize and administer a mis­
hap prevention program. 
The five-day Aviation 

Safety Command (ASC) 
course is designed to prepare 
squadron commanding of­
ficers, officers-in-charge, of­
ficers screened for command 
and staff safety officers of 
major aviation commands in 
the techniques, policies, and 
philosophies of an effective 
command safety program. 

About 350 ASO and 300 
ASC officers graduate an­
nually.

The Naval Security Group 
Detachment Monterey, at

ficers in resident training at 
DLI. 

Defense Manpower 
Data Center

The Defense Manpower 
Data Center (formerly called 
Manpower Research and 
Data Analysis Center) is a 
Defense Logistics Agency 
organization that became a 
Naval Postgraduate School 
tenant command in July 
1974. DMDC's mission is to 
support DOD-wide studies, 
analyses and research in the 
area of defense manpower. 
In this capacity, DMDC 
serves as a central facility 
within DOD for the collec­
tion of manpower and per­
sonnel data. DMDC pro­
vides tabulations and data 
analyses from its data files 
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to researchers working the 
manpower I personnel area. 
DMDC's primary user is 

the Office of the Secretary 
of Defense, but other users 
include the manpower re­
search functions of the 
military services, the Office 
of Management and Budget, 
The Rand Corporation, as 
well as other Government 
organizations. DMDC is 
unique in its centralization 
of military, civilian, reserve 
and retiree data bases, giv­
ing it the ability to provide 
analyses on the whole spec­
trum of DOD personnel. 
Located a few blocks from 
the Naval Postgraduate 
School campus, DMDC util­
izes the school's computer 
facilities. A Navy Liaison 
Officer helps NPS students 
studying manpower issues 
gain access to information 
stored at DMDC.

A Naval Telecommunica­
tion Center (NTCC) is 
located in Building 700 at 
the NPS Annex. It has a 
staff of one officer and 24 
enlisted personnel, and is 
manned 24 hours a day, 
seven days a week. 
NTCC Monterey provides 

communication support for 
Navy, Marine Corps, and 
Coast Guard activities 
ashore in the Monterey area, 
and ships, processing an 
average of 62,000 messages 
each month. 

NTCC Monterey is a com­
ponent of Naval Com­
munication Station, Stock­
ton, California.

The Naval Postgraduate 
School is also home for a 
number of other commands. 
They include the Defense In­
vestigative Service and the 
Naval Investigative Service, 
which provide investigative 
services for the Naval Post­
graduate School, Fort Ord, 
Defense Language Insti­
tute ; Presidio of Monterey, 
and other military installa­
tions in the area. 
Two unique commands at 

the Naval Postgraduate 
School are the Training and 
Doctrine Command Re­
search Element Monterey 
(TREM), and Readiness 
Command Element Mon­
terey (REM). TREM's mis­
sion at NPS is to participate 
in the development of simu­
lations required by the Ar­
my analytical community 
here and to support student 
thesis research projects that 
require coordination with 
other Army commands. 
TREM keeps a keen eye on 
research developments here 
at NPS and throughout the 
Army that would benefit 
both. REM is an element of 
the Readiness Command, 
providing mutual research 
and analytical support to 
both the U.S. Readiness 
Command and the Naval 
Postgraduate School. Cur­
rently, REM is involved in 
joint research focused on 
joint forces deployment and 
a computerized, theater­
level simulation that will 
allow evaluation of deploy­
ment plans for joint forces 
operations. 
The Naval Oceanographic 

Command Detachment 
(NOCD) is a detachment of 
the Naval Oceanography 
Command Facility, Bay St. 
Louis, MS. NOCD's mission 
is to provide information 
and instruction to geophy­
sical- designated naval of­
ficers and enlisted aerog-

raphers. NOCD conducts a 
number of courses of vary­
ing length and content here 
at NPS and at other Naval 
Oceanographic Command 
activities around the world. 
The Naval Reserve Center, 

located at 1352 Lighthouse 
Avenue in Pacific Grove, is 
the drilling site for about UO 
reservists. With an active 
duty staff of seven, the Re­
serve Center hosts six units, 
including a Reserve cruiser 
with seven officer and 40 en­
listed billets, and a well 
staffed Medical Reserve Unit 
with seven officer and 10 en­
listed billets. Other units are 
a Weapons Station Detach­
ment, a SEABEE Detach­
ment, a Destroyer-Tender 
Detachment, a Volunteer 
Training Unit and a Sea 
Cadet Unit. The Reserve 
Center encourages people 
with prior service who are 
interested in affiliating with 
the Naval Reserve to stop by 
the center at their conven­
ience. The Reserve Center 
conducts drills on the firs.t 
and third weekends of each 
month. 
The largest military instal­

lation in the area is 
Fort Ord, located six miles 
north of Monterey. Fort Ord 
is the home of the Seventh 
Infantry Division, the Com­
mand Developments Experi­
mentation Command, Silas 
B. Hays Hospital and other 
Army units. Sprawling from 
the Monterey Bay shore to 
the Salinas Valley, Fort Ord 
covers some 28,000 acres of 
rolling plains and rugged 
hills. 
Adjacent to Fort Ord is 

Fritzche Army Airfield. Used 
mainly by helicopters, some 
Army fixed wing aircraft are 
also located there. 
Overlooking Fisherman's 

Wharf and Cannery Row in 
Monterey is the Presidio of 
Monterey. The Presidio is 
the home of the Defense 
Language Institute, where 
some 38 languages and dia­
lects are taught to more than 
3,500 resident students of all 
military services each year.

The Del Monte became 
known as the West Coast's 
poshest watering hole for the 
Great and Not-So-Great. By 
the mid-1880s, the hotel had 
17,000 visitors a year, nearly 
eight times the population of 
Monterey. 

Disaster struck early the 
morning of April 1, 1887 as 
a fire swept through the 
"Grande Dame of America" 
reducing it to ashes. For­
tunately, there were no 
deaths in the blaze, as 
everyone escaped before the 
fire spread throughout the 
building. The cause of the 
fire is buried deep in contro­
versy, with several persons 
accused of starting the fire. 
Evidence pointed to arson, 
since investigators found 
plugs to the central fire 
mains removed, sabotaging 
firefighting efforts and 
firesprinkler systems. 
The hotel was resurrected 

quickly, as the Big Four 
pledged to rebuild the Del 
Monte the very day of the 
fire . Railroad fares to Mon­
terey were very important 
to the Pacific Improvement 
Company, since Southern 
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and Central Pacific Rail­
roads expected to lose 
$26,000 a month while the 
Del Monte was being re­
built. Like a phoenix, the 
new hotel rose from the 
very spot where the first's 
ashes lay. This time it was 
to be an even more lavish 
establishment, with two ad­
ditional, massive wings trail­
ing towards the bay. 
The splendor was restored 

to the Del Monte by the 
beginning of 1888, with 
Charles Cracker's name 
once again heading the regis­
ter. Business was as brisk as 

before and just as presti­
gious. Notable guests includ­
ed Andrew Carnegie, Presi­
dent Benjamin Harrison, 
and the rough rider himself, 
Teddy Roosevelt. 
Times changed, andthe 

victorian era that pervaded 
the Del Monte was not in 
step with the rest of the 
world . Business slowed with 
the First World War, and the 
Pacific Improvement Com­
pany hired a new manager 
for the hotel . Samuel F. B. 
Morse, grand nephew of the 
inventor of the telegraph, 
was chosen for the task and 

was also given full respon­
sibility for liquidating the 
Pacific Improvement Com­
pany's other holdings. Even­
tually, Morse saw the pos­
sibility to revive the hotel 's 
prosperity. Along with asso­
ciates, he bought Pacific Im­
provement Company's hold­
ings on the peninsula, in­
cluding the hotel. A lively 
orchestra played past the 
midnight curfew of before, 
as Morse sought to broaden 
the Del Monte's appeal . 
On October 29, 1924 disas­

ter struck again, with ano­
ther fire breaking out in the 



wee hours of the morning. 
Fortunately, the late-hour 
dancing paid off when an 
orchestra member smelled 
smoke at about 3:30 in the 
morning. In order to contain 
the fire, firemen dynamited 
the ballroom from the floor 
below and thus saved the 
two hotel wings. Again, no 
one was killed. 
Reconstruction was not as 

fast this time, the hotel being 
completed in 1926. At a cost 
of over two million dollars, 
the hotel was as lavish as 
ever. 
Hard times fell on the hotel 

during the depression and 
the Second World War 
proved to be too much for 
the hotel to survive. The 
management decided to 
throw in the towel and of­
fered to sell the hotel and its 
grounds to the Army and 
Navy. 
The Navy leased the hotel 

in early 1943 with an option 
to buy, and set up a pre­
flight training center. The 
ballroom which previously 
accommodated 600 guests at 
dinner now seated over 
1,200 flight officer can­
didates. The future Navy 
pilots were marched in and 
stood at attention while 
waitresses wheeled in steam­
ing pots of food and set the 
pots down on long tables. 

Once the path was cleared, 
the men were permitted to 
sit down and dig in. Twenty 
minutes later, the future 
fliers were marched out. 
After the war, the Navy 

negotiated with the Del 
Monte Properties Company 
to buy the hotel and other 
plots of land on the penin­
sula (some 627 acres) for 
$2.5 million . By this time the 
Naval Academy no longer 
had the room needed for the 
Postgraduate School. So in 
1951 the school moved out 
west to Monterey. The 
Naval Postgraduate School 
has expanded through the 
years, and is a major educa­
tional institution serving all 
the branches of the military, 
not to mention many federal 
employees and students 
from allied countries . 

The Monterey 
Peninsula Today

Today, Monterey County 
embraces some two million 
acres of mostly mountainous 
terrain extending 100 miles 
along the Pacific coast. Sali­
nas is the county seat. 

Climatically, the Monterey 
Peninsula resembles other 
areas of the central Califor­
nia coast, without extremes 
of heat or cold and moder-

ately low yearly rainfall . 
The sun shines most of the 
year. There are two sea­
sons -the dry summer sea­
son extending from May to 
October, and the wet season 
from November to April. 
Weather changes are infre­
quent from day to day and 
week to week. 
The Peninsula is the ideal 

playland, with its forests, 
beaches, parks, golf courses 
and nearby ocean. Nearly a 
million people visit the 
county's two state parks, Big 
Sur and Point Lobos, and 
the three state monuments 
each year. Countless others 
sun on the beaches, play 
golf or tennis, fish, hunt, 
camp or take scenic excur­
sions. Recently, the Penin­
sula added to its attractions, 
the largest aquarium in the 
nation . 

Hundreds of special events 
are held each year. There are 
salmon derbies, yacht races, 
dog shows, parades, art and 
crafts exhibits, car races, 
rodeos, and antique car 
shows. The AT&T Pro-Am 
Golf Tournament is held 
here annually, as are the 
Salinas Valley Fair at King 
City in May, the Monterey 
County Fair in August, and 
the Monterey Jazz Festival in 
September. 

Monterey

Monterey is a very ap­
propriate home for the 
Naval Postgraduate School, 
a place with a long love af­
fair with the sea. Much of 
this heritage can be relived, 
with strolls along Fisher­
man's Wharf and Cannery 
Row, where the fishing can­
neries once boomed. Only 
the hulls of the buildings re­
main, and are now occu­
pied by restaurants and exo­
tic shops. 
Monterey's heritage is also 

preserved in the many ado­
be houses and other build­
ings that played a signi­
ficant role in history. The 
old Customs House stands 
near the wharf, where 
Commodore John Drake 
Sloat had raised the United 
States flag over Monterey in 
1846. Colton Hall played an 
even greater part in Califor­
nia's history in 1849 when 
the first State Constitutional 
Convention was held there. 
The Mission San Carlos 
Borromeo was, as men­
tioned before, founded by 
Father Junipero Serra in 
1770. 

The Stevenson House is 
also one of the more nota­
ble buildings in Monterey, 
where author Robert Louis 
Stevenson came 6, 000 miles 
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from Scotland to be with 
his fiancee, Fanny Os­
bourne. It was a pivotal 
time for Stevenson, living in 
unfamiliar surroundings and 
fighting off poverty and a 
near-fatal illness. 

A whaling station, Califor-
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nia's first theater, and many 
other buildings also offer a 
delightful travel to the past. 
With the slogan, 'The Fish 

Are Back," the new and 
exciting Monterey Bay 
Aquarium opened its doors 
in October 1984. Virtually 

an instant success, the 
aquarium shattered all an­
nual attendance records 
within ten months. 

The exhibits focus on the 
plants and animals of the 
Monterey Bay, offering its 
visitors a beautiful and 
unique perspective of their 
nearby undersea world. 

Pacific Grove 
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Pacific Grove was founded 
in 1875 by California 
Methodists, who established 
the community as a reli­
gious retreat center. The city 
is best known for the mil­
lions of Monarch butterflies 
that migrate there each 
winter, giving the town its 
unofficial title "Butterfly 
Town U.S.A." Each year 
the butterflies migrate from 
Canada and the state of 
Washington to a favorite 
grove of trees in Pacific 
Grove. Even naturalists are 
mystified by this annual mi­
gration for, although it is 
the butterflies' first trip, 
they head unerringly for the 
same trees each year. They 
arrive in late October and 
leave in March. A few 
strays hang around the year 
long. The penalty for dis­
turbing the butterflies is 
$500. 

Pacific Grove is a residen­
tial, incorporated communi-

ty of some 17, 995 people 
and occupies the sandy 
slope between Point Pinos 
and New Monterey. The 
pineclad heights of its 
southern boundary offer a 
striking contrast to the 
wide, white dunes on the 
west and the dark, rugged 
shoreline of the north, 
challenging the long surge 
of the Pacific. 

A half mile from the cen­
ter of town is an 18-hole 
golf course and a protected 
beach with secluded bathing 
coves and picnic grounds. 
Pacific Grove's municipal 
flower beds along the 
water's edge are world 
famous . 

Scientists come from all 
over the world to study the 
marine life off the Pacific 
Grove beaches. The Hop­
kins Marine Laboratories of 
Stanford University are 
here, as well as the Hopkins 
Marine Life Refuge, a two­
mile stretch of beach extend­
ing out to a depth of 60 feet. 
Asilomar Conference 

Ground, through the years, 
has been a place where edu­
cational, religious and youth 
groups come to hold retreats 
and seminars. The confer­
ence grounds contain 60 
acres of pine groves and 
shoreline and has numerous 
meeting rooms, two audito­
riums and complete facilities 
for housing and feeding 500 
guests. 
The Pacific Grove Museum 

of Natural History contains 
unusual and interesting ex­
hibits of butterflies, marine 
and bird life, plants, shells, 
Indian artifacts and histori­
cal presentations. It is open 
every day but Monday with 
no admission charge.

The Del Monte Forest is a 
private community known 
the world over for its 
natural scenic beauty. It has 
been attracting visitors since 
the 1890s when as many as 



SO tallyhos (four-in-horse­
drawn coaches) made three 
daily sightseeing excursions 
carrying guests 17 miles 
round trip from the original 
Del Monte Hotel in Mon­
terey. 
Here you can drive 

through pine forests and 
groves of Monterey cypress 
and along a coastline of sin­
gular beauty. You will usual­
ly see wildlife such as deer 
on the golf courses, and the 
sea lions, seals, and otters in 
the water and on rocks off­
shore. 
You can enjoy golf at one 

of the several outstanding 
courses here, or ride over 34 
miles of beautiful bridle 
paths, or compete in major 
equestrian events. As a spec­
tator you can watch polo 
and rugby matches, cham­
pionship tennis, the AT & T 
National Pro-Am Golf 
Tournament, or any of the 
other tournaments, trials, 
and other sports events held 
here each year.

Carmel's beautiful beach is 
city owned for its entire 
length and is available to 
visitors and residents alike. 
Although treacherous tides 
make swimming dangerous, 
the beach is incomparable 
for sunbathing and pic­
nicking. 

Carmel is known for its 
charming shops. Most of 
these shops are small and 
specialize in one type of 
merchandise, from candles 
and brassware to imported 
foods and golfing apparel. 
Within the business district 
are many secluded shopping 
courts of great charm and 
character, often missed by 
visitors who don't stray 
from their cars. 

Carmel also has a large 
community of artists and 
craftsmen whose works can 
be seen in the many art 
galleries and studios of the 
village.

Annually, Monterey 
County pulls in $658 million 
from its farming, supplying 
the country with fresh let­
tuce, artichokes, garlic, chili 
peppers, and a host of other 
farm products and livestock. 
Salinas, with a population 

of over 82,000 people and 
located 17 miles from Mon­
terey, is the county seat and 
hub of the valley's activity. 

With light industry and the 
military supplying a wider 
economic base, Salinas is a 
city of all walks of life. Just 
north of the city limits lies a 
large modem shopping cen­
ter.
