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BRINGING THE JOE SlMONTON UFO
CONTACT UP-TO-DATE

] SY-Judge Frank Carter

You probably read of  the Joe Simonton ccntact near Eagle River, Wisconsin
with an unidentified flying object on Tuesday April 18,1961, and the write
ups in all the daily papers. In fact the write-ups were so good that lajor
Donald E.Keyhoe Director of the National Investigation.Committ cn Aerial
Phenomina (1536 Connecticut Avenue, Washington D.C.) objected when I mailed
a letter to him on Friday April 21st,1961 and enclosed cne of the alleged

~"cakes" to be analyzed in order ‘to check the stcry of Joe Simonton and if
‘possible to see if the cakes were of earthly crigin or some outside origin
not common to us.

You will recall that-Simonton was alone at the time when he heard a
noise outside his farm house,some four miles west cof Tagle River, Wisccnsin.
When he went to see what caused this. noise he disccvered that an unknown
‘object had landed in his driveway near the house. COne of the cccupants .of
this strange vehicle abcut thirty feet in diameter beckoned him tec fill a
metal receptacle or urn, with what he understocd was to be "drinking water".
Thusly he went tc the house and filled same,and returned with it, and handed
it up to the occupant,and-leaned his left hand cn the metallic side of the
object., At that time hé noticed another man werking over what he thought
were controls, and a 'third ‘man. over somekind of a heating or cocking unit
and was interested in cakes seemingly being cooked thereon. When the first
.gccunant who took the receptacle of water noticed Joe's interest in the
cakes being cccked, he ogused s~me of them tc be sccoped up and given to
Joe,and then tre obJect tock rof f at considerable speed.

Joe knew that I was-head of a flying saucer group at Eaple River,and
arranged to come t¢ my "ome late dt night and tell me his stcry., I asked
him if re would give me one of the alleged "pancakes" in order trat I might
check his story and send same in to be analyzed. I was quite surprised that
he weuld agree so readily in giving up one cf the few samples that he had. ..
This fact rather ccnvinced me trat Simenton was not lying. He was not a
flying saucer entrusiast,and had ‘hever attended any of our meetings nor read
up on any of the llterature 450 T began to believe his stery,fer he was not a
"drinking man'" and was not bearlng a reputation as a liar nor as a story
teller nor as a seeker' ¢cf publicity. Just a plain common plumer that was not
known as a reader of science or space literature. I know what I am talking
about in regards to his reputatjon around our community as I was bcrn there
71 years ago and served as County Judge for 42 years and knew everybody in
that small community. Jce really came tc me feor help in giving him information
as. tc what it was all about,--.

Being a flying saucer. Jenthusiast since reading "The Coming of the Sawcers'"
by Kenneth Arnold and everything else that I could possibly get my hands_ on
in connection with the subject. #Altho I was NOT a believer in  the so-called
"contact" stories,but more closely connected to the Major Keyhce group,for I
had read all his books and was a member in his group. I naturally thought
immediately, "Now here is a chance to send this 'cake' to Keyhoe and. his
organization,and analyze it to find its contents and try tc find out if the
Simonton story was a HCAX cr indeed true. So I mailed him (Keyhoe) a long
letter dated April 21,1961 containing the stery and the sample for tre sole
purpose of having it analyzed I. wanted very much to checlr Joe's stery so

you can see.
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The daily press all over the country immediately got on :the jcb and began .
calling me at all hours of the day, even while cn the "judicial bench on
scheduled cases'" and I resented being called to trhe phcne while so servingj,and
tcld trhem all that I had mailed tre cake on to:Keyhoe and his NICAP to be L
analyzed. It now seems that lMajor Keyhoe got "sore" because I told the press
just that. Turthermore Keyhoe did not acknowledge tre receipt thereof and I
had to check to see if they had ever received the "pancake". Keyhoe did not
answer the letter but his secretary,lichard Hall, answered my ccrrespondence
after much insistence trat I wanted to know what had ‘become of the sample,

I then learned of their anger in receiving it, particularly because I gave
the press the story that I sent the sample on to them to be analyzed. Vhy
this shculd be so disturbing tc swch an INVESTIGATING CCMMITTEE I cannot
understand even to this day. Most saucer bock authors complain of “poor
press,’service" which they get on saucer sightings and yet,here,in this
particular saucer sighting and contacy story,the press was glad tc get all
the information that they possibly could. Lven were scmewhat obnoxious in
calling me at some of the most ocutlandish pericds of the day FUR INFCRMATICN,
So I personally have experienced a different attitude as tc sightings than
others have otherwise announced in the past.

I was anxious tc learn what the analysis would showj; whether 'the sample
vas a fake or a hoax. Otrer saucer investigating societies such as Mrs,

Coral Lorenzcen of Tuscen,Arizona, director and publisrer of tre A.P.R.O.
Bulletin, whe thru her friend,lrs,Cecelia Fess,of Rbhinelander,a neighboring

city Jjust begged for the return of the "sample" so that Mrs.Lorenzcen could
analyze it, or,at least, obtain ancther sarple, but Jce wruld not let another

go after the Keyhoe treatment. E

Keyhoe's secretary had a hitter ccrrespondence with me over the publicity
and I then demanded the retvrn of the sample, and that I would take care of
tre analysis myself, but I cculd not cobtain the sample back that I so
innocently mailed trem. They alleged that they had sent it cn tc a cremist
in New York City and that he had it and trat I would get a report when the
analysis was actuvally completed. Making a long story shert, I state '
positively trat t~ this day (over two years later) I have NﬁVER received any
report of that chemical analysis from Hall, I'eyhoe, NICAP or any chemist that
trey allegedly sent it to be analyzed. I rather believe trat in all fairness
tc me,after all the effcrt I made to send it on tc trem,in the first place,
demanded trat I get some kind of a direct report on this strange “pancake".-
But NO: this is tre truth as to the treatment that NICAP hands out., ‘
i Now, later, one of the members of NICAP (I dropped cut after such
treatment) Mrs.Cecelia Hess of Rhinelander,Wisconsin,who lives abcut 24 miles
from Eagle River and had attended some of our saucer meetings at my home and -
otherwise, has REPEATEDLY spread the FALSE stcry that one realtor, of [Fagle
River (Harry Pride) alsc interested in so-called, "Pleasure Island" an
amusement park here had hypnctized Joe Simonton to tell the now famcus"pancake"
story. Now I have nailed her on the false story tc her face,before the other
members present at several of our meetings,that I have known the said Harry
Pride personally since he was but a kid, and that I have knovn him wellsthat
he is .a personag friend of minejthat he never knew anything about Hypnctism
-and still dces notj; that I have been a "showman" all my lifej; a semi-
proféssional magician and ventriloquist (just retmrned from such a convention
of the Interpationgl Brotherhcod of Magicians at. Knoxville,Tennessee, July
1st to 4th,1963 inclusive,wrere they came from all over the wcrld to this
gatherings—that I knew practically all Hypnotists in Illinois,Minnesota,

Michipgan and Wisconsin personally, and that Harry Pride NEVER could h{gnotizé
anyone and that I was certain that he associated with no one that could do Bo%

and in fact when I approacred Harry over a year ago,and also within ten days,
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he mearly laugred and said '"She is crazy'" in spreading such a stéryi —-MNow - =wmmoem s
Harry is a '"so-called gcod fellow" and may have criginally made that stcry

up fcr rer benefit, as re met her at a Dale Carnegie meeting,taking the course
togetrer, and may have "played tre trick" on her, because she was as big an
enthusiast of flying sancers as I am,hut tre point I have tryed to make is

that in spite of his attitude,and also my refutation of the rypnctism story

she continues tc repeat this story. Remember shre is still a member  cf NICAP

and a friend of Major Keyhce.

Let me also state that there appeared the "“identical stcry"of Cecella
Hess, in Ray Palmer's FLYING SAUCERS of July 19€2, an article under the name
of Frank Patton. I have reason to believe that thnt name is not the true
name of the author thereof, or authoress of that story. That it is a fiction-
al name, or Nom de Plume, fcr Cecelia Hess, of Rhinelander,Wisconsin. I
could be wrong, but does any one know of a I'rank Pattcn and his address? If
I am wrong, I srall gladly apolcgize in this magazine. But I-believe Ray
Palmer, whom I know personally, and have been at his hcme and he has been in
mine, ought tc check this story, as to whom this party Frank Patton is under
these circumstances.

The Patton article on page 18 of that issue states: "I won't hedge..
here is the gist of what I heard: It seems a local real estate firm wes
planning tc open an amusement park in the vacation area near Eagle River"
(Authors comment: There is no other amusement park at Fagle River but
"Pleasure Island'",and it is cperated C’lefly by Harry Pride and John lcrley,
of Fagle River, 19@2 and presently again in 1963).: Pride is a legitimate
realtor at Fagle River he is the only person wre covld possibly fit the
description, and wouldn't it bhe quite an incident if another partv (cne
Frank Pattcn) whem I de not knew of actually easedrcpped on Pride's conversat-
ion in.a restaurant.after cne cf the Dale Carnegie Closses ,wherein Cecelie
Hess attended,withk Harry Pride and others,actvally heard such & stcry and
rememberred t all in details,names, places, and all? ' Then the article in
Palmer's magazine goes further "One of the features was tc be Joe Simonton,
who would be availahle tc tell his story to one and all. - It shculd be quite
8 drawing card." Ncotice that Simontcn DID NMCT appear before the public at the
park in 1962 nor has intenticns of decing so in 1963. I kncw because I saw
him cn the street in Eagle River June 8tr and he just recently got back from
the annual convention at Buck Neclson's where he mect plenty of others and tclls
me trat he learned a lot .about flying saucers, and in fact,has a tape reccrding
of all the speeches and came tc my summer home on Wednesday eveing to listen
to it. To continue with Palmer's mag. '"we visited Joe several times.. Each
time we gave him the treatment,over and over,until he had the exact details
of a visit from a flying saucer, a request by cne cf the ocupants for water,
and a gift from tim of the three pancakes. Joe really believes he saw those
savcers, but it was all HYPNOTISK. We got the idea frcm ncoting all tre pub-
licity saucer sighters get, and we thought it would be a terrific drawing card
for our new park.” There you have it. Joe Simenten never saw any flying saucer,
no three men,one of whem’ asked for water and no hovering disc that made off at
terrific speed He did receive three pancakes,made by his hypnctists,and they

centainly are not of other-world origin."“
Now thats the story by one alleged Patton. We saucer enthusiasts of this

cnmmunity have called a meeting at my summer home on Sugar Maple Lake,three
miles north cf Phelps,Wisconsin for 7:30 P.F. Thursday August 8tb 19(3 when
Joe will give a report cn the Buck Nelson conventlon that he recently attended

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THE GALT SAUCER

It was back in 1957 when we were all talking about flying saucers. I had
purchased many hcoks cn the subject,just like everycne else, and had even
organized a small grcup whc were interested in learning more about the subject.

In July of '57 wren trere was news c¢f many $Sightings, we gct werd that
one samcer had landed in Galt,Cntaric and that it bad heen observed by a
nomber cf teenagers, We wasted pe time in getting dcwn there as Galt is
lccated apprcximately ten miles from Kitchener where I reside. We drove to
Jack Stephens hcme, he was cne cf tre witnesses, and fcund that he was quite
tired of answering tcc many questions about the landing but re ccnsented to
show us wrere the saucer had landed. i

When we arrived at the scene, we found plenty cf evidence. The grcund
where the object had landed was sccrched black, bales c¢f hay had been brcken
open. Branches broken cff in the nearby bushes. Hundreds of pecple had
previously been there and trampled most cf the area, sc that the fcctprints
made by the saucer had almost been wiped cut. Jack told us that we could get
some earlier photos taken by the Galt Reporter, cr frcm Mr.Hartman whc at the
time was interested in the grcund analysis.

I thusly obtained several printe frcm Phil Potentier of the Evening
Reporter and cne from Mr.Hartman.

However it was nct until a mcnth or sc later that I began tc study the
fcotprint phctos and discovered tc my surprize that faces appeared tc be on
one of the prints. I pcinted this cut tc cthers but ncne guessed this had
any connecticn witk the saucer, thinking it was just cur imaginaticn.

I had completely fergectten ahout these faces, until ahcut a year cr sc
age I myself phctcgrarhed a UIC,

Several months had passed since tre sighting and I was beginning to get
disccuraged trat nc cne seemed to tale an interest in the prcto. I theought it
strange that many well kncwn researchers refused tc answer my letters cr
analyse the photc.

Studving the picture scme mecre, I feund that I cculd make cut several
faces and alsc transperent snacecrafts.

Things were beginning tc add un ncw, and suvuddenly I realized t*-at
"nepative" entities were ccnnected witlr 1t. The pieces of the puzzle began to
fit tcgether, and I realized that I had indeed stumbled on to a pecssible

sclution tc %he saucer mystery.
Tre space craft whicr landed in Galt back in July of '57 was pcssible from

the same place, as the cne I wes able tc phctegraph in April cf 1962. In bcth
instances "unfriendly faces" appeared cn the pictures, and the fact that I had
been silenced, relped to prove that they came from scme negative dimensicn or
lanet.
5 Cn April 6, 1958 alcng witr Gene Duplantier I visited Mr .Hartman to find
out the results of tre tests he had made on the area in which the Galt saucer
had landed. The results were as follows: 1) Shcrtly after tre saucer took
off,scil samples were tested under a micrcscope. An cdd blue radiation was
cbserved. Soil taken a fraction of an inch from outside the area of which the
object had landed shcwed no affects whate-ese~ever., 2) Using an instrument to
tell pressure of the soil, he had pressed the device into the earth, It went
in about cne inch before pressure registered. But, where the soil in the
print shculd have been ccmpressed and much harder due to the weight cf the

e, = &) Ants in tre scorc-ed area wrere t-e saucer landed were larger and
ptrenger lco~king tran ants in untoucled areas. Alsc thetant hills tremselves
were much higher than tre crdinary cnes. 6) Mcre of this eartr was placed in

a jar and sealed. A tiny spider was unfortunate tc get inself intc tris jar the
.same time tre earth was put in. But if tre spider was tc face its like

species now, it would be called a giant, becauvse it was abcut ten (10) times
its usual size. 7) Six inck lcng nails were put in another jar ccntaining
earth frcm the print. Two prcbes were put on the varicus nail heads which was
in turn attached to a galvanic meter., This is an instrument for determining
the strength and direction of a electric current. Vhen connections were made,
the galvanic meter hand cn the dial jumped the fnll range of the dial,

Twc more tests were made femw: §a) centinuity, (b) magnetic current. Ccn-
clusicn: PCLARITY IS FLUSIVE, CCULD NCT FIX PCLARITY, This test was made by a
Mr.J.Stauffer, a "ham" radic cperatcr. The akcve test was witnessed by
Mr.Mike Mathews, news anncuncer fcr Galt radic staticn CFTJ.

The abcve infcrmaticn was printed and varified in the May 1958 issue ¢f
Gene Duplantier's SAUCER SPACE AND SCIENCE.

I am glad to see that so many clergymen are in the field of UF(C research.
Since Yreality" is tc be investigated from all and sundry lines cf inguiry
UF0's are a part cf this reality and should be investigated in same. A UFQ
grcup should bhave perscns frem space medicine to demcnolcgy or parapsycrolcgy.,
From atomic research to the clergy.

Not all UFC groups think sc., A recent exchange cf ccrrespcndence between
NICAP and myself establisl the fact trat NICAP doesn‘®t believe parapsycholcgy
is necessary in its investigations, A more recent statement by L.J.Lorenzen in
the May, 1963 issue cf Palmer's Flying Saucers disclcses that APRC has complete-
ly resipgned theirselves tc investigateing thre '"physical" aspect cf the UI'(C's,
as 1f there was scme simple fermula wereby the '"metaprysical" porticn can be
conviently abated. Peter Kor, in bhis series cf works in Palmer's zines, has
shewn why researcrers wen't be able tc investigate like this much lcnger with-
out'"realizeinpg the.painfvl paradex cf tre situvatien'". Tom Comella, in the
December 1962 and March 1963 issues cf Moseley's SAUCER NEWS in a facismile
of Kor's wecrks, points cut the sare thing.

It can be seen, that if we cannot ccme tc somekind of an understanding
between these two extremes -metaphysical, etc, cne hand the physical on the
other how can we even come to cope with the much more accepted and common
sister limk between the two: religion. For it has been said that religion
(a fundamentalistic and Christian viewpoint) is the link between the occult. -
ististic metaphysicals and the strict materialistic science. Even here, we
have various "faiths". The orthodox researcher, with a statis guo that he dces -
not want to dirty, thrcws his hands up at the whcle mess and resigns himsel”
to a convient line of investigation. As Kor pcints out, in the long-run,th:
solves nothing. It was said in a U0 publication that "it is the opinicn o1
this organization that UFClcgy is a non-religious topic....that religion, 1like
politics, has nc place in the UFC wcrld. Let's keep UFClogy what it is suppcse’
to be, a scientific inquiry into (the) UFC.'" The afore-quoted is zimilar to
other of tre medernistic viewpoint., First, it is assumed that science
investigates the tctal of all reality. As Peter Kor and others have pointed
out, it does nct....ergo, it is "half-fact'. Second, the abcve publication,
like the majority cf religicns today, den't realize the true purpcse and infcr-
mation in the Bible and that the Bible contains mcre unique informaticn than

thought. That the true understanding cf the Bible may prove tc have more
genuine ccennection with the UFO then thcught. The remainder cof this article
is written ahout a certain grcup and its fcunder and that understanding of the
Bible....its "prepbhecies', purpose of man cn tris earth, and reality,

Usvally, the Firle is treated somewbhat mundanely. As if it were scmekind
of opium or a psychclogical medicine that is gced fer whatever cur supersticions
cause us., They have lost all understanding that the Bible is an authority. On
the other hand, perscnages bombastically teach trat they have found the answers
to "hidden'" passages in the Bible, that verse such and such mean so and so,

Such mystic and psycroc grcups purport to be gced, but they make the mistake of
not letting the Bible interpret itself. However, one group of Bible enthusiast..
shcwed the Bible is the above menticned authority. An autbhority that tells of
man's future, man's purpcse cn this earth and his relaticn to God and His
universe. This is really unfamiliar tc the layman. But let not the layman

feel resentful: the clergy, our vast majority, dc not realize the prcceeding,to-
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One important facet of this Piblical informaticn ‘is its “prophecies". One
third-of the Bible ccntaining preophecy cf this day and age. God tells us of
the events of major and impertant happenings that will cceur before he.comes.

It is gquite disccuraging to find cut that the Bible males nc menticn of
space ships in Jts history when the Bible is interpreted correcctly. Since such
evidences as the "Piri Reis" map (see Keyhoe's FLYING SAUCERS:TCP SECRET pages
712 te 215) indicates that the earth was vnder a "werld wide AERIAL survey" by
cartopraphers "more expert" than curs, it seems ircnic that the Birle makes
no vniferm masntion of such. Still furtbher, in 1958 an cbject fcund near Piraeus,
Greece was evamined by Dr.Derek Price at the Institute of Advanced Studies in
Princetcen. He found it to te a mecramical instrument cper ted by a lever. It
shcwed and precisely mcved the reproducticns cf tre planets of cur solar system
at a time when we thought they had nc kncwledpe cof cur sclar system! That's
like a jet nlane in King Tut's tcmb. Yet there it is, a fi'as*i¢ instrument and
an ancilent map, but nc mention cf the vast a.tivity that most surely acccmpanied
the twc incidents.

UFC's (as UFC's).MAY be menticned in tre Bible's historical date,but let's
lcok for menticn of space ships in the Bible's prophecies fcr this day and age.
The cne-third cf the Piblical prophecy fecr now and cur furture. Perbaps, even
mere strcngly we are cenfrented with the. shocking fact that cur "“future'" makes
no mention cf space ships in the Bible's prcphecies for tocday and tomorrow.
Furtrer,no mention of cuter space 1life and intelligence is ‘tcld of. He tells
of the trcubles we must suffer through. He tells us cf several major happenings
trat He:feels-rare important enough for menticn in His Bcok. Dut he dcesn't
nention space people, terc, Elder gods,etc., or giving us a.cure for cancer.
nor does Ie mention %hat the just mentioned will invade us frem cuter space
(21though, there will be plenty "hell" right here cn earth, besides). . In short,

the Bible. centers around the human beings cof this earth anda their @rcublcs and
“rails, After menticning the devil and his demcns over a hundrcd tlmgs,.and God
ord Tis angels more tren that, it can be seen that it is particular in its

terminology. There is no reason why Biblical ancients shcuid have haq\”amentia“
or a stupidity that weuldn't enable them tc lable and recerd the details of space
ships and space people, much like we weculd teday,nct tc mention: Tere, Dero,
Serpent Races, Elder Gods, Venus brothers, etc. ; - -

It is necessary that the Bible menticn intelligent outer-space life and
crace ships. It is the criticisms ¢f many that the Rible is nct a bhisterical-
Sclentifical bock and it wouvldn't be imecessary tc list suck statistics as
space ships. and intellipgence in cuter space. What they over lcck is ithe fact
that 1"i"Pible reveals the "purpcse cf man cn earth, in regards tc Ged and His
universe". Further more the Biblical proprecy cf cur fu'i:z.is quite detailed
(cnce understcod) and can be used as an active standard tc judge UFC theories
in the lipght of our future. Ergc the words cf the Bible. "If they speak not
according tc THIS WORD it is because there is no light in them.," (Isaiah 8:20)
"Prove all things, hold fast that which is gced" (1 Thes. 5:2.) takes on real
and different significance. As far as statistics, in the light of the just
discussed, tre Bible words "Man lives not by bread alcne....but every word of
God" takes cn weight, toc.

This does not .nccessarily mean that UI'C's don't exist; more specific, the
"taknowns'". The evidence fcr some "unknowns" is there, although, the out lined
remarks that I have mad® would tend to cast a damageing picture fer 1 70Ology. But
they exist as what? The Bible says that God has used the shape ci the saucer
and different celestial events. Ezekiel had a visien. But this was a IVG
(Identified Vision of God). In Acts I0:11, Peter has a vision of another IVG:

a vessel.  Although, Acts 2:19 does tell us that Gcd plansg tc show signs and
wonders in the heavens, it is understood that these "wonders" -re self expla® =~
~"“ry 'when the "end time" arrives. It is dcubtful that they will have anythlng
to do with space people since the aforementioned paradox will still be ev1@ept.
These "end events'™, when prophecy is understocd, seem tc have more to do with

upheavels in the weather and nature, rather then space ships.
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We alsc know that the devil will bhave the pcwer tc fcol us. Tc Satan, it
ig a simple prankster's trick tc .make '"unknowns" appear as 'space ship'". To
‘Satan, it is a simple task tc, actually, manipulate prysical materiel to arrange
a savcer witr a cabin and have it emit angel bhair, magnesium fragments cr what
have you. Fccling arcund witr a radar signal isn't any hardship for him either.
It is a precise warning of Gecd that Satan will be here tc terment us in
EVERYWAY (Rev. 12:9). The devils tactics are even revealed tc us in air-phen-
omena (Isaiah 1%:29),

If T had a chcice, I'd-be the first to cast my ballct in favor of the many
popular UF(C thecries with the hundreds of wonderful and fantastic promises of
salvaticn from all the threats that muster arcund our being. Usually, these
sundry’ trecries use '"space pecple'" as there fcremat., But, what I wish and what
the real answer indicates are twec different trings, and since the Rible says
the devil ras the pcwer tc feoel us in such a way, it may basnecessary to have
clergymen lcck into documented cases cof demcnclcgy and parasychelcgy. DNet in
the sense that tre two menticned fields s*culd become a substitute cf religicn
(for the Fible has just as muck tc say against trhe "wild" claims cf Shaver,
Trench, Adamski, (Cgden, Bender and cthers. Witr their matrix-mcsaic cf met-
aphvsical and supernatural new are jargcn and melange - as in ccntrast tc the
"orthodex'" views cof NICAPians and APR(ians,wrcse trite thecries are ncne the
less just as ineligitle)"but as tc assist the clergy UFClcgical investigatcr.

—Ged-.made it clear that Satan will tcrment us in this mcdern era, it is quite
natural that parasychrclegical and demcncICgicoaI“ctase histeries—will reveal

abundant infcrmation.
What one wcuvld have tc¢ de is te leck feor himself into tris matter. Many

people have brcught Bille passages tco my attention as prcef cof space people.
However, I find it tc he cnly circumstancial evidence. Pocr circumstancial
evidence at that. For, in the light.of Bible prophecy and its purpcse cf man
on earth, the evidence shculd be clear and wuriiform and concrete. I can't say
it is by any means. Here is the barrage of verses:

Job 25:1-6 Does the unclean stars refer tc unclecan people? Ps. 19:3 outer-
space pecple wculd hear Ged's veice tco. Job 26:13-1L4 is God concerned with
another pecple in space? Ps, 29:3. Is this a reference tc the waters (heavens)
in Genesis 3:6-7? ces Ps. 5C:L4 refer to future dead astronauts cr space
people? Ps.18:2 is space pecple to be faithful or Ged's angels? Ps. 57:10 is
His mercy great tc non-living solar bcdies cr living things? Ps. 19:3-6 of
course, God is concerned with whatever His universe MAY ccntain. I Ccrinthians
15:29-40 Here God is telling cf the difference of things. Switching from earthly
to heavenly things, He states that scme things out in space are '"equal™ to
earth things. Angels are not. Who is he talking abocut? Isaial 40:22 does this
verse,as some say, refer tc "dwelling places"of cuter space pecple? In Isaial
hS:l?, is God talking of scmecne cther than His angels? In Jererial 10:13, is
He once:-again referring tec waters (beavens) in Genesis 1:€6-7? The preceding
has bheen a gist cf the kind cf verses that.have bteen broug-t ferth as evidence
cf the many popular UFC thecries. But, wren they are lcoked at in tre light
cf future Bibical prcphecy and its connecticn witk man's purpcse fecr existence,
it (or they) are understccd tc be '"cut cf context'"s as far as "prcof wise".

The afcrementicned Birlical situvaticn is c¢pen fer discussion and re-prcof
and refutaticn. But it can't be done with wild sarcasm and sardcnic remarks.

__Henest and pelite ccrrective criticisms are telerable, nct bitter "gc jump in

T thé laves"., If ‘the-pessimistie-eut-leck cf. this article stirs such ineligible
criticisms, it weculd be a reflecticn c¢n tre "criticiser" and nct the Yaccused'.

There is a tremendous amcunt of activity in UFCdem. As we lcck at this
scale of activity, we see at one extreme the '"space brcthers" arriveing in. all
their drama tc prepare eartl pecple for their quixctic and rcmantic return.
Everyone from "sister" Kalna and Illmutk tc "brotkrer® Adonai, Soltec, Voltra,
and Monka are viclently flexing their jawsa.
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Further down the scale, NICAP, APRC and otrers are runing after their
"'spacecraft!" and '"snacemacrines" gustentated by treir purpcrted tens cf filed
evidence, '

‘Meanwrile, bacl at the ranckh, Peter Kor sententiously altercates t-at some-
tring dces exist, bt as a hcpeless, mundane problem cf chemistry cf "antibcdies"
and "extracrdinary matter" dcmenstrated in tre ccllective unccenscicus.

Ray Palmer has *is slcven, inordinate, bizarre Shaver Mystery and a sac-
rilegious CAHSPE bible paralleled hy ris reccndite, insatiable, cften myster-
iovs private thinking and ccmplete allergy fcr vniform scientific presentation.
A rather similar prctlem exists witk James W.Mcseley, who uses his publicaticn
as a jaunty playgrcund cf entertainment.

The remainder of UFCdcm is ccemprised cf '"borderland" ideas, concepts of
dimensional spaceships, spirit mediums, space ccntacts, prehistoric birds,
space plasma, ray gun bolts and time machines. The scale almost wavers into
cblivion with spirits of the dead, equational concepts, and biological factors
cf borderland sciences. }

The preceding paragrpahs clearly show the lack of cccperaticn which is
languid and taken fer granted in all parts of UFClogy. There exists a ampliat-
ive, stentorian activity, but completely and excessively "undirected".

There is a final shock coming to the groups and individuals listed at
the beginning cf the last few paragraphs. Thie shock will NCT come from the
infamous:'adverary of the advocators. of the above listed.ideals the Air Force,
Instead, it will come from a source completely unrealized as’ scientifically”
demenstratable (unrealized by such as those publications trat say trat there's
NO scientific qualities in the Bible):.the Holy Bible!  The Bible is, as
Mr.Herbert W.Armstrong (founder cf the Ambassador Colleges and formuiator of
the WCRLD TCMCRRCW radic and televisicn broadcasts) points out a 'iscientific
axiom". Also Mr.Armstrong preactes his words in the fcrm in whiclr the Bible
prints them. There are no dero stclen verses or little elf thefts., After all,
THT BIRLE'S DEMCNSTRATARILITY, CR PRCPHECY, WHICH IS NCW BEFING PRCVEN CCRRECT,
DEPFENDS ON THERE BEING NC DELLTICNS CR MISINTFRPRETATIONS. The Bible prcves
itself as an authority, and EXHIBITS TRUI PRCPHECY AND A "SEQUENCE CF EVENTS"
WHICH LEAVE NC PRACTICAT USE CR REVFAL NG AMELICRATIVE INTELLIGENCE BEHIND THE
UFC, as avered in the thcusand and cne popular and vnique and rare, alike UFO
thecries., This is unpleasant, but as Armstrong says: "I know trig is no%
pleasant to contemplate! I ¥ncw well, tco, trat it wen't Pe believed by more
than a few. I know only tco well that our proud and stiff-necked naticns will
heedlessly refuse to take warning! But I also know that these prcphecies are -

as certain as tomcrrow's sun...."
Briefly,here is tre sequence of '"damning-to-ufclogy" evehts: When the

Nazis went undergrcund after the seccnd World War, they tcck with them a plan -
which calls for trem rising to pcwer again thrcugh the economical (later
pclitical) pecwer cf the European Commcn Market (example: see chapter one cf
Douglas M. Kelley's 22 Cells in Nurembgr%), This is final restcraticn of the
Roman Empire, prophecied in the Bible. fter their position is. restcred,  the
Nazis will cut off trade witk America, causing the greatest depression ever.
This prcbability is realized in the news (see: TIME MAGAZINE, July 13, 1962
NEWSWEEK January 28,1963 .LIFE MAGAZINE, April 20,1962, pages 102-10h,io8,112.
SATURDAY EVENING POéT,_January 6,1962 pages hS,hé,SO). Coupled with drastic
metrolegical conditicns, this will greatly weaken the United States and Great
Britian, inviting evemy invasion (a point of interest FATE MAGAZINE June,1963,
pages LO-47), The Nazis will cbligingly comply, and ccnguer America and :
Brjtian, making slaves cf the survivors. Russia will then conquer thre Nazis,
but Ged's supernatural interventicn will end the bhell in wriech we will have
been forced intc. We will watch God destroy Communism and Nazism, in additicn
tc the devil and his demons. The ultimate outccme will® be "utopia'",Kingdom of
God, to the small few that have beccme true converted Christians, in the
quality that Gecd 'wanted man to become.
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Cur future will bedevil suct pecple as Norbert Gariety of the, now defunct
SPACE magazine, wrc is cn a anti-cemrunist kick, even thcugh ccmmunism and
Nazism are at a nar. Many peonle will be lccking to the skies for their 'space
friends" tc land and rescue them in the nicl of time. Thris just won't happen.
Even NICAP and APRC will bhe genninely shccked when '"'nothing beccmes' of their
mountains c¢f prcof of interplanetary spacesrips. Peter Kor is wrcng by place-
ing the '"relipious" theory of UF('s cn the same par as others, because it is
abcve them all. It is langvid in saying,as he does, that the gcds won't ccme
down to earth,. becarse cnly CNE "God" descends. Trench will be just as surpris-
ed when all juggleing and rearrangeing of Bible verses tc support ris '"sky
people" thesis ccme to nought. Adamski is in the same boat with his "brothers"
and "sisters"., Sraver will be plain sacrilegious when what I write here =~ -~ : =«
becomes reality. .

In retrospect, there can be cnly three pcssibilities fecr a case tc uphold
the existence of UF(‘'s, The follcwing MAY be accepted by the Bible: (1) UFO's
are an invention of a nation (in the light of remarks by such as liichael X in
his We Want You, abcut the rise of tre underground Nazi and UFC's the Bible
does leave the possibility open fcr such "weapcns'" of fmtuye warfare.

(2) UF('s are from the
devily or (3) God is useing this phenomena. In regards to number three, it
must be remembered that if God is useing them, directly, they WILL be kept
in gccordance with the words of His Bible and its prophecy. As far as this
concerned, -number two, of tre abeove, would seem to be a better possibility.
dero, terc, or space brother is menﬂ’:ioned in the Bible, whicr 48 wery parta-
icular in Its-terminolcgr.- It's either, maybe cne of the atcve OR NCNE.
Regardless, and it can be said in the wcrds cf Mr,Armstrcng's sen, Ted:

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TWILIGHT OF THE SAUCER ER

EDITCRS NCTE: Besides being a personal friend of ycur editer and an active
Interplanetary News Service advisory bcard member Jim Moseley is editecr and
publisher of tke second largest and cldiest saucer magazine in America, SAUCER
NEWS. This is the first article that the author has ever done for a "“rival"
zine witl the exception of Barker's SAUCERIAN years agc. A six issue sub<.ri
scripticn to SAUCER NEWS is $2.00 and we recomend it as a must,

The above title may seem rather strange, ccnsidering that the authcr has
been publishing a saucer magazine for almost a decade, and plans tc continue
publishing it indefinitely.

However, it is nc exaggeration tc say that we are gradually approaching
what may well be the end of the saucer era. It isn't that UFC's aren't seen
any more! On the contrary, there has been a rather constant number of saucer
sightings througrout the years since 1947, -except for the big "“flaps'" in
1952 and 1957. The trouble is, though, that few people realize tris, Even
saucer zine editcrs who dc not have the benefit of a press clipping service,
as we do, are inclined tc think that saucer sightings are decreasing in
frequency. The truth is that there are as many interesting sightings as ever,
in varicus parts of the U.S. and around the world, -but, saucers are "old hat"
now, and the wire services only pick up a very few of the most sensational
incidents. Thus, even a New Ycrker, reading his lccal newspapers, soccn ccmes
te the ccnclusion that saucers are "dying cut." This is even more true cf a
perscn living in a small tewn. Unless he subscribes to a sauvcer magazine,
whick is mest unlikely, years may pass withcut ris reading abcut a single
sighting in ris rcmetcwn paner.

There are also cther, mecre important facters trat are tending to kill
off the saucer saga. Cne cf these is the very same factcr whiclr has already
practically killed the wrcle field cof science ficticn. I refer tec wrat might
be called '"science reality" -namely, the unbelievable advances whicl the
physical sciences have made since the end cf World War II. IEven ten’years
ago, only a few visionaries dared to talk atout space explcraticn in our
life time. Now only a randful cf incurable pessimists and crackpcts wculd
deny that the Moon will be explcred within a decade, and the nearby planets
socn thereafter. Thus, what has happened is this: Whereas the idea that
creatures may be visitirig : us from other planets used tc be exeiting,
fantastic, and daring -today, the reacticn of the average man on the street
to the idea of extraterrestrial life wculd mcre likely be '"Whc cares?" ratrer
than "I can't believe it." If we Earthlin%s are snocn going to visit cther
planets, it is nc longer as thrilling as it used tc be tc believe that
extraterrestrials are visiting us. The fantastic has become commcnplace, and
with scientific kncwledge now dcubling every decade, there is hardly time
te formulate a dream before scmeone makes it intc a reality!

Another very seriocus trouble is that saucer research really bhas not
gotten anywhere in all these years. Hundreds cf thcusands of wecrds have been
written, thousands cf speeches have heen made, at least a hundred major
books have been written -and still nc real prceress! There is no theory or
combination cf treories whrick has made any real headway, and worst of all
there is still nc direct objective precf that saucers even exist! Yes, we
have mcuntains of indirect evidence: and a few careful researchers rave gcne
sc far as tc vse vp their eyesight carefully placing hundreds and hundreds
cf sigrtings con file cards, and classifying the UFC's acccrding to speed, ..
color, shane, size. etc. Al] cf this work ras acccemplistred eyactly nothing.
Fven the Air Fcrce tried the same tring. cnlminating in treir famcus
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statistical analysis called Prcject Blwve Beck Special Revcrt #14,published

in 1955, If we are to helieve tre Air Fcrce, trey were nct able to get any
clcser tc a sclnticn te tre sancer mystery thar were the civilian researchers,
in spite cf all tre meney, perscnnel, and facilities available to tre
Government fer treir . investipation.

A mystery whicr lingers cn withcut any scluticn in sight, eventually
beccmes boring tc the public., Sensational events belp tc keep interest
alive, but in the lcng run interest will die out anyhow. This is proven by
tre fact trhat the saucer ccnventicns at Giant Reck, Califcrnia, attract
fewer and fewer people eac year. TIven the contactees are lcsing their
fcllewing, and it is small wender! (ne ccntactee cr anctrer bas already
(allegedly) visited all the nearby plariets, so it becomes a matter of ™can
you tep this?". In other wcrds, each contact must be mcre fantastic than
tre last cne, or else it's merely "cld hat." 2Recently, twc bccks were
published which had encugh c¢f a new angle to be of interest. Al Bender's
FLYING SAUCERS AND TI'L THAET MEN supposedly sclved a ten-year-clc¢ mystery,
and it contained alot cf interesting-if-true material, UIFFC WAIRNING by
John Stuart cof New Zealand, was definitely the ultimate in scmething%cr-other,
as it ccnsisted mainly cf sexval attacks ¢n an Farth girl by various
extraterrestrial menstery. Yet these hocks, particuvlarly the latter,
attracted relatively little attenticn and did nct sell verv well -mainly
because they anpeared tcc late in the game. The saucer bcck market has
becceme a questicn cof supplyving ever-wilder stcries tc an ever-decreasing
nublic,

In tre nine vears that I have been publisring and editing SAUCER NEWS,
I've seen dozens and dczens ¢of saucer clubs and publicaticns start cut
witk a flcvrisr, reack their neal, ard then fade away intc cohlivien. The
average 1life cof a savcer clvb is arcut twr years, I have ssen myself pass
from a "green" newcrmer intc t-e field back in 1954 to cne cf the last

cf tre "cldtimers." Al Bender, August Roberts, Deminick Lirechesi, Elliott
Rockmere, Gray Barker, and mcst of the cther leaders in the field in

these dayw are now in retirement er semi-retirement. 1In addition, a
surprising numbher cof sancer leaders and authers have died cver the years
Fdward Ruppelt, Morris K.Jessup, Harcld T.Wilkins, Meade Layne (founder of
BSRA), Tiffany Thaver (secretary cf the FFortean Society, and only active
member), Cedric Allingham, and several cthers who are less well-known.

Where will it all end? Frankly, my SAUCER NEWS subscription list was
dwindling wntil I recently tcck over Gray Barker's SAUCEXIAN BULLETIN. How
lcng I can bang onto a "hard ccre" of my fans and his fcrmer fans, remains to
be seen. Personally, I expect tc see saucers eventually descend tc the
semi-cblivicn enjcyed by ghosts, pcltergeists, and cther psychic prencmena.
Everyone whc has studied these fields with an open mind kncws there is
scmething tc eacl of themj; but as these drag alcng, with similar phencmena
repeated cver and over again, and nc hcpe c¢f a scluticn -trey attract only
a few fcllowers and are rather consistently igncred by the scientific
cemmunity and the general public.

It has heen said by certain cyniecs that the real name <¢f the tbhree
men in black are Boredom, Frustraticn, ard Dispust. I myself have never
been trouvhled witr any of these three, and my personal interest in tre
subject cf unidentified flying cbjects. (UFC's) remains as keen as ever.

SAUCER NEWS is cemmitted to continue_publicatien "till tre_last cup and
saucer" (whatever that may mean!). But just hcow socn the last cup and saucer

PROBLEM

At the risk of making most UFC fans mad, this writer is going to show
that recent finds in astronomy show that neither Mars or Venus is a base for
the UFO.

For those who believe in contacts, let me say that this writer tcld lir.
Adamski, in long talks witk him in 195é and 1959, that the man he met in the
desert described in FLYING SAUCERS HAVE LANDED, did not come from Venus, but
that the man was trying tc indicate the history of Venus tc Mr.Adamsli. Mir.
Adamski wculd be first tc admit that he may not be a perfect mind reader.

Frank Scully was the first to kncw the answer to the reason fcr the UFO,
He wrcte this answer in/'BEHIND TFE FLYING SAUCERS under the chapter title
"Theories in Collision",in 1950. But Mr.Scully alsc gct mixed up in the
origin of the UFC as Mr.Adamski did. It is nc small wonder that Mr.Scully
ever heard of Immanuel Velikovsky. WCRLDS IN CCLLISICN, was printed in 1950,
the same year BFHIND THE FLYING SAUCERS was printed. How did Frank Scully
bhave access to Dr.Velikevsky's manuscript?

Areal Phencmena Research (Crganization headed by Coral E.Lorenzen has
shown in recent issues; January 1963, March 1963, that tre UFCs have surveyed
tre geclogical features cf our planet. Ncw they are ccncentrating cn the
favna.

All UFC fans are asked tec read all cf Dr.Velikcvsky's beck WCRLDS IN
CCLLISICN publisted by Deuvbleday, 1950 at ycur lccal bookstore. I expresslj
pcint out, pages 36R tr~ 371: "The Gases of Venus'; 'The Thermal Balance of
Venus.,"

Page 20 cf tre ccllepe astronomy bock ASTRCNCMY, 1059 by R.Baker says
that the clouds on Venus are positively '"carbon dicxide". So did all astronomy
bocks prier to the Mariner Two probe cf Venus.

Under "The Gases of Venus'", Dr.Velikovsky says that the brilliant gases
cf Venus are tre remnant of the tail of a great ccmet three thousand years
ago,

On the basis of researcr in this book, he concludes that the clouds on
Venus are rich in petrcleum gases. He shcws that Venus is tco hot for the
liquefication of petrcleum, and ccncludes that hydrccarbcns will circulate in
gaseous ferm in the clcuds cf Venus. Dr. Velikovsky shcws that the absorption
cf petroleum in the spectroscope is far in the infra-red where 1950 photographs
did not reach. He predicted that when the technique of photography improved
enough to differentiate the hydrocarbon lines, (by the way, Mariner Two was
lcaded with infra-red camerasg the spectrogram of Venuvs, would shcow that its -
clouds were hydrccarbons: gaseous oil. Astronomers were as usual blind, as
the albedo of Venus is greater than any other planet; .75 compared with .22
fer Mars, .I3 for the mocn., Venus is as bright as newly fallen snow,

Under "The Thermal Balance of Venus', Dr.Velikovsky shcws that whether
Venus turns rapidly or slcwly, the root of the prcblem lies in the fact that
Venus is hot. It is bot htecanse Venuvs experienced in quick successicn its
birth and expulsion frem a major planet under viclent conditions. (All
astronomers admit that do not kncw wrere ccmets come from) Venus was a bhuge
comet on an ellipse whiclr anrproached tre Sun clcsely: it had near collisicns
with tre earth, accomranied by discharges of potentials between these twe
planets whicr was accompanied by a thermal effect cavsed by the conversicn of
momentum inte heat., Venus also rad a nurmber cf centacts with Mars and
Jupiter. All these ccntacts harnened between 2000 BC, and 1 BC., sc the core

of Veénus must still be hct. Dr.Velikovsky predicted in 1950 that the surface
of Venus would be fcund tc be very het, a predicticn laughed at by the "know
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156 all” astronomers of that time,

On March 8,1963, TIME MAGAZINE published a cover story: VENUS, WHAT
MARINER TWO SAW.. Dr.Louis D.Kaplan of the University of Nevada and designer
of Mariner Two's infra-red experiments is quoted cn page 80. The surface of
Venus is 800 degrees F.3; a temperature tco hot tc support life at this time.
Trere is cnly ten percent carbon dioxide on Venus. -

The surface cf Venus has becth mountains and smcctr places like earth. And
what are the clcuds? The clcuds are, says Dr.Kaplan, HYDRCCARBCNS! (n the
surface cf Venus, says Dr,Kaplan, is '"ccmpressed, cily air". The pressure is
twenty cr mcre Tarthr's atmospheres, encug* tc keep any water cn its surface
frem reiling.

For scme vears, tris writer has ccrrespended with Dr.Velikovsk¥y, and let me
warn readers trat it wculd he useless tc menticn the UFC tc bhim. “He wevld
not trrow away his lifes work on the sclar system tc make any sort: cf public
statement in regards tc the UFO.

I called attenticn tec the TII'E article tc Dr.Velikovsky and he wrcte me
Marcr 1l', 19¢3 trat I had correctly ohserved '"that bot™ crucial tests claimed
by bim in WCRLDS IN COLLISICN HAVE FCUND VERIFICATICN IN TEFR RESULTS CF THE
MARINER TWC PRCBE. A phote ccpy cf this letter has been sent tc Mr.Beckley.

What dc scientists think cof Dr.Velikcvsky's trecry now? In the December
21,1962 issue of SCIENCE sent tc me by Dr.Velikcvsky and written by V.Bargman,
Dept.of Physics Princeton University and Lloyd Mctz, Dept.of Astronomy,
Columbia University points out that Dr.Velikovsky worked in perscn with
Dr.Einstein, and Dr.Velikovsky asked Dr.Einstein tc use his influence to see
if Jupitor emmitted radio signals. On April 5th,1955 B.F. Burke and K.L.Franklin
of Carnegie Instituticn announced strceng radio signals emarating from Jupiter.
I should add ‘trat scientist Rcger Gallet, Boulder Laboratories, Naticnal Eureau
of Standards, in 1957, pinpointed these to two surface spcts; explosions of
"Tremendcus pcwer'.,

SCIENCE continues that this was a complete. surprise tc astrcnomers. Cn
December 5th 1956, Dr.Velikovsky submitted a memcrandum tc the U.S. IGY
Committee suggestwng a magnetcsphere reaching tc the mccn. This was fcund in

1958 by Van Allen, says tre article.

SCIENCE then states that in 1950 Velikovsky stated that tre ccre of Venus
was hot. In 1954 N.A.Kozyrev fcund trat tre surface temperature of Venus was
plus 30 degrees C. But by 1961 the surface temperature on Venus was known tc
be "almest 60 degrees F." Again astrcncmers were '"surprised" in a field where
few "surprises were expected". The article points cut that radio activity will
nct nroduce "an enhanced surface terperature'.

Barpman and Motz state trey feel imnelled tc establis* Velikcvsky's
pricrity of nredieticn cf trese pecints. and vrge, in view cf tris, "trat bhis
ctrer crnclusicns be objectively re-evamined'.

Now, what abcut Mars? The readers cf this article are going tc rave thre
horse laug% on Kevbce, and bris pred1cflons cf alvminum mcons cf lars,complete

withr space cclcnies, and ctker science ficticn.

The mcens cf lars are, as Dr.Velilovsly predicts, huge chunks cf irregular
rocks witk much drag. They are nct only as brigbt as alvminum, but brighter,
probably with an albedc of .75, the same as Venus. They are surrounded by an
atmosphere of hydrocarbons-gasecus oil-due to Mars near collision witk Venus,
in the seccnd millenia BC. These moons must locck larger than they are:
therefore must seem light.

The canals are huge factures .cn the surface resulting frcm the ccllisicn
of Mars and the astroid belt behind Mars says astronomer Clyde Tombaugh,
page 289 EARTH IN UPHEAVAL, by Immanuel Velikovsky. Page 366 of WCRLDS IN
COLLISICN shows the '"ice caps'" to be really scme sort of carbon ccmpound -
acquired frcem Venus in a near colllslon which distills during the liartian
summer .MArs*s difference in temperature keeps this "manna" from being
permanently disolved under the rays of the Sun. lfars must be exceedingly ar
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due ‘tc near collisions with the Sun where it must bhave been. almcst Purnt to a
crisp. ! ] :

What ahcut the "atemic" explesions witnessed by Dr,Saheke and others,since
1951 (page 55 FLYING SAUCFRS FACT CR FICTICN by Max B.Miller). This is the
biggest laugh of all cn Keyhoe and his "atomic spacesrip" in Siberia, in 1908.
On page 25¢ of EARTH IN UPHEAVAL by Dr.Velikovsky, he rhows tkat should an
interplanetary discharge take place between the earth cr any planet, another
planet; "planetoid cr trail of metecrites", with bjllicns of vclts of potent-
ial difference and nuclear fissicen or fusion take place, the effect would be
similar tco the expleosion of one or more hydrcgen bombs. (One reaction could be
neutrons plus nitrcgen give§ radio-carbcn 14 plus hydrogen). There aren't
any "atomic spaceships". The explosicns cn Mars are due tc the collision of
Mars with astrcids: %ossibly causing deep craters, or "oasises".

t seems to me that Coral Lorenzen and tre late M.K.Jessup ccntinually
hinted to yecu UFO fans ahout Velikcvsky. But none of you will take the hint,
Why? I call attenticn to A.P.R.0. Bulletin, July 1962, article "Visitcrs"
where she speaks of Velikovsky.

In the January-February 1958 issue of the British saucer magazine FLYING
SAUCER REVIEW M.K.Jessup said, page 23, "Scmetimes the Solar System may emit a
quantum (comet) at which time a planet might change from cne crbit to another
Such a disturbance would fit Velikovsky's pcstulates abcut Venus and Mars
leaving their orbits at a time of great earthly cataclysm.'" FEnd quote.

Is there a Mars 26 month cycle in saucer sightings or not? Yes all deep
researcr-has shewn this, But they do nct come from Mars. If you were in
charge of all UFO's, and there is scme pessibility that Velikovwsly's trecry -.
will harpen again scmetime in the future, would vou nct be interested in the
gravitaticnal rull, and electrical interacticn of Mars and Venus, wren both
of these planets are in their cycles of nearest approacr to the Parth?

Mcseley pces cn tc tell trat a trip assavlted Barker, on whose fcreread a
small scar remains, and hrad damaged tre printing press. Turtrer Barker
dismissed his fcur emnlcéyees for treir cwn nreotecticr. Barker wevld nct tell
Mcseley what had cavsed this sindden crange in bis life: nevertheless it was
guite chvicus to Moseley that Barker felt there was an crganized fcrce causing
his afflicticns cf thcse past several months.

tre Debbins evneditien., Tris, a caving trip intc tre mecuntain area arcund
Magdalena, New Mexicc in nursvit cf dercs, flying savcers, and what nct was
Freaded by Rechert L.Decthins, ,Acccrdlng to Decbhins, he bhad seen discs the size
cf headlipghts Jeaving a cave: but, raving attempted tc enter tre cave, fcund
trat be ccvld nct descerd tc a dent- of twenty feet, hecavse cf a strange
paralytic effect ubhcn tre snine. Dchrins gave cnt varlatwcns cf the ahcve
acccrnt, bnt trat was basically the stcry.

MAccerding tc a repcrt on the expediticn sent cut by Dckrins, a rcund
brilliant, red light was cbserved in the.nearby hills a few days befcre tre
members of the expediticn were to arrive in early June. The illusive cbject
was crased by the City Marshall and aids fcr three ccnsecutive nights. Then
on tre day the members arrived, ''the telephcne went cut c¢f corder, the members
tock sick, something was wrong w1tb any mechanical mechanism connected with
the explcration. It would take several pages tc tell c¢f hcw many things went
hay-wire and all in & few hcurs.

AIMER PUBLICATICNS HAS TEMPORARLY DISCCNTINUFD PUBLICATICN cf Flving

Saucers and Search, Ray Palmer, the brilliant editcr of Amkerst, Wiscensin,
has gotten intc quite a bit of trcuble, accerding to a prepared sheet sent
cut te al) subscribers. i -

The Freedem Publishing Cempany, wrich gave its address as Milwaukee, :
Wisconsin, was listed as tre publisher of cne cf '"tre dirtiest of the dirty"
.as tre Saturday Evening Pcst described it, rcrnographic smut becks publistred
in the covntry. When the reccrds a2t the state capital 'were ‘checked, Palmer
was fcund tc be a directer of tre company. Sc the District Attorney, having
first made a statement tc the press that Palmer Publications in Amherst was
publishing those bccks, came down tc accuse Palmer and te search the printing
plant.
Palmer says that scme months before 3lichard Shaver had formed a corpcratiocn
for the purpose c¢f publishking his science fiction- -and had Palmer tc sign as a
director because he needed a third party besides himself and bhis wife. Palmer
states that he signed as a friend, witkrout cven reading what he had signed
(emphasis curs), so he never knew the name cf the company.

Altbhough notling was fcund, the incident was played up fully by the press,
radio, and televisiony and nc cne rctracted their accusaticns made prior to
the search.

A1l this brough drastic repercussions. Palmer's pgper suppliers decided not
to sell paper tc a smut publisher. They even demanded that he pay his bills
immediately. The banks refused tc rencw his loans; friends snubbed his
family.

Palmer's story fcr discontinuing publication at this time is quite a bit:
more convincing than those of the past, but we have a feeling that he hasn't
given us the full story.

On the farxth or fifth day dewn acccrding tc Fellin they saw a dccr and
a}thovgh trey bhad no light frcm above c¢r from their helmets it was clearly
visible tc them. The dccr was covered in a bright blue 1ight.,

docr. They say beautiful marble steps on the other side. Trey saw this’
fcr 2 whrile and then they didn't.

Before they heard from the men :n the surface they hed light ncw and
then.

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A WHISKING W

If you readers will recall, last issve we were discrssing varicus
t-ecries in ccnrecticn to what is refered tc sometimes as "mystericus falls
from the sky". In trving te evynlain trem away we ccme néxt tc animal
matter and the like wricr- fall cr arpear tc fall “a from the sly.

And fish? VWell, trev trcr very lilely will fall together. Granted trey
bave a smccth aercdynamic shape. But trey will spread treir fins, I srnpcse.
For the latter reason they may glide ocuite far and stay up mucr lcnger,
especially if they bhit rising currents cf air. And the frogs, by treir
shape, outspread webtred feet, will perhaps glide even better than fish,

But they're all the same, almcst identical, and their instinctive reacticn
will ‘very likely be uniform sc¢ trat they tco will fall cn one small plct, as’'if
they had heen deliberately dumped there by some intelligent creature.

And, by tre way, let us nct fcrpet that Charles Fort and others who
gathered reports on such prenomenal sky-falls say explicitely that many times
these weird events were scmehow or cther associated with stcrms, and that
these were UNUSUAL storms: They came just befcre, during or right after the
storm; or they were on the edge of it, i.e. clear skies at tre fall, but
frighteningly dark skies within the eye's reach.

Three mcre facts shcuvld be stressed here: 1) The eyewitnesses said trat
these storms were UNUSUAL by their violence, and/cr rareness. DNow, thke sky-
falls themselves are -unusval in many ways, including tkeir rarity, when ycu
compare their frecuvency witr that of tropical stcrms in general. 2) Jessup
and others repcrt that eyewitnesses said they saw pecple disappear SKYWARD
during scme trepical sterm or cther, for instance during the hurricane of
1760 wrich killed €,000 neople.

3) Acccrding to Larcusse's French dictionary seafares have seen at sea

viclent whirlwinds prll vn witk great ncise cclumns cf water: a ccntinucus
mass, nct just a spray. The same auvtrcerity .asserts as an accepted fact that
sma)i bedies cof water and swamps are scmetimes dried vp by these winds.
Ncw, tre late Morris K.Jessup ncinted cut trat generally thre animals in these
sky-falls are aquatic cr of tre lcwest ferms like fish, snakes, eels, snails,
frcgs and the like., He stresses trat this s“cws intelligent selection. Not
necessarily, as you s*culd see by now. Keep in mind that many other kinds of
animals and all kinds cf chjects rave been repcrted.

And lest I ferget, I'ed like tc pcint cut here trat since certain small
bodies of water will get very warm and stay that way even through a gcod part
of tre cecld season until tre ar#®é frcnts start tc come down and spawn
tornadoes, one should nct immediately see ufolcgical acticn when eyewitnesses

n

repcrt that WARM water fell frcm tre clear skies in one mass as if from a
torn hallcon.

For the reasons given above and others yet to be presented, I am
inclined to think trat the Air Force is right when it dismisses sky-falls with
one or two words: "“whirlwinds" and/or "jet streams."™ The latter need tc be
%e%'ned clearly before we attempt to use it in crder to explain further and

e %er, the abcve and other various aerial phenomena ccnnected with sky
falls, According to the United States Department of Commerce Veather Bureau
a jet stream is a parrow current of air moving eastwardly, continucusly or
brokenly in several discontincus segments, cver the ncrthern or scutrern
hemisphere, wave-like (betk herizentally and vertically). “Scmetimes,
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especially in the winter,there may be more than ocne jet stream at the same
time over a hemisphere. Cn occasien there will be twe jet streams over the
continental United States....one along the nortrern berder and ancther well to
the south, 1Its intensity (velccity) varies witr the seasons, being generally
7 rost proncunced in the WINTER."S In other cases, smaller detacked 'fingers' of
VERY. STRCNG. winds are fcund scme distance from tre parent jet stream. The
maximum speed is in-tre core: 250 mph. (n either side it diminisres to 100 mph.
And vertically tre difference in velccity between the maximum (core in center
cf top laver) and tre minimrm (that of the lowest layver) at say 5,000 ft., may
be mere tran 100 mph., "The heipht of tre ccre is not always uvniform...ncr the
velccity." In cne illustration the core reacres its maximum svpeed as it pass-
es over St,Lcuis, Illincis, tren slows down gradually tec 150 mph."

The ahove are qucotaticns and paranhrases from the weatrer burear with my
own emnhasis to bring out impertant FACTS in the case.

Suppcse that the waterspout-whirlwind-tornade detailed earlier criginated
and develcped in cne of the Scuthern States of the U.S.A. in the winter and
that it carried in its swirls a variety cof aquatic animals, plants, crganic and
inorganic matter. As tre whole system spirals skyward, witk its lcad, it also
and at the same time mcves bcrizontally an average of 25 tc 40 mph. The
topmest spiral arc will fling its contents up and away, as if from a giant
sling. Now, if there is cne of thcse jet streams in the vicinity, the
barometric pressure just outside its cocurse will be unusually lcw due to
Berncuilli's principle. Hence, the mass catapulted by the whirlwind will meet
with less resistance, stay together and go much further than otherwise.

And now suppose that the trajectcry of this mass happens tc be eastwaid,
which happens tc be generally the directicn of the jet streams in the Nerthern
Hemisphere, it will be taken fcr a ride and prcbably a2 lcng cne. Scme
articles will gec further than cthers because of their kinetic energy mve/2)
and treir aercdynamic shape. Sc,already there will be scme selection and
segregation., Furthermcre, at least scme cf these cbjiects will perhaps account-
er "clear air turbulence, wrich has been fcund tc be closely asscciated with
the jet stream...and is bhelieved tc be cavsed by tre shearing cr ‘'tearing'
effect trat cccurs when adjacent air chrrents mcve at different speeds." As
a result, tre articles caught in there will te tossed around. Scme will rise
higher, tren fall to lcwer levels and be tossed up again by rising currents.,
In some instances not tce far fetc-ed, trere will te freezing. And that
eynlains bow, embedded in many cakes cf ice that fell rere and trere cver the
years, fisr, frops, pebbles,etc. were found. The fact that scmetimes the
animals are still living is astcunding Puvt nct necessarily ufological.

And ncw anctrer fact, generally ipncred by thcse who have made up their
minds that ice-falls must tre t-e werk of the ufecnauts (ufcerew). In a becklet
titled: ICE GCN AIRCRAFT, by the U.S. Weather Bureau, tre autrcrs savithat
among the many circumstances which will bring ahocut tre fermation of ice on
an airplane the follcwing are guite ccrmenly tre carvse: If a plane is flying
say at 2,000 feet from a cold region (belcw freezing) intc a freezing rain,
clear ice will form cn the wings. Tre pilot is tcld that '"cne way e¢f escaping
the ice weculd be a gradual climb inte tre warm air atove: that the airplane
may already have a heavy lcad cf ice that makes it impessible tc climb.™
Cbvicusly, if the lcad is nct to heavy yet, he will climb in order tc avcid
grave danger. When he does the ice will escape. But, for reascns cne can
easily surmise, the cbservers down belcw on the grcund will be ablé tc see ncr
hear the plane; and sc they will not directly associate the ice-fall with it,
Since damage could and does scmetimes occur, the Air Force is not anxicus to
admit the ice came from the plane.

Coming back tc the natural forces as a sufficient explanaticn for the
above mentioned extraordinary sky-falls, it occurs to me that just an crdinary
thunderstorm aleng has enough well known factors tc explain part of this
aerial phenomenon, even when it hanpens '"out of a clear sky." A thunderstorm
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cell in its first stage is comncsed cof one cumvlus clecud and an UPward current
of air, w-icr bhepins generally near thre prcind and centinves right threvgh the
clcud, t-e ton of whicr in this stage, is at abcut 25,000 ft. altitude. 1In
the seccnd stage the clcnd has erxpanded up tc 40,000 ft. The upward draft has
increased in velccity as it rose and may rave reacred 30 mph. Some irregular
eddies cr WHIRLS rise at even 50 mph., As the altitude increases the temperat-
ure drons, and tris causes the water vapcr tc ccndense inte liquid cr sclid, --
depending cn altitude, and I think pressure. When the drcps cr other fcrms cof
ccndensed water are heavy enough trey fall, and this causes a dcwnward draft,
for a vaccuum is created in the wake. When the resultant mass ¢f air hits

the surface cf the ground or nearly so, it takes a hecrizental course, at a
speed which scmetimes is 75 mph.

Now, many t-understorms are multicelled with individual cells at xarigus
stages. Suppcse that the just-mentioned horizcntal draft hits scme shearing,
and this brings abcut a turbulence according tc the metecrolcgists. At’ this
point, the author will try to explain by himself hcw prohably a whirlwind and
cr a waterspcut will be fcrmed,given the conditions: Fluids, as Perry and cthers
have proven, behave like semi-sclids, when they are in energetic moticn. Now,
strong winds are gases and vapcrs (fluids) in rapid mcticn. So, the abcve
mentioned 75 mile per hour, hcrizcntal current shculd cause the vertical
upward draft tc spin. Therefore, tre air should rise spirally, cr cylindrical-
ly. Prior to this impact, the rising cclumn already had trat tendency and
mcre due tc the retaticn ¢f tre earth on its main axis, plus cther factcers

detailed abeve. Now, matter in mction leaves in its wake a space which will
be mcre cr_less and %cmentari]g em{ty, The surrounding air wlll rush ;?,
Evervore T am svure is nvite Vamiliar with the. fack tﬁat,mwd rain.and/ovy
snow wiltl follow in the wnke of a van and even cling te the rear. A swirl <f

air, being mrtter in motion, must produce trat effect. If so, tre air adjacent
o, he lowirtly ‘buld not yet part of it, will suddenly.find 4&tself.under & relatc-
ly higker barcmetric pressure. As a ccnsequence, tre molecules of air, water

vapor, etc. will pusr each other cutside and upward into the wake cf the swirl.
It follows from this that the intericr cof tke spiral will suddenly become a
partial vacuum. Here again the explanation is perscnal and subject tc errcr.

However,regardless of the explanation, the facts remain.
That, I believe, suppcrts sufficlently my thecry that an ordinary thunder-

sterm, a fortiori a violect one, could 1ift varicus chjects up tc even 40,000
ft. If ycu have -doubts, consider tre fact that the U.S. Weather Bureau in
Washington states clearly in its brcchures that if an airplane flying thrcugh
an exceptionally severe sterm at 200 mph at a censtant ncwer setting and
altitude, could be disnlaced UPward by as much as 5,000 feet.

Lest -I forgety, allow me te insert here tre prchahility trat, as fcr
ternadces, the upward drafts cf tre ertremely severe thunderstcrms ccvld

be very bhigh since it bekhaves like & sclid. This current must be quite rapid
if it's gecing to iniject itself intec the jet stream. It is rapid on tcp cf
scme cumvlus clcuds it has been clecked at 500 mph, and scme gusts are faster
yet. Morecver, as it reaches the top, it arches so that in some cases it cculd
pierce the jet diagcnally and then gc alcng with it mcre cr less smcothly like
cne who would run alcng a meving train wrile hcarding it sc as nct te get that
jerk which cnuld be disastrcus. But, there is bcund tc he some shearing with
resulting turbulence at the juncture. We need that to account for the con-

gealing of cur pockets of water into blccks c¢f ice, which after that will be
carried away, far away from the stcrm. and fall cut of a clear sky with nc storm

in the wicinity. Turbulence, of ccurse, will break up the eurrent, reduce its
interior pressure and allcw the molecules cf water tc align themselves sc 2as

to form beautiful cubhic crystals.

But:how about the blocks of ice wrich are associated.withha.storm?\
Obviously, trat is more easily accounted fer. Simnly chranpe the numerical
values fer tre size,shaps,weigrt and density of tre pieces adrift. Another
nlavnsirle erynlanatior: Wren a cell (cleoud) is mati're, rain and/or snow begins
to fall. A vacurm is then created in the wales of trese falling particles.
Thre molecwvles of air and otrer entities in tre vicinity fcllow, and as a
result tre "downward draft whichr regins in the middle and lower levels of the
cell pgradvally increases in hcrizontal and vertical extent." Thus, pockets of
supercooled water in the righer repicns will gradvally slow dcwn and then stop.
The pressure arcund them, will be greatly reduced and solidificatien’ should be
‘very rapid. The ice could come right down througr tre cell or just cn the out-
side,for,in multicelled thunderstorms some of the clouds are .tilted. It is
also quite conceivable that sometimes wrile falling frcem a tilted. It is also
quite conceivable that scmetimes while falling frem a tilted cell,tre cakes of
ice fall on a “young'", immature. cell in its first stage with a streng upward
draft., If one of these, as authorities claim, could 1lift an airplane 5,000 ft.,
it certainly could dc the same and better to a mere 50-1b.blocl of ice.
\ And that very aspect,plus otrers,gives us a gocd nint as to how we can
explain by natural,telluric forces alone why scme blocks cf ice,meat and even
pebbles were seen drifting and then falling with an astounding slow speed.
Note well that the dcwndraft has a maximum speed of only 20 mph. And.-it
begins tc slow dcwn lcng before it reaches tre surface of the earth, which
obviously acts as a barrier. ©Scmetimes this deceleration begins even at
5,000 feet altitude. Why? Meteorologists say: "This downdraft....begins in
the middle and lower levels of the cell." Now,according tc the diagrams I
have here the lower level is scmetimes at arcut 4,000 ft. So, it seems that
at the cnset of the precipitation phase scme air may still te rising up to
even 5,000 feet and that wonld slow dcwn tre downdraft. Near the earth, of
course, tre first portions of the dcwnward stream must baclklast into the
portions that fcllcw,slow them dovm and male ther swerve., Whatever the ex-
planation is, thre FA&T is that the downward cvrrent cf air, refore it reaches
tre proind,lcses its vertical direction and arches out vnder the cell in
various directicn,ebit: especially in thrat directicn toward which tre cell and
tre wrole storm is moving,for,t-at must be the imaginary '"line" containing the
lcwest barometric nressures,and,trerefcre,thre line cof least resistance.

The resnltant surface wind will reach even 75 mph and "will extend fcr
several miles {emphasis mine) in advance cf the thunderstorm itself." When it
encounters obstructicns suck as brildings, hills and the like,rising eddies
will te formed.

With all these FACTS in mind,wratever the explanations tc account fcr them
may be, any really brcadwminded person should see hcw scmetimes the sky-falls
drift in the air and then fall dcwn so slowly that scme of the animals, sur-
prisingly enough, are not killed by the impact and the ice is not always as
broken as one wculd have expected.

And that, in my bumble opinicn,talres care of another aerial mystery. But,
how about the sliced and shredded meat? For a2 lcng time, I tco, had tc blame
the ufonauts for that one. Wrole animals like frogs and birds especially,
since they're aerodynamically shaped, and probably under sucr circumstanceg
weuld help the wind by spreading treir appendages,offerecd me nc problem, Four
footed animals who while running fer protection would be off the grcund or
nearly sc, thus offering the whirl the extra assistance it needed, did not
pose a problem when I tried to substantiate my thecry.Veither did the fall of

blood, : .
But, when I read repcrts of pieces of animals especially when in a part-

icular shape: strips,sreds, I was stumped, and glad tc be becanse then I had
anotrer argument, I.thcught, for the fact that extraterrestrial humanoids are
visiting our planet. Hcwever, tc my dismay, an explanation suddenly flashed
under my craniuvm. I couldn't get rid of it. Quite the centrary,when I
metaphorically dashed it on a bculder,insted of killing it,J made two out of one
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Years agc, and even tcday, on farms, alsc in lakes and other bodies of
water you find all kinds of animals confined in cages, ccops, pens,sties,nets,
etc,, which are made up at least in part,especially on tcp,of fine wire in
various types of meshwcrk. DNow, out of the millions of tornadoes wrich occur
here and there over the globe in the course of a few years, you can visvalize
one with a 300 mile per hour gust in it passing by one of these many wire
censtructions. At the immediate annrcach of the storm an animal would have
the tendency tc run. So it would be off tre ground completely at times,which
obviously wculd accentuate the striking force of the whirl. Alsc, the animal's
skin wenld taut hecawvse of tre extrensive and intensive musular activity. Add
tc that violent breatring, wrich at times at least makes the tharax very
tight. All this is a perfect preparation fer slicing, stripnring and/or
stredding. Density redirced, but tigrtness increased. The wind, of course,
will pass unimpeded right trrcugh the wires the animal tcc will pass, tut,not
in one piece. A bird wculd nrcduce shreeded tweet,

But,scmetimes the flesk, acccrding tc the eyewitnesses, falls in amorphous
pieces. What bhanpened then? I'ed say that the poor animal eryplcded. When a
tornado passes over a hcuse witr its 'eye' tre pressure around the house is
siddenly reduced ccnsiderably. The air inside,being uvnder a much higher
pressure,especially if all tre vents are closed, rushres out viclently and
that causes the hcuse to explode. Are tre ribs and skin of an animal stronger
than the walls of a hcuse? And by the way, you need not pestulate a wire en-
clousure to explain tris case.

While we are at it, I like tc sugges t that we have right here the probable
explanation for hailstones and other pieces of fallen ice that explode.

Air was trapped inside and the ice fell on a low pressure area. Add to this
the fact that every often these blocks of ice ccntain dark material. Now, ice
with a curved surface cculd act as a lens and converge light rays on thris ,
dark material, which as seen, would convert this fcrm of evergy eventually in-
to hear. Now, air is a poor ccndvctor of heat. Sc, the air would expland

very fast, long before the-ice wculd even begin tc melt. As a final result

the cake of ice would explode.
A1l in all tren I have the temerity to think that our violent storms

sufficiently account for the sky falls as defined ahove. There is cne type,
however ,whict, I am mcst happy tc say, the abcve thecries fail to encompass:
the famcus 'angel-hair' which I'ed like to crristen: vfolon,obviously from
the word ufo and the suffix-lon &s in nylon, orlon,etc. .

To be noted here,the fact, as far as I could find ovt, that harring ufo-
lon, the other sky-falls were never seen coming down from a ufo, nor even
assocjated in any other way witk the vfo. But, the ufolen, on the other band,
is most of the time seen very closely asscciated with these spacecraft: It's
coming out of it, or it's ccming down wrhile the craft is above actually or was
trere srortly befcre.

Finally, tris vfclon ras never heen analyzed nor duplicated yet. 86 g
fer cne firmly believe it is extraterrestrial. But, the other sky-falls are
at most and only at times eyctic. And that,by the way, cculd acccunt for the
mysterious vanisring cf certain people,animals, airplanes, etc.

In conclusicn, I submit that witk the ercenticn, of course, of angel-hair,
sky-falls should not even he mentioned as an argument to prcve the fact,other-
wise very well established, that extraterrestrial bumancids have visited us in
the past and are visiting us now. Indeed, in argumentation it's not the
gquantity but the quality of reasons that ccunt. 1In fact, pcor arguments tend
tc weaken the value even of the gocd ones and hence the very position itself,
Weak blows not only de- not hurt the cppcnent, but tkhey arcuse him intc more
violent reactions which may turn out tc be disastrcus.

It was tre first in a series cf suct craters wrict rave teen recently
stcwing »p all arcund tre country. In Scctland, pclice and berb dispcsal:
men vere just as haffled by twc ctrer craters. Trese were disccvered cn
James Brcwn's farm 21 miles scutr cf Dunbhar in Fast Lcthian, '

Facr of trhese craters is abcut 16 feet acrcss and 2 c¢v 3 feet deep. Feorty
feet awvay are great lumps ¢f earth wit® channels up tc 4k feet lcnd radiating

away. : ; v » :
Nearby are¢a series c¢f square roles ahcut a foct wide and twc féet deep.

Brcwn bhimself advanced rather straightfcrward bypothesis. "There appears
to have been twce bipg explosicns and a 1lct c¢f little cnes." '

I spokesman fcr tre Scotland command said the army nad talen a lecok with-
out determining a po¢ssible cause. TI'cr the mcment re mulled cver the problem
cf the craters and ccmmented: “There're popping up all cver the place now.
These men frcm Mars-if that's who caused them-are beccming a nusance.™

While all this is taking place in Scotland back in Ingland .oy Elanchard
had scme of his barley and potatces disanpear and apparently the cbject wkat
ever it may have been scorched one ¢f his cows,

The cow began shedding its skin about tre time Blanchard disccvered the
" mysterious crater,

Tre army stated srortly after the landing trat its instruments shcwed
that scmetring piving cff a metallic reading was indeed in .tre crater. Put an
army spokesman at the same time emnhasized nc ncsitive finding hed been made.
He said the readinfs indicating metal heneath tre crater "cculd ccme from
anything-an cld bemb, a srell, cr anythring at all."

Otrers had speculated tre crater mipght rave teen fcrmed by a shcwer of
metecrites., Trhe Tonden Daily Sheter repcrted trat cne arny expert indicated
he treught tre hele might have heen macde by a Werld War II berb eyplcdirg
after deteriorating fcr 20 years.

The dav befcre this statement was made a Nr,.obert iardall, a leading
Anstralian astrc-physicist linked the crater witr ctrer mystericws marks
fcund .in nearhy fields and "said they were caused hy the fcrced landing of a
saucer he estimated tc be 500 feet acrcss, weighting 600 tcns and carring a
crev of 50 or sc.

Randall, who visited the site, said tre merkings en the grcund wvere
caused wren the saucer '"bounced" while mal"ing a fcrce landing. He said he
believed thre saucer's sclar hatteries failed and that its crew had tc repair

He thought the incident was possibly linked witt cther pupcrted evidence
of landings in Australia and France cver the past nine years. "We think
these aircraft are coming frocm scmewhere in the region ¢f Uranus',he said.

Fowever fcr mest the excitment was skhert lived for on July 25tk an chject
was pilled cut cf the crater., The c¢bject wes nctring mcre dramatic than a
half ncund lump cf ratter wrich appeared tc he a metecrite. Fcwever it was
sent tc the Britisr Misennm for investipaticn., Trc cfficial statement a2t the
time pces scmetring like tris, "We are scrry that a role wric- shrowed sc much
prcmise srenld have failed te live up tc its ncteriety."

However tw~ cays later mcst papers carried a srall item stateing that
tre cbiect about tre size of a tenrnis htall wriclr was at fivst believed tc be
a metecrite cn investigaticn prcved tc he a picce ¢f pyrite an ircn sulphur
compcund wrich rad been in tre earth for scme time.

Tre War Office satisfied that the crater was nct cawvsed by a detecricrated
World War IL hcmb stated that their investigaticn was campleted anc¢ that they
didn't wisl tc speculate abcut the crater hLeving been caused by a flying
saucer.,

‘This incident backed up by similar oncecs in the past srcw trat indecd wc
are being visited by etrange craftis which wé dc nct kncw much about., FPerhaps

EDITCR'S NOTE: .During the past trree years the authcr has ccripleted well
over 300 detailed drawings and a series cf articles having tc dc with
these UI'0O repcrts., The last series cf technical drawings-invclving maps
and gecmetrical analysis c¢f the maps-seems to indicate tre possibility cf
this buried record. If pcssible, the auther plans.tc put the last series
cf 33 drawings into a bcok withk explanatory notes. If such a UFC reccrd
exists,it would malke clear that the UF(C has visited the Planet Earth in
the ancient past. The coming of the UFO since 1947 would make clear that
they know- of the existence cf this buried record and had perfermed thelr
operations cver tre past 16 or 17 years because cf the existence cf this
reccrd and -the fact that it might becore recovered at some future date.
This ‘record wculd anparently be related t- tre (1d and NMew Testarents, the
Great :Pyramid design, tre Dead Sea Scrclls Caves, the Beck c¢f icrmcn
reccrdsy. the licsetta Stcne, te design c¢f the U.S./. West Ccast and the
Cemine ¢ the UFC,

Tre_Leg inpeles Times fcr Meverber €, 1957, printed a shcrt article
ccncerning a UI'C rencrt near tre faltcn See,California. licccrding tc tris
article,-kr. & lirs. i. L. Bornard cf Ferregc Springs, Califcenia, were
carping in t*e cdesert near tre west stcre ¢f tre Sfaltcn Sea. Lt abcut
5> p.r. the cruple saw an vnidentified flying cbiect hcvering cver the
desert flccr. Tre UI'C repcrtedly flashed a pcwerful white ligtt eiphrt
tines and at 2 two seccnd intervali The Burnancs described the light
as flashring in all directicns and scmewbhat sirilar tc a silent explcsion.
This Salton Sea UI'0 report tcck place the day fcllowing tre phencreneal
UF'C sightings at Levelland, Texas, on Ncvember 3, 1957. iccording tc the
LCS LIGEITS TIITS and tre LUBBCCK LVALLNCHL JQULILLL, Lubbeck,lexas, there
were seven separate UI'( repcrts in tre irmediate area cf Levellend. The
first UF( report came at about 10:30 p.m. cn tre night c¢f Fcvember 2 and
was fcur miles west of Levelland. The second UI'O was fcur niiles east, the
third was eight miles north, tre fcurth was ten miles ncrth, the fifth
UFC was five miles west, the sixth was three miles northwest, and the
seventh UI'C was five miles ncrtrwest of Levelland. The seventh UFQ cane
at about 1:30 a.m. cn Movenber 33,1957,

Fcllowing the Levelland reports and abcut 17 hours later, similar
Ur'0's were sighted by twc separate military patrols at tre '"hite Sands
Litoric Test Site of Jvly 16,1945, The UI'( 's were described as white objects
that descencded tc tre ground. This tcck plece cn Nevember 3, 1957. The
Saltcn Sea was fcrmed between 1905-1907, and it is located in the south-
eastern part of Califorpia. [fit present the length is atout 30 miles and
tre width is abcut 12 miles witr a depth c¢f 280 feet below sea level. It
nas a high concentration cf salt. Terraces indicate trat trere was an
ancient lake called_Lake Cahuilla cn tre site. This ancient lal"e was about
Y mﬁ%egvgﬁ?ﬁi%?da3ga$%1ggew%gg’deterwine trat Levellard ccnld be pecsiticn-
cd at cne end cf a straiert line and the Saltcn Sea at the ctrer end. The
distance between t-e two ncints wevld be atcut 761 miles (that is, tre
distance hetween tre Saltcen Sea base and tre Levelland UIX 6Ne D

e
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It is interesting to ncte that tre distance of the base of the Greatl

Pyramid of Gizeh in ancient Egypt is aIsc about 761 feet. In this case,
cne focot wculd equal cne mile....if cne were tc ccnclude that the
Levelland and Saltcen Sea UF( 's were measuring cff the base length cf the:
Great Pyramid design. Thre Great Pyramid is lccated at latitude 30 Ncrth,
and Levelland is lccated at latitude 33.35 North., Estimates place the
date of ccnstruction at arcund 2600 B.C. The Great Pyramid has five sides
and five ccrners, and tre chief ccrner stcne is at the apex. But this
chief ccrner stone is missing.

One would expect that if the UFO had establisred some type cf '"signal®
or "“beaccn" at the Saltcn Sea in Ncvember, 1957, that the UFO would repeat
Bgis pattern at. some later date. Such repeat signals have recently taken

ace at the Salton Sea.
On April 11, 1963 lMr. & Mrs. Lucille Revels of Anderson,California,

were driving on the east srore cf the Salton Sea. There were about four
or five perscns in the party headire scuth-southeast. According to lirs.Revels
the travelers saw a brilliant UFQO - fFashing a series of blue~green lights.

~-Ornte member ccunted the flashes, and they were repeated seven, eight, nine
and ten times in succession. The light was described as being over the

Salton Sea the first time and later just east of the Saltcn Sea. lMrs.Revels
has also stated that another green flasbhing UFC was sighted east of the
Salton Sea on June 5, I1963. This UFC flashed a green ligrt eight times in
succession. It seems apparent that the 1963 UF('s were related to the 1957
UFO pattern. However, the UFO cf tris year did not perferm the patterns
over Levelland but over the Salton Sea. Consequently, the primary :
emphasis involved the Salten Sea and the area arcund {t. As noted earlier,

the Salton Sea Levelland line would serve as a type of measuring line on -
the surface of tke land. " In my earlier article cn the subject cf the UFO,
I concluded that trese 1957 repcrts were ccnnected witrk tre intelligent
and mathematical design cf tre U.S.A. West Ccast. Furthermore, trat the

UF0 were involved with the creaticn and design cf the Planet Earth by an
intellipent and scientific Creator,

_ Certain data seems to indicate that there might be scme type of
recdbrd buried near tre Salten Sea. This reccrd could be cn metal plates
or engraved on stones, cr it cculd be an ancient type cf UFC. Such a
reecord might acccunt fcr the Mcunt Rainier UF('s of June 2h,l9h7 “the Los
Angeles UFC's cf February, 1942, tre Salt Lake UFC's of July 1952, the _
Levelland UFC's cf Ncvember, 1957, the Saltcn Sea UFC's of November, 1957,
the Red Bluff UFQ's cf 1960 and the Salten Sea UFC's cf April,1963. In
order tc determine if the data is ccrrect, it wculd be necessary tc under-
take a program of archaelcgical researct and digging at the particular
.site. As of this date, there are twc pcssible sites marked c¢n a map of
the area. I would welccme any suggestions cn this particular matter and
planned project of explcration.

Along with the above information I have sent the Director, Timothy
Green Beckley, an illustration of the area. The tcp drawing shows the
gignificant UFC reports in tre western U.S5.L. between 1947 and the present.
Yoint A represents Levelland, Texas, where the seven UF0's came on the
night cf Ncvember 2 and 3, 1957. Two UFO reports follcwed a few hours_
la%er at Point J the site of the world's first atomic test of July 16,1945,
Continuing West, we find the Saltcn Sea at point B. There were two
different types of UFC “signals; it ;hi Siltgg Sgal:lt {pe f1§5t582§ession
November %,1957 fIashed a powerfu white lig eight times in S .

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Angle B-C-A shcws the side view c¢f tre Great Pyramid desigﬂ (looking
at it frem the grcund level). Point C weuld be the apex pcint 481 miles

ncrth cf the base at pcint D (or 481 feet). The dtstance from D to C is
481 miles, and A to B is 755 miles. fngle B-C-4 is 76° 17' 31.4%, the apex
angle cf tre Great Pyramid. .ingle B-4-C is 510 51% and angle A-B-C is
also 510 51'.

The lit. Rainier,Red Bluff,San Francisco line (L-P-4i) will form the
side angle of 76° 17*' 31.4" of the Great Pyramid design witr the Levelland
Salton Sea base line. The UFC came on July 2, 1952z, tc Salt Lake (Point ES
and were photographed in flight on film by an official U.S. Navy photgrapher.

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I am in agreement with Rev. Cyr, and with lr.Erdmann, that we must
let tre Bible interpret itself. I am also in agreement that the Bible is
primarily piven tc reveal tc vs the basic spiritual laws, whereby, we must
live if we wisr tc pain eternal 1ife. And that it is not primarily written
tc satisfy all cur scientific-histecrical curicsity. Trerefcre, we must,
thrcugh cur cwn research learrn many things abcut tre physical universe,
which are nct specifically revealed in tke Fible. It is even ccnceivable
that there migrt be life cn ctrer wcrlds, and Gecd wculdn't have deemed it
necessary tc tell us abcut it. Hcwever, since tre Bible does reveal in
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advance the majicr events tc cccur, up through the second ccming of Jesus
Christ and beycnd, with nc menticn cf mankind mal"ing centact with, or being
invaded by, bheings from cuter space (excepting tre return cf Cirist and
His Angelss, it rardly seems l¢gical to think tkat an event cf such wcrld
shaking irrcrtance could cccur.

Almost,
all Biblical schclars, Cathclic cr ctherwise, reccgnize that Gog refers to
Russia. Russia was never a world pcwer until the last twenty cr thirty
years, at mcst.

(2) The story of
the resurrection cf Jesus Christ is a myth and untrue. (3) A1l religions
on earth are simply the result cf buman imagination. These ‘‘men" claimed
tc be pilots of flying saucers frcm a distant sclar system. Certainly, if
anyone believed such teachings, it could dc great spiritual harm.

(ne may dismiss all "ccntactee' stcries as coming frcm crackpcts and
liars. Prcbably, scme dc ccme frcm such scurces. But nc one can claim to
be scientifically investigating the UI'C mystery if he arbitrarily chooses to
disregard any phase cf tre phenomena, cr scurce cf infcrmation, sucl as the
centacteess That is not a truly scientific attitude, but is biased and
one-sided.

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AN INCREDIBLE SAUCER EXPERIENCE [N
COLORADI

During July,1963, I had cccasion tc be cn the west coast. While I was.
there I chanced tc meet a Jerry Jamres frcm Pueblc, Coloradc. EHe was a little
less than my cwn age cf 23, and he prcved tc be an interesting ccnversation-
alist, especially in regard to the discussicn cf c¢ff beat tcpics. Soon
after I had made his acquaintance I let go with one of my favorite questions,
asa means of launching a discussicn, interesting if only to myself. I
said, "Jerry, have you ever seen a flying saucer?' I expected him to give
me a strange and quizzical lcck and wonder if I shouldn't be in a mental -
hospital. But, fcrtunately, he asked me why I rad asked, and, when I
explained, he gave me a pcsitive reply to my questicn. Not only was his
"yes'" startling to me, but even more startling was the lcng and detailed
account of his rather close saucer contact. He told me that it happened
back in I957. ‘

Jerry, his father, mother, and younger sister, if I remember correctly,
were driving somewhere for a summer vacation. It was during the night
when the family stopped at a service station to refresh themselves. Jerry
and his father came back to the new Chevrolet pickup truck, behind which
was being towed a house trailcr. They got up into the cab to wait for
the cthers. Suddenly something mcving around overhead caught their
attention. It was rcund and gradually got smaller tcwards the top.. It

had the srape of the classical flying saucer sc dramatically pcrtrayed in

science fictinn movies. The saucer was giving cff a bright white light.:
Jerry was sc bewildered at such a sight that he could cnly stare as the
thing came dcwn lcw cver the truck. He said trat it seemed to be about
the size of an avtomcbile. It hcvered fcr a little while cnly a few feet
frem the top cf the truc) befcre zcoming cff intc the distance withcut
making any perceptible ncise. Tecr a mcment Jerry became extremely
frightened and talked with his father atout what they had just seen.
Neitbher fcund it easy tc telieve what treir eyes had tcld them. ,

The next day fcund the Jarmes camped cff the highway, several miles :from
where the saucer was seen. But, trere was a silver lccking tring that
appeared to be flcating in the air near a mountain estimated tc be about
a mile away. Jerry ncticed tre ¢(bject and thcught that it might possibly
be the same weird craft trey had enccuntered tre night before. It
travelled from the mountain over tc within 60 yards of the James® camp,
settling almost tc the ground--yet hovering atcut a fcot off the grcund.
It was just like the skin cf an airplane, aluminum cclored with rivets
visible., This time the whole family saw it and Mrs. James was so
frightened that she had a nervous breakdown soon afterward, not knowing
the nature of the object.

Later on Jerry and Ms.James went around the back of the trailor
only to find it unlocked, and, upcn their entering, they discovered that
everything inside was in perfect order. The beds had been left unmade
when the family began the trip. Now, tre beds were made up, although got
exactly as Mr.James would have done it, and everything was as neat as it
could be. On the kitchen cabinet they found the small disr witb thg
sprouting carrot which had been put there scmetime agc. But something had
happened to it. The carrot did nct resemble a carrot any mcre. ’;t had
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spred cut, as if having grcwn fcr weeks, in a very wild manner. Roots
were outside tre dish. In appearance tre carrot had grcwn extremely
rapidly. It must have gctten that way in cnly a day or sc, since it was
not that way befcre the James family embarked a few days earlier. On the
cabinet near the carrct was some green, vile-smelling substance. When
Jerry touched it with a pencil pcint it ate up the wccd cf the pencil.

Sccn after that Jerry and Mr.James left the trailer and drcve tc a
service staticn in crder to call tre pclice cf a nearby tcwn for some
“kind cf investipaticn. On route there the truck which ¥r.James was.
driving began accellerating against tre will cf its driver. Only a
fractional depressing ¢f the accelleratcr was ncw at least adequate for
prcper speed. But this is not all. Upcn arriving at the service station
Mr.James remcved the gas cap. (ut rushed a gasecus material, causing a
hissing ncise and bringing with it a strcong srell like that cf sulfur
dicxide, or rctten eggs. Jerry met a salesman, among cther travelers
at the gas station, who had experienced a similar phenomenocn withlis car.

Later, the James family disccvered that the part of the trucl: seat
where the driver would set rctted out over night and that the ignition
keys glcwed in the dark and were scft and rubbery, as if having been
expcsed to intense atomic radiation. Yet, they experienced none of
radiation's i1l effects, themselves. They were supplied with a new truck
by their insurance ccmpany. Policemen and an insurance investigator were
witnesses tc the weird results c¢f this saucer encounter.

After he had finished telling me these strange things I remarked to
Jerry that it was so incredible that it was difficult for even me to
believe such a tale. But he said that even so, scmetimes he has unpleasant
dreams about the ®wvent and trat he will never forget it. He also said that

he had no idea what trat thing he saw was.

This bock should be in the collection of all that have read anything
at all about the late D1, Ii. K. Jessup,

The book is a collecticn cf material gathered frcm different sources
tc furtker shead light cn the mystericus death, believed to be sucide, of
this fcrmost researcher.

This vclure brings out among cther things Jessup's great interest in
the Psychic and one is lead tc believe that Dr. Jessup believed in later
years that the saucers weie perhaps of a ncn material nature.

Also bought out is infcrmation surrcnding the strange Varo edition of
THYT CASE F(.i THE U.F.C. Acccrding tc Jessup this bock had been reprinted
at the gcvernment's expense in a rather large mimcgrapred editicn along
witrh strange notaticns. This mimographed version we are tcld rad a rather
large circulation in certain branches of our government.

To further add mystery to the life of Dr. Jessup we are told trat he

received some rather odd letters from a Carlcs Allende which are reproduced
in Barker's bock. These letters explained a tcp secret erperiment in which

our Navy was invclved. The erxperiment centered arcund Fiensteins Unified
Field Thecry in which one of our strips ccmpletely vanished fcr a time and
the crew went mad, while in what Allende calles a '"deep freeze',

The Allende letters are written in a rather strange style hcth in
grarmer and langvage. Appearently Jessun tcck a great interest in trese
letters.

Perscns who investigated deeper intc the Allende letters have appearently
drawn a blank acccrding tc Mr. Barler. Hcwever cne rerscn we are tcld
claims tc have scme Fncwledge c¢f the alleged lNavel experiment and claims that
a "strange little man witkh a srell blacl- svitcase'" was seen going cn board
just before the experiment tock place. '

"The Strange Case cf Dr. li. I.. Jessup”' ends witk a transmissicn thrcugh
a medium whc claims ccntact with a UFC researcher now cn Venus (cn another
plain of being) and althc Dr. Jessup is nct menticned we are lead to
believe that this researcher is ncne cther than cur 1. K. Jessup.

An interesting side line in the book is a letter published in the
introducticn by lichard Ogden frcm Seattle Viashingtcn. The letter goes
something like this...'Ncw as fecr Jessup his suicide was a frame up. Jessup
fell victim tc hypnotism. He was sent a tape reccrding that ccntained self
destruction suggestions. The type emplcyed hypnotic suggestions superimposed
on music and mixed with white scund. Nc cne can resist being hypnotized by
sound waves. This is disguised hypnosis and it is fcclprcof. The write
sound produces subliminal conditicning, a conditicning of the subccnscicus,

a stimulus which affects tre brain belcw tre threshold of conscicus awareness.
There are certain scund wave lengtrhs which are nct audible to tre ccnscicus
hearing but are heard by tre subconscicus.

But all of those who report
