Come in, water’s fine!

Last year, Jack Daley, 6, and his
brothers, George, 4, and Jamey, 3,
weren't able to carve rivers and reser-
voirs in the sand or dump bucketsful
of lake water at the Farms Pier Park.
No one could. The municipal beach
never opened and hadn’t been open
often long before any of the Daley
boys were born.

After the beach tested with high E.
coli bacteria counts, which have kept
it closed for most of the past 10 years,
it’s safe to go in, thanks to a number
of changes at the park.

The latest and most significant
changes are two circulation pumps
that were installed in the beach har-

bor.

The Farms installed the pumps to
push the lake water in two different
directions, keeping a constant flow
into the beach harbor area. The
pumps tie into water lines that use
lake water, which are used for the
park and Lakeshore median sprinkler
systems.

“It's a rather inexpensive opera-
tion,” said Farms Park Director Dick
Huhn.

Raj Sinah, an engineering supervi-
sor with the Wayne County Health
Department, has been impressed as
well. His department takes weekly
bacteria and water temperature read-

Man with rifle shot by Woods officer

Helen Krol heard two
gunshots Tuesday after-

noon, looked out the front
window of her Grosse Pointe
Woods home and saw a
wounded man she'd known
since boyhood being rushed
to a hospital.

A Woods officer shot Krol’s
27-year-old neighbor in the
chest when the man aimed a
riffe at police after stepping
cutside the home he shared
with his mother in the 1500
block of Dorthen.

Police said the man’s
mother had reported he was
threatening suicide with the
rifle June 18 at about 2:15
p-m.

“Shortly thereafter,” said
Mike Makowski, director of
public safety, “(the man)
exited the home and was
confronted by an officer who
ordered (him) to drop the

weapon. The subject raised
the rifle and pointed it at the
officer.”

The patrolman fired two
shots. One missed. The
other passed through a
fleshy portion of the man’s
outer right chest.

“It wasn't a direct hit,”
Makowski said.

“I hope to God he’s all
right,” Krol said. “I don’t
care about anything else. He
was always so nice to us.”

Makowski said doctors
were expected to release the
man Tuesday evening.
Hospital officials could not
confirm the man’s condition.
Makowski said the officer
was uninjured.

Krol said her neighbor
was upset about breaking
up with his girlfriend.

“There are so many girls
available,” Krol said. “If you
break up with one, there are
others around.”

The Woods man’s rifle remained where it fell after

the man was shot when

he aimed the rifle at a

Grosse Pointe Woods public safety officer.
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Makowski said, “We hope
he gets psychological help.”

“We knew him since he
was young,” Krol said. “It's a
shame.”

As she spoke, the man’s
rifle lay where he’d dropped
it on his driveway. On the
sidewalk, Woods investiga-

tors mingled with troopers
from the Michigan State

Police Crime Scene
Response Team.
Makowski couldn’t

remember the last time a
Woods officer shot someone.

“This is a quiet neighbor-
hood,” Krol said.

Memorial

Grosse Pointe Woods offi-
cials want to hear from
Lochmoor residents before
deciding on a memorial to
three teenagers killed in a
car crash last summer.

Families and friends of
those who died want to
mark the accident site in the
Lochmoor median west of
Fairway with a brass plaque
set in a small boulder.

Elected Woods officials, all

- of whom backed the idea of a

memorial, suggested instead

the city’s memorial tree pro-
gram.

“Be it a tree, be it a rock,
give them what they want,”
said Hadley Crawford, sister
of 19-year-old car crash vic-
tim Brett Crawford of
Grosse Pointe Farms.

Also killed at the scene
July 30, at about 1:30 p.m.
were Anthony Antonelli, 18,
of Grosse Pointe Woods; and
19-year-old Marianne
Elizabeth Akre, a friend of
Crawford’s visiting from
Southern California.

The victims were passen-
gers in a sports utility vehi-
cle driven by Anthony Miles
Pierno, then 18. A Michigan
State Police accident inves-
tigator estimated Pierno
was speeding at more than
70 mph when his SUV
crossed from curb to curb
where eastbound Lochmoor
meets the median approach-
ing Fairway. The vehicle hit
a series of trees and ripped
open.

Pierno will face trial in
August on three counts of
second-degree murder and
one charge of fleeing the
scene of an injury accident.
A fifth occupant of the car,

Woods resident Antum
Mnatsakanov, then 17,
recovered from  minor
injuries.

The accident was the
worst in Woods history.

“It is important to some-
how remember those chil-
dren in the community,” said
Robert Thrie, a Woods attor-
ney who addressed the city
council this week on behalf
of some of the victims’ rela-
tives and friends. “It is
important to the (families)
to mark the location where
this incident occurred.”

From a community per-
spective, he added, “July 30
was a wake-up call. Some of
those children were facing
the struggles teenagers
face.”

He said a memorial at the
crash site would remind peo-
ple “of the high cost of fonl-
ishness behind the wheel, to
remind us there are conse-
quences to our decisions,
(that) even to the invincible,

horses either trapped in the
burning building or injured
fata_]ly fleeing to safety. In
April, Fennell began serving
one year in the Wayne
County Jail.

Upon completion of con-
struction, which club offi-
cials said would be paid
from a fire insurance settle-
ment, two parallel barns
linked by a service building
will form a U-shaped,
16,800-square-foot complex
tacing Cook Road.

“These new structures
will make the Grosse Pointe
Hunt Club the finest eques-
trian club in Southeast
Michigan,” Motschall said.

The fire-resistant complex
will stand more than 350
feet inside the Cook fence
line, far beyond throwing
range of anyone with fire-
works.

The July fire will also lead
to a second barn being
razed.

“Because of age, structur-
al damage and possible fire
hazard, the barn at the rear
of the property will be
replaced by the service
building,” Motschall said.

A temporary pole barn
erected last fall as a stopgap
shelter for displaced horses
will be moved to the rear of
the property and used for
storage.

“All equipment, hay, feed,
chemicals and flammables

will be stored in this struc-
ture with proper distance
from the two new barns,
Motschall said.

Bill Duncan, club secre-
tary, added, “We will be
adding a fire hydrant near
the new barn.” o

Normally, barn-building
would violate modern city
zoning ordinances. However,
Woods officials almost stam-
peded tc give the club a
building variance.

“The plight of the (ciub)1s
not self-created,” said Gene
Tutag, building inspector.
“Strict application of the
zoning ordinance in this
instance would serve no use-
ful purpose.” ]

“We made a commitment
to do whatever we co_uld,"
said Mayor Robert Novitke.

Patti Chylinski, a l_nember
of the city council, said, “The
Hunt Club personifies our
community’s traditions,
family values and beauty.”

Eric Steiner, another
council member, said, “It’s
nice to see that members of
the Hunt Club are willing to
build two beautiful barns for
our community.”

The next step is fo.r the
city planning commission &
review construction draw-
ings June 26. _

“We all look forward with
enthusiasm to the rebuild-
ing of the club,” Novitke
said.

‘Stealth’ cell towers favored

_ According to an impend-
ing ordinance regulating
wireless  communication
facilities in Grosse Pointe
Woods, all proposed facili-
ties must “retain the intemri-
ty of neighborhoods and the
character, property values
and aesthetic quality of the
community at large.”

The ordinance, passed
unanimously this week by
members of the city council,
goes into effect July 2.

In the meantime, the
city’s moratorium against
construction of wireless
communication facilities has
been extended to at least
July 3 or later if enactment
of the new ordinance is
somehow delayed. The
moratorium, which includes
outdoor antennas, was set to
expire June 30,

“Towers shall be designed
to blend into natural set-
tings and surrounding
buildings, and be a neutral
color approved by the city,”
according to the ordinance.

After 10 years of opera-
tion, the wireless provider
and land owner must reap-
ply for permission to contin-
ue operation of the wireless
facility.

The ordinance “strongly”
encourages joint use of exist-
ing wireless communication
sites, requires new facilities
to be located where they will
have the least adverse
impact and minimizes the
number of sites.

The measure also encour-
ages “stealth technology”
that minimizes the “adverse
visual impact of towers and

antennas through careful
design, siting, landscape
screening and innovative
camouflaging techniques.”

New antennas will be
allewed in residential and
community facility districts
only if all of the following
apply:

* The facility can’t be
located in a business dis-
trict;

¢ The design involves a
steeple, bell tower or similar
structure “harmonious with

As many people do, Mike
Kramer toyed with the idea
of owning his own business.
He already had a career in
retail with Hudson’s, start-
ing out as a wrapper in the
shipping department at
Christmas time as a college
student and eventually
becoming a bed and bath
buyer.

GPW replaces
nearly 7,000

water meters

The long-term benefits of
replacing thousands of old
water meters in Grosse
Pointe Woods won't be
known for years, but have
started to trickle in.

Savings are expected to
outweigh a cost overrun.

The final bill for replacing
resideniiai and commercial
meters totaled $1,422,261,
an increase of nearly
$17,000 set aside for the job.

“It was estimated that
6,818 meters would be
installed, (but) the actually
number was 6,969, said
Clifford Maison, city comp-
troller.

Extra costs came from
“removing some of the older
meters that were in inacces-
sible locations,” he added.
The meters averaged 35
years old,

“We were getting inaccu-
rate readings,” said Mayor
Rcbort Novitke.

“We had some meters
from the 1930s,” Maison
said. Despite the cost over-
run, the project is expected
to pay for itself in terms of
more accurate billing and
labor savings due to reading
meters electronically.

“For the first time, the
public works and water
billing departments have
accurate and detailed infor-
mation on each meter,”
Maison said. “City workers
are reading the meters in
less than half a day, com-
pared to four days it took to
read the old meters.”

They
argue that there are enough loop
holes for most to escape. They say
that not many people are affected,
only the “wealthy.” They even claim
that “the wealthy” would gain a
“windfall” should the estate tax be
repealed.

Windfail? We thought that term
applied only to gains unjustly enjoyed
by the recipient. A good example is
intreased tax ievenues collecied by
cities due to rising property values.
This amounts to increased spending
by government without voter
approval.

But the worth of the estate belongs
to those who created it and their
heirs. Everything on the estate has
already been taxed — all the income
and all the property. We dont see
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city cited deed restrictions that limited
the properties to residential use. But
Circuit Judge Warfield Moore in a par-
tial summary judgment last Friday
said that if the city wanted to use the
deed restriction as a condition, it
should have cited such in the purchase
agreement.

We are not clear at what point the
city became aware of the deed restrie-
tion. The McKinley plaintiffs argued
that the city knew of the restriction
when it made its offer to purchase the
property.

We recall Mayor Ed Gaffney telling
us at the time that “our attorney
assures us that we have done nothing
wrong” in agreeing in secret to pur-
chase the properties. The attorney
also assured the council that its offers
to buy the properties were not binding.

Now Gaffney says the city will most
likely appeal Judge Moore’s decision.
We wonder if the same attorney, at
taxpayers’ expense, will represent the
City of Grosse Pointe Farms if it
requests an appeal?

where the government has any claim
on a citizen’s estate -— barring exist-
ing tax liens, of course.

According to a Heritage Foundation

“Backgrounder,” the estate tax
reduces economic growth, hurts jobs,
increases the cost of capital, slows
research and development, slows or
stops productivity of people and
machinery, keeps interest rates on
home and personal loans unnecessar-
ily high and raises very liitie money
for government.

An analysis by the Heritage
Foundation using two leading eco-
nomic models found repealing the
estate tax would have a large, benefi-
cial effect on the economy. It would
generate $11 billion a year in extra
output, create some 145,000 new jobs,
increase personal income by $8 billion

per year above current projections
and reduce government deficits due to
increased revenues that economic
growth would bring.

Given today’s uncertain investment
atmosphere, just imagine what a suc-
cessful repeal of the estate tax would
have done to bolster investor confi-
dence. A repeal of the death tax may
have been just what this economy
needed.

Instead, Levin and Stabenow, along
with so-called Republican John
McCain of Arizona, voted to continue
to penalize wealth. Why, as a country,
do we say we support free enterprise
and yet punish success?

I don't think there would be much
reinvestment if no one had any accu-
mulated wealth.

We're reminded of one caller into
Paul W. Smith on WJR Radic cne
morning during the Bush-Gore
debates. The caller took issue with
those who were condemning the
Republicans as being “pro-rich.”

The caller said, “All I know is one
thing: A poor person never offered me
a job.” .

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Field gear

To the Editor:

This is in response to a
Letter to the Editor, in the
June 6 issue of the Grosse
Pointe News, titied “Poor
maintenance.”

In the letter, the writer
states that community lead-
ers “would lead you to
believe that we need to take
fields out of rotation so that
the fields can repair them-
selves.”

I am not sure to whom the
letter writer is referring. I
can assure him, and other
readers, that school leaders
do not hold that view. It is
possible that a field might
be temporarily unusable if
new irrigation drainage or
leveling were required. We
have never proposed rou-
tinely rotating fields. A sim-
ple call to our office would
have confirmed that.

The Jetter writer further
states that “the reason any
field in Grosse Pointe is in
poor shape is because of poor
field management.” I am not
sure what he means by ths
term “Grosse Pointe,” as
fields are maintained by
municipalities as well as the
school system. In addition,
local groups contribute to
maintenance. His term
“poor management” is an
oversimplification.  Good
field maintenance requires
more than just turf manage-
ment. Proper drainage and
irrigation are also essential.

The school system uses a
combination of in-house
staff and outside contrac-
tors, as well as volunteers,
to maintain all of our fields.

True, field condition
depends on field manage-
ment. However, field condi-
tion is also a function of use.
We have multiple school and
community groups using all
of our school-system fields,
which causes significant

wear and tear on turf that
doesn’t have proper irriga-
tion and drainage.

Again, we never proposed
taking fields out of rotation,
at least not school-system-
owned fields.

In response to the letter
“Costly violins” printed in
ihe June © issue of the
Grosse Pointe News, I would
like to share the following
information:

A violin, privately rented
by a Monteith student, was
indeed reported missing
from the school. This is
unfortunate, since we take
every precaution to secure
the building, from limiting
the number of entrances
that are unlocked to requir-
ing all staff to wear I.D.
mest cases, cur
precautions are successful.

The school district owns
25 violins at Monteith, val-
ued at $5,000, not $56,000
as the letter writer asserts.
There are 223 violins avail-
able for rent by elementary
students across the district.
Their approximate value is
$44,600. The school district
provides approximately 30
violins, valued at $31,000, to
middle and high school atu-
dents.

These violins have been
purchased over a period of
25 years, and the rental fees
charged to students help pay
for the maintenance and
replacement of the instru-
ments as needed. The total
vaiue of school-district vio-

lins is $75,600, far less than
the writer’s estimate of
$£40,000.

Given the facts, I don't
think the board of education
has spent “lavishly” or
“exorbitantly.”

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Pointe ‘orphan’ shows its stuff in Ypsilanti

On a magnificent sunny
day in Riverside Park in
Ypsilanti’s historic Depot
Town sat a '36 DeSoto
Airstream that belongs to
Marty Bufalini of Grosse
Pointe.

_The occasion was the
sixth annual Orphan Car
Show sponsored by the
Walter P. Chrysler Museum
honoring 100 years of
Rambler. The first Rambler
was built in 1902 by
Thomas B. Jeffery. Jeffery’s
firm in Kenosha. Wis.. was
acquired by Charles B.
Nash after he was fired as
president of General Motors
in 1916.

Orphan cars are automo-
biles that were built by
companies that have since
gone out of business,
explained Jack Miller,
owner of the Miller Motors
Hudsen dealership in
Ypsilanti, curator of the
Ypsilanti Automotive
Heritage Collection and
Orphan Show manager.

Bufalini’s DeSoto was
made by Chrysler Corp.
until it was discontinued in
1961, but Chrysler Corp. is
still in business. So why is
the DeSoto an “orphan?”

“We also count as
orphans makes which were
discontinued but whose par-
ent companies are still
around,” said Miller. “So we
have DeSoto, Edsel,
Corvair, LaSalle and
Imperial entries, even
though the parent makers
are still alive and well.”

Other highlighted orphan
makes included Hudson,
Studebaker, Packard, Nash,
Rambler, Kaiser, Frazer,
Franklin, Reo, Cord, Pierce-
Arrow, Hupmobile and a
number of lesser-known
makes.

There were also a number
of foreign cars whose mak-
ers are still active, such as
Citroen, Opel and Renault,
but which are no longer
imported into the United

States.

The Airstream was intro-
duced in 1935 with conven-
vional siyting because of the
lack of acceptance in the
market of the radical
Airflow design of Chryslers
and DeSotos introduced in
1934. Bufalini’s '36 DeSoto
shows this more conven-
tional Airstream styling
with a few art deco touches,
like the “pennon” style hood
louvers.

The DeSoto was intro-
duced by Chrysler Corp. in
mid-1928 as a 1929 model
and in its first model year,
it set a new first-year sales
record of 81,065, eclipsing
the 1928 mark of the first
Graham (another orphan
represented at the show),
which had topped the first-
year record in 1926 of
Pontiac, which had bested
the previous first-year
record set by Chrysler in
1924.

The DeSoto was a sales
success right from the start,
despite the fact that it was
a superfluous car. Unlike
the Pontiac, introduced in
1926 to fill a market niche
between General Motors’
Chevrolet and Buick lines,
the DeSoto was just about
the same price and size as
the Dodge, which Chrysler
Corp. acquired just about
the time DeSoto production
began.

In fact, there is reason to
believe that the DeSoto was
created by Chrysler Corp. to
pressure the New York
banking firm of Dillon,

Reed & Co. into selling
Dodge to it. For a car that
wasn'’t really needed, the
DeSulu did just fiag, with
production that lasted into
the 1960 model year.

The DeSoto has emerged
as an icon of the '50s
“happy days,” possibly
because the family in the
popular “Happy Days” tele-
vision series owned a
DeSoto. The car was named
for the Spanish explorer
Hernando De Soto, who dis-
covered the Mississippi
River in 1541.

Since Rambler was the
featured make, there were a
number of Nash, Hudson,
American Motors,

nificent Cord, Auburn and
Duesenberg classics of the
'30s, a Grosse Pointe Shores
resident at the time of his
death in 1990.

A number of Kaiser-
Frazer products were spot-
lighted, as these cars were
built at the nearby Willow
Run plant. Kay Dukesherer
of Dowagiac showed her
beautifully restored 1952
Henry J Corsair Deluxe
coupe.

Dukesherer said she
hunted for, found and
restored the Henry J
because her father created
the clay model for the
Henry J in his Haberstump-
Harris Inc. the was Harris)
plant on Northlawn and
Grand River in Detroit. The
company was in business
from the 40s into the '60s,
she said.

This year’s Orphan Car
Show attracted a record 322
registered cars. The show
was an education in the
meaning of “orphan car,”
featuring driveby narration
by noted auto historians

Jeff Godshall, Bill Tilden
and Jim Wagner.

Ypsilanti has a rich auto-
motive history. Apex
Motors, which produced the
“ACE” car from 1920-22,
was located on South River
Street. Preston Tucker,
whose family owned the
Ypsilanti Machine Tool Ca.,
developed and built the pro-
totypes for his “Tucker
Torpedo” here and later
acquired a World War 11
assets plant for production
of 51 units before the gov-
ernment shut him down.

Henry J. Kaiser and
Joseph W. Frazer purchased
the gigantic Willow Run B-
24 bomber plant just out-
side of Ypsilanti in 1945
from the government for
their foray into the auto
industry and began produe-
tion in midyear 1946 of
Kaiser and Frazer models
for 1947. In 1953, the last
Kaiser cars were produced
at Willow Run, as produc-
tion was moved to Toledo
after the merger of Kaiser
and Willys-Overland.

GM’s Powertrain Division
{formerly known as the
Hydra-matic Division)
bought the Kaiser-Frazer
plant and began production
of automatic transmissions
in November of 1953.

In 1956, Chevrolet began
producing large, special-
order trucks in the building
that formerly housed KF
engineering and the spare
parts facility for the B-24
Bomber Plant. Later this
plant would be added onto
several times for manufac-
ture of the Corvair from
1959 to 1969 and then for
the Nova, Ventura, Omega,
and Skylark series of GM
cars. In 1980, the plant was
converted to production of
the GM X-series front-
wheel-drive cars.

The last cars produced at
Willow Run were the sec-
ond-generation Chevrolet
Caprice sedans and station
wagons along with the
Buick and Oldsmobile sta-
tion wagons. The plant was
closed in 1993.

Willys, Overland,
Whippet and
Rambler cars at the
show — all orphans
with long-dead par-
ents.

It's been a rainy day for
the stock market for nearly
a month.

Last week, the rain con-
tinued, but it ended with a
little sunshine on Friday,
June 14.

The DJI had a net loss of
115 points, or 1.2 percent,
while the NASDAQ
Composite lost 31 points, or
2 percent.

Last Friday morning at
the opening, the Dow col-
lapsed 240 points on news of
a car-bomb attack on the
U.S. consulate in Pakistan.

The Dow regained about
125 points by noon, and then
spurted at the close after
news that no consuiate
employees were Killed. It
regained all but 29 points.

Traders on the NYSE floor
still talk about the need to
retest the 9/11 lows — which
is 9,260 for the Dow, 214
points, or 2.3 percent, below
last Friday’s close.

For the NASDAQ
Composite, the lows are only
60 points, or 4 percent, fur-
ther down.

Mark-to-market

Every retailer knows, at
statement time, the account-
ing rule is to mark all inven-
tory “to the lower of cost or
market.” It's been that way
for ages!

Note that the mark-to-
market is a one-way street.
You must mark down if the
market is Jess than cost.

But no markup above cost

is permitted, even if the
market improves.

In regard to accounting,
the mark-down is a reduc-
tion of ending inventory,
which in turn increases the
cost of goods sold, with no
increase in revenues.

Hence, the markdown
winds up as an operating
loss.

But that was the “old
economy.” In the “new econ-
omy.” all sorta of acronnting
twists, or shenanigans, are

now  acceptable under
“Generally Accepted
Accounting Principles”
(GAAP).

The power trading indus-
try has adopted different so-
called “mark-to-market”
accounting, which permits
revenue from power con-
tracts maturing in 10 to 20
years to be “booked” imme-
diately!

Try to figure this one out:
Power trading “Company S”
sells “short” power, which it
doesn’t own now, to
“Company B,” which pur-
chases the power contract
for delivery on June 15,
2017, at a fixed price of
$X.xx per kwh (kilowatt
hour). Both firms send each
other written confirmation
of the transaction, but no
cash changes hands now.

The seller, Company S,
may or may not demand a
15-year letter of credit to
cover the purchase price of
the power, depending on the
bond credit rating of the
buyer, Company B.

Would you believe that
Company S will record this
future fixed price transac-
tion as a sale now and will
estimate the cost of the
power to be purchased in the
open market in 2017, so it
can record the “mark-to-
market” gain (profit) in its
current June 2002 opera-
tions?

Some news accounts
reported present value cal-

culations involved which
cannot be interpreted, leav-
ing the entire transaction
opaque.-

Thus, Company S will
report second-quarter 2002
earnings, which includes a
transaction that won't close
tor cash for 1b years, all the
while Company S is “naked”
the power which it has sold!

Don’t worry, the auditors
have approved the above
procedure as complying with
GAAP!

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Children, as well as parents, suffer
from tension headaches, migraines

It's not uncommon to hear
parents complain that their
children cause them many
headaches. But in reality,
parents aren’t the only ones
who experience the nagging
pain of a headache. Kids get
headaches too.

Children often experience
the same kind of tension
headaches as adults do, as
well  as more  serious
migraine headaches.

3y e tbue your chnd
reaches high school, most
likely he or she has had a
headache. In fact, the
National Headache
Foundation estimates 60
percent of all children suffer
from occasional headaches.
For some children, it can be
much more serious.

“Headache is an extreme-
ly common problem in young
children,” says Dr. Timothy
Hoban, a clinical assistant
professor of pediatric neu-
rology at the Uriversity of
Michigan Health System.
“But up to 20 percent of chil-
dren may suffer from chron-
ic or recurrent types of
headaches, including ten-
slon-type or migraines. The
key is properly identifying
the type of headache your
child is suffering from.”

A person gets a headache
when the pain-sensitive
nerves in the head are stim-
ulated by stress, muscular
tension, dilated biood ves-
sels or chemical changes
within the brain.

Those triggers help deter-
mine what type of headache
it is.

Types
of headaches

“Tension-type headaches
in children are extremely
common,” says Yoban. It

often feels like a steady
Squeezing or pressing pain
on both sides of the head.
Nobody really knows what
specifically causes tension-
type headaches in children,
but it's thought that there
may be a combination of cir-
cumstances mcluding
changes in blood flow and
changes in muscle tension in
the head and neck.”

Children get migraine
headaches, too. The
American Medical
Association estimates more
than 8 million children and
adolescents have migraines
that result in more than 1
million lost school days each
year.

“Migraine headaches are
characterized by very partic-
ular  symptoms,” says
Hoban. “These headaches
tend to be relatively severe
and usually have a pound-
ing character,

“Other symptoms may

include nausea and vomit-
ing, along with sensitivity to
bright lights and loud nois-
es.
“Some children with
migraine headaches will
actually have changes of
vision, seeing spots or flash-
ing lights in the early por-
tion of the headache.”

The exact cause of
migraine headaches has not
yet been found. But Hoban
says there is a family link.

“It’s strongly suspected
that there’s a genetic influ-
ence,” he says. “It’s very
common for  migraine
headaches to run in fami-
lies.

“Also, there’s evidence

that implicate changes in
electrical activity and biood
flow as possible triggers of
migraines.”

Could your home
use a breath

When to see
a doctor

In general, most
headaches are temporary
and tend to go away on their
own and don’t require med-
ical attention. But some
headaches children experi-
ence can be a sign of a more
serious problem.

“Most of the time a
headache is just a headache
and not the sign of a more
sinister underlying neuro-
logical  problem,” says
Hoban. “Parents and prima-
ry care physicians should
become more concerned if
the headaches are becoming
more frequent, if the
headaches are happening on
a daily basis or if they're
consistently interfering with
school or hindering the
child’s other activities.”

Treating
a child’s
headache

Occasional headaches are
an extremely common prob-
lem in both preschool-age
children and school-aged
children, so Hoban says it'’s
very appropriate if a young-
ster complains of a mild or
occasional headache.

However, if the headache
persists, most tension
headaches can be relieved
with a pain reliever. “If the
headache is reaching a point
where the youngster is visi-
bly uncomfortable, 1 recom-
mend treating with an over-
the-counter medication that
is specifically formulated for
children, such as ibuprofen
or acetaminophen.”

Premium surcharges are
lower for young drivers who
use the family car only on an
occasional basis. These
range from 20 percent for
24-year-olds to 80 percent
for 16-year-olds.

Stratford’s

Themes of social
inequality and corruption
echo in the historic muys;-
cal “The Threepenny
Opera” by Kurt Weill and
Berthold Brecht at the
Stratford Festival this
summer. The story is a
gritty satire exploring
corruption familiar in
contemporary society but
set in the contoxt of the
criminal and beggar
classes of 19th century
England.

In shert, it is a street
peopie’s cynical view of
life in a world of panhan-
dling, petty crime,
bribery and prostitution
with a style of music that
is as original, superbly
satiric and powerful
today as it was when
written in 1928,

And Stratford’s produc-
tion brings it to the stage
in all its bold exploration
of the morality (or
immorality, depending on
your point of view) of the
underprivileged.

The fact that both book
and music rank among
the greatest expressions
of satire in the 20th cen-
tury has earned the piece
the status of a classic,
ever since it debuted in
Germany in the 1920s
and went on to an
unprecedented 7-year run
off-Broadway in the 30s.

Itisa challenging show
to perform and for the
audience, the cleverness
and humor of the satire
and the stirring qualities
of the music are tem-
pered by the grim reality
of the lifestyle.

The hero is Macheath,
a master petty criminal
known as Mack the
Knife. His theme song
became one of the most
famous hits of the past
century and was recorded
by both pop and classical
artists innumerable
times.

The heroines are his
three women, two of
whom he marries. How
they explain their ethics
and love and betray
their hero helds its own
fascination. Their inter-
action with underworld
power figure J.J.
Peachum, organizer of
the beggars, and the cor-
rupt police superinten-
dent, provides recogniz-
able analogies to contem-
porary examples of graft,
immorality and business
scandals. It provokes _
more than a few sardonic
laughs.

Weill and Brecht were
inspired by John Gay’s
18th century British
satire “The Beggars’
Opera.” They composed
this piece as a commen-
tary on the disillusion-
ment of post-World War [
Germany, but set it in
England at the time of
Queen Victoria’s corona-
iion. The resuit is a coior-
ful caricature of under-
world characters who
have meaning for all
times.

There is an inescapable
fascination to this under-
world and the production
reaches for it with consid-
erable success.

Peachum, who has
organized and has control
over Londen’s beggars, is
outraged when his
daughter Polly elopes
with Macheath. Peter
Donaldson creates a suit-
ably scheming figure of
Peachum, who ig perpetu-
ally inventing new ways
to prey on people’s sym-
pathies and who is train-
ing and dressing his beg-
gars for the streets.

Considering his vicious
revenge on Macheath,
Doraldson might have
made his character more
stnister and less sympa-

‘Threepenny Opera’ —
satiric, gritty, but fun

thetic. But he makes the
point of his role.

The wedding scene is a
remarkable parody.
Macheath directs his
gang members to furnish
a borrowed stable with
stolen goods, including a
canopied bed. The party
amounts to a London
pickpocket’s version of a
Godtathers’ ceremony.
Tom McCamus certainly
looks the part of the
gangster boss — hand-
Some, suave, supremely
confident and tough —
though sometimes he
doesn’t seem tough
enough.

His treatment of Polly
Peachum, however, is
clearly that of the male
chauvinist and Diana
Coatsworth as Polly suf-
fers appropriately.

Taking advantage of
Macheath’s weakness for
women, Mrs. Peachum
bribes his first wife, the
prostitute Jenny, to
betray him to the palice.
As Mrs. Peachum,
expressing her own disil-
lusicnment, Sheila

McCarthy renders her
riveting song about “men”
with the sarcastic tone of
a rebellious fugitive from
a shelter for battered
women.

As the third key
woman in Macheath’s
life, Blyth Wilson plays a
Lucy Brown whose status
as daughter to-the police
superintendent gives her
the conflicting inclina-
tions of a sadist and a
womanly weakness for
Macheath.

She is important to
him in letting him escape
from prison, but always
with mixed emotions.
And she is provocative in
a song where she cries
out, “You can't let a man
walk over you,” even
though she gives in again
and again.

All of the women —
and the men, tooc — have
important songs in the
distinctive Weill style
that express their con-
flicting feelings and frus-
trations. It is powerful
material.

Even though it is not
always easy to distin-
guish all the fast barking
lyrics, the music itself
carries the mood of the
messages. It is strong
and moving, especially
when the actors’ voices
are most adept at carry-
ing the stark and angular
tunes. They are superbly
supported by Music
Director Don Horsburgh
and the orchestra.

A big surprise near the
end of the show is a clj-
mactic event, engendered
by the coronation, that,
but for the distinctive
character of Weill’s
music, is a parody of a
Gilbert and Sullivan
finale. Ii restores a spint
of fun to the show and
reminds us that we can’t
be too depressed by the
serious issues.

The show is supposed
to be fun. And it is, right
along with the serious
themes.

American Cancer Society encourages

men to have test

The American Cancer
Society encourages all men
age 50 and older to learn as
much as possible about
prostate cancer and then
discuss testing options with
their doctors. Men in high-
risk groups, such as African
Americans or men with fam-
ily histories of prostate can-
cer should begin annual
testing at age 45.

“Prostate cancer can often
be a difficult topic for men to
talk about. That’s why the
American Cancer Society is
encouraging children, wives,
sisters and friends to talk to
the men in their lives about
the importance of the early
detection of prostate cancer,”
said John H. Burns II, com-
munity development direc-
tor’ for American Cancer
Society.

“Since the disease is 100
percent survivable when
detected in its earliest
stages, men need to start
talking to their doctors by
age 50, and at age 45 if they
have a family history or are
African American.”

African-American  men
are at higher risk for
prostate cancer and are

twice as likely to die from

the disease than Caucasian
men. This year, an estimat-
ed 189,000 men in the
United States will be diag-
nosed with prostate cancer,
and of that number, mors
than 30,000 will die,
accounting for approximate-
ly 11 percent of all male can-
cer-related deaths.

Age and family history are
also contributing risk fac-
tors for developing prostate
cancer, as 70 percent of all
prostate cancers are diag-
nosed in men over the age of
65.

“We have implemented
several support groups and
education programs tg
inform men and the people
who love them about the
risk of prostate cancer, the

“importance of seeing a dgc-

tor and how to make
informed decisions about
their health,” Burns said.
Given the importance of
testing and its implications,
the American  Cancer
Society encourages men to
get as much information as
possible about prostate can-
cer before considering any
early detection testing. For
example, some men who
undergo appropriate testing

may benefit from early
detection and treatment,
thereby living longer; how-
ever, some other men who
undergo testing may have
complications from treat-
ment without achieving any
significant benefit.

Alcohol may affect male’s role in reproduction

A solid body of medical
literature calls on women to
stop drinking alcohol while
they’re trying to conceive a
chitd. Now a related stream
of research may persuade
potential fathers to abstain
as well.

Men who want to con-
ceive a child may already
know that a mother’s alco-
hol use raises the risk that
she will have a child born
with fetal alcohol syndrome.
a leading cause of mental
retardation. But these men
probably don’t know about
studies that link alcohol use
to reduced male fertility
and poor health among
newborns.

Recognizing this link
calls for understanding the
work of a crucial system in
a man's body. This system
is an axis with three prima-
ry points: a region of the

brain called the hypothala-
mus; the pituitary gland;
and the gonads (testes).

All three secrete various
hormones — chemicals that
regulate growth, develop-
ment and reproduction. One
of these hormones is testos-
terone, which creates male
sex characteristics and is
needed to produce mature,
healthy sperm.

This system is finely
tuned: Hormones produced
by the hypothalamus and
pituitary gland will rise to
adequate levels only when
testosterone — produced in
the testes — increases.

Research with animals
indicates that alcchol dis-
rupts this system. Studzes
have focused on male rats.
In these animals, exposure
to alcohol reduced testos-
terone. In turn, this low-
ered levels of hormones

Glaucoma can be called
‘the silent thief of sight’

Glaucoma, while it may
sometimes occur in younger
people, is more likely to
develop in people in their
middle or senior years. And
because it has no symptoms
when it first develops, it can
lead to blindness almost
before anyone is aware that
she or he has it.

No wonder it's called “the
silent thief of sight.” And if
you are middle-aged or
older, you may be among
more than 1 million people
who don’t know they have it,
especially if a family mem-
ber also has it or if you are
African-American.

Glaucoma occurs when

there is a gradual buildup of
pressure in the eye. At a cer-
tain point, it will cause some
sight problems.
Unfortunately, tco many
people assume this is part of
aging and do nothing more
about it. As a result, the
untreated pressure kills the
optic nerve, destroying the
sight.

Today there are some
excellent treatments

mostly in the form of eye
drops — to keep the glauco-
ma in check, considerably
reducing the risk of blind-

ness. But you have to know
you have the disease before
you can begin the treat-
ments.

The first thing to do is
schedule an examination
with an ophthalmologist,
who will measure the pres-
sure in your eyeballs with a
scale made for this purpose
and see if it's something to
worry about or not. It’s total-
ly painless. Eye drops tem-
porarily anesthetize the eye-
balls so that you don’t feel
the scale when it’s in place.
It takes a few minutes for an
accurate reading that can'
save you from a lifetime of
blindness.

Second, learn the symp-
toms of an incipient glauco-
ma attack. You can get this
information from your oph-
thalmologist. If at any time
you think you may be show-
ing signs of an attack, don’t
wait. Call your doctor imme-
diately, even if your last
exam showed normal pres-
sure. Remember, glaucoma
is also called the “sneaky”
disease, and pressure can
start building up at any

— time. Quick treatment can

save your sight.

from the hypothalamus and
pituitary gland. And this
led to even lower testos-
terone levels, completing a
feedback loop that damaged
reproductive ability.

A review of this research
was published last year in
the journal “Alcohol
Research and Health” (Vol.
25, No. 4) by authors Dr.
Mary Ann Emanuele and
Dr. Nicholas Emanuele,
researchers at Loyola
University Stritch School of
Medicine in Maywoced, I11.
Both have studied alcchol
in mate rats first-hand. And
they describe the testos-
terone-lowering effect of
alcohol as “profound,” both
with long-term and one-
time exposure to alcohol.

These authors also note
that low levels of testos-
terone in adult men “have
been associated with a vari-
ety of medical problems,
including accelerated osteo-
porosis, decreased muscle
and prostate function,
altered immune function
and decreased reproductive
ability.”

Men who want to contin-
ue drinking while trying to
conceive children may dis-
miss these findings. After
all, the studies involved
rats, not men. However,
three facts call on these
men to reconsider their
position:

* Animal studies in the
past have yielded useful
warnings about chemicals
that can be toxic to
humans. For ethical rea-
sons, such studies are
rarely replicated in human

beings.

* Male rats have a repro-
ductive system that mirrors
the hypothalamus-pitu-
itary-testes axis found in
male humans — a striking
similarity. Dr. Mary Ann
Emanuele admits that
research on the link
between alcohol and male
reproductive ability has not

yet involved humans.
However, because studies
with rats mimic the human
model, “there are human
implications, certainly,” she
says.

¢ Finally, aleohol may do
more than alter hormone
levels. One study exposed
male rats to a single moder-
ate or high dose of alcohol
and then allowed the rats to
mate. The results included
reduced litter size and birth
weights.

Applying these findings
from animal studies to
humans is difficult. For one,
men who become fathers
may use drugs other than
alcohol — and so may their
sexual partners. Research
might reveal that these
other drugs are more
threatening than alcohol to
newborn health, or that the
mother’s use is a greater
concern.

Still, men who want to
apply the spirit of Father’s
Day to their health behav-
ior can choose to abstain
from drinking while trying
to conceive children.

Though the research
backing this choice is still
incomplete, the decision is
certainly safe. Moreover,
men who choose this option
can form a supportive bond
with women who have
already decided to abstain
for the sake of a child’s
health.

Tinnitus: Ringing
in the ears

In today’s frantic society, it can be calmlng.bo
sit in a space that is completely absent of noise.
But for the 12 million Americans who suffer
from tinnitus, a moment of silence is difficult to
find.

Tinnitus involves the annoying sensation _of
hearing sounds in your ear when no sound is
present. The sounds may include ringing,
buzzing, roaring, whistling or hissing and can
occur in one or both ears. Tinnitus also can be
accompanied by hearing loss.

Tinnitus isn’t a disease, but a symptom of
another problem. Tt can be caused by noise trau-
ma, an ear infection, a buildup of ear wax, the
natural precess of aging or a number of medical
conditions. Tinnitus is typically heard when one
is trying to fall asleep. Following are the most
common causes of tinnitus: : -

Aging

The inner ear is a complex system of tubes
filled with fluid. Thousands of auditory (hearing)
cells within the inner ear are covered with
microscopic hairs that maintain an electrical
charge. External noises create sound waves
within these tubes, which trigger the hair cells
to move and discharge electricity to the hearing
nerves. The brain interprets these signals as
sound.

As early as age 50, the hair cells within the
inner ear can become bent or broken and may
emit random electrical impulses. The brain per-
ceives these impulses as noise, or tinnitus.

Noise trauma

If you have ever been to a rock concert, you've
probably experienced noise trauma. For hours
after the concert, and maybe even the next
morning, your ears made a ringing or buzzing
noise within your head. The same symptoms can
happen after a ioud explosion or extended expo-
sure to power lawn equipment. Noise trauma is
like a bruise or an injury to the inner ear. It
usually heals and the noise goes away. But the
damage can be permanent if the exposure is
excessive.

Other causes of tinnitus include:

* Ear infection or buildup of 2ar wax which
reduces the ability to hear outside noises and
increases hearing of internal noises

* Long-term use of certain medications

* Vascular disorders in the head and neck

* Trauma to the head or neck

* High blood pressure or anxiety

When to see a physician

Tinnitus in one ear that persists for more than
a few weeks is a good reason to seek medical
advice. The cause may be something as simple
as ear wax or an ear infection. However, if tinni-
tus persists or gets worse, or if you also experi-
ence hearing loss or dizziness, you probably
should see an ear, nose and throat specialist. A
hearing test may be necessary.

Treatment depends on the cause

If tinnitus results from a health condition such
as an ear infection or a vascular problem, correc-
tion of the underlying condition usually will alle-
viate the noise. Ifit is due to age-related hear-
ing loss or noise damage, treatment may not be
effective. Instead, coping measures to help
reduce the noise or increase tolerance of it can
be taught. These include:

¢ Avoiding possible irritants. Tinnitus may be
aggravated by loud noises, nicotine, caffeine,
alcohol and some medications.

® Covering up the noise. In a quiet room or
when trying to sleep, a fan, soft music or other
forms of “white noise” may cover up the sounds
from tinnitus.

* Wearing a hearing aid. If tinnitus is accom-
panied by hearing loss, hearing aids can amplify
outside sounds, making the tinnitus less bother-

* Managing stress. Stress can make tinnitus
worse. If anxiety is chronie, psychiatric evalua-

tiorr may be beneficial.

Prevent noise trauma

There’s nothing you can do to prevent age-
related tinnitus, but noise trauma usually is
avoidable. Wear the small foam earplugs avail-
able at most drugstores during extended expo-
sure to loud music and when using power equip-
ment. To protect your ears in a gun range or
when using power equipment over extended
periods of time, the headphone-like ear protec-
tion devices (muffs) are the most effective choice.

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Prompt defibrillation
increases survival

Each year more people
die in the United States
from sudden cardiac
death
(SCD)
than from
lung can-
cer, breast
cancer and
AIDS com-
‘uiucd,
according
to the
Centers
for Disease

Maier

Control.

SCD, often confused
with the phrase “massive
heart attack,” is the sud-
den loss of heart function,
usually due to electrical
rhythm dysfunction in
the heart.

The key to surviving
SCD is early defibrilla-
tion, since each minute of
delay before defibrillation
reduces survival by 10
percent.

In the past, the only
two options were avail-
able for high-risk
patients:

¢ External defibrilla-
tion, which uses paddles
placed on the chest to ter-
minate the arrhythmia
with an electrical shock.
If administered quickly,
defibrillation is very
effective in preventing
death, which is why
emergency teams carry
automatic external defib-
rillators (AEDs). Recently
passed federal legislation
requires AEDs in police
cars, ambulances and
commercial airplanes.
The problem with this
treatment is time: If you
aren’t in the right place
at the right time, several
minutes could pass before
you get treatment. This
could mean the difference
between life and death.

* The second option is
antiarrhythmic drugs.
While such drugs have
proven helpful, their side
effects often lead patients
to stop taking their med-
ication. However, drugs
may not stop an arrhyth-
mia once it has begun.
This makes being near a
defibrillator important
for all high-risk patients,
even if they are on drug
therapy.

The third and newest -
treatment is implantable
cardioverter defibrilla-
tors. Patients who have
had a prior heart attack,
who have a low ejection
fraction and have demon-
strated prior ventricular
arrhythmia, qualify to
receive an implantable

cardioverter defibrillator
(ICD). This is a revolu-
tionary invention, as it
allows the patient to
always be close to a defib-
rillator. It takes away the
fear of not being able to
get treatment quickly
enough, because the

- defibrillator is actually

implanted in the patient’s
chest.

This defibriitator is a
small (smaller than a
pager) device implanted
just under the skin
through a small incision,
usually in the shoulder
area. Connected to the
defibrillator are leads
(insulated wires) that are
fed through a vein into
the heart. These leads
have electrodes on the
ends that constantly
monitor the rhythm of
the heart, looking for
rapid, chaotic arrhythmia
that can be fatal.

When an arrhythmia is
detected, the device auto-
matically delivers an
electrical shock to the
heart to restore a normal
rhythm.

These devices offer
patients an incredible
alternative. The devices
can last an average of
five or six years before
their batteries begin to
deplete and the devices
need to be replaced.
Today, the devices also
have diagnostic capabili-
ties that record and store
abnormal rhythms as
they occur. The stored
data allows the physician
to easily and quickly
adjust the patient’s treat-
ment, if necessary.

As with everything,
education and communi-
cation are important.
Knowing the risks for
sudden cardiac death and
communicating your con-
cerns to your physician
are both great ways to
prevent sudden cardiac
death.

According to the
American Heart
Association (AHA), 7.3
million Americans have
already survived one
heart attack. There are
600,000 new heart attack
survivors each year.
Many of the heart attack
survivors are at risk for
SCD.

Michigan children may be

A statewide survey con-
ducted by AAA Michigan has
discovered that only 55 per-
cent of local elementary
school students are buckled
up for the ride home.

The survey — conducted
last year at 24 elementary
schools in communities
throughout the state — doc-
umented 1,297 private pas-
senger vehicles with 3,111
occupants arriving to pick
up children at area schools.
The survey found that 71
percent of the drivers were
buckled, and only 55 percent
of the passengers (primarily
children) were observed to
be visibly secured in some
way.

The year-long survey also
documented 629 of the 1,814
passengers (35 percent) rid-
ing in the front seat, placing
themselves at greater risk of
injury or death in the event
of a crash.

“These statistics are very
sobering,” said Richard J.
Miller, manager of commu-
nity safety services for AAA
Michigan. “State law
requires that anyone under
the age of 16 be secured no
matter where they are seat-
ed. Child restraint systems
and safety belts are the most
important technologies we
rely on to help pievent
unnecessary injury and
death.”

According to the National

Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA),
traffic crashes are the lead-
ing cayse of death for chil-
dren from 4 to 14 years old.

A recent study by the AAA
Foundation for Traffic
Safety found that between
1004 and 1558, appioxi-
mately 5,500 moter vehicle
passengers aged 12 and
under were killed in the
United States and 660,000
were injured. Contributing
factors in the death and
injury of these children
include inappropriate selec-
tion, installation and use of
child restraints; inappropri-
ate transitioning from child
safety seats to safety belts
and improper seating posi-
tion within the vehicle.

AAA and NHTSA recom-
mend that all children
should be properly
restrained and seated in the
back of the vehicle until they
are at least 12 years old. The
back seat is usually safer
than the front, because most
occupant fatalities occur in
frontal crashes. In addition,
a front passenger air bag
can seriously harm a child
riding in the front seat.
Infants, less than one year
old and under 20 pounds,
should always ride in an
approved rear-facing child
safety seat.

“Many child safety seats
now permit a child to

remain rear facing beyond
20 pounds,” said Miller. “We
strongly recommend that
children ride rear facing for
as long as possible within
the certified limits of the
child safety seat.”

Booster seats are another
area where parents get a
failing grade. In general,
children should stay in a car
safety seat with a full har-
ness until the seat is out-
grown, usually at about 40
pounds. The booster is
designed to position the
child so the wvehicle
lap/shoulder safety belt fits
properly.

Michigan law requires
that all front seat occupants
be buckled and that anyone
under the age of 16 be

AAA warns travelers about vacation scams

After the long winter,
travelers may be easy tar-
gets for scam artists promis-
ing luxurious, warm-weath-
er getaways at bargain
prices or even free-of-
charge. Although most trav-
el packages being offered
are from legitimate suppli-
ers, a small number are
from unscrupulous dealers
trying to rip off consumers.

Travel-scam operators use
many different techniques
to lure victims, including
postcards, direct mail let-
ters, expensive 900-tele-
phone numbers and false

advertising. Many vacation
certificates tempt con-
sumers with fabulcus offers
but fall short on delivering
the package as promised —
usually by providing poor-
quality conditions and limit-
ed availability.

Consumers receiving
direct mail should be wary
of being “specially selected
to receive a free trip,” which
may include hidden, expen-
sive costs or requirements to
buy high-priced products.

Other questionable offers
may include multi-day trav-

el packages that are greatly

over-priced when costs are
figured separately.

In addition, consumers
should be cautious of high-
pressure sales  tactics
requiring an on-the-spot
decision, such as a pitch to
buy time share properties
and other similar offers.
Consumers should ask for
detailed, written informa-
tion, compare that to what
the salesperson promised,
then contact the airline,
hotel or cruise line direcjly
to see what kind of deal they
are offering.
