10C recommends $31 million sewer, water upgrade go
before voters in April, Town Meeting

Westport voters could be asked in April,
and again at Town Meeting in May, to
approve spending up to $31.5 million to
bring water and sewer — and some say,
new life and vitality — to Route 6. Such a
move, advocates say, will reap benefits far
beyond the crumbling, under-utilized
highway that runs from the Fall River to
Dartmouth town lines.

Members of Westport’s Infrastructure
Oversight Committee voted unanimously
last week to recommend to the select
board that the massive, three-contract
project be put before voters at the April
election, and again at Town Meeting in
early May.

Though such projects usually go before
Town Meeting first, and then to voters in a
regular or special election, “we’re putting
the cart before the horse this time,” the
committee’s Maury May said. “We don't
want to wait — we're ready to get going on
this”
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What is it?

Broken into three contracts estimated to
cost approximately $8 million, $15 million
and $8 million, respectively, the project
would bring a water and sewer “trunk”
line onto Route 6 from the Fall River line,
running it as far east as the Dartmouth
line.

A series of new or improved pump sta-
tions would be built along the way, even-
tually resulting in much improved water
service and sewer where none is currently
available.

As the project is built out, residents cur-
rently underserved with poor water ser-
vice, and no sewer, would have the oppor-

State MEMA looks into impacts,
and whether Westport qualifies
for federal assistance

State emergency management officials look-
ing into whether towns including Westport are
eligible for federal disaster assistance have fin-
ished polling Westport residents on how the
recent storms that battered the area affected
them.

The storms, which hit Wednesday and Satur-
day, Jan. 10 and 13, followed a storm one week
before Christmas — all three caused significant
damage to East Beach Road, East Beach, and
many of the 100 seasonal trailer lots that line
the road from Gooseberry Island to Horseneck.
Flooding damage also occurred at Westport
Point and both branches of the Westport River,
as far north as the Head of Westport on the East
Branch.

The week before last, the Massachusetts
Emergency Management Agency began an
initial damage assessment process to deter-
mine whether federal disaster assistance is
warranted as a result of the second and third
storms. The first storm, in December, was not
included in the MEMA notice.

As part of that process, MEMA hosted an
online survey designed to gauge the storms’
impact. Town officials shared that poll with
e-mail subscribers last Wednesday, two days
before the poll officially closed. It is unclear
how many residents were able to participate in
it before polling closed.

MEMA officials said that results from the
survey will be shared with towns like Westport,
though Westport has received nothing to date.

down Route 6 and we hope that it moves
forward to town meeting this Spring.”

Selling it

The project's scope is massive, requiring
multiple sources of federal, state and local
funding.

The town has already spent about
$600,000 out of a $1 million earmark
designing the project, and the first phase is
ready to go out to bid whenever the town
has the money.

Prior to last week’s meeting, there was
some talk about asking voters to approve
just the first, $8 million phase of the work,
meaning the town would have to go
through the same process with second and
third phases down the road.

But multiple voices at last week’s meet-
ing said the town should go for the whole

amount, for practical and political rea-
sons.

Apart from getting bids that might be
lower than they'd be two or three years
down the road, going for the whole amount
would show state and federal officials that
Westport is bullish on the project. Such
shows of confidence could make it easier
to secure federal and state grants and
loans, they surmised.

“I would like to support doing this all at
once,” the planning board’s James Whitin
said. “To go through this process year by
year is too painful. We need to do it once
and get it going — it also shows the state
that we're serious and we're going to do it

If voters agree that the project is needed
and agree to fund it fully, Whitin estimated
it would cost Westporters, per capita, $9
per month over the course of the 20 to
30-year bonds to pay off the work:

“That’s not a big problem,” he said. “We

really need to do this; I think we need it for
economic development .... (it) would be a
boon to the Westport tax base and more
than pay for a good part of the cost of this
loan”

Whatever is not covered by public bonds
and state or federal grants or loans, would
presumably come from some users them-
selves in the form of “betterment” pay-
ments.

Betterments — like connecting a home
to the system — would be paid for by resi-
dent above and beyond the tax impacts
they and all other Westport residents
would see. But the committee’s Bob Day-
lor said the impact would be quite reason-
able, especially given the benefits those
who choose to tie in would receive:

“When it comes in in front of your house,
it increases the value of your property, it
allows you to expand, it allows you to
abandon your septic system,” he said. “It

has those benefits that don’t fall to all of us
as taxpayers across the town.”

Though it’s too early to tell how much
betterments could cost, “we’re trying to
keep it into something that if you paid it
over time, would be in the $1,000 per year
range. So we're talking about $10-$15,000
over the life of the bonds.”

Next steps

As the oversight committee is just adviso-
ry in nature, last week’s vote does not mean
the project will automatically end up before
voters in April and at Town Meeting in June.
Instead, select board members will review
the recommendation at an upcoming meet-
ing and make their own decision.

Select board member Manny Soares also
sits on the oversight committee and sup-
ports the project. And fellow select board
member Shana Shufelt, who attended, said
she does too.
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Fall River man faces identity theft, larceny charges

Westport, Portsmouth and Fall
River police collaborated on case

A Fall River man faces multiple counts of
fraud and larceny, following an investiga-
tion into identity fraud and stolen credit
card numbers carried out by the Westport,
Portsmouth and Fall River police depart-
ments.

Late last year, Westport detectives began
investigating Keyshaun Taylor, 28, of Fall
River, after receiving reports from local
businesses that money had been illicitly

transferred out of their bank accounts.
During their investigation, a Portsmouth
officer contacted Westport police regarding
Taylor’s alleged criminal activity in Rhode
Island, where he was already wanted on
similar charges.

On Thursday, Jan. 18, Westport detec-
tives served a search warrant at a Fall River
home and “gathered evidence” that aided
in the investigation, Westport police said.
As a result, Taylor was subsequently arrest-
ed on two counts of felony larceny over
$1,200, 12 counts of identity fraud and
making a false statement to obtain a credit

card. He was booked by Fall River police,
who also charged him with being a fugitive
from justice.

In a statement, Westport police said that
“as identity theft continues to rise, it is
important to be proactive to protect your-
selves, especially in the digital space where
many thefts can occur behind a screen.”

The old Annex
playground: A tribute to
community spirit

To the editor:

As the town moves toward
spending hundreds of thousands
of dollars for a much-needed
upgrade of the Town Hall Annex
Playground, I'd like to remind the
community of some history. This
all happened 30 years ago so
there may be some small recall
errors, but the gist is accurate.

The Annex Playground came
into being when a Westport
mother of small children began
calling town officials and visiting
offices at Town Hall to find out
what it would take to make a
playground for Westport chil-
dren.

Once it was established that the
town was OK with it being built
where it now sits, a committee of
local volunteers, unaffiliated with
the town, formed to make it hap-
pen. The committee went to work
raising funds, exploring equip-
ment, researching design options,
etc. The committee held several
small fund-raisers over the
course of a year. The largest indi-
vidual donation was $5,000 from
a local businessman in memory
of his recently deceased wife.
There were several donations in
the $100 to $500 range from local
businesses, a handful donating
more. Local suppliers donated or
deeply discounted materials. The
first phase of the playground was
the main structure and swing sets
minus the large sand play struc-
ture on the west end and a couple

of the spring toys. The full cost for
that phase was between $20,000
and $30,000 all private donations.
The rest was added shortly there-
after for a few thousand dollars
more, again all private donations.

The playground was built in a
day by a group of about 50 volun-
teers. The equipment purchase
price included the company set-
ting the posts the day before and
providing supervisors to guide
volunteers. Construction day
poured rain and blew a gale. The
volunteers labored all day in the
wind and rain to construct the
perimeter and assemble the
equipment. In the final step,
clean wood chips were spread
over a big puddle of mud to make
a shiny, new and beautiful play-
ground.

As some of us were cleaning off
shovels and putting things away
up by Main Road at the end of the
day, the sun broke out and, in an
epic goose-bumps moment, a
rainbow formed over the new
playground.

That playground is a monu-
ment to community spirit and
volunteerism. I hope all of you
who helped make it happen (you
know who you are) take a drive
by before it’s replaced and enjoy
some warm memories of working
hand-in-hand with your neigh-
bors for a worthwhile purpose. It
felt pretty good, didn’t it?

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Chickens rescued from online reallty show,

West Place will find homes for all
10 chickens used in "Fishtank”

In a bizarre mini-drama that played out
over the past week, workers at the West
Place Animal Sanctuary in Tiverton have
rescued 10 young chickens from an online
reality show being filmed at a home in
Cumberland.

It all began when West Place received an
e-mail last Thursday from a viewer of the
online show "Fishtank," who claimed pro-
ducers released the chickens inside the
home and intended to abuse them on cam-
era. The show consists of a 24/7 YouTube
livestream in which eight strangers are
confined to a house for six weeks and
filmed constantly, participating in com-
petitive tasks to see who can outlast the
others and win $30,000.

Shortly after the complaint came in, the
sanctuary's Patrick Cole said a staff mem-
ber with the show called West Place
requesting help in relocating the chickens.
She said they had been purchased that
week from a slaughterhouse/butcher in
Providence and released inside the house,
but the producers no longer wanted them
and intended to return them to the suppli-
er.

Cole, who had not heard of the show
until last week, learned that it has a large
following that is apparently international,
since the person who e-mailed the original
complaint lives outside the United States.

“People watch online and can make pay-
ments to prank the guests or ask the pro-

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'Hurricane!" exhibition marks the 70th anniversary of Carol

See photos and
hear firsthand
accounts of the storm
by local residents

You would have to be in your 70s
or 80s to remember Hurricane Car-
ol. The storm arrived on Aug. 31,
1954, coinciding with high tide, and
swept a wall of water across Horse-
neck and up the Westport River.

To mark the 70th anniversary of
Hurricane Carol, the Westport His-
torical Society presents a new exhi-
bition from Feb. 3 to March 30 at
Westport Free Public Library, 408
Old County Road. It features images
from its collection, supplemented by
photos held in private collections.

The images are enriched through
the words and stories of Westporters
who witnessed the hurricane. Their
experiences have been preserved in
a video recording of an event mark-
ing the 50th anniversary of Hurri-
cane Carol in 2004, including recol-
lections by Norma Judson, Crab
Manchester, Paul DeNadal, Bill
Tripp, Michael McCarthy and Walter
Vincent. Many of the participants
were teenagers in 1954 — an impres-
sionable but fearless age.

Their compelling and entertain-
ing stories chronicle the bravery of
two teenagers who rescued the bar-
tender from Laura’s Restaurant, and
their disbelief as buildings floated
“like Noah’s Ark” up river to become
beached on islands and rocks.

“Everything I knew at 12 years old
changed that day,” recalled Mike
McCarthy. Back in 2004, he pointed
out “the problem is that 80 percent

of the people thatlive in a flood zone
have never been through a serious
hurricane”

Locals watched helplessly as busi-
nesses were swept away and boats
exploded against the granite piers of
the old Westport Point bridge “as
though a box of dynamite went off”

They recalled the loss of a $50,000
swordfish boat and the destruction
of a newly built $100,000 gift shop.
Entire sections of the Gooseberry
causeway collapsed and Westport’s
oldest house, the Waite Kirby Potter
house, having stood for nearly 300
years, could not withstand the force
of Carol.

In the aftermath of the storm, a
rumor circulated that “if you were a
child and you found a boat you liked,
you could claim it as your own.

“Even 70 years on, we can still
glean important information from
the details contained within these
recollectionst,” said Jenny O’Neill,
Westport Historical Society execu-
tive director. "They outline the
impact of a hurricane coinciding
with high tide as well as specific vul-
nerabilities at East Beach, Goose-
berry and Westport Point."

Fortunately, Westport’s infrastruc-
ture has improved significantly. For
example, residents no longer have to
be concerned about the old point
bridge and its low approaches that
became flooded and impassable
during the hurricane.

Moreover, in 1954, many locals
relied on the radio for news and
were unaware of the hurricane’s
approach.

Hurricane Carol had far-reaching
repercussions for Westport. It
marked the end for the communities

of cottages that once lined East
Beach and parts of West Beach and
Gooseberry. It ushered in a new era
of management of these areas with
the State takeover of Horseneck
Beach.

Those who witnessed the hurri-
cane and its aftermath depict West-
port as being a resilient and compas-

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Head of Westport
tour with a mobile app

WESTPORT — The Westport Historical
Society is offering a walking tour. A mobile
app, “Westport History Tours,” lets users
explore the architectural, social, cultural and
industrial past of the Head of Westport. The
app is free and accessible anytime and any-
where with a smartphone.

Historical society is putting town'’s heritage ‘on the map’

The Westport Historical Society is launching
a free brochure that showcases the town’s spe-
cial heritage.

The Westport Heritage Map features 22 sites
of historical significance ranging from the Paul
Cuffe Monument to Lees Market (the unoffi-
cial town center complete with its own collec-
tion of historic artifacts and photographs), and
identifies the distinct communities that make
up the town of Westport, such as the villages of
Westport Point, the Head of Westport and
Westport Factory.

This map will serve as an introduction to
Westport’s history and will be of interest to
visitors and to residents.

“Westport is a special town with so much to
offer but it's not always easy to know where to
look or how to learn more,” said Jenny O’Neill,
Westport Historical Society executive director.

The brochure features a map dating from
1831. Even after nearly 200 years, the roads,
layout and settlement patterns of the town are
still recognizable.

lity is sorely lacking in the I-195 fiasco

Before there was an I-195 westbound
lane problem, there was the Route
403-Davisville access road fiasco. The
Providence Journal revealed that its con-
struction had key structural parts below
specifications, which led the federal high-
way administration to refuse to pay its
allocation. Eight times RIDOT overlooked
the pounds per square inch (PSI) require-
ments at a substantive level.

The then-RIDOT supervisor shrugged
off the unsafe work by saying that requir-
ing adherence to the specifications would
result in the project being delayed! Route
403 had 17 other key structural deficien-
cies that flunked AASHTO (American
Association of State Highways and Trans-
portation Officials). The contractor also
put in defective abutment footings far
below minimum standards on an off-ramp
from Route 403. A concrete beam was 25
percenet below standards and was one of
only four beams to hold up the off-ramp.

The IWAY itself had chunks of the con-

crete deck falling into the Providence River
because the cement was sub-standard.
The contractor also installed defective rail-
ings and then turned around and billed
the state for at least two and a half years
for jersey barriers to prevent drivers from
hitting the railing and landing in the drink.
WPRI reported that the steel reinforce-
ment bars were apparently cut and that
anchor bolts were installed AFTER the
reinforcing steel was already in place.

So now we have this circus where no
heads will roll except for the noggins of the
commuters. The villain of the above IWAY
mistakes blew the whistle on the fact that
for three years Rhode Island has known of
the problem with its repair strategy that
would ultimately result in the “pins” to
fail. The engineering report warning of the
problem is part of the record, so political
obfuscation isn’t working.

Also, am I the only one who is chagrined
about the fact that Massachusetts-based
Barletta Construction Company, who has

won many of the largest construction con-
tracts, got this no-bid contract to “repair”
the bridge after it was civilly charged by
federal authorities with dumping contami-
nated soil in an inner-city neighborhood?
Attorney General Peter Nehrona has also
charged the company criminally for the
dumping, which didn’t prevent the favored
treatment of this malefactor.

Such is the mentality in this state on
transportation projects: “Cut corners, get
paid anyway and come back for more
goodies.”

Instead of being accountable and
acknowledging any mistake for this failure,
the Governor embarked instead on a qua-
si-political campaign, using public funds,
where he urged citizens to buy local. Of
course, this could have been averted if
people simply did their respective jobs.

hark depredation, the full or partial
S consumption of a hooked fish by a

shark before it is landed, is an
increasing source of human and wildlife con-
flict in recreational fisheries. This summer
and fall, and for the past
three to four years, we have
had enhanced reports of
sharks being caught close
to shore off Newport, Nar-
ragansett and the Sakonnet
River area.

Along with this, we have
had an increase in shark
depredation, with anglers
reeling in summer flounder
(fluke) and striped bass to
find the fish has been bitten by a shark.

Last week a study led by U. Mass Amherst
was published in Marine and Coastal Fisher-
ies, titled “Depredation rates and spatial over-
lap between Great Hammerheads and Tar-
pon in a recreational fishing hot spot”

Reports of shark depredation in the catch-
and-release Tarpon fishery in the Florida
Keys are increasing, specifically in Bahia
Honda, a recreational fishing hot spot and a
known Tarpon pre-spawning aggregation site.

Highlights of the study abstract appear
below; the entire study can be found at Dep-
redation rates and spatial overlap between
Great Hammerheads and Tarpon in a recre-
ational fishing hot spot - Casselberry - 2024 -
Marine and Coastal Fisheries - Wiley Online
Library.

The study suggests that culling or killing
sharks is not the answer, but rather reducing
fight times and ending a fight prematurely
when sharks are present should be explored.
Here are the highlights.

Methods: Using visual surveys of fishing in
Bahia Honda, scientists quantified depreda-
tion rates and drivers of depredation. With
acoustic telemetry, scientists simultaneously
tracked 51 Tarpon and 14 Great Hammer-
heads (also known as Great Hammerhead
Sharks) Sphyrna mokarran, the most com-
mon shark to depredate Tarpon, to quantify
residency and spatial overlap in Bahia Hon-
da.

Result: During the visual survey, 394 Tar-
pon were hooked. The combined observed
shark depredation and immediate post
release predation rate was 15.3% for Tarpon
that were fought longer than 5minutes. Sur-
vival analysis and decision trees showed that
depredation risk was highest in the first 5 to
12minutes of the fight and on the outgoing
current.

During the spawning season, Great Ham-
merheads shifted their space use in Bahia
Honda to overlap with Tarpon core use areas.
Great Hammerheads restricted their space
use on the outgoing current when compared
to the incoming current, which could drive
increased shark-angler interactions.

Conclusion: Bahia Honda has clear eco-
logical importance for both Tarpon and Great
Hammerheads as a pre-spawning aggrega-
tion and feeding ground. The observed dep-
redation mortality and post release predation
mortality raise conservation concerns for the
fishery.
