Out, almut ninety miles smilh of the city.
The 3: JO A.M. ferry Ixut took in (Mr. Kilfjar

llattteatl, of Wakilua, ami I) across the lay to
AlameiU point, ami a few momenti after land-

ing wc were being whirlril over the South
Pacific Coast Kailrivul (narrow-gaiiRe- ) toward
our destination. Passing throm-- the town
and tubuiltt of Itcautifitl Alameda ami a suc-

cession of invalid stations, we were soon rid-

ing over the tide land near the head of the
hay. The tide was out ami wc tushctl over
innumerable mull sloughs tshosc bottoms
were ctneresl with muil and frequently over
broad strip of water, crowd by swinging
bridges, up which the square-liowci- l,

schooner or sloop-riggei- l scows work
their way to the farming country farther in-

land, to transport tlie grain, hay, and other
crops to the metropolis. A few wild ducks
and other game birds were seen in the
marshes, and wc occasionally noticed boats
and hunting dogs at small stations erected
specially for the uc of sportsmen.

In a little lime wc found ourselves In a farm-

ing country, and green fields and blooming
orchards lined cither side of the track.
Farmers were at work plowing, sowing and
harroning new fields, and rolling the)oung
grain that was already alwe ground. Kvcry-thin-

seemed strange after a residence in the
land?, atthough accustomed lo such rural

scenes from childhood. The plowman, the
farm buildings, the fruit trees, were as inter-

esting as if never seen before. Hut wewerc
not permitted to gaic long upon any one spot.
The panorama changed its scenes with the
rapidity of the wind. The air grew warmer,
the sky clearer, the winds ami fogs of the lay
were left behind, and we found it comfortable
to relieve ourselves of the heavy overcoats v
necessary in San Francisco. Ilroail vistas of
country were now spread before us stretches
of cultivated valley land, of hill and wild

mountain the latter half veiled by a soft

cerulean luxe. San Lcandro, Alvaradu,
Newark and other towns had been left liehind,
having lcen dismissal with only passing
glimpses, and we found ourselves at Santa
Clara. Through the trees could le seen a few

adobe houses with their roofs, erected
by Ihc Mexicans when the state was newer,
which, with the missions scattered along the
ovist, are the only links that bind California's
present to the past. It is odd but plcisant to
see anything that is not after the strictly
modern type Hut the engine's Ixrll rings and
wc arc off again. In a few minutes vvc arc at
San Jose, the garden city of California. The
railroad runs along the edge of the town, and
wc arc permitted to sec very little of the old
capital through the trees.

After leaving San Joc it is but a short time
until we are in the hilts, past the little town of

Ik Uatos, and winding along the banks of
the stream bearing the same name. The
vegetation changes, the trees arc different.
The white oaks of the valley give place to a
smaller variety ; alder and willow and climb
ing vines fringe the banks e creek whose
crystal waters How along through the winding
rows of green so quietly and gentlythat you
would almost expect an alogy for every
rippling musical sound it makes in its granite
bed. Heautiful wild flowers white, blue,
)elIow and pink flowers crouch amid the
(xvison oak and the hazel or lift their welcome
faces aliovc the sea of waving grass. The
fragrance is delightful. The Hawaiian
woods, beautiful as they are, cunnot compare
with it. Kven the smell of Ihc coal smok
from the locomotive could not keep it from

stealing into the cars. The mountains grow

higher and the woods and underbrush thicker.
Above 11s, climbing at a steep grade to the
summit, can lc seen the old stage road over
which the writer traveled several times before
the iron horse ventured to enter the home of
the lcar and the deer. Suddenly it Iwcomes

as dailt as Erebus. It is the first of the many
tunotli to be passed through before reaching

Santa Crui. In a moment it is light again.
Another and another is shot through. Pre
sently lamps are lighted in the cars, although
it is broad dav light. Wcareat the entrance
of one of the long tunnels. The train never
slackens its speed, but we are nearly sis
minutes In passing through. This would be a

'iavotite route for spooney young couples were
It not for the lamps being lighted. The short
tunnels are popular, however, but are not to
be trusted.

We are now in the heail of the redwood
twit. Giant trees stand In unbroken phalanx
on the mountain side, rank succeeding rank
from base lo summit. An occasional pine or
fir lifts its crest aloft to mingle Its plumes with
the waving boughs of the red-

wood, and, like trusty comrades, stand sentry
along the litw of the railroad. The

madrono and the bucket t, just bursting
Into leaf with the advent of spring, grow side
by side. The laurel folds its leafy garment
closely about it to nuke room for the ambi
tlous young redwood seeking to attain the pro.

rtions of Its prostrate sire, now moldcring
on the earth. Ths branches of the chestnut

ml, front which hang long festoons of SlunUh
moss, reach down to (end a helping hand to
the wild blackberry ami other sines. Kvcry
member of the v cgctablc kingdom seems to l
on the best of terms with its neighbor. Kvrn
the alder ami the elder are rubbing note
across Ihc purling waters of Zayantc creek,
neat whose banks wc are now rushing along.
To Ihc right, on the pjuic tide of the San
Lorcruo livcf, ! the little town of Fclton, and
a shrill whittle froiu the engine tells us that
we are ncartng the Hig Trees. Hut even these
monsters do not detain us. Another stictch
of forest, another tunnel, and we arc JckCcvl

Ing Into the level valley of the river anil tilling
lato the suburbs ol Santa trur. Hut we have
one more tunnel Al soon u the tight of day
greets us again ihc train stops and we arc In

Saeta Ctui the city of the Holy Cross. This
charming place Is situated much like Honolulu,
oa a level strip of land between the mountains
and the There Is an air of comfort
about the town, and It Is mote lively than
Honolulu. It U a favorite retort for people- -

(rooi the cities In Ihc tsimmct and from the

si thousand, but In the summer time the
visitors sn el I it to mice that number. When
the bathing season opens, hundreds of people
of both setes may be seen sporting on the
breakers. Here takes pkscc daily the largest
mislnte of salt ami sweetness (ktrs) to be
wnnrwesi cm tn racitrc coast. I lie moun-
tains are tramped over by hunters, the streams
ami the wharves are lined with anglers, ami
the hesmlful valleys are filled with campers.
The summer season is a long May day. Hut
we have no time to linger) no time to visit
Kagle Cilen, the Natural Hridge, Isatiel drove,
the Light House tieach and other points of
interest. After a hasty lunch a few former
schoolmates were visited. There was only
time for a brief word of greeting and a briefer
farewell. In one hour from the time we
reached Santa Crui we were on our way back
to San Francisco. Invitations to remain were
declined most reluctantly. It was only an
aggravation, after so long an aliscnce, to lie at
the door of an old home and not able to enter
in. Three years ago the writer visited Santa
Cm and hail only time lo remain one dayj
this time it was one hour j if they continue to
grow shorter in the same ratio the next visit
will have to be made by telegraph. Hut a
promise to visit San KafacI the following day
made an immediate return imperative. Wc
reached San Irancisco and the fog about 5
r. M,, feeling much licttcr for our trip of
nearly two hundred miles.

The Oaicttc makes an excellent point in

favor of the continuance of the treaty by show-
ing that " During the year I SSj no less than
twohundml and fifty-eig- steamers and mer-
chant vessels arrival at the various harliors of
the Hawaiian Islands, making a gros tonnage
of one hundred and seventy-tw- o thousand six
hundred and nineteen. Of these vessels, cnt
hunJrtd ai:J ttvtnly-nin- t were American, with
a gross tonnage of one knnJrtJ ami tmt
thcttuxihi Jivt hundred and ninety-on- tons.
This is no small amount for the carr)ing trade.
The goods that w ere shipped away from here
were mostly taken by American vessels. An-

other thing that must be considered in the
record of these vessels is, that those one hun-
dred and seventy-nin- e voxels do not entirely
represent the full amount of American capital
invested in shipping trading with these islands.
A large number of tons might lie added, were
we to reckon those v essels, fljingthc Hawaiian
flag, which are owned by Americans and
officered by Americans." And it goes on to
show that "During thesn j cars that the Re-

ciprocity Treaty has Iieen In operation a large
amount of the money made in sugar or rice has
flowed back into the pay rolls of many a manu-
facturer in the United States. Our merchants
have given orders and have paid cash for no
less than ten steamers ranging from six hun-

dred tons to one hundred tons, and sixteen
schooners averaging one hundred tons apiece.
The San Francisco merchants, during the same
period, have built for the Hawaiian trade ten
vessels with an average of three hundred tons.
All these vessels have been built on the Pacific
Coast, cither at San Francisco or Pugct Sound.
Larger investments in shipping have been made
than these: the Oceanic Steamship Company
have had built in the shipyards of Philadelphia
two handsome steamers, the Alameda and the
Mariposa, for each of which $500,000 has been
cxcnded. These vessels are Intended for the
trade between this port and San Francisco.
The same company, we arc informed, arc
having built a. steamer, for the inter-islan-

trade, which is to be nine thousand tons bur-

den. The Inter-Islan- d Steam Navigation
Company are aLo hav ing a new steamer built."
All this activity in ship building has come
directly from the treaty, and nearly all has
directly lienefitol Americans j merchants, ship
builders and the travelling public j all of whom
are largely Americans.

Tlie Advertiser sa)s : " Wc have described
their condition at the time they were dis
charged ; the nine were carefully examined
and declared sound, presenting no marks of

lacing afflicted with the disease under which
Ihcy were apparently suffering when admit
ted." This is but a reiteration of a falsehood
which wc exposed in our last issue, and we
nre prepared to bring forward the best medi
cal testimony in proof of all wc have asserted
uaon this point, iflhc board of health will
satbmit its "cured " !ccrs for an cxx.rt exami
nation. Nine lepers were said to have been
cured ; Inil only two were named. These
Iwn have yet unmistakable symptoms of the
disease. The remaining seven remain un
named, notwithstanding our question as to
their identity, and a desire prevalent among
the medical fraternity to witness an alleged
fact which they deem incredible. The plain
inference is that the board dare not name
tbem. The Advertiser, as the mouth-piec- e

and axlogitt of the board, informs its readers
that an eye is lwing kept upon the discliarged
juticnts, and that they will again be removed
to the hospital should any symptoms of a
return of the disease occur. How consoling
this, to those who believe in the contagion of
kproay ; especially, after the opinion has been
expressed by Doctor Trousseau, that one of
ihese juticnts, who lias been named, is as bad
with leprosy as he ever was. With reference
to the other named iaticnl, a comjictcnt
medical opinion has been expressed, that he
could be easily rccogniicd as a lcjicr "across
ihe street. "

it lhal ihcy neglect to pick up other lepers tliat
arc now roaming free alxntt the town, and who
have never Iwcn segregated at all? Wc men-

were occupying public positions that brought
tham into daily and intimate contact with
many healthy persons. It was upon the au
thority of Doctor Fitch himself that wc called
these persons iccrt, and not on our own, al-

though the writer knew them to be so. ltul
ilicrc arc other lepers roaming at large through
the loon, and one, quite lately, was selling fish
at the market, His lingers were badly crooked
and his eyes bleared with the disease. A boy,

an annual expenditure of half a million of
money, there is no reason why they should lie
burdened with the support of one at twice or
three times that cost.

sltame ami tlrsgraee to lire planting interest.
Hut Ihtee out of twine eighty or more planters
sent samples, ami none ol these wore full in
(heir vat lety. In entile, Imrses, ilogs ami
wine Ihe slmwlng would compare faiorahly

with many older cottnlileat while In floral,
garden and farm produce, agricultural Imple
ments, carriages, etc., there was enough caII

foith a spirit of emiilation tliat ought to tell at

the second annual cxhiblllon. The tbllc in

general should now lake that interest in pre
paration of material for exhibition as shall
awnken a rivalry for each to excel his nefghlror,
that xuple, products and soil may sltow to
better advantage. The objects of the socicl)

There arc at lcat two kinds of pap. The
callow infant knows the pleasing compound.

to be done. In cases of that sort one is very
apt to shut one's eyes to a deal that ought lo
be dragged into the light of day. Certainly
Unsought to be conceded. Nc cant cxjicct
men who are doing honest work in govern
mental (rositions to resign merely to help bring
things to a crisis, when their resignations
would merely lose them their places, to the
probable licncfit of some less qualified favorite.
But, if these men do not resign, and prefer to
keep entirely silent alwut government, the
honest men who arc fighting the dishonest

now in power' have a right to com-

plain at those professedly honest men in gov-

ernment employ who defend the uncanny clan
of frcclwotcrs under whom they serve. Far
worse is it In the cases of the men who leave
the ranks of the opposition to be fed at the
public crib with the nickel-plate- d spoon of
ministerial patronage. Fortunately, there arc
few men now in the civil service who have the
hardihood to defend the looting quartette
whose squid-lik- e tentacles arc around the
nation's neck.

It ap-
pears that I.ord lleaconsficld had to fight
against the scorn, contempt and hatred of a
large party in the Knglish nation; that great
injustice was done him; but that finally Ills
courage and patriotum conquered, not Ills
friends, but Ihe great arlitocratical party who
made him their leader. Ivvcry one will frankly
and cheerfully admit thai up to a certain point
the parallel holds good) lliat the scorn and
contempt are as sincere and thorough for the
Hawaiian liscudo statesman, as they can have
lccn for the great F.nglishman; hatred there
cannot be, for tome things arc too despicable
lo hate.

Here at present the parallel ends. It must
have been with a sense of mortification lhal
the premier Knncd, or at Icalt affravtj, the

The liflli division, toullty, was
more noticeable for curiosity than for utility.
In the sixth division, dogs, scvetal cross-bree-

dogs were shots 11, ami the kennels were too
small ami ilbatranged for a satisfactory showing
of good points.

All the aliove mentioned divisions wctc ex-

hibited in the open lot cast of Kichatd street and
fronting the harbor. In the rear of this lot was
a large tent in which most of the following
divisions were exhibited. The seventh divi-
sion, daity products, was Confrnctl to five
exhibits, four of butler nnd one of cheese.
The eighth division, fish, consisted of n few
German carp, a brace of terrapins and three
eels. The ninth division, domestic

was reprcscnlctl by a superb collec-
tion of twenty-liv- e callalkishca and by noth-
ing else. 1 he tenth division, agricultural
prtttlucts, was interesting so far as il went.
Unfortunately it went a very short way.

That there should have been only two exhib-
itors of sugar cane and only two of inanu
factutcd sugar was the most eloquent evidence
that something was decaying In the agricul-
tural Denmark of the kingdom. The eleventh
division, horticulture, was much more fully
reprcscnlctl, anil Mas, in many ol its leattites,
exceedingly Interesting, The twelfth division,
machinery and ayricullur.il implements,
though full in a few lines, was, as a whole,
meagre anil inadequate. The miscellaneous
exhibits included an omnibus, cans, wagons,
wagonettes, carriages, rockatvays, phaitons,
buggies antl gigs.

The arrangements of the grounds were in
the main excellent for the comfort of stock,
the advantages of display and the convenience
of visitors. For much of the success of detail
Mr. J. S. Webb, secretary, and Capt. John
llrown, superintendent of the grounds, have
been rcstionsihtc; and their efforts were heartily
seconded by the directors nnd very generally
met half way by exhibitors. The following
necessarily brief description of individual ex-

hibits is comprehensive of everything cata-
logued antl of all additions thereto save the
very few which, inadvertently, many have
been overlooked.

The exhibits of horses and cattle were per-

haps the most important, antl certainly the
most generally attractive of all. Notwith-
standing the fact that several of the finest

specimens ot liorsc-ltcs- on the islands were
absent, on account of their being in train for
the coining races, there was still an admirable
showing, giving to such as have lieen long
resilient Here a lair. Idea ol the great attention
that has of late years been paid to the breed-
ing of fine stock from the clumsy but povv erful
draught horse to the lithe and agile racer. The
array of well-bre- d imported stallions was es- -

ticctallv line. Amone tnosrt wnirn ex.
hibitcd the following are especially worthy of
mention: 1 numph, a dark tiay saddle stallion,
was owned by Mr. C. II. ludd. lloswcll, a
bay carriage stallion belonged to the same
owner, a handsome and docile animal from the
stock farms of Kentucky and from the best
trotting stock in America. Waterford, the

crey thoroughbred racing stallion,
was exhibited by Mr. Charles I.ucas. King
William, a fine grey trotting stallion, was
shown by Mr. John McKeague. Mr. J. K,

Porter exhibited-hi- s lay stallion Ivanhoe, :

fine animal. Among Hawaiian bred .stallions
may be mentioned the following: Prince
Henry, an ebon black stallion, It, months old,
owned by Chief Justice J iidd. This handsome
little creature is of lloswcll stock, from a fine
bred Haw aiian dam. Captain Calor, a bay saddle
stallion, was shown by Governor Dominis. A
pair of fine bay Hawaiian bred draught stalli-
ons, owned by Mr. W. II. Kicc of Koloa. re
ceived the first prize for that class; and a first
priie was also received by the same gentleman
lor a pair 01 Mack carriage stal-
lions, bred Ity'him. For an iron grey stallion,
4 years old, and bred by him, he also received
a second prize. Mr. Rice's exhibit was es-

pecially creditable in many ways.
Among the' imported marcs exhibited, by

far the finest was the mare Maude, owned by
Mr. II. J. Agnew. She is a handsome bay,
very fast in harness, and comes from the finest
stock; withal, she is gentle. as a kitten. There
was a fine, large bay draught mare apparently
having a Clydesdale strainexhibited by Mr.
I.ishman. For Hawaiian bred saddle mares,
the first prize was awarded to Mr. Henry
Watcrhousc. A first prize was also awarded

W. G. Irwin & Co. eighteen varieties of sugar
cane. Mr. G. McLain and Mr. E. Doyle,
horse shoes. Messrs. 11. F. Dillingham & Co.,
Castle & Cooke, C. C. Coleman and W. W.
Hall exhibited agricultural machinery and im-
plements.

One of the features of the show deserving
special mention was the box of ramie plants
exhibited by .Mr. C. C. Coleman.
. It was a lively scene within the big tent on
Thursday afternoon. A very large proportion
of the foreign portion of the youth, beauty and
intelligence of the community was represented
in the assemblage. Fashion, forgetting lo lie
very fashionable, was cool and comfortable in
linens and lawns and a number of fabrics that
a man may be pardoned for knowing very"
little about. A great many children collec-
tively ate a great many sauccrftilU of ice cream.
A great many ladits did likewise. A few re-
porters did ditto. And the only outwardly un-
happy jterson present was the door keeper,
who s obliged to sit with his head in the
shade and his legs in the sun.

When all has been said, when one has suff-
iciently blamed the cane planters for not send-
ing cane, Ihe rice planters for not sending
paddy, the banana planters for not sending
bananas, and th'c fisherman, hucksters, market
men and housekeepers for falling to exploit
their specialties when all has lieen said, it
was a pretty good show. And all the people
saiu jvmen save a very young man Irom
New Yotk, and he. havinc once been secre
tary ofan oramre counts annual fair, tins nrr.

More than lhl, the I'rciw and the Garette air
worthy of all respect, and the thanks of nil
good people In this kingdom ate due them, for
llirlr enrncal, Imld, manly utterances In favot
of lcniier.iucc, rlghtcotttnets, Rood moral! ami
gotid government.

In matkctl contrast with Ihe manly Hand
nnd courageous titlctances of Ihe Press nnd Ihe
Garclle Is Iho silent, cowatdly
courts; pursued by the alleged rellgiotn newt
Mlert, printed in English, here In Honolulu.

What la the province of a rcllglmn news-
paper ? It should "be mote than the organ, the
mouthpiece, of a mere sect. It should be n
featleaa levulicr of morals and religion ll
should ! a leader and educator, a vigorous
tonic to the moral thought ol the community
It should be Imld and outspoken In defense nf
the right, and in condemnation of the wrong j
it should sternly and Impartially rebuke sin,
nnd nil attempts to debauch public mntali, no
nutlet where that tin tutks, or such attempt
it made, in (mtacc yard or in Smith's IrfimJ; it
should fearlessly advocate good government
nnd a high standard of citizenship. In n word,
upon nil questions that touch the of
humanity it should have opinions, nnd datc.lo
cxptcss them. This certainly is not too high
a standard or loo much to cxticcl of relicioua
journals. Unless n religious new spatter duett
such wotk, ofwli.tt practical use Is it lo a Com-
munity ?

Judged by such a standard, the two alleged
rcfigioui nevvspapert, printed In English, in
Honolulu, exclle only pity or contempt. Umn
what public question have they dared luridly to
cxptcss an opinion? Take, fur example, Ihe
absurd ami foolish coronation, with its attend-
ant htiluhuta indecencies. In the presence of
thousand thete was revived nnd enacted nn
old heathen orgte, utterly indescribable in lis
bestial indecency. Il was in direct violation
of a law of the kingdom; it was debauching in
its cfTccts ukii public morals, for little native
children for weeks thereafter, on the public
streets, copied the Indecent and lascivious
movements of the dancers; It was a lasting
stain and disgrace lo the king nnd court under
whose patronage it was held) it was a world-
wide reproach and shame to this kingdom.
How the columns of any religious licvvspatcr
worthy the name would have burned with
righteous indignation and stern condemnation
ofsuch bcastiality. Vet we look in vain in the
columns of these religious mollusks for a single
sentence against this outrage upon the public
inoiatj, while one of them publishes a long,
fulsome account of the abstifd coronation styl-

ing It "A Great National Event."
Take the matter of the observance of the

Sabbath. It is patent to every observer that
the example and influence of those high in au-

thority in this kingdom ha, for some years
(tast, been steadily anil persistently thrown
against religion and moral, and in favor of
secularism and a revival of paganism. One of
the shortest road to accomplish this i lo pros-
titute the Sabbath. Hence, in direct violation
of the law pf the kingdom,, the Sabbath is the
favorite day for royal picnics and yatcliing
parties, antl parades of our famous standing
army. These religious newspapers calmly look
on, and nrc dumb a mummies. They tlo not
lift a finger or utter a word to counteract these
baleful influences.

Take the treatment of the Madras. Here
were hundreds of Chinamen, and n number of
Englishmen, cooped up in a ship sailing under
Ihe Hritisli flag, which the incapaciiy of our
Iward of health transforms inlo a rolling, toss-
ing Precious lives were needlessly
sacrificed, and the entire crew and passengers,
shut up' for week face to face with death in
it most loathsome form. Civilization fail to
furnish another such case of oflici.il brutality.
To look day by day upon such outrageous
inhumanity inflicted upon one's own country-
men it would seem ought to stir Ihe blood of a
corpse. Hut "the chaplain of the household"
has not yet learned even of Ihe arrival of the
Madras, if we arc to judge by the column of
the newspaper of which he is an ctlitor. The
other pajier, which by its name pur)oits to be
the especial friend of seamen, is also dumb.

Take Ihe last outrage committed against
the morals of this community the establish-
ment of the new "grog-shop- " opposite (he
bethel church. One of our religious news-
papers, published three weeks after this new
gin jtalace was opened, has not yet heard of It.
The other courageously says: "We had de-

signed to' say something in our little paper
about the new 'grog-sho- recently opened
in Kingstrecri but our neighbors, the Gazette,
Press ami bulletin, have tlone it better than
we could have tlone." And then follows four-

teen lines of very, very mild rebuke .of.the
wicked rum sellers in general, and this one in
particular, but not one word in condemnation
of the conscienceless cabinet, which, in viola-tio-

of its pledged word, issued tlic license,
without which this saloon never could have been
opened. A man of straw would have had
more hackbonc. Of course, we all regret the
licensing of new grog-shoji- but if we must
have them, there seems a righteous retribution
in locating this one just opposite the church,
where ministers, the ever..icady atiologistjor,
and admirer of the premier. And if the pre-
sent "a good a government a we have ever
had in Hawaii," intend to grant any tnoie
licenses, another good location would tic on
llerctania street (mauka), just lieyond Emma
street.

The ready answer lo all this will be. that
"a religious newspaper should not dabble in
politics?' And Ihe ready reply to that cow-
atdly subterfuge it two-fol- First, it is not a
question of politics, but of humanity, of
morals, and of religion. Second, while a reli-
gious newspaper should not be partisan, it should
freely, independently and boldly,- - discus
politics in their moral aspects and from n
religious point of view, and it should fearlessly
demand good government. Every religious
journal, worthy the name, published in hng-lan- d

or America, dues this.
