The San Francisco Dealers Kicking at

the Combinntion—8Six Thousand Ba-
Buyers—Attempt
Enise the Price Results Disastrously.

The San Francisco Post has the fol-
lowing story concerning
combination formed by Hon. Mark Rob-
inson and A. J. Campbell:

Camarinos, who is a brother to D. G.
Camarinos of this city, undersiands little
Engligh, and in signing the agreement
to deliver over his crops to Robinson and
his associates suppused that it was for
that he had
signed a contract for ten years.
also promised that the agency would be
given to his brother in this eity, but ow-
ing to the fact that Robinson held seventy
per cent. of the stock of the company the
agency was awarded to Mr. Tacker of the
Hawailan Banana Company of this city.
Robinsgon recently eonceived a schemeto
freeze the San Francisco dealers out of
the trade by shipping the entire produoct
to Tucker and regulating prices o suit
Camarinos discovered that he
