County, reach 40 members, that this would make three Klaverns
'in Jones County.

On April 30, 1964, source advised that a meeting of
the Bogue Homa Hunting and Fishing Club was held April- 29,
1964 with 43 members present and it was announced that five
groups within the Klavern had been formed. These are known as
the north, south, east, west and central. Source said it
was brought out at this meeting that the Soso, Mississippi Group
was planning to receive a charter in the next few weeks.

On May 10, 1964, source advised that an initiation
ceremony was held at Calhoun, Mississippi on May 7, 1964 and
the West Division of the WKKKK, known as the '"Wolf Pack" was
formed. . o '

~ On June 12, 1964, source advised that there is an
active Klavern at Hattiesburg, Mississippi No other infor-.
mation was available. . -

On June 7, 1964, source advised that a state meeting
of the WKKKK was held on June 7, 1964 at Raleigh, Smith County,
Mississippi with 300 Klansmen present., It was indicated that
the WKKKK had Klaverns throughout the State of Mississippi,
except in the extreme northeast and southeast sections. It
was claimed at this meeting that the Klan had 18,000 members.

On June 14, 1964, Confidential Source #2 advised
that a state meeting of the WKKKK was held at Raleigh, Smith
County, Mississippi on June 7, ‘1964 and it was indicated by
State Organizer Joe- Harrington that the Klan was organized in
60 odd counties in MlSSlSSippl with 3,000 members.

On April 23, 1964, Confidential Source #1 advised that
a state meeting of the WKKKK was held at Brookhaven, Mississippi
on April 19, 1964. A roll call by counties was taken and it
was apparent 53 Klaverns were represented inasmuch as one
delegate represented one Klavern and there were 53 delegates
‘present.

It was also indicated that there were Klaverns in
- Adams County, five Klaverns in Lincoln County and several
" other counties containing four, three and two Klaverns each
were‘represented "They were not further identified.

‘On March 18, 1964, Confidential Source #2 advised that
a state meeting of the WKKKK was held at Klan Headquarters on
Morgan Town Road, Natchez, Mississippi with 75 to 100 members
from all parts of the state in attendance. The state was
divided into nine provinces and it was brought out that there
was very little or no organization of Klan activities in the
extreme north and northeast part of the state.

On May 9, 1964, Confidential -Source #2 stated that
a meeting of the Morgan Town Klavern of the WKKKK ‘was held
- on May 5, 1964 at Natchez, Mississippi with 20 members and
visitors present Source said an all out drive for new
- members had been started by the Klan as reported at this
~ meeting.

Confidential Source #2 advised on June 5, 1964, that
- a meeting of the Morgan Town Klavern on June 5, 1964 disclosed
a move to combine alvilan Units in Adams County into one
large Klavern for the purpose of organizing platoons of men

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for street action this summer. Source said all Units were
to vote on this proposal the following week.

‘Source said that the WKKKK was asking for each
Klavern to supply two men thwoughout the State of Mississippi
to be part of a state force of young men. These men must
be between the ages of 26 and 32 and be able to be away from
homé for extended periods this summer. It was indicated that
.these men would be sworn in as lawful law enforcement officers
and enjoy full protection of the law. They will be furnished
clothes, that is, black suit, white shirt, black tie, black
shoes and hat. o

Source said he understood there are 360 active Klan
members in Adams County. '

Confidential Source #3 advised on May 14, 1964 that
there are Klaverns of the WKKKK in the following counties
except Clarke, where efforts have been unsuccessful: Clarke,
Jasper, Kemper, Leake, Madison, Newton, Noxubee, Neshoba,
‘Rankin, Scott, Simpson, Smith and Winston.

- According to source, the Jasper County Klavern has
no regular meeting place :and they meet in groups of five at
the various members' homes. ‘Source stated there were Klaverns
‘at Raleigh and Taylorsville, Mississippi in Smith County.

On October 21, 1963, William H. Barbour, Attorney,

Yazoo City, Mississippi, advised a Special Agent of the Federal
- Bureau of Investigation that there were . approximately 26

members of the Klan in Yazoo City.

At a meeting of this Klavern on October 15, 1963,
the chief problem discussed was whether the organization,
meaning the Klavern, shBould continue to operate at. all or
whether it should go under ground. According to Barbour, a

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meetlng was held on October 22, 1963 near Yazoo City with
20 persons in attendance and there .was no indication that

On October 23, 1963, Confidentlal Source  #4 tenta=
tively identified 12 addltlonal members of the Klan in Yazoo
City, MlSSlSSlppl.

.~ On April 13, 1964 Confidential Source #4 adv1sed
that the number one Klan Organizer in Mississippi is James I.
Roberts.. Source said that efforts in the past few weeks to
get regular weekly Klan meetings started were apparently
unsuccessful. However several Yazoo City Klansmen were
_believed to have gone to a Klan meeting at Cleveland,
Mississippi on April 10, 1964,

On April 13, 1964, Confidential Source #4 advised
that he learned through persons affiliated with Klan members
in the :Yazoo City area, that in the Mississippi Delta area
meetings of the Klan are held at Cleveland, Mississippi.

Confidential Source: #5 advised a Special Agent of
the Federal Bureau of Investigation on May 16, 1964 that the
WKEKKK is not affiliated with any other Klan group. It
was his understanding there are two separate groups in
Mc Comb, Mississippi; one is affiliated with the WKKKK and
the other with a Klan group led by a man named Shelton from
Georgia.

According to source's recollection, the last
reported total membership of the WKKKK in Mississippi was
between 5,000 and 6,000. Source could not recall from
~whom he got this figure.

Source stated there are reportedly flve Klaverns in
Hinds County, known as the North Jackson Group, Bolton,
Mississippi Group, Utica, Mississippi Group,:Forrest Hill
Group and the West Jackson Rod and Gun Group, formerly known
as the Clinton, Mississippi Group.

WHITE KNIGHTS OF THE
KU KLUX KLAN OF MISSISSIPPI

A source advised that on February 15, 1964,
approximately 200 members of the Original Knights of the
Ku Klux Klan (OKKKK) from the State of Mississippi, met
at Brookhaven, Mississippi. Those present decided to
defect from the OKKKK and to form their own klan group
in Mississippi to be known as the White Knlghts of the
Ku Klux Klan of Mississippi.

This source advised that the aims and purposes
of the White Knights of the Ku XKlux Klan of Mississippi
are to preserve Christian civilization, protect and
promote white supremacy and the segregation of the races,
to fight communism and to extend the dignity, heritage
and r1ghts of the white race of America.
