Library News

The following reviews of a recent acquisition is by Assistant Librarian,
Mary Ann Tangney:
Masters of Time, by John Boslough (1992)

In the mid-eighties, cosmologists assured us that a single
theoretical statement explaining the initial universe and the physi-
cal laws governing it and its future was just around the corner.
today, we are still awaiting that statement, and cosmologists pre-
sent us a poorly understood and confused picture of the universe.
It is the author's contention that cosmology is in "tatters" and in
"another dark age'. Employing the latest data from a variety of
astronomical and physics disciplines, he explains how cosmology
arrived at its current contradictory state. Can we still cling to the
dubious idea of a single unifying theory? Can we even hold on to
the "Big Bang"? The enormous problems facing cosmologists
today are detailed in a very readable format with just enough
"hard science" to make it interesting.
