S;ce the publication of my first book, Adventures
eyond the Body, in 1996,1 have conducted an ongoing
international survey of out-of-body experiences. To date, |
have received over sixteen thousand responses from over
thirty countries, making this the largest survey of its kind
ever conducted. The number of participants alone makes
the survey significant, and some of its most enlightening
results are the multitude of compelling testimonies from
people al over the world - people just like you and me.

One of the primary goals of the survey was to gather
information about the commonly reported phenomena
associated with the out-of-body experience, or OBE. My
intention was to examine the reported vibrations, sounds,
and sensations that occur immediately before, during, and
after an OBE; today these phenomena are widely referred to
as the vibrational state. Information and insights obtained
from this survey are presented throughout this book.

One of the most surprising by-products of the survey was
the large number of letters | received from parents strug-
gling to understand the panic attacks and paralysis that
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their children experienced during sleep. | believe that chil-
dren by their very nature are less conditioned by their
physical surroundings and are more open to spontaneous
out-of-body experiences than are adults. They consistently
report a high incidence of the vibrations, sounds, and phe-
nomena associated with the vibrational state; many experi-
ence these on a recurring basis.

| was also surprised by the early age at which children
reported having their first out-of-body experience: The first
reported journey occurred at an average age of four to
twelve. In addition, the number of out-of-body experiences
appears to decline dramatically during the early teen years.
This may be due to the intense physical indoctrination and
conditioning, so inherent in our society, that teenagers
undergo. Often children are educated in our modern culture
to identify completely with their physical bodies instead of
being taught that they are unlimited spiritual beings free to
explore beyond their physical surroundings. Clearly, thereis
much more to be learned regarding the link between chil-
dren and out-of-body experiences, and research in this area
may one day yield exciting answers to the true nature of the
soul.

The survey results also provide evidence of a connection
between OBEs and near-death and after-death experiences,
as well as between OBEs and extraterrestrial contact and
abduction experiences. Further research into the OBE phe-
nomenon may shed light on those mysterious events as well.
Are they connected, and if so, how? It is my hope that this
book will begin to answer these questions.

The key to understanding some of these mysteries may be
the vibrational state - the universal prelude to out-of-body
states of consciousness and spiritual experiences. In a sense,
this state is nature's way of preparing us for the ultimate
adventure beyond the confines of the physical body.
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Throughout human history yogis, saints, and mystics have
referred to sounds and vibrations as important elements of
their spiritual experiences. It is my belief that they were
describing various vibrational -state phenomena.

Research tells us that the vibrational state is a normal
occurrence that can be self-initiated and expanded into a
fully conscious out-of-body experience. When we become
experienced and effective at responding to the vibrational
state, we are one step closer to personal and spiritual
empowerment. It is now clear that the out-of-body experi-
ence is an important if not essential ally in our spiritual
exploration. The more knowledge we obtain about these
experiences, the better prepared we will be to explore
beyond our physical limits and discover our true spiritual
essence.

There is so much to learn, so much to discover. The
answers lie somewhere beyond the boundaries of what most
of us have come to think of as everyday reality. This book is
for those of us who desire to take that brave first step into
the unknown, beyond the boundaries of physical readlity.
This book is for those of us who are ready to unlock the
secret of the soul.

One of the most amazing out-of-body experiences is a fully
conscious meeting with a loved one who has passed on.
This personal contact can provide startling insight into our
spiritual natures and the unseen dimensions around us, and a
powerful verification of our own immortality. It also provides
an excellent opportunity for us to reunite and communicate
with a friend or loved one whom we feared lost to us forever. It
is common for people to report personal encounters with
departed loved ones during out-of-body and near-death experi-
ences. What | have found especially interesting is the diversity
of these meetings. The reported contact can take almost any
form: a child, a recently passed wife or husband, a cloud or
sphere of intelligence, or a gentle grandparent. Sometimes the
contact is with someone known; at other times it may be with
someone who appears as a guide or teacher.

In the OBE survey | conducted, 24 percent of the respon-
dents' experiences involved contact with a departed loved one.
In addition, 22 percent of the respondents saw or felt the
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presence of a nonphysical being. Increasing evidence suggests
that most contact is with individuals we have known at some
point in our past. Often spirits are attracted to us because there
is a connection to our soul group, apast life, or because thereis
an emotional or spiritual relationship that we are unaware of.

CONSCl QUSLY MEETI NG DEPARTED LOVED ONES

One of the great benefits of out-of-body exploration is the
self-empowerment that it offers. It provides us with abilities and
perceptions extending far beyond the limits of matter. For many
it opens up a new world of possihilities that our society is only
beginning to examine and understand. For example, our current
concepts of death and dying are a based on some very old
assumptions. Many of us gtill look upon death as the end of life.
Our vocabulary is filled with statements indicating the finality of
death: "thelast breath,” "thefinad moments," on so on. Out-of-
body experiences provide substantial evidence that when some-
one dies, that person has in fact only changed their vibratory
rate and the density of their body. The person is till very much
aive and well.

I was living in Michigan when my mother called from
Maryland at about 1 A.M. to tell me that after a long illness,
my father had passed away. After packing a bag and making
airline reservations, | decided to lie down on my living-room
sofa to rest for about an hour or so before my flight. Suddenly
there was a sense of motion or vibration, and | found myself
sitting in my parents' basement on a Danish-style couch that
they had for years. There was a voice from around a corner -
it sounded very much like my deceased mother-in-law's - that
said, "Susie, your daddy's here." In an instant | saw my father
standing in front of me, a pipe in his mouth, dressed in a flan-
nel shirt and brown Levi's. | said, "What are you doing here?
You are supposed to be dead. But you look great." He opened
his arms to me and said, "Everything is good here. | feel great.
| just wanted you to know." | stood and embraced him - he
seemed solid - and in an instant | came back to my sofa in
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Michigan. It was that experience that convinced me beyond
anything |1 had been told during my Catholic upbringing that
there is existence beyond this life. 1 am certain that we will

It is common for people who have died to remain relatively
close to the physical world for several days after death. During
this period they often visit their loved ones and express their
good-byes. We often receive this communication during sleep.
Many are unaware that during sleep we move slightly out of
sync with our biological bodies. This provides a potential win-
dow of direct communication with our minds. How we per-
ceive and remember this communication is based on our
awareness. Some have no recollection of the visitation, while
others perceive the contact as a dream ranging from a vague
memory to an incredibly vivid interactive experience. Those
who are trained and comfortable with out-of-body exploration
possess an enormous advantage because their consciousness is
far more open and prepared for this multidimensional contact
and communication. In other words, they are far more likely to
experience spiritual visitations in full awareness. Those who
are fearful of spiritual contact remain largely unaware of the
contact or interpret it as a fleeting dream.

One of the reasons people learn self-initiated out-of-body explo-
ration is to consciously meet and communicate with their deceased
loved ones. This kind of meeting is far more common than many
believe. Research indicates that a large percentage of parents who
have lost a child will have some kind of contact with that child
within a year of the loss and that more than 50 percent of people
experience a reunion with their departed spouse.

My wife had passed after a long illness, and the first few days
afterward passed like a blur. Even though her death relieved
her from pain, 1 was numb with grief. Most of the time | had
friends and family with me, but one evening when | was alone
| relaxed on the sofa, recalling the lifetime we had spent to-
gether. As | closed my eyes to rest, | felt my body start to tingle
and vibrate, and then | became very, very light. | was almost
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dizzy. Then suddenly | felt like | was in a painting. It was sur-
real: It was my house, but different; the colors were vibrant,
and there were soft edges around everything. And that's when
| saw her. She had never looked more beautiful; there was even
a glow around her. She was wearing the dress from our wed-
ding, but had no shoes on her feet. She did not speak, but from
the peaceful expression on her face | knew she was okay. |
could fedl her thoughts tell me that we would be together again
when the time was right. With an unearthly grace, she moved
out of my sight. When | opened my eyes, my body was like a
lead weight. It was several minutes before | could move. That
was six years ago, and it started the healing process for me.

When we develop our natural abilities to consciously per-
ceive and explore beyond the limits of our body, we are no
longer limited to dreams and visions in order to communicate
with our deceased loved ones. Our ability to experience per-
sonal communication beyond the physical is profoundly sdf-
empowering. As we grow in this ability, we are better able to
expand the ways we perceive and communicate with the
unseen worlds around us. Eventually we will reach a point
where we become a spiritual explorer who is fully aware of
and consciously interacting with the other dimensions of reali-
ty. | believe the increasing number of people around the world
who are beginning to explore and cultivate this ability repre-
sents a major leap in the development and evolution of human
CONSCiousness.

SELF-INITIATED MEETINGS WITH
DEPARTED LOVED ONES

Many people wish to meet or communicate with their
departed loved ones, either to send a message or to be assured
that they are in a good place. This desire has contributed to the
popularity of psychics and mediums. Today a large number of
people pursue out-of-body exploration as an alternate means
of consciously meeting their loved ones. The following exam-

ples show how valuable this experience can be.

For a month | did an OBE technique as | fell asleep. | woke up
at 6 AM. lying on my left side. | felt strange - tingling and

light. There was a light humming sound. | realized | was float-
ing about one to two inches above my body base. | was really
excited - not scared at all. | thought about my living room,
thinking | would - bam! - be there, but nothing happened.
When | thought about myself, | seemed to drift back into my
body. When | thought about my living room again, | vibrated
more and drifted back up, but | didn't separate. Finally | just
decided to sit up, and did. fust like that, | was out of my body.

Thinking that | didn't have long, | walked out of my room,
down my hall, and | called out for my departed brother:
"Andy?" | missed him badly and wanted to see him. Alive with
excitement, | saw a dark image standing at the entrance to the
kitchen. | yelled out, " Who is it?" The image jumped back, like
someone was playing with me. | was startled but not scared. |
said again, more demanding, "Who's there?" The image stood
up and walked in front of me. It was Andy. | ran down the
stairs and put my arms around him. He was solid. | said,
"Andy, where are you? Are you okay?"

And he said, "Would you believe it, I'm on the other side of the
mountains." When he said this, a picture of the mountains, with
a cabin and stream, appeared in my head. | also felt his feelings
of peace and happiness. Also his feelings of fun, like he was liv-
ing it up. He said to me, "You should do what you want to do
now, because | wish | would have when | was alive" Then he
gave me another picture - of a duplex in the slums, with a beat-
up truck, and a wife that he felt no love for. | felt his emotions of
sadness and despair. He said, "This is what my life was. | always
wanted to live on the other side of the mountain, but | had to
wait till | died before | went." And | said, "Well, you should
have done that when you were alive” Then Andy said, "I know,
but I didn't. When you are alive, you worry about people too
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much. Sometimes it's hard to he dead, because you want to
come back and tell people that they can have the other side of
the mountain while they're ill alive” He also told me, "Sop
listening to other people, and have your other side of the moun-
tain. " Instantly, | snapped back into my body.

My brother Andy had died several years before. He was twenty-
eight years old. - LAURIE K., WARREN, MICHIGAN

Andy is giving his sister a personal message about sdf-
empowerment. He is reminding her to follow her intuition and
pursue her dreams in this life. It's important for us to be open
to receiving messages from loved ones; often their personal
knowledge of us can provide a valuable source of guidance or
information.

My experiences were brought about by the death of my father
and grandmother. The first one was spontaneous. During the
experience, | traveled to view my grandmother and was greet-
ed by all her friends and family who had died before her. She
was incredibly happy. | fell back into my body in a spiral drop
and woke with a start. | knew without a doubt that | had

been out of my body and that | had seen my grandmother. |
thought, "Ifl can do it once, | can do it again!" | bought a
book on out-of-body experiences and got the idea of what to
look for - the vibrations, paralysis, and such. | was very emo-
tionally driven. My father had died suddenly, and | didn't get
to say good-bye. Every night as | fell asleep | said over and
over that | wanted to see my dad. Two weeks went by, and |
had almost given up when it happened. | believe he was sur-
prised to see me. | knew he was dead and he knew that | knew.
| climbed on his lap, put my forehead against his, and told him
| loved him, and we both cried.

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SPONTANEQUS MEETI NGSW TH
DEPARTED LOVED ONES

There are many variations of reported spontaneous meet-
ings with departed loved ones. Some of these meetings, as that
described in the following case, can be startling, perhaps even
contributing to the reports of ghost phenomenon.

When my daughter was ten years old, she would wake up in
the middle of the night due to nightmares. This would happen
twice a month or so. She always told me the same story: She
heard voices, felt strange and numb, and couldn't move. She
said she would try to scream for me but no sound would come
out. She also said that someone was in the room with her. She
described the person as a young woman with very long brown
hair and a long dress to her ankles. She was very tall, about six
feet, with a round face. When | heard this description | was
shocked. My grandmother, who had died five years earlier, was
five feet, eleven inches tall, and often wore long dresses to her
ankles. The description was of her. | wish | would have known
about sleep paralysis and OBEs back then. | think | would
have handled the situation better. - pesBiE B., TROY, MICHIGAN

OBEs can be joyous and healing, as in the following case.

| have traveled out of body on several occasions, but there was
one time when | felt totally different. | was flying through the
clouds, and past the clouds into a bright white yellowish light.
As | was going to the light an extreme peacefulness came over
me. | felt very light. . . | also felt an overwhelming amount of
love come through me. It was something | had never felt
before. The light was so bright, | felt like squinting when | saw
it. . . but I just kept my eyes open and looked straight at the
light and saw that the light was not hurting my eyes. Looking
around, | heard voices in the distance. | saw my grandparents,
who had died some ten to fifteen years before. | was so very
happy to see them. | felt our energies become one. | felt like |
was home. | wanted to stay . . . but they told me that | was to
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go back, for it was not my time to be with them. Reluctantly, |
came back. When | came back into my body, it felt as if| was
"jump-started” like a jolt of electricity. | was gone at that time
for forty-five minutes. - BOB X, MOBILE, ALABAMA

Some visits are not with those who have died, but rather
with those who have yet to live, as in this next case.

During one of my experiences a feminine presence fondled my
mind and whispered in my ear. | am left with the impression
that she was - if | ever do have children - my future daughter.
She whispered her name, urging me to get out of bed to write it
down, and then she kissed me on the cheek. - RACHEL B,

Communication with nonphysical loved ones is often
described as a form of direct knowingness or thought transfer-
ence. Emotions, images, and thoughts are often communicated
simultaneously.

| was opened up to these experiences in the summer of '96.1
was twenty-one years old and very depressed and had been put
on antidepressants. My life changed after this experience. It
woke me up. It started with a lucid dream when a female voice
came and told me to go with her; weirdly enough, the voice was
my own. | went with her because | felt safe with her. She had
me look through a window and asked me, "Do you remember
this person?" On the other side was a man whistling a song in
his workshop area. That side of the window was very white
and bright. We floated closer past the window and then -
"Yes!" - | knew that man; it was my grandpa, who had died
nine years before. When he realized | was there, he looked at
me and smiled. He went toward the door of his workshop that
was part of a garage and walked out. | was till floating toward
him, but | wasn't allowed to get too close. It was very bright
now, and he looked at me and smiled and waved. | felt this
peacefulness come over me, and | knew everything was going
to be all right.

SELF-INITIATED MEETINGS WITH
PHYSICAL LOVED ONES

Consciously meeting and speaking with deceased friends or
loved ones is an unforgettable experience. But there are also
many cases of out-of-body meetings with someone still living.
Many couples have reported such meetings between them-
selves as profound transformational experiences and some-
times have difficulty describing them in words.

In his book The Bridge Across Forever, the author Richard
Bach describes several out-of-body episodes he and his wife,
Leslie, experienced. After five months of self-initiated OBE
practice, Bach and his wife found themselves together, floating
above their home, able to clearly see each other's ethereal bod-
ies. With practice, they were able to meet outside of their bod-
ies several times a month. As a result of these shared
out-of-body experiences, the Bachs found their perception of
death and reality dramatically altered. He goes on to describe
the personal empowerment they experienced as their aware-
ness of themselves and their surroundings expanded with each
out-of-body adventure:

Like two warm balloons, we lifted together through the ceil-
ing as if it were cool air . . . Like student pilots on our first
solo, we moved together, no quick motions. Whatever bodies
these were, they had no weight, no mass. We could glide
through iron, through the center of the sun, if we fet like it.

He goes on to describe his wife's ethereal form:

What caught my attention was a radiant form afloat, flawless
sparkling silver and gold barely two feet away, exquisite living
love.

Oh, my! | thought. The Ledie I've been seeing with my eyes
isn't the tiniest part of who she is! She's body within body, life
within life, unfolding, unfolding . . . will | ever know all of her?*

One of the fascinating elements of an out-of-body experi-
ence is the many reports of personal confirmation. This can
have a major impact on the participant.
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INTERACTION WITH SPHERES OF INTELLIGENT LIGHT

Meetings with spiritual beings can take many different forms
and are sometimes described as contact with spheres of intelli-
gent light. A wide array of colors and shapes are reported.

| lifted out of my body and floated up to the ceiling. | immedi-
ately noticed two globes of blue light in the corner. One of them
spoke to my mind with pictures, and | could somehow tell that
it was a familiar female presence. She told me that they loved me
and that they were proud of me. | was so shocked by the event, |
was speechless and then dammed back into my body. After
much thought | now believe that this was my grandmother, who
had died a year earlier. - JULIA B., SAN FRANCISCO, CALIFORNIA

CONTACT WITH SPIRITUAL BEINGS

Contact with radiant beings can become manifest in many
different forms. In fact, a spiritual being can assume any form
it deems necessary to achieve its mission or convey a message.
Often a nonthreatening outer form is assumed in order to
reduce our fears of the encounter, as in the following transfor-
mational experience.

About five years ago | had been living a pretty hard life but sur-
viving. | had an experience one night where | had left my body. |
have had OBEs in the past, and this was similar, but not quite
like what | had experienced before. Two very large angels met
me as | was looking at my body passed out in bed. They escort-
ed me to a cemetery where my brother was buried. They took
me to a service in progress, and | noticed that my whole family
was there: my wife, kids, and parents . . . They were all very
upset, and | couldn't understand why. The angels spoke to me,
telling me that it was | who was to be buried that day. | immedi-
ately felt all the pain my family was experiencing. The angel
showed me how my parents felt when my brother died and
asked me ifl wanted to do that to them again. It was real. | still
remember to this day every moment, and every emotion
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involved. From that day on | have had complete sobriety, have
become a vegetarian, have dropped all my ties with old acquain-
tances, and have been bathed in a wonderful wall of loving light.
God spoke to me that day, and since then my life has been one
good thing after another. | have so much to be thankful for. |
feel | am truly blessed. - KEVIN H., CLEVELAND, OHIO

Kevin's experience of watching his own funeral provided him
with a powerful wake-up call. He needed a message of this
magnitude to get him to change his lifestyle. One of the benefits
inherent in out-of-body travel is that the participant is far.more
conscious during the experience. If Kevin had experienced this
as a dream, it would not have had the same impact on him.

It appears that the traditional concept of angels with wings
is rapidly being replaced by a broader vision. Out-of-body
explorers often report radiant angelic presences as powerful
guidelike beings without the traditional wings. Many now
believe that wings may have symbolized angels' immense inter-
dimensional capabilities and freedom. It is now known that
non-physical travel is achieved by the power of focused will.

Spiritual contact can take many forms and often involves
advice or assistance.

In adulthood, | have had more than twenty out-of-body expe-
riences. All were spontaneous. These experiences would start
with physical paralysis, then a loud roar in my ears and intense
fear; then all would become quiet as | moved out through the
solar plexus region of my body. During one experience, there
was a glowing presence with me that was female. She ex-
pressed concern about my physical body. | was very thin at the
time. She encouraged me to really look at what | was doing to
my physical vehicle. - DARLA R, CHARLESTON, SOUTH CAROLINA

SEXUAL EXPERIENCES

| was somewhat surprised by the number of sexual experi-
ences that | received in response to the survey. Some people per-
ceived these experiences as wonderful and exhilarating, while
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others found them strange or even threatening. It appears that
sex beyond the body is far more prevalent and diverse then
expected. Males and females from various cultures reported
being open and receptive to such experiences. In addition, non-
physical sexual encounters commonly manifest themselves as
spontaneous unions with partners we don't consciously know
or remember. These are often experienced as a powerful mutual
attraction that feels completely natural to the participant.

The way we perceive and experience nonphysical sex is
dependent upon the energy body we are consciously using at
any given time. For example, experiences that occur in the par-
allel and astral dimensions are perceived as very physical, while
in the higher vibrational realms they are reported as more of an
intense mind- and soul-melding experience. It is often described
as an incredible thought embrace in which two people touch,
caress, and completely melt together through the subtle energy
of their thoughts. The reported orgasms are often described as
global mind and emotion explosions that emanate from the
soul instead of just the lower chakras. Of one thing we can be
certain: Sex definitely continues beyond the body.

Form-Based or Astral-Plane Experiences

It's common for sensual experiences to occur in what is gener-
ally called the astral plane. During these experiences, the partici-
pants perceive themselves as possessing form-based bodies. This
information is important, because it provides a clear reference
point concerning our nonphysical location and our personal
vibratory rate. In general, the more physical-like the experience,
the denser the energy body and the dimensional reality that the
person is experiencing. If you so desire, you can alter the nature
of the experience by raising your internal vibratory rate. A
method for doing this is described at the end of chapter 11,
"Overcoming Challenges That Confront the Out-of-Body
Explorer."

During one of my out-of-body experiences, | remember an
encounter with a stunning young woman. | stepped through my
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backdoor and was in a new environment. | walked through a
green field and felt the need to enter a building and saw this
beautiful woman before me. She approached me, and | felt an
immediate attraction to her. | felt like | knew her but could not
remember where or when we had met. | could feel her thoughts
caressing me, and suddenly | was sitting down and she straddled
my lap. It felt like electricity was flowing through my entire
being, surges of energy that | can't explain. We made love, and |
felt like my entire being was going to explode. It felt somewhat
like physical sex but much more expansive, like we had merged
our thoughts, our minds, and our emotions. It was incredible. |
didn't want it to end. - K. T., MONTEGO BAY, CALIFORNIA

After working on inducing OBEs for about a year, | have had
four episodes. | believe these were my first adventures, all of
which took place around my home. With each episode | was a
little more aware of what to do and how to react. My last
experience was as follows:

After waking in the middle of the night, | felt the vibrations
coming over me. With intense desire and emotion | said to
myself over and over, "Now | get out of my body." Suddenly |
sensed that someone was holding my ankles, and then | was
pulled off the bed. | had had similar experiences before, so |
just went with it. | could feel my spirit body moving through
the air to the bedroom wall, and | felt myself pass through the
wall and into the next room. | could see in between the walls as
| passed through them and ended up in the spare room next to
mine. Standing there, | asked myself, "What now?" "Go up to
the roof and look around,” | answered, and | immediately shot
up to the roof of the house. | looked out over the city to see
what | could, but | was quickly distracted by someone at the
other part of the roof. | saw a young woman of slim build
standing too close to the edge of the roof to be safe. | moved
toward her to encourage her to safety. | reached out my hand
to help her to a safer place. She took it, and | pulled her toward
me. She moved close and gave me a sensual hug, and | felt
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sexually excited. We kissed a kiss as real and thrilling as any |
have had in my life. My eyes were now closed, and | was kiss-
ing her deeply. | thought, "We're about to have sex."Rapidly
we came to an orgasm while standing there, after which she
said, "We could rule the world." | thought to myself, "l do not
really have an interest in ruling the world." She seemed to
respond to my thought and flew off, disappearing before me.

Vibrational-State Experiences

Surprisingly, over 30 percent of the sensual experiences
described by respondents to my survey occurred in the vibra-
tional state, before full separation had occurred. It is possible
that nonphysical residents are attracted to the energy changes
that occur when we enter the vibrational state. The very nature
of this state involves a shift of consciousness from one dimen-
sion to another and presents an opportunity for various sorts
of nonphysical communication or contact to occur. A substan-
tial number of respondents reported the presence of someone
close to them and also the sensation of someone in their bed or
directly next to them. It is also common for people to report
being sexually aroused during and immediately after an OBE.
Many students of OBEs believe that this is caused by the ener-
gy stimulation that can occur within the lower chakras during
an out-of-body experience. The spiritual form experienced by
most people during an OBE is their astral or emotional body.
This energy body is the seat of our personal desires and emo-
tional needs, so it is only natural that sensual experiences
would manifest themselves there. Whatever the reasons, it is
clear that spontaneous sensual experiences are natural and are
generally viewed by the participants as very pleasurable. In
addition, people seem to experience more sexual freedom and
openness during OBEs than they generally do in the physical
world. We have to remember that as long as we are using a
body for expression, even a nonphysical body, we continue to
be driven by the desires and passions of our mind. It appears
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Thereisa feeling of intense movement, and | struggle to stay
calm. | amfully conscious, like a globe of pure awareness with-
out arms or legs, yet | can move and see in ways | don't under-
stand. | can see all around me and sense the presence of
someone approaching me. For some reason | am attracted to
this person or being. | somehow sense and feel their warm and
inviting thoughts. As we move closer to one another, | have an
overwhelming need to touch and merge with this being. We
seem to slowly melt into one another. Our minds or spirits touch
in ways | can't even begin to describe in words. My entire mind
and spiritisimmersed in endless currents and levels of love. |
surrender even more and feel my entire being explode with joy.

| am one! - JANET M., LONDON, ENGLAND

An intriguing question arises: Is this sexual experience a
merging with another being, or is it actually an internal reunit-
ing with the person's higher sdf? Janet's strong statement "l
am one" indicates that she may very well have had a reunifica-
tion experience with a higher aspect of her spiritual essence. Of
course, only the participant in the experience can determine the
true nature of it. | believe that it'simportant to be open-minded
to the unlimited potential that out-of-body exploration offers.
We must remember that our minds are attempting to interpret
ethereal experiences that are occurring beyond time, space, and
form-based concepts. After decades of examination, | believe
that many of these experiences are an internal reunification of
our multidimensional nature. When any experience is unclear
to you, simply ask for clarification and then be completely
open to receiving it. This clarification can manifest itself in any
number of ways, including thoughts and images.

MEETINGS WITH ANIMALS

The reports of out-of-body meetings with animals open the
door to new insights into the universal spiritual nature of all
life-forms. For thousands of years, a few cultures and religions
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in the West have assumed that animals do not possess individ-
ual souls and are instead part of a collective soul group, and
therefore inferior to us. Startling new evidence collected from
reports of numerous out-of-body experiences points to a radi-
cally different viewpoint.

| felt paralyzed during sleep and thought about rolling side-
ways out of my bed. As | gently touched the floor, | realized |
was out of body. Sill lying there, | looked around the room
and immediately could see my cat sitting on the floor staring at
me. | ingtinctively said hi, and to my amazement the cat
seemed to speak to my mind: "Hello." This communication
was very clear. It then asked why | was on the floor. | was so
startled that | immediately snapped back into my body. When
| opened my eyes, | noticed that my cat or its body was still
asleep at the foot of the bed. - TRACY H., DALLAS, TEXAS

Many people report meetings with pets, both while the ani-
mals are physically alive and after they have died. It is not
uncommon for a loyal pets, especially dogs and cats, to accom-
pany their human friends during their out-of-body experiences.

| had one experience when | was about eight years old. My cat
had died tragically, and | was devastated. One night | prayed
to God/Guardian Angel to see my beloved cat one more time.
The next memory | had was of myself leaving my bed and
walking out the backdoor - | was watching myself from up
above. | proceeded to the backyard, where my cat had been
buried. | suddenly saw my cat, Tut, run toward me. | knelt
down and he ran into my arms. | saw other cats, too, but |
didn't know whose they were. In the morning | told my moth-
er and she said that | had had an out-of-body experience. Now
that I'm older - twenty-eight - I'm sure that it was real and an
OBE. After the experience | was able to heal, because | felt
reunited with my pet. - RENATA S, RICHMOND, VIRGINIA
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Animals and the Silver Cord

There are numerous reports of people having seen a "silver
cord" attached to their pet. The very nature of this connection
points to a highly evolved spiritual component that appears
similar if not identical to a human silver cord. | had such an
experience in 1983. During an out-of-body experience, | saw
my beagle puppy, MacGregor, walking along beside me. He
appeared completely natural and solid as he wagged his tail and
looked up at me. His eyes were shining, and there was a thin fil-
ament, like a spider web, stretching from his body and reaching
back toward the bedroom where his physical body was sleep-
ing. This was not something | had expected to see when out of
body, and it forever changed my perception of animals.

What | have found amazing is the fact that the so-called
lower life forms can communicate with surprising intelligence
when they are out of body. There are many reports of animals
providing companionship, advice, and assistance to out-of-
body travelers.

This may explain why several ancient cultures, such as that
of the Egyptians, had a deep reverence for cats - one far sur-
passing the status we accord mere house pets. One of the old-
est and most mysterious monuments of all time is the Sphinx.
This magnificent stone creation clearly portrays the body of a
great and noble cat with the face of a man. Many believe that
the Sphinx signified for the ancient Egyptians the inherent
intelligence and advanced evolution of that animal.

Animals and Their Evolution

Not only do animals have souls; they are obviously evolving
alongside us. And this appears to be true of all animals, not just
domesticated pets. Many believe that animals possess conscious-
ness and should be treated with more respect than they now
receive. A growing number of people fed that we need to reap-
praise our beliefs concerning our relationship with the animal
kingdom. To expand our vision of evolution, consciousness, and
soul, we must look beyond our assumptions about other forms
of life. All physical life-forms are vehicles for consciousness, used
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to experience the dense realms of matter. These outer vehicles of
soul form an integral element in the evolution of consciousness.

We must remember that the various forms of matter are
essentially tools and expressions of soul. Without this divine
inner spark of consciousness, biological forms could not be
animated. Is it possible that the soul of the giant redwood may
be learning patience and that the soaring bird may be learning
the freedom of flight? How can any soul truly learn and
express these qualities except from personal experience?

Evidence suggests that some animals, such as dogs and cats,
may be close to the spiritual sophistication and evolution
required for them to have their first human incarnation. Many
people today believe that the soul evolves through the use of
increasingly more complex biological life-forms - a process
generally perceived as a progression of consciousness. Let us
open our minds to a much broader vision of evolution and our
path to the soul.

A TECHNIQUE FOR SPIRITUAL MEETING

For years | have taught a method for directly contacting our
loved ones, or any other nonphysical intelligence. It is easy to
do once you are comfortable with the techniques of out-of-
body exploration. The key is to focus your complete, undivid-
ed attention on the person or spirit you wish to meet.

1. After the initial separation, move away from the body
and say, "Awareness now!" Repeat this request until
your state of consciousness and your vision are as clear
as possible.

2. Focus your complete attention upon the person you
desire to meet and communicate with. Ideally, you pic-
ture this person in your mind as you announce their
name or relationship and your intention - for example,
"Now | meet my sister [name]!" or "I will meet my
mother now!" Be specific, and repeat your request as
often as needed.
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3. Be prepared for a sense of motion or a change of envi-
ronment. Also be aware that your departed loved one
will often appear younger and sometimes different than
they were in the physical.

4. If your vision or hearing is unclear, remember to
demand an enhancement of your perceptions: "Clarity
now!" or "Awareness now!" Keep all requestsin the
present tense, and be extremely focused.

5. Be open, and expect to receive your request.

6. If you ever doubt the validity of the contact, simply
demand personal verification: "Whom or what do you
represent?"

It is important for us to be open and receptive to spiritual
contact and information. Self-initiated out-of-body explora-
tion provides a highly effective method for breaking through
the energy barrier or veil between the physical and nonphysical
dimensions. This is particularly true in the case of a loved one
who has passed over. Today many people practice out-of-body
exploration methods in order to meet and communicate with
their loved ones. Be aware that spiritual contact can occur at
any time during an out-of-body experience and is often not
requested or expected.

During contact experiences, don't become obsessed with the
outer shape or form that you encounter. Remember, people may
appear completely different from how you may have known
them in their past, physical life. They may manifest themselves
in any number of ways, including a sphere or image of light, a
distinctive voice, or a younger version of the person you once
knew. Often some quality that was unique to that person - their
voice or thoughts - will immediately identify them for you. Pay
attention to the message, however you receive it.

It was 1980. My grandfather had just passed away and | was
filled with sorrow, lying on my bed. | was very close to my
grandfather. | was in the U.S Air Force at the time of his
admittance into the hospital, and by the time | arrived from
Sacramento, he was already in a coma. So | never got to talk to

him again. That night, while | was lying on my bed, | realized
that | was in a trancelike state. | noticed that my room was
getting kind of cloudy looking, and the next thing | knew |
was floating near the ceiling above my bed. Then | saw a cloud
off to my right and just a little above me. In the cloud was my
grandfather's face. Hejust smiled at me. Nothing was said,
and | had the comfortable feeling that he was all right.

Meetings beyond the body are normal occurrences that pro-
vide a powerful verification of our immortality and insight into
our selves and the unseen dimensions around us. In general,
when you experience one of these meetings, the best advice is
to remain calm, focus your attention, and ask specific ques-
tions. These experiences can manifest themselves in many dif-
ferent forms, and the more open we are to conscious contact,
the more they can and will occur. | contend that these experi-
ences provide evidence that we are evolving into expansive
multidimensional beings. We are awakening to the fact that we
possess the God-given ability to consciously explore the unseen
universe around and within us. As we evolve, conscious con-
tact with the unseen dimensions and the inhabitants will
become the accepted norm in our culture. Let us have the
courage to embrace our unlimited spiritual potential.

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Childhood Out-of-Body Experiences

My mother taught me to leave my body before |
started school. It was so natural that | thought
everybody did it.

We now know that many out-of-body experiences occur in
childhood between the ages of four and twelve. These
experiences are spontaneous and often take place in the early
stages of sleep. Even though each child is an individual and
perceives the experience from a unique viewpoint, some com-
monalties are clear. Conscious out-of-body experiences in four-
to-six-year-olds are generally simple and involve flying or
floating in a safe environment. As a child becomes older, the
experiences become more sophisticated and may include visita-
tions and meetings with spiritual friends and relatives who
have passed on. They may then progress to spiritually mean-
ingful events taking place in teaching environments or class-
rooms - some children use the term heaven school, a place
where they encounter a "nice teacher" - which may indicate
early encounters with a guide.

Those who have had a positive out-of-body experience as a
child often tell me that it has had a significant influence on
their spiritual outlook as an adult. They usually appear to be
more inquisitive and open to alternative methods of seeking
the truth of their spiritual natures.
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It is important to recognize that children's out-of-body expe-
riences are an integral part of their developing spirituality.
Often they are having adventures they can't explain. They are
experiencing ethereal, thought-responsive dimensions of reality
beyond our linear concepts of time and space. Children com-
monly report walking through walls, flying, attending meet-
ings or classes, and even communicating with people who have
died. They may even develop close friendships with nonphysi-
cal beings. When such children attempt to tell their parents
about their adventures, they often discover that Mom and Dad
are less than receptive, if not patronizing. The common refrain
they hear is "It was only a dream."

Children report a wide variety of nonphysical experiences.
The key is how we, as adults, react to their concerns and how
we assist these young travelers so that they may continue to
explore and evolve spiritually. The out-of-body experiences of
children are often misinterpreted as dreams and even night-
mares by parents who are unaware of the out-of-body process.
In addition, the unusual and often startling phenomena of the
vibrational state, such as loud sounds and paralysis, can create
an overwhelming surge of fear and anxiety - especially in a
young child. The extreme fear that may arise from the vibra-
tional state can be intense. Some adults even refer to their
childhood vibrational experiences as suspected seizures.

The following is presented as an overview of the various
experiences that have been reported. It is largely the result of
my recent OBE survey, together with my personal contacts and
interviews with thousands of people over the past ten years.

TRANSFORMATIONAL/LEARNING EXPERIENCE

One of the benefits of out-of-body travel for children is that it
provides them with the opportunity to enter a unique learning
environment - one that teaches them to confront their personal
fears, develop relationships with their spiritual guides, and
resolve karmic situations. To hear children describe this process
in such a natural and honest way simply reinforces this fact.

THE VIBRATIONAL STATE AND CHILDREN

The various energy sensations associated with the vibra-
tional state are often the greatest problems encountered by
both adults and children. Adults generally try to find a logical
explanation for the events related to an unfamiliar experience,
while children can be more frightened than curious. The
unusual sounds, vibrations, and paralysis that so often occur
before an out-of-body experience can become so intense that
they create a panic attack or what might be considered night
terrors. (See the separate section on night terrors toward the
end of this chapter.) The following are just a few examples of
how different children experience and react to the vibrational
state.

When | first began to have OBEs | was eight years old. | didn't
know what they were, so they scared me a lot. The vibrations
and dleep paralysis were so intense that | was afraid | was hav-
ing some kind ofseizure. | can't describe the feeling of relief
when | first read about OBEs and recognized what was hap-
pening to me. - MEL R., TOLEDO, OHIO

The first experience | recall occurred when | was around the
age often. | had stayed home from school that day, and it was
around noon when | was awakened by vibrations. It was so
intense that it felt as if someone was shaking my bed. | sat

up - or so | thought - and saw my grandmother standing at
the foot of my bed. | felt a strange presence behind me, and |
turned my head and saw a tall woman in dark clothes behind
me, and 1 was immediately snapped back into my body. When
| opened my eyes, there was my grandmother as | had seen her,
looking over me. | asked her, "Did | just sit up?" and she told
me no, | had not. | had never heard of OBEs at this age, so
you can imagine how amazed | was when | found out that oth-
ers had had similar experiences, including the strange vibra-
tions. - ANDRA, VIA E-MAIL
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When 1 was around five or six, | awoke to find myselfin the
hallway. As a child I would frequently sleep-walk, but there
was something about this time that was different... |
returned to my room, and, startled, found my body still in bed.
Then there was a sudden burst of fear, and | experienced a
jerking sensation and was suddenly looking over by my door.

Snce that time, | was able to see what my father was doing
even though my head would be under my pillow, or the blan-
kets pulled over my head. - PHYLLIS H., FRANKFURT, GERMANY

THE EFFECT ON VISUAL PERCEPTION

Children report a wide spectrum of visual-perception issues
during an out-of-body experience. Some experience visual dis-
tortions, while others have improved vision. There are also
cases of seeing through closed eyelids, as | mentioned in the
survey. The process for improving vision during an out-of-
body experience is the same for both children and adults:
Make a verbal or mental demand: "Clarity now!" or "I see
clearly now!" Repeat this as often as needed until the desired
result is achieved.

One of my best and earliest experiences when | was a kid was
when | just woke up and found myself floating near the ceiling
in my bedroom. | saw my alarm clock - it had glowing red
numbers - and | was looking at it. | could see it, but | couldn't
comprehend the numbers, hater | read that reading is extreme-
ly difficult while projecting because you are in your astral or
emotional body and your mental abilities aren't all that great.
Mostly | project when | am either very tired of when I'm deep-
ing in a strange bed. - TAMI K., JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA

My first experience was over thirty years ago when | was
twelve years old. It was late at night - 3:21 AM., to be exact. |
was having trouble sleeping when all ofa sudden | saw, not
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with my physical eyes, the time on the clock. It was very big
and clear, and | know | did not leave my bed. This strange
experience frightened me a bit, and | jolted back to my body
with my heart racing. The next night | did an experiment. |
wear corrective lenses, so from my bed | looked at the clock
across my room and behind me and found that it was only a
blur unless | got up and put my face about one foot from it. |
didn't talk to anyone about this for some time and then men-
tioned it once to my brother, who said | had had an "astral
projection.” - STEVE M., VIA EMAIL

FLOATING

Floating and weightless experiences are a natural and fun
part of traveling out of body. Floating sensations are universal-
ly reported by both children and adults. The following exam-
ples show how open children are to this experience.

| was probably six or seven when | flew or floated around the
house the first time. The last OBE was a few nights ago. I'm
seventeen now. | fell into a very deep state of consciousness.
My body was quite asleep. | started drifting away, pulling
away from my body. | was a little scared but tried to get over
it. | then felt as though | was several feet above my bed, and |
floated through the wall and into my living room. Then |
floated through the wall and was outside. | started trying to fly
up the street, but | guess | got scared and was jerked back into
my body. - PETE K., HOPE, ARKANSAS

When | was four years old, | experienced conscious out-of-
body phenomena for a period of approximately two weeks.
They consisted of the feeling that | was floating up to the ceil-
ing of my bedroom during the period prior to falling asleep. |
would lie down to sleep, staring at the ceiling, and within a
few minutes | would experience the sensation of floating up to
the ceiling. | would be face-to-face with the ceiling, not realiz-
ing at that time that | could have gone farther. | purposely,
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didn't remember how | got out, | only remembered the coming
back into my body. | was flying in the sky just like Peter Pan. |
was flying over the city at about 6:30 A.M. The sun had not
risen yet and it was till gray. When | got up | was so excited
that | decided to do it the following night. And it happened
again . . . three times. - VIOLETTE L., GENEVA, SWITZERLAND

ELECTRICAL AND HIGH-ENERGY SENSATIONS

The feeling of electrical currents is a common high-energy
sensation experienced in the vibrational state. As a child | had
a lucid dream experience in which | was helping my uncle fix
an electrical appliance in the kitchen. When | looked down at
the tile floor, | noticed that | was standing in a puddle of water.
As we worked | felt as though a surge of electricity were mov-
ing up my legs and then through my entire body and into my
hands and fingers. This frightened me, and | woke up with a
jolt. 1 was so startled by the experience that | was unable to
go back to sleep. Looking back, | now believe that this vivid
dream was my young mind's interpretation of the vibrational
state and the beginning of an out-of-body experience. At the
time | had no idea what this was or how to react to it, and |
was simply shocked awake from the experience. The following
experiences detail similar feelings.

| have had many out-of-body experiences. They started in my
teens and continued until about one year ago. | am now twenty-
nine. | do not fear these experiences - in fact, | look forward
to them. The experiences were never induced. However, once
the initial signs were there, | could control it and make things
happen. | would lie in bed, and when | was half adeep | could
gtill hear around me. | would hear a buzzing noise - this is the
only way | can describe it. Then it felt like an electrical line
with electricity running up and down my body. | could feel
myself lifting out, then | could do spins and twirls. | could also
see through my closed eyes. | knew that if | opened my eyes, |
would snap back. | never knew when it was going to happen,
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but once | heard the buzzing or felt the electrical sensations, |
could control it from there. Sometimes it also felt like some-
thing was touching me - which was scary at first, but then
kind of nice. - VIVIENNE M., MONTREAL, CANADA

A teacher in Michigan shares her son's experiences with
electrical currents:

| have never experienced the vibrations or paralysis you write
about, but my son has. On a dozen different occasions he has
told me about waking up with a powerful noise vibrating
within him. It would scare him, because he didn't know what
was happening. He says that sometimes it feels like an earth-
quake or an electrical current is flowing through his entire
body. Sometimes he also couldn't move his body for several
minutes. My son is eighteen years old now, and he says these
weird vibrations started when he was about twelve. He also
told me that it still happens but not as much as before . . . It's
good to finally know what this really is. Now at least he's not
scared of it. - SARA P., MONROE, MICHIGAN

VARIOUS PERCEPTIONS OF MOVEMENT

Movement can manifest itself as any kind of action during
your experience. The following examples show the wide spec-
trum of reported movement.

As a preteen | had out-of-body experiences. Most common
was "into the body experiences " - my name for it - rather
than out of body. | would shrink smaller and smaller until 1
felt as ifI, my body, was a gigantic airplane hangar and | was
standing inside this great space. | have no fears at all about it.
- JANICE J., SHREVEPORT, LOUISIANA

A very common sensation | had as a child after | went to bed
at night was that | was in a swing that was suspended from
way up above the clouds. | could feel myself swinging back
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and forth, and it usually became an almost nauseating sensa-
tion such that | had to sit up in bed to try to alleviate it. |
always felt that | flew all over the house at night. | lived in a
big three-story house, so there was plenty of room. | recall
being just below the ceiling usually, so | didn't hit my head,
and | went from room to room and down the hall and down
the stairs . . . into the basement and into the attic. | don't
recall running into people often, but when I did, they couldn't
see me. | am fifty-five years old now, and these experiences
are still extremely vivid in my mind. - ebie K., sT. PAUL,
MINNESOTA

I've had only one such experience that | remember. It occurred
when | was in the seventh or eighth grade. At the time my
younger brother and | shared a two-level bunk bed in our bed-
room - he in the top bunk and me in the bottom. One night |
"awoke" and found myself staring at the metal mattress sup-
ports in the top bunk above me. | was looking at the metal
when | realized | was only three inches from it, maybe three
feet above my own mattress. | remember then looking to my
side, and seeing part of my body below me. The surprise/shock
instantly hit me, and the next thing | knew | was lying there as
usual on the mattress, thoroughly shaken and sweating. That's
the one time it ever happened, but it did make a lasting impres-
sion. - BRIAN |., PORTLAND, OREGON

Two nightsin a row when | was ten, we were visiting relatives
and | felt as if the couch | was sleeping on was moving. | could
feel a shift in gravity each time, but heard nothing. However,
the couch did appear to be in a new position in the room. It
had been against the wall, but was then in the middle of the
room. - BART C, KANSAS CITY, KANSAS

The first time | had an OBE | had never even heard of one. |
was thirteen at the time. | was asleep one night when | woke
up between wakefulness and sleep. | thought that | sure would
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like a glass of water, so | got up, walked to the kitchen, and
was in front of the sink. | went to grab a cup and turn the
water on at the same time. Then | suddenly noticed that my
hands went right through both of the objects. | think some-
where in my mind | thought | missed what | was grabbing for,
because | kept trying to grab it. | noticed my hands go right
through it. | became only a little concerned, to be honest. |
didn't freak out. So anyway, | went back to bed and laid down
and felt a strange jerk back into my body, like a loud click.

THE FEELING OF BEING REBORN

Some children describe their experience as somehow reliving
their own birth. This can be perceived as the awakening or
rebirth of their consciousness.

| was taking a nap, and | don't know how long | had been
asleep or whether | had been dreaming prior to this occurring.
Usually | do dream during naps, but | wasn't aware of any-
thing other than simply having been asleep. At some point, |
became conscious. | don't mean | woke up; | mean | was sud-
denly - blink - aware. But | wasn't me; | wasn't anybody. |
didn't have language or form or personality. Completely blank
dlate. The best way | can describe it is that there was no con-
text and no content. Just consciousness. Period. It felt like |
was out in the universe, blackness. It's what | imagine being
born might be like. Before there was nothing; then suddenly,
awareness. It did not feel like sleep or a dream. - susan T,
TORONTO, CANADA

My out-of-body experiences are not dreamlike; they arejust as
real as waking life. Some of my experiences are very interest-
ing, but most people would think | am crazy. The first experi-
ence of actually leaving my body occurred when | was
thirteen. From the time | was eight years old, | would hear
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ringing and the whole room would start to shake. There was a
whirling or shifting in space. | was very scared, and my mom
took me to the doctor to see if | had something wrong with
me. After that, | would just experience strange episodes of
traveling down a tunnel with the ringing and shaking preced-
ing the tunnel. That is why | thought | was sick, or that | had
some kind of disease that made me come close to death while |
was slegping. When | told my father, he said | was dreaming
about being born. | accepted that as a good, reasonable
answer. - oY M., SANTA BARBARA, CALIFORNIA

SELF-INITIATING AN OUT-OF-BODY EXPERIENCE

For children, as for adults, directing the focus of attention
away from the body during the onset of deep can induce an
out-of-body experience. It is not important what the focal
point is as long it is away from the body. For centuries, lights -
such as candles, lamps, and stars - have been used as an out-
of-body focusing technique.

When | was a child, seven years old or thereaboults, at night |
would sit up in bed and stare at lights that would shine on the
ceiling from cars passing by. Anyhow, | would just sit there; then
all of a sudden | would get this feeling that | would start levitat-
ing. I'd start going up, curled in a fetal position, and I'd just be
floating. Then | remember floating down the stairs in this fetal
position - areal slow float. - TANIKA J,, CHICAGO, ILLINOIS

One of the most popular methods to initiate out-of-body
exploration is the use of visualization. In the following, the
child is unknowingly performing a variation of the target tech-
nigue. His external focus initiated the experience.

One night as a child of eight or so, | was in bed happily falling
asleep after a long, tiring day. Suddenly | remembered some

homework | had forgotten to do and tried to get up out of bed
to doit, but | wasjust too tired and heavy to move. So | decided
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to count to ten, then get up. | got to ten, but again | was just too
tired and heavy to move. | tried this another time or two with
no result. So | visualized myself getting up and walking over to
my little worktable, kind of like a practice run. Then one more
time | counted to ten, and this time | got right up and walked
over, very easly. | sat down at the table and looked at my books,
then noticed a lump in my bed across the room and realized that
this lump was a person. Curious, | drew closer. Then | saw my
own sleeping face, and with a shock | realized | was looking at
myself! Suddenly there was a big bump and 1 was instantly back
in bed looking out of my own eyes. - SATCH M., TAMPA, FLORIDA

PARENTAL SUPPORT AND | NVOLVEMENT

Parental support and involvement may be the most critical
part of a child's spiritual development. When a child talks to a
parent about an out-of-body experience or the vibrational
state, the parent must decide how to assist the child. This is
why parents should be aware of the phenomena associated
with out-of-body experiences. In the past, most parents did
not understand the natural process of out-of-body travel and
attributed such experiences to dreams and nightmares. If par-
ents want to help their children stop the experience, they need
only instruct them to focus their attention on a physical part of
the body, such as a finger or toe, to end the experience. To
develop children's natural ability, encourage them to talk about
their experience. Explain the process to them, and emphasize
the naturalness of the experience. Educate children about the
potential of their explorations and the spiritual aspects of out-
of-body travel. If children are frightened, teach them what |
call the Golden Blanket Technique, described at the end of this
chapter. Many find it helpful to teach children to ask for assis-
tance from a guardian angel, guide, or other protective being.

PARENTS AND CHILDREN

Experiences with children and adults together is often
reported. How we recall and interpret the experiences will
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vary. Many believe that flying is our mind's interpretation of
an out-of-body experience. Two or more people sharing the
exact "dream" provides evidence that there may be more to
this kind of experience than meets the eye.

One time when | was about seven or eight, | told my mom in
the morning, "l had the weirdest dream last night: Dad and |
went flying." My mom stopped whatever she was doing and
said, " Wait. What did you just say? " She looked so frozen. It
turns out that my dad had had the same dream! | still remem-
ber holding hands with him and going right out their bedroom
window into the night. He remembers the same thing. The dif-
ference was that in his dream, his father was flying with us,
too. | had never met him, because he died when my dad was
young. They were really close. - GEORGE S., FRAMINGHAM,

| have been "flying" with my nine-year-old daughter for over
two years now. | started by telling her how to "fly" in her
dreams, explaining how | did it. One morning she came run-
ning in to where | was sitting and excitedly replayed her
dream where she got to "really fly," just like | explained to
her. She was hooked. In the following months | tried to keep
relating to her that | would come and fly with her . . . One
night |1 did, and have several times since. She would relate to
me the next morning many details exactly like |1 saw, and
things we did together, all in our "dreams." | would tell her
one detail and she would tell me one, then my turn again, and
so on. We go through forests, down by the ocean, and on one
occasion we were inside a bubble of soap! It was really cool

VARIOUS PERCEPTIONS OF CONTACT

The way we perceive people during an out-of-body experience
can take many different forms. Some out-of-body travelers
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report being accompanied by glowing orbs, while others see
themselves as a bright sphere of pure consciousness. The most
commonly reported color is blue or white. The globes of light are
one of many possible energy manifestations of consciousness.

About ten years ago, | woke up halfway out of my body and
saw two large fuzzy balls of light floating in a corner up by the
celling. | sensed they wanted me to go with them. | felt they had
invaded my privacy, so | said no. They left and | fell back
asleep. A week later | learned that two classmates of mine were
out having OBEs on this same night. - J. T., ST. LOUIS, MISSOURI

| had a floating experience when | was nine, and 1 clearly saw a
blue ball of light move around my bed. It hovered above me for
several moments and seemed to be examining me. | felt like it

was talking to me in my mind. | was afraid, and the thing float-
ed away and disappeared through the wall. - JOHN K., VIA E-MAIL

| have had two OBEs, the first one was when | was about thir-
teen years old. | had been asleep, and | got out of my bed. |
walked down my street to the home of an older couple | was
very good friends with and went inside. | remember going
right through their front door. | went to their room and saw
them deeping, and at the time | felt that something was not
right. The next thing | knew, my spirit, or whatever you want
to call it, went back to my room extremely fast, and | remem-
ber seeing my body lying on the bed right before | went back
into it.

In one experience | was in the clouds on a merry-go-round with
several of my childhood friends. In another | stood with my
school friends in front of three doorways. | knew that | could
choose any one of those doorways and take my friends along on
the journey.

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my body. | told my family the next morning. They were like
"yeah, yeah." How could | possibly convey my experience to
them with mere words?

The episodes intensified during my teenage years and included
flying around my house and fighting with many strange
beings. | had to protect myself. . . as they seemed to enjoy
scaring me. Sometimes | can make up songs, arrange musical
pieces, and play them. That is the most beautiful time. It is so
wonderful. During my last experience | met a beautiful white
angelic being. It was a breakthrough, because | often see dark
figures. | was so happy; maybe they are done tormenting me. |
am also now more confident and happy with myself, so maybe
that directly affects my OBEs.

Our mental state has an immediate impact upon our experi-
ence. This is true because when we are having an OBE we are
acting in a thought-responsive dimension of reality.

OBSERVATION OFTHE SILVER CORD

The very fact that young children are observing the biblical
silver cord is significant because they have not yet been led to
believe in it. Children's observations provide additional evi-
dence that the cord truly does exist.

Around the age of four | had an out-of-body experience while
deeping. | was floating in the upper corner of my bedroom
and looking down at my body asleep in the bed. | was con-
fused, and extremely frightened at what had happened. There
was a "plasmalike" cord between my spirit and body, and |
quickly went back into my body. - ANDREW W., MANASSAS,

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DUAL CONSCIOUSNESS

The experience of dual consciousness occurs when your
awareness is divided between two energy bodies: During an
out-of-body experience, a portion of our consciousness re-
mains in our physical body to maintain the bodily functions
while the majority of our consciousness is focused within our
nonphysical form. Consciousness exists as a multidimensional
continuum that allows us to shift between various energy bod-
ies. This occurs because consciousness is fluidlike by its very
nature. This fluidity is manifested in some out-of-body experi-
ences as the feeling that you are in two places at once.

When | was a child, not even ten years old, | had a few out-of-
body experiences while drifting off to sleep. While lying on my
bed, | would feel a whirring sensation in my head. Next |
would see my body and the bed from above. It felt as if | was
in two places at once. | could feel the "me" up near the ceiling,
but | could also still feel the "me" lying on the bed. By the
way, the "me" near the ceiling never seemed to have a body -
but it could see. After what seemed like a few seconds, the
"me" near the ceiling could see the "me" on the bed spinning
around - that is, the entire bed seemed to be spinning, with my
physical body in it. The "me" near the ceiling then moved
downward closer and closer to the spinning "me" until the
two "me's became one again.

| would usually feel a little bit dizzy after this took place. What
I've just described happened very infrequently, and usually
only when | was physically exhausted after a long day. | was
never scared when it happened. It actually felt nice and natu-
ral. Snce | was only a child at the time, | assumed it was some
kind of weird dream. It wasn't until my early twenties that |
realized that these incidents were probably OBEs. | now also
realize that it wasn't the bed or the "me" in the bed that was
spinning. It was the "me" in the air that was spinning above
my physical body.

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NIGHT TERRORS

Recently the phenomenon known as night terrors has
gained public attention. This experience is essentially an
intense wave of fear that both children and adults experience
during sleep. For decades it was thought to be the result of
nightmares or a possible chemical imbalance. The experience
can be so intense and shocking for children that their lives can
be disrupted. They are often too terrified to sleep and seek
comfort in their parents' bed.

Night terrors are much more than a bad dream. They can
be the direct result of vibrational-state phenomena, which
may include paralysis, rushes of energy, loud sounds, voices,
and other strange events. The energy effects of the vibrational
state are often sudden, shocking, and unexplainable by mod-
ern science. These energy phenomena are the direct result of a
rapid and extensive opening of one or more chakras during
sleep. This massive inner-energy flow can create the strange
and frightening sensations and sounds that initiate night ter-
rors.

TEACHING CHILDREN TO OVERCOME FEAR

Parents and other caregivers struggling with the unwelcome
results of spontaneous night terror experiences are wise to
learn about OBE experiences. When we recognize and under-
stand the vibrational state, we can actually teach our children
to control it or even stop it. If you desire, you can teach your
children to shut down the vibrational state when it occurs by
instructing them to focus their complete attention on a single
part of their body - say, their finger or toe. This will immedi-
ately end the vibrational state and bring the child back to
physical reality.

Another option is to teach children to use the vibrations and
sounds to explore beyond their physical limits. You can do this
by instructing them to remain calm during such states and
allow the vibrations to expand and spread throughout their
entire being. They are then to surrender to the sensations and
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out of body because my husband was snoring. My spirit was in
the living-room area, on the couch. | was very aware that |
was lying down and was perceiving the entire room. | then
watched as a child came right through the wall. It was a boy
about one and a halfyears old, and he came right to me. He
was so excited to see me, he came running over and put his
hands straight up in the air and then on my stomach. Only
thing was, his hands went straight through me. We were both
in our "light"- or ethereal-body form. | shot right back to my
body in the next room and sat up in bed. What a rush! The
next morning as we were leaving, so were the people who had
rented the place next to us. Out came a woman, a man, and
their year-and-a-half-old son. My mouth dropped open; his
eyes lit up, and he squealed with delight. What an experience.
The innocence of a child in another dimension. Children obvi-
ously go out of body far more than we adults are aware of!

As parents, our challenge is to become aware of the spiritual
benefits and obstacles our children can experience during their
spontaneous out-of-body adventures. The more knowledge-
able we become, the more we will be able to assist our children
in moving beyond fear and into enlightenment, and the more
we will learn to accept and embrace the unlimited potential
that out-of-body journeys offer both our children and us.
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Combat- and Trauma-Induced Experiences

Over the years | have heard numerous reports of out-of-body
experiences caused by the blast from explosives and the ter-
rible trauma of war. We now know that the explosion of a shell
or bomb creates a shock wave powerful enough to literally
force the subtle spiritual or astral form out of the physical
body. Since we are but temporary inhabitants of our physical
body, it's only natural that this would occur.

COMBAT EXPERIENCES

| have received reports of combat-related out-of-body expe-
riences from five nations and encompassing four wars. The
similarity and spontaneity of these reported experiences pro-
vide evidence that these are universal phenomena.

| was a sergeant stationed at a fire base in the central high-
lands of Vietnam. During a recon mission, a force of North
Vietnamese regulars ambushed my platoon. All hell broke
loose, and a mortar exploded near me and | was knocked
unconscious. The next thing | knew | was watching the
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firefight from another perspective - 1 was above it! | could see
everything happening as my platoon was overrun. | watched
in horror as they stripped the boots and weapons from my
dead friends. Then | saw a young Vietnamese soldier pulling
the boots offa body and | recognized that the body was mine.
In a rage | attacked the soldier with a kick to his head, but my
foot went right through his body. | kicked and punched him
again and again, and to my amazement he didn't even notice.
At that point | watched in disbeliefas he stripped my body and
then joined his men. Moments later | was back in my body and
| felt a searing pain. - TOM B., LONG BEACH, CALIFORNIA

What | find especially interesting is that the sheer intensity
of emotion and stress created by life-and-death situations can
initiate an out-of-body experience. It's as if a powerful survival
instinct takes over our normal state of being in order to protect
our consciousness from harm.

The following is a World War 1l out-of-body experience re-
ported by Dr. Raymond Moody in his book The Light Beyond.

This happened to me in Scily during the invasion of Itay. My
platoon was passing through a fidld when we were pinned
down from in front by a German machine-gun nest. Since | was
a platoon sergeant, | considered it my job to get rid of the nest
so we could continue to advance.

| went far around, using a grove of fruit trees for cover. In
about thirty minutes | had looped around the field and ahead
so that | came in behind them. | was ecstatic. There were three
of them in this hole that was dug just on the other side of a
bridge. They were so involved in keeping the platoon pinned
down that none of them was looking behind.

| probably could have gone within six feet of them and not
been seen. | thought about doing that, but instead | threw a
hand grenade when | got to the top of the bridge.

| remember pulling the pin and preparing to throw it from
twenty yards away. | cocked my arm, and just before throwing
it, | yelled, "Here you go, suckers." Then | hit the dirt and
waited . . . and waited, and waited. The grenade didn't go off.
It was a dud, as worthless as a rock.
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War |. In the summer of 1918 a mortar shell exploded next to
him and the shrapnel tore into his legs. In the agonizing
moments following the blast he told a friend that he sensed his
spirit leaving his body. Hemingway described his experience in
his 1929 novel, A Farewell to Arms, in the episode in which the
fictional Frederic Henry is wounded.

| tried to breathe but my breath would not come, | fet mysdf
rush bodily out of mysdf and out and out and out and al the
time bodily in the wind. | went out swiftly, al of mysdf, and |
knew | was dead and that it had al been a mistake to think you
just died. Then | floated, and instead of going on | felt mysdf
slide back. | breathed and | was back.”

A related event occurs to modern fighter pilots when they
experience intense G forces during extreme combat maneuvers.
It has been reported that pilots will lose consciousness during
maximum G forces and undergo a brief out-of-body state of
consciousness. The U.S. military has conducted extensive re-
search into this potentially dangerous phenomenon and has
officially named the experience "G-lock." The popular televi-
sion show Sghtings did an entire segment on G-lock-induced
OBEs that was titled "Simulated Out-of-Body Experiences.”
Several U.S. military pilots participated in an experiment where
G-lock was created in a NASA centrifuge. Each interviewed
pilot reported that he had passed out and then described a
detailed out-of-body state of consciousness.

Another reported war-related experience is the direct result
of captivity. It's not uncommon for prisoners of war to sponta-
neously project their consciousness to their loved ones at
home.

| was a German prisoner of war during World War II. | was
very young and extremely homesick and would often think of
the comforts of my mother's home. One night | drifted to Sleep
and awoke at my mother's house. | could clearly see her in the
kitchen and waved my arms in an effort for her to see me. |
knew she was desperately worried about me, so | tried to get
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My out-of-body experience was caused by the intense pain of
an illegal abortion in Juarez, Mexico. | left my body with roar-
ing in my ears and lights in my head, and | saw or was shown
all of creation. It was incredible. | knew at the time that |
would come back with only a tiny fraction of a memory of
what | was shown or saw. The gist of it was that everything
the human mind has conceived of is true. One never dies. The
spirit goes on, able to travel faster than light. The stars of the
universe had been left behind me as | sped through them. |
think 1 may have even seen the Creator. - T. M., SANTA FE, NEW
MEXICO

As a young girl of eleven, | was sexually molested. | got preg-
nant, and my mom and grandma gave me a coat-hanger abor-
tion in my own bed. | remember reaching a point where the
pain was so unbearable | "left my body" and floated up to the
corner of the room, where | was met by three spirit entities
and discussed whether I'd return to my body. Leaving my
body released me from the pain of the physical. Years later
when | first recalled this event, | realized as | replayed the
experience that one of the spirit entities incarnated as my
youngest daughter sixteen years later. - PAT E., HOUSTON, TEXAS

| was about twelve or thirteen when | had an OBE. | was in
the process of being severely beaten to the point where my
back, legs, and buttocks were bloody. The pain was horrific,
and suddenly my spirit or essence drifted out of my body and |
was "floating" just above, watching my body being beaten.
There was no longer any pain - | could just clearly see what
was going on. The beating stopped shortly afterward, and |
was suddenly back in my body and the pain returned. | did not
have any sensation of fear or anything like that. In fact, it was
a peaceful experience. - SAM A., PARKTON, MARYLAND

Abuse-induced out-of-body experiences are more common
than one would expect. The following is another example.
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It began at the age of eight, during times of physical abuse
from one of my parents. While | was being abused, an OBE
would result after | wished for my escape. | would suddenly
find myself, my awareness, on the ceiling in a lightbulb. For
some unknown reason | felt safe there. After the abuse | would
automatically exit the lightbulb and return back to my physi-
cal body. - STEPHEN H., DORAVILLE, GEORGIA

Childbirth

Out-of-body experiences are common during childbirth.
They are generally brief and occur during the course of a diffi-
cult and painful labor.

| was about to deliver my second child after a difficult preg-
nancy. When taken to the delivery room, | was in such pain;
then suddenly | was floating overhead. | could look down and
see a woman in a bed being wheeled into a hospital room. She
was in great pain and screaming. Suddenly | realized that the
woman | was watching was me! Then, poof. . . it was gone.
This "incident" has never left me over the past seventeen

Physical Attack

J have had only one OBE, and | didn't know that's what it was
at the time. It was in October 1977, in Maryland. | was
attacked by a rapist who had killed a lot of women by slashing
their throats. | knew | was going to die. While in the midst of
the rape, | suddenly came out of the top of my head and stood
across the room and watched myself being attacked. | knew
"I" was okay. . . that | was separate from my body and if it
got killed, | would just go on to the next world. | spoke to
"God" . . . trying to find a way to avoid this death and spare
my parents having to go through this horrible experience. At
some point, | knew all of a sudden that | had been given a task
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guency tuned in to music. My logical mind thought that my
radio must have turned on by itself, so | tried to get out of bed
to turn it off. | realized, as | was moving across the room, that
| wasn't in my body. The fear came back, and the loud sound
came back. | returned to my body and awoke in a state of awe.
Snce then | have heard that loud noise, followed by voices or
crystal-clear music. It seems to me that there are spirits on
another plane or frequency that can come through during an
OBE, or maybe they instigate the OBE, because, like | men-
tioned before, sometimes they pull at me while I'm seeping.

Physical Stress

| received several letters that detail spontaneous OBEs dur-
ing times of prolonged physical exertion. The most common
situations were long-distance running and treadmill exercising.

It was while | was running in a marathon last year that | had a
very strange experience. | was at about the eighteen-mile
marker when | looked beside me and saw myself running. At
first | thought it was someone who was my build and wearing
the same shoes, but then | realized it was me! Even stranger
was that my running "partner" was drenched in sweat, breath-
ing hard, and in obvious discomfort. . . while | felt amazingly
fresh and energized. The whole thing took only a few seconds.
When | shook my head - to clear the cobwebs - | was back in
my sweaty self again. | got to the finish line, still not sure what
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had happened. | am pretty much into my physical fithess - but
this made me really think about the real me inside. - MARK J,

Severe Depression

When | was seventeen and severely depressed, | was suicidal
and just didn't care about anything anymore. One night |
woke up suddenly from a dream and felt completely detached
from my body - floating above it. There was also a very loud
noise and a powerful energetic feeling like electricity or some-
thing. | was talking to myself, saying things like "Oh shit, oh
shit, please stop, please stop,” because I'd never experienced
anything like it before. The weird thing is that | had wanted to
die, but when this was happening | was suddenly scared and
praying to survive.

Sometimes the events that initiate an OBE are not a major
trauma, but just an unexpected shock.

| had a spontaneous out-of-body experience as a child just
after 1 had gone to bed. | had wet the bed and was jerked up
and spanked by my father. | watched the whole thing from a
corner of the ceiling.

lliness

Illness and high fever are often reported as a cause of out-of-
body experiences. Many believe the connection between the
physical and spiritual bodies becomes more fragile during
severe illness. The following are a few examples.

My first experience was at twelve years old. It was night. | was
very ill with strep throat. It was dark, and my parents were
adeep. | awoke to find myself floating at the top of my bed-
room ceiling. | did not notice if my body was in my bed as |
was so involved with the fact that | was at the top of my bed-
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room ceiling. | felt light and transparent, and | moved from
one corner of the ceiling to the next. This experience repeated
itself several times until | found myself outside and above the
treetops and flying while looking down at the landscape. It
was wonderful.

The very first memory | have ofan OBE is when | was around
five or six years old. | was extremely ill with smallpox and had
a dangerously high fever. All | remember of the experience is
calmly hovering up by the ceiling and looking down at myself
being very sick in bed. My mother was very upset over my con-
dition and was on the phone sitting near me on the bed talking
to the doctor. He was telling her to give me an ice-cold bath to
bring down the fever. | distinctly recall being very curious and

I was home in bed suffering from a virus and had a very high
fever. This had gone on for over two days when one night,
almost reaching a conwulsive state while in bed, | felt my ears
begin to ring and it seemed as though | had no feeling in my
body. There was also a sensation of falling. | had no fear,
which was strange. Then | saw a light, getting larger and larg-
er, almost warm in nature. | remember talking to someone - or
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maybe it wasn't really conversing, but communicating. They
said, "Don't worry, you will be all right."

It was very late in the morning, closer to
noon, when my mother came in the room to ask how | was
and if I was going to eat. | told her how much better | felt and
that | did want to eat, that as she had said the night before, |
would be all right soon.

Stress and Sleep Depravation:
Charles Lindbergh's Unknown Flight

The most extraordinary moments of Lindbergh's 1927
transatlantic flight may have taken place during the trip's eigh-
teenth hour. Enveloped in the dark of night, staring at the
instrument panel, battling an overwhelming desire to sleep,
Lindbergh clearly describes his thoughts of mind and body sep-
aration.

On a long flight, after periods of crisis and many hours of
fatigue, mind and body may become disunited until at times
they seem completely different elements, as though the body
were only a home with which the mind has been associated
but by no means bound. Consciousness grows independent of
the ordinary senses. You see without assistance from the eyes,
over distances beyond the visual horizon.

Lindbergh continues this premise with . . .

This essential consciousness needs no body for its travels. It
needs no plane, no engine, no instruments, only the release
from flesh which the circumstances I've gone through make it
possible.?

Lindbergh realized that others would attribute his out-of-
body experience to a hallucination; in his autobiography, the
aviator responded to this conclusion.

My visions are easily explained away through reason, but the
longer | live, the more limited | believe rationality to be.
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Transformational Experiences

This spiritual core is so awesome and overwhelming
that the person is at once and forever thrust into an
entirely new mode of being.

Life—changing spiritual adventures are often part of an out-
of-body experience. This is especially true of self-initiated
out-of-body journeys, because the explorers are prepared for
their adventures. They often report an instant and dramatic
change in their awareness and their perception of the universe
and themselves. Those who have had a profound out-of-body
experience speak of an incredible acceleration in their personal
evolution. This can be due to their expanded ability to obtain
insights and knowledge, understand past-life issues, or over-
come their fears. In addition, fully conscious spiritual meetings
with loved ones, guides, or angelic beings can initiate a signifi-
cant shift in consciousness and provide a powerful transforma-
tive experience.

SELF-REALIZATION

At the core of al transcendental and mystical states of con-
sciousness is a shift of awareness away from the physical body
and its senses to the formless spiritual essence within us. Many
refer to such an experience as self-realization or God realiza-
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tion. For thousands of years spiritual masters have taught that
the act of withdrawing from the senses is essential in order to
consciously experience our spiritual self. Spiritual texts around
the world speak to the importance of transcending the body
and embarking on the magnificent journey of soul into the
pure realms of spirit. Authentic spiritual experiences have one
thing in common: They all occur beyond the limits of the phys-
ical senses.

This process is important, because it brings us to the heart
of our spiritual evolution. We begin to recognize that the
direct path to self-empowerment lies in our ability to tran-
scend the dense limits of our bodies and experience our true
spiritual essence. There is simply no substitute for personal
spiritual experience and our conscious connection to spirit.
The following experiences provide examples of personal
transformations that occurred as a direct result of out-of-body
adventures.

In 1996, experienced an emotional and spiritual explosion
that led to two episodes of out-of-body experiences. Both
occurred while | was lying in bed, doing deep breathing medi-
tation and moving downward in consciousness toward my
subconscious self. My body started to vibrate, and energy
emanated from every pore of my body. At first | was filled
with fear, but | let myself continue. As the experience contin-
ued | was in a place | can only describe as "the mind of God."
| say place, but there was no place or time. | was in the mind
of Jesus on the cross, and Buddha, and all the prophets and
holy persons throughout history. | was able to feel all of the
births, lives, and deaths of humanity as if | were in an endless
sea of souls. It was a place of endless, unconditional love pour-
ing forth. No beginning, no end - just pure being. | was able to
put my arms - not my physical arms, but | don't know how
else to express this - around my parents, and love and forgive.
| was able to forgive all and project nothing but love.

When we return to our physical state of consciousness, we
immediately become hampered by the limits of our biological
brain, linear time, and the density of matter. | recommend
focusing on the theme or message of the experience and writing
down as many details as possible. As much as you can, capture
the essence of the experience. Allow the information or imagery
to flow without attempting to mentally edit the content. It's
important to write our experiences because it's common for the
insights we receive to make sense weeks or even months later.

THREE-HUNDRED-SIXTY-DEGREE PERCEPTION

One of the most commonly reported transformational expe-
riences is the ability to perceive in all directions simultaneously.
Based on many years of experience and research, | conclude
that this is our natural mode of perception.

J felt intense vibrations and then a floating sensation. Several
times in my mind | demanded awareness. | feel a surge of light-
ness and freedom flow through me. | was floating in what | can
only describe as a sea of knowledge. For some reason | thought
about the importance of my past lives - | was not a real believer
in that - and | was instantly in a new environment. | was in
what | can only describe as a 360-degree movie theater. An end-
less series of images appeared before me. All of these stories
made perfect sense. Some were tragic, some were pleasant, but
all of them were connected to me. They were me. | am in awe of
the complexity and simplicity of it all. 1 know things about
myself | can't explain. - ROBIN K., OLYMPIA, WASHINGTON

THE PRESENCE OF | NTELLI GENCE

It is not uncommon for spiritual beings to exhibit no external
shape or form. This is to be expected, because our natural state
of consciousness dwells beyond three-dimensional concepts.
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How we perceive and interpret these experiences is dependent
upon our state of consciousness and beliefs.

While taking an afternoon nap, | awoke to find myself fully
aware and in the presence of a huge ball of light. But it wasn't
a sun; it was an intelligence. | was shocked by the reality of
this experience. | immediately knew that this was God. | was
so surprised, and before | had a moment to think of what |
was saying, | shouted out, "You're real!" because at the time |
did not believe that God was real. This brilliant sun or God
had no face; it was just light. But | could feel that it was smil-
ing at me. It seemed that it looked into me deeper than | had
ever had anyone look into me before. | felt that | was totally
transparent. Actually, 1 had no presence of a body at all; | was
just an intelligence. | have never felt so naked in my life. It
knew me, all of me, all at once. My reaction to this being was a
very strong desire to hide myself. | was not accustomed to
being seen so fully by anyone. Before | knew what | was
doing, | moved away from this beautiful sun - even though |
didn't have a body. | felt ashamed of myself for some of the
things that | had done or had not done in my life ... 7 had the
impression as | moved away from this presence that | was get-
ting no further from it at all; it was still with me as much as
ever.

MEETING LOVED ONES

One of the great benefits of out-of-body exploration is the
ability to consciously meet our loved ones and verify our per-
sonal immortality. These experiences often create a dramatic
shift in consciousness.

During an out-of-body experience | talked with a deceased rel-
ative and was offered a chance to stay. There was a loving
being of light that said the choice was mine. Very quietly, |
heard the voices of my children in another room, and | said I'd
return to finish raising them. It was a profound experience
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in this world can really prepare you for the real thing.
Anyway, | continued the techniques every night for two more
weeks and then "it" really started to happen. | woke up com-
pletely paralyzed, but this time | stayed calm and thought
about the door. Bang, | was suddenly standing by the steel
door and | could see through it. The door and the walls were
like layers offog. | touched the fog and then stepped through
it. | was suddenly in a new place, a green field. | was so
shocked by the change that | seemed to be sucked back into
my body. | opened my eyes and felt paralyzed for a few sec-
onds.

described several different times for weeks. Then one night |
heard a tremendous rush of sound and | experienced paralysis.
| was scared but didn't freak out; | did what you said and "let
go." | felt a sense of movement and found myselfin a field sur-
rounded by dead and wounded soldiers. It was a green valley
between three mountains, and the air was very cool. The fight-
ing men | assumed to be Scottish because they wore plaid, but
not any kind of military uniform | was familiar with. | was
drawn to one man who had a sword raised over his head,
about to attack a wounded man on the ground. He hesitated,
and | read his thought: "I can't do this anymore. People have
got to stop killing." At that moment, an opposing soldier ran
up behind him and took his life. | felt helpless and vulnera-
ble - not a feeling that | am familiar with. It occurred to me
that this man was caught up in a situation where he did not
want to fight but he had no choice because of the lifestyle he
had chosen. And then the whole picture became clear: This
man was me. As | came out of the experience | felt numb,
unable to move. My waking thoughts took me back to the
field of dead men, and | realized that | would continue to find
myselfin some kind of battlefield where it was kill or be killed
until 1 made a major change in my life. That was several
months ago, and | have been focused on changing my direc-
tion since that experience. | now know that thereisa cycle |
must consciously break before I can move ahead. - EROME J.,

Jerome's daily out-of-body techniques opened the door for
an important shift in consciousness. This created the opportu-
nity for his soul to orchestrate the experience necessary for his
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personal development. Often personal change requires a dra-
matic wake-up call for us to truly "get it." We must remember
that a profound out-of-body experience can awaken even the
sleeping soul.

PAST-LIFE REVELATIONS

When we explore beyond our physical body, time and space
do not exist as we otherwise perceive them. As a result, it is
common for us when out of body to spontaneously experience
various time lines: past, present, and future. Based on my expe-
riences and the substantial feedback | have received, | believe
that all experiences and events possess an inherent energy sig-
nature and that we are naturally attracted to the energy that is
important for our spiritual development. During an out-of-
body experience we are often drawn to the strong energy signa-
ture of an unresolved past event that is exerting an influence on
our current state of consciousness. All energy seeks balance, so
each experience provides the potential for balance and resolu-
tion within the person.

Spontaneous past-life imagery and revelations during OBEs
are often reported. This is especially true of experienced travel-
ers who self-initiate and direct their adventures. It's important
to know that we can use our out-of-body experience to obtain
clarification or additional information about an immediate situ-
ation or encounter by asking focused questions - for example,
"What year [or What country] isit?" or "Why is this important
to me?" Often the answer will manifest itself in the form of
inner knowledge or a clear unseen voice or message. The fol-
lowing are two examples.

I had a rushing sensation and found myself in a new environ-
ment. As | headed downstairs to the kitchen, | suddenly real-
ized that the house in which | am currently living does not have
a kitchen downstairs. But | "knew" every detail of the house,
and it was my house. | noticed the refrigerator and looked
inside and it was full of ice blocks, like those old-fashioned
refrigerators. Then | noticed a calendar on the wall and saw
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that it was September 1936! | went with my husband - not
from this life - on a fishing job, and a foreman came up to me
and suggested that | give up my job as there were men out of
work who needed jobs. | have been reading about the illusion
of time, and | feel like this could have been a previous exis-
tence. This experience has given me a new perspective on spiri-
tuality in my current life. - T. L., JOPLIN, MISSOURI

J occasionally will have a spontaneous out-of-body experience
when I'm asleep. This is often shocking to me because the real-
ity is absolute, not dreamlike at all. The most memorable was
an OBE that put me in a World War Il battle in France. Me
and my men were pinned down by German machine-gun fire,
and two of my closest buddies were killed right next to me. |
was so scared that | wet myself. | lost it completely and fought
like a madman until 1 was jolted by an explosion. Instantly
everything became real quiet and | was floating above what
was left of my body. This was as real as anything I've ever
experienced in my life and made me realize that reincarnation
is absolutely real. - TOM G., DAYTON, OHIO

VISITING A FUTURE SPIRITUAL HOME

Several people have expressed to me that they have visited
their future spiritual home. They state that there is a knowl-
edge about the location that is unmistakably familiar.

When | go out of body, | feel very good, exceedingly free and
happy. | usually walk through a wall, because | almost always
end up someplace that | don't expect. This time | say to

myself, "I want to see where I'll go when | die" | am instantly
in a gray place and say again, "I demand to go to the place
where I'll go when | die" This time | am moving inward
through grayish blue clouds, and | experience a sucking feel-
ing, like my head is being sucked in. Suddenly | am floating
above a place that is totally beautiful. | recognize the place and
say, "The lakel" | know that a part of me has been here
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before. It is large - maybe ten miles to the other side, where
there is a low mountain range. The sun is coming up so the
mountains are reflected in the water. There is a mist above part
of the lake, and | am overwhelmed with emotion and joy. |
feel at home here. | do not fear death. I've returned home.

ENERGY MEMBRANES

Energy membranes are the energy fields that appear to sepa-
rate two dimensions. They are dense layers of energy that are
often reported as a dense mist, layers of color, channels of lig-
uid, or various kinds of walls or borders. Our movement
through the membranes is one way to determine our location
and progress from one energy level to another. It's common for
the environment to change when we move through a perceived
wall or membrane.

As | moved away from my body | immediately found myself
plunging through some kind of layer or membrane into dark-
ness. | was instantly in a darkness filled with stars or points of
light as if | were traveling through space. Then | moved
through another layer filled with darkness and stars, and then
another and another. The farther | went, the faster it seemed |
traveled. | ended up in a new reality of vibrant energy.

WAKING OUT-OF-BODY EXPERIENCES

Even though OBEs that occur during waking states of con-
sciousness are rare, they are occasionally reported. The follow-
ing is one such experience.

The last OBE was a God-
awareness experience. | was working late on November 13,
1992. | leaned back in my chair and stretched, and bang! | was
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out of body and seeing in a 360-degree viewpoint. | could see
everywhere at the same time! | was looking to the front and
was viewing a black shimmering curtain that stretched off into
infinity. | became aware of a pinpoint of light directly behind
me. | thought, "How cool, a lone star." | was feeling childlike
wonderment at what | was seeing. The star seemed to hit me in
the back of my head, and my soul-body was shattered and
flung into the shimmering reality in front of me. | instantly
remembered my soul's life - all my past lives, everything my
soul has been responsible for since its creation in the vast uni-
verse of God. | was reminded of my soul's eternal duty, or
what my soul was created for. | also learned that my soul was
created before the creation of the physical universes. That my
soul, along with billions of other souls, was responsible for the
creation of the physical universes. It also reminded me why |
was brought back to earth in this life, and that | had a mission
or duty to put into action that only my soul has the power to
do.

EXPERIENCES WITH ANGELS

Encounters with angels can be interpreted many different
ways. Some believe that these ethereal beings are spiritual
guides and helpers, while others insist that they are indeed bib-
lical angels. However we interpret such experiences, the impor-
tant fact is that they are very real to the experiencer. The
underlying reason for the "vision" is an internal shift in con-
sciousness, attested to by the reported increase in spontaneous
out-of-body experiences that occurs as people approach death.
(The latter phenomenon is covered more extensively in chapter
8, "A New Vision of Death and Dying.")

Lying on my back, | silently repeated two affirmations. "I
remain aware as | drift to seep” and "Now | am out of my
body." It took about fifteen minutes before my body became
deepy and tired, so | repeated the affirmations in my mind.
When my body transitioned to sleep, instantly | was out of my
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Several days later my son had gotten well enough to leave the
hospital, and he couldn't stop talking about the friend he'd

made while playing with Legos. I've always felt privileged to
see what my son experienced. - GLORIA H., LAS VEGAS, NEVADA

HIGHER-SELF EXPERIENCES

Out-of-body exploration offers us a highly effective method
for experiencing our spiritual essence. However, we must have
the courage to transcend not only the physical body but also
the limits of our culture and our beliefs. We must exercise the
self-reliance, self-discipline, and courage of a true spiritual
explorer in order to experience our higher selves.

For a few years | have had out-of-body experiences but want-
ed to take it further. | was reading about the higher-self experi-
ence and decided to focus on it as a personal goal. Every night
as | go to deep | repeat affirmations like "Now I'm out of
body and | remain aware." Sometimes nothing happens, and
sometimes powerful sounds and energy sensations awaken me.
| never know what to expect. One time | felt the vibrations
and surrendered to the energy flowing through me. | focused
my attention on the window and began to feel myself floating
upward. What happened next was incredible: Faster than |
could imagine, | found myself being pulled through level after
level of living color and light. When the motion slowed, |
asked for clarity and was overwhelmed by the absolute energy
| felt within and around me. | could see 360 degrees of an infi-
nite light, and yet it wasn't the physical me that was experienc-
ing this. It was as though | suddenly knew everything about
everything and was totally in a peaceful, loving place. When |
came back to my physical body, | knew that my life would
never be the same.

We possess the inherent ability to direct and control our
experiences. The key is to remain calm and exercise our con-
trol. The following is an example.
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This OBE started with the paralysis and a rushing out of my
body. | found myself on at the time what | figured was a lower
astral plane. | felt heavy, like | was floating in molasses, and
my vision was blurry, as if| was looking through olive oil. |
had heard that you can use an OBE to connect with your
higher self. After willing this, | immediately felt myself rush
upward at an incredible speed. When | stopped, | was in the
most beautiful place | had ever been. The first thing | noticed
was that | had a glowing, translucent, sparkling body. Then |
noticed | was floating over this flat expanse that seemed to go
on forever in all directions. The colors were bright and pure,
almost like fluid light. After drinking in the beauty of the
scene - which seemed like an eternity - | came back to my
body. It was incredible. - LESLIE D., VIA E-MAIL

Higher-Self Technique

Immediately after complete separation from the physical
body, center yourself by firmly declaring "Clarity now!" or
"Awareness now!" When you are fully aware within your non-
physical body, clearly declare, "Now | experience my higher
self!"-your soul or spiritual essence. Make this request a
focused demand for immediate action. Be prepared to be pro-
pelled inward or upward at tremendous speed. The sensation is
one of extreme inner motion, like being drawn into a powerful
vacuum. Layers of light and color will flash by your awareness
as you move deeper and deeper within the universe that is your
self. Some people report the sensation of shooting into space or
a void.The key is to let go of all preconceptions and completely
surrender to the inner motion. Be aware that this rapid motion
can be startling and powerful. Trust yourself, for this perceived
motion is intense. After several moments, the motion will cease.
Your limitations and fears will melt away as you experience
your true essence existing within an incredible dimension of
pure light and knowledge far beyond all concepts of form.This
experience can be viewed as the expansion or extension of your
awareness from the relatively dense astral body to the higher-
frequency existence of pure consciousness or soul.
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substructure, physical healing can rapidly occur. Many believe
that this unseen energy process is the true source of al reported
"miracles." With focus, training, and control, out-of-body
exploration gives us the ability to consciously interact with and
readjust the underlining energy cause of any physical disease.

During my OBE | felt myself begin to shrink, and | was in a
place that was completely foreign to me. Everything was dark.
| heard many sounds that were unrecognizable. All of a sud-
den for some unknown reason | realized where | was . . . | was
actually in my father's body. My purpose there was to scan his
body to see where all of his "trouble spots’ were and to try to
heal them. | could see that his blood was a very dark red,
almost black looking. | tried as best as | could to heal that. |
noticed that my form now took the form of white light energy.
| sent light all throughout his body and | knew that was my
purpose for being there. After | was done scanning his body, |
began to feel a very strong vibrational feeling, stronger than |
had ever felt before.

Immediately after separation, request complete clarity of
awareness by saying, "Clarity now!" Repeat the clarity
request until your consciousness is crystal clear.

2. When your full awareness is centered within your non-
physical body, begin to mentally or verbally request the heal-
ing light and energy of God -the universe -to enter you. Ask
for and clearly feel the positive healing energies of the uni-
verse flowing within you. Request that the healing light per-
meate every level of your mind. Allow yourself to be
completely immersed within the intense healing light.
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The Thought-Responsive Universe

All matter is frozen light.

Just for a moment, imagine that you live in a magnificent
ethereal world of indescribable beauty - a world consisting
of subtle energies, where every thought you create instantly
molds and shapes the immediate environment around you.
Imagine a perfect world where your thoughts instantly create
any reality you choose. Whatever your heart desires is sudden-
ly made manifest before you. It is a glorious land overflowing
with living light, a land where death, disease, and limitations
are nonexistent. Imagine yourself in an ideal world where
everyone is free to explore and develop their creative pursuits
and experience their unlimited potential. Does this sound like
heaven?

Just think what an immature or undisciplined being could
and would do in this ideal thought-responsive world. Picture
the chaos and destruction that a single primitive mind could
create. One undisciplined mind would wreak complete havoc,
destroying the perfection of the subtle environments and the
privacy of all the inhabitants.

Now for a moment imagine what kind of educational envi-
ronment would be the perfect training ground for this undisci-
plined mind. What kind of school would you create to educate
this primitive state of consciousness? What kind of lessons
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would effectively train this disruptive mind to coexist in the
thought-responsive heavenly dimensions?

Welcome to the slowed-down molecular training ground of
consciousness. Welcome to the dense training ground of mat-
ter, where focused thoughts are required in order to create and
prosper. Welcome to the ideal environment where the young
and undisciplined mind can learn by trial and error without
contaminating the pure realm of spirit. Welcome to your life.

This is one of the primary spiritual lessons we are here to
learn. The unaware remain in the dense outer dimensions of the
universe until they learn to exercise complete responsibility for
their thoughts and actions. They then must learn to escape from
the dense gravity field consisting of matter, form, and emotion.
Eventually they recognize and break free from the illusions of
form and to consciously pursue and experience their spiritual
essence. One highly effective method of achieving this goal is
self-initiated out-of-body exploration.

THE BENEFITS OF OUT-OF-BODY EXPLORATION

| have received many letters from people who have experi-
enced the life-changing benefits of out-of-body exploration.
During self-initiated out-of-body experiences, new insights and
miracles are frequently reported. For example, it is common
for the blind to see and the disabled to walk or even fly. This
occurs because the spiritual body that we experience during an
OBE is the subtle energy duplicate of our physical body. This
spiritual body is the direct energy substructure of our physical
body. It can be viewed as an energy vehicle that is molded by
our state of consciousness. Our expectations and beliefs have
an immediate impact upon our nonphysical body. This subtle
energy form automatically adapts and adjusts to our self-
concept and our thoughts both conscious and subconscious.

It is critically important for us to recognize that our thoughts
shape and mold our personal reality. Out-of-body exploration
has confirmed that our nonphysical body and its surroundings
are extremely thought-responsive. Over the years | have experi-
mented with changing my spiritual form and density during
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numerous out-of-body experiences. On several occasions |
directed my nonphysical body to change into a sphere, and in
seconds my humanoid form was transformed into a globe of
consciousness that could perceive in 360 degrees. During other
out-of-body experiences | focused my undivided attention on
flying like a bird, and my spiritual body became an eagle soar-
ing high above the ethereal landscapes below. In addition, over
the last three decades I've noticed that during my OBEs my non-
physical body is consistently that of a relatively young man no
matter how much my biological body continues to age. It
became apparent that my subconscious self-conception was
automatically shaping my nonphysical form. This creative-energy
process explains why departed loved ones encountered during
OBEs and near-death experiences are often reported to appear
younger, often in the prime of life. It is common during these
experiences for a departed elderly person to appear as a twenty-
or thirty-year-old. This occurs because our thoughts and per-
sonal expectations mold our subtle nonphysical body according
to the image we hold of ourselves.

During an out-of-body adventure, the abilities and limita-
tions we experience are created by our mind. Our focused
thoughts will manifest any energy shape and form that we con-
centrate upon. This realization opens the door to incredible
opportunities for accelerated personal growth.

Unfortunately, some people are unaware of this energy
process and continue to manifest their limitations even when
out-of-body. The solution is to jettison all personal limitations
and demand immediate positive results. One technique is to
repeat a powerful affirmation during your out-of-body experi-
ence: "Now | can see!” or "Now | can walk!" Focus your
thoughts, and expect immediate results. If necessary, shout
your affirmation aloud. As | have said many times in work-
shops, a wimpy request creates a wimpy result. We must
demand and expect immediate action; nothing less will do.
Our focused intention is extremely powerful. Keep in mind
that our spiritual essence possesses no physical attributes such
as arms, legs, eyes, or ears. Our thoughts and expectations cre-
ate the subtle energy forms and capabilities that we experience.
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and embrace our creative abilities in order to manifest our
desired reality. This process of energy restructuring occurs much
faster when we are out of body because the experienced energy
environment is extremely thought-responsive. The now popular
use of creative visualization is based on these energy principles.
When we hold an image in our mind, we are actually creating an
energy mold within the unseen dimensions of the universe.

All matter, form, and substance are first born in the unseen
dimensions of the universe. The creative power of pure con-
sciousness acts upon the thought-responsive subtle energies
that constitute the dimension of the subconscious mind. Here
is where the first elements of form are created. At first it may
be just the mental archetype of form, but as we maintain focus,
a specific energy shape and form solidifies. With continued
focus this subtle energy mold eventually manifests itself as
form in the physical world.

From now on, put aside your doubts and simply demand to
experience your ideal body of consciousness, and it will be so.
Repeat the following energy technique until you receive the
desired result. Don't underestimate your personal creative abil-
ities; a focused mind-set is an extremely powerful tool. An
awakened mind has no limitations, so enjoy your new capabili-
ties and freedom.

Manifesting the Ideal Body of Consciousness

1. After separation, move away from your body and center
yourself by requesting "Awareness now!" or "Clarity Now!"

2. Focus your complete awareness on your desired
improvement or capability: "Now | can see!"; "Now | can
walk!"; "Now | can hear!"; "Now | can fly!"There are no
limits. Keep your demand short and powerful, and always in
the present tense because our subconscious mind does not
operate in linear time.

3. Absolutely expect to experience the desired result
immediately. Completely know it, feel it, and expect it.

4. Be completely open to immediately experiencing and
receiving your request. Have no doubts, fears, or indecision.
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Repeat this process until you experience the desired result.
Accept no compromises. The ideal mind-set is to expect your
request for change to manifest itself instantly and at the same
time be completely open to receiving your request.

This simple and direct demand for action will effectively
mold your spiritual body into your idea self-concept. It is
important to understand that the reverse is aso true. If you
harbor self-doubt or fears, you can restrict or even hinder this
natural energy process. In other words, when you psychologi-
caly accept a limitation or disability of any kind in your life,
you will then create and shape the reality of it. Your thoughts
and expectations have breathed life into an energy mold that
must take form.

The creative power of this energy-molding process is dem-
onstrated in many ways. Here are some examples:

I have been blind since | was nine years old. My mother
bought me your book and would read it to me every night
before bed. | was especially intrigued with the part about
crippled people being able to walk during their out-of-body
experience. She read that part to me many times, and | decided
that if it would work with walking, why not with seeing?
Every night as | went to sleep | would walk around the house
and feel my way through several rooms. After a while |
became very good at it. During the second week | started to
get a buzzing sound in my head, and | got excited and woke
up. It was in the fourth week that it happened. | fell asleep and
felt paralyzed and heard weird sounds; then it felt like | was
being lifted up and out of my body. | rolled sideways and
seemed to fall to the floor and crawled around for a moment.
To my surprise | couldn't see at all and began to actually get
mad. Then | remembered about control and demanding
results, so | spontaneously shouted out, "l can see now!"
Sowly | began to make out shadowy forms around me. |
shouted again, "l see now!" Everything around me became a
little brighter, and | was thrilled. | stood up and actually
looked around. | could see, even though | knew it had to be
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dark! | was so excited | wanted to fly, and suddenly | shot up

through the ceiling like a rocket. Everything was happening so
fast it scared me, and | felt like | was jerked back to my body

with a jolt. - TOM T., DALLAS, TEXAS

Dr. Kenneth Ring, the well-known researcher and author of
Life at Death, has studied the results of near-death and out-
of-body experiences for over two decades. In a recent book,
Mindsight, he concludes that the blind can see after leaving
their body. He sums up his research in the following state-
ment:

In summary, as a whole, our interviews with both NDErs and
OBErs offer abundant testimony that reports of visua percep-
tion among the blind are common, that their impressions con-
cern both things of this world and other worldly domains, and
that they are often clear and detailed, even in narratives fur-
nished by those who have been blind from birth.*

The same creative-energy principles apply to any limitation,
whether it is physical or psychological. A woman who has not
walked in ten years reports the following experience.

| have been paralyzed from the waist down and dependent
upon a wheelchair for over ten years. It sounded too good to be
true, but | did the techniques you recommended. For the first
month nothing much happened. During the second month |
started to get the vibrations and buzzing you spoke of. In the
third month | woke to a loud sound and vibration. | stayed
calm and focused on going to the door, as you said. | slowly
floated up and then seemed to float to the door. | was so excit-
ed, it was incredible; and | thought about standing, and sud-
denly 1 was standing at the door. Yes, standing! Then | thought
about walking, and | began to walk from my room and down
the hallway. It was incredible. - JUDY C, CHICAGO, ILLINOIS

It is not unusual for spiritual guides or loved ones to offer
their assistance by reminding us of our personal creative abili-
ties. The following is a self-initiated out-of-body experience
reported by a woman who is deaf.
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| successfully went out of body and noticed that outside it was
light when it was supposed to be dark, and that people could
see me. All ofa sudden | became lucid while | was deeping. |
couldn't move, and my mind was quiet. So | said in my mind,
"Vibration!" and suddenly | got the vibration - so powerful
that it almost woke me up. | tried to remain calm and remain
asleep. "Okay, let's go out of body!" | said in my mind. It was
successful. | got out and | opened my eyes. | looked at my
body. | was in a state of awe. | turned around and flew
through the window. It was night, and the stars were shining
beautifully. Suddenly | heard a voice - | am deaf, and | cannot
hear anything - for the first time: "Did you know that you
don't have to fly, you just have to think and then you will
immediately be there?" When | heard the voice, | panicked,
which caused me to return to my body. Darn! And | woke up
and looked at the time. Only one minute had passed.

SELF-EMPOWERMENT

Keep in mind that everything is a form of energy, and your
thoughts and intention will affect any form or structure it is
focused upon. The same creative process that applies to our
nonphysical body will just as effectively work in our immediate
environment. The following experience demonstrates this
process in action.

| have about six out-of-body experiences a year. During my last
one, which occurred two nights ago, | found myselfin a strange
rustic cabin that | didn't like. | immediately demanded to move
from there and | did. Then | was in a beautiful parklike setting.
| moved to a small tree and decided to try one of the experi-
ments you talk about. | concentrated on the tree and thought
about it being much bigger, like a giant redwood. In seconds it
began to grow and change into the biggest, most beautiful tree |
have ever seen. | was in awe and felt a wonderful surge of ener-
gy flowing through me. It sounds weird, but | felt somehow
empowered. - JOHN E, ROCHESTER, NEW YORK
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This creative process impacts all of us in every energy
dimension of the universe. When we embrace our creative abil-
ities, we are often amazed at the miracles that occur in our life.
This energy process is also the key to manifesting our desires
while in the physical world. The only difference between the
physical and nonphysical is the time it takes for the formation
of the new reality to become manifest. The density of matter
simply slows the energy-restructuring process.

One of the great lessons that many of us are now learning is
that we mold our personal reality with our thoughts. We are
powerful creative sparks of God, and we shape our lives by the
way we focus and direct our thoughts. Our awareness of our
creative abilities is an important step forward in our evolution.
When we fully embrace our personal creative abilities, we
become spiritually empowered to create any reality we focus
upon; we recognize that we are the architects of our lives and
that our every thought and deed are our creative action. Once
you are empowered by this knowledge, it matters little what
dimension of the universe you are experiencing; you will never
again be a victim of your surroundings or circumstances.

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Extraterrestrial Contact and Abduction

It is certainly the case that many abductees report
floating to the alien [craft] . . . In near-death
experiences, people feel themselves floating along or
up a tunnel towards a light. Abductees sometimes
experience being drawn up a light beam towards the
"craft." The imagery and sense of motion are very
similar. There are many facets shared by abduction,
out-of-body, and near-death experiences. It is a
similarity that should not go unnoticed.

hile I was conducting the out-of-body experience survey
described in the introduction to this book, | began receiv-
ing letters related to alien contact and abduction. After reading
more than two hundred such letters, | noticed a startling similar-
ity: The letters describing extraterrestrial contacts and abduc-
tions were almost identical to the thousands of letters | have
received describing OBEs. In fact, | often could not distinguish
between letters. If you replace the words alien abduction with the
words out-of-body experience, the two types of letter become
very nearly identical. The same kind of phenomena and descrip-
tions - such as paralysis, electrical sensations, strong vibrations,
and strange, unearthly sounds and contact - are reported.
The following is presented as an overview of the similarities
and differences that exist. | do not profess to be an expert in
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alien contact or abduction; | am simply sharing the informa-
tion that | fed is important to all of us. | am often asked if |
personally believe in the existence of extraterrestrials, and my
response is in the affirmative. However, evidence suggests that
a large percentage of alien-contact experiences are actually
multidimensional experiences. Out-of-body and near-death
experiences have confirmed that life does exist just beyond our
physical vision.

| have personally seen and experienced a wide variety of
nonphysical intelligent beings. Many of these beings exhibit no
solid external shape or form as we understand such things. In
fact, it is feasible that truly advanced beings may have evolved
beyond the need for dense biological form. (It appears that the
current human dependence on and obsession with form and
shape is one of the primary earmarks of a more primitive
species.) In addition, some nonphysical beings are reported to
possess the ability to manipulate and manifest form, substance,
and matter when required. This may sound strange at first, but
keep in mind that science has confirmed that the human mind
can alter the motion of primary particles of energy and matter.
Just imagine what a highly evolved and focused mind could
accomplish.

Out-of-body explorers have consistently reported the uni-
verse to be a multidimensional continuum of subtle nonphysi-
cal energies inhabited by immeasurable variations of conscious
and intelligent life. It appears likely that the more-evolved
beings that inhabit the universe travel, explore, and interact on
a multidimensional basis. Many believe that a truly advanced
civilization would have little need for a primitive material star-
ship to initiate contact. The exploration of the universe both
physical and nonphysical could be achieved by the direct use of
focused consciousness and inner-dimensional motion. Three-
dimensional form could be manifested as needed for the denser
contact situations but would be unnecessary for physical obser-
vation or exploration.
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MULTIDIMENSIONAL TRAVEL

Multidimensional travel by nonphysical explorers provides
a logical explanation for the many biblical references to beings
such as angels that are reported to appear from thin air, inter-
act and communicate with the primitive local inhabitants, and
then abruptly disappear when their mission is completed. This
also explains the ethereal glow that is so commonly associated
with these spiritual visitors. For centuries the astral body was
commonly called "the body of light," and is well known for its
inherent radiance. Today many people perceive this spiritual
body to be a stable energy matrix of light that consciousness
uses for expression within the unseen dimensions of the uni-
verse. It is possible that the modern reports of alien contact
and the numerous sightings of angels and deities throughout
history may very well be instances of the same phenomenon
interpreted from different cultural viewpoints.

The real frontier for humanity is the exploration of con-
sciousness and the nonphysical dimensions that exist just
beyond our vision. As we evolve, we will move beyond our
current obsession with matter and join the multidimensional
community of consciousness. Until we do, we will continue as
primitive outsiders who stare into the sky and wonder about
our place in the universe.

SIMILARITIES BETWEEN
ALIEN ABDUCTION AND OBES

The following information is based on the results of my sur-
vey and on feedback | have received from around the world. As
Adventures Beyond the Body was published in six languages,
the survey reached an international audience.

The primary reference used for the comparison that fol-
lows is Dr. John E. Mack's book Abduction.' | chose Mack's
work because his documentation is excellent and | respect his
dedication to detail. Mack is a professor of psychiatry at the
Cambridge Hospital, Harvard Medical School, and won a
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Pulitzer Prize in 1977. He is also the founder of the Center
for Psychology and Social Change, a research organization.

The observations presented here are the result of informa-
tion received from my OBE survey, personal interviews, and
workshops. Even though the survey was not designed to be a
valid scientific study, | strongly feel that the sheer number of
participants makes the survey results an important database of
information and insight. The real jewels of the survey, though,
are to be found in the thousands of personal stories | received.
This information broadens our understanding of the elusive
topics of alien abduction, contact, and out-of-body experi-
ences, because at their very core these topics are primarily root-
ed in consciousness. Each of the following topics is described
by Mack as a phenomenon associated with alien abduction.
The comments and experiences that follow each discussion are
taken from various out-of-body descriptions. The similarities
speak for themselves.

Odd Humming Sound

An overwhelming 85 percent of respondents to the out-of-
body survey reported sounds such as buzzing, humming, or
roaring as an immediate prelude to their experience. Many
described the sounds as electrical, unearthly, and extremely
powerful. The sounds were often combined with other phe-
nomena, including high-energy sensations and temporary
paralysis. Such sounds make up one of the most universally
reported preludes to an out-of-body experience. They can be
very strange and even frightening. | have heard many descrip-
tions of loud enginelike sounds, thumping, and voices. |
reported in my previous book that the sound | often hear
immediately before an out-of-body experience is similar to a
"roaring jet engine in my head." It should be noted that the
reported sounds immediately dissipate after separation from
the body is completed. Alien abductees also report hearing
strange noises, especially during the early stages of these expe-
riences.
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One experience | remember clearly was awakening to a pow-
erful buzzing sound, and | both audibly and physically felt as
if I were being paralyzed by electricity. | had the distinct sensa-
tion there was someone at the foot of the bed | was in, but |
panicked and it soon ended. - FRED D., CLEVELAND, OHIO

Strong Vibratory or Energy Sensation in the Body

The OBE survey results indicate that 56 percent of the partic-
ipants report experiencing vibrations or high-energy sensations.
This generdly occurs at the initial phase of the out-of-body
experience commonly referred to as the vibrational state. The
vibrations are often combined with other phenomena such as
strange sounds and paralysis.

For the past year or two, | wake up in the middle of the night
feeling like I've merged with an electrical transformer. | hon-
estly thought the energy was invoked by extraterrestrials . . . |
couldn't talk about this to anyone. Doctors don't know what
to make of it. It wasn't until | read your book [ Adventures
Beyond the Body] that things began to make sense. On page
157 you describe signals associated with the initial experience
of out-of-body travel. . . | have experienced every one of those
signals asrecently as last week. - BILL V., PENSACOLA, ALORIDA

Temporary Paralysis

Paralysis is reported by 72 percent of the OBE survey par-
ticipants and is commonly described during abductions. This
is often portrayed as the most frightening aspect of both expe-
riences. Paralysis is generally experienced with unusual sounds
such as electrical humming or buzzing and high-energy sen-
sations.

| heard noises that sounded like a high level of energy was
above me. It gave me the impression that a UFO was over-
head. | was paralyzed, unable to move or make any sounds.
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The experience lasted about two minutes, and each time |
could feel a magnetic force going through my body. - Lisa K.,
NASHVILLE, TENNESSEE

Shift in Consciousness

One of the essential elements of an out-of-body experience
is a dramatic shift of consciousness from the physical body to
the nonphysical. This shift of consciousness is essential in order
to have an out-of-body experience.

I found myself floating above my body and looking down
upon the room below. | felt free. - KIM N., LONDON, ENGLAND

Appearance of an Unexplained Light

During a nighttime out-of-body experience, the surround-
ing environment is often reported to be significantly brighter
than the physical environment itself. It is common to hear
phrases such as "The room was illuminated by a silvery glow"
and "l experienced bright moonlit surroundings even though
it was pitch black in my bedroom." An OBE survey by
researchers Stuart Twemlow, Glen Gabbard, and Fowler Jones
found that 30 percent of their OBE participants reported a
brilliant white light, and of this group 46 percent found the
light to be strongly attractive while 33 percent felt it was a
being.? In addition, it should be noted that the astral body is
known to naturally radiate light. The term astral comes from
a Greek word meaning "related to a star" and originally
described the abodes of the Greek gods.

During my out-of-body experience everything around me was
illuminated by a strange glow, like a silvery full moon. When |
returned to my body it was 2 AM. and the bedroom was dark.

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Sense of Presence of a Being or Beings

Twenty-two percent of the respondents to my survey report
that they have seen or felt the presence of an unknown non-
physical being, and 24 percent report that they have seen,
heard, or spoken to a deceased loved one. Many people believe
that there is a nonphysical being close to us during every out-
of-body experience. Some refer to this presence as a spiritual
guide, watcher, or helper, or as an astral being. How we inter-
pret this presence is of course based on our individual beliefs
and perceptions of reality. | have heard descriptions that span
the limits of imagination: angels, devils, aliens of all sorts -
even animals. The most commonly reported sightings are
humanoid forms that appear to be watching as the out-of-body
experience unfolds. We frame our nonphysical adventures and
contact based on our individual mind-set.

It is important to understand that we do not possess eyes
when out of body; we perceive our surroundings with our
minds. And it is our minds that create a comfortable facsimile
similar to our normal physical vision. This is why vision is
often described as 360-degree vision by experienced explorers.
They have simply expanded their individual concept of visual
perception beyond the human physical norm. This is impor-
tant, because it describes how we perceive and interpret our
nonphysical surroundings. Vision and perception are not stat-
ic three-dimensional observations but interactive communica-
tions in which our mind determines the meaning of the energy
forms or consciousness that we encounter. In effect, our mind
not only interprets the perceived reality but also influences
and molds it. For example, if you believe that spiritual guides
will appear as monklike beings wearing long robes, you will
likely perceive your nonphysical contacts in that light. If you
believe in alien grays with large eyes and heads, you are pre-
disposed to "see" such an image. This knowledge does not
nullify the reality of the experience; it simply increases our
understanding of it.

Expanding this thought a little further, 1 would like to point
out that we eventually must take responsibility for our thoughts
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and experiences, for we are the cocreators of our perceptions
and our experiences in every dimension of the universe.

| awakened to the shock of a strange being touching me. | was
so scared and paralyzed and tried to scream, and then the
thing disappeared. - KRIS C, TROY, MICHIGAN

Telepathic Communications

The wuniversal form of nonphysical communication is
telepathy. This is experienced as a flow of pictures entering
your mind. Projected mental imagery is a far more precise
method of communication than primitive word symbols; it is
like a movie that also includes thoughts and emotions.

| don't know for sure if this was an out-of-body experience. |
was asleep for the night, and | woke up to find two beings at
the foot of the bed. | don't think they were human, more like
creatures or aliens. One was tall and thin; the other was
shorter and rounder. But they had similar heads and faces.
The taller one said, "Let's go," and waved for me to follow
him. | was not afraid, but | didn't want to go, so | tried to
shake my head no. | got the feeling they were reading my
mind more than anything, because | couldn't feel my head
shake. But they seemed to get the message and left. My hus-
band was sleeping beside me. He didn't see or hear anything
and says | must have been dreaming. It just didn't feel like a
dream to me. - ARLENE G. BRISBANE, AUSTRALIA

Moving Through Physical Objects

Moving through walls, doors, or windows is a common ele-
ment of many out-of-body experiences. In fact, this is one of
the first things | recommend that explorers accomplish after
they gain full conscious control. When out of body, we are
experiencing an extremely subtle energy body that can easily
pass through any dense physical barrier or object.
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| heard a loud electrical sound and floated up ... | moved
and floated right through the wall. - EILEEN B., LAS VEGAS,
NEVADA

Abductees often report that they have been transported into
another reality. They describe this as a waking reality, but one
different from the normal physical world. Those who experience
OBEs often report the same thing. In fact, the statement above is
a good general description of an out-of-body experience.

Missing and Distorted Time

The phenomenon of missing or distorted time is commonly
reported during both OBEs and abductions. This is to be
expected, because linear time does not exist as we understand
it when we leave our physical body. Evidence suggests that out-
of-body and most abduction experiences are actually multi-
dimensional experiences that occur beyond the external
reference points of time.

| was traveling out of my body for some time and was sur-
prised when | returned and looked at the clock and only a few
minutes had passed. - TOBY V., TRENTON, NEW JERSEY

Sense That One Is Not Dreaming or Imagining Things

Out-of-body experiencers frequently make the same state-
ment. They often describe their OBE as a stark reality. According
to the OBE survey conducted by Twemlow, Gabbard, and Jones,
94 percent of respondents stated that their OBE was "more
real than a dream."®

Nobody could ever convince me that my out-of-body experi-
ence was a dream. It was as real as anything I've ever done.

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Seeing Home and the Earth Itself Recede

It's not unusual to hear reports of out-of-body explorers
flying high above their city or town. For many, one of the
most memorable joys of OBEs is the ability to fly free from
the dense limitations of matter. Even though reports of space-
craft are rare, the perception of flight before and during an
OBE is universal. Eighty-one percent of the respondents to
my survey reported flying in a dream as an immediate prelude
to their out-of-body experience. Many believe that flying in a
dream is actually our mind's interpretation of an out-of-body
experience.

| felt the vibrations and surrendered to them. The next instant
| shot up through the ceiling like a rocket. A sense of incredi-
ble speed filled me, and | was floating in space or some kind of
void. - VICKIE W., TACOMA, WASHINGTON

Based on my experience and research, | believe that the
majority of alien-abduction experiences involve multidimen-
sional contact with nonphysical life forms.

In Abduction, Mack makes an interesting statement in refer-
ence to the connection between abduction and OBEs. "The
individual may have an out-of-body experience while others
see that he or she has not left the house."*

OTHER PHENOMENA

There are specific elements of some abduction experiences
that are not normally reported during an OBE. One example is
the report of various intrusive medical procedures administered
under the control of an extraterrestrial. Even though medical
procedures are rarely reported during OBEs, it is interesting
that 33 percent do speak of being touched and even moved by
nonphysical beings. In addition, 46 percent report seeing, feel-
ing, and even speaking to some sort of being near them.

There are also stories of abductees who are taken by some
degree of force. Often this is perceived to be a beam of light
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or some other form of energy used by the alien beings.
Paralysis, floating, and strange humming or buzzing noises
frequently accompany the experience. | would like to point
out that the majority of OBEs also include these kind of phe-
nomena. In addition, a large percentage of the survey respon-
dents considered their OBE to be a startling or even
frightening event, with 46 percent reporting a panic attack
during their OBE. Often this was an initial fear response to
the paralysis and strange sounds that are common elements
of the vibrational state. Both out-of-body experiences and
abductions are spontaneous events that completely shock the
participant. | have had many people tell me that, were they
not aware of the vibrational phenomena associated with
OBEs, they would swear that some external force was creat-
ing their experiences.

It felt like a powerful beam or surge of raw energy spread
through my body, and | was completely paralyzed. | was
absolutely terrified and just wanted it to end. | tried to scream
but couldn't. - JUDY Y., BOSTON, MASSACHUSETTS

Various vibrational-state phenomena are clearly evident in
the following experience.

It began as a dream. In the dream, | was in the backseat of a
car and we were driving along the highway chasing a UFO
that was high and to the right of us. Suddenly | awoke and
couldn't move. | heard the buzzing you talk about, but it was
more of an ear-piercing type of high-pitched scream. It was
very mechanical sounding, and the first thing | thought was
that | was being abducted by aliens. | freaked out. | tried to
scream but couldn't. | tried to thrash about in bed but couldn't,
and after a minute or so of fighting, it was over. | was always
spooked by it and never told anyone about it. - ANDY W.,
ARLINGTON, VIRGINIA
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process opens us psychologically to more and better-controlled
out-of-body experiences.

| found several books with steps and exercises for having an
OBE. After attempting it several times, | woke up at night and
| couldn't move or talk. All I could do was look around my
room. | saw a shadowed figure at the end of my bed. As soon
as it realized | could see it, it drifted off to the left and van-
ished. For a moment | was scared to death and thought | was
going to be abducted by aliens or something. Then | came to
realize what was going on, and all my fears dwindled.

The following experience is an interesting combination of
imagery that combines a classic abduction description with a
common OBE theme.

| woke up on something like an operating table. |1 was sur-
rounded by a circle of intense white light. | recall being loosely
tethered to something - including a pulling feeling in my
abdominal area. Looking to the left, | saw someone seated
with their back to me. | reached out and put my hand on their
shoulder, and they turned around. It was my mother.

PURPOSE OFTHE INCREASING CONTACT PHENOMENA

| believe that the true significance of alien sightings, con-
tact, and abduction rests in the impact these phenomena have
upon the individual and group consciousness of our species.
These interactions in any of their forms have an immediate
impact on the experiencer, whose state of consciousness is
often dramatically altered by the encounter. Experiencers
inevitably view their world and themselves with a new and
broader perspective. Often a new mind-set emerges that ques-
tions the status quo and is driven to acquire additional
knowledge and answers. On many unseen levels contact
experiences may initiate important shifts of consciousness
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and perception that impact the individual in ways we do not
currently understand. These encounters thrust the experiencer
into a dramatically new way of thinking in much the same
way that encounters with angels have influenced humanity
for centuries.

| have witnessed evidence of this shift of consciousness dur-
ing my speaking engagements at various UFO conventions
around the country. In their search for UFO and alien abduc-
tion information, those who are interested in such phenomena
are often introduced to the subjects of out-of-body experi-
ences, multiple dimensions, past-life exploration, and the spiri-
tual nature of reality.

Of one thing | am certain: The underlying purpose of the
worldwide increase in reported alien phenomena is to be found
in consciousness itself. All observed phenomena are the direct
result and manifestation of consciousness. As a species, we are
being methodically prepared for and guided toward a signifi-
cant shift in our group consciousness.

As we evolve, the time for subtlety is rapidly drawing to an
end. As the evolution of consciousness accelerates, so will
reports of extraterrestrial sightings and contact experiences.
The universe is a continuum of consciousness that uses every
available opportunity to awaken the masses of people till
wandering within the physical labyrinth. If the outer image of
an angel or an alien is effective in awaking our potential, such
images will continue to appear.

Out-of-body exploration provides substantial evidence that
we are evolving beyond the dense limits of matter. Is it not pos-
sible that some other species may have already achieved this
evolutionary leap? | contend that all life-forms are slowly evolv-
ing beyond the need for biological form. Eventually we will
recognize and consciously explore our multidimensional nature
and take our place in the magnificent thought-responsive reali-
ties of the universe.

If you are seriously interested in experiencing and compre-
hending the phenomena of extraterrestrial contact, | strongly
suggest that you become skilled at out-of-body exploration.
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A Brief History of
Out-of-Body Experiences

The very beginning, the intrinsic core, the essence,
the universal nucleus of every known high religion . . .
has been the private, lonely, personal illumination,
revelation, or ecstasy of some acutely sensitive
prophet or seer.

ABRAHAM MASLOW, RELIGIONS VALUES AND PEAK EXPERIENCES

Throughout history, adventurous individuals who have had
out-of-body experiences have molded our religious and spiri-
tual beliefs. The early prophets of every religion recorded and
interpreted their spiritual experiences according to the cultural
and religious viewpoints of their day. Thus for thousands of
years out-of-body experiences have been revered as holy and
transcendental, and often viewed as a profound communion
with God. In every corner of the world sacred texts describe
incredible spiritual journeys to dimensions that exist beyond our
vision. Out-of-body experiences are described in many of
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mankind's oldest written documents, including the twenty-five-
hundred-year-old Egyptian Book of the Dead. In this ancient
text the Egyptians detail the separation of the subtle body, which
they referred to as the "Ba," from the denser body, caled the
"Ka"' (fig. 2). In Egypt, some of mankind's most ancient pic-
tographs clearly display the separation of the soul from the body.

EARLY CULTURES

The separation of consciousness from the body was of great
importance to many early cultures. The earliest civilizations of
Greece, Rome, India, and China al speak of individuals who
traveled into the heavenly dimensions. On his deathbed the
renowned philosopher Socrates was reported to have said,
"And what is the purification but the separation of the soul
from the body?' During the third century BC. Plato wrote
about adventures into the unseen dimensions in book 10 of the
Republic. He gives a detailed account of a Greek soldier named
Er, who moments before he is about to be cremated awakens

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caught up to the third heaven." Paul's use of the phrase "third
heaven" displays his personal knowledge of the multiple spiri-
tual dimensions and out-of-body exploration. In Revelation
1:10, John describes one of his out-of-body experiences when
he says, "I was caught up in the spirit on the Lord's Day and
heard behind me a voice as loud as of a trumpet.” He then goes
on to detail his incredible adventure in the thought-responsive
areas of the inner dimensions.

It should be noted that such early biblical phrases as "noise
of the Lord rumbling" and "voice as loud as of a trumpet"
reported by Ezekiel, John, Paul, and many other prophets could
easily be descriptions of the vibrational sounds commonly
described today during separation from the body. This coin-
cides with the descriptions of modern out-of-body experiences.
The results of my OBE survey indicate that 85 percent of the
sixteen thousand participants reported sounds such as buzzing,
roaring, or humming as an immediate prelude to their experi-
ence. Often these sounds are described as extremely loud and
emanating from the head. Another national survey by Twemlow,
Gabbard, and Fowler indicated that the reported sounds are
distributed as follows: buzzing (the most common), 29 percent;
roaring, 19 percent; and music or singing, 16 percent.? The
multiple survey results provide additional evidence that many
of the early spiritual leaders were indeed experiencing out-of-
body journeys.

One of the most famous quotations from the New Test-
ament is Jesus' statement in John 3:3: "You must be born
again to enter the kingdom of heaven." For hundreds of years
there has been an ongoing dialogue regarding the meaning of
this powerful statement. Religious sects and scholars have
interpreted these words to mean a total mental and emotional
commitment to Jesus. Unfortunately, they are interpreting a
mystical observation using an intellectual mind-set. What is
often overlooked is that Jesus, Muhammad, and others were
spiritual explorers and mystics of the highest order. They were
spiritual explorers who refused to blindly follow the estab-
lished religious beliefs. Each of these great spiritual leaders
was not just a believer in God, but experienced God. It is very
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likely that traveling out of body was a common practice for
each of them.

EARLY SPIRITUAL EXPLORERS

Five centuries after the birth of Jesus, Muhammad, the
founder of Islam, described himself as riding a magnificent
stalion through what he called "the seven heavens." Each
dimension that Muhammad encountered is described in
detail. He speaks of seven incredible dimensions, each radi-
ating different brilliant colors. He describes wondrous areas
made of pure flowing light as well as hell-like, frightening
environments. An examination of these accounts makes it
clear that the personal beliefs and perceptions of reality of
these early spiritual explorers influenced what they per-
ceived when out of body. In other words, our modern reli-
gious beliefs were heavily influenced by the way the early
prophets interpreted the nonphysical environments they
experienced.

Today Muhammad would likely see himsdlf riding in a mag-
nificent white vehicle instead of a horselike animal throughout
the spiritual dimensions of the universe. Instead of John saying
in Revelation, "I was in the spirit," he would likely say, "I was
out of body." This knowledge does not diminish the inspired
writings of our early spiritual explorers; it only provides addi-
tional insight into the unseen meaning of these explorations.
Many of the early spiritual leaders who influenced and molded
our mgjor religions were out-of-body explorers. They docu-
mented their nonphysical journeys in accordance with the cul-
tura and religious perceptions of their day. There are many
pardlels between the lives of Ezekia, John, Zoroaster, and
Muhammad. All of these men describe similar out-of-body
explorations into unseen dimensions of the universe.

PERSIAN SUFIS

The twelfth-century Persian Sufis were well known for
inducing deep trance states and exploring "the land where spirits
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dwell." In their writings they speak of the "alan almithal,"
dimensions created by thought. Numerous spiritual teachers or
guides, called the imam, inhabit these invisible realms. What is
especially interesting is that in the Sufi teachings the nonphysi-
cal environments and cities are described as very real and are
created by the group consciousness or imagination of the
inhabitants. In addition, the residents of these unseen lands
possess subtle energy or thought bodies. The magnificent reali-
ties that the Sufis so eloquently describe coincide with descrip-
tions provided by modern out-of-body explorers.

One of the great Sufi poets, Hafiz, began to have profound
out-of-body experiences at an early age. At the age of nine he
had his first such experience: "I refused to tell the family that
the spirit [consciousness] left my body and visited God to
receive instructions in this life." In his writing he details
numerous spiritual journeys: "God rewarded my devotion
hundreds of times. Many times | was in deep meditation, my
body in my room, my soul in the great heavens with God." The
writings of Hafiz and Rumi, another Sufi poet, as well as those
of Zoroaster and Muhammad contain powerful examples of
the benefits received from out-of-body exploration.

SWEDENBORG

The Swedish scientist and mystic Emanuel Swedenborg was
born in 1688. He became well known throughout Europe as
the Leonardo da Vinci of his time. He spoke nine languages
and was an inventor, mathematician, and astronomer.
Swedenborg wrote some twenty texts on various topics includ-
ing chemistry, metallurgy, and physics. Later in his life he
became famous for his ability to leave his body and visit the
heavenly realms. During his countless out-of-body journeys he
documented encounters with the "spirit world" and detailed
communication with angels and various nonphysical beings.
He vividly describes his explorations of multiple levels of heav-
en and how he would move between the energy levels by way
of steps. His writings describe beautiful environments in which
time and space were no longer relevant. Swedenborg illustrated
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different nonphysical environments and magnificent areas that
he called realms of "streaming light."

It has pleesed the Lord to . . . open theinteriors of my mind or
spirit, whereby | have been permitted to be in the spiritua
world with angels, and at the same time in the natural world
with g)eople, and this now [has happened for] twenty-seven
years.

YOGI MASTERS

In more modern times, many of the Yogi masters speak of
transcending the flesh and exploring unseen spiritual dimen-
sions. One of the most influential Yogis was Si Y ukteswar, a
well-respected Hindu holy man who died in 1936. Y ukteswar
would speak eloquently of visiting invisible dimensions com-
posed of "various subtle vibrations of light and color" that are
"hundreds of times larger than the physica cosmos." He
described in detail how nonphysical inhabitants communicate
by a form of telepathy he called "light pictures." Reports from
many of today's out-of-body explorers confirm these observa-
tions.

Another example is the Yogi Paramahansa Y ogananda. He
is well known throughout the West as the founder of the Sdf-
Realization Fellowship and author of the best-selling book
Autobiography of a Yogi, published in 1946. In his writings he
describes how he separated from his body and actually met his
deceased guru Si Y ukteswar.

VARIOUS CULTURAL DESCRIPTIONS

The anthropologist Erika Bourguignon, conducting a cross-
cultural survey in the early 1970s, obtained data from 488
societies around the world. She found that some form of out-
of-body state of consciousness or disassociation existed in 89
percent of al the cultures sampled.* The fact that this experi-
ence is so widespread is reflected in the number of societies
that have had a name for the subtle body that separates during
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of the spirit body to journey beyond the physical during dreams
and vision quests. An example of this is the tribal leader Black
Elk, well known for his ecstatic out-of-body travels.

SHAMANISM

Based on my travels and contact with several South Amer-
ican shamans, there is a clear connection between out-of-body
experiences and the ancient practice of shamanism. In a sense
shamanism may be the oldest known spiritual practice still
existing today. In brief, the shaman's role is to interact with
and influence the subtle unseen world. Shamans are often
called upon to provide healing and communication with the
beyond. The quintessential skill of the shaman is the ability to
separate from the dense body and venture into the spirit
world. It is here that they interact with and influence the finer
vibratory levels of reality in order to make adjustments to the
energy field of the person they are working with to help or
heal. During sacred ceremonies shaman will self-induce an
altered state of consciousness though various methods such as
drumming, chanting, and in some cases the imbibing of
medicinal or psychotropic plants and herbs. They then sepa-
rate their consciousness from their physical body and proceed
to make energy shifts to the subtle etheric substructure or
energy field of their patient. This interaction and the resulting
energy adjustment can result in a dramatic physical healing.

According to the anthropologist Michael Harner, the sha-
mans' descriptions of journeys into the afterworld are virtually
identical to certain passages in the Book of Revelation.® It should
be noted that this is also true of the descriptions of modern out-
of-body explorers. During several of my journeys | have encoun-
tered strange beings such as a giant sloth with the face of a dog
and a large winged lion that communicated with me though a
stream of vivid "thought pictures." In many ways modern out-
of-body experiences parallel reports from the early spiritual
explorers, the Book of Revelation, the Koran, and other revered
texts.
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MODERN SPIRITUALITY

Today there are many modern spiritual movements that
acknowledge the importance of out-of-body experiences.
Eckankar, the religion of the light and sound of God, is essen-
tially based on the premise that spiritual growth is accelerated
through the use of self-initiated out-of-body exploration. This
concept of accelerated spiritual evolution through out-of-body
experiences has an ancient history. Today many people pursue
self-initiated out-of-body exploration by themselves and in
small groups.

Most of the religions around the world are essentially based
on the profound out-of-body experiences of a small group of
individuals who consciously explored the spiritual dimensions
of reality. Practically every religious movement known today
refers to out-of-body states of consciousness. Unfortunately,
many people remain unaware of this critical connection that
heavily influenced all religions.

Even the newer religious traditions, such as the Mormon
faith, mention out-of-body states of consciousness. In the Jour-
nal of Discourses, Mormon leader Heber Kimball describes an
experience that occurred to Jedediah Grant when he met his
deceased family in the "spirit world."

He said to me, Brother Heber, | have been into the spirit world
two nights in succession, and of all the dreads that ever came
across me, the worst was to have to return to my body, though
| had to do it. He saw his wife, she was the first person that
came to him. He saw many that he knew, but did not have con-
versation with any but his wife, Caroline. She came to him and
he said that she looked beautiful and had their little child, that
died on the plains, in her arms, and said "Mr. Grant, hereislit-
tle Margaret; you know that the wolves ate her up; but it did
not hurt her, here sheis al right."

TWENTIETH-CENTURY WRITERS

Several modern writers have contributed to a resurgence of
interest in out-of-body exploration with their writings. Sylvan

Muldoon, Yram, Robert Crookall, Oliver Fox, Robert
Monroe, and others have written fascinating accounts of their
out-of-body adventures. Other well-known writers who have
reported having OBEs include D. H. Lawrence, Jack London,
Goethe, Aldous Huxley, Fred Alan Wolf, Michael Talbot,
Michael Crichton, and Richard Bach, to name a few.

Muhammad, Swedenborg, the Sufis, Yogi masters, shamans,
the biblical saints, and modern out-of-body travelers have dl
explored the subtle realms of the universe. They have al expe-
rienced the multidimensional universe and have described
what they encountered there based on their individual cultural
viewpoint. These cutting-edge explorers traveled far beyond
the established norms of science and religion. They blazed a
trail that al of humanity must eventually follow. Their explo-
ration is critically important to us, because there is no escaping
the fact that each of us will eventualy return to the inner
dimensions of reality as we experience the ultimate out-of-
body adventure - that is, death.

When you examine the lives of the great spiritual leaders you
find that they al had one thing in common: All experienced
profound personal spiritual adventures beyond the limits of
their bodies. Their lives were not directed by the prevailing reli-
gious and social beliefs but based upon their individual experi-
ences and the insights they gained from those explorations.
Many of these great spiritual explorers were considered radicals
because they didn't follow the established religious norms of
their day. Most important, the great spiritual explorers were not
just believers; they were courageous explorers of consciousness,
explorers of the unseen dimensions of God.

SPIRITUAL DIRECTION

The doctrine-immersed theologians who dominate today's
religious traditions may never truly comprehend or experience
the mystical explorations of Jesus, Muhammad, and others.
The simple act of memorizing religious texts or just believing
in words does not bring wisdom, understanding, or an
authentic spiritual awakening. It requires true courage to
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multidimensional existence. The great history of out-of-body
exploration is just beginning to be written, and at its core this
history is truly about the evolution of consciousness beyond the
facade of matter.
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A New Vision of Death and Dying

To civilize death, to bring it home and make it no
longer a source of dread, is one of the great challenges
of the age. Gradually, dying may come to hold again
the place it used to occupy in the midst of life: not a
terror, but a mystery so deep that man would no more
wish to cheat himself of it than to cheat himself of life.

THE NATURAL DEATH HANDBOOK

I s it possible that the most transformational single event of
your life may occur at the moment of your death?

SPIRITUAL AWAKENING AT DEATH

Today many people are beginning to understand that they
create their own reality by the way they focus their thoughts
and actions. They are often surprised to discover that they can
use this same ability to influence the most important transition
of consciousness - their death.

Few of us think about the process of death. In fact, many
people in our youth-dominated culture intentionally avoid the
subject of death as much as possible. In the world of medicine,
the death of a patient is often looked upon as a failure of modern
science. Of course, those of us who have had out-of-body and
near-death experiences know better. We know from firsthand
experience that after we die, we continue to exist and flourish in
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a higher vibratory dimension of reality. We know with certainty
that death is an essential transition of consciousness.

Most people live their entire lives in total ignorance of their
"final destination." They worry about and try to plan every
detail of every day but leave the most important event in their
existence to fate. It's as if they are on an eighty-year cross-
country journey but possess no knowledge of their final desti-
nation. Of course, some people believe that if they accept the
proper faith, obeying the established rules of their religious tra-
dition, they will magically end up in heaven or paradise. This
rather simplistic view has become the accepted norm in most
modern cultures.

One of the oldest and most universally accepted beliefs is that
there are a variety of afterlife environments that we may enter at
death, based on our actions during our lives. The commonly
held assumption is that we automatically go to the afterworld
that is in sync with our personal spiritual evolution or vibratory
rate. In addition, many fed that we have no control over our
ultimate destination, so it is not worthy of much thought.

Surprisingly, many of the established religions of the world
do not adequately address this important subject. They simply
provide a few prayers for the dead and comforting words for
the living; the transition of death is largely left in the loving
arms of God. As you will see, this was not always the case.

ANCIENT SPIRITUAL PERSPECTIVES

Revered texts like the Egyptian Book of the Dead and the
Tibetan Book of the Dead were written to provide extensive
instruction and guidance for the "journey of soul at death.”
Spiritual leaders from divergent cultures have gone to great
lengths to document detailed and elaborate methods for influ-
encing and assisting the soul's journey to its final destination.

Many ancient tombs and burial places are inscribed with spe-
cific directions, maps, and advice for making the journey. One of
the oldest written texts, the five-thousand-year-old Egyptian
Papyrus of Ani contains information about the transition of
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death and the separation of the Ba-soul from the body. Numer-
ous cultures throughout history have given this subject consid-
erable thought and determined that external guidance can
influence the transition of consciousness that occurs at death.

THE TI BETAN BOOK OF THE DEAD

The Tibetan Book of the Dead is one of the best-known texts
detailing the transition of consciousness at death. The title of this
eighth-century reference, in the native tongue of its writers, is
Bardo Thodal, meaning "Liberation by Hearing on the After-
Death Plane.” In a sense this is a training manual to provide
preparation and guidance for the separation of consciousness
from the body at the point of death. This book is to be read
aloud to people who are going through the process of dying to
provide detailed assistance for navigating the various transition-
al stages of consciousness. The basic objective is to help direct
the consciousness of those dying to the highest possible state of
awareness, so that the higher spiritual realms of the universe are
experienced and achieved.

The Tibetan Book of the Dead thus instructs us to assist the
dying by providing detailed spiritual guidance. The following
extract from this book offers a brief example of what a Tibetan
Buddhist would read to a loved one nearing death. This and
other phrases are repeated to the dying person in order to
impress it on the mind as much as possible.

O nably born [insert name], the time hath how come for thee
to seek the Path. Thy breathing is about to cease. Thy guru hath
st thee face to face before with the Clear Light; and now thou
art about to experience it in its Reality in the Bardo state,
wherein dl things are like the void and cloudless sky, and the
naked, spotless intellect is like unto a transparent vacuum with-
out circumference or centre. At this moment, know thou thy-
sdf; and abide in that state."

Throughout the Tibetan Book of the Dead, the basic premise
of the instruction is to direct our awareness to the "Clear Light"
beyond all three-dimensional concepts of shape and form. This
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point is emphasized again with the phrase "transparent vacuum
without circumference or centre." The Tibetan masters clearly
understood that most people experience the Bardo state (i.e.,
the astral state and body) immediately following death. They
are essentially instructing the dying to focus their undivided
attention upon their formless spiritual essence that exists far
beyond the astral, or Bardo, body. They are directing the soul to
bypass the astral plane and embrace the formless essence of
pure spirit.

THE BARDO BODY

The spiritual observations of the early Tibetan monks are
remarkably similar to observations from other cultures. For
example, modern out-of-body and psychic explorers confirm
the description, function, and energy systems of the Bardo
body. Today, the Bardo body is commonly called the astral or
etheric body or sometimes the densest energy body. This non-
physical body is an energy duplicate of the physical one and
contains various energy centers. The early Tibetans' descrip-
tion of the "psychic nerve system" in their Book of the Dead
clearly displays their advanced knowledge of the chakras, or
energy centers, so essential to all life.

The Bardo body, formed of matter is an invisible or ethereal-
like state, is an exact duplicate of the human body, from
which it is separated in the process of death. Retained in the
Bardo body are the consciousness-principle and the psychic
nerve system (the counterpart... of the physical nerve system
of the human body).?

This knowledge is important in our spiritual development
because the Bardo body is the energy body that is experienced
during most out-of-body adventures.

One of the keys to initiating a profound experience beyond
the body is our ability to stimulate and open the psychic nerve
system, or chakras. Additional information about thisis pre-
sented in chapter 9, "The Direct Path to the Soul."
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A NEW VISION OF SPIRITUAL EMPOWERMENT

In addition to ancient spiritual teachings, dramatic evidence
obtained from out-of-body explorations provides a new per-
ception of death and dying. The ultimate journey and destina-
tion of soul is not a smple predestined event that we must
endure, but a highly creative process. At death we are not pow-
erless victims, but rather interactive participants in a wondrous
and natural transition of consciousness. Let us awaken to a new
vision of death and dying.

THE TYPICAL TRANSITION

The average person approaches their death with no con-
scious knowledge or understanding of their fina destination.
As death approaches, they may experience some degree of fear
and uncertainty, followed by a brief state of confusion and dis-
orientation. After fina separation from the body, they are
often met by loved ones who have already made the transition.
This is a wonderful and joyous reunion. The newly deceased
are reunited with past friends and loved ones, and are immedi-
ately reassured that everything will be all right. In time, they
reorient themselves to their new reality. Many people are sm-
ply relieved and overjoyed to discover that they realy do con-
tinue to exist after death and, as a result, gladly accept the first
nonphysical reality they experience as their "new spiritual
home." After a short time, new arrivals adapt to their environ-
ment. They are, of course, happy and content within their new
spiritual home. And why not? These nonphysical dimensions
are extremely pleasant when compared with the physical
world. There is no disease, starvation, or physical death as we
know it. Many of earth's most beautiful environments and vis-
tas both present and past are available to be explored and en-
joyed. "Life" is good. One experiences a much-needed respite
from the heavy trials and tribulations so common in the physi-
ca world.

However, there is one very serious problem with this comfort-
ing scenario that few are aware of and no one addresses. You
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have just accepted and adapted to a thought-consensus environ-
ment on the astral plane. You have just accepted a reflection of
spirit instead of the true essence of it. You have done what hil-
lions have done before you. You have merged your conscious-
ness with a nonphysical reality far from your true spiritual
home. By doing so you essentially guarantee the continuation of
your form-based existence and your reincarnation. The end
result is that most people accept the denser spiritual realities of
the astral plane as their new home. They settle for and adapt to
the physical-like areas of the astral plane because these environ-
ments are familiar and comfortable. Thus they chain themselves
to the astral realms of form and substance, and the ancient cycle
of rebirth is maintained and assured.

THE IMPORTANCE OF BEING SPIRITUALLY PROACTIVE

Today, many people travel through life without clear spiri-
tual direction. They cling to the popular religious beliefs of
their culture. They settle for tradition and faith instead of
seeking personal spiritual experience. The same holds true for
the journey of death. We possess the inherent ability to influ-
ence and direct our spiritual progress and our transition.
When we become spiritually proactive, we also have the abili-
ty to assist others.

| propose that we go beyond just providing comfort to the
dying. We possess the God-given ability to assist and guide our
loved ones to a higher state of consciousness before, during,
and after the process of death. At present, those near death are
often pumped with drugs and left alone to die "in peace." The
primary emphasis of the family, the church, and the medical
profession is on patient comfort and pain control, while the
critically important issues concerning the transition of con-
sciousness are seldom addressed.

By focusing upon spiritual empowerment, we can embrace a
more evolved approach to death and dying. We have the ability
to do so much more; we can assist our loved ones in making
the ideal transition to a higher state of awareness. However, to
do so we must become more aware of our own abilities.
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ASSISTING THE TRANSITION OF CONSCIOUSNESS

During my workshops, | teach a simple method that can
assist us during the transition of death. As you sit by someone
who is dying, you can help them to go to their higher spiritual
<df, even if they are in a coma or incoherent. Focus upon your
spiritual intention. Use terms that mean pure spiritual essence
to the individual and absolutely know that your uplifting guid-
ance and assistance will be effective.

| am not suggesting an elaborate ceremony or ritual, but
simple direct advice and guidance. Offer suggestions that will
encourage the individual to be open to and experience the spiri-
tual core of their consciousness. As much as possible use terms
that will be understood, but keep in mind that your clear spiritu-
al intention is far more important than the words that are used.

The following example shows that you do not have to be
physically present to assist a transition. Simply direct your
thoughts and guidance to the person, wherever they may be.

Last January | got a call from my mother to come to Las
Vegas. My father was dying. | literally jumped on the first
plane out. Needless to say, | was most upset. All | knew was
that | had to get a message to my father to let him know that |
was on my way to see him. | closed my eyes and projected
myself to my parents house and saw my sister and mother on
either side of my father. My father looked very weak . . . color-
less. It was becoming very hard for him to breathe. At the foot
of his bed | saw pink and white lights. | kept telling my dad to
go to the lights . . . not to be afraid; that it was okay to go any-
time he wanted to. | also told my dad that | loved him and that
my brother - who lives in South Carolina - and | were on our
way to be with him. | tried to help make the transition easy for
him. | left my parents house after | felt my dad become more
relaxed within himself. | opened my eyes and noticed | was
gtill on the plane. About fifteen minutes went by and | felt an
immediate pulling of my body. | saw that | was above the
plane, and | felt an energy inside my body. But this energy |

felt was a loving, peaceful feeling. . . | felt like it was a good-bye
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feeling. | must have been gone for all of forty seconds. When |
plunked down into my body, at first | felt very dizzy and nau-
seous, but | no longer had an anxious feeling. | felt at peace

. . very restful. | immediately looked at my watch. | noticed
thetime. It was 1:30 P.M. I finally got to Las Vegasat 8 P.M.
Pacific time. | got off the plane, and at the gate were my moth-
er and sister. Thefirst thing | asked was, "Is Dad already
gone?" They said yes. | asked them if he had died around 1:30
Eastern time. They said, "Yes. How did you know?" | told
them that Dad had come to me to say good-bye and to tell me
he loved me. We all just embraced and cried. That evening my
sister told me she had felt my presence that morning. She
thought she heard my voice telling my dad to go to the light.
We just looked at one another in awe. - JANET M., CLEVELAND,
OHIO

PREPARING YOURSELF TO PROVIDE ASSISTANCE

To begin, | suggest doing a brief meditation to center and
open your sdf. Ask and allow your sdf to be a clear and open
channel for the unlimited power of God. It is critically impor-
tant to guide and assist our loved ones beyond al aspects of
form. Be aware that any form-based concept or image creates
limitations that can direct the individual to the lower manifes-
tations of spiritual reality. As much as possible, guide your
loved ones beyond al form-based concepts and beliefs.
Encourage them to seek and experience the pure essence of
their being. It isimportant to recognize that we are conditioned
during our physical life to accept various dense forms as our
reality. Even many of our concepts of heaven and God are form
based.

Our form-based preconceptions of reality create defined
limits within the conscious and subconscious mind. The result
is that our awareness is conditioned to accept form-based
reflections of heaven as the real thing. These astral-plane heav-
ens are beautiful environments that incorporate the most mag-
nificent scenery and vistas found on earth. Compared with the
physical world, they are indeed heavenly. However, they are
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but a reflection. Unfortunately, what most people don't realize
is that they "end up" dwelling on the middle to upper astral
realms. They have accepted physical-like forms as reality. Their
identification and obsession with three-dimensional substance
have limited them to the form-based manifestations and reflec-
tions of heaven instead of the pure essence of it. As shocking as
it may sound, this is a common experience for many people
after death. This is why | stress the importance of self-initiated
out-of-body exploration, and why | strongly emphasize the
importance of consciously experiencing our higher selves and
exploring beyond all form-based realities while we are till liv-
ing. Until we do so, we will continue to settle for less than our
spiritual potential and severely limit our personal evolution.

SPIRITUAL GUIDANCE AT DEATH

1. Center and open yourself to the unlimited power of
God - the universe - flowing through you. Sincerely ask
to be an open, receptive channel for the power of God:
"Now | am a clear, open channel for the power of God
flowing through me!" Take your time and allow the
inspiration, thoughts, and words to flow through you.

2. As much as possible, talk about, direct, and guide the
person to dwell upon their spiritual essence beyond all
concepts of form and substance. Focus on spiritual
potential, freedom, beauty, and all the positive aspects
of the approaching adventure.

3. Instruct and guide the person to release and reject all
forms of fear and guilt and to embrace the unlimited
freedom of their spiritual essence.

4. Instruct and guide the person to forgive and release any
person or group that may have harmed them in any
way. For example, they could say: "I sincerely forgive
and release [name] completely and forever. | am free and
| set al free that may have harmed me." The purpose
here is to break the unseen emotional and intellectual
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energy chains that bind us to the density of form and
matter.

Repeat an affirmation or mantra that focuses the person
on their ultimate spiritual goal. Keep this extremely
clear, brief, and in the present tense: "Now | experience
my pure spiritual self!" Use whatever terms will most
mean "pure spiritual essence beyond the manifestations
of form" to the individual.

Maintain this process before, during, and for some time
after the transition is complete.

As you fed yourself or a loved one approaching the transi-
tion point, focus and maintain your undivided attention upon
an affirmation that focuses your awareness upon your spiri-
tual essence. Use language that for you denotes pure spiritual
awareness beyond all form and substance. Make this statement
a powerful mantra in your mind, and remember to keep it in
the present tense. When assisting a loved one, you can adapt
the approach to fit the situation. Your assistance can be given
silently, or verbally if it is acceptable. When assisting a loved
one, add their name as appropriate. The following are a few
examples of effective affirmations.

Now | experience my higher sdf.

Now | experience the highest spiritual aspect of my soul
(consciousness).

Now | experience my true self beyond all thought and
form.

Now | cut all attachments to form.

Now | am reunited with my higher sdf.

Now | experience my spiritual essence.

Now | release all anchors of thought and emotion.
Now | experience the essence of God.

Now | go beyond all form and experience my true spiri-
tual essence.

Now | am one with the pure essence of God.
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* Now | experience my spiritual essence beyond all con-
cepts of form.

* Now | sincerely forgive all others and mysdlf and expe-
rience my higher sdf.

* Now | release al of my attachments to form and experi-
ence my spiritual essence.

* Now | forgive all who may have harmed me in any way
and | release them forever.

* Now | demand to experience my higher sdf now.

* Now | forgive and release mysdlf from all attachments
of the mind and body.

The ided scenario is for severa of the dying person's friends
and loved ones to unite and provide spiritual guidance in shifts
or teams. During a lengthy transition, consider recording your
spiritual advice, guidance, and affirmations. When you are not
able to be present, play the recording by the person's bedside. If
you are not comfortable with recording your own affirma-
tions, you can find professionally created recordings in book-
stores and online.

The Self-Empowerment of Soul

The same principles apply to our individual journey of con-
sciousness. We can influence our state of consciousness at the
transitional moment by directing our awareness to experience
our higher spiritual sdf. As you approach your last breath,
repeat a focused affirmation such as "Now | experience my
higher sdf!" As much as possible, hold this affirmation as your
last conscious thought. Don't underestimate the potential of
this simple technique. The proactive approach to death is far
more effective than the current cultural dominance of fear, loss,
and despair. The perfect mind-set would be to be prepared
both mentally and spiritually and embrace the great adventure
to come. As much as possible, release dl attachments and fear
and embrace the absolute joy and freedom of the ultimate out-
of-body experience.
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Using the Higher-Self Technique

I highly recommend using the "Higher-Self Technique'
described in chapter 4, "Transformational Experiences.”
Remember, the ultimate journey of soul is not death but the
self-realization of our spiritual essence. Eventually we will
make the important transition from religious believer to spiri-
tual explorer.

The following are two examples to help you better under-
stand what you may see or fed during a higher-self or spiritual
experience.

| heard and felt vibrations and then floated out of my body. |
was surprisingly calm, and after a few seconds | decided to do
the higher-self method. | shouted out in my mind, "I experi-
ence my higher self now!" The results were immediate. It's dif-
ficult to describe, but | felt myself, my awareness, pulled
upward at an incredible speed. It felt like | was pulled through
the entire universe and shot through layers of colors. The
intensity was beyond belief, but | didn't back down. The next
thing | knew the motion stopped. | was floating in an endless
sea of stars. It's beyond words to describe, but | felt connected
to everything in the universe. Everything was instantly clear;
everything was here and now. It was pure ecstasy and know-
ing. | didn't want to leave. - TAMMY R., COLUMBUS OHIO

I have been having spontaneous out-of-body experiences for
many years. However, | never attempted to go beyond the
boundaries of my house. After attending your workshop |
decided to take your advice and really explore what is out
there - or should | say in here. During my last OBE | moved
away from my body and demanded "awareness now"; then |
waited for a moment and with all my heart | demanded, "Now
| experience my higher self!" | was launched like a rocket,
moving so fast it scared me. My mind and spirit were stretched
to infinity. Then all of a sudden | was floating in what | can
only describe as an ocean of pure living light. It was incredible,
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a magnificent state of complete bliss. Everything was so peace-
ful. 1 know this must be heaven. | felt like | was floating in the
mind of God and | was absorbing all the love and knowledge
in the universe. It was beyond my wildest expectations.

THE IDEAL PREPARATION FOR SPIRITUAL TRANSITION

Evidence strongly suggests that the very act of having OBEs
is a natural and necessary preparation of consciousnhess in
order to make the transition of death a smoother process. |
firmly believe that spontaneous deathbed OBEs are a universal
method for consciousness to adapt to its new spiritual body
and environment. It is nature's way of providing assistance for
the transition of consciousness that will soon be experienced.
What better preparation for death can there be?

The ideal spiritual preparation is to become an experienced
out-of-body explorer. Each adventure beyond the body provides
valuable insights into our multidimensional nature and our spiri-
tual capabilities. We are truly "born again."

Out-of-body explorers simply do not fear death. They fully
understand that death is a natural and exciting transition of
consciousness. They have a tremendous advantage over the
fearful masses that cling to the density of flesh. This is impor-
tant for many reasons. Out-of-body explorers are prepared for
the thought-responsive dimensions that await us. They are not
paralyzed by fear and negativity or imprisoned by the limits of
the body. As they grow spiritually from their experiences, they
recognize and use their multidimensional abilities on a regular
basis. This is evident when Paul states in the New Testament,
"l die daily." Maybe today he would say, "I leave my body
daily."

As we evolve, we grow beyond our dependence upon the five
physical senses and become more conscious of our spiritual
abilities. The more we embrace and experience our multidimen-
sional nature, the greater is our spiritual freedom both now and
after death. It is up to us to learn how to navigate the unseen
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The Power of Forgiveness

In life and at death we are often our own harshest critic and
judge. There is much talk about forgiveness, but many are
unaware that it is critically important to forgive ourselves for
our perceived sins. Evidence received from near-death and out-
of-body experiences suggests a radically different final-judgment
scenario than is widely accepted today: At death we are not
judged by God or angels on a heavenly throne; instead, we
must face the most demanding judge imaginable, our own spir-
itual sdf. The pure spiritual essence of our consciousness
appraises our development. Our every thought, word, and
deed are known. Our life is an open book where every secret,
every desire is clear and present. The art of forgiveness is often
the practice of self-forgiveness. Don't underestimate the liber-
ating spiritual power of its use.

OBEs:The Natural Process of Soul

To emphasize how natural out-of-body experiences truly are,
| would like to point out that we separate from our bodies dur-
ing sleep. Every night our nonphysical body moves out of phase
with the physical. This natural process allows us to recharge
energetically and spiritually. In addition, those who are
approaching death often begin to have spontaneous OBEs as a
natural prelude to their transition. This phenomenon has been
well documented by Dr. Raymond Moody and other near-death
researchers. | have received numerous reports from hospice
workers and nurses, as well as from friends and loved ones who
have assisted with dying persons. They describe a substantial
increase in out-of-body states of consciousness and communica-
tion with unseen guests as death approaches. The following are
some examples from hospice nurses.

As death approaches, the incidence of deathbed visions and
out-of-body experiences increases substantially. - SALLY J, NEW
YORK, NEW YORK
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sented by stairs, elevators, or some form of energy portals. We
have the ability to assist others to a higher vibrational reality
by escorting or directing them to these energy areas. Be aware
that energy portals can also be created by focused thought.

During one of my recent out-of-body experiences | found
myself in a foggy area filled with people. They seemed to be
confused and lost, and | sensed that a few were angry. One of
these people approached me and asked for directions. This
was odd, since | didn't even know where | was at the time. |
spontaneoudly told them that they had to concentrate and
think their way out of this place. 1 mentally told the group to
create an elevator with their thoughts and ride it up to the top
floor. | somehow knew that this would work. They thanked
me, and then | slammed back into my body. | felt paralyzed for
several moments. - KEVIN R, DALLAS, TEXAS

THE RAPID TRANSITION

One of the most tragic results of a sudden or violent death is
what can immediately occur to the spiritually unprepared.
Sometimes the rapid transition of consciousness that results
from murders, heart attacks, automobile accidents, or other
violent, sudden deaths can propel the dead into a startlingly
new reality so quickly that the individual becomes extremely
disoriented and refuses to accept the dramatic change. Just
imagine: One moment you are driving home after a normal day
of work, and the next you are forcefully ejected into a parallel
reality where you are unable to communicate with the people
you know and are unable to touch the surroundings that you
are accustomed to. You feel fine, your body looks the same, but
you are somehow separated from everything and everyone that
you believe is real. In this scenario it is not uncommon for the
accident or war victim to refuse spiritual assistance and to
attempt to remain as close to the physical world as possible,
clinging to their last perception of reality. Throughout history,
this individual is sometimes identified as a ghost. Our expanded
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knowledge of the process of death can eliminate the confusion
resulting from sudden transitions.

I've had a few out-of-body experiences since | was a teenager,
but by far the most memorable happened a few days after my
cousin died in a car wreck. | felt the vibrations like | was lying
down next to a moving freight train; then it was like whoosh
and | was gitting with my cousin in his car. He seemed con-
fused, and although he didn't say anything, | had the feeling he
didn't know what had happened to him. I'm not very religious,
but | asked him whether he knew how to get to heaven. Right
after | said that, the car sort of melted or faded away. Then
there was a wide beam of light with little stars and sparks in
front of us. | told him, "Follow the light, and don't stop until
you get there" - DONNIE B., PHILADELPHIA, PENNSYLVANIA

One of the great benefits of being a conscious spiritual ex-
plorer is that you are far more prepared for the transition of
death and the thought-response energies that mold our future
home.

TAKING RESPONSIBILITY
FOR OUR SPIRITUAL EVOLUTION

As we grow, we must take responsibility for our personal life
and our spiritual evolution. It's not enough to simply believe,
hope, and pray. We must act by taking focused spiritual action,
for we possess the God-given ability to experience and enjoy
the ultimate spiritual realities. However, it is up to us to recog-
nize and experience our full creative and spiritual potential.
Nothing stands in our way but our own self-induced limita-
tions. The sooner we embrace our spiritual responsibility, the
faster we will reclaim our place in the pure realms of spirit.

There is an old saying that you will continue to get what you
always got if you continue to think as you always thought. |
believe that the same principle applies to our spiritual evolu-
tion. Continuing on the popular path of belief instead of open-
ing our minds to our unlimited spiritual potential will only
ensure the status quo.
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TAKING SPIRITUAL ACTION

This is why it is so important that we consciously recognize
and exercise our personal creative and spiritual abilities. Our
thoughts build our reality in every dimension of the universe.
Many people never recognize this universal truth because the
density of matter slows the creative manifestation of thought
and obscures this fact. The dense molecular surroundings make
the creation process more challenging because it takes longer
for thoughts to influence matter than it does for them to influ-
ence the subtle energies that make up the inner dimensions of
reality. To be creative in the physical world it is necessary for us
to focus and maintain our thoughts for an extended period of
time. This process provides the ideal training ground for con-
sciousness to learn and develop its creative abilities. The entire
physical universe is essentially a slowed-down molecular train-
ing ground designed for the evolution of developing conscious-
ness.

It is essential that we take spiritual action in order to propel
our consciousness away from the dense gravity field of matter.
The great spiritual masters throughout history were well aware
of this fact. Buddha instructed us to detach from the physical
world and release the attachments and desires that bind us to
matter. Jesus taught us to seek first the kingdom of God with
all our heart and our entire mind. If you examine the teachings
of any spiritual master you will hear a resounding call for spiri-
tual action. Belief and faith are only the first steps of spirituali-
ty. Granted, belief is an important first step, but belief alone
was never intended to be the sole core of religion and spiritual -
ity. Jesus, Buddha, Muhammad, and other enlightened spiritu-
al leaders never taught us to become dependent upon
man-made beliefs. Their lives were vibrant examples of person-
al spiritual action and spiritual exploration. Ask yourself this
critical question: Are you content to settle for man-made tradi-
tions and beliefs, or are you ready to take the next step in your
spiritual evolution?

For many, the important next step in our personal develop-
ment is direct spiritual action. This action can manifest itself in
many different ways such as meditation or breath work.
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However, one of the most effective methods of spiritually
empowering ourselves is to practice the methods and tech-
niques of self-initiated out-of-body exploration.

A NEW PHILOSOPHY

Let us embrace a new philosophy of death and dying.
Instead of fear, let us fedl joy, for we know that we continue to
live and grow beyond the dense illusion of flesh. Our exit from
this temporary stage is a glorious return to our true spiritual
home. Let us open our hearts and minds to the formless void of
pure spiritual consciousness. Let us accept and embrace the
journey of death as another self-empowering out-of-body
experience to the very spiritual core of our consciousness. This
is a magnificent opportunity for us to go beyond the astral
plane and all form-based realities. As the Tibetan Buddhists
would say, let us enter the "clear light of the void."

| believe that the elimination of our fears concerning death
and dying is a major step forward for all humankind. Slowly, a
new vision of life, death, and our multidimensional nature is
emerging. We are awakened to the fact that death is a natural
transition of consciousness, a continuation of life.

Just imagine the potential benefits that are attainable
through conscious out-of-body travel. You approach death
with a clear knowledge that you are immortal. You are
empowered to focus upon your spiritual goals and actions
instead of your fears. As you approach your final physical
breath, you concentrate on your clear spiritual intentions and
goals. As the moment draws near, you mentally focus on and
demand to experience your highest spiritual essence: "Now |
experience my spiritual essence!™ Your spiritual goals are firm-
ly set in place as you separate from your body and move rapid-
ly inward through layers of energy and color to the very core of
your spiritual sdf. The possibilities are limitless, but we must
be empowered to take positive action.

The Tibetans understood that the Bardo, or astral body, is an
energy duplicate of the physical body. They were also well aware
that a large percentage of humanity clings to this energy body at
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death. The great challenge is to break free from our attachments
to form and substance. We must empower our sdf to go beyond
the astral and embrace the formless essence of soul.

Those who doubt the potential or speed of this spiritual
awakening process should keep in mind that time and space
are fleeting perceptions based only in matter. Soul or pure
awareness simply is. Soul exists beyond the concepts of time,
space, and form. No external force is keeping us from the spiri-
tual realms. We have separated ourselves from self-realization
and God realization. We possess the God-given ability, through
our focused spiritual actions, to experience our spiritual
essence right now. For many the unseen gravity field they must
escape is their personal attachment to all form and substance.
Their state of consciousness and their obsession with the tem-
porary forms around them impede their progress toward their
true spiritual home.

When you examine the sacred texts throughout history you
discover that the central theme of all religious traditions is an
awareness of the unseen dimensions that are commonly called
heavens and the recognition that our consciousness or soul
continues beyond the physical body. What is so often forgot-
ten is the fact that these critically important observations were
obtained by spiritual explorers who possessed the courage to
explore beyond the limits of the physical body. To arrive at
these important conclusions, they had to consciously tran-
scend the physical body. The answers to the truly important
questions of our existence - Where do we go at death? Where
do we come from? What is our purpose? What are we? - are
not found in the physical world. Nor are they found in books.
We find these answers only through spiritual experience
beyond the physical body.

In the midst of transition, many people actually make a
statement describing their "vision" of the afterlife. The follow-
ing are examples of what some well-known people have
reported seeing as they exited their physical body.

THE POWER OF SPIRITUAL ACTION

| am often asked what | will do when | take my final breath.
This is a critically important question that too few people ask
themselves today. My answer is this: "l will demand to experi-
ence my higher sdf, my spiritual essence!” | am not content to
simply "go to the light." | am not content to accept past
acquaintances and comfortable surroundings as my new reali-
ty. In fact, | am not content to settle for any form-based reality
as my spiritual home. | absolutely know that there is so much
more available beyond the realms of form. There exist magnifi-
cent dimensions of living light simply waiting for us; al we
need do is awaken and accept their reality. Two powerful
truths are apparent. First, all form is but a reflection of pure
spirit. Second, we are not helpless victims of an external force
that dictates or directs our reality and our lives, we are
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bestowed with the power of free will and the ability to take
spiritual action. Why would you settle for a pale reflection of
reality when the pure realms of spirit are always present?

Let us begin to take responsibility not only for our physica
life but for our afterlife as well. We determine the redlities that
we accept and cocreate. So, from this moment on, let us be
aware and choose well.

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possess a primal drive to experience and know our true essence
beyond the facade of matter.

The soul exists at a much higher frequency than matter. It
dwells beyond emotions, thought, form, and substance as we
know them. The soul can be viewed as pure awareness, com-
pletely independent of linear time and space. Because of the
soul's extremely subtle nature, it requires a method or mecha-
nism in order to interact within the denser areas of the uni-
verse. The soul accomplishes this interaction by effectively
using different energy vehicles as tools of expression. These
energy vehicles include our biological bodies, our emotions,
and our thoughts both conscious and subconscious.
Essentially, these energy forms allow us to project, interact
with, and express our awareness in the denser dimensions of
the universe. In a very real sense the soul is extending its
awareness throughout the multidimensional universe by the
use of these energy vehicles or bodies of consciousness. The
soul uses them to effectively interact within the outer dimen-
sions of the universe.

The following list presents an overview of the reported phe-
nomena associated with authentic spiritual experiences. | use
the word authentic because the physical world is filled with
those who pretend to have spiritual experiences and claim to be
consciously connected to spirit. We have all witnessed their
antics on television. Today many people have no idea what it is
like to have an authentic spiritual experience.

COMMON ELEMENTS OF
AUTHENTIC SPIRITUAL EXPERIENCES

» Consciousness shifts inward and away from the physical
body and its senses. This shift often manifests itself as an
altered or trance state followed by out-of-body and
expanded states of consciousness.

» The physical body often appears to be in a deep state of
trance or sleep.

» They are preceded by the withdrawal of consciousness
from the physical senses. Vibrational and Kundalini
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phenomena such as sounds, energy surges, and paralysis
are often experienced.

» There is an awareness of expanded modes of inner per-
ception. These may include 360-degree vision, vivid
imagery, and direct knowledge that expands beyond
form. Images and thoughts may be experienced simulta-
neously.

» Thereis an overwhelming sense of pure love - a pure
state of being that surpasses all form and thought.

» There is a conscious connection to al existence.

» Thereis an awareness of a completely nonphysical, non-
form-based reality. This reality may manifest itself as an
ocean of light, a loving void, or a magnificent transcen-
dent presence.

» There is recognition of an enhanced form of communi-
cation by direct knowing or pure awareness.

» There is a complete disassociation or release from the
physical body and the ego. The concepts and limits of
time, space, and form are transcended.

THE UNSEEN NATURE GF MANKI ND

We are far more complex than the established concepts of
body, mind, and soul. Each of us is an incredibly expansive
multidimensional being. We possess many different energy
bodies consisting of different vibrational frequencies. The
physical body is of course the outermost and densest of our
bodies. The energy form that many people experience during
an out-of-body adventure is essentially the first inner energy
body or subtle energy mold of our physica form. The non-
physical body that many experience during an OBE can be
viewed as an energy duplicate. Many refer to it as the etheric or
astral body, the vital sheath, or the Bardo body. In a sense this
subtle body acts as a transformer to step down the higher fre-
qguencies of soul into the density of flesh. There are specific
energy adjustments and changes that are necessary in order for
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our awareness to transfer from the dense physical body to the
subtle nonphysical and spiritual bodies within us.

CHAKRAS AND THE SPIRITUAL EXPERIENCE

The first subtle spiritual body contains seven primary energy
centers, commonly called chakras. You can think of these ener-
gy centers as a transference system for nonphysical energies.
Chakras and the various energy bodies make it possible for the
extremely subtle, higher-frequency energies of soul to flow into
the denser areas of the universe. This system is essentially
nature's way of providing an effective method for the subtle
spiritual energies to enter and sustain the denser vehicles of
soul. Chakras function similarly to organic valves that control
and distribute the flow of life-giving energy into our body.
When one or more of our chakras are stimulated, they begin to
open, resulting in the flow of nonphysical energy. This unseen
energy process marks the beginning of the well-known phe-
nomenon known as the vibrational state (fig. 3). The commonly
reported sounds, sensations, and vibrations so often experi-
enced during the initial stages of an out-of-body adventure are
the direct result of this massive energy flow. Nonphysical ener-
gy floods our etheric body, causing it to expand, and initiates
the conditions required for the occurrence of an out-of-body
experience.

Generally this entire process occurs rather quickly, with
many people reporting that it takes only ten to sixty seconds to
move from the beginning of the vibrational state to separation
from the body. The more comfortable we are with the process,
the more open we are to it, the faster it seems to occur. The key
to enjoying the full benefits of this magnificent energy flow is
to surrender to the process. Simply allow the energy to expand
throughout your body without analyzing the process. In a
sense, go with the flow. Many people, shocked by the intensity
of the energy flow, focus their attention on their physical body.
Unfortunately, this immediately shuts down the entire process.
As you will see, our response to this inner energy flow will
often determine the results we achieve.

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explorers became proficient at transcending the flesh and shift-
ing their awareness throughout the various energy dimensions
of the universe. For example, John's vividly described experi-
ences as recounted in the Book of Revelation, be they perceived
as positive or negative, were firsthand accounts of his out-of-
body explorations of the inner dimensions of the universe. John
shifted his awareness from his physical body to his inner subtle
energy body in order to consciously interact with the environ-
ments in that dimensional reality. At the very core of al true
spiritual experiences is this essential interdimensional shift of
awareness. This shift of consciousness is at the heart of out-of-
body exploration!

FOCUSED SPIRITUAL ACTION

Spiritual adventures are not random mystical events that
only a few lucky individuals experience. In order for us to have
profound adventures and become authentic spiritual explorers,
it is absolutely essential that our awareness move internally
from the physical to the nonphysical. A spiritual experience is
the natural act of withdrawing our awareness from the physi-
cal body and consciously reuniting with our spiritual essence.
It is the direct result of specific and focused actions of con-
sciousness, and it is available to all of us.

First, we must recognize and accept our ability to have a
profound spiritual experience now. It's important to embrace
this very moment and not some vague time in the future.
Second, we must learn how to expand our awareness beyond
the confines of the physical body and its senses. Third, we must
consciously transcend the dense limits of flesh. And finally, we
must continue this inner exploration of our consciousness until
we experience union with the very core of our spiritual essence.

One essential truth is evident: We must either consciously
transcend the dense body or remain a prisoner of it. The ultimate
spiritual goal for billions of people is to transcend the outer rem-
nants of soul and experience union with their true spiritual
essence. The word yoga means "union" in ancient Sanskrit. Of
course, this conscious union with God is the ultimate purpose of
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al true spiritual paths and practices. This ultimate union is
achieved by the inner-dimensional movement of consciousness
from the physical to the spiritual source within us.

FOCUSING UPON INNER EXPLORATION

The ever-changing beliefs of our society have little bearing
on an authentic spiritual experience. This ultimate spiritual
awakening can occur in any culture or in any belief system if
the individual has the courage and drive to explore beyond the
limits of the body. In fact, mastery is earned by those unique
individuals who have expanded their consciousness beyond the
dense outer covering of soul and maneuvered their awareness
throughout the multidimensional universe until they have fully
experienced their true spiritual self.

A profound spiritual experience is the direct result of effec-
tive spiritual training and action. Spiritual mastery is often
acquired after many lifetimes of interdimensional exploration
and experience. No matter which path or religion we have cho-
sen to follow, we must transcend the limits of the body to expe-
rience our spiritual essence. This is why mystics and prophets
throughout history have emphasized the necessity of tran-
scending the senses and all attachments to the body. This is
also why many of the great spiritual explorers were often
viewed as rebels in their time. They did not blindly follow the
prevailing religious beliefs and traditions of their day. Instead,
they pursued personal spiritual experience.

THE | NNER- DI MENS| ONAL PATH OF SOUL:
THE JOURNEY OF CONSCI OUSNESS

During an authentic spiritual experience we undergo the
transition of consciousness as we move beyond the outer
physical body and inward toward our true spiritual source.
The first essential step of this magnificent process is to tran-
scend the dense physical body. Then we must systematically
transcend each of the subtle vehicles of our awareness until
we consciously experience the blazing reality of our pure
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awareness - our soul. This process is the inner-dimensional
path of soul (fig. 6).

When you have an out-of-body experience, your awareness
moves or shifts from the physical vehicle to one of your subtle
inner-energy vehicles. For example, when our conscious aware-
ness shifts to our astral body, we experience astral projection.
As we move further inward, we experience the realms of pure
thought and then spirit.

This process of the soul extending its awareness throughout
the various energy dimensions is at the core of al life through-
out the universe. At this moment you are experiencing this
process as you utilize the perception vehicles of your body and
mind to hold, see, and absorb the information in this book.
Your every thought and deed is an expression and extension
of your soul within the inner-dimensional universe. The recog-
nition and conscious exploration of our various multidimen-

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sional bodies is a major leap forward in our spiritual evolu-
tion. When we awaken to and experience our multidimension-
al nature, we take the great leap from being physical creatures
tied to the animal senses to becoming conscious spiritual
beings with unrestricted abilities (fig. 7).

This inner path consists of a series of subtle energy vehicles or bodies. All bodies of
soul function as the necessary expressions and vehicles of consciousness within the
various dimensions of the universe. Each out-of-body adventure is a powerful oppor-
tunity to explore inward and consciously experience our true spiritual essence. This
is the direct path to God within us.

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for anyone seeking sdf- and God realization. No matter what
path you follow, this knowledge and skill will eventually be
required. There is an old saying that there are many paths to
God. This may be true, but all direct paths involve the ability
to transcend the physical limits and consciously connect with
spirit. All true spiritual paths teach the necessity and benefits of
a profound spiritual experience.

Self-initiated out-of-body exploration is a direct and power-
ful path to God realization. Be aware, however, that its very
directness requires an inner spiritual courage and resourceful-
ness that many have yet to obtain. It is not for the timid who
cling to the comfort of established beliefs.

As the new millennium opens, so must we open to and rec-
ognize the reality of our multidimensional nature, for truly
this is our personal spiritual path. The time has come to take
full responsibility for our spiritual growth. The sooner we
awaken to and experience the inner-dimensional path within
us, the sooner we will evolve beyond our animal bodies and
embrace our unlimited abilities to fully experience our spiritu-
al essence. Our spiritual growth and evolution are directly
related to our ability to navigate the multidimensional path
within us.

TRANCE STATES, THE VIBRATIONAL STATE,
AND KUNDALINI EXPERIENCES

There is a direct connection between trance states, the
vibrational state, and Kundalini experiences. They are all nat-
ural preludes to an authentic spiritual experience. Those who
are prepared for the intensity of these states of consciousness
will often experience a rich spiritual connection. Those who
are uninformed about trance and vibrational states of con-
sciousness and inexperienced with them are often startled by
the energy of the experience; many report being frozen with
fear and prematurely ending their pending out-of-body adven-
ture. The key to moving beyond this fear is the accumulation
of accurate information and knowledge. Simply put: The
more prepared you are for the phenomena that occur immedi-
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ately before a spiritual experience, the greater the potential
results.

THE FIRST STEPS IN SPIRITUAL EXPLORATION

The first steps in spiritual exploration involve recognition of
and response to trance-state phenomena. When we explore
inward, we shift our state of consciousness from the physical
body and its senses to the subtle inner world of spirit. During
this process we experience specific changes in our body and
our mind. Our breathing and heart rate slow as our brain-
wave patterns change from the active beta state to the slower
alpha state. As we progress in our inner exploration, our body
and brain waves slow even further into the theta state. At this
point we often experience a feeling of dissociation from the
physical body and its senses and a distortion of time. These
changes in consciousness are often referred to as a trance state
(fig. 8). It is important to recognize that trance states are natu-
ral manifestations of the process of relaxing and focusing our
attention inward.

We live our entire lives perceiving the world through our
outer biological senses. Our physical body is our dense vehicle
of perception, our window to the world around us. What is so

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often forgotten is that our biological body is but a temporary
vehicle of soul, a rather crude and limited tool of conscious-
ness. We essentially use our five physical senses to observe and
interact with the world around us. When we begin to explore
our spiritual essence, we naturally disengage from our physical
senses. Essentially, this process of disengaging from the outer
vehicle of soul creates the trance state.

Each person experiences the trance state differently. A slow-
ing of breathing and a sense of heaviness or lightness often
indicate the beginning of this state. Various phenomena -
including internal energy sensations, sounds, and vibrations -
are associated with this state.

A positive reaction to the energy changes within you will
assist you in taking advantage of every opportunity to explore
beyond your physical body and experience the ultimate adven-
ture. Recognition of and response to the various trance phe-
nomena are important steps in preparation. The following list
will help you recognize the internal sensations and sounds
associated with trance states.

COMMON TRANCE PHENOMENA

» Heaviness or a sinking feeling

» Slowing of breathing

» Distortion of time

» Disassociation from the body

» Unusual tingling or energy sensations

» Kundalini energy experiences

» Voices, laughter, or your name being called out
* Buzzing, humming, or roaring sounds

* Numbness or paralysis in any part of your body
» Weightlessness or spreading lightness

» Any internal vibrations out of the norm

» An electrical-like sense of energy

* Coolness or heat

* Arms or legs floating
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5. Mentally focus and demand to experience your spiritual
essence: "Now | experience my spiritual self!" Use terms
that clearly denote your true spiritual or higher self. Be
completely open to experiencing the result of your
request.

During this process it is common to experience a sense of
rapid inner or upward motion, often accompanied by a feel-
ing of intense movement through layers of light and energy.
Remain calm and enjoy the sensations and motion. The key is
to completely surrender to the inner motions. An authentic
spiritual experience is an amazing journey of consciousness.
The motion that we perceive is often our conscious awareness
moving inward toward the spiritual core of our multidimen-
sional existence.

Our knowledge of and positive response to trance states
provide one of the primary keys to initiating an out-of-body
adventure. During the early years of my OBEs, | was often
startled and sometimes even scared by the intensity of the
trance and vibrational phenomena. As | look back | realize that
| learned the hard way. During the early '70s there was little
information available on this subject, and what written materi-
al there was scarcely mentioned the topic.

After repeatedly experiencing heaviness, vibrations, and
buzzing sounds during meditation, sleep, and dreams and
when practicing out-of-body techniques, | began to realize that
these events are a natural prelude to a spiritual experience. The
unusual vibrations and sounds were some of the best early
indicators that | was ready to explore beyond my physical lim-
its. After several experiences | started to enjoy the vibrations
and even began to look forward to them. In retrospect | realize
that my positive attitude and my positive response toward the
trance phenomena had a major impact on my ability to have
an out-of-body experience. They effectively opened the door to
the ethereal realms within myself. As my anxiety concerning
the energies and sounds slowly turned to anticipation, my per-
sonal ability to explore increased substantially. Eventually |
got to the point where the various trance phenomena were
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welcome friends that heralded the beginning of an exciting
adventure.

| began to recognize different energies and sounds during
deep relaxation, meditation, sleep, and dreams. The intensity of
the phenomena varied. Sometimes they were subtle; at other
times, overpowering. | also found that when | experienced a
mild trancelike state, | could surrender to the experience and
allow it to expand throughout my entire being. For example, on
one occasion | woke in the middle of the night with a slight
vibration at the back of my head. | closed my eyes, completely
relaxed, and enjoyed the sensation. | surrendered to the trance
state and allowed it to spread from the back of my head
throughout my entire body. Slowly a feeling of humbness and
paralysis seemed to spread down my spine and then outward,
enveloping my trunk and limbs. After what seemed like several
minutes, the paralysis enveloped my entire physical body and |
directed myself away from my body. Within seconds | was stand-
ing outside of my body and ready to explore.

This process is completely natural and extremely enjoyable
once we get accustomed to it. In addition, our new understand-
ing and reaction to the various trance states give us an expanded
ability. We can now take advantage of every possible opportuni-
ty to explore beyond our physical limits. Always keep in mind
that the sensations and sounds of the trance state are an impor-
tant reference point that can go a long way toward enhancing
our abilities to have a profound out-of-body experience.

The key to responding to trance-state phenomena is to stay
calm and focused on your spiritual intention. Then mentally
direct yourself to move beyond your physical limits and
demand to have an authentic spiritual experience.

VIBRATIONAL-STATE PHENOMENA

The vibrational state is generally identified with any phe-
nomena that occur immediately before an out-of-body experi-
ence. These include vibrations, strange energy sensations and
surges, sounds, and paralysis. This state is commonly reported
to begin at the head, neck, and stomach areas and then spread
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to envelop the entire body. The vibrations are often accompa-
nied by numbness, paralysis, and noises such as a buzzing, hum-
ming, voices, or a roaring sound. The intensity and duration of
these phenomena varies tremendously. It should be noted that
the vibrational state energies are often reported during
Kundalini experiences and trance states of consciousness. In
fact, the lines between the three often blur beyond recognition.

| was teetering on the edge of sleep, very relaxed, and very
awake. Then it hit me: | was enveloped by the vibration that
precedes full paralysis. This time | paid really close attention
to what it felt like. This is something that distinctly emanated
from deep within my body, especially from inside my head or
neck, and spread everywhere, and not just along the surface.
For lack of a better term, it feels more vibratory than tingly.
The vibration starts at an even, constant level, and then seems
to distinctly flow from one part of the body to the other. Both
feelings, while different, are euphoric in nature. While | had
the experience, | could hear everything that was happening
around me. - LAZLO V., TECUMSEH, MICHIGAN

Some 82 percent of the survey participants reported float-
ing, sinking, or spinning as an immediate prelude to their out-
of-body experience. In addition, 54 percent stated that they felt
vibrations or high-energy sensations in their body during the
early stages of their experience. And 85 percent also reported
strange sounds such as buzzing, humming, or roaring.

As you enter into deep states of relaxation, meditation,
sleep, dreaming, or trance, it's helpful to notice any internal
changes you may experience. Pay close attention to any unusu-
al vibratory feelings or sounds, even if they are subtle. Many
people routinely experience vibratory sensations and sounds
but disregard them as dream related or as unexplained physical
phenomena.

Your recognition of and response to these sensations and
sounds will, many times, determine how successful your explo-
ration becomes. Be aware that it is common for people to be so
startled by the sensations and sounds that they focus their
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A shining light began to enter and leave my body through the
top of my head and | fdlt as if the top of my head protruded ten
to twenty centimeters. In the astral, but not the physical
dimension, | saw what looked like the head of Buddha, shim-
mering purple and blue. Gradually, | lost the sensation of my
body, but | held a clear awareness of consciousness, of super
consciousness, ... | could see my spiritual sdf gradually rise
higher and leave my body through the top of my head to be
restored in heaven. | descended through the same path, and
returned to my body through the gate at the top of my head. |
consciously had to permeate my whole body with spiritual
energy, because it was rigid and my extremities were paralyzed.
Finaly, | was able to move my hands and feet a little, and the
normal sensation gradually returned.’

On the basis of my own experiences and the reports of hun-
dreds of people, | have concluded that there exists an insepara-
ble connection between the vibrational-state phenomena and
the Kundalini experience. It is apparent that the central ele-
ments in both experiences are chakra related. When our
chakras are activated, a massive surge of nonphysical energy
flows into our subtle body, creating the ideal conditions for
dramatic shifts of consciousness. As the worldwide evolution
of consciousness continues to accelerate, this kind of powerful
spiritual experience will become increasingly prevalent.

THE ADDICTION TO MATTER

To experience our spiritual essence, it is essential that we
break free from the chains of matter that hinder our progress.
Many people have become addicted to three-dimensional
form, substance, and the intensity and drama of physical life.
They have identified themselves with their body to such an
extent that they are psychologically attached to its form. The
addiction to form and emotion is one of humanity's greatest
obstacles to spiritual development and one of the primary ener-
gies fueling the reincarnation process.
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When my aunt passed away, we drove back home to attend the
funeral services. We had lived two doors away from my aunt
and uncle while | was growing up, and our two families were
very close. Being a heavy smoker most of her seventy-three
years, my aunt died from a lengthy bout of emphysema. My
uncle had been taking care of her for several years and took
her passing very hard.

Later, while on vacation, | was in bed early in the morning
halfway between dleep and wakefulness when | had an out-
of-body experience. | was suddenly in my uncle's living room
with him, spending some time helping him through his grief.
My aunt appeared in the room. She was dark haired and
thinner than | remembered. A healthy color was in her
cheeks, and she seemed to be content. Testing my vision, |
asked my uncle if he noticed anything different in the room.
(I didn't want to alarm him with what | saw.) He had no clue
that she was there. Although my aunt did not speak, | knew
she was there to stay by my uncle's side. She wore a pastel
housecoat over a white nightgown, and the housecoat
changed colors from pink to lavender to blue. | noticed a box
in her pocket, and | asked her what it was. She pulled out a
pack of cigarettes - as | had suspected it was - and gave me a
devilish grin. It was a red pack of Pall Malls. | asked her if
she really intended to smoke them, and her one verbal reply
was yes. | was amazed that after such a distressing illness she
would still crave cigarettes. - LINDA L., WOODLAND, MARYLAND

Linda's experience illustrates her aunt's attachment to her
previous life, and her addiction to cigarettes. All of these cir-
cumstances bind her aunt to the physical-like realities of the
astral plane. The lower or denser vibratory regions of the astral
plane are similar to an energy duplicate of the physical. If you
are physically addicted to any substance such as food, alcohol,
or drugs, this addiction will continue to manifest itself even
after you have died. This is especially true for addictions that
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are psychologically based, for they are created and maintained
by our mind. Such addictions include attachments to people,
places, money, lifestyle, social status, and power.

BREAKING OUR ADDICTION TO FORM

Everything seen and unseen is a form of energy, and there is
no escaping the subtle energy creations of our own mind. We
must conquer our personal addictions and attachments, for
these are the anchors that hold us to the density of form and
matter. One of the great benefits of self-initiated spiritual explo-
ration is our expanded ability to resolve blocks and attachments
by experiencing and confronting their subtle unseen source.

In order to break our addiction to form, the following may
be helpful.

* The soul possesses no form or substance of any kind. In
fact, we are not even humanoid; we are pure conscious-
ness - spiritual beings without form or substance.

» All form is temporary. The human form that we identify
with is only a temporary vehicle and expression of con-
sciousness. All energy forms and bodies - both physical
and nonphysical - are tools of consciousness.

* Many humans have become addicted to their body and
all the sensations and emotions associated with it.

» The human attraction and obsession with form and
emotion is one the primary causes for reincarnation.

OUR SPIRITUAL GOAL

Our great spiritual task isto awaken to and consioudy experi-
ence our spiritual essence beyond the dense limits of the body.
Sdf-initiated out-of-body exploration provides a direct and pow-
eful method for doing this. From this moment on, empower
yourself to be open to personal spiritual experiences. Create a
new mind-set that focuses on your spiritual intention and experi-
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ence. Become a full-time spiritual explorer. This attitude is the
essentia step toward a profound experience. Let us begin.

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PREPARATION

The ideal way to prepare for having an out-of-body experi-
ence is to create a designated exploration area similar to a
meditaton area. (Actually, any room other than the bedroom
will do; we are conditioned from birth to sleep in our beds, and
here we desire a different experience.) | am often asked about
my personal preparation. For over twenty-eight years | have
followed the same basic pattern. Generally between eleven in
the morning and one in the afternoon | lie down on my living-
room sofa. | turn the phones off, relax completely, and read
about out-of-body experiences or a related subject until | fed
sleepy. Then | begin a technique of some kind. Often | use
silent affirmations combined with specially designed brain-
synchronization music.

While doing a technique, focus on your intention. Really get
into it: Feel or sense it, see it, absolutely enjoy it. It's extremely
important to hold this image or feeling as your last conscious-
ness thought as your body drifts to sleep. Don't make the com-
mon mistake of mentally exhausting yourself by starting your
technique too soon. Five minutes of focused imagery and inten-
tion as you drift to sleep are far more effective than an hour of
vague visualization.

EXPERIMENTATION AND PRACTICE

I would recommend experimenting with several techniques
until you find one that fits you. Then proceed with your chosen
method for at least thirty days. Daily repetition is extremely
important, because it helps to condition the mind to open and
accept the reality of fully conscious out-of-body exploration.

During one of my workshops in California a young man
who is an avid surfer told me that he initiates out-of-body
experiences as he drifts off to sleep by imagining himself surf-
ing a perfect wave at his favorite location. He told me that he
enjoyed his personal OBE technique so much that it was easy
for him to hold his surfing image as his last conscious thought
and thereby initiate regular out-of-body adventures.
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Today there are an extensive variety of out-of-body explo-
ration techniques available. | believe that a focused mind-set,
our intention, and perseverance are more important than the
technical correctness of the method we select. The very act of
inner exploration is a highly creative process that transcends
all attempts to establish rules and procedures. For example,
there are many different variations of what | call the inner-
motion method (see the "Inner-Motion Techniques' section
starting on the next page). The most effective method for you
will likely be the one you feed most comfortable with. We do
not have to be experts in subtle energy movement and meta-
physical principles in order to have an out-of-body experience.
I know people who have had profound out-of-body adventures
without ever having studied the mechanics of the process.

ENJOYING THE PROCESS

Ideally, take your time and select a technique that you will
really enjoy. Out-of-body exploration is as fun and exciting as
you make it. The mind-set of total immersion applies to all the
methods presented here. Out-of-body experiences arise from
the natural process of consciousness exploring our multidi-
mensional nature. Conscious out-of-body adventures represent
a universal journey of awakening. Open your mind to your
unlimited ability to experience your true spiritual sdf and
allow your consciousness to fly.

Inner spiritual exploration is a natural process; we are sim-
ply experiencing our inherent abilities to explore beyond our
physical limits. Enjoy the techniques; each method is an adven-
ture in and of itself. Don't allow yourself to get hung up on
results, because this can create a psychological block. In many
ways the best mind-set is to view out-of-body exploration as a
daily meditation session. The very act offers its own rewards:
You are more relaxed, rested, and at peace with yourself. As
much as possible, be open to the unlimited spiritual potential
that out-of-body exploration offers. Many of the following
methods are simple, so the descriptions are brief.
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INNER-MOTION TECHNIQUES

When we use out-of-body techniques we are stimulating our
subtle spiritual body and energy centers into action. Each
thought and image has an impact on our inner energy form.
However, a deliberately focused image of inner motion initiates
our energy body to move or expand from its normal stable
position. This inner motion initiates the onset of the vibra-
tional state, which often leads to separation from the body.
The successful use of motion techniques lies in our ability to
visualize and feel the motion as we drift to sleep.

We can loosen and then free our subtle energy body by cre-
ating a form of imaginary motion as we drift to sleep. Basically,
any form of continuous inner motion can begin to activate and
loosen our subtle energy or etheric body - the more intense and
realistic the motion, the better. All of the following techniques
require that you focus your undivided attention on your inten-
tion and the sensations of motion as you drift off. Hold this
image and feeling of motion as your last conscious thought. As
you "fall to sleep,” amplify the sense and feeling of motion in
your mind's eye. Each of us resonates with a different form of
imagery. In this chapter you will find a wide selection of simple
and easy approaches.

Climbing

An ideal method for those who have difficulty with visualiza-
tion is to focus your entire being on the physicallike sensations
of climbing a rope or ladder hand over hand. If possible, actual-
ly climb up a physical ladder and memorize the sensations that
you experience. There are several variations on this method.
During my workshops | often pass around several lengths of
heavy rope before we begin the technique so that everyone can
memorize the physical sensation of the rope. Then we proceed
to do the technique. As in all methods, it is important to main-
tain the sensation of motion as your last conscious thought. |
have received several letters confirming that this method is par-
ticularly effective for the visually impaired.
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Climbing Technique

Take several deep breaths and allow your eyes to close.
Relax your body, starting with your toes. Stretch your feet and
toes and then release completely. Feel the relaxation move up
your legs. Tense your calf muscles for a moment and release.
Keep breathing with full breaths.Tense your thigh muscles and
then relax completely. Feel your body becoming loose and com-
fortable. Feel the warmth of your relaxation move up to your
hips and pelvic area. Clench your stomach muscles and release.
Take a deep breath and slowly blow it out. Loosen your torso
and stretch your arms from your shoulders to the end of your
fingers. Wiggle your fingers; clench your fists and release.
Remember to maintain deep, comfortable breathing. Surrender
to the relaxation. Move your head from side to side and let it
fall to a natural and comfortable position.

Take another breath and clearly picture a thick rope hanging
down from the ceiling and descending to just above your chest.
In your mind picture this rope - a white, silky rope. You want to
reach up and touch the rope. Feel the satiny texture with one
hand. Move your hand gently up and down the rope. Notice the
feel of each individual thread. Now place your other hand on the
rope, and gently pull. Feel the tension as you pull.The rope will
easily hold your weight. With both hands around the rope, slowly
begin to pull yourself up. You can feel yourself begin to lift off
the ground with ease. As you feel your ethereal upper body
move smoothly and slowly upward, you move your bottom hand
up and above your other hand. You are pulling yourself up hand
over hand. Your hips are lifting from the ground. You are
weightless. As you move hand over hand, your awareness is now
separating from all form and limits. As you move higher, your
feet have just lifted from the ground. As you pull yourself higher
and higher, your feet are now completely in the air. You are com-
fortably moving up the rope into beautiful, fluffy clouds. Moving
hand over hand, you are weightless as you rise toward the soft
clouds.

Continue to effortlessly pull your weightless body up through
the clouds into a beautiful blue sky. As you move hand over
hand up to the sky, you feel lighter and lighter and you begin to
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float. You no longer need to touch the rope. It begins to fade
away, and you gently release the rope with each hand. You are
free to float upward and away from all physical limitations.

| started using the rope-climbing technique because I own a
sailboat and the feel of rope is very real to me. | don't picture
scenes or objects well, so | find this to be the most effective
way to lift up and out of my body. Sometimes | feel a weird
sensation of falling or sinking. Now | know that this is an indi-
cation that I'm out or about to separate from my body.

Floating/Balloon

There are several variations of the floating/balloon tech-
nique. You can imagine yourself in a hot-air balloon gently ris-
ing up and drifting along the air currents. Or you can picture
your body as a balloon filling with helium. Sense and feel that
your entire body is expanding and becoming lighter and
lighter. Vividly feel your awareness rising slowly into the air as
you allow your body to drift off to sleep. Any sustained image
of floating upward can be effective.

On our twentieth anniversary my husband and | took a hot-air
balloon ride. It was such an exhilarating experience that |
often use the memory as a method to initiate out-of-body
experiences. | picture every aspect of the balloon flight. | feel
myself climbing into the basket, casting off the lines, and float-
ing upward higher and higher. It's a wonderful feeling of free-
dom.

Rocking

Visualize that you are sitting in a favorite rocking chair, gen-
tly rocking back and forth. Hold this rocking motion as your
last conscious thought and sensation as you drift off to sleep.
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ed me. That night | awoke to the same experience | had been
visualizing. My thoughts were something like "Oh shit!" as |
began to roll 180 degrees and then | floated up to the ceiling.
Sartled, | tried to go back to my body and did, but I went too
far, down to the floor, while my head and feet were in the proper
position. | heard that you should try to move your physical fin-
ger as a method of getting "back in." | did that, and it worked
like a charm. - NICK B., ERSEY CITY, NEW JERSEY

Rotating

While lying down and completely relaxing, imagine that you
are becoming lighter and lighter and then slowly rising. Then
imagine that you are beginning to slowly rotate at your stom-
ach axis. Vividly fed yourself becoming weightless and turning
above your physical body. Hold this as your last conscious
thought as you fall asleep.

When | was a teenager, | frequently had those experiences of
being lifted from my body, and 1 playfully practiced rotating
around my axis. Sometimes | was being pulled with a lot of
force and speed from my feet. Before | really started floating |
would hear a lot of voices, as iften radios were blasting at a
high volume with all kinds of different people talking. One
time when | was in the middle of being lifted and feeling and
hearing vibrations, | looked down at my chest - in my seep -
and saw a very bright white light coming from under my
sheets. - PAULA X, ASHEVILLE, NORTH CAROLINA

All of my OBEs began when | was resting in bed but not sleep-
ing. They all began with a sense of heaviness, which progressed
into a rapid spin. At a high rate of spinning, | am released from
my body, and can float or fly at will. 1 can usually move freely
about my house, have occasionally elected to leave my house,
and have even flown away several miles. - D. C, CASPER,

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Swinging

Clearly picture yourself as a child again, playing on a swing
as you move back and forth. Feel all the sensations of motion
as you kick your feet and go higher and higher. Enjoy the feel-
ing of swinging, and allow yourself to go even higher as you
drift off.

The first out-of-body experiences that come to my mind are
from my childhood. When | was around ten years old, | liked
to "swing," as | called it. | was lying on a couch, and although
| was motionless, | could feel as if | were swinging. It was as if
the couch were hung on ropes, like some seats in gardens.

Whirlpool/Whirlwind

The whirlpool/whirlwind technique was frequently used
by a French author, who wrote under the pen name Yram, to
initiate his out-of-body experiences. Imagine a vortex of
water or wind, and fedl this motion rising from the area of
your chest or brow. Feel your entire self-awareness in the vor-
tex, moving slowly around. Sense and fed the whirlwind
moving your awareness up and away from your body.

| am fascinated by natural weather events, so once when |
was starting to meditate | pictured myself inside a tornado. It
started small, but by the time | was fully into it, | was
twirling inside a huge twister. | felt myself being pulled
upward so fast, | felt like | couldn't breathe. | asked for clear
breathing and | moved farther upward. - PETE F, NASHVILLE,

Elevator

Visualize yourself inside an elevator and vividly fee that
you are moving upward or downward. To enhance this effect,
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imagine the numbers of the various floors changing as you
move. As much as possible, hold this image and sensation of
motion as your last conscious thought as you drift to sleep.

Elevator Technique

You are relaxed and ready to accept new ideas and thoughts.
You feel open and free, fully protected from any outside influ-
ence. As you lie in total relaxation and comfort, your mind is
clear and free from worry. You are totally focused on your
breathing and relaxation.

As you relax, think of a tall building with a large lobby. You
step inside and cross the lobby, moving toward the elevator.
Select an elevator, and see the door slowly open. Take your
time and enter, then press the button marked for the twentieth
floor. As you lean against the cool wall of the elevator you
watch the floor numbers climb as you move higher and higher.
The light shows the first floor and then the second. You feel
the elevator moving slowly but steadily higher and higher -to
the third floor, then the fourth. You are now moving more
quickly to the fifth, sixth, and then the seventh floor. You can
feel the movement and watch the numbers rise as you go high-
er and higher. You clearly see the eighth and then the ninth
floor. The motion is steady as you feel the elevator moving
higher and higher.

You pass the tenth floor and then the eleventh. The twelfth
and thirteenth are now below you as the elevator moves with
constant speed toward the higher floors. The numbers show
you've passed the fourteenth floor and are moving toward the
fifteenth, then the sixteenth. You are higher than before; the
motion is comforting and secure. The floor below you is getting
softer as you approach the seventeenth and then the eighteenth
floor. You begin to feel as though you are floating to the nine-
teenth floor. Your feet are off the ground now as you reach the
twentieth floor and the door slowly opens to a warm, inviting
sensation of floating free.
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Floating

Imagine yourself floating in a body of relaxing, warm water.
Then visualize that the water level isrising and you are moving
upward. There are many variations of this method, including
floating in a large cylinder pool or the ocean.

Floating Technique

It is a warm, beautiful day, and you can clearly see a small
pond before you. It is clean and clear, fed by a bubbling spring.
You walk closer and see that there is a soft sandy bottom. Stick
your toes in and feel how warm and bubbling the water feels. It
swirls around your ankles, and you step in and the water is as
high as your waist. The water feels clean and clear as the
warmth swirls around your legs and hips.

You know that you can lie back and the water will hold you like
a soft, comfortable mattress. As your back lowers into the water,
your legs float to the surface. You can feel the warmth and com-
fort; you can now feel yourself floating in the water. . .Your body
is surrounded by the warm, relaxing water. Your head is comfort-
ably pillowed in the soft, lapping water. . . You are weightless as
the soothing water holds you steadily on the surface. You spread
your arms, knowing that you are completely safe and protected
. . .The warmth of the sun is keeping you comfortable.

You actually feel lighter and lighter until you feel weight-
less . . .The water cushions you, and you can barely feel it any-
more. Your arms and legs are so light that they are barely
there. Your torso has become weightless. You can't even feel
your body . . .You can hear the gentle movement of the water,
but you can no longer hear anything else . . . You feel the
floating motion from within . . . The gentle rocking spreads
throughout you and you are weightless . . . You begin to float
above the water, from the very center of your being. You are
slowly moving upward into the blue sky above you . . . You are
absolutely weightless as you rise higher and higher into the
warm and inviting sky . . .You are safe and protected, moving
higher and higher to the heavens.
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Bouncing

As you relax, imagine that your awareness is taking the
shape of a ball. Simply imagine that you are bouncing like a
ball as you fal to sleep.

During one of my OBEs | was bouncing like a basketball and
jumping up and down. At first it was very interesting and the
view of the physical things and environment was exciting. As |
jumped higher and higher | could see more and more of the
surrounding neighborhood - sidewalks, streets, trees, houses,
and so on. But then as the altitude became higher, several hun-
dred feet above the earth, | became afraid of the height. One
thing | do remember is that | could not control the jumping
elevation. With each bounce | went higher and higher beyond
belief. - LINCOLN G., BECKLEY, WEST VIRGINIA

Exercising

If you enjoy exercising, the visualization of sit-ups or leg lifts
may be ideal for you. As you drift to sleep, imagine your upper
body sitting up and out of your body. Repeat this as you fall to
sleep.

Extreme-Motion Methods

In your mind's eye, clearly see and fedl yourself enjoying the
sensations of skiing or snowboarding down a mountain. Allow
yourself to enjoy your favorite location. Imagine the beautiful
surroundings: the snow-covered mountains, the ski lift, the
lodge. Become immersed in this picture and feel the cool enjoy-
ment of a perfect day on the slopes. As your body drifts to
sleep, feel that you are moving rapidly down an extreme slope
through perfect powder.

Any visualized form of continuous, intense inner motion can
be effective. Feel free to experiment and create your own
method. Other variations include any form of flying, falling, or
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completely relaxed and in the meditative "zone," begin your
out-of-body exploration method.

THE VIBRATIONAL STATE AND MEDITATION

It is important that those practicing meditation and yoga
learn how to recognize and respond to the vibrational-state
phenomena that are so often the prelude to an out-of-body
experience. Different elements of the vibrational state such as
floating, sinking, spinning, and high-energy sensations are often
reported during deep meditation and yoga. The manifestation
of any vibrational-state phenomena is a clear indication that an
out-of-body experience is imminent. Unfortunately, this impor-
tant topic is often glossed over or ignored completely by some
yoga instructors and authors. Some assume that out-of-body
experiences are simply a psychic development or power of the
mind. As such they are considered a side step in our spiritual
development and to be avoided. This narrow view of out-of-
body experiences is not only inaccurate but also extremely
detrimental to the ultimate goal of sdf- and God realization.

| strongly believe that the practitioners of meditation and
yoga would be wise to learn about the benefits and purpose of
vibrational energies and out-of-body states of consciousness
before they dismiss those subjects as simple disruptions. Lack
of knowledge concerning these powerful energy phenomena
and the resulting transcendence from the body can only slow
the progress of the spiritual seeker. It is vital that we recognize
that out-of-body experiences are a natural and direct path to
the ultimate goal we all seek.

| have experienced numerous OBEs since | started meditating
just over a year ago when | was seventeen. The most vivid
memory is that of visiting my best friend in his sleep, or per-
haps running into him somewhere out there . . . But we were
in a familiar place, and the more | think about it, the more it
seems that | went to see him. We talked for some time, plan-
ning the next time we would see each other, talked about his
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family, our friends, and so on. At first, when | came out of
meditation, 1 thought | had dozed off and had had a dream.
The phone rang, and it was him. He started telling me about
his "dream,” and when he started to quote the "me" | inter-
rupted and said the exact thing he was about to say. | don't
know how long we sat there in silence, but it seemed like at
least five minutes. We talked about it, making sure it was no
coincidence. It wasn't. Everything we remembered was the
same.

Many yogi masters have stated that they experienced pro-
found out-of-body journeys while practicing yoga. In the
higher initiations of yoga the ultimate goal is to experience a
mystical spiritual union with God by essentially withdrawing
from the physical senses. This very process of withdrawing
from the senses is a natural prelude to out-of-body adven-
tures. In fact, one of the more famous systems of yoga, well
known for stimulating profound out-of-body journeys, is
Kundalini yoga.

Today, many yoga instructors understand and appreciate the
integral connections between meditation, yoga, and OBEs.
They are well aware that deep states of meditation can lead to
profound out-of-body states of consciousness. Some masters
and instructors of yoga openly embrace OBEs as an important
step toward spiritual enlightenment.

It is important to recognize that the ultimate goals of yoga,
meditation, and self-initiated out-of-body explorations are the
same. All three offer an effective method for exploring and
experiencing our spiritual essence. All three are time-proven
methods of experiencing sdf- and God realization. As we evolve
spiritually, this important connection will come to be embraced
and openly encouraged by the modern masters of yoga and
meditation. In the future we will see that out-of-body tech-
niques and the higher-self method will be actively taught in
advanced systems of yoga and meditation.

From 1995 to 1998,1 was practicing Kundalini yoga. On sev-
eral occasions | experienced a wave of heat and energy flowing
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up my spinal column. It was extremely intense and wonderful
at the same time. Many times | felt the energy sensations that
you describe, and on three different occasions | experienced
myself float up and out of my body. It was incredible.

Chanting and Mantras

The ancient methods of chanting and mantras are used
worldwide to focus and clear the mind and raise the internal
vibratory rate. Numerous religions and sects are well known
for chanting the holy name of God. Throughout history many
different cultures have developed individual styles of chants
and mantras. Chanting is an integral part of spiritual cere-
monies throughout the world. In the West these chants date
back twelve hundred years to the Christian church of the
Roman Empire. Good examples are the hauntingly beautiful
Gregorian chants created by French monks. One of the more
popular chants used today is the om sound. It is believed by
many to create a profound vibration that helps us initiate
expanded states of awareness. Repetition of the sound is
thought to clear the mind and raise the vibratory rate, helping
to initiate various altered states of consciousness and out-of-
body experiences. In the modern out-of-body exploration
method you imagine yourself actually becoming the om sound
as it rises up and away from you. As much as possible, you
become one with the sound as your body drifts off. This tech-
nique is especially effective and enjoyable when combined with
the latest in psychoacoustic sound technology and quality
headphones.

| have been going out of body since 1998 and have had about
forty or so OBEs to date. They usually occur after | wake up
early in the morning; | chant briefly and pull in energy.

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Breath Control

There are different forms of breath control and deep-breathing
techniques used to stimulate expanded states of consciousness.
The term commonly used for the energy created by the use of
these techniques is prana energy, prana being the Sanskrit
word meaning "primal." The phrase is sometimes interpreted
to mean "breath" or "vital force." The knowledge of this
essential energy dates back to India's oldest and most revered
spiritual texts, the Upanishads.

The control of our breath cycles is believed by many to be
highly effective in initiating altered states of consciousness and
out-of-body experiences. In the last twenty years, the work of
Dr. Stanislav Grof has largely been responsible for reintroduc-
ing the many benefits of deep breath work to the West. Today's
breath-control methods are practiced under many different
names such as connective breathing, circular breathing, and
yogic or cross breathing.

Several people have described to me spontaneous out-of-
body experiences that occurred during an intense breathwork
session. This is a powerful method for inducing altered states
of consciousness and out-of-body exploration; however, it is
not for everyone. | would recommend learning this process
from an expert in the field, because it is not unusual for sub-
conscious issues and even hidden traumas to surface. It is
advisable to undergo this process with a trained breathing
coach at your side.

If this method appeals to you, | suggest exploring the various
approaches in detail. The last decade has seen the creation of
some innovative programs that help direct you through an
extensive series of breath sessions. These training programs are
available online at various Web sites and via the rapidly expand-
ing MP3 technology. The innate potential of directed breath
work makes its exploration well worth your time and energy.

VISUALIZATION TECHNIQUES

The technique of creating an energy body, or duplicate, is
believed to have originated in England over one hundred years
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ago. Using this method, you essentially create a subtle energy
duplicate of yourself and then transfer your awareness into the
manifested form. The created image is often a duplicate of the
person's body, but it can also be a cloud or any shape or form
you choose. There are many variations of this technique. Two
such variations, which | call the Mirror Technique and the
Rising-Steam Technique, require good visualization and con-
centration skills. | describe the Mirror Technique in my previ-
ous book, Adventures Beyond the Body. A brief description of
the Rising-Steam Technique follows.

The Rising-Steam Technique

Imagine steam slowly rising from every pore of your body.
See, sense, and feel this steam becoming more and more dense
as it rises from your body. With every breath feel the steam
slowly forming into a cloud above you.Take your time, and vivid-
ly imagine the cloud becoming a floating duplicate of yourself.
Now feel yourself becoming one with the cloud. As much as pos-
sible, sense and feel that your awareness is transferred into the
cloud. Clearly feel yourself floating free. Hold this image as
your last conscious thought as your body drifts to sleep.

| had a really strange thing happen when | was gitting in the
steam room where | work out. There was no one else in there
at that time. After a particularly stressful day, | leaned back
and focused on the steam rising from the rocks. Suddenly my
body became numb and | heard a loud ringing in my ears. It
was like a distant fire alarm. | closed my eyes, thinking, "I
really need to relax so the ringing will stop." But instead | felt
pulled through my own body and found myselfin a corner of
the ceiling. Even though | didn't see or feel my body up there, |
could sense it. | was part of the steam, inside the warm
droplets of moisture. | was so shocked, | immediately snapped
back into where | was sitting. | didn't know how to explain
this to anyone until |1 heard about out-of-body experiences on
a radio show. That's when | realized that it must have hap-
pened to me. - H. L., HARTFORD, CONNECTICUT
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potentially leading the person to experience various altered
states of consciousness. For this reason drumming is used during
shamanic vision quests. Drumming is a proven and universal
method to assist us in shifting our awareness from our physical
senses to the inner realms of spirit. In my workshops | use specif-
ic drumming sequences to enhance the shamanic-inspired OBE
techniques. Be aware that every person responds differently to
different beats and rhythms. Through personal experimentation
you will discover what is most effective for your journeys.

| am part of a spiritual exploration group that meets about
once a month to share techniques and experiences. One month
our leader invited a Native American shaman to perform a
sacred ceremony for us. It was during the drumming session
that | felt myself spinning uncontrollably toward the ceiling.
As | looked down, | found myself - my body? - lying on a
blanket, like it was in a trance. It was so scary, and | popped
back right away. | wanted to sit up and tell everyone what had
just happened, but | couldn't move. Was this the vibrational
state?

Shamanic Techniques

A shaman in the traditional sense is a priest or priestess who
functions as an intermediary or conduit between the physical
world and the spiritual dimensions. The term shaman comes
from a Tungus word meaning "between the worlds." In vari-
ous cultures around the world shamans are known for their
ability to self-induce altered and out-of-body states of con-
sciousness. In shamanic cultures various ceremonies and vision
quests are used to expand perception beyond the limits of mat-
ter. One of the more widely used techniques is to relax and
vividly imagine that you are shape-shifting into the image of a
powerful bird such as a condor, an eagle, or an owl. This is
often done to the backdrop of a rhythmic drumbeat as you let
go and imagine that you are actually becoming the bird. As
much as possible you become one with the bird and enjoy all
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the sensations of flying free. You clearly see and fed yourself
soaring and gliding on the air currents high above a lush green
valley. You can feel the wonderful sensation of pure freedom as
you disconnect from the ground far below.

The key to this and all spiritual exploration methods is to
really get into it. Completely surrender to the sensations, sights,
and sounds of the soaring bird. This is one of my favorite tech-
niques, and | often incorporate it in my workshops.

During the bird technique | experienced myself "flying® along
the coast. | saw many homes. | then noticed that my body had
changed. | looked and saw that my feet were webbed. My
arms were wings . . . and my voice was nothing more than a
screeching sound. J was a seagull. | swooped down along the
water and felt the water on my feet. | had a "bird's-eye" view
of the world. | was totally amazed! But 1 also knew how won-
derful it felt to be a soaring bird. - JOAN T., CARMEL, CALIFORNIA

Sometimes while on long car trips - my husband does all the
driving - | have found myself, my awareness, sitting on top of
the vehicle. But | usually snap back into myselfas soon as |
realize what is happening. One time when | found myself on
top of the truck, | noticed an eagle flying right over the top of
us. As soon as the thought occurred that it would be wonder-
ful to fly with this eagle | was up there with it, looking down
on our pickup, watching it moving along the highway. |
thought it was so fantastic when | turned to watch the eagle
alongside of me that my next thought was to join with the
eagle and become one with it, and - wham! - | was instantly
inside the eagle, looking through its eyes. The stretched-out
wings were now my wings. This continued for a short time,
because my next thought was that | had to tell my husband
about this. In the next instant | found myself back in the truck,
babbling excitedly to my husband about what had just
occurred.

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Medicinal Plants

The topic of medicinal plants is, of course, controversial. |
believe it's important to recognize that we often make judg-
ments based on our current cultural ideas instead of objective
information. For thousands of years native peoples in South
America, North America, and Africa have used plant sub-
stances to induce mystical states of consciousness and out-of-
body experiences. Some of these plants, such as mescaline and
peyote, are well known. In the last decade the growing popular-
ity of shamanism has introduced many people to the uses of
plants such as the San Pedro cactus and ayahuasca, the extract
of a South American jungle vine. Both contain hallucinogenic
substances that are known to induce altered states of conscious-
ness and out-of-body experiences. A number of shamans
around the world use these kinds of plants so they can better see
and interact with the nonphysical energy field of their patients.
Many shamans are capable of shifting their awareness beyond
their physical bodies. They use this ability to provide assistance
and healing by interacting with and consciously altering the
subtle unseen energies that influence the person who isiill.

It is important to recognize that the most important element
of medicinal plant use is the clear spiritual intention behind the
usage. All of the ceremonies | have attended that incorporated
the uses of plants were of a highly spiritual nature. The focus
of the group and each individual was on personal and spiritual
development. As a result, the experiences were uplifting and
positive.

The use of medicinal plants is a personal choice, and | am
well aware that this form of inner exploration is becoming
more popular. However, keep in mind that the use of any exter-
nal substance can become a crutch. Because of this, | would
like to provide a few insights that may be useful. First, be
aware that only natural plant substances are used in authentic
spiritual ceremonies. The use of artificial, man-made sub-
stances such as LSD is considered dangerous and toxic to the
body and the mind. The universal shamanic viewpoint is that
the ingested plants are alive and possess consciousness. The
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plants are considered ancient, wise, and directly connected to
nature; as such, they can provide powerful inner teachings
beyond the human experience. In a sense there is an inner
merging of two separate states of consciousness.

During a trip to Peru, | participated in several sacred cere-
monies that involved ayahuasca. About two hours into the cer-
emony, | felt and heard an inner rumbling like a freight train
moving through my body. | saw visions of my past and my
possible futures. Then | was suddenly flying like a bird. It was
incredible. As | lifted higher and higher, my thoughts were
crystal clear. My body was far below me. | felt a sense of
motion and was in a new surrounding of radiant colors.
Globes of color approached me and spoke to my mind. It was
real in every sense of the word. | learned things about myself
that are impossible to describe. It was an unforgettable experi-
ence. - ART E, GREENVILLE, SOUTH CAROLINA

If you are drawn to the use of medicinal plants in your explo-
rations, it is extremely important to focus on your spiritual
intention and goals before and during your journey. Medicinal-
plant journeys are powerful and should not be taken lightly. Be
prepared, for it's not uncommon for subconscious issues to sur-
face. Immediately before your journey, meditate on your spiri-
tual intention and consider writing down your primary goals. In
preparation, I would highly recommend learning to use con-
sciousness focusing and control techniques, such as the "Aware-
ness now!" or "Clarity now!" affirmations, when required. |
am also a strong advocate of implementing the higher-self
method when the conditions are appropriate. | would also rec-
ommend reading the "Keys to Control" section in chapter 7 of
Adventures Beyond the Body. In short, be as psychologically
prepared as possible to have a profound inner journey.

BRAIN-WAVE STATES

Researchers have found that different states of conscious-
ness are related to specific brain-wave states. The frequency -
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cycles per second - of our brain waves changes in accordance
with our mental state. Keep in mind that some of these states
will overlap, depending on the individual.

» Beta state (13+ cycles per second): Concentration, wak-
ing active consciousness, spiritual affirmations and
intentions

» Alpha state (8-12 cycles per second): daydreaming,
meditation, light trance states

» Theta state (5-7 cycles per second): lucid visualization,
start of vibrational state, deep trance states, hypnosis,
deep meditation

» Delta state (0.5-4 cycles per second): healing, dream
conversion and awakening, deep sleep

Beta waves characterize our normal waking consciousness.
Our eyes are open; we are mentally focused and are directing
our attention to the world around us. Whether we are at our
jobs or working on a home project, we are producing beta
waves (generally between thirteen and forty cycles per second).
These are the most dominant waves in the brain and are associ-
ated with physical attentiveness, excitement, focus, and, at
higher levels, even distress and fear.

As we slow down our brain-wave activity, we become more
relaxed and inwardly focused. This is called the alpha state.
This seems to be the brain's neutral or drifting phase, common
to healthy, stress-free people. This is the meditative state that
many achieve after some practice. Lack of significant alpha
activity can be a sign of social or personal stress, disease, or
other forms of discomfort.

When we become completely relaxed, and even sleepy, the
brain shifts to a slower but more powerful state characterized
by theta waves. Theta has been called the "twilight state,”
occurring between consciousness and sleep. This phase is gen-
erally punctuated with unplanned mental images or day-
dreams. It can be the launching point for out-of-body
experiences and mystical states of consciousness. Theta opens
the mind to subconscious material, sudden understanding,
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intuition, and creativity. This state can be esoteric and difficult
to maintain. Researchers have difficulty analyzing this state
because of the very short period of time people can hold it.
Most subjects fall asleep before much data can be gathered.

When we are fully asleep, the dominant brain waves slow to
become delta. These are even slower than theta, falling into a
frequency range below 4 cycles per second. There is evidence
that some people may maintain consciousness while in this
state, which appears to be associated with very deep medita-
tive, trance, and other transcendental states of consciousness.
Dream conversion and awakening can occur in this state. It is
known that while in the delta state our brains trigger a signifi-
cant discharge of healing growth hormone.

SOUND AND THE SUBTLE ENERGY BODY

Sound has a profound impact on our subtle nonphysical
energy body. Many modern forms of music such as rap and
hard rock owe their popularity to the fact that they stimulate
the lower energy centers of the body and initiate an immediate
shift in consciousness. Certain sounds and tones are well
known for their ability to move us. A good example is the song
"We Will Rock You," by the group Queen. This song is played
at practically every major sporting event in America because it
effectively stimulates our subtle energy body. Often the reason
we like or dislike a song is because of the impact it has on our
spiritual energy body. For example, | dislike rap music because
the driving bass beat stimulates my lower chakra and invokes
uncomfortable sensations such as anxiety. It's wise to be aware
of this impact, because music has been used extensively
throughout history to manipulate the masses. In the 1930s
Hitler used music in his huge political gatherings to stir the
emotions of the crowds. Today it is used extensively in movies
and advertising to arouse the emotions of the audience. The
wild mosh pits seen at modern rock concerts are a living exam-
ple of the power of music on the lower chakras. Music impacts
all of us, so from now on pay close attention to how different
songs influence your emotions and state of mind. Become
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aware of the subtle energy shifts you experience. This aware-
ness will help you recognize the various nonphysical energy
currents that flow through your etheric body.

| am seventeen years old, and | have bad OBEs since | was
about eight or nine. It seemed so easy to do it then, but my
guess is that | was so young that my mind was less cluttered. |
can still experience them, although now | use different meth-
ods. | use . . . music. Before my great-grandmother died, she
told me, "Music is a key, a language that can take you to
where your heart's desire seeks . . . You'll understand when
you're older." And | think | understand now. My best OBE
was when | went to a lake and confronted the Phoenix. There
was another traveler there who told me that the lake was
called K-yun-loa. It was very exciting; | felt every emotion. |
could even feel the sensation when | touched the water of the
lake, which was very warm. That is why | call myself

Phoenix - because it was the greatest experience | have ever
had. - PHOENIX, NEWPORT, RHODE ISLAND

Music can also be profoundly uplifting and positively influ-
ence our chakras and our entire subtle body. | know several
artists and writers who swear by the benefits of music. Many
believe that it helps stimulate the creative and healing energy
flow within us. Music is also thought to be able to assist us in
raising our internal vibratory rate and connecting with our
spiritual nature. Music combined with binaural beat technolo-
gy and other psychoacoustic mind technologies can provide a
powerful method of initiating altered states of consciousness
and deep relaxation, and can be the ideal prelude to out-of-
body exploration.

On many occasions | have initiated an out-of-body adven-
ture while listening to specially designed trance music. It is well
documented that hypnotic rhythms and certain modern sound
technologies can transport the listener from the beta and even
the theta brain-wave state. We are only beginning to explore
the potential benefits and applications that are available. In the
near future | believe that specially programmed music combined
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with powerful psychoacoustic mind technologies will be able
to initiate specific altered states of consciousness that can lead
to out-of-body explorations. These tools for exploration are
closer than you may think.

| am a musician, and a lot of my experiences have to do with
music. The first major episode was like this: | was deeping,
and singing in my head "I Saw the Light,” which is a song we
do in my band. Then | heard a voice say, "How about 'l Saw
the Soul'?" At that moment an extremely bright light
"switched on" in my head, and my entire being was filled with
an almost unbearable energy and my head felt like it was going
to explode. The energy was too much for me to handle; | felt
paralyzed and was finally able to wake up. When | did, my
body was vibrating with energy for about two minutes.
Needless to say, it really blew me away. - TAYLOR S, REDWOOD

TECHNOLOGICAL INNOVATIONS

In the last two decades, new inner exploration tools have
evolved. These electronic devices are reported to assist and
even guide us in experiencing brain-wave frequencies and
states of consciousness beyond the normal waking beta state. It
is claimed that this technology allows us to experience deep
meditative states of consciousness without years of training.
One of the most popular uses of this rapidly evolving technolo-
gy is the development of sound and light synthesizers, com-
monly called mind machines. In brief, these devices allow the
user to experience specific light and sound patterns that the
brain will follow or entrain. By this | mean that the brain has a
natural tendency to follow the rhythmic patterns that enter
from the various senses. You experience this process when you
become immersed in a musical beat or a drumming sequence.
In a sense, our brain locks onto the beat and follows it. Our
brain interprets patterns of light and sound as electronic sig-
nals. These electronic signals influence the brain and initiate
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corresponding patterns in our brain waves. This phenomenon
is commonly called the frequency-following response (FFR).
In short, specifically designed electronic patterns are proven to
create a corresponding change in the brain-wave frequencies
we experience, allowing us to effectively alter our state of con-
sciousness. Many people report that with the aid of mind
machines they can enter deep meditative states of conscious-
ness in only a few minutes.

The benefits of this technology become obvious when you
consider that two of the biggest obstacles to pursuing the spiri-
tual path are quieting the mind and finding adequate time to
practice the various methods. Whatever your path - medita-
tion, yoga, breath work, out-of-body techniques - these two
challenges are always present. Just imagine the benefits of
being able to enter your ideal deep state of consciousness in a
few minutes, at any time and in any place you choose. The
potential is staggering. | believe we are at the dawn of a spiritu-
al renaissance and that this technology will become one of the
tools for personal and spiritual empowerment. | should temper
this statement by emphasizing that external tools are obviously
not essential to our development on any level. We are all natu-
rally connected to God and the highest spiritual realms. We
require no external assistance, electronic or ingested, to experi-
ence our true home. However, if there is a method or tool that
will assist us in our goal of spiritual self-realization, explo-
ration, and empowerment, we would be shortsighted indeed to
disregard it. As | have stated many times, the evolution of con-
sciousness is creating new openings and opportunities for the
acceleration of spiritual development. It is up to us to recognize
and appraise the opportunities when they appear. The use of
external aids in any form or manifestation is a personal choice.
Life is about the choices we make, and it is important that we
be aware of the various tools and methods that are available
for the exploration of consciousness and our spirituality.

During workshops | am often asked about the use of modern
tools and substances. For over two decades | personally used no
external tools or substances of any kind in my out-of-body
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explorations and spiritual quest. However, | always remained
open to the evolving technology around me. After years of per-
sonal research and experimentation into the benefits of brain-
wave and sound technology, | now know it to be effective when
used properly. It is not some form of instant enlightenment, but
rather an effective aid in our quest for personal and spiritual
growth. When technology is intelligently combined with the
proper spiritual intention, training, and mind-set, it is incredibly
powerful. It assists us in accessing various altered states of con-
sciousness that are an essential prelude to out-of-body journeys
and profound spiritual experiences. It does not create the expe-
rience, but helps us to open up to our inherent mental and spiri-
tual potential. | strongly believe that it is critically important to
learn the higher-self technique and various methods for focus-
ing and enhancing our state of consciousness during any kind of
altered state and spiritual exploration. Having these methods at
hand will help us experience and receive the optimum benefits
from our inner explorations of consciousness.

The technologies and tools that are available to the public
have grown extensively, and prices have dropped to the point
where such tools are affordable for most people. When exam-
ining the various products, pay special attention to the quality
and quantity of meditative programs that are included because
these are likely to be the primary programs that you will use.
Keep an eye on personal programmability and expansion capa-
bilities. Also examine the programs that are available to be
downloaded from the Internet. Most people who use mind
machines eventually want expanded and custom programming
capacity.

Examples of this technology are the various brain-wave gen-
erators, such as the Nova Pro, the Orion, the Mind Lab Pro,
and the David Paradise. All of these devices claim to enhance
relaxation, learning, and meditation. (Be aware that anyone
suffering from epilepsy or a heart condition, or who may be
mentally unstable, should not use light and sound machines.)

Another fascinating development is the creation of lucid
dream induction devices that are specially designed to signal
you when you enter REM sleep. The idea is to stimulate an
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increase in your conscious awareness or lucidity during dream
states. One such device is the Nova Dreamer, developed by the
Lucidity Institute. These devices determine when you have
entered REM sleep and then proceed to signal you by flashing
red lights or through audio signals. The basic concept is to
make you aware that you are dreaming while you are still in
the dream. People have told me that this technology helped
them initiate out-of-body experiences. It is also used in dream
awakening, or what | call a dream conversion.

During REM sleep, you are notified by a flashing red light
or signal that you are indeed dreaming. Your new awareness of
the dream state allows you to immediately repeat a mental
command such as: "Awareness now!" This focused demand
for mental clarity increases your awareness and can initiate the
vibrational state and separation from the body. The potential
for this kind of technology is exciting when you consider the
fact that we enter REM sleep approximately six times every
night. Thus we have six valid opportunities to explore expand-
ed realms of consciousness and spirit every single night. Many
people have told me that they prefer dream awakening because
it seems to them a more gradual and natural approach to out
of-body exploration. The dream awakening method is often
reported to involve a less dramatic shift of consciousness.
However, it does not always eliminate the vibrational-state
phenomena, as many seem to believe.

It is important to recognize that it is not the technology that
creates the out-of-body experience. The various electronic
devices are tools used in conjunction with effective out-of-body
techniques and instruction. The technology helps to create the
initial internal conditions or psychological mind-set that will
allow the out-of-body technique to be used effectively. Your
success is often directly related to your ability to focus your
awareness at the appropriate time. For example, imagine that
you are dreaming, and the flashing red signal alerts you to this
fact. At this point you become increasingly aware or lucid in
the dream. The ideal next response would be to completely
relax and mentally demand, "Awareness now," repeating your
thought command until you experienced a shift or major
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enhancement in your awareness. (For more information about
dream conversion, refer to chapter 6 in Adventures Beyond the
Body.)

In the summer of 1999 | was experimenting with a popular
light and sound machine. | was using one of the deep medita-
tion programs while lying comfortably on my sofa. | used the
program for about ten minutes and was amazed at how quick-
ly | reached a state of total relaxation and then detachment
from my senses. | then enjoyed an inner floating sensation. |
completely surrendered to the floating and allowed my entire
being to just float free. Without effort or motion | directed
myself to the door by thinking, "To the door!" In a few
moments | was floating effortlessly to the door.

| started out seriously doubting the various claims made by
some of the manufacturers. However, after several months of
personal experimentation | had to admit | was quite impressed
with the results. Some of the devices are surprisingly sophisti-
cated and well designed for inner exploration. Again, this is a
personal choice, but | suspect that if you appreciate the rapid
developments in modern computers, you will find this technol-
ogy fascinating.

Virtual Reality

Other technology-related innovations include virtual reality
and flight simulators. The rapidly growing popularity of com-
puter and video gaming has created some unexpected results. |
know a movie producer in California who had his first out-of-
body experience after playing the video game "Pilot Wings"
for two hours prior to going to sleep. He found himself sud-
denly aware of flying in a dream and was able to convert this
awareness to a fully conscious OBE. | believe that the flying
motion he experienced immediately before going to sleep trig-
gered his subconscious mind to take action. The potential ben-
efits of this kind of stimulation are immense. In the future, the
use of simulation technology will be expanded to the point
where it may provide a reliable method of OBE induction. |
believe the rapid evolution of technology will continue to
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impact the group consciousness of our species in ways we can
only imagine.

For many people OBEs are accessed at the slower and deeper
brain-wave states such as theta. There has been a recent surge in
the development of machines and techniques to access the vari-
ous brain-wave states beyond beta. It was found that by using
light and sound devices, different brain-wave states can be
"entrained." However, after several years researchers discovered
that some people still couldn't access these states. They found
that a large number of people possess a form of fixed thought
patterns and could not of their own volition consciously access
the full range of the brain-wave spectrum. The various states
that a person needs to access in order to experience altered states
of consciousness and OBEs were essentially blocked.

In recent years a small number of light and sound devices
have appeared that allow the user to select and customize pro-
gram frequencies, creating the potential for accessibility to a
wider range of brain-wave states. This technology offers the
possibility that the "average" untrained individual can access
those deep meditative and expanded states of consciousness
that may have been subconsciously blocked for any number of
reasons.

Self-initiated out-of-body exploration have historically been
experienced by only a small percentage of the population. As a
culture we are trained to be externally focused. We are not
taught to quiet the mind and explore altered states of con-
sciousness. In fact, most people have little understanding of the
tremendous benefits experienced by exploring altered states of
consciousness. Modern technology innovations are opening
the door to new vistas of inner exploration for a larger percent-
age of the population.

The first OBE | had was the result of using brain-synchroniz-
ation technology. | had been listening to the CDs for about a
week when one night | decided that instead of following the
tape instructions, | would just go to deep listening. After
about thirty minutes | felt the vibrations and told myself to lift
up. At the thought of this | began to feel myself lift up very
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smoothly. | opened my eyes and discovered that 1 was floating
feet-first toward my ceiling fan. It felt like 1 was floating in
water. | didn't try to move anywhere; | just floated there. Then
| started to move down toward my bed, and | began going
through it. 1 put my arms out on the surface of the bed as if to
stop myself from falling all the way through. | stopped and
looked at my arms and noticed that it looked like electric
sparks and electricity were moving up my arms, crackling and
popping! After that | began to lose the clarity that | had and
woke up. One of the weird things | noticed was dark blobs
floating in the room with me. | don't know if they were
thought forms or what. - HARRIMAN T., SPRINGHILL, TENNESSEE

Sound Technology

Research over the past twenty years has established the
effectiveness of audio technologies in enhancing our state of
consciousness. Specific sound frequencies have a powerful
effect upon all of us. The modern use of various sounds such as
specially designed multiplexed binaural beats helps to synchro-
nize the two hemispheres of the brain. Our brains create pat-
terns or waves of electrical activity. Research has confirmed
that different brain-wave patterns indicate specific mental
states. Specially designed audio patterns influence our brain
waves and provide opportunities to experience various focused
states of consciousness. Sound stimulation can entrain brain
waves and assist us in experiencing brain-wave frequencies
beyond the usual waking state. Specific sound frequencies help
to guide us from our normal waking (beta) brain frequency of
approximately thirteen to eighteen cycles per second to the
slower cycles of alpha and even theta frequencies.

Brain-synchronization music works for me. | burn jasmine, my
favorite incense, and lie flat on the floor in the center of the
room. The music begins to play, and | focus my attention on
the beats until | find myself in the vibrational state. It's relax-
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ing and seems to send a message to my subconscious that | am
ready to meditate and travel out of body. - DEB V., PHOENIX,
ARIZONA

Modern audio technology offers an exciting potential for the
exploration of various altered states of consciousness. It is a
proven and valuable tool for meditation, healing, and spiritual
exploration. Today this technology is used for overcoming sleep
disorders and countering attention deficit disorder, and is often
used in a variety of self-improvement programs ranging from
learning musical instruments to increasing self-esteem. This tech-
nology is especialy helpful for individuals who have difficulty
relaxing and quieting the mind during meditation and spiritual
exploration. Audio technology plays an essential role in the
mind machines discussed earlier in this chapter. Over the years |
have received hundreds of letters affirming the effectiveness of
this technology. | fed so strongly about this technology that |
incorporate it in al of my workshops and audio programs.

OTHER METHODS FOR INDUCING
OUT-OF-BODY ADVENTURES

Progressive Relaxation

Progressive relaxation is primarily a method for relaxing the
body and mind. However, many have discovered that it is can
be used effectively to induce deep trance states. Progressive
relaxation is a popular induction method used in hypnosis, in
healing, and in attaining numerous altered states. The basic
premise is to tense each major muscle group and then com-
pletely release it. In this way, each muscle group throughout
the body becomes systematically relaxed.

| practiced one of the techniques mentioned in the book that
| call the "forgetting your body" technique. You start at
your toes and work upward on the body, turning off the feel-
ing in your toes, feet, ankles, and so forth until you have
gone over the entire body. 1 practiced this for a year, frequently,
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as | was lying in bed prior to going to sleep. Sometimes |
would get a spaced-out feeling or a mind-awake, body-asleep
feeling. Then things began to happen. | began to have spon-
taneous OBEs while dleeping. - TOM S, BOISE, IDAHO

Hypnosis

Hypnosis is a proven tool for self-improvement and inner
exploration. It has been used effectively in past-life regression
and in the elimination of fears and phobias. In out-of-body
exploration it is used to condition the mind to accept and
embrace our multidimensional potential. It is also highly effec-
tive in creating the ideal pre-OBE mind-set: mind awake, body
asleep. Hypnosis is a valuable tool in lucid dream induction
and awakening. It is often combined with affirmations and
rescripting methods.

Hypnosis has established itself as highly effective in removing
subconscious blocks that retard our spiritual growth and thus
opening the doors to our unlimited potential. It is commonly
used for fear reduction and regression. As a certified hypnother-
apist | am a strong advocate of the many benefits of individual,
group, and self-hypnosis. For over ten years | have employed
hypnosis in my out-of-body exploration and past-life regression
workshops. For years | have conducted individual sessions and
have witnessed the tremendous benefits people have derived
from them. | highly recommend learning self-hypnosis from an
expert hypnotherapist who is well versed in metaphysical princi-
ples and the spiritual benefits that are available. In Adventures
Beyond the Body | provide more detailed information on the
many benefits of self-hypnosis and provide an entire hypnosis
script.

These were
all immediately verified by an observer when | returned to my
body.

A woman | met during one of my out-of-body workshops
described a fascinating experience. Barbara was a school-
teacher in a rural school district that had experienced a recent
tragedy. A school bus carrying children home had a terrible
accident in which three of her students were killed. She had
been distraught about this event for some time, as she felt a
personal attachment to these young children. She recounted
this experience after 1 had led the group through a hypnosis
technique designed to create and release energy.

| was very upset about the bus accident. Three of my students
were killed, and the classroom never seemed the same after
they were gone. | had been thinking about these children as
you began your hypnosis session. As | fell deeper and deeper
into a state of relaxation, | felt like | was hearing voices -
young, happy voices, like those you hear on a playground at
recess. | willed myself to have clear vision and hearing. At once
| saw those students playing together not far from where |
stood. They seemed to recognize me right away and greeted
me by name. | was particularly confused as | somehow
remembered that they were no longer of this earth. An espe-
cially bright student, Jennifer, spoke directly to me and said,
"Please stop worrying about us, Mrs. P. We're really okay."
And each of them offered a similar phrase regarding their well-
being. It was as though a weight had been taken off my shoul-
ders. They faded away with the sound of their voices, and |
dowly became aware of our conference room again. Although
I will always miss them, as I'm sure their families do, | most
definitely know that they are safe and happy where they are.

Chakra Techniques

Nonphysical energy activation and motion is effective in initi-
ating out-of-body experiences. One of the classic methods is to
activate the unseen energy centers of the etheric body. When the
chakras open, massive quantities of pure energy pour into our
etheric body, creating a dramatic expansion of the nonphysical
body. It also appears that this energy flow and expansion is the
cause of the sounds reported during the vibrational state. The
buzzing, humming, and roaring are the direct result of this ener-
gy flow. Chakra activation and breath control are becoming well
known as effective methods for initiating OBEs. The following is
an example.

The out-of-body experience | will share with you occurred
when | experienced breath work under the guidance of a
skilled therapist. She had advised me that she might be placing
her hands on the chakra areas while | was undergoing the
work. We prayed before the experience, and | allowed myself
to go with the process.

In this experience you are in a deeply relaxed, altered/meditative
state. | was lying on a mat on the floor, with a blanket/quilt
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over me. There was music playing, and | was led into a deeply
relaxed state through suggestion, music, and breath work.

The therapist reached her hand under the blanket/quilt to
place it on the second chakra area. At that moment intense
fear rose up within me. | have some memory of an incest expe-
rience from my childhood. At that moment "I" shot from my
body and was across the room crouching down in the corner
area, watching what was taking place. | wanted to scream and
tell her to stop.

| remember clearly being in the corner of that room, watching
the experience of what was happening to my body. | saw my
body lying in the center of the room. | saw the therapist and
her movements during the course of the work. | heard her
voice and saw my body as witnessed from the corner of the
room. As the experience was coming to an end and | recog-
nized that it was safe, | regjoined my body. This was a very real,
powerful experience for me and a clear demonstration of the
fact that we are not our bodies. - CHARLENE M., LAWTON,

ALTERED STATES AND TRANCE INDUCTION

| believe that it is important to recognize that altered states
of consciousness and trance induction in all of their various
forms can initiate the emergence of suppressed subconscious
issues and blocks. As we open to and explore our multidi-
mensional nature it is normal that we access and experience
the stored energies and memories of our subconscious mind.
For the vast majority of people this is not a problem but is
instead a clear indication of our personal progress and spiri-
tual growth. In general, it is not unusual for us to uncover a
past trauma or psychological block in some manner in order
to resolve it. For example, many people report a new aware-
ness or glimpses into their childhood and even their past
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lives. It's also common to tap into our many hidden talents
and abilities.

Be aware that uncovering subconscious issues and energy
blocks is the normal result of our spiritual growth. The more
we open to our true potential, the faster our subconscious
issues will surface so they can be recognized and resolved. This
is true for all methods and paths of personal and spiritual
development.

| believe the path of soul is clear. Each of us must decide
either to travel our inner path and experience a profound
spiritual adventure, or remain imprisoned by the limits of
matter and beliefs. As the new millennium opens, make a
total commitment to yourself to explore beyond the confines
of the body and experience the absolute freedom of your spir-
itual essence. The path of soul awaits. It is up to you to take
action.

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Overcoming Challenges That Confront
the Out-of-Body Explorer

| have experienced sleep paralysis consistently for the
last fifteen years. | have had multiple out-of-body
experiences, with a dramatic increase over the last two
years. The experiences contributed to overcoming my
fears. It wasn't until | embraced the idea of spiritual
evolution that my experiences changed from being
plagued by pure terror to enlightenment.

-I-here are a variety of challenges that face both the experi-
enced out-of-body explorer and the novice. They can range
from visual problems and unusual sounds to simple overexcite-
ment that keeps the experience from developing. Some people
have difficulty maneuvering through a perceived "negative"
experience or cannot successfully interact with a nonphysical
entity. Research shows, however, that by far the biggest chal-
lenge is overcoming fear. Many fears are directly related to
vibrational-state phenomena that occur at the onset of the
experience. This chapter will provide you with ways to over-
come these obstacles so that you can become an effective spiri-
tual explorer. The more we know about what is happening to
us, the more effective we will become. Let us begin by examin-
ing fear.

The following examples show the variety of reactions to
vibrational -state phenomena.

Paralysis

People often report a feeling of paralysis as a prelude to an
out-of-body experience. My OBE survey indicates that 72 per-
cent of the respondents experienced this as a prelude to their
out-of-body adventure. Feelings of paralysis can be extremely
frightening, especially to those who are not familiar with the
out-of-body experience. Some people report feeling a heavy
weight upon their torso, while others relate the inability to
move their arms and legs.

Many perceive paralysis to be a strange or negative event,
while others regard it as a simple sleep phenomenon. Having
read thousands of people's experiences, it is now clear to me
that this is a positive opportunity to explore our inner sdf, a
clear indication that we are close to full separation from the
body. Paralysis is the natural result of the transition of con-
sciousness that occurs when our awareness shifts from our
physical body to our higher vibrational energy body. The ideal
response is to calmly surrender to the paralysis and allow it to
saturate your entire body. At this point, focus and direct your
undivided attention upon a location away from your physical
body. This will initiate complete separation from the body and
immediately end the paralysis. When you fully accept and
embrace the paralysis, it becomes an important aly. However,
any fear-based response will turn the experience into a fright-
ening struggle to obtain control over the body.

When | was eleven years old | had a recurring event that terri-
fied me. |1 would awaken in the middle of the night and be
vibrating and paralyzed. | would try to scream out for my
mom but no sound would come out of my mouth. It was hor-
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rible. Finally, after several minutes of absolute terror, my voice
would work again and | would scream for my mom. She
would rush in my room and comfort me, saying, "It was just a
nightmare. It wasn't real. It's only a nightmare." | would try
to explain to her that | wasn't dreaming, that it was real, that |
couldn't move or talk and my whole body was tingling and
numb. | was so scared | couldn't go back to deep. Generally
she would let me get into her bed. For some reason it never
happened in her bed, only in mine. For over a year | was afraid
every time | went to bed. - TODD S, VIA E-MAIL

A teenager came up to me after a lecture 1'd given in Michigan
and shared her experiences.

When | was younger, around fourteen or so, | would be shak-
en awake by a strange internal rocking and loud roaring
sounds. Then | would be numb and sometimes unable to
move. When this happened | was overwhelmed by a surge of
fear. It's scary when you can't move and you don't know why.
After reading your book | realized | was in the vibrational
stage and | could just float out of body if | wanted to. So far |
haven't, but now | know what's going on. Next time it hap-
pens, I'll be prepared and I'll know what to do and how to
handle it. - ESSCA M., BLOOMFIELD, MICHIGAN

Unusual Sounds

Strange sounds are often reported as a prelude to separation
from the body. The sounds are often combined with paralysis
or electrical-like sensations and can be startling and even
shocking. The vibrational-state noises are the direct result of
the energy flow created by an opening of one or more of the
primary chakras. Nonphysical energy rushes through the open-
ing and expands our subtle ethereal body. This inner energy
process can create intense and startling sounds and initiate the
beginning of an out-of-body experience. The reported noises
include buzzing, roaring, humming, footsteps, and thumping,
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Web-based survey indicates that 56 percent will experience
them. During my own experiences, internal vibrations occur
over 90 percent of the time; sometimes they are overwhelming;
at other times they are mild. It is common for a variety of
vibrational -state phenomena to occur simultaneously.

I've had what is called the onset of an OBE. I've had paralysis
and an incredible vibrating and buzzing sensation. Every time
this happens, I've tried with every bit of energy | have to stop
it. | have this experience one to five times per month. I'm
afraid to death of "letting go " for fear that | will die.

In my experience | was already sleeping. | thought | had
awakened, but | instantly realized that | could not move. |
tried to call for my dog, who | knew was at the end of my
bed, but | couldn't speak. | tried to look for him, but still
could not move my body . . . Instead, | saw my whole room
in a swift circular view, like | was standing and spun around
on my toes! Then suddenly | started to feel like my insides -
my soul, | guess - was shrinking. | thought | was suffering a
heart attack. | thought to myself, "This is it, I'm dying." | felt
a shaking sensation and thought maybe | was having a
seizure. The shaking seemed violent. The sensations stopped
suddenly and | was back. | was covered in sweat. - S. D.,

The inner vibrations and sounds are created by the same
process: the opening of the primary energy centers, or
chakras, within our nonphysical body. This inner opening
and subsequent energy flow can manifest itself in various
ways. It initiates a tremendous flow of energy into our subtle
body, creating an intense inner disturbance. After we com-
plete the separation from the body, the inner energy flow and
the expansion cease, causing the vibrations and sounds to
stop as well.
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was going in the next room. | opened my eyes, | thought, and
saw that there were some shadowy figures at the end of my
bed. | thought they were my roommates, but | found out later
that my roommates had gone out for pizza. | felt a tingling in
my feet, and it was then that | realized the people/ghosts were
pulling at my toes. They were tugging at my feet, trying to get
me off of the bed. "Man," I'm thinking, because | can't speak,
"get off, get off my feet." | want to start kicking, but | can't
move. Finally they faded away and | looked to the end of the
bed and saw that there was a blanket covering my feet.

Two primary scenarios can cause this sensation. One is the
presence of someone actually touching or lifting you; the other
is our mind's interpretation of energy movement or shifts
occurring within our subtle energy body. The key is to relax as
much as possible and allow the process to precede, then focus
your complete attention away from your body.

Sinking

The sensation of sinking is widely reported. This phenome-
non is more common than expected and often evokes a fear
response because of the unusual results. It is not unusual for
out-of-body explorers to sink through their bed or even the
floor. The key is to remain calm and mentally ask for aware-
ness and control. We must remember that when we leave our
bodies, our physical surroundings are no longer the prevailing
reality.

It seemed to happen when | would be napping and | would
awaken with the feeling that | was sinking away and was
about to lose consciousness. | would be so scared, for it was
such a strange experience. It got to the point that | was almost
afraid to lie down in the afternoons, for that was always when
it happened. | even considered this to be some type of seizure,
but after about eight of these experiences they ceased, and |
have had no more. - paT N., vViA E-MAIL
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and was afraid of being bit by the blades. The next thing |
knew, | was diving through the floor and found myself in the
basement. It was dark and | became afraid. | immediately
went back up through the floor and jumped into my body. |
sat upright with a jolt. - F. B., TULSA, OKLAHOMA

The simple solution to any vision issue is to demand an
improvement: "Clarity now!" In addition, you can practice the
OBE techniques during the day until you build your confi-
dence. Generally, during my nighttime experiences | have
noticed that the surroundings are never completely dark but
appear illuminated, as from the silvery glow of a full moon.

Poor Vision

Poor visual perception is a commonly reported problem
upon separation. We as soul, possess no eyes or ears; we mani-
fest our perception capabilities based on our state of conscious-
ness and expectations.

At the beginning of my out-of-body experience | was thinking |
should go to the door when | first felt the vibrational state.
Problem was, | couldn't find the door. | couldn't see it or even
remember where it was. Very frustrating. So | repeated, "l must
see the door, | must see the door." Then it appeared very clearly
before me and | went through it. - TINA M., DOVER, DELAWARE

Visual distortions, vision reversals, and aberrations of the
immediate environment are commonly reported. It is not
unusual for the observed environment to be different than the
physical. For example, a room may appear to have changed,;
the furniture, doors, and windows may be in different locations
and may not even be present. Two forces are at work here.
First, we must always remember that when out of body we per-
ceive with our mind. Our natural state of perception is 360
degrees. | have noticed that during out-of-body experiences I
can see behind me with surprising clarity. This can be strange
and somewhat disorienting at first. Second, the nonphysical
reality we observe when out of body is the energy substructure
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whether | was ready. | kept thinking, "Ready for what? Are
they going to do something to me?" | started freaking out, and
then it stopped. | had to wonder if | was dreaming the whole
thing, but it sounded so real. - P. R,, VIA E-MAIL

Out-of-body explorers also report hearing negative or
threatening voices that seem intent on frightening them. The
other dimensions are inhabited by many different beings; some
are helpful and some are mischievous. The question arises: Is
the explorer actually experiencing an actual reality, a mischie-
vous nonphysical resident, or do the voices emanate from the
vibrational state phenomena or an internal, fear-based event
manifested to block the exploration? Each person must make
their own judgment. The important point to remember is that
sounds and voices cannot harm us. Generally, when full sepa-
ration from the body is achieved the reports of threatening
voices cease.

| started to float up, and suddenly | could hear a growling
voice calling my name. | was terrified and struggled to get
back in my body.

Entities

Seeing or hearing nonphysical entities when you leave your
body is to be expected. My survey revealed that 22 percent of
the participants reported seeing or feeling the presence of a
nonphysical being. In addition, 24 percent reported seeing,
hearing, or speaking to a deceased loved one. As we under-
stand more about nonphysical contact, the fears we associate
with this type of encounter will diminish.

Every time | have an out-of body experience there are beings
all around me. This startles me, because they are often talking
about me like I'm not even there. | can't see them very well,
but I can hear every word. This is the one thing that really
scares me. - ANDY B., MADISON, WISCONSIN
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We live in an ocean of energy that is filled with life. If we are
going to be effective explorers when out of body, we must learn
to remain calm and explore the opportunities for contact when
they arise. In general, nonphysical entities that are attracted to
you probably know you from this life or one of your previous
incarnations. During out-of-body experiences it is common to
communicate with deceased loved ones, and for many this is
their most memorable out-of-body experience. Instead of being
negative experiences, these encounters are often life-changing,
positive verifications of our immortality. Each encounter is a
wonderful opportunity to learn and grow. However, it is our
approach, together with the way we respond to the encounter,
that determines the outcome.

In addition, there is a tendency for lost and bewildered souls
to be attracted to conscious spiritual travelers. This is especial-
ly true of those who project to the astral plane. Be prepared for
this kind of contact, because eventually it will occur. The best
approach is to remain calm and provide as much assistance as
possible. These souls will often ask a lot of questions and be
reluctant to listen to advice.

Nonphysical beings that are unknown to us are attracted to us
for three primary reasons. First, they have lowered their vibra-
tional rate by focusing their attention on form and matter as the
only authentic reality. Second, they are often so attached to mat-
ter that they refuse to accept the higher-dimensional environ-
ments and inhabitants as a valid reality. Third, it is common for
the vibrational signature or density of out-of-body explorers to be
closer to the energy frequency of the denser astral dimension than
the higher realities. In other words, when we leave our bodies we
are often visible to wandering or lost souls who are still obsessed
with the physical reality. These beings are normally not a threat;
they are generally confused and in need of assistance or attention.
The best response is to instruct them to "go to the light" and
direct them to the various dimensional portals that interconnect
the different realities. Be aware that these portals can appear to us
as any system or device of movement from one energy level to
another - stairs, ladders, ramps, elevators, and so forth. More
advanced out-of-body explorers have been known to escort lost
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beings to the appropriate energy level. Emanuel Swedenborg's
spiritual travels provide some well-documented examples of this
process. (For more information, refer to chapter 8, "A New
Vision of Death and Dying.")

FEELING THE PRESENCE OF A THREAT

It is common for out-of-body explorers to experience a pres-
ence in their surroundings during and immediately after sepa-
ration. Our society and culture is overflowing with fears
related to the separation of consciousness from the body.
Many dtill equate the entire experience with death. Because of
the many unknowns associated with out-of-body exploration,
our anxiety and fear are sometimes elevated during separation.
For many, the flight-or-fight instinct seems to kick in at the
slightest sound or movement. In addition, many report that
their vision is poor, and that causes them to feel somewhat vul-
nerable. This combination is the recipe for a perceived negative
experience.

When | left my body | felt tingly - almost like wind could
blow through me instead of having to go around. When |
walked around my bed there was a ghostlike entity, more than
a glow. | could see vague details - head, shoulders, arms. | felt
angry that she was in my room. It was like she was lost, look-
ing for something but it was hopeless. | started hitting at her.
At first she didn't even notice; my arms just went through her.
And then she was startled - like she was shocked that | saw
her. She seemed so sad, and went to hug me. She stepped right
through me and was gone. | didn't know her. - sHeILA P,
LORDSTOWN, OHIO

| had been napping and tried to awaken and felt unable to
move. It felt like a large powerful animal was on me, making
me unable to move. | couldn't open my eyes and felt like a
dead weight. | struggled to speak, but couldn't. - YVETTE C,

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INTERACTION WITH A NONPHYSICAL BEING

Interactions with nonphysical beings are commonly report-
ed. | can personally relate to the shock and fear of seeing a
strange or unfamiliar entity in your room during an out-of-
body experience. It took me many years to accept this event as
a normal experience. It is important that we remain as non-
judgmental as possible when encountering nonphysical beings.
Generally they are simply being curious.

The solution is to be as prepared as possible. Reduce your
fears by learning effective spiritual protection methods such as
the globe technique and the armor technique, both of which I
describe later in this chapter. In addition, improve your non-
physical perception and vision by using the "Awareness now"
method. The more experience you gain, the more confident
you become. Eventually you come to realize that you are a
powerful, immortal being that cannot be harmed by any thing
real or imagined.

REALITIES OF NONPHY SICAL CONTACT

* The unseen dimensions consist of energy and are inhab-
ited by billions of different forms of life.

» Consciousness uses different forms for expression.
There is no limit to the variety of possible forms avail-
able. The humanoid form is only one of many.

» A truly evolved life-form is not limited to a simple shape
or form of expression. Nonphysical beings can change
their outer shape and mode of communication in order
to achieve their desired goal.

* You can demand to experience the true essence of any
being you encounter.

When encountering nonphysical life forms, it is important
to remember to look beyond shape and form. Form is simply
an expression of consciousness. Don't be fooled by the facade;
always ask to experience the essence of the being. For over
two decades | have used a direct question to accomplish this:
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"What do you represent?" or "Show me your essence." In a
sense, | challenge the being to exhibit its true sdf. If it is show-
ing a facade or pretending to be something it is not, it will
often disappear or change its form once | question it. Things
are often not what they appear, so assume nothing.

This ability to change form should not be considered nega-
tive or a trick; it is simply a practical way to communicate.
Often a specific form may be more effective. For example, a
guide may appear as a child or woman. This is often done to
present a nonthreatening appearance. | have heard many sto-
ries of nonphysical beings appearing as gentle monks or little
old ladies. This makes sense, since an unknown six-foot-tall
stranger standing by your bed may not be an ideal guide for the
average person.

Eventually we must come to realize that having an out-of-
body experience and being surprised to see other life-forms is
like diving into the ocean and being shocked to see fish.

In addition, it is important to understand that when we
leave our bodies, we are no longer in "our" space or room. We
have entered another dimension of reality, and we must be pre-
pared for contact, because it will occur.

EMOTIONAL EXTREMES
Excitement

Excitement is a substantial block for many and is to be
expected at the onset of the vibrational state. It is normal to
suddenly fed or hear the initial vibrations and sounds and
spontaneously begin to get excited.

After doing some deep meditation techniques for about forty-
five days, | finally felt the full vibrational state for the first
time. | could feel myself floating toward the window, and |
dtarted thinking, "Oh, my God, I'm going to start flying!" |
got so excited that | dammed back into my body and lost the
feeling. I'm working on control now. - LARRY T., NORTHVILLE,
MICHIGAN
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The very act of focusing our attention on vibrational-state
phenomena will often abruptly end the entire experience. Our
attention upon the physical-like sensations can shut down the
energy flow and expansion process that occur during the vibra-
tional state. The solution is to remain as calm and detached as
possible and completely surrender to the sounds and vibrations
that are so often the immediate prelude to separation. | know
how challenging this can be. As much as possible | allow any
excitement to wash over me and | focus my complete attention
on a separation target - for example, the front door - or the
sensation of floating. | don't analyze the energy process; | sim-
ply surrender to it and allow it to expand throughout my entire
CONSCiousness.

Panic Attacks and Night Terrors

The sudden onslaught of intense vibrations and loud sounds
combined with paralysis can create a massive wave of fear
surging through your mind. The instinctive and overpowering
feeling of flight or fight seems to explode within and you des-
perately want the strange vibrations and sounds to stop. The
sounds and vibrations are, of course, the classic hallmarks of
the vibrational state, and for many the flight-or-fight response
is the most difficult issue to deal with.

| am a fourteen-year-old male. | want to tell you about "jerk-
awake": It does not happen much, but when it does it is like a
boom! Then | get scared and fall asleep again. The deep paraly-
Sis is scarier than hell. | can't stand that happening. It happens
a lot. I can't move, | can't talk, |1 know I'm in a dream, and | try
to yell for someone but | can't talk. The other night | had a
panic attack, the first one | have ever had! | was so scared |
couldn't get my mind offit. | tried to dleep in my brother's
room but then it got worse, so | came to my mom's room and
talked about it and fell asleep. - KEN M., CASEVILLE, MICHIGAN

| am a male nurse who has had what the medical community
classifies as night terrors. | have had almost unbearable fears
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at night for most of my life. |1 had gone to deep labs, but noth-
ing seemed to help my situation. The very first night 1 went to
bed after reading Adventures Beyond the Body, | had the most
beautiful night of my life. It was then that | realized that the
vibrations and sounds should be welcomed, not feared, for
they are the first stages of a beautiful adventure. Now |
demand what | want out of these episodes. The only problem I
have now is not being able to get those sounds and vibrations
to come more often. - MARC P., HAMBURG, GERMANY

Our knowledge of the vibrational process will help reduce
our level of fear and expand our ability to get the most benefit
out of our experiences. We have to remember that the intense
vibrations and sounds are an essential element of the natural
energy expansion process. On occasion when | experience a
fear-based issue | remain as calm as possible and simply repeat
an affirmation, such as "Now | separate from my body!" The
most effective solution to vibration-state fear is to separate as
quickly as possible. The faster we move from the physical
body, the sooner the vibrational phenomena will cease. Unfortu-
nately, many remain uninformed and continue to linger in the
vibrational state, and their fears become prolonged and magni-
fied. The best approach is to train yourself, at the first sign of
the vibrations, to spontaneously direct your complete attention
away from your physical body.

BECOMING AN OBJECTIVE OBSERVER

The key to managing all of the above issues is to become a
completely dispassionate explorer. As much as possible, be an
objective observer of reality. When out of body you are the
ultimate explorer of consciousness. The unseen universe is an
ocean of thought-responsive energy, and we absolutely influ-
ence and mold the fluid-like energy around us with every
thought we create. This neutral mind-set is important, because
to be effective you must remain balanced and at ease in the face
of tremendous energy change. In addition, the reality you expe-
rience is constantly influenced and interpreted by your subcon-
scious mind. Be aware that your thoughts both conscious and
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subconscious can have a powerful impact on your surround-
ings. Don't blindly accept the shape and form that you observe
as redlity. Often, what you perceive is but the outer vehicle or
facade of consciousness. For example, none of the people you
encounter during an out-of-body experience actually are the
form you see. The various humanoid forms we experience are
projections and vehicles of their consciousness. Some of these
entities are conscious of their projection, but most are not. This
principle applies to al levels of the universe.

NEGATIVE EXPERIENCES

| believe that our life experiences are neither good nor bad.
We place meaning on everything we do. Look back at your life:
How many times has a perceived negative experience propelled
you to dramatically grow or change in unexpected ways? The
same applies to out-of-body experiences. Many times out-of-
body and near-death experiences act as an abrupt spiritual call
to action. Sometimes we need to be shaken from lifes daily
physical routine in order to grow. Each experience is a tool of
learning and evolution.

There is increasing evidence that so-called spontaneous
OBEs are actualy highly planned events orchestrated by a
higher aspect of our psyche. Our higher sdf or soul creates
them for a specific purpose; often the experiences initiate a dra-
matic shift in consciousness and perception, opening us to new
levels of personal growth. Dr. Raymond Moody, Kenneth
Ring, and Dr. Melvin Morse have clearly documented that
near-death experiences can provide a wide spectrum of life-
changing benefits. The same benefits can be derived from out-
of-body travels.

HOWTO OVERCOME CHALLENGES

Another method of avoiding a fear-based issue is to raise
your vibration rate immediately after separation from the
body. Most out-of-body experiences occur in the denser
regions of the nonphysical universe. During a typical experi-
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ence we shift our consciousness from the outer physical body
to our next inner vibrational vehicle of soul. In other words,
we end up experiencing what many people call the lower astral
plane.

| am fifteen, and | had an OBE when | was ten. Being inter-
ested in the paranormal, | knew what it was, but | had a fear
of demons. | was on the brink of sleep when | felt myself
coming out of my body. | was partly out, but then | started
screaming and "pulling” myself back in. | would like to try it
again if at all possible. But those with bad experiences with
OBEs are on a lower astral plane, which comes about from
negative feelings about the OBE. If you find yourself in that
situation, think positively and you should end up going to the
higher astral plane, which is where you have good experi-
ences. - JASON T., AUSTIN, TEXAS

PROTECTION

Take a moment to contemplate the fact that you are the cre-
ative force of your experiences and your life. You direct the
events in your life with your thoughts, choices, and actions. In
the subtle nonphysical dimensions, this truth is magnified and
accelerated. Your fears can manifest a fearful experience, while
your positive or neutral thoughts and expectations will orches-
trate a positive or neutral experience. This energy principle is
reflected in the physical world as well. If you are looking for
and expect negative events or people in your life, you will find
them at every turn. When you scan for positive events, you will
begin to notice them all around you.

THE REALITIES OF SPIRITUAL PROTECTION

* We are immortal. We are powerful creative spiritual
beings. We mold the energies around us both positive
and negative by the use of our focused thoughts.
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We are far more protected than we are aware of. Each
of us has a variety of spiritual guides, friends, and
helpers who are always available for assistance.

We are each connected to God. What better protection
isthere?

When we ask for spiritual protection, it is given.
However, we generally must make the request to
receive it.

Spiritual guides will not interfere with our personal devel-
opment. They do their work as stealthily as possible.
Our personal fears are the real enemy and block our
spiritual growth and evolution.

Sending love to a manifestation of fear will cause it to
dissipate and disappear.

Spiritual-Protection Methods

The best way to fed secure when exploring a new energy
dimension is to be aware of our personal creative abilities.
Keep in mind that that obstacles and perceived threats are
often manifestations of fear that are molded by our subcon-
scious mind. Eventualy we must take responsibility for our
experiences on every energy level of the universe, for this is the
beginning of true personal empowerment. Sending the energy
of love to the manifestations of fear is aways effective. The fol-
lowing is a brief overview of spiritual-protection methods com-
monly used today.

The Protective Globe Technique

Visualize an energy field of white light surrounding you, a

protective globe of brilliant, glowing white light. The energy
field is completely around you and warms you with the glow and
light. You know that this light protects you from anything nega-
tive or harmful. You are surrounded by a protective, powerful
energy field. No harm can pass through this beautiful, positive,
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dimension now!" Or pinpoint whatever interdimensional area
you would like to explore. The immediate result will be per-
ceived as an intense inward or upward motion that will last for
several seconds. Remain as calm as possible; the sensation of
motion can be intense and disorienting if you are unprepared
for it. It is similar to being pulled or drawn inward through lay-
ers of energy and color into a new environment.

After your inner motion has ceased, immediately center your-
self by requesting that your complete awareness be present:
"Awareness now!" Be prepared: Your new surroundings and
viewpoint will be completely different.

A more aggressive approach is to go beyond defense and
become proactive. Since we mold nonphysical reality with our
focused thoughts, we can create any weapon that we fed is
appropriate to the situation. The following are a few examples.

The Light Device Technique

Imagine a powerful lightning bolt or flashing sword appearing
in your hand. Create something that you can easily feel or identify
with. For example, if you are an artist, use a paintbrush of light.
An avid reader might open a book of light; a gardener could use a
hose and spray the room with light.The key is to select something
you can visualize without a lot of thought. Absolutely know and
feel the energy of this and it will become manifest.

The Explosive Light Technique

This technique provides a highly effective method for clear-
ing a room of uninvited guests. Imagine a grenade in your hand
that when thrown will explode with a powerful burst of pure
light, removing any potential threat.

Any thought-created device, weapon, or shield will be effec-
tive. The key is your personal acceptance of your creative abili-
ties. Self-doubt and fear are our greatest enemies. When doing
any of these methods, trust the creative power of your soul to
make it real and it will be so.
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REQUESTING ASSISTANCE

Whenever necessary, request assistance from a spiritual guide
or angel. The assistance can manifest itself in many different
forms. Often there is a feeling or sense of an unseen protective
presence. This assistance may also take the form of invisible
helping hands, advice, or an instant change in our reality.

I had numerous OBEs. All of the experiences are similar. |
usually went to sleep around 4 AM. After falling asleep, |
became aware of a roaring sound. It sounded exactly like a
train was traveling through my apartment. Then my body
went into uncontrollable jerking. | would describe it as a con-
vulsion, although it was not uncomfortable, just weird. After
going through this the first time, | would yell when it
occurred, out of sheer excitement. | don't know if this was an
audible yell or my spirit just yelling. Then my spirit moved out
of my body and | was flying. | never looked down to see my
body or looked around the room. | remember flying fast and
high. | noticed there was always this first layer of "muck" to
fly through. | always thought of it as disgruntled spirits hang-
ing around. When | flew through that layer, | always asked for
God's protection as a safeguard. Then | was flying through a
clear, beautiful sky. | was always driven to fly to the same
place. | refer to it as the land of color. It is a place where the
air sparkles. There are rays of color bands and a feeling of
magic that is impossible to describe. Returning to my body
was similar to leaving - the roaring train and my body jerking
uncontrollably. - I1SABELLE E, EL PASO, TEXAS

CONFRONTI NG MANI FESTATI ONS OF FEAR

It is important for spiritual explorers to understand that the
mind-set and expectations that we hold and project determine
the energy manifestations we receive. Manifestations of energy,
regardless of form, are molded by our own subconscious
thoughts and fears. When | encounter a fear-based environment
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or manifestation, | look to mysdf, not the surroundings, for the
solution.

The Power of Confronting Your Personal Fears

Each day we are confronted with decisions and choices
that we must make. These decisions determine the course of
our lives and the results we experience. If you examine the
lives of self-empowered people, you will notice one overrid-
ing attribute they all share: All of them had to confront and
overcome their personal fears and limitations to reach their
goals. Every fear and anxiety in our life is an obstacle for us
to overcome, a persona barrier that separates us from our
desired spiritual goal. Life itself can be viewed as a school in
which we are presented with a series of obstacles that we
must eventually confront and overcome. How we react to
each challenge will determine the personal growth we experi-
ence during our lives.

The fears and limits we experience in our physical life are the
dense outer manifestations of our internal fears. During an
OBE, our personal fears can manifest themselves as nonphysical
confrontations or barriers. These fear-based energy manifesta-
tions provide a unique opportunity for spiritual empowerment.

For example, during the third year of my out-of-body explo-
rations | experienced a large, heavy object pressing down on
me immediately after separation. | perceived the object to be an
enormous ornate gold-leaf mirror. It was so massive that | was
pinned under its crushing weight. | began to push against the
mirror with al my strength. An intense feding of despair
flowed through me as | tried again and again but the weight
of the mirror continued to crush me. In desperation, | focused
al of my attention, al of my energy and strength, on moving
this pressing weight and screamed out, "l have the power."
Instantly, | experienced a surge in my personal strength and
easily lifted the mirror and tossed it aside.

At that moment, | experienced a powerful new sensation of
freedom and mobility | had never known before. | was as light as
a feather and able to go wherever | pleased. For the firg time in
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my life, | felt completely free, completely in control. | was able to
move, perceive, and comprehend at an accelerated rate. | some-
how knew that | had opened a door to new levels of personal
possibilities and growth. Each fear and limit we experience pre-
sents an opportunity for learning and growth. Our recognition
of this can assigt us in confronting each new challenge.

The Many Manifestations of Fear

When we are out of body, fear often manifests itself as form.
This energy can take the appearance of any form imaginable,
such as an obstacle, a creature, a challenge, or even a devil. |
have seen and heard countless confrontation scenarios; exam-
ples include a crashing plane, a sword fight, a fire to be fought,
hand-to-hand struggle with all types of deadly enemies both
human and nonhuman. The outer manifestation of the fear is
often unimportant. What truly matters is our positive reaction
and response to the inner fear that it instills. An empowered,
fully conscious confrontation is the key to removing our fear.

One of the greatest benefits that out-of-body exploration
offers is never discussed: the ability to confront and eliminate
the unseen source of our fears and limits. | propose a direct
approach. This of course is not recommended for the timid or
inexperienced explorer. When you fed that you are emotionally
and mentally prepared, you can request an acceleration of your
spiritual development. Often this manifests itsdlf as a confronta-
tion with the energy essence of your persona fears and limits.
When a fear-based image or energy appears before you, stand
your ground and forcefully demand that this manifestation of
fear be gone forever from your life. Project unconditional love
to any fear-created phenomenon and it will dissolve and disap-
pear before you.

Fear-Confrontation Experiences

What | have found interesting is that veteran out-of-body
explorers seem to have spontaneous fear-confrontation experi-
ences. | had three such experiences in the '70s. The first was
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the huge mirror crushing down upon me. Then a year later
what seemed to be a beast attacked me. During the third expe-
rience | was confronted by a giant sloth with the face of a dog.
These confrontational experiences proved without a doubt to
be some of the most transformational events in my life. It's dif-
ficult to express in words, but | felt a massive weight lifted
from every level of my being. With each experience | felt a new,
expanded sense of freedom and empowerment | had never
known before. When we hold firm and face our personal fears
we open the door to excelled learning and spiritual growth.

The following are a couple of examples of confrontations
that can occur when we are out of body.

In my last OBE | was in my friend's bouse, walking through
the living room. | noticed that the room was full of snakes.
They were everywhere - on the furniture, on the stairs, and
even across my feet. In life, | am deathly afraid of snakes. | saw
my friend coming from the kitchen when a snake attacked me
from a table and bit me on the arm. | froze for a few moments
and then asked my friend, "Are these snakes poisonous?' He
thought about it and said, "Not if you don't believe they are."
With that the snakes all dissolved away and the bite mark dis-
appeared. At that moment | found myself back in my body. |
couldn't move my arms and legs. At first | thought it was the
result of the snakebite, and then | remembered that it had all
faded. | felt energized and powerful after that, like a burden
had been lifted from me. - ROGER D., FT. WALTON BEACH, FLORIDA

| went to dleep reciting affirmations about traveling out of
body. | found myself next to my husband on what appeared to
be a crystal cliff. There was a waterfall next to us that had dia-
monds flowing instead of water. | couldn't see a body on either
of us, but | knew it was him. We grasped hands - or what my
mind conceived as hands - and decided to jump to the next
plane. We had jumped off this cliff before to explore other
worlds. It was just recreational. We didn't speak to each other.
We just knew what we were doing.
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As we jumped, there was a point where we realized that this
jump was much longer than the others we had done. We con-
tinued to hold hands as he said affirmations and | prayed that
we wouldn't get hurt - which was weird, since we didn't have
bodies. As we kept falling, we stopped being afraid and it
started to become more and more fun. We rolled and tumbled
in the air, laughing, and about twenty feet before we stopped,
we dowed down and "landed." Although our perception of
feet never felt the ground, we just stopped falling. There was a
square, glassiike structure that housed a guide - like a river
guide or mountain guide - and we were so excited as we
directed our thoughts to him: "We just jumped 950 feet. It was
so cool. We've never jumped 950 feet." He acted like it was no
big deal, like others did this all the time.

When | woke up, | told my husband about the feeling. It was
exhilarating, and more exciting than anything |1 have felt on
this earth. In this life | am petrified of heights, but after this
experience I'm not as frightened as | once was, because it was
so much fun. This was totally out of character for me.

It takes courage
and sdlf-reliance to step beyond our physical limits and the pre-
vailing norms of our society and culture.

Out-of-body experiences reside at the cutting edge of
human exploration and evolution - individual journeys of
consciousness to the very core of our spiritual essence. You
will experience a powerful opportunity to confront your inner
fears and transcend al the comfortable beliefs that others
cling to. You will see and experience things that are alien to
others, things that earthbound beings could not even begin to
conceive of. As you grow, you will lose interest in old dramas
and relationships that no longer serve your spiritual quest. As
you become increasingly directed by your conscious connec-
tion to soul, the priorities and beliefs of others will become
less and less important. In the end, your burning need for spir-
itual self-knowledge will propel you forward and you will
never be able to go back to being dependent upon the prevail-
ing beliefs around you. Eventually you will find that al beliefs
are anchors to illusion and that you must break free in order
to experience the truth of your existence. Only by letting go of
al physical and mental limits are you free to discover the truth
of what you are.

n Adventures Beyond the Body | presented an out-of-body

experience survey and a list of questions concerning our exis-
tence beyond matter. The following observations are the result of
thousands of survey responses and information obtained from
decades of inner exploration gathered from individuals around
the world. Many of the following observations are not new revela-
tions; instead, they are a confirmation of realities that are yet to be
embraced by various modern cultures.

STRUCTURE OFTHE UNIVERSE

The universe is a multidimensional continuum. The entire physi-
cal universe is the relatively small outer epidermis layer of the
immense unseen universe.

The inner, unseen energy universes such as the astral and mental
dimensions are expanding. This expansion creates the observed
motion of the outer physical dimension.

As we explore inward, each dimension we experience is progres-
sively less dense and more thought responsive in nature.

All dimensions exist simultaneously. However, they are invisible
to one another because each individual dimension functions at a
distinctive vibrational rate and density. The various dimensions
can be viewed as multiple holographic projections existing at dif-
ferent frequencies.
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The denser dimensions such as the physical and astral are
designed to be training grounds for developing consciousness.

There are countless nonphysical realities or heavens. Many exist
as consensus realities created by the thoughts of large numbers of
beings. Uninhabited areas often appear as voids in space.

The tunnel phenomena so often reported during near-death expe-
riences is the opening of the energy membrane that separates the
physical and astral dimensions. Innerdimensional entry or transi-
tion points may appear to us in various forms such as doors, win-
dows, stairs, portals, and ramps.

The physical and astral dimensions are designed to be dense train-
ing grounds for souls.

The ultimate expressions of "heaven" exist beyond al form or
thought.

The universe is conscious.

The creative energies of consciousness create the various dimen-
sions. Each dimension is an expression and extension of con-
sciousness.

THE NATURE OF REALITY

Soul is the essence or core of consciousness. Soul exists far beyond
the concepts of shape, form, and substance. It can be described as
conscious light that uses various energy forms for its expression,
communication, evolution, and exploration. The biological body
and the more ethereal forms, such as the astral and thought ener-
gy forms, are all used by soul as vehicles of expression throughout
the multidimensional universe.

We possess no inherent shape or form. Soul uses temporary bio-
logical forms as vehicles of expression in the dense outer world of
matter. Humanoid forms are one of countless different forms used
by consciousness for expression and to enhance its evolution.

We are multidimensional beings. We are far more complex than
body, mind, and spirit. We possess and function with multiple
energy bodies. Each energy body functions as a vehicle of soul in
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systems to diversify our lessons, experience, and the resulting
wisdom.

Soul enters the fetus at different times during pregnancy.

Dependence upon the five physical senses and unchallenged
beliefs severely impede the evolution of humanity.

Out-of-body, near-death, transcendental states of consciousness,
and alien contact are all the direct result of the expansion, expres-
sion, and evolution of consciousness.

Unconditional love is the universal expression of God.

The early prophets and founders of today's great religions were
often out-of-body explorers. The early spiritual explorers related
their nonphysical experiences according to their religious and cul-
tural perceptions of reality.

Many of the early biblical prophets are with us today assisting the
evolution of consciousness in various ways.

All physical forms are vehicles and tools of reality. All manifesta-
tions of form - physical, emotional, and thought - are the cre-
ations of consciousness. They are the vehicles and expression of
reality, not reality itself.

OUT-OF-BODY EXPLORATION AND EVOLUTION

The key to our personal evolution is our ability to recognize and
fully experience our multidimensional nature and our spiritual
essence.

Self-initiated out-of-body exploration is a direct and powerful
method to experience our true spiritual essence. It is an effective
method to accelerate our personal growth and evolution. In addi-
tion, it helps to prepare us for the transition of death by removing
our fear and expanding our experience.

We have the ability to obtain the answers to our existence and
break free from the shackles of belief and matter. This is achieved
by personal spiritual experience and exploration beyond the phys-
ical limits.
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The key to permanent personal freedom from matter and physical
incarnations is the conscious ability to experience our true sdf
while still immersed in the denseness of matter.

The reality that we perceive when out of body is relative to the
vibrational state (density) of the observer.

THE TRANSITION OF DEATH

Death is a grand illusion. Death is simply the transition of con-
sciousness from one dimension to another. No one dies - we sim-
ply discard the outer remnants of soul.

Countless people at their death accept the form-based dimen-
sions, such as the astral, as their heavenly home instead of seeking
the "higher realities."

NONPHYSICAL AND ALIEN CONTACT

Countless forms of intelligent life, both physical and nonphysical,
exist throughout the universe. Humanoid form is only one of the
infinite expressions of consciousness.

A significant percentage of the reported alien contact and abduc-
tion phenomena are actually misinterpreted out-of-body experi-
ences and contact with nonphysical beings.

A truly advanced species can and will travel and explore interdi-
mensionally. Physical starships are relatively primitive and unnec-
essary for a truly evolved species.

All forms of physical and nonphysical life are expressions of soul.

EVOLUTI ON AND SOUL GROUPS

We evolve through the interaction of soul groups. Thisis essen-
tially an established group of souls that are interacting with one
another as they grow and evolve. During out-of-body experiences
we often encounter fellow members of our individual group. Each
soul group varies in size; however, the reported size is usually



Glossary

Affirmations. Repeated positive statements placed in the present
tense. They can be verbal, nonverbal, or written. (Example:
"Now I'm out of body!")

Alpha state. The brain-wave state associated with meditation,
daydreams, and light sleep. (See also Beta state, Delta state,
and Theta state)

Apparitions. Nonphysical inhabitants who have lowered the per-
sonal frequency of their energy body and are temporarily visi-
ble within the physical world.

Astral body. The subtle vehicle of consciousness, or energy body,
experienced on the astral plane. Also called the light body,
emotional body, starry body, or the body of light.

Astral plane. The closest major energy dimension to the physical
in density and vibration rate. This dimension is an ethereal par-
alel to matter and consists of countless different realities and
environments.

Aura. The energy field emanating from all life-forms.

Aura interference. The energy-field disruption of two or more
people in close proximity. Generally experienced during sleep
or meditation.

Bardo body. The Tibetan phrase for the densest spiritual body of
man. Today it is commonly called the astral or etheric body.
Beta state. The brain-wave state associated with normal waking

Black and white holes. Interactive energy conduits between the
physical and nonphysical dimensions; interdimensional portals
between the various energy levels of the universe.
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Chakras. Energy centers located in the densest or first nonphysical
body. These energy centers function as inner channels and
adjustable gates for the subtle inner energy to flow from the
higher vibration of soul to the denser energy bodies. Seven pri-
mary and more than one hundred secondary or minor chakras
are believed to exist.

Cluster experiences. Multiple out-of-body experiences occurring
in a series. They are commonly reported during periods of
physical illness or when physical death is close.

Collective consciousness. The ethereal archives of human thought
as it has existed throughout history. This massive database exists
in the subtle dimensions beyond the astral and can be accessed
during deep meditation and conscious out-of-body journeys.

Conscious transition. The spiritual act of fully conscious and sdf-
directed death. As the transition of death approaches, you
focus and direct your undivided attention upon the act of expe-
riencing your true spiritual essence. This is achieved by the use
of powerful affirmations, mantras, and the complete focus of
spiritual intention.

Consciousness continuum. The spectrum of consciousness from
the spiritual source of al life and energy throughout the entire
multidimensional universe.

Consensus environments. Areas of the universe created and sus-
tained by the group consciousness of a large number of non-
physical inhabitants. These environments are resistant to
individual thought energy.

Delta state. The brain-wave state associated with very deep sleep
and uNnconsciousness.

Dream awakening. The act of becoming fully aware and con-
scious while in a dream state. Also sometimes called dream
lucidity or dream awareness.

Dream conversion. The act of changing any kind of dream state
into a fully conscious out-of-body experience.

Dual consciousness. Being aware and conscious within two differ-
ent energy bodies simultaneously.

Energy body. A general term referring to the nonphysical or spiri-
tual form we experience when out of body. Energy bodies are
necessary for the consciousness (i.e., the soul) to function with-
in the different frequencies existing within the universe.
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Physical dimension /Physical universe. The visible universe; the
dense outer crust of the complete multidimensional universe.
The entire physical dimension makes up but a small fraction of
the entire universe - less than 1 percent.

Physical life-forms. The temporary cellular vehicles used by the
consciousness (i.e., the soul) for expression within the dense
outer dimension of the universe. Physical vehicles are required
in order to experience, explore, and interact within the physical
dimension, just as nonphysical vehicles are required to experi-
ence and explore within the nonphysical dimensions.

Reincarnation. The evolution of soul through the use of multiple
births into the physical dimension; the continuing evolution of
consciousness through personal experience.

REM deep. The "rapid eye movement" that occurs during dreams.

Remote viewing. The practice of extending consciousness beyond
the physical body and observing a distant physical location or
event.

Second energy body. The second energy form, less dense than the
first. This energy form exists at a higher (finer) frequency than
the first nonphysical body. Its internal frequency corresponds
to the second inner energy dimension.

Shaman. (From an ancient Tungus term meaning "between the
worlds") Traditionally, a man or a woman who acted as the
intermediary or conduit for a tribe between the physical world
and the unseen dimensions. The shaman still functions as a
healer, priest, and spiritual leader, and provides communication
between the living and the dead. Much of the shaman's work is
accomplished in an altered state of consciousness.

Slver cord. The traditional term for the nonphysical connection
between the first inner energy body and the biological body. In
many aspects it is similar to an energy umbilical cord capable
of stretching across immense distances. It is reported to take
several different forms such as a cordlike structure about one
inch in diameter or a ribbon shape, and is also observed as
many thin, fibrous filaments connecting the biological body to
its densest nonphysical counterpart, the first energy body.

Seep paralysis. The experience of being unable to move the physi-
cal body during trance, sleep, or deep meditative states of con-
sciousness. This is often experienced immediately before and
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Time distortion. Since linear time as we perceive it does not exist
beyond the physical dimension time, distortions such as miss-
ing or slowed time are commonly reported during out-of-body
experiences, altered states, and abduction experiences.

Tunnel or portal experience. The temporary opening of an energy
membrane. This energy opening is often reported during a
near-death experience.

Vibrational rate. The unique vibrational frequency and resulting
density that all existence and life-forms generate. The universe
consists of a wide spectrum of vibrational frequencies ranging
from the unseen, extremely subtle vibration of soul to the
coarse vibrations of matter.

Vibrational state. Internal vibrations and sounds often reported
during the preliminary stages of an out-of-body experience.
Buzzing and humming sounds accompanied by electrical-like
vibrations, numbness, and catalepsy (i.e., deep paralysis) are
commonly reported.

Visualization. The process of creating mental imagery for a specif-
ic purpose. This mental process affects and molds the subtle
energies of the inner dimensions. Thought forms that exist
around a person are often the result of their conscious and
unconscious visualizations.
