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Note to Users 

Since 1988, commodity data for the surveys of 
manufacturing and forestry have been des-
sifiad according to the Standard Classifica-
tion of Goods (SCG), an extension of the Har-
monized Commodity Description and Coding Sys-
tem (HS). Effective in 1988, this classifica-
tion replaced the Industrial Commodity Classi-
fication (ICC). 

General adoption of this standard has enhanced 
the comparability of data relating to imports, 
exports and domestic production. It also 
permits greater comparability with trade and 
production data from other countries. This is 
of considerable importance for an economy as 
highly dependent on international trade as 
that of Canada. 

Like the Industrial Commodity Classification, 
the Standard Classification of Goods is hier-
archical in structure. Commodities are 
grouped into 96 chapters, the contents of 
which are broadly similar. Detailed classes 
are formed by dividing chapters into increas-
ingly homogeneous subgroups. There are 8,414 
such detailed classes. Taking into account 
all levels of the classification, a total of 
12,121 commodity classes exist to cover manu-
facturing and forestry. The numeric code 
attached to each class reflects this hier-
archical structure: with each subdivision of 
the original 96 chapters, additional digits 
are appended to the corresponding two-digit 
base. 

SCG codes of six digits or less courprise the 
international portion of this standard. Such 
classes are common to all countries which 
adopt the Harmonized System. More detailed 
codes reflect the extension of that system to 
suit Canadian data requirements. 

Implementation of this classification does 
introduce a break in commodity data time-
series. To help users bridge that gap, two 
sets of data were prepared. The first set, 
etim.t.s of SCG-based commodity values for 
1987, was published in each of the 1988 manu-
facturing catalogues along with an explanation 
of the methodology used to derive them. The 
second set produced was an empirical concord-
ance table, also known as a bridge table, 
which shows the significance of each ICC-SCG 
link specified by the official concordance. 

For manufacturing industry outputs, the Bridge 
Table and the corresponding SCG-based values 
will be published in Catalogue 31-211, Prod-
acts Shippsd by Canadian Manufacturers (1988). 
For logging, equivalent items are published in 
Catalogue 25-201, Logging Industry (1988).

In 1989 the value of shipments of Canadian 
manufactured rubber products declined 0.7? to 
$2,675.8 million, a substantial slowdown com-
pared to the previous year's increase of 7.4?. 
Among the three component industries of this 
major group, relatively small gains posted by 
SIC 1511, Tire & Tube Industry (1.3?), and SIC 
1521, Rubber Hose and Belting Industry 
(1.4?), were more than offset by a 3.6? drop 
in SIC 1599, Oth.r Rubber Products Industries. 
Estimates of shipments from the Monthly Survey 
of Manufacturing show further downward move-
ment of 5.9? in 1990 and a continuation of 
the trend in 1991 with another reduction of 
3.0? (S.. Text Table - 2). 

The Industrial Product Price Index (IPPI) for 
the Rubber Products Industries rose 3.0? to 
105.7 in 1989 (1986=100). Adjusted for price 
changes measured by the IPPI, the valu, of 
shipments posted a 3.6? decline in 1989 to a 
level of $2,531.5 million compared to $2,626.4 
•illion a year ago. 

The 	input/output ratio, 	the relationship

Shipments by the Tire & Tube Industry (SIC 
1511) represent a significant proportion of 
the total outputs of the rubber products indu-
stries (50.8Y in 1989). The tire market com-
prises original equipment for new motor 
vehicles, domestic 	demand for replacement 
tires as well as the export market. 	Gen- 
erally, tire usage for new motor vehicles 
produced ranges between 30 - 35? of the appar-
ent Canadian market for tires. International 
trade in these products has a substantial 
impact on the Canadian manufacturing. Data 
presented in Text Table 2 show imports of 
tires and tubes valued $877.3 million in 1989. 
The value of imports declined 1.8Z to $861.2 
million in 1990 and regained 2.8Z to post 
$885.2 million in 1991. Exports climbed 9.3 
in 1990 to $739.6 million and further improved 
8.9% in 1991 to register a valu. of $805.4 
million. The balance of trade in tires con-
tinued to be negative in the order of $79.8 
million in 1991, compared to $121.6 million in 
1990. The balance of trade for all rubber 
products was also negativ, to the extent of 
$547.7 million in 1991, although it was an 
improvement compared to previous years level 
of $621.1 million. 

Information on investment in the form of capi-
tal expenditures on fixed assets as well as 
repair expenditures on machinery & equipment 
provides an insight into an industrys readi-
ness to meet demands on productive capacity in 
relation to developing economic tr.nds. In-
vestments in rubber products industries surged 
48.4Z in 1989 to $508.7 million. In 1990 such 
investments maintained momentum and rose to 
$699.6 million in spite of the sluggish gen-
eral economic environment. As recession took 
hold in 1991, the investments registered a 
large drop (54.5Z) to $318.3 million.

HIGHLIGHTS

REV lEN 

The Canadian economy entered a slowdown phase 
in 1989 as the annual increase in gross domes-
tic product 1  (at 1986 prices) dropped to 2.5% 
from 4.77 in the preceding year. The impact 
on the plastics sector was relatively mild 
showing a year-over-year increase of 7.87 in 
the manufacturing value added compared to 
11.97 a year earlier. The valu, of shipments 
of goods of own manufacture totalled $6,289.3 
million in 1989, up $396.2 million from 1988, 
a deceleration in the rate of growth from 
16.4% to 6.7% (Sea Text Table I). As the 
economic climate worsenad in 1990 with the 
onset of recession, the plastic products indu-
stries lost substantial ground posting a 5.8% 
declin, in the value of shipments to an esti-
mated level of $5.96 billion. Estimates from 
the Monthly Survey of Manufacturing (catalogue 
31-001) indicate a continued downward trend 
and a further decrease in the manufacturing 
activity of the plastics sector by 5.9%. 

Increases in the shipments valu, were posted 
by SIC 1611, Foamed and Expanded Plastic Prod-
ucts Industry with 18.77, followed by SIC 
1691, Plastic Bag Industry up 13.47, and SIC 
1699, Other Plastic Products Industries, with 
a 7.5% gain. Declines occur.d in SIC 1621, 
Plastic Pipe & Pipe Fitting Industry (-1.2%), 
and SIC 1631, Plastic Film and Sheeting Indus-
try (-2.37).

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The extended plastics sector, combining Plas-
tic and Synthetic Resins Industry (SIC 3731) 
and Plastic Products Industries (Major Group 
16) posted shipments of $9.3 billion in 1989, 
up 3.3Z from $9.0 billion in 1988. In the 
previous year this sector had experienced a 
strong 18.6Z gain in the shipments value. The 
1989 performance of the composite sector 
was depressed due to a significant downward 
change in the plastic & synthetic resins manu-
facturing. The value added from manufacturing 
activity of the combined sector dropped LoX 
to $3.7 billion in 1989. 

The value of production 2  by the plastic prod-
ucts industries totalled $6.3 billion in 1989, 
an increase of 5.9Z f roe the previous year 
(See Text Table I). The magnitude of year-
over-year gain was considerably lower than the 
16.1X posted in the 1987-88 period. Adjusted 
for price changes using Industrial Product 
Price Index (1986=100), the value of produc-
tion advanced only 2.4% in 1989. Since 1985 
the outputs of the plastics sector in real 
terms (1986 constant dollars) have climbed 
31.4Z from $4.04 billion to $5.3 billion in 
1989. 

Total employment rose 4.5Z, from 50,538 in 
1988 to 52,798 in 1989. The averag, annual 
earnings were $24,721 in 1989, up 4.37 from 
1988. In 1989, 82.5Z (or 43,556) of the total 
employment comprised production and related 
workers with an average wage of $21,985, com-
pared to $20,907 in 1988. Data on estimated 
employment, presented in item 4 of Text Table 
II, indicate that these industries suffered a 
set back during 1990, reducing employment by 
4.8X to 51,783. The downward trend continued 
during 1991 to an estimated 47,355 employees. 

The 	input/output ratio, 	the relationship 
between cost of inputs, (raw materials, con-
tainers, supplies as well as fuel and elec-
tricity) to the value of outputs rose from 
56.4Z in 1987 to 58.0X in 1988 and edged down 
to 57.2% in 1989. 	This resulted from the 
softening of prices of some 	major raw 
materials such as polyethylene which tumbled 
27.OX following a year of relatively higher 
prices in 1988. The ratio of manufacturing 
value added to the value of production, how-
ever, improved from 42.OZ a year ago to 42.8Z 
in 1989. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture plus the net change in inventories of 
goods in process and finished products. It 
can also be derived by aggregating the cost 
of materials and supplies, cost of fuel & 
electricity and value added from manufactur-
ing activity.

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The apparent domestic market 3  for plastic 
products expanded 6.8Z in 1989 to $7.24 bil-
lion. The sluggish economic environment in 
1990 with reduced consumer spending, sliding 
industrial production, layoffs and rising 
unemployment, led to a 6.3X drop in the Cana-
dian market for products of plastics indus-
tries. The share of imports in the Canadian 
market declined marginally from 28.5Z in 1988 
to 27.9k in 1989. In 1990, however, despite a 
shrinkage in the market, the import penetra-
tion increased to 30.4% of the Canadian mar-
ket. The negative balance of trade was $868.1 
million in 1990, 8.9Z lower than $952.6 mil-
lion in 1989 because exports gain exceeded 
that of imports during this year (See Text 
Table II). In 1991, it worsened to $928.8 
million. The proportion of Canadian production 
destined for the export markets advanced from 
17.OZ in 1989 to 21.5Z in 1991. This may be 
attributed partly to softening of prices in 
the last two years displayed by a 2.5Z drop in 
the Industry Product Price Index for the plas-
tic products. 

Information on capital expenditures on fixed 
assets as wall as repair expenditures on ma-
chinery and equipment provide an indication of 
potential growth in an industry. Investment 
statistics published by Statistics Canada for 
the 1988-1991 period are presented in item 5 
of Text Table 2. The capital and repair expe-
nditure dropped marginally in 1989 to $334.2 
million ($335.8 million in 1988). The preva-
lent recessionary environment in 1990 and 1991 
resulted in successive reduction in such ex-
penditures of the order of 5.4Z and 83X res-
pectively suggesting potential deceleration in 
future demand for the plastic products. 

Capacity utilization rates indicate the inten-
sity of usage of the existing capital stock. 
This statistical measure showed 86.3% utiliz-
ation for total manufacturing in 1988 and 
88.7X for the plastic products industries. 
Ths utilization rate declined to 78.9Z in 1989 
and continued to slide during 1990-1991 period 
reaching 62.5Z in the last year. Plastic prod-
ucts group of industries encountered a more 
severe sat back since the utilization rate for 
total manufacturing sector was higher at 76.9Z 
in 1990 and 70.8% in 1991. 

Apparent domestic market is derived by add-
ing value of imports to the value of ship-
ments and subtracting the value of exports.

Appendix 1 

Explanatory Notes 

A. Concepts and Definitions 

General. Data presented in this publication 
are collected by the Annual Survey of Manu-
facturas. This survey has been conducted an-
nually since 1917 and is intended to include 
essentially all manufacturing establishments 
in Canada. In addition, the survey covers 
associated head offices, sales offices and 
auxiliary units. 

The definition of the industries included in 
the manufacturing universe can be found in 
catalogue 12-501(E), Standard Industrial 
Classification, 1980. Commodity definitions 
conform to the standards outlined in cata-
logue 12-580(E), Standard Classification of 
Goods, 1988. Data for large and medium sized 
establishments are collected by means of a 
direct mail survey. Data for many small es-
tablishments are derived from tax records. 
The use of tax records represents the . con-
tinuation of a policy introduced in 1976 for 
the purpose of reducing response burden. 

The following selected notes, while not 
formal definitions, will assist in clarify-
ing the contents of the items included in 
the tables. A more detailed presentation of 
concepts and definitions can be found in 
catalogue 31-528, Concepts and Definitions 
of the Census of Manufactures. 

stablisIant. 	For purposes of economic 
production the establishment is defined as 
the smallest operating entity which produces 
as homogenous a sat of goods and services as 
possible and for which records exist that 
permit the calculation of census value 
added. 

Value of Shipments of Goods of Own Manitfac-
tura. This represents the sueivation of the 
value of shipments of goods produced by the 
establishment, receipts of custom and repair 
revenue, as well as the value of goods made 
under contract. Valuations are on a net 
basis; that is, they exclude discounts, 
returns, allowances, sales and excise taxes 
and duties and transportation charges made 
by common or contract carriers. 

Inventories. This represents the book value 
of inventory owned and held in Canada, in-
cluding goods in transit or goods held on 
consignment in Canada.

Stocks. Cotto rubrique représente la valour 
comptable des stocks possédés at détenus au 
Canada, y compris lea marchandises an tran-
sit ou cellos détenues on consignation au 
Canada. 
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Cost of Energy, Materials and Supplies. 
These represent the cost of items used in 
the manufacturing process. They are valued 
on a laid-down cost basis, including trans-
portation, handling cost, taxes, duties etc. 
Also included are transfers from other units 
of the same company and the cost of contract 
manufacturing done by others using materials 
owned by the reporting establishment. 

Census Value Added. 	This item is a resid- 
ual, representing the difference between the 
value of goods and industrial services pro-
duced and the direct material costs associ-
ated with the production of the goods and 
services. This residual represents, in 
effect, the payment to the factors of pro-
duction. 

It should be noted that the concept of cen-
sus value added does not include a provision 
for the cost of purchased service inputs. 
Neither does it provide for a revaluation of 
inventories from book value to prices of the 
current period. As a result, census value 
added is conceptually different from the 
measurement of value added used in the Cana-
dian System of National Accounts. 

Eapioyees. 	This represents the average 
number of workers employed by the reporting 
establishment during the year. The term 
production and related workers refers to the 
average number of persons actually engaged 
in the manufacturing process. The category 
of administrative, office and other non-
manufacturing employees includes employees 
at head offices, sales offices and other 
auxiliary units. 

Salaries and Wages . 	The compilation of 
wages and salaries is on a gross basis, that 
is before the deduction for employee income 
taxes and contributions to the various so-
cial insurance programmes. Employer contri-
butions are not included. The total value 
of salaries and wages includes the payment 
for regular work, overtime and paid leave, 
bonuses, commissions, severance pay etc. 
Hithdrawals by working owners and partners 
of unincorporated businesses are excluded. 

B. Co'dity Data 

Statistics Canada has been reducing the 
proportion of businesses to whom it sends a 
detailed (long form) questionnaire. This 
change is a result of government initiatives 
to reduce response burden on small busi-
nesses and to cut costs. The proportion of 
manufacturers receiving the long form has 
dropped from approximately one in two in 
1982 to one in thre. by 1989. The two-

The increased use of short forms and tax 
data has little effect on principal statis- 
tics. 	However, these sources provide no 
information on commodities. 	Therefore, 
long-run changes in commodity data should be 
interpreted with some caution. As the pro-
portion of long forms decreases, so does the 
availability of detailed commodity informa-
tion. In addition, the determination of 
recipients of long forms is based on the 
value of shipments of the establishment and 
this approach cannot ensure the same degree 
of representation for individual commodi-
ties. 

C. Data Quality 

All data, from whatever source, are subject 
to error. The Annual Survey of Manufactures 
is no exception. 

The four major components of error include: 

(a) Coverage Error 

- the failure to cover the population of 
interest (including covering population 
outside the area of interest); 

(b) Response Error 

- errors introduced by the respondent as a 
result of misunderstanding or incorrect 
recording, measurement or observation. 

(C) Processing Errors 

- errors introduced in the data capture, 
edit, imputation, validation or dissemi-
nation process. 

(d) Non-response Errors 

- the complete or partial failure of units 
of the population to complete the manufac-
turing questionnaire.

Coverage, response and processing errors do 
not easily lend themselves to quantifica-
tion. lihere they are detected, they are 
corrected. There is some information avail-
able on the extent of non-response error. 
Non-response can be of two typos - total 
non-response (i.e. no information is sup-
plied by the establishment) or partial non-
response (incomplete data were received). 
Missing data were imputed using a variety of 
techniques such as the availability of data 
from the Monthly Survey of Manufacturing, 
the availability of tax data; previous 
year's data and industry trends. The extent 
of this non-response is shown in Data Quali-
ty Table 1 following Section 0. 

Although there was some variation by Major 
Group, totally imputed records accounted for 
only 2.5 of manufacturing shipments. 
The user is advised to compare the major 
group(s) of interest with the All Manufac-
turing total at the top of Table 1 to deter-
mine the potential impact of non-response to 
the data. The additional error introduced by 
partial non-response is covered in the com-
modity tables by the use of the percent 
estimated symbols beside the data. 

U. Estisatlan Flags 

The commodity tables include symbols to 
advise the user of the proportion of a 
cell's value that was contributed by an es-
timate rather than a reported figure. The 
presence of a high percentage estimate need 
not imply that the value is inaccurate. For 
example, missing information can be ob-
tained from other sources such as sub-annual 
surveys. These non-survey figures, auto-
matically flagged as estimates in the annual 
system, are not necessarily loss accurate. 
The estimation flag is simply an extra tool 
in the analyst's armoury; it permits the 
analyst to tr.at certain data with more 
confidence and others with more caution.
