Mayor pledges
to re-open
a South Jamaica
community center

After a decade of disuse, a South Jamaica
community center will re-open, Mayor Bill
de Blasio told neighborhood residents at a
town hall Wednesday, less than a month after
a teen was shot and killed on a local basket-
ball court.

The city will re-open the Baisley Park
Houses Community Center in response to de-
mands from local leaders and residents, who
have called on the city to invest more money
in Southeast Queens amid an uptick in vio-
lence. The community space will be named
after Amir Griffin, a 14-year-old boy who was
hit by a stray bullet and killed while playing
basketball last month.

“Policing is one part of the answer,” de
Blasio said at the town hall. “But serving our
young people better, and giving our young

Issue of diversity Is paramount at

The New York State legislature on Wednes-
day held its first public hearing on Chief Judge
Janet DiFiore‘s proposal to consolidate the
court system, and while nearly everyone in
attendance said the court could be improved,
there was a lot of disagreement over whether
DiFiore’s proposal was the right way to do it.

Her proposal would eliminate the current
11-court system and replace it with a three-court
system that would consist of a Supreme Court, a
Municipal Court and the current Justice Court
system that serves towns and villages.

To do this, the Court of Claims, county
courts, Family Court and Surrogate’s Court
would be merged into the current Supreme
Court. The Supreme Court would then be made
up of six divisions — family, probate, criminal,
state claims, commercial and general.

The proposal would also merge the New
York City Civil and Criminal Courts, the Dis-
trict Courts in Long Island and the 61 City
Courts in upstate New York into a new Munic-
ipal Court.

Bid process begins to construct NYC's four new jails

The process for building a new jail in ev-
ery borough but Staten Island has begun and
the city expects to evaluate bids starting early
next year, according to a bid schedule provid-
ed to construction industry firms at an event
Wednesday.

The city will begin fielding responses to its
requests for qualifying offers for the four so-
called “borough-based” jails in the first three
months of 2020, according to a schedule shared
by the city’s Department of Design and Con-
struction. That includes RFQs for a new jail
that will rise 195 feet behind the Queens Crim-
inal Courthouse. The other three jails will be
located in Boerum Hill, Brooklyn; Manhattan’s
Chinatown; and Mott Haven in the Bronx.

A final request for proposal for construction
of the Queens jail will be issued in the fourth
quarter of 2021 after a qualifying process, ac-
cording to the DDC schedule. The Brooklyn
jail RFP will open in the second quarter of
2021, the Manhattan jail in the second quarter
of 2020 and the Bronx jail in the third quarter
of 2020.

The city will begin considering bids for a
new parking garage in Kew Gardens adjacent
to the site of the jail in the first three months
of 2020.

The RFPs for the seven total projects will
be open to up to three vendors that city deems
eligible after evaluating their statement of qual-
ifications. The selected firms will then contract
with the city’s Design-Build teams to demolish
existing facilities — including the dormant

Queens House of Detention — and construct
the four new facilities.

“In evaluating responses from firms that
want to contract with us, DDC will emphasize
a proven history of exceptional performance
along with good labor relations and the ability
to meet important diversity goals, while seek-
ing innovative designs that will become civic
assets in the years to come.” said DDC Com-
missioner Lorraine Grillo in a statement.

The four new jails are a key part of the city’s
mission to close the outdated detention facil-
ities on Rikers Island. After a contentious,
yearslong planning process, the city council ap-
proved the land use application for the four jails
last month. The council will vote next year on a
separate proposal for changing the city map to
ban jails on Rikers.

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With “flip tax,’ a push to save affordable homeownership

Homeowners united with housing advo-
cates and local officials on the steps of Brook-
lyn Supreme Court this week to unveil a set
of principles aimed at preserving affordable
homeownership, including a measure that
would tax any investor looking to make a
quick buck in the borough’s booming real es-
tate market.

“The Homeowner Bill of Rights” was un-
veiled on Tuesday by the Coalition for Af-
fordable Homes. It calls for state passage of
legislation including the Small Home An-
ti-Speculation Tax — which would impose a
15 to 20 percent tax on property that is trans-
ferred to a new owner within two years of
ownership. The revenue that is raised through
this tax would then be used to finance afford-
able housing efforts through the state’s Homes
and Community Renewal program.

“We really want to emphasize how im-
portant it is for real people in neighborhoods
to own homes in New York. Our homes and
communities are for families and not inves-
tors,” said Christie Peale of the Center for
NYC Neighborhoods. “We are calling on the
state and city electeds to make sure that our
communities are for long-term investment by
families and not short-term extraction by in-
vestors.”

The legislation aims to temper the sweeping
gentrification that is running rampant through
traditionally black and Latinx communities.
In Brooklyn, that wave has hit seniors in the
Central Brooklyn neighborhoods of Bed-
ford-Stuyvesant, Flatbush and East New York

“If they are going to flip property in our
neighborhoods, well then flip that money back
into our community. | just heard of a senior cit-
izen in Bushwick who was tricked into signing
over her property for $500,000 get her property
flipped for a million,” said Al Scott, chairper-
son and CEO of the Homeowners Association
Inc. and an East New York homeowner.

erational wealth. We are fighting to stay and
remain.”

Advocates are hoping the tax would pre-
serve homeownership for local residents who
can become financially unstable when proper-
ty values skyrocket at a faster pace than their
incomes. This can lead many to fall into fore-
closure or into the city’s embattled Third Party
Transfer program, which seizes property for
unpaid city taxes.

Tax rates change every year and are calcu-
lated as part of the assessed value of a build-
ing. The state’s property tax system has been
scrutinized in recent years and months for
its inequities and imbalance across neighbor-
hoods. Nearly a third of the city’s annual reve-
nue comes from real property levies, according
to Gotham Gazette.

The speculation tax was first introduced in
2017 by Assemblymember Erik Dilan, who
represents parts of Bedford-Stuyvesant, Bush-
wick, Cypress Hills and East New York, a ma-
jority black and Latinx community.

“Let’s take these guys right out of business
so that our people can have a place to own and
our people will have a place to live,” said Dilan
at a recent rally. “I’ve fought hard every year
for the “flip tax’ ... | want to see it passed this
year.”

A city commission is currently looking at
possible reforms to the outdated property tax
system. The commission, which launched
in 2018, is examining how property values
are assessed to provide relief for vulnerable
homeowners and soliciting input from the
public and specialists on changes to the sys-
tem.

Earlier this year, the state passed a collection
of tenant protections in a bid to shield renters
across the state. But the package left out home-
owners struggling to keep hold of their small
family buildings.

“We haven’t forgotten homeowners,” said
State Sen. Brian Kavanagh, chair of the Senate
Housing Committee. “We want to make sure
homeowners are a very important part of our
affordable and stable communities.”

HBO doc peers into Ralph Lauren’s
rose-tinted American Dream

Of all the editors, fashion notables, filmmakers and cultur-
al critics who opine on Ralph Lauren in the new documentary
“Very Ralph,” it’s an unlikely voice who perhaps most succinctly
describes the appeal of the Lauren empire.

Kanye West says he was seeking a way to stand out early in his
career.

“What would be my magician’s cloak? It was the Polo shirt,”
West says. “It said that | could travel from the south side of Chi-
cago to the beaches of Montauk.”

That shirt was also an important bit of cultural currency for
Jason Wu, the Taiwanese-born designer who moved to New York
at age 18. Owning it, he says, signified that you were suddenly
“part of the club” — meaning part of Lauren’s American Dream,
a dream that was meant to be rosy and aspirational but also open
to anyone.

The title of “Very Ralph,” which premieres Tuesday on HBO,
is a playful nod to the idea that Lauren, who has been designing
for more than a half-century now, is one of the few who merits
his own adjective.

But it’s a hard adjective to define: Just ask the man himself.

“It’s a look,” he told the Associated Press in a recent interview,
when asked to specify just what “very Ralph” meant to him. “It
could be safari, it could be western, it could be New England, it
could be tweed,” he added, naming some of his favorite inspira-
tions. “Or it could be a house, where you walk in and say, ‘Oh,
that’s very Ralph.””

The soft-spoken, 80-year-old designer was sitting in a room
at the Metropolitan Museum of Art late last month, reflecting on
his career. A team bustled around him preparing for the film’s
premiere party in the Temple of Dendur, where the Met Gala is
held. And it felt like a mini-Met Gala: standing a few feet from
Lauren was his friend Bruce Springsteen.

Lauren replied with a shrug when asked why he thinks he’s
been able to endure in an industry always obsessed with the next
big thing.

“It’s just what | do,” he said. “It’s a timeless thing. | don’t love
fashion; | love things that look good.” He pointed to his black
suit: “I’ve been wearing this same suit for 25, 30 years. It fits
better now. But my thing isn’t about what’s in this year, what’s
out next year. I’ve built a concept that has a point of view, and a
good following.”

The film’s director, Susan Lacy, would say that’s a bit too
modest an assessment. The fact that Lauren is still working at
the top of his label (though he stepped down as CEO in 2015)
is “a remarkable achievement,” Lacy says. “Particularly in the
fashion business which is so of-the-moment. Ralph is just still
there.”

Lacy, who has profiled Steven Spielberg and Jane Fonda, says
she felt it was time to focus on Lauren not only because of his
label’s 50th anniversary in 2018, but because he’s the closest
thing to a national American designer. In the film, Hillary Clin-
ton describes gratefully how Lauren stepped up to help restore
the original Star-Spangled Banner, with a gift of $13 million.

Lauren cooperated with the film but wasn’t necessarily eager
to spill his life’s secrets. “Ralph is not a person given to divulg-
ing,” Lacy says.

That said, “Very Ralph” is rarely if ever critical. Lacy says
that’s because “there’s not a tremendous amount to criticize
about Ralph, except what he is (often) criticized for, which is
that he is not particularly original, and that you can almost make
fun of the consistency of the aspirational and optimistic message
he sends out.”

But it’s Lauren’s optimistic view of the world that informs the
most engaging parts of the movie. Lacy and HBO had access to a
wealth of archival material, including rare home scenes of a very
private man.

These include shots of Lauren dancing like one of his cinemat-
ic heroes, Fred Astaire, in a white dinner jacket with an umbrella,
or pretending to be James Bond with one of his three children, or
dancing on the beach with his wife, Ricky — his “muse,” about
whom he unabashedly gushes. “My vision is what my wife looks
like,” he says.

The film traces Lauren’s rise from his modest childhood as
Ralph Lifshitz in the Bronx, the son of immigrants from Belarus.
His brother Jerry reveals that it was he, not Ralph, who came up
with the name change, having tired of schoolboy jokes.

Calvin Klein, who also grew up in the Bronx, notes that young
Ralph “dressed in a way that was so different than everybody
else. | thought, ‘How cool that he had the courage to walk around
like that.””

He started as a tie salesman. When he was ready to market
his own ties, the Bloomingdale’s buyer said they were too wide
and wanted him to remove his own label. He refused, but soon
Lauren would demand, and get, his very own shop on the store’s
main floor.

Ties led to a menswear line, in an industry that hadn’t paid
much attention to high fashion for men, and eventually womens-
wear. He then became a lifestyle brand, aiming to create a world,
not just a wardrobe.

Notes filmmaker Ken Burns, of those famous Lauren ad cam-
paigns showing beautiful people living beautifully: “You’re not
just buying an article of clothing. You’ve joined a narrative.”

And listen as Audrey Hepburn tells Lauren what his designs
evoke for her: “The country. Misty mornings. Summer after-
noons. Great open spaces, corn fields, vegetable gardens, fire-
places and Jack Russell terriers.”

Fashion designer Ralph Lauren recently celebrated his la-
bel’s 50th birthday, and a new HBO documentary, “Very
Ralph,” marks the occasion with a profile of the man who
is the closest thing that America has to a national designer.

Lauren is the first to say that not everything works. “Not ev-
erything is fantastic,” he told the AP. “Every day is not heaven.”

And there will always be critics, especially those who think
his version of the American Dream is static, and not adaptable to
new voices.

“There were many times where people didn’t like what | did.
There are still people who don’t like what | do,” he said. “But
I think everyone has to have their own voice. | have a voice. |
believe in what I’m doing.

“And so, | think I’m true to myself, and what I’ve done. And |
don’t think it’s over.”

The percentage of students
who are homeless, in poverty or learning English jumped from
34 percent to 56 percent.

people more positive options,
giving them places to be and
things to do that help them to
be safe is another crucial part
of the answer.”

The community center
closed in 2008 after 20 years
of operation due to NYCHA
budget cuts.

The Police Athletic League
Center in Jamaica will also
see an increase in funding
and operating hours, de Blasio
said.

Aamir’s aunt, Tiffany Grif-
fin, was one of the first to
question the mayor, express-
ing grief over the loss of her
nephew while balancing her
work as an employee for the

Department of Correction.
“My greatest concern is hav-
ing to provide care, custody
and control for the individual
who killed my nephew. That
is a struggle for me,” she told
de Blasio.

She expressed concern
over the city’s supervised re-
lease program, criticizing the
program’s use of incentives
such as Mets tickets to get de-
fendants to make their court
dates.

De Blasio asserted that
supervised release was a
necessary program, and that
reports of defendants get-
ting perks like Mets tickets
were overblown. “A whole
generation of people got ar-
rested who did not need to

be arrested to begin with,”
he said.

Fourth grader Amaryllis
Greene also had some tough
questions for de Blasio.

“Why is the MTA never on
time?” she began, spouting off
a long list of questions before
asking “With all due respect,
why was Mr. Benjamin Tuck-
er not selected as police com-
missioner?” referring to the
NYPD second-in-command,
an African American man,
who was passed over for the
police commissioner title in
favor of Chief of Detectives
Dermot Shea.

“Can | call you future
Council member Greene?
Can I call you that?” de Blasio
asked her.

City launches outreach initiative for homeless New Yorkers

Thousands of city workers
will now call 311 for assis-
tance when they spot unshel-
tered homeless New Yorkers
in a new, multi-agency ap-
proach to combating home-
lessness, according to an an-
nouncement by Mayor Bill de
Blasio.

The program, called Out-
reach NYC, will train 18,000
city employees like firefight-
ers, health inspectors and
Department of Sanitation
supervisors to submit Ser-
vice Requests in a 311 app
to a joint command center
managed by the Department
of Homeless Services and the
NYPD. There, the staff will
analyze trends and tend to
requests.

“We’ve made significant
progress in addressing our
city’s homelessness crisis un-
der Turning the Tide — and
with Outreach NYC, we’re

announcing new steps to take
that progress even further,”
said de Blasio in a statement.
“We cannot attempt to ad-
dress this issue in a vacuum.
It’s time we all wear one uni-
form. Outreach NYC is our
all-hands-on-deck approach
to bring even more people in
off the streets.”

The joint command cen-
ter, opened last year, seeks
to help and address the most
challenging cases of home-
less residents, where issues
such as mental illness or drug
misuse makes it difficult for
them to utilize city resourc-
es. The command center
brings together agencies who
can understand their needs
better, and create better out-
reach plans.

There are over 60,000
New York homeless residents
living in shelters, according
to the daily report recorded
by the Department of Home-
less Services.

Phony plastic surgeon
sentenced to prison after
yearsiong extradition fight

A Rosedale woman who
administered a toxic silicone
butt injection that killed a

woman in 2015 was sen-
tenced to a year in prison
Thursday.

Donna Francis, 38,

pumped the toxic material
into a Baltimore woman’s
buttocks in an augmentation
surgery gone horribly wrong.
The victim, Kelly Mayhew,
traveled from Baltimore and
paid Francis — who lacks a
nursing or medical license
— $1,600 for the procedure.
Mayhew began experiencing
severe discomfort during the

procedure and died soon af-
ter.

The sentence handed down
by Queens Supreme Court
Justice  Kenneth  Holder
marked the end of yearslong
saga following the botched
operation. Francis fled to En-
gland after Mayhew’s death
and was extradited back to
the United States earlier this
year. As part of the extra-
dition agreement and plea
deal, Francis could not be
sentenced for more than one
year and she could not be de-
tained on Rikers Island.

The conditions of the ex-
tradition agreement frustrat-
ed Holder.

“l have to say that the
phrase ‘getting away with
murder’ certainly applies to
you and to say that I’'m not
happy with this plea and sen-
tence is an understatement,”
Holder said.

Mayhew will serve her
sentence in Nassau County
Correctional Center.

“In the end it’s some truly
contemptible behavior you
undertook here,” Holder said.
“If you have a conscience,
then, the unfortunate actions
you undertook here that took
the life of this young lady
should haunt you far longer
then the one-year sentence
I’'m imposing,”

Freezing conditions at Brooklyn jail during season's first cold snap

As temperatures dipped
below freezing last Fri-
day, incarcerated people on
some floors at Brooklyn’s
Downtown jail were left in
the cold, moving around the
lockup in their blankets, pub-
lic defenders told the Eagle
on Thursday.

A prisoner at the city jail
told Brooklyn Defender Ser-
vices that there were open
windows on some floors of
the building on the evening
of Nov. 8 — the same day the
city issued a freeze warning
due to cold temperatures.

“He was saying that he
was shivering,” said Kelsey
De Avila, who runs jail ser-
vices for the public defense
organization and has met
with numerous detainees
over the past week. “Peo-
ple were walking around
in blankets to keep warm.”
The Department of Correc-
tion had provided the man
with sweatpants, but “it just

wasn’t enough,” said De Avi-
la.

Temperature issues at the
Brooklyn Detention Com-
plex arose in the summer as
well, when Councilmember
Brad Lander visited the jail
and described the complex,
lacking air conditioning, as
“boiling-hot.”

Last winter, massive pro-
tests erupted outside the
borough’s federal jail, the
Metropolitan Detention Cen-
ter, over cold temperatures
inside the lockup.

Other incarcerated peo-
ple De Avila spoke with de-
scribed different conditions
on other floors.

“A different person on
Wednesday, they said their
floor — on a higher floor —
they said it was very hot,” she
said.

De Avila said she met
again on Wednesday eve-
ning with the person who
described the freezing con-
ditions on Friday. Now, his
floor is uncomfortably hot,

she said. “He woke up sweat-
ing because of the heat.”

Brooklyn Defender Ser-
vices wrote a letter to DOC
on Nov. 8, demanding ade-
quate heating at the facility
as well as warm clothing for
detainees being transported
to court for court dates.

“Still six weeks before the
official beginning of winter,
our office has already started
receiving complaints about
inhumane temperatures in
their units and in common
spaces,” the letter reads. “In
addition, our office has re-
ceived several reports of peo-
ple coming to and from court
without warm clothing.”

DOC did not respond to
the letter.

“From what we heard it
just doesn’t seem to be con-
sistent. That seems to be the
general theme,” said De Avi-
la. “It’s either freezing or ev-
eryones burning up.”

DOC did not immediately
respond to the Eagle‘s re-
quests for comment.

‘Overworked and underpaid’ council staffers want a living wage

New York City coun-
cilmembers voted in 2016
to raise their own wages by
$36,000 — an amount that is
more than dozens of council
staffers make in a year.

At least 81 full- and part-
time district staffers earn less
than $36,000 in base salary,
according to an analysis of
staff pay by the Eagle. A re-
port by Politico Thursday
found that 42 staffers were
paid between $27,300 and
$35,100.

The Eagle obtained a mas-
ter list of 408 staffers working
for City Council members,
current as of August, and
compiled the annual rate of
pay for 354 who were includ-
ed on SeeThroughNY, a data-
base of publicly available sal-
ary information for city and
state employees (interns and
some staffers were not includ-
ed in the database). The rates
of pay ranged from $5,000 for
a part-time advisor to South-
cast Queens Councilmember
I. Daneek Miller to at least
$170,236 for Speaker Corey
Johnson’s chief of staff — a
higher salary than Johnson
himself earns.

The data isn’t perfect:
Some staffers, like the chief
of staff for Councilmember
Rory Lancman, got promo-
tions and raises that aren’t yet
reflected in the database. Oth-
ers only recently started their
first council jobs and have re-
ceived only a few paychecks.
Councilmembers also give
periodic bonuses that supple-
ment base income. But the
“rate of pay” review provides
a window into the disparate
wages paid to the behind-the-
scenes workers who craft city
policy — and get the potholes
fixed.

“The staff here at the
council work so hard to sup-
port their members and |
don’t think the pay reflects
that,” said one Brooklyn
aide. “Some councilmembers
cruise on by and are getting
paid a lot of money and really
exploit their staff.”

Now, aides who have been
fighting back against harass-
ment and abuse at the hands
of some members, say they
are also turning their orga-
nizing energy to address staff
salaries.

“Thinking back to the rais-
es for the councilmembers,
there were people who were
pissed off then,” the Brook-
lyn aide added. “You get a
$36,000 increase and you
don’t give anything to your
staff?”

Staffers were provided
anonymity for this article to
speak freely and without fear
of retribution.

Up to the boss

Most councilmembers
earn $148,500 per year —
the speaker and a few top
committee chairs earn a bit
more — but staffer pay is at
the whim of individual coun-
cilmembers.

All 51 city legislators re-
ceive an annual lump sum
from the council to pay for
office space, work expenses
and staff salaries. They have
the autonomy to hire as many
staff members as they want:
Councilmember Mathieu
Eugene has 12 staffers, ac-
cording to the staff list; Coun-
cilmember Francisco Moya
has three, plus three interns.

In 2018, the council al-
located additional money
to members’ budgets, but
the extra cash came with no
strings attached, meaning it
didn’t necessarily make it into
staffers’ paychecks. At times,
compensation can stretch the
bounds of labor law.

“There’s no overtime, no
comp time — if you were
to divide up the hours some
staffers are working by their
salaries, some are not making
minimum wage,” said a veter-
an Queens staffer. “Some col-
leagues work for really tough
members who are workahol-
ics and expect their staffs to
be on their phones all night,
and others are really respect-
ful of their staffers’ time.”

A Brooklyn aide said an
inquiry about staff salaries
for this story prompted her to
search payroll information to
find out what her colleagues
make. The wage revelations
caused her to question how
some of her colleagues can af-
ford to live in New York City.

Bronx Councilmember
Ritchie Torres described sim-
ilar issues in a 2016 interview
with Gotham Gazette ahead
of the vote to raise member
pay

“You have City Council
staff who are performing pro-

fessional functions on complex
matters of budgeting, land use
and policy, without profession-
al salaries,” Councilmember
Ritchie Tores told the Gotham
Gazette. “[I]f you were to di-
vide the salary of a dedicated
council staffer by the num-
ber of hours worked, the City
Council may very well be
guilty of wage slavery.”

Torres employs nine staff-
ers, according to the list ob-
tained by the Eagle. They
earn a rate of pay ranging
from $11,000 for an aide to
$90,000 for the chief of staff,
according to SeeThroughNY.
Torres did not respond to a re-
quest for comment about staff
roles and full-time employ-
ment status. His staff titles are
not available on the Council
website

Councilmember  Jimmy
Van Bramer said he factors
the amount of hours his staff
works into salary decisions
and gives annual bonuses that
are not reflected in their rate
of pay on SeeThroughNY.

“Given the budgetary con-
straints that we’re faced with,
I wish we could pay everyone
more and | think everyone
deserves more,” Van Bramer
said. His chief of staff earns
$106,000 per year, while his
scheduler makes $38,000.

In Councilmember Andy
King’s office, none of the
nine staffers have a rate of
pay above $50,000; four earn
$35,000 or less. King’s al-
leged ethics violations and
serial harassment resulted in
suspension and galvanized
the current workers’ rights
movement among staffers. He
did not respond to a request
for comment.

Staffers have begun union-
ization efforts, an initiative
that some councilmembers,
including Johnson, say they
support. “Corey is a long-time
supporter of the labor move-
ment, and would never op-
pose any organizing efforts,”
a Council spokesperson said.

Central staff members —
aides who work for the coun-
cil as a whole and not individ-
ual members — already earn
a minimum salary of $52,000.
But it’s up to the members
themselves to create uniform
salary floors or mandatory
minimum wages for aides.

“Legislative staffing pres-
ents a unique situation where

lawmakers and only the law-
makers can regulate that,”
said Ken Girardin, a policy
analyst for the Empire Center,
a political think tank that runs
SeeThroughNY. “It’s the law-
makers who need to set that
policy.”

So far, none seem to have
the political will to sponsor
measures addressing  staff
pay, said the aides interviewed
by the Eagle for this story.

The eagerness to share their
pay concerns for this story —
albeit anonymously — comes
as staffers flex their muscles
as an organized group. Earli-
er this month, more than 120
staffers wrote an open letter to
Speaker Johnson denouncing
the way the council handles
complaints of harassment and
abuse. In February 2018, 100
staffers sent a letter to John-
son asking him to address pay
disparities, Politico reported.

Now their efforts are gain-
ing more momentum and pub-
lic attention.

“We shouldn’t let the sto-
ry die. We’re going to keep
drumming and demanding
changes until  something
changes,” the veteran Queens
staffer said. “We’re deter-
mined and fighting as hard as
we can.”

Hard to compare roles

Council staffers are the
Swiss Army knives of munici-
pal politics, representing their
bosses at community board
meetings, fielding complaints
from angry constituents and
drafting the legislation that
shapes the city — sometimes
all in one day.

Even when staffers share
the same job titles, it can be
hard to meaningfully com-
pare roles across districts or
even within the same office.

Regardless of their re-
sponsibilities, most staffers
are technically referred to as
“councilmanic aides,” the ti-
tle listed with their names in
SeeThroughNY. They also
have “business card” titles,
said Scott Seiber, the deputy
chief of staff and communi-
cations director for Queens
Councilmember Peter Koo.
Those titles tend to have a few
slashes and reflect the jack-of-
all-trades nature of the job.

“Almost all of us go to
meetings, do intergovernmen-
tal work, pick up the phones,
handle walk-ins, event co-

ordination and case work
spanning every topic from
immigration to emergency
services,” Seiber said.

The various roles make it
“hard to judge the exact work
responsibilities” across offic-
es, “especially when working
on a legislative environment,”
said Girardin, the Empire
Center analyst and a former
State Senate staffer.

Take the position of “leg-
islative director.” The rates
of pay for legislative direc-
tors range from $37,000 in
Queens Councilmember Eric
Ulrich’s Ozone Park office
to $71,000 for the legislative
director in Councilmember
Costa Constantinides’ office
across the borough in Astoria.
Both have additional titles as
well — “community liaison”
for Ulrich; “counsel” for Con-
stantinides.

The position “community
liaison” has an even broad-
er spectrum of salaries. A
part-timer working for Coun-
cilmember Barry Grodenchik
has a rate of pay of $7,000,
while a full-timer for Coun-

cilmember Mark Levine
earns $54,000.
Michael Cohen, who

serves as spokesperson for
Queens Councilmember Kar-
en Koslowitz, used his own
various roles to explain the
possible disparities.

“My title is communica-
tions director, but in addition
to that | handle property tax
problems, Department of
Buildings problems and land-
use problems,” Cohen said.
“From office to office, even
though we have the same title,
we have different responsibil-
ities.”

Despite the sometimes
low pay, one staffer said he’s

grateful for the flexible work
environment his councilmem-
ber provides. He is paid less
than $30,000, but the office
accomodated unexpected
family obligations.

“I may overwork and be un-
derpaid sometimes, but ... my
office has made adjustments
for me that I have heard, and
can’t imagine, other offices
making,” the staffer said. “I
have done work that is greater
than what I have been paid for,
but I also feel like I’ve done
work that is less than what |
have been paid for, so | feel
like it has evened out.”

Mounting roles
for council staffers

But others say they are re-
sentful that the added respon-
sibilities don’t necessarily
come with a wage bump.

One aide to a Queens
councilmember said her boss
recently shoveled extra roles
onto her already full plate.
But the aide couldn’t push
back without risking a repu-
tation for “not being a team
player” — a career Killer.

“The options were not have
a job or to accept it,” the aide
said. “l wish | was the only
one going through this but it’s
throughout the council.”

“Members have families,
and being on the campaign
trail and in the public eye is
hard, but | think that is soft-
ened by a six-figure salary,”
added a Brooklyn aide. “Staff-
ers make just as many person-
al sacrifices, can be under just
as much scrutiny, especially
with the added pressure of
personally representing some-
body else, but we are compen-
sated with pennies.”

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For ‘Joy of Cooking’ revision, editors mixed marriage, food

Imagine carefully testing several thousand recipes for a be-
loved cookbook. Then imagine coming up with 600 brand new
ones. Now imagine doing all that in your home kitchen. With-
out a dishwasher.

That was the monumental task John Becker and his wife,
Megan Scott, took on almost a decade ago when they chose to
overhaul “Joy of Cooking,” which has been described as “the
Swiss Army knife of cookbooks.”

“Working with your spouse on something like this, we had
our ups and downs,” said Scott with a laugh. “I think that
now that we’ve survived this, we can probably survive any-
thing.”

For the book’s first revision since 2006, Becker and Scott
added 600 new recipes on top of 4,000 newly tried-and-tested
from the past. Every section of every chapter has been updated to
reflect the latest ingredients and techniques available to today’s
home cooks.

It was a 1,200-page task that was in their blood. Becker is the
great-grandson of founding editor Irma Rombauer, who self-pub-
lished “Joy of Cooking” in 1931. It now has 20 million copies in
print.

“| feel like we have inherited this amazing, amazing book. It’s
such a gift and we really wanted to earn it, not just inherit some-
thing and add a few bells and whistles and then release it,” said
Scott. “We wanted to really earn what we have.”

So now, alongside old favorites like Banana Bread Cockaigne,
there are new recipes for kimchi mac and cheese, gobi Manchuri-
an, miso ramen, Cajun dirty rice and chocolate babka. There are
tips on using the Instant Pot and sous vide, ways to prevent food
waste, and best practices on fermenting. There are more vegetar-
ian and vegan recipes.

“There’s plenty of tweaks and shortcuts that we thought were
worth adding. And really, ingredients do change as well. So
sometimes you need to rewrite recipes to account for, say, like
modern poultry production or how pork loin, it’s not quite as

fatty as it once was,” said Becker.

They listened to reader feedback and rethought some of the
older cake recipes, which often called for separating yolks from
the egg whites. “It’s a little fussy,” said Scott. “It didn’t seem
worth it.”

Perhaps the biggest update is an embrace of global food, with
new entries for Guyanese pepperpot, Thai-style wings and lamb
shawarma. Becker and Scott hope they’ve codified the most au-
thentic version of those new dishes. A four-page bibliography
can help readers learn more.

“l don’t think either of us wants to come out like, ‘Oh yes,
we’re this authority on Thai cuisine’ because we’re not. We’re
enthusiastic eaters and we have done a lot of research,” said
Scott. That research included visiting restaurants, consulting
cookbooks and watching online videos.

“l spent a long time watching YouTube videos of someone’s
grandmother in India preparing banana blossoms because | want-
ed to learn more about how they’re used in cooking,” said Scott.

“Joy of Cooking” has become a culinary bible of sorts, whose
fans include everyone from Julia Child to Anita Lo. The food site
Epicurious put the book atop its Cookbook Canon, calling it “the
OG encyclopedic volume.”

Authorship of the volume has stayed within the Rombauer
family, from Irma to her daughter, Marion, then from Marion to
her son, Ethan Becker. And now from Ethan to his son, John, and
his wife.

Becker and Scott’s work on the book spanned years, from a
cabin in Tennessee to their home now in Portland, Oregon. They
would each work on a chapter and then swap their work, going
line by line several times through the book. They cooked in their
home kitchen and only recently got a dishwasher, giving them a
sense of what their readers experience.

“We didn’t treat anything as sacred. There are definitely Rom-
bauer-Becker family recipes that have been in the book forever

that we wanted to keep if they were still good, but we also didn’t
want to keep a recipe in just because it had been in the book for a
long time,” said Scott. “Sometimes that meant we would update
the recipe, test it and edit it again, and other times we did cut
things.”

The task destroyed all pretenses Scott and Becker had to any
work-life balance. Even when they were exhausted and just
ordered pizza, they’d discuss what should or should not be in
the book. “We would wake up in the morning sometimes and |
would be like “Hey, do you think we should add so-and-so to the
book?’” They took only one vacation.

The cookbook’s iterations have always mirrored their time,
whether taking into account wartime rationing in the 1943 edi-
tion or adding a section on frozen foods in the 1951 edition.
Becker and Scott said they were given a wide editorial berth this
time.

“It’s a living book,” Becker said. “It really has changed a lot
over the eight previous editions, and this, our ninth, is another
good example of how we’ve tried to respect the past but also
negotiate what that tradition means with where we are right
now.”

Age gave no entry a pass. Eagle-eyed readers will spot a subtle
change to the Chocolate Chip Cookie recipe, which has been a
fixture in the book since 1943. When Becker and Scott tested
it, the cookies spread too flat. So, they decreased the amount of
sugar. They even have a tip about the kind of baking sheet you
should use: Cheap dark pans that you buy at the grocery store
work best.

And in a nod to the past, they included some of their own reci-
pes, including Scott’s pumpkin seed brittle and Cheddar-scallion
biscuits.

“It’s not just a reflection of what we think Americans are
wanting to eat. It’s also kind of a family recipe book from our
family,” said Scott.

GUILTY PLEA VACATED DUE TO
FALSE PROMISE FROM JUDGE

Appellate Division, Second Department

In the Appellate Division, Second Department, Sean
Hernandez appealed his conviction of two counts of
attempted murder in the second degree and four counts
of assault in the first degree that was rendered in
Queens County Supreme Court, Criminal Term, upon his
plea of guilty. Hernandez was charged after he slashed
two victims with a box cutter, which seriously injured
both. In October 2014, Hernandez moved to dismiss the
indictment against him, claiming that his statutory right
to a speedy trial had been violated. The Supreme Court
denied his motion and reasserted the determination
upon reargument. On Feb. 3, 2015, Hernandez decided
to accept the prosecution’s plea offer and indicated that
he wanted to retain the right to appeal the denial of his
motion to dismiss the indictment on the grounds that his
right to a speedy trial had been violated. In response, he
was advised by the Supreme Court that, in pleading
guilty, he would retain his right to appeal the denial of
his motion. The next day, Hernandez entered a plea of
guilty to all counts of the indictment, and the Supreme
Court again advised him that he was retaining his right to
appeal any rulings of the court.

In the Appellate Division, Second Department, the
justices began by explaining that a defendant who
entered a plea of guilty forfeited his right to claim that
he was deprived of a speedy trial. However, they went
on to note that when a defendant’s plea is predicated
upon a false assurance that he could nevertheless con-
test the denial of a motion, then the defendant is enti-
tled, if he wishes, to withdraw the plea of guilty. In their
review of the record, the justices found that Hernandez
pleaded guilty in reliance upon a promise from the
Supreme Court that he would retain his right to appeal
the denial of his motion to dismiss the indictment, which
could not be fulfilled. Therefore, as the prosecution con-
ceded, the justices determined that Hernandez was enti-
tled to withdraw his plea of guilty. The judgment of convic-
tion was reversed, the guilty plea vacated and the case was
remitted to the Queens County Supreme Court, Criminal
Term, for further proceedings on the indictment.

NEGLIGENCE AND VIOLATION OF
LABOR LAW CLAIMS DISMISSED

Appellate Division, Second Department

On Nov. 30, 2010, Randal Bruno, a maintenance
technician employed by the New York Historical Society,
allegedly sustained injuries when he tripped or slipped
on a step-over on the roof of a building owned by the
historical society. At the time of the alleged accident,
Bruno was escorting a worker for T-Mobile, USA Inc. who
needed access to equipment located on the roof. The
historical society leased a portion of the roof to T-Mobile
so it could house a radio equipment cabinet and antenna.
Bruno then filed a complaint against T-Mobile in order to
recover damages for the injuries he sustained in his fall,
claiming common-law negligence and violations of
labor law. T-Mobile responded by
moving for summary judgment to
dismiss the complaint as asserted
against it, which was granted by
Hon. Larry Martin of Kings County
Supreme Court, Civil Term. Bruno
appealed that decision. In the
Appellate Division, Second Depart-
ment, the justices affirmed the rul-
ing of the Supreme Court and
explained that the defendants had
demonstrated that the step-over
was not in a dangerous or defective
condition and that, in any event,
they did not create or have actual
constructive notice of any alleged dangerous or defec-
tive condition of the step-over. Therefore, the justices
found that the defendants established their entitlement
to judgment as a matter of law, dismissing the common-
law negligence and labor law causes of action.
Additionally, the justices noted that the conclusory affi-
davit of Bruno’s expert, who relied upon violations of
inapplicable code provisions, was insufficient to raise a
triable issue of fact.

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New York must divest from climate disaster

Last month, aerial satellite
images captured a horrifying
sight: Large swathes of the
Amazon Rainforest, one of
earth’s most precious natural
jewels, were ablaze.

Media attention has since
moved on, but the fires in the
Amazon continue to rage.
These fires pose a direct
threat to our climate, indige-
nous communities and a crit-
ical wildlife habitat.

Last month we experi-
enced the hottest October
on earth ever recorded. Just
last week, more than 11,000
scientists declared a climate
emergency in a paper pub-
lished in the Bioscience Jour-
nal.

Protecting the Amazon is
essential in addressing this
climate emergency. The rain-
forest mitigates global warm-
ing by absorbing carbon di-
oxide from the atmosphere.
When we lose huge amounts
of the Amazon to deforesta-
tion, we are losing one of our
best bulwarks against this
crisis.

The environmental de-
struction taking place in the
Amazon accelerates climate
change, making the fires not
just a direct threat to those in
close proximity, but to all life

across the planet.

What’s fueling these fires?
The meat, dairy, and egg in-
dustries’ quests for profit and
consumer demand for animal
products.

The fires are not a natural
disaster; they are set inten-
tionally to clear land for beef
and soy farming. But tofu
isn’t to blame. Across about
25 million hectares of land
devoted to soy farming in
Brazil, 80 percent is used for
animal feed.

That’s why we are intro-
ducing a new resolution in
the City Council, calling on
corporate and government
entities operating in our city
to divest from agricultural
industries that benefit from
deforestation and the acceler-
ation of global warming.

Animal agriculture is one
of the largest contributors
to the climate crisis. It is
responsible for more green-
house gas emissions than the
entire transportation sector.

And make no mistake:
Our eating habits are fueling
this crisis. America’s meat
consumption is dangerous-
ly high. For many of us, it’s
breakfast, lunch, and dinner
every single day. That adds
up. OECD data shows that, on
average in 2018 each Ameri-
can consumed 109.6 pounds
of poultry, 57.5 pounds of

beef, and 50.7 pounds of
pork.

Much of the meat and oth-
er animal products we con-
sume in the U.S. are sourced
from the multinational cor-
porations directly responsi-
ble for the destruction of the
Amazon.

According to nonprofit
Mighty Earth, meat and an-
imal feed suppliers respon-
sible for the Amazon fires
include conglomerates like
JBS, Cargill, and Marfrig.
American companies that
purchase products from these
suppliers include Costco,
Target, Walmart, McDon-
ald’s, and more. Many of
these companies claim to be
committed to sustainability;
some have even promised to
remove products linked to
deforestation from their sup-
ply chains by 2020. But while
these companies promise to
be more sustainable, their ac-
tions tell a different story.

We believe that severing
ties with companies linked
to the Amazon fires — and
pressuring businesses to do
the same — is a necessary
step to address this crisis.
We must incentivize corpo-
rations to provide consumers
with better choices so we can
make more ethical decisions
without sacrificing quality of
life.

We in government should
also have to hold ourselves to
the same standard. City agen-
cies should not be supporting
companies that cause envi-
ronmental devastation.

Climate change is a public
health issue. It worsens air
quality, increases the prev-
alence of heat-related disor-
ders like dehydration, and has
even been found to reduce the
nutritional value of certain
crops — studies show that
crops grown in a higher car-
bon-dioxide atmosphere have
less zinc, iron and protein,
which are all critical to hu-
man development and health.
Policymakers have an obli-
gation to intervene and safe-
guard the health and well-be-
ing of their constituents.

The paper released last
week by a group of interna-
tional scientists, which de-
clared a climate emergency,
cited animal agriculture as a
major contributor. The group
called for a global shift to-
wards a plant-based diet. It is
time we take that imperative
step and stop funding compa-
nies responsible for environ-
mental destruction.

Adopting responsible food
purchasing policies such as
the divestment legislation we
are introducing today, while
making plant-based alterna-
tives more accessible has to

be a priority.

Our job, and the role of all
elected officials, is to protect
the people not the industries
that harm them. Food poli-
cies need to be introduced to
combat climate change. The
debate on how best to address
this issue could go on forever,

action now. There is no time
to waste.

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Issue of diversity is paramount at
hearing on court system overhaul

The current means of se-
lection would remain in place,
which means that voters would
still vote on Surrogate’s Court
judges. However, those judg-
es would theoretically be as-
signed to the probate division
of the Supreme Court. Under
the proposal, there is nothing
that prevents judges, once they
are elected (as they are to Sur-
rogate’s Court, for example),
from being assigned to differ-
ent courts.

The proposal would elim-
inate the constitutional cap of
one judge per 50,000 people
in a district. This would im-
mediately increase the number
of judges in Queens Supreme
Court, which often has to rely
on judges transferred from
lower courts under the title of
acting supreme court justice,
in order to cover the number
of cases that are heard in the
borough.

In addition, under the cur-
rent system, judges are often
elected to Civil Court and then
automatically assigned, usual-
ly for two years, to the Crim-
inal Court.

Finally, the proposal would
authorize the legislature to
change the number of Appel-
late Division departments once
every 10 years. There are cur-
rently four different divisions
that were initially separated
into four equal parts. Howev-
er, due to population shifts, the
four divisions are lopsided and
the Second Division, which
includes Queens, represents
roughly 50 percent of the pop-
ulation of the state.

Wednesday’s hearing was
led by Assemblymember Jef-
frey Dinowitz and State Sen.
Brad Hoylman, who chair the
Judiciary Committees in their
respective chambers. They
were joined by State Sen. Luis
Sepulveda, another member
of the State Senate’s Judiciary
Committee.

More than 20 people
spoke at the five-hour hear-
ing including Hon. Lawrence
Marks, chief administrative
judge for the state; Hon. Jon-
athan Lippman, the former
chief judge for the state; Hon.
Alan Beckoff, who sits in the
Brooklyn Family Court; and
Hon. Wayne Saitta, who sits in
Kings County Supreme Court,
Civil Term. Other speakers
represented various bar associ-
ations and judicial associations
from across the state.

Impact on diversity
in the courts

While there was certainly
no consensus on support for
the proposed changes to the
court system, many who spoke
Wednesday raised concerns
about how the changes would
affect the diversity of the court
system, with Sepulveda lead-

ing the charge.

After being questioned by
Sepulveda on the issue of di-
versity, Chief Administrative
Judge Marks explained that he
feels that the proposal would
improve diversity in the Ap-
pellate Division, the second
highest court in the state, and
the Court of Appeals, the high-
est court in the state, because
there would be more Supreme
Court judges eligible for pro-
motion.

Judge Marks pointed to the
third judicial department of
the Appellate Division, which
didn’t have a single judge of
color because, he said, there
were no judges of color from
the pool of Supreme Court
judges within that district to
choose from. He said that the
court was forced to ask a judge
from the Bronx, Hon. Sharon
Aarons, to agree to sit on the
upstate court.

However, Sepulveda made
it clear that he wasn’t buying
that argument because judges
would still need to be appoint-
ed to the Appellate Division
and a bigger pool of applicants,
he said, wouldn’t necessar-
ily mean more minority ap-
pointments. Hon. Sallie Man-
zanet-Daniels, president of the
Latino Judges Association,
was similarly dissatisfied.

Justice Sallie Manzanet-
Daniels said that officially the
Latino Judges Association
wouldn’t support or reject the
proposal until a diversity im-
pact assessment is done.

Justice Manzanet-Daniels
explained that there was con-
cern that the proposal did not
directly address diversity is-
sues. She went on to say that
the Latino Judges Association
was concerned that both the
ease by which judges could be
transferred and lifting the cap
of one judge per 50,000 people
could have a negative impact
on the Hispanic community.

“At this time, and until in-
formation is provided that
shows how they would im-
prove the diversity of the judi-
ciary, we as the Latino Judges
Association cannot take a po-
sition,” Justice Manzanet-Dan-
iels said.

While addressing the hear-
ing, New York State Bar As-
sociation  President Henry
Greenberg, who used the word
“genius” when referring to
Chief Judge DiFiore’s proposal
during his statement, admitted
that there is a crisis of lack of
diversity on the bench, partic-
ularly upstate. He said that of
all of the proposals to amend
the court system over the last
50 years, this was the first to
address diversity, and also
brought up the Appellate Divi-
sion, Third Department, as an
example.

Greenberg explained that
under the proposal, judges

elected to the Supreme Court
would no longer run dis-
trictwide, but instead would
run countywide. It is his belief
that this would make it easier
to elect judges of color.

“If court modernization
went into effect on Jan. 1, you
would have six more diverse
judges on the Supreme Court
than you now have in the Third
Judicial District,” Greenberg
said. “In the seven counties in
those districts, it is virtually
impossible for a person of col-
or to win districtwide.”

Judicial transfers

The issue of judicial trans-
fers was also frequently
brought up. Assemblymember
Thomas Abinanti noted that a
hypothetical governor could
appoint a judge to the Court
of Claims and then immedi-
ately transfer that judge to the
Appellate Division, and could
even name him or her chief
judge, all without an election.

Similarly, Abinanti point-
ed out that the current system
allows for the election of Sur-
rogate’s Court judges, who
cannot be transferred out of
that court. However, under the
proposed plan, there is nothing
to prevent judges elected to one
court from being transferred to
a different court, the same way
judges are currently elected to
the Civil Court and then imme-
diately assigned to the Crimi-
nal Court.

In their rebuttals of this
point, many speakers conflated
the issue of judicial transfers
and said that they would nev-
er send a judge from Buffalo
to New York City, without di-
rectly addressing the issue of
the Surrogate’s Court. When
pressed, former Chief Judge
Lippman called the issue a
“straw man” and denied that
there was serious reason for
concern.

“It’s a dated view of the
court system and this fear of
a centralized administration,”
Lippman said. “Every court
system in the country has gone
to this centralized system.”

In response to the issue of
judges being appointed to a
lower court only to be promot-
ed immediately to the Appel-
late Division, Hoylman sug-
gested the possibility of State
Senate confirmation hearings.
When presented with this idea,
Hon. Carmen Beauchamp Ci-
parick said it was an interest-
ing idea that she would be open
to.

Multiple courts,
multiple judges

One of the biggest claims
made by proponents was that
with less division in the courts,
resources could more easi-
ly be allocated. Judge Marks
brought this up when he talked
about the 2008 housing crisis.
He explained that the system
had made it hard to give prop-

er attention to the foreclosure
cases that rose out of it, and
that as a result, nearly 12 years
later, the court is still dealing
with a backlog of foreclosure
cases.

Another common com-
plaint is that, especially in the
Family Court, litigants can of-
ten be in front of two, or even
three or more, judges for relat-
ed issues.

Hon. Alan Beckoff, presi-
dent of the Association of Fam-
ily Court Judges of New York
State, said that one family can
come to his court for a custody
hearing, but have to go to a dif-
ferent court for related domes-
tic violence issues and another
for the divorce. He explained
that what happens is that one
part of the case can be put off
or judges in different courts
can give conflicting orders.

This sentiment was echoed
by the Legal Aid attorneys
who spoke at the hearing.
However, Abinanti questioned
whether this real issue could
be solved in a way that didn’t
include such a drastic merger.

“Everybody is assuming
that you are going to have ac-
cess to a Family Court with the
professional organization of
the Supreme Court,” Abinanti
said. “What I'm hearing today
are all of the complaints and
problems, and they’re real, but
I'm concerned with how this
proposal would solve them.
I don’t understand how this
solves a problem.”

What’s next

There will be another hear-
ing on the merger proposal
in Albany next week. Judge
Marks said that by that time,
the Office of Court Adminis-
tration would have a financial
report detailing the expenses of
the merger, which he estimated
to be approximately $13.1 mil-
lion, primarily to cover raises
for judges and their staff.

Merging the courts as pro-
posed would require an ex-
tensive process. The proposal
would have to go in front of
the state legislature for a vote,
potentially twice, and finally
would have to be put in front of
the voters in a referendum. The
chief judge expressed a hope
that this could be done by 2022
to begin a five-year phase-in
that would be completed by
2027.

Similar  proposals have
been made over the years; in
fact, five major proposals have
been made to revamp New
York’s courts over the last 50
years. This time, however, the
proposal could be considered
for the first time by a wholly
Democrat-led legislature, a
significant difference, accord-
ing to many observers, who
suggested that having both the
State Senate and Assembly un-
der Democratic control could
make passage more likely.

Chief Administrative Judge Lawrence Marks testified in

favor of the proposal on Wednesday.
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Hon. Sallie Manzanet-Daniels, president of the Latino
Judges Association, said she does not oppose the
proposal, but said that her association expects a diversity
assessment report before it would offer its support.

Hon. Wayne Saitta testified that the proposal could hurt
judicial independence.
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
