1) The project is being cofinanced by: Kuwait Fund (US$ 21.0 mill.)-; Islamic Bank (US$ 6.0 mill.);
Abu Dhabi Fund (US$ 4.4 mill.); Government-of Netherlands (US$ 6.7 mill.); Private Banks of
Netherlands (US$ 37 mill.); Covernment of Canada (US$ 16.4 mill.).

2) The mission also supervised the Fourth Highway Project and the Feeder Roads Project. Most
time was spent on the latter project because of unsatisfactory progress in its implementation.

SECTION 6: SUMMARY OF PROJECT STATUS, TREND AND MAJOR PROBLEMS
Road Construction (1) Construction of lot 8 is progressing well; the notice to start work on lots
.6 and 9 was given early in August '82. After the lowest bidder for lot 7 (Huarte, Spain) with-
drew its bid because the government found the conditions attached to the bid unacceptable, the
lowest bidder for lot 6 (Cogefar, Italy) offered a rebatle if it would also be awarded the con-
tract for lot 7. This offer put Cogefar below Fougerolle (France) which was originally the next
lowest bidder for lot 7. In the interest of a fair bidding procedure the government decided
rightly to invite all the firms that originally had bid on lot 7, except Huarte, to submit a new
bid. Chantiers Modernes (France) became the lowest bidder and a contract award to this firm is
expected shortly. Supervision of Construction (2) Consultants Berger (USA) are supervising
construction of lot 8 since November 1, '81. BCEOM (France) will be in the field soon to super-
vise lots 6 and 7. The government has selected Atkins (UK) to supervise construction of lot 9.
The Bank has informed government that, while it has no objection to the selection of Atkins, the
team should be strengthened -by replacing one and if possible two of its members.
Technical Assistance (3) Consultants DIWI (Germany) are in the field to assist MINEQ with thr
overall supervision of construction of the Douala-Yaoundg Road. (4) The Ministry of Transpo --
tion has not yet made arrangements to employ the economist/planner and obtain the services of
short-term experts for its Planning Department. The local financing of these services has been
secured and the Ministry will probably invite proposals, together with those for the Transporta-
tion Survey (para 6.8), within the next two months. Fellowships (5) The selection of candidates
for fellowships has not yet started. At present this Item is not urgent. Laboginie (6) The
mission reviewed and approved in substance the contract documents for the extension of Labogdnies
buildings in Douala and for technical assistance to Labog~nie. The documents were to be sent to
the Central Tender Board for publication. (7) Architects for the design of the new laboratory
and office in Yaound6 will be selected on the basis of an open contest. Tender documents for the
laboratory equipment will be prepared after the technical assistance team has arrived.
Pre-investment Studies (8) The Ministry of Transportation intends to invite proposals from al-
ready shortlisted consultants for the carrying out of the Transportation Survey within the next
two months. (9) No start has been made in obtaining the services of consultants for the evalua-
tion and maintenance of the paved network. The DIWI team will assist the Department of Highways
in finalizing Terms of Reference for these services. Loan Effectiveness (10) The mission re-
viewed with the Direction de Programmation in MINEP the action required for loan effectiveness.
A list made up by Mr. Duval of the Legal Department summarizing the conditions to be satisfied,
was given to MINEP and other interested parties. With the recent selection of consultants
Atkins for lot 9 the conditions for items 5 and 6 of the list have been satisfied.

1. According to my terms of reference dated July 29, 1982, I
accompanied Messrs. Snel and Tessier-Viennois to Cameroon where I
introduced them to the local authorities and started discussions on the
status of the above projects. Messrs. Snel and Tessier-Viennois remained
in Cameroon for another week for site visits and round-up meeting with
Government. The following are the missions preliminary findings.

-Messrs. Snel and Tessier-Viennois will prepare full reports upon return.

Fourth Highway Project

2. The project is making further good progress. All equipment of
the first tranche has been distributed to the regions and road
maintenance and rehabilitation work has started, in accordance with a
work program submitted by the regions to the roads department in
Yaounde. Orders for the second equipment tranche have been placed. For
some of the equipment items (asphalt plant and 5m trucks) which had to
be retendered, bids have been received and a.re being evaluated by the
tender board. There are no news on the Japanese financing of highway
maintenance equipment. The Ministry has nominated qualified personnel as
counterparts for the Training and Production Brigade. Government
internal discussions are still going on, to determine the best way to
establish disbursement requests (through Ministry of Finance or Ministry
of Works) and to which account reimbursements for materials, fuels and
lubricants should be credited (general account in Treasury or special
account in Ministry of Works).

Fifth Highway Project

3. The contractor Huarte (Spain), who had been awarded the contract
for the construction of Lot No. 7 of the Edea-Yaounde road (Bank financed
lot) has refused to lift some of the qualifications submitted with his
bid. These qualifications (higher than specified down-payment, special
payment procedures) being unacceptable to the Government (and the Bank)
the contract was not signed. Award of contract would have gone to the
second low bidder, but there was considerable disagreement within
Government who the second low bidder actually was. Considering lot 7 in
isolation the contractor Fourgerolle (France) had submitted the second
low bid. However, when bids for lot 6 were opened three weeks after
those of lot 7, the low bidder for that. lot, Cogefar (Italy) had
specified in his bid, probably anticipatin- the outcome of negotiations
between the Government nid Huarte, that he would make a rebate of 7%, if
both lots 6 and 7 were awarded to him, -which put him below Fourgerolle's
bid. But, since lot 6 was firmly awarded to him, before the collapse of
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negotiations with Iluarte, some Government officials felt that he should
no longer be considered, whereas others persisted that Government could
save approximately US$1 million if both jobs were awarded to Cogefar. In
these circumstances, the Secretary General decided that all contractors,
with the exception of Iluarte, who had submitted bids for lot 7, should be
asked to update their bids to the economic conditions of July 1982. New
bids were received on August 12, 1982 and nre in the order of CFAF 11.6
billion. Although higher than luarte's bid (CFAF 10.6 billion) they are
lower than Fourgerolles's initial bid (CFAF 12.0 billion). Due to the
stronger dollar, these new bids expressed in US$ about 30% below
appraisal estimates.

4. The Bank has approved the Government's proposal to select
consultants BCE0H (France) for the supervision of lots 6 and 7 and
consultants Atkins and Partners (UK) for lot 9. Construction of lot 8 is
proceeding satisfactorily.

5. The mission has reviewed the tender documents for the
construction of additional laboratory space for Labogenie in Douala. For
Yaounde, Labogenie is in the process of selecting architects for the
design of a new laboratory and office building. The mission also
reviewed and approved draft contract documents for the recruitment of
techical assistance for Labogenie. The Central Tenddr Board is still to
call for proposals from consulting firms.

6. No progress has been made in the recruitment of consUltants for
the transport survey and the technical assistance to the Ministry of
Transport. The Secretary General of Transport said, he had awaited the
signing of the Credit agreement but would now move quickly.

7. The mission discussed with the Ministry of Plan (Direction de
Programmation) the steps to be taken.to satisfy the conditions of Credit
effectiveness and left behind a check-list prepared by the Bank's lawyer.

Feeder Road Project

8. The President of the Republic has signed on July 19, 1982 the
new organization chart for the Ministry of Works, which finally creates a
sub-directorate for feeder roads within the Roads Department. The now
official status of the Feeder Road Unit should facilitate the recruitment
of more qualified personnel and the allocation of adequate funds to
operate the brigades. Furthermore the Ministry of Plan has submitted to
the Bank at the end of July a project reformulation and action program,
which in its outline is satisfactory to the Bank. In view of these
positive developments the mission proposes not to cancel the Credit/Loan
as indicated in our cable of May 6, 1982, but to review the situation in
about 4 months time where we would examine in particular:

(1) the staffing of the sub-directorate for feeder roads
and the regional directorate responsible for feeder
road construction;
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(ii) the adequacy of funds allocated to the feeder road
program;

(iii) the answers to be provided by the Government on
questions raised by the mission with respect to the
project reformulation; and most importantly

(iv) the actual progress made in the field by the feeder
roads brigades.

9. At that time the Bank should make a final decision whether to
continue with the project or to cancel the remaining credit/loan funds.

Future Transport Projects

10. In view of the holiday season and the absence of some key
Government officials, the mission did not discuss future transport
project possibilities.

1. Construction of Lot 3 financad by the Netharlands has started in January 1932, under a

contract the Government had negotiated with the Dutch joint venture Bos Kalls and VolkBr
Stevin. Construction of the Bank-financed Lot 7 has been awarded in late April 1932 to the
Spanish Contractor Huarte who submitted the lowest bid. The period of construction is esti-1
mated at 33 months. Bids for the other lots of the Zdea-Yaoundi road (Lots 6 and 9) have
been received by the Government and are being awarded, according to guideluizes of the agsn-
cias finazcing thase lots.

2. Plans and tander documAntg for the Laboggnie buildings are being prepared.
3. !upervisin of Lot 9 has been aarded to consultants Louis Berger (USA) with Bank's approval.

Proposals for the supervision of Lots 6, 7 and 9 have been evaluated by Government. Whereas
the Bank had no objection to the Government's recommendation concerning Lots 6 & 7, the pro-
posed award for the supervision of Lot 9 has been questioned by the Bank (see Annex I).

4. Terms of Reference for the national transport survey and the pavement evaluation study have
been agreed with the Government, who has now to submit to the Bank short-lists of consul-
tants who would be invited to make proposals for the execution of the studies.

5. A contract for technical assistance (3 experts, 4 years each) to the Ministry of Equipment
(MINEQ) has been awarded in mid-April 1982 to consultants DIWI (Germany). The Ministry of
Transport (MINT) has agreed with the Bank on Terr's of Reference for two experts (36 and 24
man-months) and some 24 man-months of short-term specialists and is now persuing the re-
cruitment of these experts through the Direction Centrale des Marches (DCM). The same
applies to Labogsnie for which Terms -of Reference for four experts (for a total of 9 man-
years) have been agreed with the Bank.

6. The Government is preparing a list of equipment for Laboggnie to be procured under the
project and a list of possible candidates to receive fellowships.
