THE NEW VAUDEVILLE ORGANIZATION 

In The Billboard of recent Issues the amusement profession and many 
lay readers are of course fully informed of the great progress which is being 
made in perfecting the new organization of players which has for its basic 
and permanent purpose the creation of a spirit of harmony between the theat¬ 
rical managers and the various grades of stagefolk who seek to establish for 
all time a Just and dignified mode of business procedure, by which it is hoped 
the relations henceforth will be so conducted as to end all strife and eliminate 
politics and reprisals from any place in the general scheme of theaterdom. 

It is Insistently proclaimed that at the time of this writin,{ no less than 
1,200 names have been enlisted in the new cause. The large and imposing 
portion of these already made public appear to represent f Igniflcantly the 
Cleme De La Creme of modern vaudeville, modern because they truly com¬ 
prise as an entity the standard bearers not only of the one-time variety and 
pre.sent vaudeville stage, but also those prominent artists of the so-called 
legitimate stage who have slowly perhaps, but nevertheless surely greatly en¬ 
hanced the artistic possibilities of the “two-a-day" theater. 

On the side of the older organization, which is now active in the effort 
to dictate the destiny of vaudeville, we will hear much to decry the growth of 
the newer organization, but that 1,200 players of the type which is wont to 
appear on the stage, rather than merely arrayed in battle on the pavements, 
is the result of but two weeks’ time, speaks eloquently for what Is yet to come. 

Fortunately by the intelligent manner in which the new organization in 
vaudeville was conceived as well as perfected there is no longer any reason to 
fear an influx of new stage talent, at least not to an abnormal extent. If. how¬ 
ever, we do have a divided “show business" later on it is certain to represent 
the constructive element on one side with the destructive on the other. This 
will operate as it ever has to relegate to oblivion the agitators who never act 
on the stage of a playhouse and those actors with a perpetual grievance who 
have long since ceased to practice their vocation in the theater itself. 

THE GROWTH OF ’THE MOTION PICTURE 

As recently as nine years ago the photoplay was born, although years be¬ 
fore that there were productions for the screen, such as The Passion Play, 
The Great ’Train Robbery, The Life of a Fireman and others of a more prim¬ 
itive character. 

Why it took so long to discover the picture play with a story is almost 
beyond understanding. Alexander Black, the well-known magazine writer, 
was presenting what would then be called “Slow Movies” about two years 
before Lumlere’s Cinematograph was hailed at B. F. Keith’s Union Square 
Theater in 1896 as the ninth wonder of the ages. The Edison “nickel in the 
slot movie" was, however, the first to exhibit moving pictures at the World’s 
Fair in 1893. One person at a time was the best Mr. Edison could do for man¬ 
kind then, nevertheless, in all honesty, it must be recorded that to Mr. Edison 
the world owes the motion picture, for all things sprang from the nickel in 
the slot film, and so little was the great public interested in this awkward 
contrivance that the price was reduced to one penny and stayed there for many 
years. 

I' should be stated here that In 1895, one year before the advent of the 
Lumlere Cinematograph, which was utilized by the FYeres Lumlere from 
their pioneer nickel In the slot device Invented by Mr. Edison, the Wizard of 
Menlo Park, presented on a screen for the first time in America, also in Mr. 
Keith's theater (this time in Philadelphia), two vastly Improved inventions 
then called respectively the Vitascope and Edoloscope. Both, however, were 
crude, bulky and with an intolerable flicker. The advent of these productions 
created not a ripple of anything apyroaching a furore, and when a few weeks 
later they were shown on a screen at Koster & Bial’s their vogue was ex¬ 
tremely short. 

But when the Lumiere Cinematograph was exhibited to an amazed audi¬ 
ence In July, 1896, the real history of motion pictures with optical illu.sion 
was truly inaugurated, and the illusion was so compelling that many persons 
believed that If they would go back of the stage they would see In the flesh the 
men and women whose life-like portrayal were depicted on the big white 
sheet. Many there are who believe today that one of the basic reasons why 
there was so long a lapse between the birth of the cinematograph and the 
dawn of the photoplay with Its story (a lapse of more than twelve years) was 
because from the outset of film productivity on the screen, instead of guarding 
the maze of phenomena then called motion picture secrets, the public has 
been persistently seeking knowledge as to “how It was done” and not a few 
selfish as w'ell as indiscreet among the pioneers of fllmdom helped to create 
the retrograde movement which preceded the golden hour when the photoplay 
was born. For it was a retrograde movement that one wherein the produc¬ 
tions of the cameras were utilized to create an exodus of audiences to whom 
the very sight of the white screen meant a stampede to escape, and In the 
vaudeville theaters the performers were degraded when found wanting by 
being compelled to appear at the “supper show.” which consisted of crude 
picture pla}^ and Incompetent actors purposely offered to drive the audiences 
outdoors to make room for the offerings with merit. The manner in which 
the photoplay was first acclaimed is probably not known to the public which 
will pass Judgment on the great picture play productions of 1916. An Idea

'There wan no dramatic 
critic In this country whose word and judgment 
was accepte<l more readily by people of the 
theater. He was an Indnatrions writer of 
*lH>rt fiction, and In collaboration with Charles 
Nlrilllnger he novellie<l the latter's play. The 
First I ady of the 1 and. ami did the same work 
for Edward Sheldon's play. Romance. After end¬ 
ing h e i-onnectlon as dramatic critic Davie* be¬ 
came aBso<-late<l with several theatrical man¬ 
ager*. and al«o was a writer of acenarioa. Ill* 
demise 1* a distinct loss to the who’e profe* 
slonal world, and will be mourned for time to 
come. Davies was unmarried, and leaves two 
brother* and two sister*.

Here la aome Information for rink mauagera 
to hare printed for their beginnera. A very Im¬ 
portant thing In deacribing the difference be¬ 
tween roller akatlng and Ice akating la that 
the Ice akate blade yon hare a uniTeraal pivot 
on which you can turn, while tbe pivot of the 
roller abate la confined to one or two fixed 
polnta, via., tbe toe and tbe heel, and one or 
the other mnat be ralaed before turning. Al- 
waya try to akate from your bipa, not from 
your kneea only. Movementa from tbe bipe, 
accompanied by a good aweep of tbe body, are 
graceful, while movementa from tbe kneea alone 
are apt to be Jerky and undignHled. I.«t the 
beginner make up bla or her mind to the fact 
that there in no royal road to tbe acquialtlon 
of the art of Ogure akating, and that no book 
can enable one to overcome the dilBrultiea un- 
ieaa auch hlnta aa he or nhe may gather are 
barked up by Infinite patience, peraeverance 
and pinrk. iTie Arat atage of progreaa mnat 
be to thoroughly and completely maater the 
elmenta of akating on true principlen, and 
without anch thorough niaatery akatera ran 
never attain perfection la tbe higher branrbea 
of tbe art. ITie abater muat practice the aim- 
pie movementa. the edgea and tnrna. etc., be¬ 
fore attempting even nimple combined flgiirea. 
Once the elementn are tlxireughly maatered you 
can venture to learn any nmiblnallnn, no mat¬ 
ter bow dlfllcnlt. But tboec elementa once 
maatered muat not ^ neglected, but continu¬ 
ally kept up to the blgbeat pitch of perfection. 
It la an excellent plan, followed by many Arat- 
claaa akatera. to apend tbe Arat half hour In 
practicing tbe elementa. There la one dancer 
to avoid when beginning to learn. Do not let 
yoiiraelf get bored or atale. Do not arork too 
long at the aame thing, and do not amnae your¬ 
self by attempting thinga beyond you. It la 
Important that the beginner uae a good akate. 
TTiere are aeveral which are generally ad¬ 
mitted to be good, any one of which will an- 
awer tbe purpose. The better tbe akate tbe

A good style in Agure skating is a 
combinalltei of neatnea*. rapidity, power and 
p> rfectlon of execution, which produces u|>on 
the *iie< tator an impression of perfectly grace¬ 
ful. easy, and almost rythmical movementa. 
There must therefore lie as nearly as possible 
a total absence of any visible effort. However, 
tbe beginner must not worry too much about 
style. Style la too complex, and tbe skater 
should and must remember that style depends 
very largely upon a thorough mastery of tbe ele¬ 
ments upon true principles. In the Aral in¬ 
stance, then, tbe object to aim at Is to be able 
to exei-ute a movement freely and fearlessly. 
It can be pollabed up to perfection afterwnrda. 
At the same time try and avoid getting into 
bad fault*, which tend to become a habit and 
are very hard to eradicate. In every move¬ 
ment. however staple, the skater should have 
complete control over every member of the body, 
and you have not mastered any movement tbor- 
oiighly until you have such coutrol. Arms and 
legs are very awkward thinga when a person Is 
on skates, and bead and shoulders too, very 
often. Control over the b<sly at all times and 
In all iMMltions la essential. InAnlte patience 
and pains will be requiretl to ai-quire It. Tbe 
bead shcsild at all time* be held upright. Iw 
not. unless obllgeil to, look down, or watch 
your feet.
