all contributors of §50 or more

I am deing this because I feel that the
present requirement of revealing the
source of contributions larger than %300
merely invites evasion. Some organiza-
tions refuse to accepl any contiributions
larger thad $490 and thus avoid having
io reveal the source of the donmor. It
would not be economically feasible for
such orpanizations to solicit syms small-
er than $50. My proposed amendnent,
therefore, would result in a more honest
repor:ine of the wncomes of lobbies. It
will thus make more complete the infor-
mation svailable w the public concern-
ing the organized forces attempfing o
influence the legislative process of the
United States and thus further the onigi-
na] intentions of the law

I real:ize that my amendment covers
only one small aspect of the frailties of
the Federal Regulation of Lobbying Act.
There ate many other provisions in this
ect ®which must be revised before the act
cati responsibly effectuate the purposes
for which it was enacted. I do pot in-
tend lo even mention all of these frailties,
elthoueh I do want to call the sttention
of the Congress to what I consider to be
the major defects of the law.

The Federai Regulaiion of Lobbrying
Act is concerned in general with the
agents and not with the actual practice
of lobbying. The act does not even de-
fine the practice of lobbying in such &
manner that it can be readily under-
stood. This has resulied in much con-
fusion within the Government and in
many £roups outside of the Government.
An adeguate lobbying act should define
whal constitutes lobbying and what ac-
tions by lobbyists will be tolerated by the
representatives of the people of the
United States. It must be made appar-
ent that only open and aboveboard &ca
tivities will be permitted in any attempt
to influence the iegislative process of the
United States,

We are all aware that effective lobby-
fng is not conflned to buttonhohng
legislators in the corridors of the Capitol
or in their private offices. Bodern effrc-
tive lobbying techniques are directed pri-

to the grass roots, where larre
numbers of influential and rank-and-file

Having reference to ohe
of the recommendations the distin~
guished Senator made, namely, that foot-
ball at the service Academies be abol-
ished, does the Senator recall ever having
heard that the Battle of Waterloo was
won on the playing flelds of Eton, and
similarly that many of the offensive tac-
tics und the matter of the deployment of
troaps and airplanes have been learned
In the offensive tactics of foothall?

Mr. BENTON. Mr. President, I re-
Ject any such theory wholly. completely,
and absolutely. If boys are spending
thelr time during 4 vears of coliege plav-
Ing football foliowing e theory of the
kind mentioned by the Senator from
Bouth Dakota. when they should be
mastering complex questions in the
scientific Selds, for example, in the felds
of technology around which the future
development of the military service will
be centered—1I reject the football theory
as B mistake. Big-time professionalized
footbal 1s not & proper function of our
Military Academy at all. If the Senator
from Scuth Dakota's theoi? were ten-
able. we ought to have 50 football teams
at West Point, angd every boy at West
Point showld have to take football as a
compulsory subject and possibly as the
first point of his education. Manifestly,
that theory is not the behel of the heads
©f the Academies themselves. ‘They
train in football only a few picked boys,
proselyted from around the country, and
have them spend all too much of ther
time playing foothall. Did General
MacArthyr, who was No. I man in his
class, did he or did he not play foot-
ball? Perhaps he did but no one now
kncws. I have no doubt that that un-
certainty is true of many others of cur
distinguished generals. Right now 1

¢all on the Defense Department to give
us an analesis of its generals and ad-
mirgls. How big & percentage were
football letter men at the Academies?
How many stood in the top quarter of
their class. or even the top 10 percent?
Most of them, however, antedated the
days of professionalized college football.

But it is the kind of a belief expressed
by the Senator from South Dakota which
confuses the issue and corrupts the
thinking of the American people about
the problems raised by the affair at
West Point.

Mr. President, ot the same day ?hen
the West Point story broke, last Friday,
there was anoiher glory In the news-
papers dealing with charges of corrup-
ticn of 8 different kind. There has been
& great deal of oratory, there have been
editorials and news stories, on the sense-
tlonal =nd -ahocking dovelopment st

public comment, and I have heard no

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In fact, the Senate Arm?fil
Seiwvices Commitiee has proff
lgeked in its files that Senp-
tor McCarthy once unwitting
wotked with a Communist rilig
to undermine the American oc-
cupation of Germany. McCarthy

charges that the Army had tor-
tured German war criminals.
These charges were cooked up
in Germany and mailed to Mc-

Yet at the same time, he
held office as & Wisconsin State
judge. In 1944, McCarthy listed
$18,000 in contributions from his
father, brother, and brother-in-
law. Yet his father didn't have
enough income to file a return
that year, and neither his broth-
er nor brother-inlaw claimed
more than $2000 inecome. The
mystery of the $18,000 is still
unsolved.

McCarthy was aiso paid $10,000
by the Lustron Corp. for &
bousing pamphlet at a time when
Lustron was 32 million dollars
in debt to the Government and
needed friends in the Senate,
Yet the pamphlet was chiefly
the work of Walter Rovall of
the Housing and Home Finan
Agency, who is paid by the ta}-
payers.
