A 
Iyplcal example is a gig way back 
in February whe n Chris Blackwell 
ol Island Records flew trom his 
home in Nassau to see the band 
he'd iUS1 signed You'd think the 
Implications would make anY. 
band eager to do their best. bu t It 
didn' t prevent the drummet 
pushing over his kit in a fit o f rage 
before biUing Niick and knocking 
him off stage. An event which 
made the rest o f the band think 
they'<l blown it completely - bu1 
luckily it was overlooked and the 
drummer retired the next day. 

SEVERAL more drummers 
have come between that 
one and Alex Baird, .. who 
has been the only one to 

fit in straight away''. To s·ay he 
has had a wide and varied career 
would be an underslatement. The 
facl that he was once with the 
mediaeval folk group, Gryphon. 
should cause some raised 
eyebrows. Still, a briei word 
abOut hi s early career won' t go 
amiss. AfIer drumming with the 
Glasgow band S1umble which 
also boasted Midge Ure (pre. 
Salvation . pre·Aich Kids, pre­
Thin Lizzy, pre-Ultravox pre-Thin 
Lizzy>, Alex ,ioined Contraband, 
which won the Melody Maker 
talent competition, resulting in a 
contract w ith Tran sat1a1Hlc 
Records. 

··They flew us down to London, 
found us a flat, and that was 
that," Alex said. warming up to a 
good old slag (most of which is 
deleted as it is rather repetitive.). 
"No promotion, no constructive 
advice. nothi ng . A total waste ot 
time. 

"Mind you, rm still in the same 
flat, which is pretty good at that," 
he retlec ted. as an afterthought.

After 1hat came the afore­
mentioned Gryphon, " who had 
dropped all the mediaeval bit 
before I came along . I did one 
album with them which flopped 
miserably before doing a stint 
with the Banned ." Needless to 
say the Banned didn't jump to 
massive tame either.

ICK and John Alder form 
the songwr iting part of 
the group. and of the 
Costello compadsons, 

they say thaI they've been wriling 
together since they were 1 s and 
have always sounded similar to 
the way they do now. long belore 
they'd e•1en heard Costello. 
Unlike Alex. who reco~nises 11 
was the MM competition that 
turned him pro, Nick and John 
knew the onl y iob for them was in 
a band . 

" I still went ahead with a 
diploma in photography for the 
tradi1ional something to fall back 
on." says Nick. " and John work· 
ed in a local Scarborough iron· 
rnongery before arriving in Lon• 
don as soon as I finished college. 
After thaI all our energies went 
into forming a band." 

They added Steve Prudence on 
bass. had a lot ol frustration 'tea,. 
ing through d rummers and pro• 
ducers - ··No we don' t like that 
model, send it back" - and now 
we' re back to where you came in. 

Whether 'Back Of My Hand· will 
be a hit remains to be seen. I like 
it a lot. but think ifs too similar to 
Elvis Costello to get to Ihe top. 
However, I'll wait till I hear the 
Andy Summers' produced EP 
before passing final judgement. 
They' re just s tarting a 8 ri1Ish tour 
and after that they're hoping to 
get Andy to prod uce their first 
lP . 

And then they' re setting thei, 
sights on America in the new 
year.

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The men behind the hits. Last week JAMES 
PARADE talked to Tony Visconti and 
Christopher Neil about their work as 
producers. This week we look at the work 
of Mike Vernon, Mike Chapman, Martin 
Rushent and Chris Rainbow. 

MIKE VERNON 

N 
OT many people could 
cope wilh being a lull 
time member and pro­
d ucer o f two such 

diverse bands as Rocky Sharpe 
and the Replays and the Olympic 
Runners, but Mike Vernon Is a 
classic case of " doo wop In the 
morning and disco a1 night.'' 

Mike Vernon Is the producer of 
such classics as David Bowie's 
' Laughing Gnome' and Pete and 
Dud"$ epic 'Goodbyeee· but tjust 
before you spew all over the 
page) he was also responsible for 
Fle-etwoOd Mac's 'Albatross• and 
has worked with such prestigious 
artists as Edwin Starr. Focus, 
Cteo Laine, Johnny ·Guitar' Wat­
son and PP Arnold. When I spoke 
to him he was busy chewing a 
salad roll in the television room at 
super plush OJM studios where 
he s currently wor1<ing on the 
new Or feelgood album. 

As the Feelgoods were ex­
pected at any moment and as I 
s lagged their last album 
somewhere in the direction of 

Saturn I cowered behind the pin­
ball machine as Mike confidently 
answered questions 'bout the 
sixties. 

the smallest print the printer had 
in his book.' '

Though Blue Horizon tr ied to 

divesify the blues field and 
though there was a definite up­

boring. I like it when someone 
puts down on record something 
which is a part of their personalf­
ty, which makes the product 
much more emotional. People 
still buy records because of their 
emotions. That's the same as it 
was 10 and 50years ago: · 

With his brother Richard, Ver­
non also founded Btue Horizon 
Records who had a massive 
million seller w·th its first release 
' Albatross' . I a&ked him how they 
came to sign Fleetwood Mac? 

· ·1 started oft as a gofer at Dec­
ca about 16 years ago where I 
worked in the art department. 
copywritlng, publishlno. promo­
tion, everything, untlf I asked 
them to let me produce a visiting 
Texas blues singer called Curtis 
Jones. Through that I got in touch 
with John Mayall who I've pro­
duced 10 albums with and then 
Decca put me in charge of audi­
tioning new bands. I auditioned 
the Yardblrds and the Spencer 
Davis Grouo but thouoh I was 
knocked out by them· lhey 
weren't exactly appreciated at 
higher levels and eventually both 
got chucked off the label. When I 
did Bowie's 'Laughing Gnome' 
(he raises his eyebrows and 
apo109ises> I was only on 35 quid 
a weet<. and I'd actually started on 
eight a week. That was around '65 
when the existence of the record 
producer was just about 
acknowledged. If they put your 
name on the record at au 11 was In 

'Td worked with Peter (Green) 
during my 1lme with John Mayall 
and we knew that he was leaving 
John and what enormous poten· 
Hal he had so before anyone eise 
had a chance, we got i n quick and 
said we were setting up a new 
label and would he like to do 
some record ing with us. 

"'With no ~re-conception of 
wna1 was aoout to nappen we 
recorded • Albatross' and were 
completely stunned with what 
followed. Fleetwood Mac rapidly 
became the biggest thing around 
and although I also produced the 
follow-up 'Man of the World' we 
only had them signed for a year 
and the manager was savlno 
'Look. you can go anywhere and 
get a million quid. why stay with 
Blue Horizon?', So although we 
tried to re-negotiate like mad 

As he had always aimed at be­
Ing a producer I asked who he'd 
been influenced by the most? 

"I can•t really say I've ever 
cop1eo anyone in particular. rve 
always really admired Norman 
Whitfield who did a lot Of the 
Tamla stuff. Some1imes I've said 
'Let's do this Norman Whitfield 
thing· or whatever but in the 
same way as you might not be 
able to figure out how Phil Spec­
tor did something he might not be 
able 10 see how I did 'Albatross· 
and so i1 will work both ways. I 
really used to like a lot of the ear­
ly Donna Summer stuff which was 

As midday approaches Vernon 
slowly gets tangled up in habitual 
bureaucratic phone calls and, 
thankfully, wi th still no sign of the 
Feelgoods {I'd never holiday to 
canvey myself) I eventually slink 
out to the sound of warring fruit 
machines. the BBC TV news and 
a arum cnecK emanating from tne 
studio downstairs.

OR a successful 
pro d uce r any 
day not spent in 
the studio is a 
day wasted . A 

producer·s life i s like a 
strip vogue. Very often 
he will spend years 
working hard on artists 
but with little recogni­
tion until he finally 
d iscovers a definitive 
'sound· which can be 
trademarked and fitted 
to each subsequent ar­
tist o r he·u be lucky 
enough to be brought 
together with someone 
on the threshold of suc­
cess but lacking that 
essential 'sound ' . 

As soon as a pro­
ducer happens upon 
his lucky streak he·11 be 
pressurised by A & R 
men lo spending most 
of his days. and nights. 
in the studio. H was for 
this reason that I inter­
viewed Martin Rushent, 
with Tony Visconti the 
doyen o f British record 
producers, and a man 
whose career stretches 
from work with Shirley 
Bassey and Yes, up to 
recent h its by the 
St rangle rs and the 
Buzzcocks, in a black 
cab somewhere bet­
ween Covent Garden 
and Morgan stud ios i n 
Willesden where he's 
currently working with 
'Stilt's l ittle gi rr Rachel 
Swee1. 

I asked him how dif· 
ficult it was for al"I aspir• 
ing record producer in 
the swelHu ing summer 
Of "67. 

" The first tiling they 
used to ask was 
whe1her you had a 
degree in electronics. 
which meant that you 
really had to start as tea 
boy. I hustled around 
for three years, then 
after writing to several 
s1udios I eventually got 
in as a tape operator at 
Advision where I ended 
up working for most o f 
the next 10 years. The 
fi rs t producer I 
remember working wilh 
was Giorgio Gomelsky. 
who se t up Marmalade 
Records and had Julio 

MARTIN RUSHE N T 
Driscoll. Brian Auger 
and Blossom Toes. He 
was really a 'great' 
producer and he used 
to ask for things like · 'a 
yellow snare d rum 
souno·· but tMugh he 
was incredibly musical. 
untortunaIely he had no 
head for business." 

How did he make the 
first move from tape op 
to engineer? 

··That was one day 
wh e n Eddie Offord 
didn' t turn up for a Yes 
session on 'Time And A 
Word'. but I lhink my 
very firsI engineering 
session was with Ihree 
Russian dancers <10109 
a !ape !or a live show. 
The only reason I got 
that was because no 
one else would do i1." 

It was from !his point 
the Rushent started to 
build up such a reputa­
tion as an engineer that 
evenlually he was ask­
ed to produce. A job he 
defines as · 'being able

11 alms to 
pressure the Government to introduce laws 
outlining the legal limits of bouncer' s work ac­
tivities and batr those with criminal records in­
volving violence from the iob. 

Ultimately, CURB wants all bouncers to be 
legally obliged to register with their local coun­
cils and come out from behind their trac:iitional 
screen of relative anonyrrlty. Those with records 
of assault, GBH or related offences would be 
refused registration. And, in view of the relative­
ly lloht sentences impc-sed on security men 
who've committed crimes of violence in the 
course of ' 'duty'' , it's also felt that a code ot con­
duct staling Just how fa, bouncers can 
reasonably be allowed to go when sorting out 
trouble s"ould be introduced. 

C1earl y, security men are not behind every 
violent incident taking place at concerts, but 
when they've overstepped the mark in dealing 
w it11 lndlvlduc:1I:; or havt:1 (lt,lllJ~rall;jly lnlUcttt:!-0 
violence. too few extreme cases come to light. 
CURB's files include many instances ot assault, 
physical Injury and even dlegations of rape. Mat­
thew Bowles urges all gig-goers to refuse to ac­
cept punch-ups and unwarranted bou.n_cer ag9ro 
as commonplace. Why not take positive action 
instead? 

If you agree with the blsic alms of CURB and 
have recent personal experiences to report, 
(with fullest possible details), or simply want 
copies of the petition to· friends and others to 
sign, write to CURB, 33 Montague Road, Cam­
bridge CB• 1 BU.

Maybe it would 
help to talr.e someone older or "St(aighter·· aI~mg 
with you if you're worried about the possible 
reaction.

The ponce are obliged to take ac­
tion. oon·t Just sit arouna ana wan tor someone 
else to be killed in the course of an evening' s 
"entertainment".

We are fed up with 
the "libernl" press. 
because it panders to 
rock musicians posing 
as •·radicals ... but · 
ignores the radical 
context of improvised 
music . 

We' re sick of the 
music press being 
manipulated by 
weapon-making record 
companies. The music 
press only takes noIe 
of small record 
companies it they're 
about to be bought up 
by majors. Improved 
music has always been 
putout on 
independen\/ musician­
run record labels. 

We' re bored by 
sympathetic c ri tics 
who haven' t lhe bottle 
to put In even a 
parap_raph about our 
mus,c, and by the 
Ignorant and bigoted 
editors who make it so 
d ifficult. 

Improvised music 
will be played whether 
or not it'o written 
abOut. The peopl e who 
play it have made 
POLITICAL decisions 
not to play 
commercially attractive 
music because they 
understand some of 
the forces of racism, 
sexism. exploitation 
and appropriation that 
are present in 
"sffaighl .. music. 

Our music is non­
h!stodcal. trs based 
on the relationships 
between people. lrs 
not perfect but it's 
alive, which is more 
than can be said i or 
the music papers. 

The music papers 
present almost 
Identical interviews. 
almost identical ideas, 

identical adverts. They 
used to have an 
occasionally 
in1eresting article. but 
recel'\tly they've got a 
IOI WOfS8.

Improvised music is 
a threat to the 
ideologies the mu~i<:

writings upon. The 
cri tics retreat i nto left 
jargon - improvised 
music is .. elitis t .. , it 
"doesn' t relate to 
society". Bullshi t. 
Anywhere but in 
Britain, Improvised 
music Is listened to by 
thousands of people . 
Even within Britain. 
musicians have 
worked at building 
communities ot 
players and listeners, 
against insults and 
incomprehension from 
the press. 

How many 
improvising musicians 
have left Britain to l ive 
abroad?
