ON HIGHER EDUCATION 

.. The suggestion bas be~that colleges rnigh't unite 
Ja a campaign to get more students to seek a college edu-

• cation. It is true that there are many _st.udents who coul~ 
attend college if their parents were w1Hmg 'to. f!!&ke a few 
aerifices, or if the students themselves were wilhng to work 
their way through school. Undoubtedly, many persons are 
mistaken in thinking that they cannot afford to go t~ college. 

But if such a campaign should be undertaken, ~t ~hol!ld 
be done with three conditions in mind: ( 1) that a d1stmctton 
be made between those boys and girls who would profit by 
going to college and those. who would not, (2) that boys and 
~rls be given a clearer conceptiton of the . purpose of,. a col­
lege education and the values to. be ~btamed from at, and 
(8) that college administrators vtsuahze more clearl~ the 
8oals which they want their students to reach, and strt\'e to 
give them the essentials which wiH bent;fit ~h em most. A 
beginning has been made in this last d1rectaon. E_ducators 
are trying to find out what- parts of the present curnc~la arc 
moat practical and what essential elements of edu~atwn arc 
being neglected. Muc-h is yet to be done. .
