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Early calf weaning could be cost-control strategy

High fuel and feed costs
are pressuring beef produc-
ers” bottom line, but there
are options to help relieve
the financial pressure, a
Kansas State University re-
searcher said.

“Early weaning is a cost-
control strategy that beef
producers might consider,”
said K.C. Olson, who is a
cow/calf nutrition special-
ist with K-State Research
and Extension.

Speaking at K-State’s
Beef Conference Aug. 7-8 in
Manhattan, Olson said that
producers may think of
early weaning as a last re-
sort. But, a better approach

might be to consider the
strategy before the situa-
tion is dire.

“Economic damage is al-
most certain when deci-
sion-making is delayed,” he
said. “The decision to wean
early, for example, is most
often made when the cow is
perilously thin and feed
costs are out of control.”

Early weaned calves are
no more prone to health,
nutritional, or environmen-
tal problems than calves in
conventional weaning pro-
grams, Olson said. And,
there are well-established
benefits in terms of calf
performance, forage con-

servation and reduced nu-
trient requirements for
COWS.

Weaning calves earlier
than usual — at 30 to 150
days of age, rather than the
more typical 240 days —
takes them off of pastures,
which both reduces the
stocking rate and halts lac-
tation in the cows. In turn,
halting lactation earlier
trims a cow’s nutritional
needs and, therefore, its
forage needs earlier.

Because calves are func-
tionally monograstric at
birth, some producers may
have concerns about
whether a calf’s rumen can

cattle, cow chips and clean water”

How do calm cattle, cow chips and clean
water relate to each other? Best manage-
ment practices relating to those three top-
ics are highlighted on a field day hosted by
O’Brien Cattle Company, Hepler. The field
day begins at 4 p.m. on Thursday, Septem-
ber 18 at the O’Brien Cattle Company pens
located at 724 Calvary Road, north of Hep-
ler in Bourbon County in Southeast
Kansas.

The tour highlights the O’Brien Cattle
Company’s working pens, which were de-
signed and constructed according to low-
stress handling guidelines, and the use of
grass-based feeding sites, which help dis-
tribute manure unlike confined feedlots.
Other features include the protective meas-
ures for riparian areas and alternative wa-
tering sites for the cattle.

“Good cattle managers can be recog-
nized in several ways — such as low-stress
handling that keeps livestock calm and
healthy; grazing management that pro-
duces cow chips flat enough to toss when
dried, and clean, fresh water for their
animals and downstream neighbors,” said
Dale Kirkham, Clean Water Farms
Project field organizer with the Kansas
Rural Center. “All of these and more
are used by the O’Brien family to make

their cattle program efficient and produc-
tive.”

Featured speakers on the field day in-
clude: Kerry O’Brien and Jason Sutterby of
the O’Brien Cattle Company; Gary Kilgore,
K-State Professor Emeritus; Dale Kirkham,
KRC Clean Water Farms Project field or-
ganizer, and Herschel George, K-State Re-
search and Extension Watershed Special-
ist.

The tour of O’Brien’s cattle operation is
sponsored by Marmaton WRAPS; K-State
Research and Extension; Bourbon County
Conservation District, and the Kansas
Rural Center (KRC).

Driving directions to the field day loca-
tion are: three miles north of Hepler on
Kansas Highway 3 then 3/4 mile west OR
one mile south of the intersection of Kansas
Highways 3 and 39 then 3/4 mile west.

handle grain consumption
early in life. But, studies
have indicated that the
rumen develops as it needs
to, Olson said.

Beyond that, the things
to think about when it
comes to managing early-
weaned calves are the
same things a producer
should plan for in tradi-
tional operations.

Vaccination, parasite
control, stress manage-
ment, disease monitoring
and treatment, diet compo-
sition and intake manage-
ment are all important with
early-weaned calves —
just as they are for later-
weaned animals, the re-
searcher said. Considera-
tions for pen layout, sanita-
tion and animal comfort
are still necessary, too.

“All aspects of the nutri-
tional management of
early-weaned cattle should
be geared toward encourag-
ing dry matter intake,” he
said, noting that this also is
one of the biggest chal-
lenges: “Overcoming the
reluctance to eat is ar-
guably the most important
aspect of weaning manage-
ment.”

Early-weaned calves are
even more selective about
what they’ll eat than tradi-
tionally-weaned calves are.
This makes the composition
of feed critical to a success-

ful transition, he said.
Palatability factors —
moisture content, particle
size and ingredients — are
all key to the process.

A clean and abundant
water supply is also impor-
tant.

“Early-weaned calves
are small, compared to
calves weaned at conven-
tional age,” warned Olson,
who told conference atten-
dees that he’d seen plenty
of cattle-watering devices
that were the proper height
for 600-pound calves, but
not for 400-pound calves.

Because calves are not
accustomed to eating from
bunks, he suggested that
producers place an extra
feed bunk and watering de-
vice in calf pens, perpendi-
cular to the normal feed
bunk. When calves circle
the pen, they will en-
counter the feeding and
watering devices.

“Once a few calves en-
counter and use bunks and
waterers, those behaviors
will transfer quickly from
one individual to another
within the pen,” he said.

Many producers assume
that early-weaned calves
are lighter in weight and
not as marketable, Olson
said. Numerous studies
have shown, however, that
early-weaned calves fed
concentrate diets in con-

finement have body weights
equal to or greater than
those of conventionally-
weaned animals at the nor-
mal weaning time.

“But the real advantage
of early weaning is linked
to the performance of the
cow,” he said.

Data from several stud-
ies indicate that following
earlier calf weaning, cows’
pregnancy rates are higher,
the number of days from
calving to conception are
fewer, and significantly
more cows cycle within 85
days of calving. The same
research also found body
weight at normal weaning
time is higher in cows
whose calves were weaned
early, rather than at the
more conventional times.

Olson cited several stud-
ies in which cows lost ei-
ther one body condition
score or about 100 pounds
of body weight over the
course of 60 days. He esti-
mated that producers could
save up to $140 per cow
during winter 2008 if they
prevent this cow body-
weight loss by weaning
calves 60 days earlier. Even
selling a lighter calf imme-
diately after weaning could
bring a greater return ($40
to $80) to producer labor
and management than wait-
ing for a conventional

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Rural economy still in slump
according to recent survey

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) —
The rural economy contin-
ues to falter with a signifi-
cant pullback in new hir-
ing, according to the August
survey of bank CEOs in 11
Midwestern and Plains
states.

The Rural Mainstreet
Index, which ranges be-
tween 0 and 100, plunged to
a record low of 38.9, down
from July’s 41.4.

In August 2007,
index was 57.4.

The decline is indicative
of the slipping economic
fortunes for rural business-
es even as farm income re-
mains strong. The agricul-
ture equipment sales index
has declined every month
in 2008, with the August
reading of 56.8, down from

the

July’s 62.3.
“It is clear that, even as
farm income remains

strong, rapid increases in
input costs are slowing the
growth in farm equipment
sales,” said Creighton Uni-
versity economist Ernie
Goss.

Goss and Bill McQuillan,
CEO of City National Bank
in Greeley, Neb., created
the monthly economic sur-
vey of rural bank CEOs in
11 states: Colorado, Illinois,
Iowa, Kansas, Minnesota,
Missouri, Montana, Nebras-
ka, North Dakota, South
Dakota and Wyoming.

The average community
population covered by the
survey is about 1,300.

“It seems that, other
than necessary living ex-

>

penses, delaying the pur-
chase of equipment, sale of
grain, or the purchase of
other items, is the choice of
the day,” said Jim Caspary,
president of First Trust
Holding in Watseka, IlI.

This month, 55.9 percent
of bankers reported im-
proving crop conditions
from last month.

“The general consensus
is that we should have the
best overall crop produc-
tion in 30 years. We re-
ceived rain when it was
needed,” said Joe Kennedy,
CEO of First National Bank
in Frankfort.

Despite improving crop
conditions, good farm in-
come and little fallout from
the national housing mar-
ket downturn, the new-hir-
ing index for August indi-
cated a loss of jobs with a
record-low reading of 36.5.
This is the eighth consecu-
tive month that the index
has been below growth neu-
tral, due in part to escalat-
ing energy prices and high-
er farm input costs.

A cooler rural economy
has not significantly dented
the growth in farmland
prices.

The August farmland
price index rose to a
healthy 65.6 from 61.6 in
July.

Almost 56 percent of the
bankers reported an im-
provement in crop condi-
tions, with slightly less than
7 percent indicating that
crop conditions had deteri-
orated.

Auctions,

Even with federal re-
bate checks, retail sales re-
mained very weak, with an
August reading of 33.9,
down from July’s 35.1.

“However, we may see
improvement in this index
in the months ahead,”
Creighton’s Goss said.
“Over 44 percent of the
bankers reported that con-
sumers, as a result of high-
er energy prices, were en-
couraged to shop locally.
Slightly less than 12 per-
cent disagreed with this
linkage,” said Goss.

The national economic
downturn and the housing
depression are showing up
in rural areas. The August
home sales index expanded
to 31.0 from July’s very
weak 25.4.

Bank indicators wors-
ened for August and were
down from this time last
year.

Farmers, facing higher
input costs, pushed August
checking deposits to 50.0
from July’s 53.5. The
figure in August 2007 was
76.5.

Additionally, because of
farm cash demands, the
index for certificates of de-
posit and other savings in-
struments was a weak 46.0,
up from 43.0 in July but
down from last August’s
reading of 56.6.

At the same time, loan
volumes dipped to 49.2
from 56.1 in July, and signif-
icantly lower than last
year’s August reading of
76.5.

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Texas meat scientist explains health advantage of high-quality beef

Marbling has become
one of the least understood
concepts in the beef-con-
suming world. No wonder,
with all the competing and
contradictory messages
from “experts.”

If your blood test shows
low-density lipoprotein
(LDL) cholesterol levels
have jumped, most doctors
and nutritionists say cut
back on red meat — espe-
cially highly marbled beef.

People use a simplistic
filter for diet and health
news: fat and cholesterol
are bad. But facts are begin-
ning to dispel the clouds.

“Intramuscular fat IMF),
or marbling, largely deter-
mines beef carcass value;
USDA established that
decades ago,” says Texas
A&M meat biologist

Stephen Smith. “Beef with
more marbling tastes better
to most people. The lower
melting point of marbling
fat strongly increases
palatability and distinguish-
es the flavor of U.S. beef.”

But many health-con-
scious consumers have de-
nied the call of their taste
buds, fearing the guilty
pleasure will catch up to
them one day.

Relax, Smith would tell
them: “No human studies
have ever shown that sup-
plementing the diet with
beef increases LDL choles-
terol. However, studies have
shown that oleic acid sup-
plements can decrease
LDL.”

When doctors warn you
away from beef that is not
lean, they are probably

thinking about external fat,
which is typically trimmed
off to a constant level for all
grades of beef. “There’s a
health benefit to eating
well-marbled beef, com-
pared to the lower grading
kind,” Smith says. More
marbling means more oleic
acid, which means less of
the potentially harmful sat-
urated and trans-fatty acids
that have given beef a black
eye.

Smith’s research ques-
tions popular nutritional
advice. Dietitians choose
USDA Select over higher
marbling beef to cut back on
fat. However, Smith showed
Select ground beef had the
worst ratio of healthy mo-
nounsaturated to saturated
fatty acids, at 0.75. Thanks to
marbling, Prime beef had a
ratio of 1.33.

Oleic acid is a simple
(monounsaturated) fat
prevalent in olive oil. “It’s
good for you,” Smith says.
Oleic acid comes from both
endogenous synthesis and
dietary fats, and the level
can be manipulated. The
scientific literature sug-
gests that “you can’t eat too
much oleic acid,” he says,
adding that corn feeding in-
creases it in beef.

“There is no scientific
evidence that the trans-fat
in beef is bad for you,”
Smith cautions. “But cer-
tainly, perception is reality
to consumers, who see all
trans-fat as bad.”

While promoters of
grass-fed beef often mention
that it has “more” conjugat-
ed linoleic acid (CLA) and

omega-3 fatty acid than
other beef, there are other
ways to look at it.

Trans-vaccenic acid
(TVA) is the precursor to
CLA, and it comes from the
rumen breakdown of for-
ages as well as from the oil
in grains. Feeding flax seed
can also boost TVA. Howev-
er, research shows that just
20% of TVA goes to CLA in
the human diet. “The other
80% is still floating around,
and it may be acting as satu-
rated fat,” Smith says. “We
don’t yet know what TVA
does to cholesterol levels.
We do know that the more
marbling in beef, the less
TVA.”

Whether the topic is CLA
or omega-3, Smith says sci-
ence has not yet identified
cattle or management
strategies that can accumu-
late enough to make a signif-
icant difference. “Beef is
simply not a reasonable
source of these,” he says. “It
just doesn’t work.”

The latest research from
Smith’s team showed that,
independent of breed type
or feeding method, the
brisket excels in its lipid
profile, with more oleic acid
than other cuts. The plate
and flank, sometimes con-
sidered among the leanest
cuts, contained the most sat-
urated fat in the study.

The marbling levels
achieved in Angus cattle
used in Smith’s research
were equivalent to those in
the Certified Angus Beef ®
(CAB®) brand and CAB
Prime. He notes that un-

trained consumer panels
have been able to distin-
guish beef by breed type
when the ratio of saturated
fat is lower, as it is in highly
marbled beef.

“We have found that the
marbling in premium quali-
ty Angus beef has improved
functionality, lower melting
point and better mouth feel

than commodity beef fat,”
Smith says. “It also has
more oleic acid and less
trans-fat than beef from any
of the crossbred animals
studied. It appears that CAB
brisket would be especially
high in oleic acid, perhaps
as high as Wagyu beef. This
is something we’d certainly
like to investigate."

It is time to work on the
tall fescue or bluegrass
lawn. Typically, the temper-
atures are moderating from
the highs and fall moisture
is on its way. The grass will
soon be in the active grow-
ing stage and needs re-
sources like over-seeding
and fertilizer.

Our lawn has been in an
active stage most of the sum-
mer. I was looking forward
to it going dormant and not
needing to mow. It is my
luck that with high fuel
prices, it would be a cooler
and moist summer to keep
the lawn mowing going.

Late August to early Sep-
tember is a good time to
plant seeds to start a new
lawn or fill in the empty
spots. Empty spots can be
caused by a wide range of
conditions. Insect and dis-
ease are possibilities. More
common is poor drainage,
soil compaction, and non-
hardy species of grass plant-
ed.

If you are going to do
some planting, it is extreme-
ly important that you use
adapted varieties. This is
where K-State Research
and Extension plays a vital
role in identifying those
adapted varieties.

There are variety trials
in Olathe, Wichita and in
Manhattan. These are the
latest recommendations for
tall fescue — Bullseye,

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Western foresters: using wood
for heat can help forests

Somewhere between pre-
venting forest fires and pro-
moting wood fires, the West-
ern Forestry Leadership
Coalition is walking a fine
line.

“It's like supporting
being ‘green,’ while also
supporting ample energy
supplies. You have to be
careful, or one of your feet
will trip over the other,” said
Bob Atchison, rural forestry
coordinator with the Kansas
Forest Service.

The WFLC is a partner-
ship of state and federal
government leaders, he said.
Its forester members are
spread out from Kansas to
the American-affiliated Pa-
cificislands.

The group’s most recent
report suggests why be-
longing is increasingly a
balancing act, Atchison
said. That report is coming
from dedicated foresters.
Its title is “From Wood
Waste to Renewable En-
ergy.”

Atchison added, howev-
er, that three factors make
the report’s proposals work-
able:

The 2008 farm hill in-
cludes opportunities for
wood-to-energy programs.
If funded, these provisions
would probably lead to ex-
panded wood-heating ef-
forts, such as Fuels for
Schools.

“In a way, the president
has added his support, too,”
Atchison said. “He's set a
national goal for the United
States to achieve an annua
output of 35 billion ‘gallons

in renewable and alternative
fuelsby 2017.

“As currently defined,
however, woody biomass
from our national forests
can’'t count in meeting that
goal. That could be a prob-
lem.”

Wildfires in the west re-
lease millions of tons of
greenhouse gasesinto the at-
mosphere almost every year.
In contrast, today’s modern
biomass (wood waste) sys-
tems are clean-burning.

“In a separate survey, the
WFLC found that most
western states have aready
tried the idea of again using
wood fuel for heat — with
related cost savings of
$7,500 to $1 million per
year,”  Atchison said.
“What's needed now is to
taketheideabeyond the gov-
ernment pilot-project stage,
but do so in away that also
helpsto prevent wildfires, to
promote healthier water-
shedsand forests, and to cre-
atejobs.”

In the western United
States alone, more than 80
million acres of forest are
now overcrowded and basi-
caly unhealthy. This puts
them at high risk for thekind
of wildfire that can not only
level woodlands but also
damage people, property,
wildlife habitats, watersheds
and recreation aregs.

“Turning those forests
wood wasteinto arenewable
energy source could really
reduce their fire risk,” the
forester said. “If nothing
else, just removing the dead
and lower quality trees and

the undesirable plant species
would accomplish alot.”

Overstocked forests tend
to develop lots of small-di-
ameter trees, Atchison ex-
plained. Competition for
light, water and soil nutrients
is high. So, the trees tend to
have underdevel oped
crowns, poor tree form and
stunted growth.

In turn, the bottom-line
results of such overcrowding
are high tree mortality, low-
quality timber, few to no un-
derstory plants, and little to
no natural tree regeneration.
Even the forest's soil-level
organic layer is underdevel-
oped. Climbing vines, onthe
other hand, can sometimes
dosowell that they out-com-
pete (shade) and eventually
kill trees.

“This combination re-
duces everything from how
much wildlife food is avail-
able to how well the forest
filters out pollutants before
any rainwater runoff gets to
nearby rivers and streams,”
Atchison said. “At the same
time, the mix can support
wildfires that are so intense
that they measurably affect
our air and thus our global
climate”

L ong-accepted bush honeysuckles
define ‘invasive species

Many invasive species arent as obvi-
ous as the tree- swallowing, barn-shroud-
ing kudzu — a vine imported from east
Asia to “help” the U.S. South. Whether
plant, animal, insect or disease, however,
less noticeable invaders also can cause
economic and environmental harm.

“Nowadays we tend to think of such
aliens in terms of their being a risk of
modern world trade or perhaps global
warming. But, some have already been
around so long that many Americans be-
lieve the species are natives,” said
Charles Barden, forester with Kansas
State University Research and Exten-
sion.

For example, European settlers first
brought Tartarian honeysuckles into
North America in 1752. That was decades
before the first American sighting of a
naturally vagrant, stowaway Norway rat
(now also the U.S. house rat, sewer rat,
brown rat, gray rat, barn rat and wharf
rat).

In the following centuries, Americans
introduced other bush honeysuckles

from Asia and Europe. They wanted
them for landscaping, wildlife habitat
and erosion control, Barden said.

So, today the shrubs are common and
very competitive in and around U.S.
towns and woodlands from Kansas to the
Atlantic coast. They Te the very defini-
tion of “invasive species.”

“Whether introduced on purpose or
by accident,” Barden explained, “a non-
native is most likely to become a prob-
lem when it has no natural enemies here
to keep it in check.”

Bush honeysuckles” only U.S. enemy
is someone who will cut them down and
treat their stump with herbicide. Their
fans are the birds that feed on the
shrubs’ fruits and spread the seeds.

As a result, Barden said, “Bush hon-
eysuckles can rapidly take over a site,
forming a dense shrub layer that crowds,
shades and deprives wildflowers, and
other native plants of soil moisture and
nutrients. Once established, they can
even limit or prevent the reproduction of
most forest trees.”

From time to time, me-

teorologists and other
weather watchers use the
expression “horse lati-

tudes,” but how the phe-
nomenon got its name
originally isn’t widely
known, according to Mary
Knapp.

Knapp, who heads the
Kansas Weather Data Li-

brary, based at Kansas
State University, said that
tropical storms along the
equator move from east to
west. But, as those storms
move north, they head from
west to east, because Earth
has bands of prevailing
winds that vary by the lati-
tude.

are those that move from
the east. They can be found
from near the equator to 30
degrees north.

“As you move north of
35 degrees, you move into
prevailing westerlies,”
Knapp said. “And, between

the trade winds and west-
erlies are fairly calm
winds.

“Back when sailing
ships moved into that calm
area, they’d get bogged
down and often run
through their supplies. So,

to try to conserve water

and other resources,
sailors sometimes threw
horses meant for the
New World overboard —
thus giving the name
‘horse latitudes’ to the re-
gion.”

Occasional, periodic outbreaks of con-
tamination from the harmful E. Coli 0157:H7
continue to plague our food supply, includ-
ing beef. Therefore researchers at the Uni-
versity of Nebraska evaluated a vaccine on
it potential as a intervention. They used 603
steers that were either: 1) unvaccinated con-
trols; 2) vaccinated with one dose at day 42;
3) vaccinated with two doses at day 0 (ar-
rival) and at day 42; and 4) vaccinated with
three doses, at days 0, 21, and 42.

In the above order of treatment, vaccine
efficacy was 68%, 66%, and 73%. Interesting-
ly, unvaccinated cattle housed in the same
pen as vaccinated were 59% less likely to
shed E. coli 0157:H7.

In a second study, using 288 steers, treat-
ments included three doses at 3-week inter-
vals. Fecal samples were collected at ar-
rival and at two, four, six, and eight weeks
thereafter. Vaccinated cattle were 98.3%
less likely to have E. coli 0157:H7. There-
fore in the future vaccination may help re-
duce problems from E. coli contamination.

As the summer months come to an end
and heat stress becomes less of a concern,
planning for future summer months of feed-
ing and managing cattle should begin this
fall. The most common measure of poten-
tial heat stress in large animals is based on
a combination of temperature and humidi-
ty, the Temperature Humidity Index (THI).

Nebraska researchers theorized that
level of wind speed and solar radiation are
also important factors. The best measure of
heat stress is body temperature, difficult to
accomplish with large numbers of animals
in feedlots. A useful alternative measure
was employed in these studies, panting
score, ranging from 0 for normal respiration
to 4 for severe open-mouthed panting ac-

companied by protruding tongue and exces-
sive salivation.

It was found that adjusting THI by in-
cluding wind speed and level of solar radia-
tion resulted in higher correlation with
panting score than THI alone. Also, night-
time Adjusted THI was related to mid-after-
noon panting score.

While the Temperature-Humidity Index
(THD) is often used to assess heat stress, the
index does not account for other important
variables affecting stress, especially wind
speed a mentioned in the above study with
Nebraska researchers.

To take it to the next step, Australian re-
searchers developed a Heat Load Index
(HLD including temperature, humidity, and
wind speed using data collected during
eight summers on almost 18,000 feedlot
steers. Breed-types included straight Bos
taurus, Bos taurus crosses, Bos taurus-Bos
indicus crosses, and straight Bos indicus.
HLI thresholds were determined above
which body temperature increased. So a
higher HLI equaled greater tolerance.

HLI results showed to be 1) highest for
straight Bos indicus and lowest for straight
Bos taurus 2) higher as amount of shade per
animal increased; 3) lower for animals
showing clinical signs of sickness: Lowest
for black color, intermediate for red, and
highest for white; 4) lower as time on feed
increased (apparently related to increased
body fat); lower as temperature of drinking
water increased; and lower as depth of ma-
nure in the lot increased.

These results indicate that the highest
tolerance was demonstrated in animals that
are white-colored, healthy, straight Bos in-
dicus with access to shade and cool water
early in a feeding period on less manure
depth.

Keep phosphorus prices in perspective

Phosphorus (P) fertilizer
prices are high, no question,
but wheat producers should
not overreact to the lofty
price tags by cutting back on
phosphate fertilizer if it’s
needed for the wheat crop,
said Kansas State Universi-
ty agronomist Barney Gor-
don.

“Where soil phosphorous
levels are low (10-20 parts
per million Mehlich III or
Bray-1 P) or very low (less
than 10 ppm), the likelihood
of a wheat yield response to
phosphorous is greater than
50 percent,” said Gordon,
who is the agronomist-in-
charge at the K- State Re-
search and Extension North
Central Experiment Field
near Belleville. “Often, the
yield response is great
enough to more than pay for
the phosphorous fertilizer,
even at today’s prices.”

In mid-August, prices in
Kansas for dry and liquid
forms of phosphorus ranged
from $1 to $1.30 per pound-
approximately 180 to 210
percent higher than a year
ago.

Wheat tends to be highly
responsive to P input if the
soil test category is low or
very low, he said. Phospho-
rus is generally the second-
most limiting nutrient in
wheat production behind
nitrogen, but in some areas
of the Great Plains, phos-
phorous is even more limit-
ing than nitrogen.

“Early-season phospho-
rous deficiency can limit
wheat yield potential. The
first five to six weeks after
emergence is the critical pe-
riod. Wheat absorbs about
18 percent of its total sea-
sonal phosphorus uptake in
just the first two weeks of
growth,” Gordon said.

Phosphorus has major
impacts on tillering and
rooting of wheat, and an
early-season P deficiency
can reduce those important
aspects of growth and devel-
opment, he explained. In
turn, a poorly developed
plant is more susceptible to
stresses in winter and
spring. “It doesnt take
much added phosphorous
fertilizer, with the proper

timing and placement, to
have a big effect on early-
season development and
yields,” the agronomist
said.

Later-season phospho-
rous deficiency has a much
lower impact on wheat pro-
duction than early-season
phosphorous deficiency.

Gordon said the biggest
response to phosphorous
will come from placing the
fertilizer with the seed —
either as a dry product,
such as 11-52-0, or a liquid,
such as 10-34-0.

Broadcasting P can also
improve early-season wheat
growth in some cases (espe-
cially on soils testing medi-
um for Mehlich III or Bray-1
P). But, broadcasting is less
efficient and requires a
higher rate to obtain a simi-
lar response, making it
more expensive.

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Researchers to test remedies, investigate link between e. coli and distillers’ grains

A research team headed
by Kansas State University
E. coli 0157:H7 expert T.G.
Nagaraja has been tapped
by the U.S. Department of
Agriculture to study both
the connection between
feeding distillers’ grains
and E. coli 0157:H7 in cattle
and several strategies to re-
duce the presence of the
naturally occurring patho-
gen in the animals.

The group has received a
$939,220 National Research
Initiative in Food Safety
grant. Nagaraja, a university
distinguished professor of
microbiology, said the issue
of meat safety is receiving
full attention from both re-

searchers and the meat in-
dustry and is being ad-
dressed.

“This research project
will greatly enhance our un-
derstanding of the exact re-
lationship between dietary
distillers’ grains and E. coli
0157:H7 in cattle, as well as
provide us with an oppor-
tunity to look at novel ways
to mitigate the potential
risks of feeding this valu-
able co-product,” Nagaraja
said.

Distillers’ grains are a
byproduct of ethanol pro-
duced from cereal grains
that are used in cattle feed.
They are rich in fiber, ener-
gy and protein.

The research team will
look at ways to reduce the
amount of E. coli O157:H7
present, such as administer-
ing a probiotic, an experi-
mental vaccine and feeding
brown seaweed, a plant
shown to have an effect in
reducing E. coli O157:H7
prevalence in cattle. In ad-
dition, they also will study
whether feeding varied
amounts of the distillers’
grain or making it dry or wet
has an effect on the preva-
lence of E. coli O157:H7 de-
tected in the feces.

Along with Nagaraja, the
research team includes K-
State professors David
Renter, Mike Sanderson and

Dan Thomson, and doctoral
student Megan Jacob.

The grant builds upon
the long history of K-State
researchers focusing on
food safety. An example of
that work that has direct ap-
plication to the consumer
comes from meat scientist
Melvin Hunt.

“Despite care in food
processing and provision,
there is a possibility that
food can become contami-
nated with potentially
harmful bacteria,” Hunt
said. “Occasional recalls of
potentially contaminated
ground beef in recent years
are a sign that safety checks
are working — hamburger

that often begins before the
child enrolls in kinder-
garten. The study says that
dropping out of school is re-
lated to many individual,
family, school and communi-
ty factors.

“Students whose parents
or adult mentors spend time
with them and show an in-
terest in their activities
have a decreased chance of
dropping out of school, get-
ting involved with drugs, vi-
olence and other risky be-
haviors,” she said. “By get-
ting involved in the stu-
dent’s education, using ef-
fective communication and
interacting with teachers,
students have every oppor-
tunity to succeed.”

It is important to build
strong bonds within the
family and school. Usually
children are more affected
by what adults do than by
what they say. They learn
how to behave by seeing
how their parents or other
adults act and follow their
example. Richardson

lovers do not need to give up
their favorite food.”

Consumers need to be
mindful that recommenda-
tions for cooking ground
beef have changed. Genera-
tions have been brought up
to think that when ground
beef browns, it’s cooked.
That’s no longer true, Hunt
said.

In the mid-1980s, K-State
meat science researchers
were asked to study the pos-
sibility of reducing the per-
centage of fat in ground beef
without compromising taste
and texture.

As the K-State resear--
chers studied ground beef
with differing proportions
of fat, they observed how the
meats cooked and noted
that some ground beef
browned prematurely, be-
fore it had reached the safe-
to-eat temperature of 160 F.

The color of meat de-
pends on the oxygen in the
muscle cells, Hunt said. As
an example, he explained
that fresh ground beef is
bright red because oxygen

is incorporated into the
meat as it is ground. As the
meat ages, it loses oxygen,
which causes the color to
change. The oxygen in the
muscle is carried by myoglo-
bin, which is similar to he-
moglobin that carries oxy-
gen in humans.

Observations during the
study prompted researchers
to recommend that tempera-
ture — not color — should
be used as a test for done-
ness, Hunt said.

In a restaurant, con-
sumers are advised to order
a ground beef patty cooked
to at least medium, or 160 F.
At home, they are advised to
check end-point tempera-
ture with a meat thermome-
ter.

“Using a meat thermome-
ter is the only sure way to
tell if meat is properly
cooked,” Hunt said.

The K-State researchers
are among the more than
150 K-State experts working
in the arena of food safety,
animal health and agricul-
tural health.

Quality, quantity give U.S. wheat a competitive edge

Above-average quality of
the 2008 Kansas Hard Red
Winter wheat crop is trans-
lating to above-average in-
ternational sales, according
to U.S. Wheat Associates, a
farmer-funded group that
markets U.S. wheat around
the world. The Aug. 7 USWA
Commercial Sales Report
shows that 7, Hard Red Win-
ter wheat sales are up
906,000 metric tons over this
time last year - a 16% in-
crease over last year’s fig-
ures.

John Oades, vice presi-
dent of U.S. Wheat Associ-
ates and director of the
farmer-funded wheat mar-
keting group’s Portland,
Oregon office, says demand
for U.S. Hard Red Winter
wheat has grown in many
key export countries for sev-
eral reasons.

Foremost, the large 2008
U.S. Hard Red Winter crop
was good quality and readi-
ly available to the interna-
tional marketplace earlier
and for less money than the
U.S. spring wheat crop. And,
the supply of U.S. Hard Red
Winter wheat is available
earlier than the crops from
Russia, France and Kaza-
khstan.

Hard Red Wheat sales to
Europe, Eastern Africa,

Sub-Saharan Africa and the
Middle East all are well
above last year’s pace.

“Sales of Hard Red Win-
ter wheat are very aggres-
sive,” Oades said. “We can
anticipate that it will slow
down, however, if supplies
of good quality wheat mate-
rialize from other coun-
tries.”

It is too early for defini-
tive conclusions on crop
quality from competitive
countries, but Oades said
rain in Germany toward the
end of harvest could have a
negative impact on that
country’s harvest. Mean-
while, the Ukraine Hard
Red Winter wheat crop has
been hampered by insect-
related problems, which
will force about 70% of the
crop to be used for animal
feed.

“All eyes are on the Aus-
tralian crop, which will be
harvested in December,”
Oades said. “It is off'to a bet-
ter start than the drought-
induced crop of the last two
years. If Australia has a
large crop, our sales in
Southern Asia will be neg-
atively affected. If the Rus-
sian and Black Sea crop is
big, that affects sales to
the Middle East and
Caribbean, where the Black

The Kansas crop was
summarized Aug. 18 in a
Kansas Agricultural Statis-
tics Wheat Quality Report.
(Funded by the Kansas
Wheat Commission, the re-
port is available online at
http://www.ksda.gov/statis-
tics/). Data was taken from
11,245 carlot samples from
52 counties; the average test
weight of these samples was
60.4 pounds per bushel. Last
year’s average was 59.3
pounds and the 10-year av-
erage from 1994-2003 is 60.4
pounds per bushel.

Samples of wheat grad-
ing No. 1, at 71%, are up 16
points from last year, while
26% of the crop graded No.
2, compared to 32% in 2007.
Three percent of the crop
graded No. 3 or below.
Wheat samples averaged
0.6% damaged kernels, the
same as for 2007 and the 10-
year average. Foreign mate-
rial content tested 0.1%, the
same as in 2007 and equal-
ing the 10-year average;
shrunken and broken ker-

nels averaged 1.3%, com-
pared to 1.7% last year and
the same as the 10-year av-
erage.

Protein averaged 12.4%,
compared with 11.7% last
year and the 10-year aver-
age of 12.3%. Moisture con-
tent averaged 11.3%, com-
pared with 12% last year
and 11.5% for the 10-year av-
erage.

After disappointing
wheat quality in the 2006
and 2007 wheat harvests, the
U.S. milling industry -
which processes half a typi-
cal Kansas wheat crop - is
elated with this year’s pro-
duction.

“Millers I've talked to
have been milling 2008
wheat for the last several
weeks. Everyone is happy,”
said Mark Fowler, flour
milling specialist at Kansas
State University’s Interna-
tional Grains Program.
“Last year, we had too low
protein and the year before,
too high protein. It’s back to
a normal wheat crop and
millers are generally very
pleased.”

Davis, a native of
Rossville has served as the
Extension agriculture agent
in three counties — starting
in Morris County. Davis re-
called the words of Ray
Hoss, who was the area di-
rector at the time he took his
first post.

“"For the first two
months, spend most of the
time in the car,” Davis said.
He encouraged me to get to
know the people.

And that's exactly what
he did, and the advice has

served him well. Davis ex-
plained that far and away the
farm familiesthat he has got-
ten to know through the
years has been the most re-
warding aspect of the post.
Davis graduated from
Kansas State with a B.S. in
Animal Science and then
followed up with a Masters
degree in Extension educa
tion. His Extension career
started in Council Grove in
Morris County before mov-
ing to Riley County and
eventually to Shawnee

County.

While he admits to sub-
scribing to the “old-school”
approach for Extension out-
reach, Davis has coordinated
annual tours — featuring
wheat, irrigation, crops and
beef tours each year — not-
ing that he has been on 30
different Shawnee County
farms for the annua beef
tours and countless different
families have been willing to
host stops for the crops tour.

“Tours are both educa
tional and social,” he said.

“It gives people a chance to
get together and solve prob-
lems” Davis commented
that he is exceptionally
proud of the notion that each
of the tours have been
completely sponsored, al-
lowing area producers to
attend, enjoy a meal or
refreshments with no addi-
tional charge. “I have always
had great support from area
agribusinesses”

Extension provides re-
search-based information,
Davis emphasized. “It is
good information.”

Davis, while subscribing
to the traditional methods of
getting the information out
to folks, has been on the
forefront as well. “We were
the first to do a canola test
plot,” he recounted. “It did-

n't work. We got froze out.”
Other leading edge cam-
paigns have included an edu-
cational push between pro-
ducers and law enforcement
to help secure anhydrous
ammonia tanks to prevent
theft by those involved in the
production of meth.

“People learn trust, but
you have to earn respect,’
Davis reflected. “If you
don't have the respect of the
peopleit is atough deal.”

And people do trust and
respect the educator — each
day the agent fields 10-15
cals on a variety of topics.
“Sometimes we can talk
through the problem on the
phone. More detailed prob-
lems require a visit. And
sometimes if | don't know
the answer, | go to work to

find it out” he explained.
Davis said that being an ef-
fective teacher and making
sure that people can figure
out the problem isimportant.

“The first thing | have
them do is get a pen and
paper. We walk through the
stepsand | have them writeit
down and then they read it
back to me to make sure that
they’'ve got everything
down,” he said.
