House Members Pressure 
Martin To OK Satellite Merger 
Eleven members of the House -all but one of them Democrats -sent a letter to FCC chair- 

man Kevin Martin Oct. 25 to express their "ardent support" for the proposed 513.6 billion 

merger between satcasters Sirius and XM. They believe the proposal is in the public interest 

and that the new entity will be "able to meet the content needs" of the public with excep- 

tional digital sound quality and no commercials at relatively low costs to the consumer." 

The lawmakers argue that "consumers have a plethora of choices for their music and 

audio entertainment needs" but that in the 10 years since the radio industry has undergone 

"overwhelming consolidation," diversity in programming has decreased. They contend that 

"synergies created by the merger of Sirius and XM will create new opportunities for this 

type of diverse programming that has been overlooked by terrestrial radio broadcasters." 

NAB executive VP Dennis Wharton rejected the claims that a merged operation might 

serve "consumers better than competition" and that radio programming diversity has suf- 

fered in recent years; One need only look at the explosion in foreign- language radio sta- 

tions -where the number of Hispanic stations has doubled in the last 10 years -to appreci- 

ate the fact that local radio is indeed responsive to serving niche audiences with specialized 

formats" -Jeffrey Yorke

t one time or another, all salespeople have had their price chal- 
lenged. What do your reps do when that situation arises? As 

amuch as everyone in sales would like to consider himselfa great 
closer, many salespeople are milksops when it comes to this 
important skill -often boasting about never discounting their 
products, then folding faster than a cheap umbrella on a windy 

day when confronted on price. Consider the following scenario:Your top sell- 
er is on the verge of closing the biggest deal of your team's career. Doing so 
will put a nice fat commission check in his hands, and you'll soon receive kudos 
from everyone in the company. Now comes the curve ball: He discovers that 
the customer is looking for a price discount and, to top it off, an equally qual- 
ified competitor is willing to undercut your company's price. Your rep is left 
with two options: He can hold the line and not cut the price to keep the prof- 
it potential intact, or he can cut the price and be willing to take a lower mar- 
gin for the sake of landing the big order. He comes to you for guidance. W hich 
do you choose? Although the tendency for many is to give in to the price 
discount, you can make sure your reps avoid caving to the pressure of the 
moment by preparing them ahead of time as to why your product /service can 
better fill a client's need than your competitor can.

Self- Assurance Is Critical Reps need to 
be confident in what they say and - 
more importantly -ensure that the 

cuffoner is certain of the benefits he will receive.

Challenges For 2008: 
Fresh Ideas, New Thinking 
Asked by R &R country editor R.J. Curtis to 

sum up his top challenge for the rest of 2007 

and into 2008, Clay Hunnicutt, country brand 

manager for Clear Channel and OM of its 

Atlanta cluster, was quick to respond. 

"Recruiting" he replied. "It's about finding 

great people in every aspect of our business. 

And finding people that aren't traditional radio 

people that bring great things to radio. We 

have to look in nontraditional places to find 

those people. I think we've shut the door on a 

lot of people because they weren't radio guys 

and they don't have experience. Let's look at 

things differently [and realize] they're going to 

bring something fresh to the approach." 

Similarly, Sirius Satellite Radio director of 

country programming Scott Lindy says finding 

a fresh approach is an issue. 1 need idea peo- 

ple," he said. "I need people who say, 'How 

come we never ... 7 1 want somebody to say, 

'I've always had this idea . . : or 'Why don't we 

have this channel? Those are the people that I 

want to be in touch with. You'd think that 

there'd be thousands of those people out there, 

but there's not. There's tens." 

Citadel WKDF/Nashville PD Bud Ford also 

agreed that recruiting is an issue that may 

cause him to look outside the normal venues. 

Finding a moaning show, for example, is not as 

easy as it once was, he said. While there yeas a 

time when you could simply offer more money 

and lure a top morning show away from anoth- 

er station, those days are gone.

According to Billboard Boxscore, Paisley's tour 
has grossed more than $25 million so fir, placing it fourth among country shows behind Kenny 
Chesney,Tint McGraw & Faith I till and Rascal Hails. Along with Country Music Hall of Fanner 
George Strait. Paisley garnered five (:MA nominations this year, mom than any other artist. Even tòr 
a busy guy. its (lard to believe he slept through possibly the greatest validation of his eight -year career. 

IA not that Paisley wasn't aware the final nominations would be announced. "You know when you 
wake up because somebody made the mistake of telling yota'gnod luck' the day before, and you think.

Digital platforms and new technology have had signifi- 

cant impacts on news/talk producers. The impact can be 

felt before and after the show. 

Adam Delevitt, APD at ESPN sports WMVWChicago, 

who spent six years producing the Mac, Jurko & Harry 

afternoon show, says it has made things tougher 

because listeners often already know what has hap- 

pened within the realm of the station's content: "They 

don't need to listen, making it even more important to 

find a unique angle,' he says. 
Researching topics on the Web can be a double-edged 

sword. According to Raymond Lopez, executive producer 

for the Jon & Ken afternoon show on Clear Channel talk 

KFVLos Angeles, it allows him to research more efficient- 

ly, but the volume of information is almost overwhelms g. 
Radio America operations director Rich McFadden, 

who manages a crew of producers and was a producer 

himself for many years, worries that you can find any- 

thing on the Internet. The important thing is whether or 

not it's right. You have to verify." 

After the show, there are new outlets for content. For 

syndicated shows, McFadden notes that podcasting 

means we can reach everyone in the country, not just in 

our affiliates' signal range. The Internet is such a mas- 

sive outlet. All you need to know are the right keywords 

to get someone to trip on your audio." 

But Rebecca Logan, producer of Spanish -language pro- 

grams for the liispartic Carnmuricatians Network says, 

"People think, 'Oh, yeah, let's hase a bldg, let's have a pod - 

cast; but they don't consider who's going to do it." This often 

falls onto producers who already hase a huge workload. 

McFadden says, If your radio show suffers because 

you're spending so much time trying to get it out on pod- 

casts, you're not being true to your listeners." Lopez 

agrees: "Al that matters is what goes on the air.

Imaging that is not within 
context of the station. The 

easiest way to fix that mistake 

is to know what your overall 

message is. Is it We are the 

station you grew up with or 

We are the party station "? 
Once you know what the 

message is, make sure every 

promo has the same underlying, 

between- the -lines message. Get 

creative. Don't just give away a 

snow mobile, give away a "Sled - 

Zeppelin" if that fits your 

station. Its as simple as 

having the right attitude. 
PDs don't communicate 

what they want to their voi, 
peraon /imaging producer. People 

hesitate to ask for what they 

want. Most voice and creative 

people are eager to please, so ask 

for exactly what you want. After 

all, you're paying for it, right?

Doing what triple A has always done best 

Discovering 
New Music

here has been a lot of talk about the new music that triple 
A has been champ' ' g during the past 18 hs. In real- 

ity. the format is s' ply d g what it always has done: dis- 

covering and playing new artists that mix sell with the 

established acts in which it is already invested. 

But as such filrulats as AC and hot AC are looking to 

revitalize themsehes. they are adopting these new arts xwner rather than later. 

Triple A has always had to contend with this erussover situa and find ways 

to ensure it still has equity with the artists it supports. but the timetable is speed- 

ing up. 

Edison Media Research VI' of music and pro}, g Sean Ross recently swot( 

his weekly Web col about this "new adult music" and offered his thoughts 

about why so many new artists are getting attention these days. 

I decided to follow up with Ross on the subject and dig a little deeper to find 

out what triple A can do to stay ahead of the curve in recognizing these acts and 

taking advantage of the excitement surrounding their music. 

A number of formats are embracing these "new adult" artists right now. Can triple 

A stay ahead of the curve? 

This has happened before and it will happen again. It is really the type of musi- 

cal outreach triple A has always done -finding the lest of the new adult music 

and devising ways to blend it with the artists it already plays. 

This around triple A has a smaller window to Owl) many of these artists 

bfore they start to get played at other formats. though. Every format likes to 

own its own staple of acts. but I ant of the belief that it is good for a given for- 
mat when they have established an act to a point that they cross over to other 

torntats.To my way of thinking. it is hard to totally own the music and still be a 

successful triple A sta 

Is triple A at a disadvantage to own these newer artists because it doesn't have 

the market penetration that AC and hot AC have? 

Wynn want to view it nationally. that may he true. but if you approach it on a 

market-by-market basis. then triple A has as much of a chance as any other for- 
mat to get the most out of playing these artists. It will ultimately he some 

different in each market and it might not even he radio format vs. radio format. 

In some markets the outlet that gets the most out of exposing and identifjing 
with these artists could be another need' such as TV. Even the Internet e 

into play. 

It is wise for radio to follow trends and react to them. It is also wise to count- 

er it and be aggressive about it.This gets back to each market being tip for grabs. 

The advantage triple A has is that it is based on customizing itself to the 

market it is in than most other formats its c 'q- lednes% and adapt- 

ability can be an important edge. 

Can triple A embrace this new crop of artists without sacrificing some of the acts 

it has supported through the years? 
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The nature of triple A. playing the best of then and sets 

itself up to do that but you still have to be tl ghttìl and 

intelligent about I you execute that. You also have to 
accept that there may be artists you have to let go of 
along the way. 

Most adults understand that James Taylor. !hunk & the 
Blowfish and Kl "Tunstall all belong to the saute acoustic tra- 

dition. But I will say we are beginning to we a generational 
divide among older and younger adults where that line of 
recognition may be as obvious as we think. The tactic 
of playing different library songs by established artists to dif- 
ferentiate yourself from the AC or classic hits station. means 

that thew songs are less familiar to the ger adults or 
others you want to invite into your sta ' . hat's where the 
challenge lies. 

The station that.has authority with its listeners and can 

hold their attention can pull this blending of old and new 
off easier than those who haven't clearly defined themselves 

with their audience. 

Aside from the younger singer /songwriters, is triple A filling 
a void by playing many of the indie rock artists, since much of 

alternative radio isn't embracing them now? 

These artists are still welt- in places within the 
alternative community. but certainly not all. We could think 
that alternative should he the natural I for them and 

at one time they probably were. but alternative is 41 g 

a different kind of battle with nwk radio right now. 

Triple A is smart to fill that void, and by doing so. is 

attracting younger adults who grew up on alternative 
radio in the 'Soc and '911s and no longer identify with that 
for nut. 

Triple A has to look beyond where a record e s from 
and simply deter if it is good and If it can mix well with 
what it already plays. The premise of the format is to play 

the best of the past and the present. so it needs to find the 

lest of the present in any way it can.

Or is pop radio too 
conservative to try new music?

he Lamas pop format has had its share of ups and downs dur - 
ing the last few years. It took a big hit %Olen regEnetón became 
mainstream e gh in 210 to prompt %,cram radio c pa 

70 nies to introduce the Latin rhythm format. 
But ng aetön is not much of an issue nosy. So what% stop- / ping pop from rep' g its former luster? A g the reasons 

cited by so prugra ers are scarcity of new pop hits. a F ed number of pop 
stations in the United States and differences in sisal tastes from one region to 
another. Label execs. meanwhile. say it's an overall conservative clinute at radio. 

Universal Music La se VI' of marketing and AMR Walter Kolm isn't buy- / ing the argt -nt that then is a shortage of pop hit material. "There are a lot of pop 
hits. The problem is that pop stations in the United Stites are not promoting them :' 
he says. Nielsen% Music Control (the Mexican equivalent of Nielsen BI )S) docu- 
ments the of pop hits in Mexico. and them are plenty in other Latin - 

jAmerican c s. Kohn says. But with so few pop sta in the U.S., those hits / don't hoe a chance. And its nos because they aren't priorities for the labels but 
because the IItIlI)hi r of p you Call work in the U.S. are so f d duc to the 
limited number of ." he adds. 

I he problem is mot-old. according to Santon Latin Media president José Santos. 

who consults Entnvision Radio% pre r pop outlet. KSSIì (Síiper Estrella) /Lon 
Angels. among others. There an: lisser pop su especially on the West Coast. 
where the mg. I Mexican fòrnut ek)nliIutas. And st pop stations are not play- 
ing the right music to create a w' g cation in their markets. 

Another factor is differences in reg' I tastes. which ran create difficulties when 
choosing which songs to pre mationall: "It% a very complicated issue. and it gets 

worse because you're talking about na ality traits and lifestyle issues :' Santis sass. 

"That% why labels have to be careful with which songs they choose to put on the 
platform to he No. L lie very selective On which songs will be hits na ally, and 
don't kid \7n1Selves JUSt because it's No. I in Puerto Rico, New York and Miami. it 
won't necessarily 1w No. I in Los Animes." 

Warner M Latina marketing director Albert R. z also disagrees with the 
notion that poop music is somehow not holding its ossn.'The problem is that radio 
is chasing the doors. like in the caw of Súpev Estrella. that has very f-ew spots open 
for now music because of the pnlfm g changes they've made-adding English 
Illlusic :' he says. 

The light at the end of the tunnel may be pop stations in Texas, such as Liberman 
Broadcasting's KTCY (X0)/Dallas, which gives new music a chance, according to 
Ramírez. Then there are the Digital stations (Border Media farmers' pop 
KRIO /San Antonio and KXXS /Austin) and the Exa oudets (MVS Radio's pop 
XHPX /EI Paso and XGLX /San Diego). In addition, former' Clear Channel Latin 
rhythm outlets KLOL (Mega) /Houston and WMGE (Mega) /Miami have gone pop, 
and some existing Latin rhythm stations, such as KVIB (Latino Vibe) /Phoenix, play 
some pop tunes, Ramirez says. 

Uni Radio pop XHFG (Pulsar) /San Diego PD ElvisValle says that right now, 
there is no shortage of pop hits to choose from. "There are many new artists- 

that hit it big only a few years ago and have now become core artists for sta- 
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tions, such as La 5ta Estación and Camila.' Valk says. San 

Diego and other border markets are exposed to music 
trends from Mexico. an advantage for stations like Pulsar. 

Even when market competition forces most stations to walk 
on the conservative side. Valle says sta like Pulsar can take a 

feu risks and exper' nt a hit more with new music 
because Mexican-owned stations don't rely as heavily on research 

as their U.S. counterparts do. 

According to Santos. new pop artists need exposure on 
radio. TV and in print. especially on the West (:oast. "Only a 

select tw new artists have made it. and it's because they have 

tone far and beyond to expose themselves :' says Santos. citing 
La 5ta Estación as a perfect example. But he questions what has 

been done for other artists, such as Kalituba or Brlanova. 
"lielanova's song 'Baila Mi Corazón' is great. but it does not have 

enough exposure.' 

Santos says pop music and the pop format have a bright 
future, but it is time to find the next Ricky Martin.Juancs and 
Shakira. "It is as much the responsibility of labels as of radio to 
develop new acts. If we don't do it, the format could eventu- 
ally go stale." AA
