Jon Marks pits Sony's DVP-S715 DVD player against Denon's DVD-3000 in the 
search for the best of CD and 24/96 replay. 

A
s a famous musician once 
said, the times, they are a 

changin'. What has set these 

changes in motion? One DVD, or 
Digital Versatile Disc, a storage 

medium with a large enough 

capacity to fit entire films onto CD-

sized chunks of aluminium and 
polycarbonate. But video is not the 

sole beneficiary, as we discovered 

recently with Panasonic's 
DVD-A350 DVD player, reviewed in 

July 1998's issue. This £700 machine 

could embarrass some rather 

expensive CD-only replayers with its 

control, dynamics, rhythm and sheer 
listenability. And when the source 

spinning away inside the transport 

happened to be a recording sampled 
at 96kHz with 24-bit resolution, we 

knew the writing was on the wall for 
CD sonically. There remained the 

question as to whether the 
DVD-A350 was one of many players 

ushering in a new age of sound 

quality or just a blip on the graph. 

To find the answer, we decided to 

line up a pair of £700 contenders, 

Sony's DVP-S715 and Denon's 

OVD-3000. 

THE TECHNOLOGY 
It was a case of déjà vu when we 

lifted the lid on the Denon - it's 

based on the same electronics as the 

Panasonic 'A350. The two most 
noticeable alterations are the thick 
baseplate which Denon have added 
to stiffen the chassis and the 
redesigned front plate, that loses the 

Panasonic's ergonomically 
appealing Jog Shuffle wheel amongst 

other controls, which have been 

relegated to the remote control. 
The Sony is obviously not a 

rebadged Panasonic. The general 

layout may be similar - the 

switched-mode power supply board 
occupies the far left-hand side of the 

case, the transport is centrally 
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Inside the Denon player are 

the huge ICs to the left and 

rear which decode audio and 

video signals. 

mounted and the audio and video 
output boards are located next to the 

rear panel - but everything else is 
different. The double-sided PCB 

which handles the main signal 

processing is screwed to the top of 

the transport under a perforated 
metal cover, where the Panasonic's 
is placed to the right of the 

mechanism. Take the cover off and 

you'll see an array of surface-mount 
chips from manufacturers LSI, Oki 

and, unsurprisingly, Sony 

themselves. These are separated into 
System Control, Power, Audio, 
Video, Servo and Driver blocks. 

Next to the socket-fests that are 
the back-panels of the 'A350 and 
DVD-3000, the Sony is more 

restrained. There are only four RCA 
outputs (Audio Left and Right, 

Composite Video and a co-axial 

digital for audio and video). Two 
Scarts, a Toslink and an S-Video 

complete the count. 

AND IN THE BLACK 
CORNER... 
The Denon put its best circular, 

plastic foot forward with Gene 
Ammons' Boss Tenor album on a 

JVC XRCD. It picked out this 
recording's smoky atmosphere with 

ease, the relaxed pace of ' Hittin' The 

Jug' meandering along where it can 

fail to flow in a lot of CD machinery. 
As we've come to expect from JVC's 

XR discs, treble was powerful and 
incisive but free from the tonal 

greyness and spit that so often 

characterise CD. Ammons' sax 
showed that the midrange was cast 

in the same mould, its smoothness 
and detail portraying all the 

expression in this performance. With 

the electronics the DVD-3000 has 
inherited from the Panasonic, there 

was bound to be more than just a 
family resemblance in the sound of 
the two players. The Denon builds 

on the strengths of the 'A350 but 
brings with it a marginally less 
metallic character in the upper 
registers and a generally more 

tightly-focused picture of events, 

most likely Clown to the DVD-3000's 
extra baseplate. 

Take a modern audiophile 

recording like Joe Beard's Blues 
Union, captured by Audioquest in 
the summer of 1995, and you'll get 
an idea of the transparent sound 

staging and crisp imaging of which 
this player is capable. Beard's 

60-a-day vocals were rooted dead-
centre at the front of the broad 

sweep of sound, out ahead of the 
piano and drum kit which propel 

tunes like 'Please Don't Light The 

Flame' along with a relentless drive 

which has yet to fail in the feet-
tapping department. Again, it's 

slower tracks where the DVD-3000 
really marks out its superiority over 

lesser players. When you listen to 

these numbers there's no room for 

doubt over trivialities ("Is the bass a 

tad slow," "The midrange isn't as 

open as it could be"). Hi-fi 
considerations make way for music, 

an achievement most components 
can but admire from a distance. 

If your tastes lean more towards 
the synthetic than the acoustic, fear 

not, the DVD-3000 is egalitarian in 
its treatment of genres. The 

International DJ Syndicate Mix 2 
CD, featuring DJ Cher, pinned me to 

the back wall with its high-energy 

beats and deep, taut bass. There was 
pretty much no tonal colour for the 

Denon to sink its pick-up into, so 
instead it impressed by not causing 

ears to bleed with its treble in spite 

of the fact that the high frequencies 

on this CD seem to have been 

provided by the people who put the 

sand into 'sand paper'. The Jamo 
Concert 8s didn't pack the massive 

punch of an array of 18in. drivers in 

horn enclosures the size of walk-in 

refrigerators, but the sense of scale 

and power was still there in,the 
Denon's output. Nor did organ 
music trip it up - Martin Sowter at 

the keyboard of the 1830 Appleton 

organ in the Metropolitan Museum 
of Art in New York proved that 

much with his Sounds Of Splendor 
CD. 

Having shown a clean pair of 
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heels to most sub-£2000 CD 
players, the DVD-3000 extended its 

lead with 24-bit 96kHz discs. 
Classic's version of Rachmaninoff's 
Symphonic Dances was almost 
frighteningly better than CD. The 

individual sections of the orchestra 

and the acoustic around them were 

fully fleshed-out, and the 

unrestrained dynamics meant 
crescendos lost none of their ability 

to startle. Brass and strings gained a 
large amount of the extra harmonic 

richness which is a vital part of the 
process of fooling the ear into 

believing it's listening to a live 

recital. 
On CD, the Denon had been an 

involving music maker, but this 

changed with 24/96. Concentrating 
on review-writing became near-

impossible as these high-definition 

discs refused to act as mere 

background noise - they demanded 

to be listened to. 

IN THE CHAMPAGNE 
CORNER... 
The DVP-S715 evidently enjoyed a 

spell with DJ Cher, as its beefy 
bottom end bopped along to the 
bass of Aquatherium's 'The Struggle 

(Part 2)'. It also stayed the right side 

of the treble line, not stepping over 
into the spit and grain which a lot of 

players resort to on this disc. The 

Seraphim Odyssey's 'Future Shock' 
went down well too, its spaced-out 

synths producing the desired up-
lifting effect. 

The Sony chose the smooth 

approach for Joe Beard too. His 

vocals lost some of their innate 

huskiness and cymbals were softer 

and less incisive than they had been 

through the DVD-3000. Partnering 
this smoothness was a warm bass 

whose slight looseness artificially 

enhanced the kick drum in a 

pleasant manner, even if it slowed 

tempos. 
The Sony fell short when it came 

to clarity though. Blues Union can 

boast a sound stage as deep as it is 
wide and a wealth of living, 

breathing subtle detail on the best 

equipment; on the 'S715, there was 
a veil cast across the music which 

obscured the acoustic and made for 

flattish front-to-back sound staging. 
When the Sony's time came to 

spin some 24/96, it demonstrated 

once more that audio wasn't really 

the main string to its bow. The 
Symphonic Dances, for instance, 

lacked the tonal range and 

spaciousness which they had 

enjoyed through the Denon. 
Dynamics were more sluggish too - 
crescendos didn't have me starting. 

In a bright, anaemic system, this 

would work to the Sony's advantage 

though, as its relaxed sound, warm 

string tone and bass would 
counteract the clinicality which 
besets quite a few set-ups to judge 

from many of the letters we receive. 

However, if you've got a revealing, 
well-balanced system, you'll find the 

Sony's sound staging is closed- in 
and tends to gravitate towards the 

'speakers rather than opening out 

between them. 
Red Rodney's Jazz 24/96 

accentuated this aspect of the 

DVP-S715's presentation as the 

recording itself is split clearly into left 

and right channels, and never the 

twain shall meet in the middle. In its 
favour, the Sony maintained the bulk 
of the rhythm in these numbers, 

although it couldn't match the Denon's 

irresistible abilities in this area. 

CONCLUSION 
Aesthetically, the Sony wins out 

over the Denon. It's attractive 

champagne fascia stands out in a 

crowd next to the dowdy Denon. 

On the other hand, the Denon is 

stronger sonically with its crisp, 

clean and involving sound. If your 

system needs a dose of warmth, the 

DVP-S715 is still worth 
investigating, but as an all-rounder 

the Denon DVD-3000 is the one to 

go fore 

The Sony's primary audio and 

video iCs are hidden beneath 

the transport's perforated 

metal cover.

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Review 

To PERSPECT 

Jon Marks turns to LP with Pro-ject's latest arm and turntable combo, the 
attractively acrylic Perspective. 

S
ometimes it's hard to believe 
that new turntables are still 

being built at a time when 
96kHz 24-bit recordings can be 

bought from specialist music shops. 
But, thank vinyl, they are, and one of 

those companies sticking by the 
grandfather of formats is Pro-ject, 

whose wares have impressed us in 
previous issues (see September 1994, 

July 1995 and June 1997). Their new 
deck on the block is the Perspective. 

THE TECHNOLOGY 

The core of the Perspective•is a 
20mm-thick slab of polished acrylic. 
Not only does it look fine, but as 

other turntable manufacturers like 

Michell and Pink Triangle have 

discovered, it sounds good too. 

Sitting atop this are the turntable's 

two main parts, the sub-chassis and 
the motor. 

MOTIVATION 

There are three or four different 
schools of thought when it comes to 

making your platter rotate. The 

commonest holds that an AC 

synchronous motor with a stepped 

pulley for 33rpm and 45rpm suffices. 

Then there are the outboard PSU 
followers who achieve speed change 

by varying the frequency of the supply 
voltage to said AC device. A smaller 

group, albeit one whose numbers are 
growing, is the DC lot. Here, simply 

raising or lowering a DC voltage alters 

E 

the speed. Finally, there's an off-shoot 
from the first band which, like 

Pro-ject, prefers to change the motor 

altogether when switching between 
albums and singles. 

If you swap from 33rpm to 45rpm 
on a regular basis, you might find the 

Perspective a bit of a chore - getting 
under the plinth to the large 

thumbwheel which holds the motor 

block in place can be fiddly. 

PLATTER MATTERS 

Isolating the sub-chassis from external 

noise are the three springs it sits on. 
These are bolted to the sub-chassis 

along with the bearing and arm, 
which is Pro-ject's own. A spirit level 

is fitted too, but we found this 
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inaccurate; get a second opinion from 

a decent straight or circular level 

which DIY shops and Maplin sell. 

If you're happily putting the 

Perspective together without having 

read the manual (I plead guilty, 

m'Iud), you might come to the 

conclusion that the belt's too long - it 

refuses to wrap around the plastic 

sub-platter. No surprise really 

though, as the Perspective differs 

from Pro-ject's other decks in driving 
the main platter around its rim. 

At this point, acrylic puts in another 

appearance - a sheet of it is bonded to 
the aluminium platter to damp its 

natural tendency to ring like a bell and 
it works rather effectively. Pro-ject 

supply a felt mat to finish off the 

package, although I have to say that 
we got much better results with records 

clamped directly to the bare acrylic 

without the intervention of the felt. 
By the way, the clamp isn't the 

best in the business. Screw it down 

with little more than moderate 

pressure and the edges of your LPs 

will lift up. The remedy is simple. As 

VPI do with the Junior, drop a rubber 
washer (about 2mm thick and around 

25mm in diameter) over the Pro-ject's 

threaded spindle, so discs are gently 

bent over it as you clamp them. 

Taking the head-scratching out of 

the record-player buying process is 

the fact that the Perspective comes 

with its own arm bolted to the 
sub-chassis. A one-piece arm-tube 

with an integral headshell is claimed 

to offer superior sound quality to 
alternatives that are either screwed 
or glued on. But if you're expecting 

SME-style casting, you'll be 
disappointed - Pro-ject's arm is a 

plain tube with a headshell formed 

by squashing one end. 

Another let-down were arm-height 

adjustment and cartridge alignment. 
Henley Designs, who are Pro-ject's 

UK distributors, are offering Ortofon's 

MC 25 FL, MC 30 Supreme and 

Rohmann cartridges with the deck at 

total prices of £1000, £1250 and 
£1500 respectively. (The Perspective 

and arm alone will go for £900). With 
the MC 30 Supreme in place, the arm 

had to lowered as far as it would go to 

get the cartridge parallel to the record 
surface, thereby leaving no room for 
experimentation. And we couldn't get 
the alignment 100% spot-on because 

the mounting holes cut in the 
headshell weren't long enough. Still, 

ours was the 
very first

Once the 
Perspective 

had been 

readied for 

action with 
an MC 30 

Supreme, its 

detachable 
(and 

upgradable) 

lead-outs

well as Sonic Frontiers' Phono 1 
hybrid phono stage, Assemblage's 

L-1 kit pre-amp and the power stage 

of Musical Fidelity's A1001 amp. 

Loudspeakers came from Jamo 

(Concert 8) and ProAc (Tablette 50). 

SOUND QUALITY 

With a little light listening courtesy of 

Skunk Anansie, the Perspective 

swung into action, and "swung" is 

the right word here, as rhythms were 
this deck's forte. Whether the tempo 

was manic Metal or contemplative 

crooning didn't matter, the music's 

timing ingredients were never 
undercooked - the Pro-ject pulled off 
'Yes It's F**king Political' just as well 

as it did 'She's My Heroine'. 
Dodgy's Free Peace Sweet went 

the same way, 'In A Room' blasting 
out of the grooves with genuine 

funky drive. In other areas this 

arm/turntable combination was less 

convincing though. Take the 
frequency extremes, for example. 

Both bass and treble sounded as if 
they had been rolled off slightly, to 

give a presentation that favoured the 
midrange. A quick check on the 

Phono l's cartridge loading (and the 
tracking and bias settings on the arm) 

showed the problems lay elsewhere. 
Unclamping Dodgy I tried an 

original pressing of Kate Bush's Kick 

Inside album. Again, the 

involvement factor was high but the 

filtering effect on the bass and treble 

diluted dynamic swings and sapped 

the slam and impact of drums. The 

midrange was at least crisp and 

incisive on vocals and did full justice 

to Bush's warblings on 'James And 
The Cold Gun'. 

Still, the overall results given a 
purchase price of £1250 were 

disappointing. Cheaper vinyl front-

ends, like VPI's aforementioned 

Junior, and especially Pink Triangle's 

Tarantella, will both outperform the 

Perspective when fitted with Rega's 

RB300, Origin Live modified or not. 
Place a slab of Classical onto the Pro-

ject, put needle to groove and the 

sound stage fails to blossom between 
and around the loudspeakers as it can 

so beguilingly on capable turntables. 
Choral pieces also demonstrated that 

cartridges fixed to the end of that arm 
didn't track quite as securely as they 

do in the Pink and VPI, producing a 
slightly edgy feeling on louder 

passages. Experimentation with 
clamping pressure and the silicone 

bath which damps the sub-chassis' 

movements can yield rewards, but 

don't radically improve the sound. 

The Perspective doesn't live up to 
the promise of the rest of Pro-ject's 

turntables, which make strong cases 
for themselves at very reasonable 

prices. Instead, it majors on 
involvement at the expense of 

transparency, bass weight and 

solidity. There wouldn't be a lot 
wrong with this recipe if it came with 

a smaller price tag, but against the 
Tarantella and Junior the Perspective 

looks expensivee

0
 ne of the areas where vinyl lives on, apart 
from Dance labels pressing up 12ins. for Dis, 

is re- issues. Names like Audiophile 

International, Mobile Fidelity, DCC Compact Classics 
and others might be familiar, but Simply Vinyl probably 
won't. 

After a year and a half of dipping toe in water and 
investigating which countries were still buying LPs, this 

British outfit released their first discs back in November 
1997. Almost 99% of their LPs go overseas 

(predominantly to the States and Japan), but plans are 
afoot to introduce their catalogue to 15 of the larger 
HMV shops as well as 200-300 of the small 

independent retailers who have stuck by the black stuff 
through thick and thin. 

25 titles make up their catalogue at the moment, and 

five more were released last month. Like EMI with their 
Centenary Series, Simply Vinyl (tel: 0171 495 2244) 
make no claims to audiophile quality, but we thought 
we'd find out what their pressings offer vinylists. 

NEIL YOUNG 

AFTER THE GOLD RUSH 

SVLP 0023 

My copy of this album has had a rather hard life - it looks 

as if some one has tried to remove the dust and fluff from 

its grooves with a handful of sharp gravel. With a good 

stylus, though, you can still get at the real music below 
the damage and savour its warmth and spaciousness. 

Playing the Simply Vinyl copy, it was refreshing to hear 
'Crippled Creek Ferry' and 'When You Dance I Can 

Really Live' without background accompaniment a la 
breakfast cereal. In fact, surface noise on this copy was 
very low indeed - the most obtrusive noise was the hiss 
of the master tape. 

There were no pressing problems like swoosh, clicks 

or pops to mar the music on this LP. The overall sound 

was crisp, clear and open although it lacked some of the 
warmth and sweetness of the original - cymbals for 

instance lost a little of their golden shimmer. Add to this 
a well-printed gatefold sleeve and an asking price of £ 17 

looks fair, even if it is more expensive than EMI's 
Centenary Series of re-issues. 

JON! MITCHELL 
BLUE 

SVLP0018 

Unfortunately this pressing suffered from occasional 
background noise, mainly the odd click and pop, and from 
that point of view was a touch disappointing compared to 

the other two discs here. Still, there was a hefty 180gms of 

very flat vinyl and nicely-spaced grooves which boded well 
for sound quality. 

Played on a Garrard 401 turntable with an SME 309 tone-

arm and Ortofon Rohmann cartridge going through a Sonic 
Frontiers Phono 1 phono stage, Assemblage L-1 pre-amp and 

the power amps of Musical Fidelity's A1001, classics like 
'Blue' enjoyed a fresh, detailed and musical presentation, 
which was only let down by that surface noise. 

SANTANA 
ABRAXAS 

SVLP 0019 

There's no doubting this re-issue has captured much of 

the outrageous drive and funk of the old Abraxas. 'Black 

Magic Woman/Gypsy Queen' have bags of get-up-and-

go, and 'Oye Como Va' is rhythmically unstoppable. 
Simply Vinyl's version produced a broad, deep sound 

stage and crisp imaging. As with the Neil Young, surface 
noise was low and, once again, some of the warmth and 
atmosphere of the original have been lost in the 

translation. The end results are still very 'air-guitar' 
listenable though. 
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SOFTWARE SA PIING 
If silver discs rather than black light your fire, 

but CD doesn't hit the mark, there's always 24/96. 

T
he storm clouds of a format war are gathering on 
the horizon. The world of hi-fi has weathered a 

few of these in the past - the list includes Philips' 

Digital Compact Cassette vs MiniDisc, and the long-lived 
Compact Cassette vs Sony's superb but ill-fated Elcaset. 

This time around, Sony and Philips are on the same side 

in backing their Super Audio CD against the 24-bit 
96kHz sampling beloved of the Acoustic Renaissance for 

Audio. 
The battle lines are being drawn. In Sony and Philips' 

favour is their ownership of a large number of record 
labels, which gives them a certain clout - if they want to 

push a format, they don't have to worry about record 

business wrangles. Working against them is the fact that 
the current estimated time of arrival for SACD players 

and software is the end of this year. 
The roles reverse for 24/96 - you can buy titles and 

replay machinery now, but there's somewhat less muscle 

behind this format. The main impetus for its adoption by 
the music industry is that it's a Pulse-Code Modutation 

system, and studios everywhere are geared to PCM 
operation. A switch to Sony's Direct Stream Digital as 
used on Super Audio Compact Disc would entail a 

change of machinery and lots of expense. 
In the meantime, if you have a DVD player like those 

tested in this issue and the last, you may well be getting 
very impressive sound from your CDs, but what about 

putting those 24/96 DACs to good use? Building up a 

collection of 24/96 recordings at £25 a time is going to 

be a more expensive business than with CD, so here we 

take a look at what you can expect from new 24/96 

releases. 

The recordings (from Vivante, tel: 0181 977 6600) 
were auditioned on Denon's DVD-3000, Assemblage's 

L-1 pre-amp and MF's A1001 integrated amp's power 
section. An Audio Analogue Puccini SE was also used to 
drive Jamo's Concert 8 loudspeakers. They were 

compared to excerpts of the same music sampling down-
converted from 24/96 to 16/44.1 on a standard CD.

F
our years after Nakamichi pulled out of cassette 
decks, Philips' old format is almost extinct in Japan. 

In fact, it's easier to buy a DAT recorder than a 

cassette deck now, such has been the format's demise. In 
its place is MiniDisc, which is now all-conquering. MD 
is everywhere - from cheap portables, Mini systems and 

car players to serious high-end recorders. Here are some 

of the latter: 

DENON DMD-1800A1-N 

The top of Denon's latest range features ATRAC 4, Alpha 
Processing and a 20-bit 8-times oversampling digital 

filter. Solid build is also in evidence, and selected audio-

grade capacitors and resistors are used. Sound is good, 

but not quite as sweet and smooth as the higher-end 
Sony MDs. Still, you get a lot for your Y108,000 (1500), 

making it fine value.

Possibly the finest sounding Mini MD player around at 
the moment, this little 270mm-wide design features most 
of the goodies of Kenwood's full-size machines, 

including the latest and greatest ATRAC 4.5 and the 

hi-bit D.R.I.V.E. DSP. There's also a sampling-rate 

convertor for recording from digital TV or DAT sources, 

and a natty set of sculpted wood side cheeks! Price is 

Y95,000 (£440). 

HI-FI WORLD

JVC XM-V1-N 

Curiously, JVC's high-end hi-fi range sells under the 
HMV brand in Japan, and this oddly-styled machine is 

one such example of the breed. Inside we find a braced 
and heavily copper-plated chassis and rear panel for 

improved shielding, a vibration- reducing, one-piece 
front panel and top plate and a fourth-generation ATRAC 

chip with 20-bit ADC and DAC Cost is Y168,000 (1775) 

- a lot of money but it's undeniably well made. 

ONKYO MD-125N 

Value for money is the key to Onkyo's top MiniDisc 

separate. Just Y75,000 (£345) buys you a large, 

champagne-gold finished machine with ATRAC 4 and 
the usual wide variety of facilities. Because of its large 

size and lowish price, some cost cutting is evident. It 

doesn't sound half bad, with an up-front and engaging 

sound, but Sony and Kenwood decks are smoother.

SONY MDS-PC1 

Sony haven't been slow to get their top ES MD separates 
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to Europe, but there are still some very interesting designs that 

have yet to venture outside Japan. The heavily TV-advertised 
MDS-PC1 features a special link which corm fats to a computer 

via an RS232 interface. You then load up the supplied 'MD Editor' 

software (bundled on a CD-ROM for both Windows 95 and 
Apple Macs), plug the link into the MDS-PC1's front-panel 

'Control Al' socket and hey presto, you've got full software 

control of your MD player. Extensive editing and tiding facilities 
are available (track label, divide, combine, erase, move, undo, etc) 

from your computer keyboard, making it a dream come true for 

music archivists. 

What the link system doesn't do is give you acce6s to the 
player's operating system. This would allow you to manipulate 

MD data on your computer's hard drive, making it immensely 
powerful and tweakable. Still, it's a fascinating development and 

not a bad sounding player either with its ATRAC 4 architecture. 
Price is Y54,000 (£250). 

COMPACT DISC 

The market for CD separates seems to be very slightly on 

the wane in Japan, doubtless because the spotlight has 

shifted to MiniDisc. But there are still loads of great 
players, with a high-end sector that British audiophiles 
could only dream about. 

DENON DCD-AS1ON-II 

Denon's latest 'S10 one-box silver-disc spinner looks a 

tempting proposition, not least because it recently won 

'Sound Pal' magazine's 'Sound of the Year' award. 
Although not stratospherically expensive at Y190,000 

(£865) it enjoys the (14kg) battleship build of its pricier 

brethren, including separate power transformers for audio 

and digital circuits, extensive internal copper shielding, 
trick capacitors and special decoupling feet. There's also 
a 20-bit Alpha Processing DAC, an 'SVH Double Metal 

Guide Loader' (or metal disc tray to you and me) and 
'SVH Suppress Vibration Hybrid' (rubber anti-vibration 

damping), so it's got all the acronyms you'll ever need! 
Sound is clean, clear and musical.

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JVC XL-Z999 

Top-loading CD players are all the rage in Japan right 
now, and JVC can justifiably lay claim to have started the 

trend with the Y550,000 (£2550) XL-Z999. An imposing 

device with a centrally-mounted transport complete with 

its own dinky little disc clamp, it's a sweet sounding 
machine capable of superb sound staging. Maybe it's 

down to the dual 20-bit 'K2 Processing' DACs, which 

also accept digital signals from external sources switched 
from the front panel. Or maybe it's the special high-

torque motor in the transport that looks like it's come out 
of a KB. Either way, it's a nice machine. 

PIONEER PD-TO7HS LIMITED 

Pioneer's sales brochure for the TO7 resembles the car 
windscreens in Arthur Daley's used-car lot - it's festooned 

with little boxes listing special features. But rather than 

'Rear Wash-Wipe' we get 'CD Turntable Mechanism' and 
'Hi-bit Legato Link Conversion S'. The latest 24-bit Legato 

system certainly seems more consistent than earlier 

incarnations, with a more consistent treble quality. The 
new turntable mechanism built into the disc loading tray 

looks great - not unlike a miniature Michell Hydraulic 

Reference's platter - but whether it works better is 

anyone's guess. Sound is very good for the Y220,000 
(£1010) asking price, but not quite the best.

PIONEER PD-UK3 

In the PD-UK3's brochure is a signed photo of John 

Bamford, PR supremo for Pioneer UK. Beneath is a little 
piece of his talking about the philosophy behind the 'UK 
tuned' PD-UK3, in which he writes "simple is best". What 
then does that say about Pioneer's Japanese players which 
have every bell, whistle and signal processing trick in the 

book? Oops. Anyway, the Y39,000 (1180) UK3 isn't actually 

available in Britain, but at a guess it could be a rebadged 

PDS-505. Once again, this is proof that 'foreigness' sells 

products in Japan, even if said items are actually Japanese! 

SONY CDP-R10/DAS-R10 

How about a 55kg CD player? That's what you'll get if 

you hand over two million yen (£9200) to the man in the 
Sony shop and ask for a CDP-R10/DAS-R10. It's the 
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company's biggest and best ever two-box, following on 

from where the R1 and R3 series left off. Of course, both 

transport and DAC feature every exotic component 
known to man, making for an amazingly clean, clear, 

powerful sound - indeed it sounds more like an SME 30 

turntable than a CD player. Still, if it's this good with olde 
worlde CD, what could it do with Sony and Philips' 

Super Audio CD? I'm sure Sony will provide us with an 

answer in the not too distant future! 

SONY CDP-X5000 

Something of a cult has sprung up around the dinky little 

'X5000. UK audiophiles will already know the 'X3000 

with its switchable digital filters. Well, the five costs twice 

as much (Y120,000 to the 'X3000's Y60,000) and 
improves on it in a number of ways. The power supply is 

beefed up, better passive components are used, a 
balanced digital output is fitted and disc clamping is 

improved. In fact, the 'X5000 carries with it a number of 

special options including the STB-A5000 disc stabiliser, 

STB-B5000 ceramic disc clamp and XLD-A5000 ceramic 
transport cover. All three are cheap but effective upgrades 

to an already good player, and seem to have caught the 

tweaky Japanese hi-fi press's imagination - this player is 

everywhere you look. 

DAT 

Judging by its presence in Europe, you'd be forgiven for 
thinking DAT was dead, but not so in Japan. In fact, 

there are plenty of models around from various 
manufacturers, and blank DATs are readily available and 

cheaper than ever. Here are three of the most recent 

appearances: 

PIONEER D-07A 

Pioneer's DAT decks are highly regarded amongst home 

users, with an enviable reputation for reliability and 

consistency. Top of the range is the D-07A at Y160,000 

(£730), heading up a three-strong range that includes the 

midprice D-HS5 and the mega-value D-05 at Y75,000. 
The '07A features a litany of goodies, including 96kHz 

double-speed recording (making for a bandwidth of over 
40kHz - bats beware!) and 'Hi-bit Legato Link 

Conversion S'. 

The transport is of fine quality - compatible with 

180-minute DAT tapes, and the DAC is 20-bit, with an 

18-bit ADC. If that wasn't enough, the Pioneer also 

writes date, time and text to the DAT's Table Of 

Contents. Sound is superb and tape handling smooth - a 

very desirable digital recorder. 

SONY DTC-2000E5 

With a spec to make every DAT fan go weak at the 

knees, the flagship ' 2000ES is packed with clever 

features. At 12.5kg, build quality is excellent - there's 

extensive internal copper shielding to reduce noise, an 
unusually beefy power transformer, a high-quality 

one-bit DAC and Sony's Super Bit Mapping chip 

(claimed to improve S/N by over 10dB, and it seems to 
work). Sound is excellent - deep, powerful and musical 

with a sweet top - but is not quite a match for the 

Pioneer '07A running at double-speed. A dream machine 
nonetheless, despite its hefty Y200,000 (£930) price tag. 

SONY WMD-TT1 

Proof positive that DAT is still very much alive is Sony's 
DAT 'walkman', a playback-only device that weighs a 

mere 210g. Despite its diminutive dimensions you still 

get DAT's 16-bit 48kHz resolution, making for fine 

sound quality - even if the internal headphone amp isn't 

as powerful as it should be. Price is Y49,800 (£230) 

including an LCD remote and phones.

F
or years Unison Research 
have been producing valve 

amplifiers that are 
impeccably hand-crafted, 

curvaceously styled and, most 

importantly at the lower end of 
their range, offer a taste of the 

high-end without worrying bank 

managers. Strategically priced at 
£795 and £ 1525 respectively, the 

Feather One/Power 35 pre/power 
combination fill the gap lurking 

between the company's Simply 4 

and Simply 845 integrateds. 

Our reviewees were fetchingly 

finished with Bahia ta 

Cherryesque wood) front panels, 
the only differences being the 

width and the two protruding 
switches in the pre. The remainder 

of the chassis consists of Unison 
Research's customary brushed 

aluminium and dark grey steel. 

This pair's overall design is more 

graceful and less macho than 

previous models but it still retains 
a sense of class in a world of drab 

boxes. Lending a hand here are 
the thin, smoked-perspex bars on 

the fascias. Gently lit by green 

LEDs at switch-on, these are bright 

enough to notice but soft enough 

not to be obtrusive during 
listening. 

THE TECHNOLOGY 

The Feather 1 is a Class A pre-

amplifier powered from the ' 35 

through an umbilical chord on its 

back panel (or by a dedicated 

£260 PSU if the Feather 1 is 
bought on its own). Unscrewing 
the pre's bottom plate revealed 

two separate and uncluttered 
circuit boards. One houses the 

power supply (with its solid-state 

rectifiers, smoothing capacitors 

and 15V IC regulator) and the 

main audio circuitry. The source 

selector and volume potentiometer 

occupy the other. 

Line-level signals enter through 
the gold-plated RCA sockets on 

the Feather's right side and are 
routed via a very short, silver-

plated PCB track to the selector 

whose chunky knob is located on 
the top plate. The signal is then 

attenuated by a standard carbon 
potentiometer linked to the 

torpedo-shaped volume control on 

the fascia. Coupling capacitors are 
IDEC polypropylenes and the 

valves a pair of dual-triode 

12AX7s. 

While four line inputs and a 

tape loop are provided, vinyl users 
will have to add an external phono 

stage like UR's own Simply Phono 
(which can also be powered by the 
Power 35) at a cool £510 a piece. 
One point to note is that the 

output of the Feather is phase-
inverted, so for recordings which 

were made in absolute phase, 

sources which have the facility 
(like my Assemblage DAC-2) 

should be switched from Odegrees 

to 180degrees phase. 

Heading up the Power 35's 
valve roster are another two 

12AX7 dual-triodes, each of 

which forms an input buffer and 

phase splitter. These then pass the 
signal to two pairs of matched, 

Unison Research re-badged, 

Russian EL34 pentodes running in 
push-pull, a configuration new to 
this company. The sheer weight of 

the Power 35 testifies to the 

quality of its most important 

components, the custom output 

transformers with their 4ohm and 

8ohm taps. 

As little as 15 minutes after 
they had been unboxed, the 

Feather 1 and Power 35 were 

sounding surprisingly listenable. 
However, I left them playing pink 
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noise for more than four days 
before in-depth listening began. 

Fronting the Unison Researches 
were a Teac T-1 transport and 

Assemblage DAC-2 connected to 

the Italians with Kimber Silver 
Streak interconnects. The 

loudspeaker line-up included the 
Heybrook Heylettes, KEF Q30s 

(modified) and the now fine-tuned, 

low-efficiency and current-hungry 
Seas Mini Monitors working 

through a short run of Kimber 8TC 

cable. Pentacone Plain Copper 
interconnects were used between 

the pre and power. 

HO HUM 
The first Feather One unfortunately 

suffered a significant amount of 
mains hum pickup and induced 

some very audible hiss at medium 
volume settings. A call to UKD 

found that this particular example 
was a prototype and had clocked 

up a few miles. The second, 
physically-flawless sample duly 

arrived, complete with remote 

control at a premium of £95 over 

the original. And since this was a 
radio remote, I was able to raise 

and lower volume levels from any 

point within a 30m radius. 

SOUND QUALITY 
With the new Feather 1 ensconced 

in my rack, listening finally 

commenced. Fed from the Creek 

OBH-12 passive pre as well as its 

UR stablemate, the Power 35 

proved it could play music with 

poise and composure. The feeling 

of effortless control was excellent 
at low to normal listening levels, 

although the grip on music did 

loosen slightly when more current 

was called for by some Pop and 

Rock tracks. However, it should be 

stressed that this noticeable break-

up was audible only after my 

sound pressure level meter 

registered an SPL of roughly 

103dB, and I have yet to hear an 

amplifier with EL34s at this price 

point achieve such a clean and 

tidy presentation at this kind of 
volume. 

One area where large output 

transformers show their worth is 

bass. The bottom end which the 
Power 35 drew from 'speakers, 

even the Mini Monitors and their 

tiny 4in. mid/bass units, was deep, 

punchy and full-bodied without a 

The ICs towards the tear of the Feather 's 

chassis are for the remote control. 

hint of lumpiness. Transients were 

fast and well-defined, and decay 

delicate and prolonged. The all-

important valve midrange 

transparency was present and 

correct, albeit it with a little of the 

customary thermionic warmth 
traded for extra detail. All of 

which meant Prokofiev's large-

scale Violin Concerto performed 
by Vengerov, Slava and the LSO 

(Teldec 4509-92256-2) was 
nothing short of grand, involving 

and provocative. 
Undoubtedly, the Power 35 is 

not the same kind of amp as UR's 

more staple fare, namely the low-

powered SETs which have made 

their name world-wide. 

Apparently, UR made a conscious 

decision to swap some of their 

characteristic immediacy and 

honeyed sweetness for a bolder 
presentation and more practical 

power output. What they've not 

lost in the process is that three-

dimensional clarity which allows 
the loudspeakers to dissolve away 

and leave centre stage to the 

music. 

PASSIVE OR ACTIVE? 
To find out what the Feather One 

was made of, I put it alongside the 

Creek OBH-12 passive pre. To my 

surprise, the UR's clarity was 

excellent - there was very little 

coloration, the only problem being 
the volume pot's rather poor 

channel matching at low volume. 
A tonal balance that erred to 

the warm side of neutral was a 

boon on harsher recordings like 
the otherwise excellent Schumann 

Piano Concerto, Op54 with 

Bernstein/Zimerman (DG 439 015-

2) - this became much more 
listenable as I could concentrate 

on the music rather than on the 

rough edginess of the recording. 
Bassi ines were also mildly firmed 

up by the Feather 1, which 

certainly did nothing to hinder 

dynamic speed or clarity. 

Where the pre did less well was 

the slightly laid-back lower 

midrange. This was especially 

obvious on vocal material. The 
effect was similar to sitting a few 

rows back from the front in a solo 
recital. While the Feather 1 wasn't 

as immediate or as direct as the 

Creek, it concentrated on fluency, 

rhythm and control, and put 

enjoyability at the top of its play 

list. 

Unison Research's amps have 

steadily built up an enviable 

reputation and this new push-pull 

alternative is only going to 

strengthen their status. The 

Feather 1 and Power 35 offer an 

attractive mix of useful power 

output, low running costs (due to 
the widely-available valves) and a 

musically satisfying presentation. 

They may be a touch expensive, 
but the Feather and Power could 

he the reason you spend a whole 

night listening to your favourite 

albums, and you won't need 
uncommonly sensitive 'speakers 

either*

T
he contrast between the 
Audiovector M1 Signature 

reviewed here and its tall M2 

brother we heard in the June issue 

could not be more marked. That 

floor stander turned in a 
disappointing performance, although 

subsequent checking by both the UK 

importer and Audiovector 
themselves suggests that this may 

have been a rogue sample. Either 
way, the M2 had overenthusiastic 

bass and peaky treble that made for 

disappointing listening. 

At £1479.95 the M1 Signatures 

are comparable in price to the M2s, 

but where most of the money in the 

M2s went into basic woodwork, the 
M1 Signatures can boast top-flight 

drivers and cabinets beefed up with 

extensive internal bracing. Fitted 
here and to the M3 Signature floor 

stander is Audiovector's 25mm soft-

dome Evotech tweeter with its large 
magnet and face-plate. This is linked 

at 3kHz to the 180mm mid/bass unit 

and its polymer-coated paper cone 

reinforced with carbon fibres. 

On the rear, mounted on a tough 

double-layer baffle, are three ports 

and a pair of gold-plated bi-wire 
posts. While the lower two small-

bore ports provide reflex loading for 

the mid/bass, the upper large port 
forms part of Audiovector's 

Soundstage Enhancement System. 

SES feeds a small percentage of the 
tweeter's rear radiation to the 

outside world through this long port 
and is claimed to imbue music with 

a more spacious and 'live' character. 

Injecting a little extra high-

frequency energy into a room isn't a 
new idea - Castle tried a similar idea 

with upward-facing mid/bass units 

on their Howards, for example. 

Another trait shared with Castle is 
the Audiovectors' standard of finish. 

There is a choice of three real wood 

veneers, our reviewees arriving 

clothed in an 

immaculate Light Cherry. 

Mounted on 

Elemental Audio's 

dreadnought 'speaker 

stands, the MI 
Signatures painted a 

picture of a smooth, 

relaxed and civilised 
transducer with a 

generous, solid bottom end that 
belies the modest cabinet 

dimensions (35cms high by 20cms 

wide by 28cms deep). 

From the introduction of Tori 

Amos' Crucify' there was insight 

writ large across the sound. The 

Audiovectors homed in on detail so 
that I could hear studio techniques, 

such as vocal double-tracking and 

reverberation effects, without therm 
distracting me from the emotion of 

the performance. There, in all its 

simplicity, was Tori's singing, which 

moves forward in the mix as the 

delay is faded down, to leave her 

characteristic close-miked, intimate 

vocals. 

Positioned well out into the room 

and toed-in slightly, the MI 

Signatures managed a depth in the 

bass which could fool the ear into 

believing there were more drive 

units at work. What these 

Audiovectors provide is an assured, 
confident sound, much like the Jamo 
Concert 8s, although with very 

different voicing - you can hear that 
time and effort have obviously been 

spent smoothing out any rough 
edges. 

The £1500 Concert 8s can be 

relied upon to show ruthlessly any 

deficiencies in the recording or 

partnering equipment, and for this 

reason they are not always the most 
relaxing 'speakers to listen to. Set 

against the Concert 8s, the M1 
Signatures sounded mellower, 

easier-going and a little loose at the 

ANE 

bottom end. The top-end is soft, yes, 

but suave and refined with it, 

making these stand mounters safe 

partners for those with brighter 

transistor amplification and delicate 

treble sensibilities. 

These Danes were less amenable 
in terms of sound staging - there was 

scant evidence of an acoustic 

outside of the limits of the cabinets. 

This is in contrast to a lot of 
expensive smalr 'speakers that can 

cast images well outside the 

boundaries of their boxes and 

disappear in the sound stage. 

That mild bloom in the lower 

frequencies was evident on cellos, 

basses and Classical piano, where a 

'thickening' of timbre denied the M1 

Signatures the clarity and 

transparency of the Jamos. Still, the 

two transducers were more evenly 

matched rhythmically, the 

Audiovectors' smooth and natural 
dynamics complementing most 

music except for more frenetic 

Dance and Metal compositions. 
£1480 is a big dent in any wallet, 

but it can be money well spent 

when it's lavished on a stand 

mounter which makes the most of 

the advantages of a small two-way - 

integration, precisely-focused 

imaging and see-through sound 

staging. The Audiovector M1 

Signatures don't score maximum 
points in these areas, but as a 

counterbalance to bright or hard 

ancillaries, their musical and relaxed 
presentation is worth consideration.

STAGING AN ENTRY 
Dominic Todd listens to Anthem's newest entrant to the phono stage marketplace, the Pre 1 P. 

R
egular readers 
will by now be 
quite familiar 

with Anthem. The 

Canadian company's 

multi-disc CD player 
and integrated amplifier 

have been reviewed in 

these pages before. 
Although we rated the 

amplifier highly, one 

bugbear was that it 
didn't have a phono 
stage as standard. Well, 

to appease the many like 
myself who still take 

vinyl seriously, here it is! 
And far from being just a 
plug-in card, the Pre 1P 

is a valve beastie replete 

with its own power supply and the 
mammoth casework that's fast 

becoming an Anthem trademark. 

The Pre 1P uses two ECC81 and 

two E88CC tubes in a design that 

owes much to the company's more 
expensive Sonic Frontiers SFP-1. But 

it's the attention to detail which really 

impresses - the PCB is of excellent 

quality, Kimber cable is used 
extensively and designer-name 

capacitors and resistors feature 

strongly. Only MM cartridges can be 
accommodated, and switching 

between loading requires some extra 

components and competent 

soldering! 

Despite the fact that the excellent 
Audio Innovations P2 and Kinshaw 

phono stages have now disappeared 

there's no shortage of competition. 
Michell's !so/Hera combination 

provides stiff opposition for a good 

deal less money - £530 to be precise. 
Still, one thing it lacks is the 

seduction of valves. . 
After thorough running-in, I linked 

the Pre 1P to my Roksan Xerxes X 

turntable and Reson Reca moving-

magnet cartridge. Kicking off with 

Finlay Quaye's 'Falling', I was struck 

by the bass, which had the signature 

of fine valve amplification (weight, 

warmth and depth) without sounding 
soft or wallowy. It may have lacked 
the Michell's precision but, unless 

partnered with particularly bassy 
cartridges or loudspeakers, it had fine 

integration and balance. Vocals were 
given plenty of height within the 

sound stage, and their location 

impressed with solidity and depth. 
There was little to fault with the 

timbral reproduction of percussion 

either. Each instrument was placed 
within a broad sound stage that only 

went short-changed in the area of 
projection. Again, the 'so/Hera or 

Kinshaw of old would produce a more 
holographic image but I doubt either 

could sound as beguiling or lucid. 
A sparser background was 

provided by Joni Mitchell's 'All I 

Want'. This is an uncomplicated piece 

yet one that can grate as the vocals 

have a habit of hardening as volume 

rises. Needless to say, the Pre 1P 
shunned such aberrations, sailing 

through thik,test with an ease and 

fluidity that would shame many a 
more expensive design. And it came 

up trumps with its accuracy of vocal 

expression and tonal colour in contrast 
to the shades of grey portrayed by 

most transistor designs. The Anthem 
wasn't perfect though - the guitar 
could have been better defined, but at 

least it still sounded like a guitar, albeit 

a slightly distant one. 

Christy Moore's live rendition of 

'Welcome To The Cabaret' drew my 
attention to just how little 

background noise was emanating 
from the Pre 1P. You'd normally 

expect valve designs to be noisier 

than transistor counterparts but this 

certainly wasn't the case here. This 

factor allowed me to concentrate on 

how well the live atmosphere of The 
Point was captured. As with Mitchell, 
the guitar did sound slightly veiled 

and the jeers and shrieks from the 

audience didn't jar as they can do, 

but these were small prices to pay for 

the Anthem's strengths. 

I was pleased to see the Anthem 
didn't favour one particular genre of 
music either. Classical (Romeo and 

Juliet, Fantasy Overture by 

Tchaikovsky) the Pre 1P handled with 

ease, its scale and presence building 
the requisite tension into the listening 

session. A degree of midrange 

muddle which set in over the more 
complex string and brass parts was 

off-set by detailed percussion that 

could be followed thrpugh even the 
most difficult passages. Above all, the 

piece ebbed and flowed in a melodic 
fashion that many would find 
preferable to the extra speed and 
vivacity of rival designs. 

No lover of valves and vinyl is 
going to be disappointed by the 

Anthem. Its high price is justified by 
faultless build and meticulous 

attention to detail, and there's much 

to recommend in terms of sound 

quality too. An unrestricted sound 

stage encapsulates smooth vocals and 

rich instrumental timbre. It may not 

be the most holographic or incisive of 
phono stages, but for long-term 

listening pleasure it's hard to beam

WIN A CRIMSON ELECTRIC 
PRE AND MONOBLOC 
POWER AMPS 
WORTH OVER £1400 

This month's prizes are the 610C pre-amp 

and 630C monoblocs from Crimson Electric. 

\A/
ay back in April 1998 we met Crimson 
Electric components vying for position in our 

pre and power amp group test. The 610C pre 

and 620C stereo power amp acquitted themselves 

honourably in the performance stakes and were 

excellent value to boot. Well, now here is even better 

news. For this month's bumper competition, we have 

not just the pre-amp but two - count 'em, two - of the 

matching Crimson 630C monobloc power amps all 

brought to you with the manufacturer's recommended 

interconnects and mains cables. 

For a monobloc design the Crimson system is 

commendably compact - each unit measures just 3.75in. 

(w) by 4.5in. ( h) by 15in. (d), so they're easy to slot in 

pretty much anywhere as the whole set-up occupies less 

space than most integrated amplifiers. 

The pros and cons of monobloc design have been re-

evaluated in recent years and many benefits are known 

to accrue. Perhaps the most important is that each 

channel has its own power supply. The poor alternatives 

of either having to provide a whacking single supply for 

both channels or else allow lots of interference through 

the PSU are elegantly avoided. These Crimson 630Cs 

steer the proper course, each being sufficiently well-

powered to pump 100watts into an 8ohm 'speaker, so 

your system need never sound short of breath. 

Power is of little use to the audiophile without low 

distortion and low noise. The 630Cs' noise floor is 

claimed to be a comfortable 100dB below the signal 

level, meaning you can hit high volume levels without 

the whole box of tricks sounding like a white- noise 

generator. With a peak output current of 

17amps/channel to dissipate, heat-sinks form the back 

panel of each monobloc, making the cooling of the out-

put devices both effective and discreet. 

Keeping the two power amps in order is the Crimson 

610C pre-amplifier which is powered by a wall-plug 

mains transformer. There are standard phono line inputs 

for CD, Tuner and Aux, all with 250mV sensitivity. The 

Phono input is via a five- pin DIN socket for which a 

phono adapter is provided. And removing the innards 

from their protective casing allows access to the selector 

switch for appropriate moving-coil (0.25mV/330ohms) 

or moving-magnet (5.5mV/50kohms) sensitivities. 

Tape users are well catered for with the usual loop, 

plus the customary Tape/Source switching for those with

AURA AMERICANA 
Leo Lam greets 

Aura's LSB-627M, 
the latest 

budget loudspeaker 
to make the 
journey from 

merica to Britain 

H
orne cinema has blossomed 
in the US of A over the last 
few years, and with the 

customary trans-Atlantic delay, here 
in Britain too. Loudspeaker 

manufacturers are now busy bringing 

out packages to suit the home-

cinema sound and a new contender 

has just arrived from a company 
previously unheard of in the UK. 

Now that Richer Sounds are 

importing their 'speakers though, 
Aura Systems, to which B&W 

recently sold its Aura brand name, 

looks set to become rather better 

known. 

Carrying Aura's name into this 

country is the Line Source Series, one 

member of which is the LSB-627M 

stand mounter at £229.95. Although 
it's a two-way, reflex-loaded design it 

isn't just another budget box. 
Deviating from the norm, it uses a 

'Line Source' monopole ribbon 

tweeter to handle the upper midrange 
and treble rather than the standard 

soft-dome. Below this sits a 6.5in. 

woofer from Danish manufacturer 

Peerless, who also make the smaller 

driver used in the Heybrook 

Heylettes. Round the back are the 

huge reflex port and binding tray. 

While the simple crossover has only 

a single pair of terminals, they're well 

built and will take thick cables 

without any problems. 

The large MDF cabinets with their 
internal bracing are on a par in terms 

of size, if not finish, with Mission's 

732s. On our samples, the edges 

were rather sharp to the touch and 

the drivers were mounted on the 

front baffle instead of flush with it. 

Inside too, only minimal foam 

padding can be found to damp 

reflections. 

Aura make 
it clear in the 

opening pages 

of their 
brochure that 

the '627s were 
designed for 

home-cinema 
use. But that 

ribbon tweeter 

distinguishes them from most of the 

boom and tizz boxes designed to sit 

either side of a wide-screen 

television. I drove them with a 

modified Aura VA80 integrated amp 

and took the source from a Teac T-1 

transport and Assemblage DAC-2. 

With the Auras on Atacama stands, I 

settled them at a position half a 

metre from the back wall with only a 

few degrees of toe- in after a 

weekend of continuous running. 

The '627s turned out to be no 
ordinary 'speakers. At this price, 

what you tend to get is treble that's a 

bit hard and rough around the edges, 
but the Auras' ribbons worked 

superbly. There was as much upper-

midrange and treble detail as you'd 

hear through 'speakers at twice the 

price, and an airy, atmospheric 
presentation of acoustics. 

Playing the Dawn Upshaw 

Broadway compilation confirmed 
how refreshing the LSB-627s' treble 

is at the price. The tonal balance was 

fairly even and the sound stage, 

though not open enough to 
challenge more upmarket products 

le the ProAc Tablette 50s reviewed 

on page 65, packed in enough 

information that you could 

appreciate the layers in a mix. 

Switching to Classical, I sampled 

Brahms' piano sonatas with Ax 

(Sony SK45933). Once again, detail 

was in plentiful supply and transients 
were crisper than a shirt with more 

starch in it than a field of potatoes. 

Compared to the slightly more costly 

Heylettes the Auras lacked some 

delicacy, tonal colour and general 
coherence, however. And a slight 

sharpness in the lower treble proved 
tiring over prolonged listening 

sessions. 

The LSB-627s were more 

comfortable with modern, heavily-

synthesised Dance - through the 

Aura even my lazy toes started 

tapping. Where they're not quite as 

accomplished is in brute bass depth - 

speed and slam are more the order of 

the day. 

Aura's LSB-627s are amongst the 
better budget loudspeakers to arrive 

from the States. They combine detail 
and subtlety with plenty of drive and 

energy to make listening an exciting 
experience. The slight sharpness in 

the lower treble which emphasises 

sibilants can be wearing after a 
while, but with warm ancillaries and 

a musical diet that leans towards 
Dance, the results can be funo

X-A200 monoblocs 

are a big step forward 

for Musical Fidelity, 

reckons Leo Lam. 

F
rom the pictures I'd seen in 
Musical Fidelity's brochure, 

, I'd thought the X-A200s to be 

just an elongated variation on the 

X-A50 reviewed in January 1998. 

In the flesh though, the X-A200 

actually bears a closer resemblance 
to a beer barrel or an anti-tank 

bazooka with its 6in. diameter 
brushed aluminium faceplate. 

Inside the idiosyncratic but 

eminently sturdy aluminium sleeve, 
the sizeable toroidal transformer is 

located at the rear close to the IEC 

inlet, its partnering rectifiers 

positioned further forward. A 
relatively small amount of 

capacitance smooths the raw DC 

but this does have the advantage of 
possessing a smaller time constant 

when a surge of transient current is 
called for. 

Borrowing its basic topology from 

the A1001 amplifier, the heart of the 
power amplifier consists of three 

pairs of matched, bipolar power 

transistors, ensuring a healthy power 

output. Musical Fidelity claim 200W 

into 8ohms, 400W into 4ohms and 

30Amps peak current from this 

configuration. Other high points are 

apparently excellent gain and phase 

margin (and thus high stability), an 

unclippable input buffer and a 

bandwidth that reaches way into the 
ultrasonic. 

Following the MF family tradition, 

these monster monoblocs have the 

same input sensitivity as models like 

the X-A50 and Ell integrated, 

making bi-amping a straightforward 
proposition. One simple and 

effective combination might be the 

X-A50 driving the tweeters and the 

X-A200 feeding the mid/bass unit. 

Also provided is a 'daisy-chain' 

output for tri-amping. 

I hooked the X-A200s up to a 

Creek OBH-12 passive pre-amp and 

begged, stole and borrowed six pairs 

of demanding loudspeakers to grill 

the MFs, including the Apogee 

Ribbon Monitors which have a harsh 

impedance dip at high frequencies. 

I had been expecting a louder and 

more controlled version of the 

X-A50, but the X-A200s provided 
much more than that. Some people 
across the pond might be surprised to 

hear the X-A200s had me thinking of 

the Mark Levinson No.331 at around 

three times the price in the US (and 

the price ratio worsens in Britain). 

The Levinson has more transparency 

and detail, but the X-A200 rewards 

with greater finesse and the 

unfatiguing midrange that many 

Musical Fidelity amps share. 
These monoblocs show how 

much there is in a name as they put 

'musical' before outright 'fidelity'. 
That's not to say that they weren't 

accurate. Their command over the 
flow of music was outstanding 

considering their cost. Grand operas 

snapped into focus, with artists 

performing across the spread of the 

stage and the orchestras blended 

seamlessly into the mix. Not even 
the tortuous finale of Act Il in 

Turandot (Decca 414274-2) nor the 

steaming Entrée of Act I in Tosca 

(DG 413815-2) could embarrass the 
X-A200s. 

Those 200watts were certainly 
having an impact on dynamic swings 

and transients. Quiet passages were 

delicately and articulately rendered 

against dark, silent backgrounds, but 

when the music prompted, the MFs 
responded with great speed and slam 

while maintaining their finely-

balanced tonality. 

Without sweating into any load I 

could throw at them, the X-A200s 
were only mildly warm after more 

than eight hours of continuous 
playing. Throughout that time, these 

amps were unfailingly enjoyable 
music makers. The effortless 

composure of the sound will have 

you thinking it's the monoblocs 
controlling the music, not vice versa. 

The X-A200s' styling may not be 

to everyone's taste, but their way 

with music is highly persuasive. 

They're not the last word in high-end 

components, nor are they Musical 

Fidelity's flagship amplifiers, but at 

the price, the X-A200s are almost in 

a class of their owne

REFERENCE CABLE MASTER 

CONDUIT ASYMMETRICAL 

£65/rn 

Reference Cable is a new company 
established by ex-Ariston man John 

Carrick. His gold-coloured 

Asymmetric, although the cheapest 

of the three interconnects here, is 

beautifully constructed and made a 
favourable visual impact right away. 
The phono plugs are of exceptionally 

high quality and provided a good fit 

on the sockets of all my equipment. 

From plug to plug runs stranded 

Ultra-High-Purity, Oxygen-Free 

Copper (UHP-OHC) in a screened 

co-axial configuration with 

polypropylene dielectrics. 

The Reference may cost the least 
here but it didn't sound cheap. Bass 

had enough weight to form a solid 

foundation for music and 
instrumental separation was fine as 

the gold CD recording of La Fille Mal 

Gardée by Hérold-Lanchbery 

(Decca 430 196-2) proved. Laid out 
on a quiet background, the sound 

stage was broad, if restricted in 

ultimate depth. 

The most prominent trait of this 

cable has to be its ability to reproduce 

string instruments. Though a hint 

metallic, violin tone was sweet and 
beautifully-crafted, and the new Bach 

Suites recording featuring YoYo Ma 
(Sony S2K 63203) sounded smooth 
with a wide range of tonal colour. 

[he Master Conduit's only 
downside is its mild compression of 

dynamics compared to more 

expensive interconnects. That's 

no sin though given this cable's 
very reasonable price. 

VAN DEN HUL 

D102111 HYBRID 

£80/1.2M 

Now in MkIII guise (the D102 
has been around for 13 years) 

this yellow, Hulliflex-clad 

budget vdH uses silver-coated 
OFC and their proprietary 
Linear Structured Carbon fibres 

as the centre conductor. With 

its double-helical shield, this cable 

can also be used in balanced 

applications when XLR plugs are 
fitted. The attractively-engineered 

plugs supplied in this case were 
vdH's own. 

The D102111 certainly possessed 

the best tonal balance of this group, 

demonstrating characteristics shared 
with the more costly The First and 

The Second. The midrange was 
clear, articulate and free from grain, 

while dynamics were crisp and 

unsullied. 

An amazing amount of detail was 

set in the stable and well-defined 

sound stage which spread broad and 

deep. The various solo instruments in 

La Fille Mal Gardée were so widely 

and accurately spaced out that the 
image was nearly holographic. 

Again, the smooth, natural mid and 
treble made for unfatiguing long-
term listening. 

It's little wonder that this self-
effacing cable is still in the market 

after 13 years - it's a definite classic 

which offers great value for money. 

THE CHORD COMPANY 

CHAMELEON 2 £85/m 

The Chameleon is one of those rare 

hi-fi cables which is extremely 
flexible - you could easily tie a knot 

in it. The royal blue, soft PVC outer 

jacket houses two sets of very thin 
OFC twisted pairs in a pseudo-

balanced configuration (which is 
also available with balanced XLR 
connectors). The shield is connected 

only at the destination end to avoid 
ground loops. The fit of the 

RCA plugs varied from 

component to component, but 

gave a firm, albeit occasionally 

over-tight grip on the right 

sockets - I wept in vain when it 
scratched my Creek OBH-12 

passive pre-amp's outputs. 
In contrast to its connectors, 

this cable's sound took an 
effortless, relaxed and 
comfortable approach to music. 

Transient edges were delicately 
rounded off and the music 

floated smoothly along no matter 

what kind of material was played. 

Although detail was as abundant 

as the vdH, imaging was more 

diffuse, and the sound stage, though 

large, was more vaguely defined. 

Colorations amounted to a subtle 

hardness in the high midrange and a 

little honkiness in the upper bass 
region. That said, the overall balance 
was still fine and the Chameleon has 

no major flaws.

FUTURE SHOCK 

Much has been written in the hi-fi press 

lately about possible new formats and 

related areas, but I wonder who exactly 
will benefit from these. As I understand 

it, there is currently no agreement in any 

way, shape or form within the industry 

on any aspect of any proposal, be it 
format, sampling rate, number of bits, 
recordability or lack of, backwards or 

forwards compatibility, number of 
channels: you name it and there are at 
least two competing, if not mutually 

exclusive, standards proposed. All of 
which seems set to make the 

VHS/Betamax debacle look like a lovers' 
tiff. 

15 years ago we had CD pretty much 
foisted upon us. The reason for this, or so 

it seems to us cynics, was to satisfy the 

industry's need for new markets in order 

to generate more sales, rather than 

because consumers were crying out for 

new toys. Even now the full potential of 
the 16-bit/44.1kHz medium has yet to be 

realised. One has only to read, for 

example, Paul Miller or Ben Duncan (in 
competing publications) to see that 

problems such as jitter are still not fully 

understood or addressed by the bulk of 
the industry, let alone the mass CD-

buying market. (That placing cones 
under CD players or transports, even up-

market ones, produces such noticeable 

improvements in sound quality speaks 
volumes for standards of construction!) 

In fact, the mass CD-buying market 

hasn't yet got to grips with stereo! Look 

at how hi-fi equipment is set up in the 

non-audiophile home: there is no 

possibility of producing anything 

remotely approaching a stereo image. 

Indeed, are non-audiophile music-lovers 

even concerned about this? And should 

they be? Ask most people what "stereo" 

means and the answer will most likely 

be, "Well, it's two of things isn't it?" 

I feel we should make the most of 
what we already have before charging off 

into industry-led, marketing-driven new 

formats, which force us into buying yet 
more new hardware and software of 

dubious sonic worth. Resistance is 

necessary for our sanity and our bank 
balance! 

PS Before anyone accuses me of 

unnecessary luddism, I'm waiting for a 
decent quality sound to be 
downloadable from the Net, then I'll 

patch my PC into the hi-fi via a USB link.

As far as the hi-fi community is 

concerned, there are two formats to 
look out for: Philips and Sony's 

Super Audio CD (based on the 

Direct Stream Digital system) and 

24-bit 96kHz as proposed by the 

Acoustic Renaissance for Audio 
(which uses the traditional Pulse-
Code Modulation system). 

Standards have been agreed for 
neither system, much to the 

confusion and annoyance of 

everyone who would like to exploit 

these technologies for high-grade 

audio use. Talking to a Philips 

representative we were told Sony 

and Philips see SACD becoming a de 
facto standard when the two start 

releasing SACD discs and 

machinery, hopefully late this year 

or early next. What is likely to make

show just what superior digital formats are capable of. 

DIGITAL ANALOGY 

With the advent of read/write CDs it is 
now possible for the hi-fi and PC 

enthusiast to record from LPs onto CD. 
This I did with some interest because, 

although being among the first to 

purchase a CD player, I have always 

found LP to be more musically 

accessible provided it is played using a 

decent turntable, arm 

and cartridge. This I 
attributed to some 

shortcoming in the 

CD format. 
My unease with 

digital hardware and 
software vanished, 
however, when I played 

back my first CD recording 
from LP. All the warmth, the 

sparkling treble, the rhythmic 
immediacy, the generous image width, 

height and depth I had come to expect 

only from vinyl were faithfully 
preserved. To my surprise it was not a 

automatically an indictment of 
construction standards. To be frank, 
there are quite a few biscuit boxes 
out there which would benefit from 
casework thicker than paper, but 
even bomb-proof transports like 
Teac's P-30, which is superbly built, 
can benefit from cones et al. Like 
jitter, the control and use of 
vibration to enhance a component's 

sound is little understood by most 
of the hi-fi industry. 

To get proper stereo and 
anything approaching sound 
staging takes careful setting-up. As 
you mention, the bulk of non-
audiophile music-lovers don't seem 
to be unduly concerned about this, 

shortcoming in the CD format, but what 
must be the sonic contribution made by 
the arm/cartridge combination which 
made the difference. Perhaps in purist 

terms the sound so presented had less 

fidelity to the master tape, but it did 
enhance perceptivity and was 

emotionally 

CD-R machines like Philips' CDR 870 produce digital 

copies almost identical to the originals, but analogue 

recordings tend to lose some of their character. 

and why should they be? As long as 
they're happy with the music 
coming from their equipment, why 
waste time on the messy mechanics 
of its reproduction when you can 
simply enjoy it? 

The hardware question boils 
down to this. If you're looking to 
invest in a new CD player at 
present, and you have between £700 

and £2000 to spend, 
you could do a lot 
worse than buying 
a DVD player. As 
well as replaying 
CDs, it will handle 
DVD Video discs 
and most machines 
will also read 
24/96. And when 
SACD becomes 
widely available, 
its 16-bit 44.1kilz 
layer will also be 
playable on these 
same machines. 

Otherwise, it's a question of 
waiting until SACD players and 
software hit the streets. But 
whatever format succeeds, 
audiophiles should rejoice, because 
the sonic worth of these new 
formats is in no doubt - they blow 
CD away. IM

WELCOME MAT 

Following on from earlier correspondence 
with yourselves, I'm now the owner of a 
reasonably mature but still very good LP12. It 
has a Rega tone-arm (an RB250 I think) and a 
Goldring 1006 cartridge. The tumtable has a 
felt mat on it which brings the level of the 
disc up above the lip on the aluminium 
platter. Removing this mat has a great effect 
on the sound being reproduced but I'm a 
little wary about using the deck with nothing 
between the vinyl and the aluminium. Do 
you have any thoughts on this?

The "great effect on the sound" 
that you notice when removing the 
LP12's felt mat will be down to 
two reasons. First, the vertical 
tracking angle of the cartridge will 
have changed by no small extent as 
you have effectively increased the 
arm height by about 3mm. If your 
great effect is for the better, then 
this rather suggests that the arm 
pillar was set too low when 
playing records avec mat. Second, 
by removing the mat from the 
turntable you have effectively 
altered the mechanical impedance of 
the platter/vinyl system. 

Depending on who you talk to 
in the turntable business, you will 
get wildly contrasting ideas on the 
importance of this mat. Touraj 
Moghaddam of Roksan has gone on 
record (no pun intended) as saying 
that felt is good because it is very 
stiff at high frequencies and very 
compliant at low frequencies, this 
being the ideal to aim for.

minutes through a listening session, 
the felt makes it very easy to change 
records from a still-spinning platter. 

Applying record directly to 
aluminium platter may be the worst 
option sonically, if only because 
discs of the more flexible persuasion 
may sag in the middle with their 
outers riding the platter lip. This 
will result in a playing surface that 
'dishes' in the centre and will upset 

Tuner, Aux and Tape, you could use 
these inputs and set the Cambridges' 
own volume controls to maximum, 
although going through the A3is' 
volume pots won't do the sound any 
favours. 

As for bi-wireable and 
bi-ampable budget loudspeakers, 
Mission's 771s at £ 70 are one 
option.

the geometry of the stylus/groove 
interface. So, at least to save the 
records from scratching, use some 
kind of mat and then make amends 
to the arm height to keep VTA spot 
on. If you feel like a change of mat, I 
can vouch for Pentacone's (tel: 01924 
445039) at £ 2.95 - it definitely tidies 
up the sound and is worth a listen. 

The biggest problem with using a 
Rega arm on the LP12 (or any 
turntable in fact) is the difficulty in 
setting the arm height accurately. 
The only way to do this used to be 
with the use of spacers, a pig of a 
job since the arm has to be 
entirely removed, a spacer inserted 
between arm base and armboard, 
and then the arm re-installed and 
the lead re-dressed. Then, after 
listening you may decide the arm 
needs to go a little bit higher... 
There are two options. Number 

one is to go for one of the 
proprietary kits that allow for a 
Linn-like fixing on a Rega arm, 
where a sleeve encloses the thread 
and the pillar is then gripped by a 
hex-screw in a collar fixed to the 

armboard. This is a good idea, 
except that the collar may raise the 
lowest possible height by an 
appreciable bit more than you 
actually need. By far the simplest 
method is to use half-washers. Take 
your washer (time to experiment 
with different materials here!), and 
saw/cut it in half so that both sides 
of the washer can be inserted with 
the arm in situ. Have fun! AH

Your May issue was the first hi-fi mag I've

THE LAST WORD? 
Are Ruark's Epilogues the ultimate statement in stand-mount 'speakers? Dominic Todd hears them out. 

R
uark is one of those rare 
companies that believes 

every one of its 
loudspeakers should look as good 

as it sounds - I suppose that's 

what comes from having a trained 

cabinet maker for a founder. True 

to form, the new £240 Epilogues 

look as luxurious as Ruark's other 
offerings, thanks to plentiful 
attention to construction detail. 

Bi-wiring and decent drive units 
you'd expect from a compact 

'speaker of this price, but a Medite 

cabinet veneered externally and 

internally and gold-plated bolts 

(rather than wood screws) are 

unusual; in terms of build, Ruark 
have hit the nail on the head. Still, 

there are some talented 
competitors out there - Mission's 

750LE is the most formidable 

opponent, though neither should 
the Castle Isis, Eltax LR4.5 or 

Monitor Audio One Gold be 
underestimated. 

With the Epilogues mounted on 

Apollo Olympus 6 stands, I began 
with Ian Shaw's 'Have You Met Miss 

Jones?' Instrumentally this piece is 

sparse yet dynamic enough to catch 

out more sluggish transducers, and it 

suited the Ruarks well. Piano was a 

little light in timbre, but still 
passable for a 'speaker of this price. 

Vocals were centrally placed and 

projected well into the room, with 

only a slight hardening at higher 

levels spoiling things. The 
percussion was incisive and 

detailed, although a degree of splash 

and tizz meant it wasn't quite up to 
750LE standards. 

Space's 'Avenging Angels' had 

the baby Ruarks more vexed. Bass 

was well balanced and integrated 

but didn't have a great deal of 

weight. As the track became more 

complex I could detect that definite 

hardening of the mid-band which 

had been hinted at before. At least 
the timing was good, and a tight, 

punchy bass also ensured a fair 
amount of involvement. Still, I 
couldn't help but think that a 750LE 

would have done it even better, with 

superior control and resolution. 

As Ruarks have a 
good reputation for reproducing 

Classical music, I was interested to 

see how the Epilogues would fare 
with Vaughan Williams' Symphony 

No5. String timbre was good in the 

midrange, yet it lost out at frequency 

extremes. Cellos and basses lacked 

weight in the lower registers, nor 
was the treble the smoothest around. 

Again, as things got more 

complicated, the baby Ruarks lost 
their way. During louder, denser 

sections the orchestra became 
muddled, spoiling what had been a 

decent sound stage. Bar the lack of 

real bass weight, dynamic contrasts 

were well resolved and the overall 

rendition was fair - but far from 

engrossing. 
Tracy Chapman's 'Mountain Of 

Things' and 'She Got Her Ticket' 

better showcased the Ruarks' talents. 

Percussion was bright, airy and well 

defined, allowing the decay of a 

solitary triangle to be clearly heard. 
Best of all though was the admirable 

reproduction and staging of the 
vocals, which were hard to fault for 

the money. Still, even considering 
the Epilogues' small size, bass was 

lightweight - others manage to 

squeeze more out of a 
small box without 

upsetting the overall balance, 

so why can't Ruark? Likewise, the 

drum intro at the beginning of 'She's 

Got Her Ticket' lacked the impact 
and depth needed for it to be truly 

convincing. 
Therein lies the rub - for all their 

fine qualities the Epilogues aren't 

sufficiently capable all-rounders. 
Yes, they're one of the prettiest and 

best finished loudspeakers for the 

money. They are also fairly easy to 
drive (not always a Ruark 

characteristic) and have some real 
sonic strengths. With simple, sparse 

tracks, especially those with a 

strong vocalist, they really do 

perform. But as soon as they're 

given anything complex, whatever 

type of music it may be, those 

rough edges are all too readily 

exposed. The midband hardens, the 

treble loses control and things 

generally become confused. 

The harsh reality is that there are 

'speakers out there that sound just as 
good for half the price. And for the 

same money most better the Ruarks 
sonically, even if they do lack that 

sumptuous finish. Unless the latter is 
of paramount importance to you, 

then look toward the likes of 

Mission, Castle and Eltax to see how 
a baby monitor can really shinee

ritain's small but not unnoticed hi-fi 
industry is going through a number 

of changes. A press release dropped 

onto my desk that made me look and 

then look again. The more I read it, the 

more unusual it seemed. It said a new 

loudspeaker cabinet plant costing Dm is 

being built in Plymouth and the company 

making this large investment also had, 

under its wing, JPW Loudspeakers, Quale 

Audio, Audiolink Cables, Heybrook Hi-Fi 

and DC Cabinets. Groups this size don't 

form every day, especially not down in 

the wilds of the West Country. And then 

there's the name: Audio Group 

International, or AGI. Is there any 

connection with the recently formed IAG, 

or International Audio Group, I 

wondered? Is Chinese investment behind 

the new group, as it is with IAG? And 

what about TAG? 

IAG is short for Technologie Avante 

Garde, who are part of the emergent 

landscape, even if they are entering from 

a different angle. That's because it isn't 

the French and Germans that are at the 

centre of this tale: it is the Chinese. 

Wherever you look Chinese money is 

pouring into Hi-Fi UK, changing the way 

it operates and injecting new, not always 

successful life. But TAG are going to 

shake things up a little, that's for sure. 

I'd like to make this an industrial fairy 

tale where the Chinese and British move 

ahead to a new industrial Nirvana, but it 

isn't quite like that. In truth there's a lot of 

fannying around going on at present as 

the frantic Chinese try to sort out what 

they've bought. I should point out, by the 

way, that current wisdom has it the 

Chinese are after Western brand names 

that they can market in the Far East. That 

is true, but it isn't the whole story nor the 

end of it. 

When Hong Kongers look to the 

outside world, pre-eminent in their vision 

is the USA, but Britain figures too. Bear in 

mind that Hong Kong was commercially 

successful under British colonial rule and 

you can begin to see that Britain isn't 

going to be the foreign mystery it will 

perhaps be to, say, the Japanese. 

So where is Chinese money going? 
Some went into the Verity Group, owners

of Mission, years ago. Mission like to say 

as little as possible about this: there's 

vague talk about shareholders if I raise the 

matter, before the subject is changed. The 

Chinese stake in Mission is around 30% 

or so I believe. 

After Mission, and far more visibly, 

comes Gold Peak. This huge battery 

manufacturer is based in Hong Kong but 

supplies the Far East region, including 

China. They bought KEF and Celestion in 

quick succession some years ago. The 

jury is out on whether the purchase has 

been a success. Gold Peak created the 

Ditton brand recently, complete with 

Union Jacks - vital for the China market I 

am told - but Ditton is designed and 

manufactured in the Far East and has yet 

to appear in Britain! Worse, Ditton 

loudspeakers are designed and built in 

Denmark, when Gold Peak owns two 

British loudspeaker companies. 

Which brings me to IAG and AGI. The 

connection between these sound-alikes is 

that there isn't one! But Audio Group 

International insist that their investment 

comes from Britain, comprising local 

grants from English Heritage and other 

bodies keen to see jobs in electronics 

being brought to the West Country, where 

unemployment is high. This development 

appears to revolve around local hero 

Peter Wanstall, who started JPW 

Loudspeakers, a West Country company, 

and also has an interest in DC Cabinets, 

based in Wiltshire. I think I would be 

right in characterising AGI as a Cabinet 

Manufacturer moving into hi-fi. 

So what about 1AG? International 

Audio Group split from the Verity Group, 

of which Mission is the main part. IAG is 

a grouping of Quad, Wharfedale, Leak 

and Airedale Cabinets. The official line 

from IAG is that it is funded by an 

international consortium of its dealers, 

but what the percentages are isn't 

discussed. It's no secret that IAG is setting 

up a loudspeaker assembly plant in China 

and rumour now has it Quad will be built 

in China! I'm reliably informed by my 

own Chinese contacts that behind IAG 

lies a company called Sencore, run by 

two Harvard-educated Chinese 

businessmen. 

And TAG? This is a peculiar company, 

but potentially a very influential one. 

Technologie Avante Garde is a European 

electronics company built, I was told, on 

the vision of an Arab so rich that the sort 

of sums needed for industrial investment 

are of little consequence. TAG, I learnt in 

slightly sceptical awe, is a company built 

to pursue perfection. It makes its money 

supplying electronics to Europe's top car 

makers and is best known for its 

association with McLaren Fl cars, which 

is the British side of things. "We have the 

world's best-known brand name" they 

told me, "but nothing to sell to people 

except watches". So they bought 

Audiolab, now known as TAG Electronics 

and are already building a new factory 

near Cambridge. 

Why is all this happening now? I have 

not one little clue. Why did the Berlin 

Wall collapse when it did? And why have 

Volkswagen bought Rolls-Royce and 

Bentley? The British are not so good at 

making things. They're good salesmen 

though!

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Richard White compares Lowther's tried-and-trusted PM6A full-range driver with the new DX2. 

T
he Lowther company have been manufacturing 
high-efficiency, full-range loudspeaker drivers for 

over 40 years now. New additions have 

occasionally joined the line-up, and the present ceramic-

magnet series is now more closely tailored to today's 

lower loudspeaker impedances, but there has been little 
in the way of radical re-thinks. Although oddities have 

cropped up from time to time (for example the LIB of the 

early Seventies, which housed a full-range unit in the 
Lowther Ideal Baffle with its ABR) Lowther have been, for 
the most part, synonymous with horns. 

When we heard about the rare-earth-magnet DX 

series, we decided to put them to the test in a well-known 
Lowther design, what you might call 'the people's horn' - 

the Acousta. Vintage Virtues columnist Haden Boardman 

covered these in January 1998 so I shan't wallow in the 

details too much except to say that the Acousta is a 

folded-horn which relies on direct forward transmission 

of the treble, horn-loading of the bass down to about 

60Hz and cabinet resonance and crossed fingers for the 
rest! Having griped thus, those Acoustas which I have 

heard have sounded much, much better than the 
compromise-ridden design would suggest. This is largely 

attributable to the excellence of the PM6A driver, a full-

range, dual-cone design. The magnet's flux density is 

around 17000Gauss, which acts across a lmm gap to 
drive a double-wound 1.5in voice-coil attached to the 

cone, itself a low-mass parchment assembly with a 
highly compliant surround. And now enter the DX2... 

Neodymium, one of the 'rare-earth' metals, has a 

peculiarly high remanence which, mass-for-mass, is ten 

times that of conventional ferrite and Alnico magnet 

formulations. The advantages of such a substance for 

loudspeaker magnets are manifold, but can be boiled 

down to this: a smaller and lighter magnet assembly is 
required for a given total flux. 

This has always been the magnet-maker's goal - high-

fidelity loudspeakers owe much to the development of 
the Alnico-type alloys which, with their high flux density 

mass-for-mass, made highly sensitive 'speakers practical. 

Before their arrival, Voigt's early driver designs all used 

an energised field-coil. Experimenters, notably Prof. 

Mishima, had managed to make high-remanence 

materials but the results could not be reproduced reliably. 

It was in 1934 that Horsburgh and Tetley's 

experiments at Swift, Levick And Sons bore fruit, and 

Alnico (Aluminium/Nickel/Copper) was patented. Almost 

at a stroke the need for huge magnets supported by 

girder-like chassis was eliminated. 
Neodymium would appear to be a development of 

similar magnitude. As a rough guide, the new DX2 drive 

unit tips the scales at 4.5Ib and has a performance 
directly comparable with the PM6A which weighs 8Ib 

13oz! Since the other components of the driver are 

identical with the PM6A, this whacking 4.5Ib difference 
rests solely with the magnet assembly. 

In addition to being much lighter, the DX magnet is 

more compact, which gives important sonic advantages. 
A large, planar surface, be it cabinet-baffle or a part of the 

driver, can give rise to awkward reflections if placed too 

near to the rear of the cone. Unruly cancellation effects, 
sonic 'shadows', not to mention mayhem with inaccurate 

phasing - all may be attributable to the magnet or even to 

an over-generous chassis. As readers will be aware, some 

designers are now 'streamlining' their drivers' rear 

assemblies to counteract these effects. A smaller magnet 

is a big step in the right direction. 

Thanks to a handy continuity of design, the spacing of 

the PM6A and DX2 fixing holes remains the same, so I 

bolted one of the units in place by tightening the bolts in 
a diagonal sequence. A word of warning here may 

prevent a phase test being necessary later. The smart, 

colour-coded cable fixing nuts will come off when you 
unscrew them and the screws underneath are not colour-

coded. .. Need I elaborate? A quarter-inch of thread is 
also not particularly helpful if you have thickish 

connectors or wish to fit a washer as well. A slight gripe

this, but security of connections is important. 
Why install only one unit at first? It seemed 

appropriate to try a little A-B testing with an older driver, 
this being a 'curved square-face' PM6A, in order to assess 

the nature of any improvement in performance. 
The instructions which accompany the DX2 state that 

the unit should be run-in gently for about 30 hours. 

Although I was only using lOwatts, I set up Radio 3 at a 
lowish wick until the Lowther's expected preliminary 

harshness had abated somewhat. The old PM6A had 
been re-coned and in use for about six months and so 

was 'comfortable' with itself. 
As regards sensitivity, the DX2 walked away with all 

prizes. Although the two drivers were nominally 
interchangeable, I found the old-model PM6A was 3dB 

down. Admittedly, high sensitivity is not everything, but it 
does give the amplifier a relatively easy time of it (my 

TL1Os have not needed to step outside class A operation 

since the DX2s were connected up). Naturally, the well 

used PM6As sounded smoother at the start, but differences 

here soon ironed themselves out as the DX2s loosened up. 

The treble and midrange are customary Lowther 

strong points and the DX2s were no exception: treble 
was breathtakingly musical and clear, which 

unfortunately allowed stylus mis-tracking on worn 

records to be all too readily distinguished! As the 

units settled down after a few days of use, the initial 
fresh-from-the-box harshness gradually diminished. 

The DX2s coped especially well with the renowned 

Philips recording of J.S. Bach's solo violin sonatas. Gidon 

Kremer's expressive and dynamic performances can 

sound a little forced through unsympathetic 'speakers and 

playing them through anything with a 'toppy' tweeter can 

leave you wondering why the recording was ever issued. 

The DX2/Acousta combination gave a good 

demonstration of the advantages of full-range, crossover-
free design. It was a pleasure to listen to Bach and Mr. 

Kremer, in that order, rather than having the hi-fi and the 

tweeter mixed in and spoiling it. 

Pichas Zukerman's beautiful interpretation of the Elgar 
Concerto floated out with just the right balance of sweetness 

and vigour. Some of the first movement's climaxes were 
apparently just what the 'speakers had been waiting for to 
show off their punch; the 'cello section and trombones 

blasted away nicely. 

A driver as transparent as the DX2 ought to give an 

excellent account of itself on vocal music, so I gave the 

all-but-divine Christa Ludwig a spin on the Archiv 

Christmas Oratorio. Fans of Miss Ludwig are Hanging 

Judges when it comes to the accurate reproduction of her 
voice - mercifully, the Lowthers didn't let my ears down, 

otherwise my opinion of them would rapidly have 

become somewhat jaundiced. 

In order to test the Lowthers with some true bass, 
Fernando Germani's pedal-work on the Widor organ 

Toccata was brought into play. Organ music has distinct 

advantages when it comes to judging loudspeaker 
performance because there's no dodging the outcome - 

the sound's either there or it isn't. To find programme 
material with a guaranteed content down to 30Hz or so 

generated 'naturally' by exciting a column of air over 

thirty feet long is not that easy to do outside the pipe-

organ catalogue, which is possibly why there was such a 

boom in organ-musk records when high-fidelity was in its 
infancy. 

The DX2 driver has a claimed response -3dB to 30Hz, 

but the Acousta horn will only properly load it down to 

60Hz, leaving a whole octave to be coped with by the 
driver alone, working in a rather dubious acoustic-

suspension made. To its credit, the DX2 did its 
damnedest, reproducing unchstorted sub-bass which, 

although inadequately coupled to the load and therefore 
several dB too 

'light', was 

nonetheless open 

and musical. I was 

able, with an Audio 

Frequency 
oscillator, to coax a 

response of sorts 

down to 20Hz, but 
at this level, 

frequency doubling 

was beginning to 

rear its ugly head. 

At the outset of 

this review, I did 

not particularly 

expect to be distinctly hearing the DX2. As the days went 

by though, it became obvious that a lot of lower-

midrange muddle had disappeaFed compared with a 

PM6A. Could this have been one of the benefits of the 

much-reduced magnet size? I suspect that further 
benefits, like slightly weightier bass, might accrue as the 
surround runs in, a process which is almost unbelievably 

lengthy with Lowther units. Whatever the changes, the 
DX2 is a worthy addition to Lowther's range.

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H
aving mixed with, worked 
with and drunk with audio 
engineers, I know only too 

well their favourite topic of 
conversation. Being the red-blooded 
breed that they are, hot cars, big 
bikes and members of the opposite 
sex (or any combination thereof) 
figure prominently in a night out 
down at The Old Chain and 
Sprocket. Yet even more popular 
than these worthy pursuits is 
recounting their near-death-
experiences while working with the 
high voltages inside hi-fi. 

For some strange reason, many of 
them have a custom of not wearing 
protective safety clothing when 
working with lethal mains. 
Apparently, should their friends catch 
them wearing life-saving rubber 
gloves, their masculinity may be 
questioned and the polite suggestion 
made that they take up another more 
suitable profession like hairdressing. 

For a soft, Southern shandy-
drinker like myself, the risk of 
touching lethal HT rails inside valve 
amps would induce me to wear 
pretty much anything - even a wet 
suit, snorkel and flippers. But to a 
chain-smokin', beer-drinkin' ZZ Top 
kinda guy, finger-frazzling voltages 
are a mere trifle compared to the risk 
of being seen wearing a pair of pink 
Marigolds. 

Basically, I harbour no secret 
desire to lay down my life for the 
noble cause of High Fidelity. I am 
quite sure about this, having already 
once nearly gone to that Great Dem 
Room in the sky whilst in pursuit of 
ever better sound quality. How so? 
Well, unlike the glamorous end that a 

wallop from a big tube amplifier 
would doubtless bring, my number 
nearly came up from nothing more 
exotic than installing a radio aerial 
on the roof... 

You see, I'm an airwave addict. 
Granted, switching on a tuner and 
pressing a preset is hardly as cool as 
setting up your SME V by ear or re-
clocking your CD transport, but I 
have to admit that there are a great 
many times when I'd rather just listen 
to wireless. 

It all started back in the early 
Eighties when I heard a friend's NAD 
7020 receiver. And very nice it 
sounded too, with a beautifully rich, 
sweet and spacious acoustic through 
which the likes of Capital Radio, LBC 
and GLR sparkled. 
I was hooked, and soon bought 

my first tuner, a cheap and cheerful 
Sony. The wonder of its natty little 

by way of music either. So 
gobsmacked was I about the 
Hitachi's abilities to pull in virtually 
anything doing the rounds of the 
ether that I forgot to listen to how it 
sounded. A big mistake, as despite its 
rave reviews, its treble did a passable 
imitation of dustbin lids being hit 
together, while the midband on FM 
was worse than my old Sony on AM. 
So much for synthesiser tuners. 

Later I bought one of the first 
Creek manual tuners (the precursor of 
the new 143 that impressed Ketan 
back in May). Now this was real 
radio, with warmth, depth, clarity, 
tunefulness - the lot. Only the ten-
fold increase in stations at the 
beginning of the Nineties forced me 
to change back to presets, in the 
shape of a Sony ST-S770ES. Despite 
being festooned with every feature 
under the sun, this high-end

green backlit dial soon faded though 
when it tuned into its first FM stereo 
transmission. Despite the signal 
strength meter telling me otherwise, 
my 'wet piece of string' antenna was 
pulling in more mush than music, 
and I knew a proper outdoor twig 
was in order. The inevitable wobbly-
ladder scenario duly followed, and 
yours truly was left wondering if 
departing this mortal coil was worth 
it for improved reception of Radio 
Oxford. 

Fortunately, a couple of years later 
the Japanese came up with an 
answer. Why not, instead of risking 
life and limb atop some dodgy step 
ladder, I reasoned, stick with my wet 
string and buy one of the new-
fangled, super-sensitive, ultra-low-
noise digital synthesiser jobbies? A 
Hitachi FT-5500 was duly purchased, 
plugged into the string, and hey 
presto - no hiss! 

Unfortunately there wasn't much 

synthesiser design could easily mix it 
with NAD's superb little 414 - it was 
that good. Since then I've been 
deeply impressed by Noel's old dog-
eared Leak Troughline, which is 
another awesome performer - 
deliciously sweet and musical with 
imaging to die for. Other than 
Yamaha's classic CT-7000, plus 
Fischer's FM200B and Marantz's 10B 
tube designs, it's the best I've heard. 

What saddens me though is that 
tuners are such a neglected part of 
the audiophile. I guess they're just 
not as sexy as exotic vinyl or high-
end CD. The upshot of this is that 
most new models on the market 
these days use the same cheap parts-
bin ICs and sound dreadful. Rather 
than pulling people in to Radioland, 
most are a big turn off. No, I 
definitely wouldn't risk going up a 
ladder for most of today's cheap 
synthesiser designs - I couldn't face 
another near-deaf experience.

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Review 

KEEP TAKING 
THE TABLETTES 
Leo Lam wonders if 
ProAc's long-running 

Tablette 50s are still the 
small loudspeakers to 
beat. 

M
iniature stand mounters are 
a favourite means of 

listening to music in 
Britain's space-challenged domestic 

environment. In fact, only rabbits are 

more prolific than small 'speaker 
manufacturers when it comes to new 

models. One of the few that has 

enjoyed prosperity and a long life is 

the £600 Tablette 50 from ProAc. 
The Tablette 50 is a classic two-

way, reflex-loaded design. Both the 

silk-dome tweeter and 4in. long-

throw mid/bass unit are built to 

ProAc's spec by Seas and are recessed 

into a rigid cabinet made of 15mm 

MDF. The two ports are mounted on 
the rear panel along with the chunky, 

Michell bi-wire terminals. 

Visually the Tablettes are 

conservative yet modern thanks to 

the carefully-crafted cabinet finished 
in matched real-wood veneer. They 

are supplied in mirror-image pairs 
and should be set up with the tweeter 

towards the inner edge. To avoid any 

positional hiccoughs, ProAc even go 

as far as to provide a concise and 

useful manual with instructions on 

placement in a room, suitable cables 
and matching amplifiers. 

From past experience, I knew the 

Tablettes would breathe easiest about 

1.5meters away from the back wall 
and corners, slightly toed-in so that I 

could barely see the inner side of the 

cabinets. After the mandatory few 

days of continuous running-in, the 
Tablettes were exposed to a range of 

amplifier front-ends: Creek OBH-12 

passive pre with the Unison Research 
Power 35 and Musical Fidelity X-A50 
pre/power amplifiers. Cables 

included Kimber's 8TC and The 

Chord Company's Rumour. 

A quick audition with the Aura 

VA80 proved that the ProAcs aren't a 
happy match with low-powered or 

inexpensive amplification. As they're 

true to the source, the Tablettes don't 
take kindly to lesser amps or sources, 

and will expose any weaknesses. 
The Tablettes' most obvious trait 

was their ability to dig out musical 

detail. Apart from the flowing melody, 

there are ambience and atmosphere 
in abundance to draw you right into 

the spirit of the performance. 

Incontrovertible proof of this was 

Dawn Upshaw's Broadway success 'I 

Wish It So' (Elektra Nonesuch 7559-

79345-2), whose effortless delivery 
made it hard to concentrate on 

writing this review. Upshaw's voice 
was tightly focused, rich in texture 

and free from excessive sibilance, 

leaving the rest of the mix to extend 
well back behind the plane of the 

'speakers. Same cabinet resonance 
was audible in the lower treble on 

this CD, but it wasn't bad enough to 

distract me from the balanced overall 

presentation. With male vocal, 

however, this boxiness was more 
significant. One of my favourite 

baritones, Dmitri Hvorostovsky in his 

Russian compilation Song And 
Dances Of Death (Philips 438 

872-2), picked up a chesty coloration 

which was especially obvious during 
long, sustained passages. That said, 

his voice had lots of presence and the 

Kirov Orchestra was appropriately set 

back in the sound stage. 

The small mid/bass unit might not 

be able to reach deep down, but 

upper bass was utterly satisfying. 

Composed and controlled even at 

very high levels, the ProAcs almost 
asked to be driven hard. 

Unassumingly musical, the ProAc 
is one to add to your auditions list, 

although the coloration in the lower 

midrange is an occasional drawback. 
As far as real competitors are 

concerned, Sonus Faber's 

Concertinos and the LS3/5as spring to 

mind. Feed the Tablette 50s with 

some decent current from a capable 

amp and they'll keep your LPs on the 

platter instead of in their sleeves.

Quad 33/303 

transistor pre and 

power amplifiers 

were the 

company's first 

forays into 

domestic transistor 

equipment. 

Acoustical (Quad's 

original name) had 

earlier launched 

the 50E, a 

professional 50watt 

monobloc that 

used transformer-

coupled inputs and 

outputs which is 

more than a bit 

collectable these 

days. The 50E is, 

however, totally 

different in terms of 

architecture from 

the stereo 303 

power amplifier; in 

fact, from a circuit topology point of view, you could 

almost view the 50E as valve! Unfortunately, there never 

was a professional pre-amplifier to go along with the 50E. 

Quad were not quick to jump on the Solid-State band 

wagon, and avoided the germanium transistors of the early 

1960s. They preferred to wait until the time and the 

technology were right before embarking on the 33/303. 

The 303's case is no larger than a single Quad II valve 

monobloc at 12cms by 16cms by 32cms, yet the amp 

boasts 45 watts per channel, with 0.03% total harmonic 

distortion. The circuit itself is very simple, with its shunt 

regulator and capacitor-coupled output. The damping 

factor is actually worse than some valve amplifiers, thanks 

to a 0.3ohms source impedance. Compare this with the 

0.03 ohms of the later 405! Still, the 303 remains load 

tolerant and is perfectly happy driving a pair of Quad 

electrostatics. 

The matching 33 pre-amp is a very natural progression 

from the 22, and much better organised. Internally 

powered, the unit is built on small 'plug-in' modules, some 

of which allow direct user access from the rear of the case 

to facilitate the setting of phono sensitivity and tape 

input/output levels. The other boards are for Quad's 

servicing only, and make an engineer's job much easier 

than was the case with the earlier valve 22. 

Inputs number one for phono, two for tuners and a tape 
monitor circuit. Phono sensitivity is 0.5mV (with a 

maximum output of 500mV), tuner 100mV and the tape's 

is adjustable from 100mV through to 1V. Try connecting a 

CD player to the spare radio input and you'll overload it - 

an attenuator must be fitted, or else distortion will occur. 

The 33 also has switched outputs to turn its partnering 

303 on and off, as well as any of the tuners/electrostatic 

loudspeakers connected to the system. This is 

accomplished through American two-pin plugs, with mains 

input via a three-pin miniature Bulgin connector. The lead 

between 33 and 303 uses a special four-pin plug which is 

only available from Quad these days. 

The biggest pain with these amplifiers is their German 

DIN connectors. These limit cable choice and, due to 

their confusing permutations, can cause endless wiring 

trouble. As a 'fit and forget' connector, they are not to 
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bad though - minimum 'spaghetti' hanging 

around the back makes for a low 'Spouse 
Annoyance Factor'! 

While the 33/303 were originally sold with 
the matching FMI1SD valve tuner, this was 

replaced in the early 1970s by the FM3. This 

was the same physical size as the 33 where the 

FMIISD had been a tad larger and ran hotter 

than the 303! But the real rarity in this series is 

the AM3, an all-valve, self-powered AM tuner. 

Rare? Indeed yes. The only other weapon in the 
303 arsenal is a wooden sleeve in which both 

the 33 and FM3 could be neatly located. 
Reliability-wise, the only real worry with the 

303 is the four large electrolytic capacitors. Two 

work in the power supply, the others the output 

stage. These die with age and tend to leak. When 
replacing them, the approved modification is to 
fit the caps 'upside down', with the terminals 

pointing upwards. 

The 33 can suffer all kinds of strange, 

intermittent faults which are usually caused by a 

loose module inside the unit. It's worthwhile cleaning all 
the edge connectors (use a proprietary, non-abrasive 

switch-cleaner like the Philips service spray) and push-

button switches. Other than that, there's not many things 

that go wrong. 
The early FMII5D valve tuner is basically the same as 

the unit that matched the 22/11, but complete with its own 

power supply and transistorised stereo decoder. When on 
song, these tuners are sweeter sounding than the later 
FM3, but not very reliable. They were great when only 

three or four stations existed on the FM band, but with 

today's crowded VHF, the tuner drifts too much and is 

not really sufficiently sensitive. Neither the FM tuner, nor 

the AM3 for that matter, pose any real problems in 

service. Just get them aligned and they should give 

sterling service for years. 

Sound-wise, well, it has to be said as a combination the 

33/303 is a trifle dated. Although the sound is lively 
enough, compared to a 22/11 set it is very 'shut in'. A 

famous Quad advertisement from the early 1970s shows a 
whole row of 303 power amplifiers connected together in 

a daisy-chain fashion, the caption stating that whatever 

was applied to the input of the first power amplifier would 
be exactly the same as what came out of the end of the last 

one.I have my doubts! 

The pre-amp is a little noisy, mostly a touch of hiss, 

but the defeatable tone controls are handy and the pre-

amp is far better than most people make out. In 

comparison with contemporary competition the Quad 

combo doesn't do too badly, although the Sugden 

C51/P51 beats it in most respects. The fit and finish of the 

Quad leave the slightly more expensive Sugden set 

wanting somewhat, and if the internal build is not quite 

as good as the Sugdens, it is a lot neater. 
But it is the style that sells the 33/303. The biggest 

market for used sets is Italy, where the units tend to be 
immaculate, pampered and revered as an 'objet d'art' 

rather than cutting-edge pieces of audio. I personally feel 
the styling is superb - the proportions are just right and 

perfectly logical. The grey/brown/orange colour scheme

is very tasteful considering it appeared in the era that 

brought us bell-bottoms and large, floppy shirt collars. 

Seventies style does seem to be making a bit of a 
comeback in the design shops at the moment, and while 

the Quads were designed in the Sixties, they were ahead 
of their time. 

If you are looking for a sedind-room system, then 

give the ultra-reliable FM3/33/303 a listen. Avoid sets in 

poor condition - these components are far too common 
to bother with tatty examples as nobody wants them. 

Buying from a dealer you will pay around £200 for 

pre/power pair and £120 for an FM3. Purchasing 

privately?

here's no such thing as the 
perfect sounding hi-fi system. 
The reason is that everyone has 

different preferences and differing 
opinions as to what constitutes the 
best sound. One listener's "bright 
and vivid" is another's "grainy and 
harsh". Even when we go to a live 
concert, we will not just hear 
differently from other people, but we 
will also pick up on different aspects 
of the music, like the rhythm from a 
drummer or the performance of the 
string section in an orchestra. 

Exactly the same is true of hi-fi 
separates. Hi-fi companies produce 
equipment that is as sonically 
distinctive as an individual face in a 
crowd. It doesn't matter what the 
cost is either. Take any point on the 
price scale and you will find systems 
that produce music in a 
characteristic, distinctive way. 
Now there's two ways hi-fi 

manufacturers can approach this 
situation. They can ignore it 
altogether and simply produce 
products that represent the best 
blend of technology, sound quality 
and value at the same time. This is 
normally the way larger 
manufacturers go about it - there is, 
for example, no such thing as a 
'Pioneer sound'. But then, for a 
company that produces so many 
diverse products and changes its 
entire range each year, a 'family' 
sound is extremely difficult, if not 
impossible, to achieve. Much is the 
same with Technics, Sony and many 
other, usually Japanese, multi-
nationals. 

The other way to deal with the 
idea of a 'family' sound is to 
embrace it, either through similar 
circuitry and engineering or by 
deliberate fine tuning, as do many of 
the smaller names in hi-fi. This is an 
excellent way of promoting brand 
awareness and customer loyalty. 
Look at some of the more successful 
British brands and you'll see many 
with a reputation built upon a 
particular presentation. We may not 
like the way a Naim, Mission or 
Audiolab sounds, but many do, and 
these are three companies I know of 
which have some of the most loyal 
customers. 

British outfits don't have a 
monopoly on the 'family' sound - 
Rotel products can be easily 

identified, as can (or these days, 
could) Nakamichi cassette decks. 
And it's a fact established, smaller 
companies ignore at their peril. 

Take NAD for instance. They used 
to produce the best selling amp year 
after year. The 3020 was a huge 
success, not only because it 
represented a true classic design in 
its own right, but because it also 
epitomised a particular sound quality 
that ran through the entire NAD 
range - punchy and detailed, yet also 
a good deal more refined than many 
of the Japanese competition. 

As time went by though, the 
competition became that bit sharper 
in the treble and a tad tauter in the 
bass, and it was clear that NAD 
needed to do something in order to 
stay one step ahead. Hence an 
entirely new range was launched, 
with the 302 as the direct 
replacement for the 3020. It proved 
to be a flop, not just according to my 
own experience in retailing but to 
many private sources within NAD. 
Why? It simply didn't sound like a 
NAD. NAD had gone all out in 
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product that differs from the 
company's norm but an entire new 
model range though. Having listened 
to a number of Arcam's new 
components recently, I've realised 
that's exactly what has happened in 
this case. Arcam products used to be 
the epitome of a warm, laid-back 
and rich presentation. These days 
they are far more up-front, with a 
previously unknown vivacity 
accompanied by less refinement than

producing an amp that matched rival 
designs. Hence it sounded like just 
another Japanese amp rather than 
one descended from the 3020. 

To be fair to NAD they reacted 
pretty swiftly and came out with two 
solutions. The first was an entirely 
new model, the 310, which was far 
closer sonically to the 3020 than the 
302 had ever been. The second was 
a replacement, the 312. The 312 was 
based upon the 302's big brother, the 
304, and was all the better for it. 
Gone was the harsh, anaemic sound 
of the 302, replaced by the warmth 
and soul typical of the marque. 
What if it's not just a single 

before. Fortunately for Arcam, the 
range has, on the whole, been well 
received and is selling fairly well - 
perhaps Arcam's gamble has paid 
off. 

In the meantime, any hi-fi 
companies out there reading this and 
thinking of a fundamental change 
should consider the possible 
outcome long and hard. If the 
changes are carefully considered 
rather than reactive, that's fine. If not, 
they could risk upsetting a lot of 
loyal customers. And, as many of us 
in retailing have constantly had 
drilled into us, the customer is 
always right!*

Jon Marks spoke to 

Andrew Lord of QED 

to shed some light on 

the black art of cable design. 

W
hile many DIY enthusiasts and hi-fi designers are aware of how 
individual resistors and capacitors can influence the way a 

piece of hi-fi equipment sounds, cables are less predictable. 

The majority of the letters we receive from readers concern cable upgrades, 
and what actually makes a good cable. So, to bypass the marketing hype 

that surrounds so much cabling, we decided to speak to Andrew Lord, 
QED's cable man. 

Jon Marks What are your views on the skin effect, which some 
manutacturers cite as the main reason for their use of solid-core cable? 

Andrew Lord I could say a lot of things about the skin effect! Skin effect 
describes an increase in cable resistance at high frequencies. For digital 

audio and video cables, this is something which it's vital to take into 

consideration as the signal frequencies involved are so much higher (up to 

4.5MHz for video) than those you'll find in a hi-fi system. Silver plating 
copper is one way round the problem as it increases the conductivity on the 

conductor's surface where the greatest current density is at high frequencies. 

There has been a great deal of discussion concerning the skin effect as it 
might relate to analogue audio cables. Smaller diameter cables suffer less 

from the skin effect, hence one reason for choosing solid-core wiring. 
However, smaller diameter cables have an innately higher resistance than 

larger ones, so this is far from being an ideal solution. 

In order to reduce both the skin effect and resistance, some companies 
employ expensive Litz-like cable geometry. However, I have done some 

calculations concerning Qudos (our low-resistance cable, which has not been 
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Featurç 

specifically designed to eliminate the 

skin effect). 

Would you expect to hear a 
difference between two lengths of 

Qudos, one of 5m and one of 6m? 

Although resistance, capacitance and 

inductance will all have increased by 

20%, I would challenge anyone 

under blind listening conditions to 

hear this difference. At 15kHz, it can 

be calculated using standard 
equations that for Qudos, the pure 

loop resistance seen by the AC 
signal increases from 68.2mOhm to 
81.5mOhm. The inductance and 

capacitance do not change with 

frequency so are still at their DC 

values. Now, if a 1m difference in 

cable length cannot be heard, then 
how could anyone hear a 

frequency-dependent increase in 

resistance alone due to the skin 

effect? 
Lower resistance cables suffer 

more from the skin effect than higher resistance ones but 
always perform better as the resistance will be lower at 

high frequencies even taking into account the skin effect.

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JM Which parameters (capacitance, resistance, 
inductance) do you think it's most important to optimise, 

or is it a question of the best overall compromise? 

AL There are three main areas where cable is used in a 

hi-fi context: loudspeakers, interconnects, and co-axial 

connections. The three main electrical parameters 

(capacitance, resistance and inductance) all need to be 

optimised for loudspeaker cables. Co-ax cables and 

interconnects have different requirements though. 

For cooking up a good loudspeaker cable the recipe is 

simple - keep all of the parameters 

as low in value as possible. 

JM Now that silver is considered 

an industrial metal, why do you 

think silver cabling is generally still 

so expensive? 

AL Silver may well be 

considered an industrial metal, but 

its price is nowhere near as cheap 

as copper's! On the Internet today, 

prices in dollars per pound are 0.78 

for copper and 5.08 for silver. Of 

course, you could always opt for 

gold as that's only $300 per pound! 
Silver-plated and pure silver cables 

are still expensive for a number of 
other reasons too. The main one is the 
difference in overall sales volumes 
between silver and copper wire. For 

example, we sell standard Qudos and 
a silver-plated version at twice the 

price. A large part of the extra expense 

is due to the more complicated 

manufacturing process for the plated cable. 

IM Do you think non-metallic conductors, such as the 

carbon fibres van den Hul use, have any advantages over 

more traditional materials? 

AL Well it's nice too see new technologies on the scene, 

but I have to wonder if it's really worthwhile. The 
advantage claimed for carbon is that it does not contain the 

impurities and crystal boundaries of copper or silver. It 

does have a rather blatant disadvantage though. Compare 

carbon's resistivity figure with those for silver and copper: 

copper 1.692E-8 

silver 1.506E-8 

carbon 3500E-8 
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The graphs above and 

below show the effect of 

cable resistance on driver 

damping when the unit is 

stimulated by the sound 

from another loudspeaker. 

This graph shows the 

results for high-resistance 

cable. 

This graph shows the 

results for low-resistance 

cable. 

Surely copper as a conductor is better value for money 

than carbon. And it isn't a particularly good idea to use 
carbon fibre for loudspeaker cables because, to keep the 

resistance low (which is essential for a flat frequency 

response) a huge amount of carbon would be needed. It 
wouldn't be my first choice as an interconnect either - 

due to the higher resistance of the braid/screen, hum pick-

up is almost a certainty. Carbon fibre also happens to be 
more expensive than Oxygen-Free Copper. 

IM Do you have any cheap, simple, DIY cable tweaks 

that our readers could try out? 

AL Before you even think about upgrading your 

loudspeaker cables, optimise the position of the 
loudspeakers within the room and try to eliminate as 

many reflections off of walls, ceiling and floor as possible. 
It might be stating the obvious, but you really should 

keep cable lengths as short as possible too. Decent 

connectors are a must as well. Over time copper oxidises 

and increases contact resistance, which is exactly what 

you don't want. 

For digital and video connections use proper 75ohm 

BNC connectors wherever possible. Phono sockets and 

plugs are not specified as having a 75ohm characteristic 

impedance, thus reflections due to incorrect termination 
can cause problems. And be careful not to extend digital 

or video connections using non-75ohm connectors. 
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JM Some of our readers have reported good results 

using co-axial cable between amp and loudspeakers. Do 
you think this is a direction manufacturers might head in? 

AL The advantage of co-axial cable is that it can be 

reasonably easy to lower both inductance and 

capacitance by varying the diameter of the dielectric. 

However, it is difficult to get them both low when the 
resistance needs to be low as well. 

2.5mm square is generally thought to be a good figure 

for loudspeaker cable cross-sectional area (79-strand and 
Qudos are two examples which we produce). To make a 

co-axial cable with this core and the same capacitance as 
Qudos (35pF/m) would require a dielectric around 65mm 

in diameter (using standard Low-Density Polyethylene, as 

we do). 100pF/m would still require a dielectric 6.3mm in 

diameter. For the 35pF/m version, inductance would still 

be about 0.7uH compared to the 0.58uH for Qudos. 

To get inductance and capacitance as well as 
resistance low, the best answer is to lay separate cores out 

flat as we do on the Profile cables. 

JM In the Genesis report which summarises QED's 

cable research, it is stated that, "Our findings suggest that it 
is more likely to be the insulation and geometry of many 

solid-core cables which are responsible for their generally 

higher performance than stranded conductors." Given the 

last part of this quote, do you have any plans to produce 
solid-core cables at some point? 

AL The sentence quoted actually implies that insulation 
and geometry are more important than core type. We have 

no plans to design solid-core loudspeaker cables or 

interconnects because higher resistance and less flexibility 
don't seem an appealing combination of virtues to us! 

JM How important is it to keep a uniform spacing in 

the dielectric between the cable's core and screen, 

especially with reference to digital cables. 

AL For co-axial cables, characteristic impedance 

depends completely on core diameter, dielectric diameter 

and dielectric constant. Signal degradation is caused by 
any deviation from the correct values. Therefore, uniform 

spacing is absolutely essential. 

JM Do you think that 'monocrystal' copper like 

PC-OCC (Pure Copper - Ohno Continuous Casting) has 

advantages over more mundane types? 

AL It has been said that crystal boundaries in copper 

act as diodes. The solution has been to use special copper 
where the grains are enlarged. However, due to smaller 

amounts of impurities in Oxygen-Free Copper, grain sizes 

are already enlarged, which results in fewer boundaries. 

The conductivity of Oxygen-Free Copper is slightly 

better than for plain copper. Silver-plating further improves 
the situation. Mind you, even silver plating will only make 

the resistance very slightly lower, and at a price. 

If I was asked to list cable features in order of priority, 

the metallurgy of the copper used would be very low on 
the list.

Garbage, like their post-Grunge 

peers Radiohead, have diverged 
from the sort of self-sabotage 

and extremism previously 

required by alternative acts to 

embrace the future in its 

technological glory. Where 
Radiohead have turned to 

Progressive Rock and declared 
computers OK, Garbage have 

upped the stakes by ensuring 
Version 2.0 is state-of-the-art 

software formatted to CD-ROM 

specification. And while the 

music tries to imbue 21st-

century paranoia, it couldn't in 
fact be more radio-friendly. 

As the public have so far 

down-loaded four million 
copies of their debut 

eponymous album, taking risks 

did not seem sensible. And 
singer Shirley Manson, Butch 

Vig, Dobbin and the 

wonderfully-named R2D2 take 
none to come up with an 

album which is more 
mainstream than ever. 

Always one to play at being 

a Rock bitch, on Version 2.0 
Shirley Manson is a polyglot 

version of the many icons who 
inspired her; she's Chrissie 

Hynde on 'Special', a song 

infused with The Pretenders' 

'Talk Of The Town'; she's Patti 

Smith on 'Hammering In My 

Head', and the rest of the time 

she's plain, ole Debbie Harry, a 

woman who also famously 

combined glamour and Pop 

SUSS. 

Garbage's music sometimes 

even evokes the work of 

Blondie here as it prizes Disco-
fixated melodies alongside 

those of Punk Rock. There may 
still be the odd traces of Techno 

Grunge so typical on their 

debut ('Dumb' or 'Hammering' 
are much like the earlier 'Vow' 

or 'Queer'), but on the whole 

Version 2.0 contains distinctly 

more tunes you can whistle to. 
'Temptation Waits', 'Sleep 

Together' and the single 'Push 

It' show the refined Garbage at 
their best - insistently melodic, 

far less bleak, and hidden in a 

crush of loops and beats, over 
which Shirley's sultry vocals 

swoon. 
On the whole, Version 2.0 is 

a neat package of intelligent 

Pop, one to be enjoyed and 

savoured, but then Shirley 
always was more the 
Supervixen than the Stupid Girl.

Surely this album was more of 

a last train to Clarksville than 

by Jon Clarke & Stuart Lenz 

a leisurely stroll into 
Clarksdale for these old 

Rockers? Clarksdale is the site 

of the famous cross-roads 

where Robert Johnston sold 

his soul to the Devil and 

appropriately these once-

devil-fixated denizens of Rock 
have (Saint) nicked it for the 
name of their new album. 

Dinosaur Rock acts seem 

to persist these days like the 
most troublesome of boils - 
irritating, and guaranteed to 

return until a swift lance can 

provide salvation. Unlike the 

tiresome and predictable 

Stones or Neil Young, the 
worst offenders of the so-

called 'come-back' record, 
Walking Into Clarksdale is a 

surprising release. 

First, aside from MTV's 

Unledded album, Page and 

Plant have rarely collaborated 

and their respective outputs 

have been limited recently to 

dodgy solo work and various 
Rock spin-offs: Plant's 

Coverdale project and Page's 

suspect collaboration with 
Free in The Firm. Second is 

the choice of producer - Steve 

'Nevermind' Albini, formerly 

of Big Black, which puts them 

very much in the 1990s. 

Being joined at the hip is 
how people will remember 

the boys, and this album 
clearly shows what a pair they 

always made. At its height, 
Clarksdale is strangely 

reminiscent of later Led 

Zeppelin in its acoustic and 

melodic meandering. 'Shining 

In The Light' and 'When The 

World Was Young' could 

easily have been recorded at 

the same time as the 'Houses 

Of The Holy' sessions. They, 

and songs like 'When I Was A 

Child', come replete with all 
those atonal chord changes 

and rhythmic breaks so 

beloved of Page. 
However, when they start 

to Rock it's effortless - the 

louder stuff also has all the 
Albini hallmarks. Hence we 

have 'Upon A Golden Horse' 

and the incredulous sounding 

'Most High', which is nothing 
if not the musical offspring of 
mystical 'Kashmir', updated in 

an urgent, thrashy Nineties 

style. Then there are the title 

track and ' Burning Up' which 
sadly sound like cut-and-paste 

jobs of various Blues numbers 

crossed with Soundgarden 

Grunge.

No one knew exactly where 

Buckley was going musically 

following his universally-

acclaimed 1994 debut, Grace. 
And no one will ever know, 
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because prior to completing 

the follow-up, provisionally 
titled My Sweetheart, The 

Drunk, the American singer 

took a dive from a marina off 

the shores of a Tennessee mud 
island and drowned. 

So closed the very brief 

chapter of perhaps one of this 

decade's most prodigious 
singer-songwriter talents. That 
he died so soon, by accident, 

makes it all the more tragic. 

What we are left with are some 

of the assorted sketches which 

could have made up the 
album. 

The songs fall into two 

camps on two CDs - the New 
York recordings with 

Television's Tom Verlaine, 

which he is understood to 

have wanted buried, and the 

others, which are the later, 

experimental four-track efforts. 

Jeff Buckley always had the 

rare spiritual power which sets 
apart the great from the run-of-
the-mill. Listening again to 

songs like 'Mojo Pin' or 

'Dream Brother', the passion 
that coursed through Grace 

was terrifying and even 

affected the cover versions, 

such as the haunted 

'Hallelujah'; the Leonard 

Cohen original was clearly 

only half the song once 

Buckley had finished with it. 
This same vision and style can 

be sensed on the Verlaine 
recordings. 

'The Sky Is A Landfill' is 

death-defying with its crashing 
guitars and Buckley's voice 

perfectly pitched. Then there 

are the tender falsetto 

moments like the soulful 

Prince-soundalike 'Everybody 

Here Wants You', or 'Opened 

Once', which spring from the 

same romantic well as 'Lover, 
You Should've Come Over'. 
On the surface, it is difficult 

to fault any of these songs, 

which makes Jeff's apparent 

unhappiness with them so 
perplexing. There is no doubt, 

however, that songs like the 
edgy 'Vancouver', 'New Year's 

Prayer' and the ethereal 'You 

And l' would somehow have 
been retained in some form. 

The latter comes very close to 

capturing some of the 
otherworldly 'Song To The 

Siren/Starsailor' moments of his 
equally famous father, Tim. A 

voice with angel wings to be 
sure. 

The only real departure is 

his Glam-trash track 'Yard Of 

Blond Girls', where the 
screaming Electronica 

feedback transcends the voice 
and melody. It's very much in 

the vein of Smashing Pumpkins 
but not quite the spiritual 

snake charmer that the other 
songs most certainly are. 

In many ways it's the songs 

on the second CD that really 
let him down. The confusing 

and disturbed 'Murder Suicide 

Meteor City' is a Grunge 

hotch-potch incorporating a 

mutilated Star Spangled 

Banner anthem of the kind that 

Jimi Hendrix would play 

before he took up the guitar. 

'Your Flesh Is So Nice' and 

'Demon John' suffer badly too. 

But why are we 

complaining so? Because in 

reality, these were merely 
demo versions, and not the 

final cuts after all. And there's 

a strong possibility he may not 
have included his great, 

hypnotic Genesis cover, 'Back 

In New York City' either, but 

we would have been poorer 

without it. 

Jeff was blessed, like his pa, 
with an amazing set of vocal 

chords. He could also write 
songs that would leave you 

utterly speechless. On the last 
track he sings, "One thing for 

certain, when it comes my 
time, I leave this old world 

with a satisfied mind." 

Poignant indeed, but truly 
we'll never know.

As for everyone else, well, 

enjoyment will depend on 
your weirdness level because 

Turbulence (as the title 

suggests) is a truly freaky, 

quirky slice of Trance. 

All the album's acts 

uphold Flying Rhino's 

tradition of juicy, twangy 303 

noises and that ever-present 

melody that's always so hard 
to place. The attraction can't 
be put down to any one of 

the many musical elements - 
distorted samples, driving 

metallic off-beats, 

reverberating echoes and an 

uncompromising, pounding 

rhythm. Strangely, the 

tunefulness rises out of the 

blend of sounds. But 

Turbulence takes the style 

one stage further, remixing 

old tracks like Slinky 

Wizard's (aka Dominic 

Lamb) 'Fistful Of Mutants' to 
jarring, distorted effect. 

The opener, Bumbling 
Loon's 'Rumbling Toon' is 

equally progressive, but with 

a squidgy comical edge 
that's infectiously funny. 

'Byte 1' stands out for its 
pure, full-on flavour. The 

binary team consists of cult 

producer/DJ Xavier Morel 

and T.I.P.'s Graham Wood, 

which explains the harder 
cut. 

Also contributing to 

Turbulence are Toby Smith of

Sabres Of Paradise and Slip And 

Slide. After long hours spent

But the jazzy groove is never far 
away. ' Ki Juice', for example, uses 

a Funky, flutey flavour that's really 
popular right now. lahbar' and 

'Runner' are the quirkiest tracks, 

the former opening with what 
sounds like a Bontempi organ (now 

we're talking retro, and Eighties 
stylie to boot!) the latter filling its 

plinks and plonks with rapid-fire 
off-beats that would go down a 

storm in a modern Jazz troupe. But 
most importantly of all, throughout

Then he calls upon all his skills 

to raise the temperature of the 

album before you've even 

noticed the froth. By the time

By contrast, CD2 flips 

quickly into some dreamy, 

creamy Jungle courtesy of 
Ambrosia's 'Inside Your 

Arms'. And the mood change 
gets stronger as Talisman and

Much mood-building

Ritmo', a high-energy Italian 
Trance track by Cyclone Tracy 

finally signals the summit has 

been reached. From there on 

in it's surely downhill all the 
way, only with Oakenfold 

there is no let-up as he 

descends to the end in a blaze 
of burning vinyl. One of the 

most successful Dance DJs 
knows how to keep his 

audience begging for morele 
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melody barely glimpsed 

through a cloud of crackling 
radio interference, it's very 

clear that we're into deep 

listening territory, and sure 

enough, over the course of an 

hour, Bass Communion works 
its way through mood-scapes 
which encompass a wide 

range of textures from pure 

sound design through to 

richly-detailed, drifting 

ambience. Look out for some 
very nice loops constructed

These are 
ceaselessly shifting, restless

What DC are is an 

instrumental Rock band, pure 

and simple. And yet, that barely

This selection of overtures 

includes the four attempts 

Beethoven had at composing a 
suitable curtain-raiser for his 

solitary opera, Fidelio, a title 
which was forced upon him 
by his publisher. Beethoven 

preferred Leonore - the true 

name of the opera's heroine 
who disguises herself as a man 

(Fidelio) in order to free her 

husband, a political prisoner. 
Unfortunately, two other 

operas titled Leonora/Leonore 

were already in existence and 
Beethoven reluctantly 
accepted his publisher's 

eminently pragmatic 

rechristening. However, that 

did not dissuade him from 

acknowledging Loenore in the 
three discarded overtures he 

composed for the work, hence 
the existence of Leonores 

Nosl to 3. 

The term "discarded" 
ought to be qualified: these 

works are emphatically not 

sub-standard Beethoven. The 
only reason two were rejected 

was that they were simply too 

long as overtures. Indeed, the 
musicologist, Basil Deane, 
has described Leonore No3 as 

"the first and perhaps the 

greatest tone poem". 

Greatness and grandeur are 

certainly characteristics of 

Yoel Levi's reading, its 

monumental, scrupulously-

detailed presentation redolent 

of Klemperer's Beethoven. 

Three other popular 

overtures complete the 

programme - Goethe's Egmont 
(another example of political 

courage in the face of 
injustice); Coriolan, not to 

accompany Shakespeare's 

play on the subject of the 

Roman general Gnaeus 

Marcius Coriolanus, but the 

rather lesser known effort by 
Henrich Joseph Von Collin; 

and the overture to the ballet, 

The Creatures Of Prometheus. 

Here, too, the themes of 
liberation and enlightenment 

which Beethoven held so dear 

are strong. 
In some quarters this 

recording would now be 

defined as antediluvian 

Beethoven with its large 
orchestra and expansive 

sound, but for all the scale 

and weight with which 

Telarc's orchestral recordings 

have always been identified, 

there is also great refinement 

here. Even in such familiar 
music, many details emerged 

fresh and bright to entice the 

ear - superb woodwind 

passages, for example. Yet 
there were times I wish the 

bass frequencies hadn't been 

applied with quite such a 

broad brush; period 

instrument performances have 

made us accustomed to a 

much more clearly-delineated 

sound from cellos, basses and 

timpani. And for me the jury 

is still out on the "spatializer" 

three-dimensional surround-
sound technique employed in 

the recording. Not so the 

performances. These are still 
considered and unmannered, 

if a little sober at times, and 

played with true panache by 

the Atlanta Orchestra.

Both these recordings of 
Bruckner's Fifth are taken from 

concert performances, but there 
the similarity ends. It isn't just 

that the venerable Brucknerian, 

Gunter Wand, has the finer 

orchestra - the brass section of 
the Russian ensemble doesn't 

bear comparison with its Berlin 

counterpart - but more that 

Rozhdestvensky fails to convey 

the full, visionary majesty of this 
most cerebrally-hewn of the 

Bruckner symphonies.

performance was taped, warts-
and-all, at a single concert in 

February 1984 (we are not told 

where it took place), whereas 
RCA's post-production team 

was able to draw from tapes 

made at three performances 
given by Wand and the Berlin 

Philharmonic in Berlin's 

Philharmonie during January 

1996. However, even allowing 

for the numerous rough patches 
in the playing, 

Rozhdestvensky's remains a 

matter-of-fact, often brusquely-

hurried interpretation (a telling 

comparison is supplied by the 

entry of the lyrical second 

subject of the Adagio) and one 

that remains resolutely 

earthbound - a fatal flaw in any 
Bruckner performance. 

In sharp contrast, Gunter 

Wand, as ever without the 

slightest whiff of self-indulgence 

or mannerism, displays his 

complete grasp of this vast but 

cogently inter-related structure, 
and allows each movement to 

unfold at its own pace. 

Everything builds inexorably to 

the monumental conclusion, 

with its glorious double-fugue, 
arguably the finest of all 

Bruckner's symphonic finales. 

Comparison with Wand's 

1989 version, recorded with the 
Norddeutscher Rundfunk 

Sinfonieorchester (also for RCA) 
shows little divergence in 

interpretation: no surprise there 

- Wand's conception of the 

Bruckner symphonies was 

forged many years ago. But it's 

worth noting that the newer 
recording takes a little over 

three minutes longer. The 
cumulative experience, though, 

remains unchanged: visionary 
and life-affirming. Wand's 

clear-eyed understanding and 

authority in Bruckner are 
evident throughout, not least in 

the superb concluding 

paragraphs where the Berlin 
players, and RCA's fine 

recorded sound, come into their 

own.

Now in his seventieth year, 

international recognition has 

been a while coming for the 

Finnish composer Einojuhani 

CLASSICAL 

Rautavaara, but the Helsinki-

based Ondine label has lately 
been championing his cause to 

good effect. Rautavaara's work 
owes little to current musical 

fashion; his is a strikingly 
individual voice, characterised 

by an energy and intensity, and 
a prolific flow of ideas, which 

drives his music relentlessly 
forward. Restless currents, 

once unleashed, at times seem 

just barely under control. The 

effect can be chillingly 

compelling, mysterious and 

even disturbing. 

This is the second Ondine 

release to feature one of 

Rautavaara's 'Angel' 

compositions (the first was the 

acclaimed Angel Of Light) but 
those expecting something 

akin to the plump cherubs 

which decorate tacky 

Christmas cards will be 

dismayed by these angelic 

apparitions. Indeed, 

Rautavaara's angels are not 
necessarily religious 

incarnations at all but 
manifestations of what he 

describes as "alien realities", 

nightmarish visions drawn 
from the darkest, least charted 

regions of the human psyche. 

The composer offers no 
'programme' for Angels And 

Visitations; although rooted in 
experience, it is, he declares, 

"absolute music". It is 

nevertheless extraordinarily 
'visual', using the full 

orchestral palette. 

More conventional in its 

scoring but no less evocative is 

Isle Of Bliss, a tone poem 

whose dramatic Nordic 
atmosphere is not only 

redolent, inevitably, of 

Rautavaara's compatriot 
Sibelius, but also oddly akin to 

Arnold Bax at his wild, 

windswept Celtic best. This 
haunting piece was inspired 

by Lintukoto (Home Of The 

Birds) by the Finnish poet 

Aleksis Kivi, and is 

thematically linked to 

Rautavaara's latest opera, 

concerned with Kivi's life. 
The longest work in this 

excellent introduction to 

Rautavaara's output is the 

Violin Concerto, an engrossing 

and memorable composition 
whose urgency, dynamism 
and virtuosity are more the 

product of the composer's 

reminiscences of looking 

down on the bustling streets of 

New York than gazing upon 

any Arctic wilderness. The 

soloist, Elmar Oliveira, is 

dazzlingly responsive to the 

considerable demands of the 

score and, as in the other 

works here, the Helsinki 

orchestra is in terrific form. 
Leif Segerstam directs with 
unobtrusive authority and the 

recording, made in the lively 

acoustic of Helsinki's 

Finlandia Hall, is both full and

In these interpretations of the 

Schumann symphonies, John 

Eliot Gardiner and his 

colleagues supply the most 

convincing and effective 

retort to those who still 

question the usefulness of 

'authenticity' in the 19th-

century Romantic repertoire. 

What can period instruments 

and performing practice 

contribute in this area, runs 

the argument, that isn't 

achievable with the modern 

symphony orchestra? The 

answer - emphatically 

demonstrated here - is the 

ability to present nothing less 

than an opportunity for 

wholesale and radical re-

evaluation, a chance to 

listen afresh and 

unencumbered by the 

'baggage' of opinion that 

invariably accompanies so 

much great music. 

Among the many 

deserving candidates for 

such reappraisal, the 

symphonies of Robert 

Schumann stand out. 

Schumann, runs the received 

wisdom, was a wonderful 

composer of songs, piano 

and chamber music but 

never mastered the 

techniques of symphonic 

composition, trying, and 

ultimately failing, to 

combine the breezy 

tunefulness of Schubert with 

the structural depth of 

Brahms. 

The challenge to disprove 

this assessment was first 

taken up by another British 

conductor, Roger 

Norrington, and his London 

Classical Players. Their 

explorations - revelatory, if 

not always sure-footed - 

cleared a path for others to 

follow, including lohn Eliot 

Gardiner, whose memorable 

series of Schumann concerts 

at London's Barbican last 

year provided the basis for 

these equally exciting and 

entertaining recordings. 

From the bright, forthright 

opening of the First 

Symphony, the transparency 

of the texture gives the lie to 

the prevalent notion of 

Schumann as an 

unimaginative, heavy-handed 

orchestrator. With everything 

crisply articulated, and the 

instrumental colouring vividly 

projected, the ' muddiness' 

and opacity that supposedly 

characterises the orchestral 

writing is exposed as a myth. 

Similar surprises are in 

store right through this 

survey which, along with the 

four numbered symphonies, 

includes the early Symphony 

in G minor (known as the 

'Zwickau Symphony' after 

the composer's home town), 

the Overture, Scherzo and 

Finale, and the Konzertstuck 

for Four Horns, more on 

which later. Intriguingly, 

Gardiner also offers the 

Fourth Symphony in its 

original -1841 version, for 

whose survival we have to 

thank the composer's most 

loyal supporter, Johannes 

Brahms, who always 

championed the earlier score 

over its 1851 revision with, 

for example, its dubious 

thickening of the woodwind 

lines. This electrifying 

performance deserves to 

ensure that the original 

receives many more airings 

in the future. 

This is but one instance of 

the intelligent and thoughtful 

way this set has been 

compiled. Schumann's 

development as a 

symphonist - and whatever 

his detractors may say, he 

did develop - can be 

followed, starting with the 

'Zwickau Symphony', 

composed in 1832-33 when 

Schumann was in his early 

20s (the shadow of 

Beethoven looms large over 

its two completed 

movements) and continuing 

with the Overture, Scherzo 

and Finale of 1841, where 

he experiments with 

compressing the symphonic 

form. The extraordinary 

Konzertstuck for Four Horns 

of 1848, modestly described 

as a 'concerto movement' 

but in fact a substantial 

three-movement work, 

emerges here in all its glory. 

The playing of the soloists 

from the horn section of the 

Orchestre Revolutionnaire et 

Romantique (all using period 

horns, each with three rotary 

valves crooked in F Major) is 

quite breathtaking. - 

In the symphonies, 

Gardiner on the whole opts 

for brisk tempos, pointing up 

the physical and dramatic 

sides of the music while 

relishing the lyricism of, say, 

the Adagio of No2, with its 

beguiling oboe melody, and 

the solemn grandeur of the 

fourth movement of No3, 

music said to be inspired by 

the magnificence of Cologne 

Cathedral. Perhaps some of 

the incisiveness and vigour of 

the string playing is 

attributable to the fact that, 

during takes, the violins and 

violas played standing up, as 

was the practice in the Leipzig 

Gewandhaus Orchestra 

during Schumann's clay. 

Overall, the recording 

from Watford Colosseum is 

vividly detailed (sample the 

thwack of the timpani and 

rasp of the brass!) and enjoys 

wholly convincing 

perspectives. As Gardiner 

observes in his 

accompanying notes, during 

Schumann's lifetime the 

more perceptive critics 

judged his symphonies to be 

"the most significant 

additions to the repertoire 

since Beethoven". These 

performances resoundingly 

validate that claim.

I was surprised at the suggestion in 

this amplifier's name that it can 

produce 35watts. Each channel was 

just into clip (overload) at 28watts 

and a rating of 26watts per channel 

wouldn't be conservative. 

I would feel more generous 

toward the Unison if it had other 

strengths, but it did not. Quite the 

reverse in fact. The output 

transformer has excessive reactance 

(distributed capacitance or leakage 

inductance), causing the output 

valves to start slewing at 10kHz, 

before full output was reached. It 

just isn't a clever transformer. High-

frequency output rose to a 1.5dB 

peak at around 50kHz before falling 

off. This peaking gave an apparently 

very extended treble performance 

but since it is attributable to the 

reactance that caused slewing, in 

full output, so a pre-amplifier with 

gain is needed.

Worse still, its plasticky front 
panel was finished in dour dark grey - 

hardly the height of fashion at the time. 

Ju n as well then that on its launch in 

summer 1979 it sold for a mere £59.95. 
So unprepossessing was it that the 

3020 could easily have disappeared 
never to be seen again. But to those who 

heard it, it was obviously special. Inside 
was a cracking circuit design with an 

extremely generous power supply. 
Round the back was a rear panel of 

novel horizontal construction, complete 
with phono socketry for Pre Out, Normal 

In and Lab In, which bypassed the 
Normal input's subsonic and ultrasonic 

filtering. There was also a switch marked 

Soft Clipping, a NAD innovation which 
lei the amp run at full power without 

endangering the loudspeakers. 

On audition the 3020 was quite 
unlike anything else near the price. One 

of those epochal products that comes 

along from nowhere and shakes down 

the market, it sounded like a high-

power, high-quality, high-price 
integrated - no mean feat for any 

amplifier, but for less than 60 quid it was 

nigh on unbelievable. 

Although undeniably coloured - with 
a fat, sumptuous bass, a warm bloom 

across the midband and an artHcially 
silky treble - it was surprisingly dynamic 

and punchy. This meant that given a 
cheap turntable and middling budget 
'speakers to work with its musicality and 

warmth could shine through, yet it 

seemed to hide the front end's 

limitations. Used with a capabe source 

it did the opposite, and made the most 

of a turntable's power and detail. 

The NAD's big-hearted sound was 
thanks in part to its excellent real-world 

'speaker-driving ability, which totally 
belied its modest 20watt (into 8ohms) 

rated power. Its beefy power supply 

could really pump current when needed 

- a fact borne out by measurements 

which showed it quadrupling its output 
power into 2ohms. Tales of it out-

punching various Japanese 100watt 

super-amps abounded, and some 

reviewers even tried it with nightmare 
loads like Linn Isobariks with some 

success! 
For several years it swept the board, 

stealing sales from all over the place and 

picking up every award in the business. 

Despite several price rise!, and the 

arrival of some talented competitors, the 

punters stayed keen. Then came the 'A' 

version featuring a switchable MM/MC 

stage. Although done on the cheap, the 

NAD's phono stage was such that it 

sounded surprisingly good even with 

high-end Moving Coils. 
Finally the 302013 arrived in 1985 

with a 'speaker impedance selector and 
improved binding posts. Also introduced 

was the cheaper 3120, a 302013 minus 
tone controls and power meter. 

Curiously for a 'minimalist' amplifier, it 

retained the loudness button - reputedly 

an oversight at the factory! 

After the arrival of the bigger 3130 in 
1985 - billed as the 3020's true 

successor - things were never the same. 

The subsequent 3020i was a cheaper 
and shoddier affair that lacked the 
warmth and punch of previous models. 

Of all 3020 derivatives, the very earliest 
ones are reputed to sound best, but 

whether this is just hi-fi folklore is 

anyone's guess. 
Why buy a NAD 3020 now? As well 

as being amazingly cheap second-hand 
and still relatively common, they're also 
highly versatile. The spl it pre/power 

facility is a god-send for tweakers and 

bi-ampers, and even means you can use 

the amp purely as a phono stage. For 

audiophiles with only £50 to spend, 
there's no better used buy.
