First, a thank you to NBAM for this
program and my mentor, Sheila
Oliveira. To NBAM for providing me
with the chance to grow as an artist
and experience true creativity and
Sheila for being an inspiring mentor
and joint collaborator, connecting
not only through the basis of art but
also human to human.

Life is about balance, stability, and
equilibrium. A balance between
staying grounded and level-headed,
while also letting yourself experience
the world without limits. The earth
and the sky, yin and yang, the sun
and the moon, life and death, are all
in balance.

It’s complex, a scale with
random weight being
tossed on it when you
least expect it, altering
its state to remain steady.

For me, to keep the scale steady,
you need growth, inspiration,
imagination, vivacious ambition,
music, and motion, but you also
need self-discipline, accountability,
peace of mind, silence, focus, and
depth. To achieve this sangfroid, you
have to pardon the things aimed to
disturb and disrupt your inner peace
and learn from them, flip the switch
that narrows your mindset, to see the
light in what happens to you and the

world around you; this, of course,
isn’t easy. But it’s eased with outlets,
outlets that draw out (metaphorically
and literally) the unstable and
precarious qualities that mentally
develop through life’s experiences.
This journey, to that balance, that
stability, that equilibrium, is

the unknown.

The process of creating this
unknown started with bits from the
parts of the journey that | had already
experienced, gathering slips, pieces
of paper, magazine cutouts, and
different fabrics of my life that spoke
to me. Coming together with colorful
prepared pieces of paper that Sheila
had developed and her approach to
the use of tissue paper to produce
texture. Wanting to experiment with
mediums | was unfamiliar with, we
started out with a simple sketch and
a wash to build value, acrylic, then
finalizing with oil to bring the piece
to life.

In 2021 and the beginning of 2022
our “worlds became smaller” due to
Covid isolation and restrictions.

This time resulted in introspection
like pages in a book, each thought
of the past generating pieces and
bits of memory. It is no surprise that
my intern, Avary Amaral, and | came
to work with collage. We created
multiple pieces that comprise hope,
memory, identity and a narrative.

Avary had a clear idea on our
first meeting, having done some
research on Pinterest, for which |
was grateful. It is a pleasure to work
with a young artist who has intention
and motivation that manifests in the
studio. Having done much collage
artwork myself, | also took the same
journey as we travelled a similarroute
in experimentation using pieces of
paper, paint, acrylic and oil paints
on watercolour paper as substrate.
As we head into completing the
program, | believe we have created
a synthesis of artwork in the studio.

| enjoyed working with Avary as
the days became shorter. She
brought light and energy into my
studio at the Kilburn. Time flew as
we collaborated on what papers,
composition, and adhesives would
work best and leaned much from
the process. Avary has created

a world of her own imaginings,
“Welcome to the Unknown,” and |
have created a collage drawing on
my early years as a stitcher in my
father’s dress factory, reflections
of youthful summer months as a
teenager entitled “Dress Maker’s
Daughter”....

And so, it seems the pandemic
has pushed us inward rather than
outward, at least for this experience
in our time together, enjoying the
process of creating additional art
pieces. She explored contemporary
ideas by using images from Time
Magazine, combining prepared
papers and fabric for small 12” x
12” collage pieces. | am delighted
to work with emerging artists for |
learn as much as | teach.

My recent paintings respond to
small-scale pandemic drawings
throughrowdy, color-dense surfaces
that treat loss and regeneration as
an inevitable duality. Using previous
paintings and sculptures as seeds
for new work, | cut, layer, mend,
and integrate, forming structures to
break structures, pulling pigment
through space.

Adryana and Ari entered the TAIP
program with purpose, diligence,
and openness. Their shared
interest in digital art, painting,
and sculpture informed a series of
material investigations, which they
approached with enthusiasm and a
willingness to take risks.
